Constructed in 1954 and
upgraded in 1971, sewage
pump station #1 located on
Parkview Drive has outlived
its useful capacity.

The Village of Kewaskum
board of Trustees discussed
the pump station at a special
board meeting on Monday
night, February 14. The vil-
lage has four pump stations
scattered throughout the
community. The pump. sta-
tion "pumps" raw sewage
back to the water treatment
plant.

After some discussion, the
village board approved 5-1 an
outside - engineer group to
gather information on design
and costs for the pump sta-
tion. By the end of 2005, the
village will submit plans to
the Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources. And, in
2006, the village must award
construction of the pump
station project to a qualified

company. Trustee Kevin
Scheunemann was the one
dissenting vote.

Thomas Renner, a project
engineer with  Ruekert-
Mielke of Waukesha, said the
(DNR) has recommended the
village repair = or -replace
pump station #1. What
prompted the DNR 's action
was the by-pass pumping of 1
million gallons of water
resulting from the flooding
during the spring of 2004.

Renner said
based its decisions on three
things. First, the pump's age
required work. Second, the
forced sanitary sewer mains
are weak and are unable to
handle new development
growth. Third, and -most

importantly, the pump sta-

tion sits in the flood plain. So
the village must relocate the
pump station to another
area. Renner suggested a site
near the firehouse.,

- "The northeast corner is
higher elevation," said Village
Administrator Dan Schmidt
about the site near the fire-
house, "The base of the

building is out of the flood
plain.”

Renner had some prelimi-
nary figures projecting the
pump station design cost to
run $135,000 and the actual
construction to run between
$108,000 to $2 million.

Scheunemann  wasn't
convinced that a new pump
station was needed. He also
objected to farming out the
work to an outside engineer-
ing firm.

"So it pumps one million
gallons of water," said
Scheunemann. "Ninety-five
percent was storm water run
off, and only five percent was
sewage. It was mostly clear
storm water run-off; it wasn't
raw sewage."

Scheunemann went on to
say water rates for residents
will likely increase because of
what he believes is unneces-
sary replacement costs. He
said the pumps were over
stressed because of heavy
rains and floods resulting
from an unfortunate and rare
weather occurrence.

However, other village
officials countered that spe-
cial-engineering = projects
can't be done in house. The
village is in jeopardy of over-
spending and/or not meeting

the project's deadlines. The -

He also had a
strong knowledge of herbal
and natural medicines, and

. because of his healing abili-

ties, young Bill traveled
around Tennessee, helping
animals and their owners,
and enjoying a freedom of
movement almost unknown
to slaves.

In his later years and tol-
lowing the Civil War, “Doc”
Key became quite affluent; he
was a landowner, business-
man, and creator of a popular
patent medicine. Key spent
his days touring the South,
selling his famous liniment
for man and horse. While
traveling, Key was also look-
ing at horseflesh. He wanted
to breed the greatest race-
horse in the world. What he
got, instead, was a spindly,
sickly colt that looked as if it
might never walk, let alone
race.

Key took care of the colt,
which he named Jim, and he

"everything old is new again"

The selection of a Chairperson
was next on the agenda. On a motion
by James Esselmann, seconded by
Neal Weare and unanimously carried
by voice vote the Board ‘elected
Mathew Heiser as Chairperson of the
Joint Review Board.

Chairperson Mathew Heiser indi-
cated the next agenda item was to
select a  Citizen  Member.
Chairperson Heiser informed the
Board that he would suggest James
Reigle for that position. Mr. Reigle
was planning on attending the meet-
ing this evening, but late this after-
noon called asking to be excused, but
stated he is still willing to serve and
would be available for the next meet-
ing. It was noted that James Reigle is
a long time resident of the Village,
an area businessman and a member
of the Village of Kewaskum
Economic Development Advisory
Committee.

On a motion by Neal Weare, sec-
onded by Craig Johnson and unani-
mously carried by voice vote the
Board selected James Reigle as the
Citizen Member to the Joint Review
Board.

Chairperson Heiser turned the
review of the Tax Incremental
District No. 2 Project Plan and
Adoption Timeline over to Ken Ward
and Christie Cramer. Ken Ward
explained the maps from the Project
Plan that addressed the improve-
ments needed. The area to be in the
TID boundary i1s 115.6 acres, of
which an estimated 38 acres 1s zoned
residential. This leaves an estimated
77 acres in which there are 6 proper-
ty owners, S5 acres of rural roads,
leaving 72 acres. Less than half of
those 72 acres (33 acres) 1s under the
control of the developer. It is on
those 33 acres that new streets are to
be installed, and a regional detention
pond is to be constructed. That
means the single developer has only
26 acres or less for development.
The 38 acres is currently zoned resi-
dential, the 72 acres would have a

mixed use zoning of
commercial/business and manufac-
turing.

The discussion regarding infra-
structure informed all present that
much of the work is needed for this
development but looking at future
commercial/business and manufac-
turing on adjacent land would also
need those expanded infrastructure
items. That cost would be recaptured
with impact fees versus the TID. It
would also provide better coverage
and service to existing areas of the
village. |

In response to a question, Ken
Ward explained that infrastructure
would be required adjacent to the
newly improved USH “45™ but that
construction would occur within the
ROW outside of the roadway.

Christie Cramer then reviewed the
financial impact of the Project Plan.
The estimated overall cost is 7.8 mil-
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lion dollars, of which the TID would
be responsible for an estimated 4.6
million dollars. The remaining 3.2
million dollars of construction costs
would be covered by developer con-
tributions, special assessments, sani-
tary sewer impact fees and utility
charges.

In response to a question regard-
ing developer contributions Christie
Cramer explained the total contribu-
tion is an estimated 10%, plus the
bulk of impact fees being collected
are from the developer. It was noted
the residential area within the TID is
solely being paid for by that devel-
oper and is not any part of the village
project. The TID project would not
work without that small portion of
proposed residential development.

The payback of the TID borrowing
would be accomplished by expand-
ing and increasing the tax base with-
in the district, with the payback time
estimate being 14 years versus the 20
years allowed by law. It was further
noted commercial and industrial tax
base equals an  estimated
$46,000,000 today. After the TID
that i1s expected to increase by
$14,000,000 or 30% when in fact
those numbers have been declining
over the last few years.

In response to another question
regarding the taxes currently
received by the other taxing entities
and if they would decrease, the
answer was no. All taxes currently
received would remain the same;
only the increased value generating
new taxes (increment) would be
retained by the TID. The TID would
numerous benefits to the village as
well as entire area and county, creat-
Ing tax base with minimum cost or
added services to any of the taxing
jurisdictions, as well the creation of
jobs and boosting or encouraging
auxiliary or supplementary growth.

General comments from the mem-
bers of the Joint Review Board were
supportive of the TID. No action was
required.

The timeline for the TID was dis-
cussed and was noted the next and
probably last meeting of this Board
needs to be held between February 8,
2005 and March 9, 2005. On a
motion by Neal Weare, seconded by
James Esselmann and unanimously
carried by voice vote the Board
selected Tuesday, February 8, 2005
at 7:00 p.m. to hold their next meet-
Ing. x

Nell reflects on last mat win against Cougars

They didn't come right out
and say it but the Kewaskum
High School wrestlers could
have dedicated their recent
thrilling win over Campbell-
sport to the long line of

Indians who left the school
without doing so.

In the 40-year history of
the sport at KHS, the number
of victories could be counted
on one hand, and then one
would not need all his fingers.

Back in 1966 (or was it
'677), the Indians had the bet-
ter of things in a match held in
what is now called Rose Hall.
Campbellsport didn't even
have uniforms, and Gerald
“Sarge” Marking was just
embarking on what would be
a storied career with a couple
dozen wrestling families pro-
viding a legacy that would
extend through the Scenic

Moraine to the Flyway and
now the Eastern Wisconsin
Conference.

Kewaskum also was just
testing the wrestling waters
and bucking a strong basket-
ball tradition at the same
time. Still Joe Harlow forged
ahead with a full 14-match
schedule the first year and 60
athletes turned out to see
what this rising sport was all
about.

Harlow, who also was the
head coach of football and
golf at that time, stressed fun-
damentals and conditioning,
and the combination of the
two added up to a win over
Campbellsport and a 7-7 sea-
son in the first year and hav-

ing a state qualifier (there was
just one class of wrestlers in
those days) the second year.

The drought against
Campbellsport lasted until
the 1995-96 season when
another Indian wrestling team
finally beat the Cougars. John
Nell, in his 15th season, had
waited patiently for Jan. 6,
1996, wondering if the day
would ever come, and the
Indians finally had the upper
hand, 39-31.

"I remember the kids hav-
ing little side bets ... They were
spotting us a couple, and we
ended up winning by nine
(actually eight),” Nell said last
week. “That was with Joel
Dziedzic, Matt Heather, Glen
Schnabel.”

This was not a conference
meet because the Indians
were already members of the
EW, while the Cougars were
cleaning house annually in
the Flyway.

“It was a dual meet tourna-
ment ... in Fond du Lac,” Nell
said, recalling how Dziedzic
won by pin, and the key

match came - between
Schnabel and Travis Ebert of
Campbellsport.

“They moved Travis up a

- weight class,” Nell said, indi-

cating Ebert, who wound up
with two Division 2 state titles
to his credit, was expected to
win, but, “Glen ended up
catching Travis and pinning
him ... That was the highlight.”
The “topper” in the meet
was Tim Gundrum’s pin in the
heavyweight match.
Gundrum had - been
injured, so his younger broth-
er, Bruce, moved up a weight

class from 189 to fill in for him
for several weeks, and when
Bruce met the CHS heavy-
weight in the Oshkosh tourna-
ment, he was pinned,

“Timmy came back, and
he ended up pinning him (the
Cougar). “We were confident
in Tim,” Nell said,

Others on that team
included Josh Dieringer, Rich
Wulff, Mike Kertscher and
Tony Olla.

And were there any other
close meets Kewaskum had
against Campbellsport and
Marking?

“I think we had some other
close ones, but we just werent
strong enough to do it. A lot of
times we didn't have full teams.”

“The thing I remember the
best (about this win) was they
(Indians) were ready to go.
They were ready to win. They
just looked at Campbellsport
as another team .” That was

- the difference in these kids,”

Nell said, pleased he got at least
one win over the Cougars.

Nell retired from the sport
five years ago, letting one of
his former athletes, Dennis
Aupperle, take over the posi-
tion. Aupperle is 1-4 against
Campbellsport, but by the
looks ot things, he may be
winning a couple of other
matches against the Cougars
in the next few years.

Perhaps the ending won't
be as storied at the one in
2005, (when Noah Olla and
Jacob Turowski posted a pin
and major decision, respec-
tively, to turn a deficit into a
36-34 victory), but a win is a
win over an arch rival no mat-
ter how it comes.

This week's column is
about the second half of an
ice fishing/winter camping
trip I recently returned from
with my stepson Travis and
my friends, Chuck and Luke
Rieb, from Mellen.

Saturday, January 29
High 31°, Low 28°

Greenville, S.D., popula-
tion under 100, is the closest
town to us on our section of
Waubay Lake. The lake covers
15,500 acres, and until about
12 years ago, it was just a
duck hunting slough.

Solid rain and snowfalls in
the early '90s created lakes
out of ponds in the eastern
Dakotas. The incredibly fer-
tile new lakes almost imme-
diately produced healthy fish
populations, especially with
the help of the South Dakota
Game, Fish,

- Department.

My first Waubay experi-
ence was five years ago, and I
had an absolutely incredible
time catching 4- to 10-pound
northern pike. The following
winter, Travis and I figured
out that fishing for perch and
walleye on Waubay would
rapidly become one of my
favorite trips of the year.

This year, I have to admit,
the bottom fell out on our
fish catching success, as far
as numbers go. Up until
today, which was day three
on the ice, our biggest and
only northern was 35 inches,
and we had yet to catch a
perch. Luke had also iced a 7-

sucker. He used a 40-pound
Power Pro line for a leader.
That same set up, which also
caught the northern, we
rigged on a tip up that had all
the line yanked off the spool.
Warm weather, which is rare
in the Dakotas in late January,
was the norm on our trip.
