Individuals shopping at
Klotz's Piggy Wiggly in
Campbellsport received an
unexpected surprise on
February 22 as they were
handed a red rose by Thomas
Fabricius, MD, a board-certi-
fied family practice physi-
cian, or Patricia Hayes, PA-C,
a physician assistant, with
Agnesian HealthCare’s
Campbellsport Clinic.

This past weekend |
fished Wisconsin's deepest.
lake, Big Green, for the third
time in my life. I accepted
Randy Norton's invitation to
come to the Walker Winter
Fisheree and spend three
days living in an ice shack
with the hope of catching
some fish.

Friday, February 18

High 27°, Low 10°

A total of 270 people
entered the Walker Fisheree,
which runs from 5 p.m. on
Friday to 4 p.m. on Sunday.

Eligible fish species in the
competition are lake trout,
northern pike, walleye,
bluegill, perch, striped bass
and rock bass.

My golden retriever Ice
would be the third member
of our shack. Several of
Randy's friends also came
and went.

We fished over a rock cliff
with water depths ranging
from eight to 154 feet. After
dark, we targeted walleye,
and during the daylight hours
we targeted lake trout and
northern pike. -

AL 5 p.m. we each put out
two tip ups that were baited
with five-inch golden shiners,
and then we started jigging
for fish in the shack. We also
made our 7x12 ‘foot home
comfortable for the weekend
by heating the shack with a
wood/coal burning stove.

The jigging was pretty
slow, but I did manage to
catch a rock bass that weighed

just under three quarters of a
pound. The tip up action was
also pretty slow until mid-
night when we had three flags
come up. Two flags were just
minnows, but lucky for me,
one flag had something else
on it.
