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West Bend girl still in serious
condition after Friday crash here

Three people were injured in a single vehicle rollover accident in the Town of Kewaskum, Friday evening, March
18. The crash happened on County Highway V just west of Highway 45. Miya Herrick, four, of West Bend was the
most seriously injured of the vehicle's three occupants. She was ejected and pinned under the Ford F-150 pickup
truck driven by her father. The other two passengers, driver, Ryan Herrick, 26, of West Bend and Jasmine Stern, 9,
of Campbelisport were transported to St. Joseph’s Hospital in West Bend by Kewaskum Rescue Squad and were
treated and released. According to a hospital spokesperson Wednesday morning, Miya Herrick is in serious condi-
tion at Children’s Hospital. Kewaskum Firefighters extricated the pinned victim. Kewaskum Police officers were first
to arrive at the crash scene and handled the scene until Washington County Sheriff's Deputies arrived. Kewaskum
Police officers then assisted with closing County Road V at Moraine Drive and USH 45. The pick-up truck was the
only vehicle involved but less than a 1/8 mile west on CTH V another pick-up truck was in the ditch Conditions on
the road at the time were slippery. While both Kewaskum ambulances assisted at the crash scene another emer-
gency call came in at around 7:30 p.m. That call was for a woman who fell down some stairs on Salisbury Drive.

West Bend Rescue Squad handled that call.

On November 2 the citi-
zens of the School District of
Kewaskum voted in an advi-
sory referendum. The majori-
ty of those voting said they
would support upgrading
textbooks and purchasing
technology through a refer-
endum. On April 5 electors
will be asked to go to the polls
and vote on both.

In my conversations and
visits with community mem-
bers, one question keeps
coming up in one form or
another. On the surface, what
people are asking appears to
be very simple. “Why don't
you just budget for textbooks
in_your budget?” It's a fair
question but one that doesn't
have an easy answer because
a person needs to understand
Revenue Limits that were
placed on school districts in
1993. But, I will attempt to do
so here

Historically, Kewaskum
has always been very frugal in
the development of their

budgets. Districts that were
“holding the line” when
Revenue Limits were

imposed, like Kewaskum, felt
the impact much sooner than
those less frugal. Revenue

Limits literally placed a
“limit” on revenue to a dis-
trict. Districts, like

Kewaskum, that had precious
little leeway in their budgets
in the form of staffing, servic-
es and programs, quickly felt
the pinch as they tried to
achieve balanced budgets
without cutting educational
programs. Every year since
1993 this has been harder
and harder to do,

Allow me to return to the
question. First, it isn't that we
don't budget for textbooks.
We do budget for textbooks.
With Revenue Limits we just
don't have sufficient revenue
to cover a replacement cycle
of 5-6 years for textbooks.
We've had to spread purchas-
es over longer periods of time
in order to balance our budg-
et. Let me use my mother as
an example if [ may.

As a retired person, she
was on a fixed income, not
unlike school districts with
Revenue Limits. She would
get an increase in her Social
Security check, albeit very
small, but most if not all of
her other expenses increased
at a higher percentage than
her increase. In short, in
order to make ends meet, she

had to cut back on purchases
or reduce the number ol
times she would do things,
just like millions of other
retired individuals. For exam-
ple, instead of getting her
hair shampooed and cut
monthly, it went to every 6
weeks or 2 months. She still
budgeted for the hair
appointment but had to wait
longer between cuts to be
able to afford it. 1 am sure
people on fixed incomes can
relate similar stories, maybe
not driving as often to save
gas, turning the thermostat
down to save money, buy less
when shopping, ie., less
snack food or going out to
eat, etc. The same thing has
happened in budgeting for
our textbooks. As [ said, we
do budget for textbooks, but
have been forced to stretch
the purchases over longer
and longer periods of time in
order to balance the budget.
As the referendum literature
indicates, currently we have
stretched \textbook purchases
to a 12-15 vear replacement
cycle vs. the more acceptable
5-6 years asked for in the
upcoming referendum
Revenue Limits have also
had a direct impact on tech-
nology, capital improvement,
maintenance, even staffing.
For example, the application
and use of technology is
growing and is increasingly
making a demand on the
budget and on other items in

the budget. The entire tech-
nology budget in the past
consisted of the TEACH grant
monies from the State. This
grant money is no longer
available to the district so it
now must be placed into the
regular budget. Once again,
items that should be pur-
chased, items necessary to
enhanced instruction and
enhanced student achieve-
ment will not fit into the
budget if our goal is a bal-
anced budget. Another
example might be a roof in
need of replacement. It
might be repaired for several
years because a new roof
couldn't be fit in the budget
Staffing is another critical
area. Two vyears ago we
reduced our teaching force
by 11 teachers by simply not
replacing them (attrition)
when they left or retired
Were they important to the
district? Yes, but in order to
present a balanced budget
that year, we couldn't replace
them

So the answer to the
question of why don't we
budget for textbooks and
technology is: We do, we just
aren't able to budget enough
to cover it all with the rev-
enue limits placed upon
schools.

Next week I will cover the
negative impact that Open
Enrollment has had on our
district to the tune of over
$775,000 this year.

Soon Easter will be upon
us and many parents are
tempted to buy one of those
cute little Easter bunnies that
appear in all the pet stores.
Unless the child is aver the age
of 12 and very responsible, a
toy stuffed bunny will make a
much better gift.

Rabbits are fragile crea-
tures. They have a lighter bone
density than dogs or cats and
can easily break their spines if
dropped. Baby bunnies are
cute and cuddly and tolerate
handling, but babyhood does-
n't last long. In two short
months, puberty turns that
baby inte Bugs Bunny.
Often,un-neutered/spayed
rabbits no longer tolerate being
held. Powerful hind legs can
scraich and sharp teeth can
bite. Un-neutered males spray
and mark their territory like
dogs. Unspayed females are
territorial and may attack little
hands that enter their cages.
thumper must be spayed or
neutered to eliminate these
undesirable behaviors.

Unfortunately, every
summer humane shelters
receive a large influx of former
Easter rabbits as they reach
adolescence - un-neutered or
spayed.

Rabbits live 10-12 vears.
Will your child still care for the
rabbit after the novelty wears
off? Or will Thumper spend
this summer abandoned in a
backyard hutch? Like doge,
rabbits are social animals and
need daily interaction with
their hwnan owners. Nine out
of 10 rabbits don't live to reach
their first birthday. Unlike wild
rabbits, pet rabbits released
into the wild cannot fend for
themselves; Thumper won't
survive more than a day or two
on his own.

Older rabbits in animal
shelters have little chance of
being adopted because most
people mistakenly want a baby
rabbit. This is unfortunate
because older, spayed or
neutered rabbits make the best
pets. They are more tolerant of
children and have reached their
affectionate adult personality.

Rabbits make great pets,
provided you accept them on
their own terms. They need a
safe and loving environement
in your home - not in an out-
door hutch. Save a life and
don’t buy an Easter bunny. If
you must have a rabbit, rescue
an adult rabbit from the
Washington County Humane
Society at www.washington-
countyhumane.org or from the
House Rabbit Society by visit-
ing www.rabbit.org. Please
spay or neuter any rabbit you
adopt.

The meeting was opened with a

Chairperson Mathew Heiser called
the meeting to order. Members pres-
ent were Andy Pesch. Richard
Schmidt, Andrew Kuehl, Frank
Beesten and Theodore Meilahn, A
juorum was present

On a motion by Andy Pesch, sec-
onded by Frank Beesten and carried
by the majority voice vote the Plan
Commission approved the minutes
as printed for November 9, 2004

The Commission reviewed a por-
tion of the sign ordinance
95.06005(C) marquee, Awning or
Canopy Sign. Two points in ques-
tion; the 10 feet height from the side-
walk and the 3 feet from back of ver-
tical plane formed by street curb line
I'he matter of concern originated
because of damage being done to an
existing awning installed prior to the
zoning ordinance amendment at
Millers Furniture. The matter would
also extend to a few other locations
as (0 not having adequate height and
meeting the vertical distance off of
the curb line. Mr. and Mrs. Derek
Peterson were present to aid in the
discussion. The Plan Commission
basically had three options; one was
to leave the ordinance as is, two
would be to amend the ordinance
adjusting the height cniteria from 10
feet to 8 feet, and the third option
would be to amend the ordinance
striking the height and vertical curb
line clearance and basically not lo
regulate these types of signs. The
question was asked why we just
couldn’t change the height and the
clearance line. Attorney Kiefer
responded indicating the
DOT/Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices/signs must be iden-
tical or stricter, not less restrictive.
Kevin Scheunemann informed the
Commission he was opposed to
unnecessary sign regulations and the
ordinance should be struck. On a
motion by Andy Pesch, seconded by
Richard Schmidt and unanimously
carried by voice vote the
Commission directed that an amend-
ment to the noted section of the ordi-
nance be prepared after consulting
with  SEWRPC, the Zoning
Administrator and Attorney and
brought back to the Commission to
then recommend the change to the
Village Board so as to alleviate the
matter of concern.

Ken Ward and Christy Cramer,
from Ruekert and Mielke, were pres-
ent to review with the Plan
Commission the designation of
boundaries for the establishment of
the proposed TID. The TID project
plan cost estimates and revenue
sources as well as the scope of the
projected work were all reviewed. It
was noted that the installation of
water main in Prospect Road and
internally within the
Industrial/Commercial Park would
need to be accomplished including
upgrading the size of the mains cur-
rently in Prospect Road and in Fond
du Lac Avenue ROW to a point near
CTH “H" west. Sanitary Sewer
Mains would need to be installed
from the lift station just north of
Prospect Road to the access road for
the I & C Park off USH “45" and
then within the park itself including
the extension of those lines to serve
up to Prospect Road. The sewer main
would operate on a gravity flow ver-
sus the need of a force main. The lift

station north of Prospect Road was
noled as reaching its life expectancy
and need for more capacity, which
meuns a new forced main would also
be needed to the crest of the hill
Other work such as streets, street
lighting, sidewalk and curb storm
drainage and grading all need to be
addressed. This construction pack-
age is estimated to cost a lotal of
$7.8 million. This total dollar
amount would need to be financed
with GO Bonds and Revenue Bonds
and repaid with tax increment, devel-
oper funds, special assessments,
impact fees and utility contributions
On a motion by Andy Pesch, second-
ed by Frank Beesten and carried by
the majority by voice vote the
Commission indicated the
Engineers, Financial Consultants
and staff should proceed with the
proposed TID meetings, public hear-
ings and the like, so as to meet the
time requirements. The vote was 4
“Aye” 1 “Nay” 0 “Absent” with
Richard Schmidt voting Nay and
Theodore Metlahn abstaining

The Commission reviewed the
proposed zoning for the
Behnke/Meilahn land that is being
requested for annexation. The con-
cept plan and zoning reviewed with
that plan have not been altered to any
major extent, This land area takes in
an estimated 95 acres and the zoning
requested would be RS-1 Single-
Family residential District, RD-1
Two-Family Residential District,
RM-1  Multi-Family Residential
District, C-1 Lowland Conservancy
District and C-2 Upland
Conservancy Disirict. On a motion
by Frank Beesten, seconded by Andy
Pesch and carried by the majority the
Commission sent a favorable recom-
mendation to the Village Board
regarding the proposed zoning
request for the land annexation
request for the Behnke/Meilahn
land. The vote was 4 “Aye” 1 “Nay™

The Commission reviewed the
proposed annexation of the 95 acres
of land known as the
Behnke/Meilahn land.

The Commission reviewed the
request received from William&
Carol Butzlaff for 55 acres south of
the Prost land to west of Kettle View
Drive as to the amending of the Land
Use Area and Street System Plan and
the amending of the Sanitary Sewer
Service Area. The Administrator
advised the Plan Commussion that a
draft of the new DNR discharge per-
mit for the Treatment Plant/Facility
was received opening up a lot of
questions as to the ability to extend
sewer service in a timely manner
The Village has already started work
with the engineer’s assistance trying
to get the questions answered and to
establish a realistic time frame. It
was further noted there were three
additional parcels located in between
the 55 acres and the Prost and Reindl
creating an estimated 6 acres island
of land.

Somewhere on the mar-
ket, there exists a product that
attaches to your key ring, and
when you lose your keys, you
clap or whistle and the prod-
uct answers back so you know
exactly where you last put
everything.

Some entrepreneur was
really using his head when he
figured out that there's a need
for something like that. So,
what if you lost a sense of who
you were? When her father is
arrested, that's what happens
to Delia in “Vanishing Acts”,
the new novel by Jodi Picoult
(c.2005, Atria).

Delia Hopkins has the
perfect life. She makes a liv-
ing doing something she feels
she was born to do. She has a
smart and funny five-year-old
daughter, a fiancé who loves
her very much, and a support-
ive father who helps her raise
her child.

Delia doesn’t remember
her mother very much.
Snatches of memory flit
through her mind of a woman
who smelled like vanilla and
apples, and who danced in
the kitchen. Her mother was
killed in a car accident when
Delia was four years old and
now Delia looks at her own
daughter and wonders how
things might have been.

For as long as she can
remember, Eric and Fitz were
Delia’s best friends. The three
of them did almost everything
together. When they were
adolescents, though, three
became two plus one. Eric
and Fitz competed for
Scrabble wins and Delia’s
affection. Fitz won Scrabble.
Eric won Delia.

Now, Fitz is a journalist,

Eric is a lawyer, and Eric and
Delia are going to be married.
And then the police arrive at
the door.

Twenty-some years ago,
when Delia was four years
old, she was known as
Bethany. That was before
Delia’s father, Andrew, decid-
ed not to return Delia to her
mother after a weekend visi-
tation. Instead, he drove
cross-country from Arizona to
New Hampshire, got fake 1Ds,
bought a home, and raised his
daughter alone.

As Andrew is extradited to
Arizona to face a decades-old
arrest warrant, Delia follows
him and Eric as she wonders if
her mother ever looked for
her. She wonders why her
father snatched her away.
And she wonders: who is she,
really?

I got this 418-page book at
3:30 one afternoon. Ten hours
later, I shut the cover, It's rare
that I'll finish a book all in one
sitting - especially one this
hefty - but author Jodi Picoult
grabbed me yet again with a
book that fed me little bits of
information, piece by piece,
until I was so wrapped up in
the story that I couldn’t tear
myself away. While 1 liked
Delia, the chapters written in
her father's voice were my
favorites. Andrew is an older,
middle-class man flung into
the violence of prison, and it's
fascinating, yet difficult, to
watch him morph from inno-
cent to criminal in order to
endure.

Rip out this article, take it
to your local bookstore or
library and say “I want to read
‘Vanishing Acts”. Go now.
Get your keys.
