School board spends over 
$302,000 on technology

Before serving at what will be their last meeting outgoing 

school board members Mary Meisser and Steve Schmitt were 

honored by fellow board members for their service. Meisser was 

the eldest board member serving for a total of 10 years. Schmitt 

served one, three-year term. Each were given a desk clock and a 

certificate commemorating their service.

The board quickly got through the traditional agenda items 

before approving spending $302,440 on technology education 

equipment upgrades. Back in January of 2005 the tech ed teach­

ers were given the nod to go ahead and start pricing technology 

upgrades to their current equipment. The teachers noted that 

some of the equipment was more than 60 years old. In March, the 

group came to members of the finance, transportation, building 

and grounds committee and presented their list of items.

Several options for financing the purchases were discussed. 

Ultimately it was decided that $106,955 set aside in the mainte­

nance budget for the replacement of boilers at the high school 

would be transferred and the district would get a 10-20 year loan 

for the boiler project.

The board voted unanimously to approve the budget transfer. 

They then looked at making the actual purchase.

On a unanimous recommendation, the board approved the

purchase. The remaining monies needed for the purchase would 

come from a fund balance. The equipment would be in place for 

the 2005-06 school year.

Business Manager Paul Reichert got the board's feet wet in re­

gards to the upcoming budget. 1 le presented a balanced, work­

ing budget to the board.

In that budget he noted that the district would see a slight de­

crease in state aid. Reichert stated that he sees an estimated 2% 

increase in the tax rate. Ihe combined estimated rate is $9.01. 

That rate however did not include anything from the recently 

passed referendum.

The final tax rate will be released in October. The rate could 

decrease is property values increase more than two percent.

The preliminary budget shows a 3.8% increase in total com­

pensation for teaching staff and administrators. If a contract is 

setded at more than 3.8%, the difference will need to come from 

the fund balance.

Open enrollment again plagues the district as 172 Kewaskum 

students have opted out of attending Kewaskum Schools. Last 

year's open enrollment requests were 141 students. This is an­

ticipated to cost taxpayers $986,922.

More information will be brought at the May meeting. Ihe 

budget needs to be adopted by the board by June 30.

Four accidents 
result in fatalities

A graveside service was 
held Tuesday for 18-year-old 
Jacob Sand from Hubertus 
who was killed in a two-car 
accident in the Town of Erin. 
He was the first victim in a 
fatal accident this year in 
Washington County.

A dual funeral will be held 
Thursday in Thiensville for 
the two couples killed in the 
train-van accident in Dodge 
County over the weekend. 
Gerald and Carla Niedzqiecki 
of Hartford and Sidney and 
Betty Elm of Mequon died 
when their vehicle was hit by 
a train in the Town of Elba.

A traffic engineer looked 
at signs and barricades off 
Highway 60 and 16 following 
the fatal train accident. The 
crossing is closed for con­
struction, however neighbors 
stated vehicles can still get 
through. Officials said the 
van passed through at least 
three barricades and “Road 
Closed” signs. Reports also 
confirm the train crew prop­
erly sounded their horn to 
warn that the train was 
approaching.

Authorities have also 
released the name of the man 
killed in an accident last 
Friday outside the Circle B on 
Highway 60. Authorities stat­
ed 78-year-old Bruno Arndt 
of Menomonee Falls died 
after being hit by a pickup. It 
was Ozaukee County's sec­
ond fatal accident of the year.

There was another fatal 
accident Sunday in Dodge 
County. A woman from 
Neosho was killed when the 
vehicle she was riding in 
crashed off Hochheim Road 
in Theresa. The driver, from

Theresa, was ejected from the 
vehicle.

Local governments receive share 
of fuel tax, registration fees

As part of his ongoing 
"Grow Wisconsin” initiative 
to support economic devel­
opment and encourage job 
growth, Governor Jim Doyle 
has announced that quarterly 
checks totaling $96.8 million 
for General Transportation 
Aids, Connecting Highway 
Aids, and Expressway Polic­
ing Aids have been mailed or 
electronically transferred to 
Wisconsin units of local gov­
ernment.

The Governor said that the 
April payments from the Wis­
consin Department of Trans­
portation (WisDOT) includ­
ed $93.3 million in General 
Transportation Aids to 1,923 
units of government; $3.2 mil­
lion to 123 municipalities for 
Connecting Highway Aids; 
and $260,200 to Milwaukee 
County for Expressway Polic­
ing Aids.

Local communities re­
ceiving aid include: Village 
of Kewaskum, $28,667.38; 
Town of Ashford, $28,401.56; 
Town of Auburn, $19,860.56; 
Village of Campbellsport, 
$19,545.15; Village of Eden, 
$5,557.86; Town of Addison, 
$28,862.37; Town of Barton,

$20,453.68; Town of Farming­
ton, $29,222.81; Town of Ke­
waskum, $17,926.06 and Town 
of Wayne, $24,318.12.

This year, local govern­
ments will share an estimated 
$387.2 million from the state 
transportation fund to build 
and maintain local roads and 
bridges, and in Expressway 
Policing Aids that support 
the Milwaukee County Sheriff 
Department’s patrol of Mil­
waukee expressways. Quar­
terly payments are sent the 
first Monday in January, April, 
July, and October.

"A quality transportation

WHEREAS, this body has ad­
opted a resolution entitled “Initial 
Resolution Relating to Industrial De­
velopment Revenue Bond Financing 
On Behalf of Progress Investment 
Properties. LLC" (the "Initial Reso­
lution"); and

WHEREAS, the Initial Resolu­
tion provides that upon certain con­
ditions the Village of Kewaskum, 
Wisconsin (the "Municipality") shall 
issue industrial development revenue 
bonds pursuant to Wisconsin Stat­
utes section 66.1103, as amended 
(the "Act"), to finance a project in 
the Municipality to be undertaken by 
Progress Investment Properties, LLC 
(the "Company"), and/or some or all 
of the members of the Company (in­
dividually or as a part of any combi­
nation, joint venture, limited liability 
company, limited liability partnership 
or partnership of which any of the 
foregoing are a part) (the foregoing 
are collectively referred to herein as 
the "Borrower"); and

WHEREAS, the Borrower has 
represented that the project would 
consist of the construction of an ap­
proximately 53.000 square foot ad­
dition to a manufacturing facility lo­
cated at 8565 Hwy. 45, Kewaskum, 
Wisconsin, the purchase and installa­
tion of equipment therefor (the "Proj­
ect"), and payment of certain issu­
ance costs; and

WHEREAS, the Borrower is 
responsible for construction of the 
Project and will be the owner of the 
Project upon the completion of con­
struction; and

WHEREAS, section (11 )(b)l of 
the Act contains provisions requiring 
competitive bidding for certain con­
struction contracts; and

WHEREAS, scction (ll)(b)2 
of the Act empowers the governing 
body of a municipality to waive the 
requirements of section (11 )(b)l with 
respect to a particular project;
NOW, THEREFORE,
BE IT RESOLVED:

1. For the following reasons, the 
provisions of section 66 1103( I l)(b)l 
of the Act are hereby waived with re­
spect to the Project.

(a) Construction of the Project 
is the responsibility of the Borrower 
and the Municipality will not control 
the costs, construction or operation of 
the Project.

(b) No public funds will be ex­
tended for the construction or opera­
tion of the Project.

(c) The public purpose of requir­
ing competitive bidding for public 
works is not applicable to the Proj­
ect in that no general funds or tax 
revenues of the Municipality will be 
used.

(d) The public purpose of the 
Act is better served by allowing the 
Borrower to have complete control 
over contracts for construction of the 
Project.

2. The Clerk shall cause the fore­
going resolution to be published as a 
class I notice under Wisconsin Stat­
utes Chapter 985 in the official news­
paper of the Village of Kewaskum.

No new taxes.... Unless you smoke!
Remember when politicians used to say “NO 

NEW TAXES”? I bet if I asked any "baby boomer” 
they could even tell me of a time when politicians 
promised they would "lower taxes." Did you no­
tice this summer, when politicians were in full 
swing; they said they "would hold the line on tax­
es!”? I think even a few said they would curb new 
spending.

So we went from lower taxes, to no new taxes, 
to holding the line on taxes in the past 50 years or 
so. I figure by the time my son is my age he should 
be hearing "vote for John Doe he'll only raise your 
taxes a little."

Well, once again we believed those low-tax 
preachers. It only took six months for them to for­
get about telling us they would "hold the line on 
taxes.” In fact, I’m starting to think there’s some­
thing in the air in Madison, or maybe it’s in the 
water. Well, whatever the case, it has apparendy 
affected the memory of a few state lawmakers 
who think that just because they may not raise 
our property taxes too high they can go hog wild 
with a few other things.

In last week’s Statesman, ludy Steffes report­
ed on a proposal by lawmakers to raise the ciga­
rette tax by a $1. Now, 1 don’t smoke, in fact, 1 find 
the habit to be a little on the disgusting side. But 
hey, maybe a smoker would find my coffee drink­
ing habit disgusting!

And, you know, we aren’t talking a few dimes 
and nickels here either folks. Last Wednesday, 
April 6 an email went out to all our legislators in 
Madison from Representatives lake Hines (R-Ox- 
ford), Curt Gielow (R-Mequon), Sheldon Wasser- 
man (D-Milwaukee) and Senators Carol Roessler 
(R-Oshkosh) and Bob Jauch (D-Poplar) asking for 
SI per pack and 57 percent of the manufacturer’s 
list price for chewing tobacco.

Nice to see we’ve gotten past all that party 
animosity and cau work together on raising our 
taxes! It's just a shame we can't have this kind of 
cooperation on a tax freeze!

These fine legislators have our best interest 
at heart, of course. The email sent to the legisla­
tors say they plan on having some of the money 
generated put into the medical assistance fund. 
Most of the money will go into Tobacco Control 
grants. The grants are used to fund the QuitLine, 
research, local coalition education efforts, youth 
education, evaluation and monitoring of pro­
grams and assisting pregnant women to quit.

It's funny; I thought these Republicans had 
the idea that less government is a good idea.

Exactly why do we, as a state, need to spend 
$10 million annually on these programs? While 
we're at it, why Is it we have to have a Qultllne? 
(The Quitline is a phone line dedicated to helping 
people quit smoking) Isn't that something that 
could be handled through a hospital or medical 
organization? Why must I, a Wisconsin taxpayer, 
spend money on a phone line when Sally Smoker 
can go down to her local pharmacy and buy some 
Nicorette?

Youth education? Now, I know that I am 
new to this parenting thing, but isn't it my job to 
teach my son that smoking isn’t the most gran­

deur idea.
Assisting pregnant women quit? Not a bad

idea, we all know the dangers of smoking when it 
comes to pregnant women. BUT, last time I looked 
on a pack of smokes there was this crazy warning 
that stated "Smoking by pregnant women may re­
sult in fetal injury, premature birth and low birth 
weight.” You know, I’m only 25, but to me, if I was 
pregnant that might set a light bulb off.

So just what do legislators in The Statesman 
coverage think?

In an interview with Rep. Dan LeMahieu (R- 
Oostburg), he stated Tuesday that “I am opposed 
to this tax or any tax increase measure that has 
an opportunity to be voted on by the legislature." 
He further stated, ' This increase in taxation has 
nothing to do with whether smoking has negative 
effects on a person’s health, rather it’s all about 
ways to increase funding here and there to bal­
ance budgets." Furthermore he states, "It re­
mains my opinion that increasing this tax or any 
tax would simply be put toward increased gov­
ernment spending." "In order to regain control 
of our government's budget we must stop over­
spending."

Senator Glenn Grothman (R- West Bend) re­
sponded to the proposal by telling the proponents 
of the bill that they should lower the income tax 
by a like amount if they wanted this to go through. 
Senator Grothman stated, “their faces dropped." 
He concluded, "This is just a proposal for legisla­
tors who can’t say no.”

Freshman legislator, Rep. Pat Strachota (R- 
West Bend) stated that she has had a number of 
people calling her urging her to support the pro­
posal. She says she is open to looking at the bill, 
but only as a last resort. She concluded by saying, 
"My first priority is cutting spending."

I must point out, at the end of the day, you 
have to give credit where credit is due. The legis­
lators who are proposing this tax have our most 
prized possession at heart. The children, and we 
all know when it's for “the children" it must be 
good legislation. The writers of this proposal stat­
ed that according to Campaign for Tobacco-Free 
Kids we could save 24,500 children from pre-ma- 
ture death by enacting this tax hike.

I guess for $1 per pack, if we can save that 
many kids from a pre mature death from smok­
ing this bill can't be all that bad.

Of course, wouldn't it be nice if these law­
makers worked this hard at saving babies from 
abortion? With a little bolder step we could save 
1.4 million babies a year from premature death! 
Instead, many of these lawmakers, claiming "for 
the children" have voted to give $3.8 million in 
general purpose revenue to the planned parent­
hood abortion mills over a two-year period.

I'm very interested in hearing what our read­
ers think about Rep. LeMahieu's proposed ban 
on birth control within the UW System. Planned 
parenthood is all over this like a fly on a cow pie.
