His open door policy management style seems to be a breath of
fresh air to many township residents

he new Town Chairman Ellis Kahn and supervisor Ellen
Dettweiler were sworn into office on Tuesday, April 12, Incum
hent officials were also sworn in. The Statesman erroneous re
ported that they were to be sworn in on April 18.

At the start of his first monthly town board/plan commis
sion meeting Chairman Ellis Kahn told residents that they are
welcomed to call him about any town related issues. In fact, he
encouraged it. Taking it a step further he announced that he will
have office hours at the town hall every Wednesday from 5to 7
p.m. until further notice.

This is the start of a series of open forums
regarding smart growth. Kahn encouraged community involve-
ment in the process and is excited to get the ball rolling. Deb
Sielski of the Washington County Planning and Parks Depart-
ment will be the featured speaker from 6-6:30 p.m. Kevin Struck
will speak from 6:30-7 p.m. at the May open forum. After the
speakers residents will be welcome to ask questions.

Kahn also motioned to have the town meetings start earlier.

Ihe monthly joint plan commission/Town Board meeting will
begin at 7 p.m. instead of 7:30 p.m. This change will start with the
May meeting

Supervisor Dettweiler updated the board on the progress of
the cleaning up of the Schmidt property on Highway 28 She said
her and supervisor Butzlaff met with Wilmer Schmidt.

Game fish season opens

May

MADISON - Weather will-
ing, the game fish season that
opens May 7 on inland waters
should bring lantastic fishing
for the 1.4 million anglers who
annually wet a line in Wiscon-
sin waters, the state’s fisheries
director says

“Wisconsin has great fish-
ing opportunities at any time
of the year, but many anglers
really look forward to the
gamefish opener and their
first walleye shore lunch of the
season on most inland lakes,”
says Mike Staggs, who directs
the Department of Natural
Resources fisheries manage-
ment program. “It's been an
early spring across Wiscon-
sin and opening day is later
than usual, so we expect most
gamefish to be in their active
post-spawn feeding stages
particularly in the southern
parts of the state.

“Also, most of our assess-
ment netting and ceded ter-
ritory tribal walleye spearing
should be done so anglers
should have the lakes more to
themselves.”

People can read fishing
forecasts, survey results, and
other information specific to
individual waters in the 2005
Fishing Report, found online
or available in limited quan-
tities at DNR service centers
and license agents.

In general, Staggs says,
fishing prospects for all an-
glers' favorite species are
good. The following informa-
tion is based on reports from
state fish biologists:

Walleyes: Although 2000
was not a good year for wall-
eye reproduction in northern
Wisconsin, there were very
good year classes in northern
Wisconsin in 2001 and 2002.
The fish will be out there, but
the weather will probably have
more of an effect on angler
success. Generally the best
populations are in the larger
rivers such as the Mississippi
and Wisconsin, and flowages
such as the Flambeau and
Chippewa, which have good
natural reproduction,

Largemouth bass: Sur-
veys of young fish show the
catch rates of juvenile bass
have been increasing steadily
over the last four years, so
the abundance of adult bass
should also be increasing in
the coming years.

Panfish: Wisconsin's pan-
fish don't often get the me-
dia attention, but they are
the most popular fish taken
home by Wisconsin anglers.
Of 31 million fish harvested
by anglers each year, 25 mil-
lion were bluegills, vellow
perch and crappies. Anglers
certainly know that Wiscon-
sin is a great panfishing state!
There are many outstanding
panfish waters - the Madison
lakes and the Mississippi Riv-

=20

er backwaters, for example,
are legendary for producing
large numbers of quality size
panfish.

Muskies: The catch-and
release ethic is going strong,
resulting in continuing de-
clines in angler harvest of
musky, contributing to good
musky fishing. Also, more and
more trophy fish are being
caught each vear, like the 17
fish measuring in at 50 inches
or greater at the Vilas County
Muskie Marathon in 2004,
Because muskellunge take 20
years or more to reach trophy
sizes, we expect to see more
big fish in the coming years.

Great Lakes: There has
been record setting chinook
fishing in Lake Michigan the
last two years - it may be hard
for the fishery to get any bet-
ter, but biologists expect an-
other great year. Lake trout
populations in Lake Superior
continue to increase and are
very popular with anglers up
there.

Mississippi River: Pools
4-10 are a good bet any time,
any year. It's tough to match
the year-round season, fish
diversity and habitat diversity,
which offers diverse fishing
opportunities.

Wisconsin anglers catch
69 million fish and keep about
one-third of them, or 31 mil-
lion, and release the rest to
fight another day, accord-
ing to a 2000-01 University of
Wisconsin-Stevens Point mail
survey of anglers. Walleye
and bass are the most popu-
lar targets, but anglers catch
more panfish - bluegill, yellow
perch and crappie - followed
by walleye and largemouth
bass.

Wisconsin typically sells
1.4 million licenses, and state
fisheries officials figure the
number of anglers swells to
about 2 million when children
and otherswhoaren'trequired
to have fishing licenses are
added in. Nearly one-quarter
of Wisconsin's adults fish, and
the state trails only Florida as
the top destination for non-
resident anglers. With 462,000
non-resident anglers spend-
ing a whopping 3.74 million
days fishing in Wisconsin and
spending $280 million on re-
tail goods, sportfishing in Wis-
consin generates a total eco-
nomic impact of $2.3 billion
and $90 million in sales, fuel
and income tax revenue for
state and local governments,
according to the American
Sportfishing Association.

Season dates and
regulations

The game fish season
opens May 7 on inland waters
for walleye, sauger, and north-
ern pike statewide. The large-
mouth and smallmouth bass
southern zone opens May
7, while the northern zone

7 on inland lakes

opens for catch and release
only from May 7 through June
17. From June 18 to March
5, 2006, there’'s a minimum
length limit of 14 inches with
a daily bag limit of five fish in
total. The northern zone is the
area north of highways 77, 64
and 29.

[he musky season opens
May 7 in the southern zone
and May 28 in the northern
zone, with Highway 10 the di-
viding line.

The seasons for rock, yel-
low and white bass, panfish,
bullheads and rough fish,
catfish, cisco and whitefish
are open all year. Check the
2005-2006 Guide To Wiscon-
sin Hook and Line Fishing
Regulations for special regu-
lations listed by county, for
regulations on the Great Lakes
and boundary waters, and for
tributary streams to Green Bay
and Lake Michigan. The com-
plete guide is available at DNR
offices and license agents and
can be found on the DNR Web
site.

Fishing licenses

Wisconsin residents and
nonresidents 16 years old or
older need a fishing license to
fish in any waters of the state.
Residents born before Jan. 1,
1927 do not need a license,
nor do people who exhibit
proof they are in active service
with the U.S. armed forces and
are a resident on furlough or
leave.

People can buy licenses
in three quick and convenient
ways:

Visit any license agent lo-
cation or DNR service center
Fish consumption advisory

All people eating fish
caught from Wisconsin waters
or bought at the store or res-
taurant should learn and fol-
low the state’s fish consump-
tion advisory, particularly in
light of separate new studies
suggesting that some Wiscon-
sinites may have unhealthy
mercury levels in their bodies
and linking mercury exposure
to heart disease, state fisheries
and health officials say.

The advisory contains rec-
ommendations for how many
meals of certain fish people
can safely eat from Wisconsin
waters to gain the benefits of
eating fish while reducing ex-
posure to environmental con-
taminants. Wisconsin's advi-
sory, which the Department of
Natural Resources issues with
the Department of Health and
Family Service$, also contains
recommendations regarding
consumption of store-bought
fish.

This week's column jumps
around a bit. But if you're into
the outdoors, it's worth read-
ing.

For several years, | have
been writing about fishing
from my 14-foot boat (built in
1969) powered by a 25-horse-
power Johnson outboard
(built in 1968). The years have
definitely caught up to the mo-
tor, and the boat was too small
for a large family that goes on
‘ll'\'l.‘l‘iil [‘l\'l'”llghl t'illli})lll},I
trips on the boat.

My dream for the last sev-
eral years was to buy a brand
new 18-foot fishing boat and
motor. Reality came in the
form of realizing 1 could not
afford a $15,000 boat, so I
settled for a 16-foot Mirror
Craft, NorthPort Troller built
in 1987.

The boat is powered by a
40-horse, 1990 Mercury and
is well-rigged with a livewell,
trolling motor and fish loca-
tor and it rides on a brand new
Shore Lander trailer.

The rig is in mint condi-
tion, and this past weekend,
the boys and 1 took it out on its
first overnight mission. I put
the boat in the water for the
first time last night on the Cas-
tle Rock Flowage. Talk about
reality check.

My entire life | have always
run a tiller started by pulling a
cord. A strong south wind on
the big flowage made launch-
ing the rig tough, but an elec-
tric start made starting it easy.
Putting the boat back on the
trailer was a learning experi-
ence. Like [ said, all | have ever
driven is a tiller. Good thing
my old buddy Dan “Foxxy”
Fox showed up at the landing,
Today, the boys and 1 headed
over to Winneconne to fish on
the Wolf River with high hopes
of hitting up-river bound wall-
eye. Unfortunately, all the
reports we heard at both the
Woll River House Resorts from
owner Doug Nelson and from
bridge fishermen was that the
bite was basically non-ex-
istent. My plan had been to
spend the night in the boat at
Winneconne, but the reports

river. The Woll River in this
area has a marshy shoreline
that reminds me of the Loui-
siana Bayou. We fished and
observed other fishermen un-
til dark and then headed up
river to a secret hole where
we anchored and waited for a
big walleye to steal one of our
minnows hooked to a Wolf
River rig.

Owr first bite came about
10:30 p.m., and 1 hooked into
a good fish that I could hardly
move. As luck would have it,
the fish got away. Catching
fish wasn't meant to be on
this trip, but we did sleep well
while anchored on the river.

Just after sunrise, I devel-
oped a serious case of stom-
ach flu, and headed home in
a hurry. Travis and [ practiced
with a shotgun and bow for
our upcoming turkey hunt
scheduled for the first period
of the season.

On Monday night, I went
to the Conservation Congress
meeting in Juneau County. All
72 counties in Wisconsin held
meetings, and | was interested
to see how the feral cat issue
would work out. As far as I'm
concerned, the media has
blown the whole feral cat issue
out of proportion.
