Graczyk
given full
salary

KEWASKUM- School officials in
Kewaskum have released the details in
the severance agreement between the
school district and former superinten-
dent of schools Wayne Graczyk. That
agreement allows Graczyk who chose
to retire, to continue collecting his over
$96,000 salary and benefits. Officials are
also unclear about the direction they
will take with the absence of a chief for
the Indians.

Graczyk left the district unexpect-
edly the latter part of May. He signed
his severance agreement May 23. His
last official day with the school district
is June 30. Graczyk's contract started
July 1, 2004 and is set to expire June 30,
2006. That contract including benefits
is worth over $100,000. Taxpayers will
now payout that contract in full to Grac-
zyk while may seek other employment
avenues.

On June 13th School Board Presi
dent Gordie Dickman stated “After
consideration of continued differences
between the board and superintendent
with respect to education and leader-
ship philosophy the board of education
determined it was in the best interest of
the school district to grant the request
of the former superintendent to retire
The resignation of the former superin
tendent is not in response to any form
of misconduct or disciplinary action.

Wash. Cty. Sheriff’s
Dept. receives grant

The Washington County
Sheriff's Department has re-
ceived $20,000 in funding
from the Bureau of Transpor-
tation Safety to help step up
enforcement efforts relative to
speed/aggressive driving and
alcohol related driving viola-
tions. This money will help
fund extra patrol deployments
specifically targeted towards
these types of problematic
driving behaviors. This cam-
paign begins now and extends
thru September. The ultimate
goal of this program is to try
and reduce traffic collisions
and injuries.

According to the Depart-
ment of Transportation, in
Wisconsin during 2003, speed
was listed as a contributing
factor in 16% of all crashes
and 34% of fatal crashes. Com-
bined alcohol and speed were
listed in an additional 2.1% of
all crashes and 18.9% of fatal
crashes. Two-hundred-eighty-
seven people died and 11,569
people were injured in these
crashes. A “speed-related
crash” is one in which at least
one driver received a citation
for speeding, or was listed on
the accident report as either
‘exceeding the speed limit"
or “speed too fast for condi-
tions.”

The motoring public is
encouraged to help us achieve
reductions to these statistics
by driving responsibly, obey-
ing the speed limit and buck-
ling up.

With a cup of coffee in hand,
he strolled down the street, gaz-
ing at the Holy Trinity Church
Fr. Ed said, "I stood in front of
Holy Trinity and said, ‘I'm go-
ing to be the pastor of this par
ish some day’ ... | didn't think it
would come that fast”

Working at his last two parishes
certainly gives Fr. Ed experience
in the field of collaboration, be
ginning at Campbellsport

“In Waterford, we worked
with St. Clare in Wind Lake,” he
said. "Collaboration is the wave
of the future” because of the de
cline in the number of priests,
but it's not something that has
never been done before

“One hundred and fifty years
ago, in this area, priests were
circuit riders. They had three,
four, five and six parishes to
visit,” Fr. Ed said, indicating his
experience at the other collabo
rated parishes will help him.

“I think so ... Obviously ev-
ery parish has its own identity,
which needs to be respected,”
Fr. Ed said, but, “This is not the
Packers against the Bears or the
Democrats against the Republi
cans ... We are all Catholics. We
can make it happen!”

St. Thomas also had a school
with an enrollment of 200 stu
dents, so Fr. Ed is accustomed
to working with a school staff
and young people.

*1 enjoy having a grade school
I like rubbing shoulders with
the teachers, the kids and their
parents ... the same with the
religious education program,”
Fr. Ed said, quick to add, “1 also
like adult education,” centered
around sacraments, spiritual
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sues

“I would like to start a study
circle for those who would like
to know more about theology
and contemporary moral is-
sues,” Fr. Ed said. “I'd like to
dedicate it to Pope John Paul Il

the Pope John Paul Il Study
Program.”

The program would include
prayer, a talk on the topic or
maybe an outside speaker, ac-
cording to Fr. Ed, who said he
would like to get this started in
the fall

Holy Trinity will be Fr. Ed's
sixth assignment after being
ordained in 1984. He grew up
in Milwaukee where he and
his parents he comes from
German and Polish heritage
were members of St. Josaphat's
Parish. Fr. Ed attended grade
school at St. Josaphat's, and it
was there he first discovered a
calling from the Holy Spirit 1o
become a priest

“I kind of had the desire to be
a priest since second grade,” Fr
Ed said, indicated the calling
quieted for a while when he got
to the seventh and eighth grade
when he was leaning toward
being a pilot, or studying his
tory or archeology, two areas he
is still interested in.

During his high school days at
Boys Technical High School in
Milwaukee, two young priests
were assigned to St. Josaphat's,
and it was then Fr. Ed began
thinking seriously about the
priesthood again. He attended
Mundelein College in Illinois
for his undergraduate work in
philosophy and history, and,
“Then | was accepted by St
Francis Seminary.”

As part of his studies, Fr. Ed
did field work at a hospital in
Evanston, Ill. and worked in the
Milwaukee jail. His first assign
ment was at St. Rita in West Allis,
followed by stints at St. Agnes,

Butler, St. Aloysius in West Allis
and then to Campbellsport.

Fr. Ed also served as the chap
lain for the Wisconsin National
Guard for a time.

“I'm happy to return to the
Kettle Moraine,” Fr. Ed said, in-
dicating his initial observations
of Holy Trinity and St. Michaels
are very good

“It's very friendly ... I've al
ready experienced a feeling of
hospitality and welcome,” Fr.
Ed said, happy he was able to
meet a lot of people at the town
hall meeting, and adding, "The
parish councils for Holy Trinity
and St. Michaels had done a lot
of work the past year,” ground
breaking work for a successful
collaboration

So what might parishio-
ners expect from Fr. Ed? “] en-
joy preaching” he said. “My
preaching is always biblically
centered”

“He wenton, “People describe
me as being kind, gentle and
listening,” but added he isn't
afraid to make tough decisions
“when they need to be made.”

Fr. Ed has a strong devotion
to the Blessed Virgin, and says
a 60-year old statue of Our Lady
of Fatima is one of his favorite
possessions. His devotion to
Mary led him to speak at Holy
I'rinity to the Christian Women
about 10 years ago. “That's why
Fr. Brophy asked me to come
in o \[h'.l]\ to the women,” he
said.

As far as his hobbies, Fr. Ed
enjoys history, watching the
I'ravel Channel on tv and says,
“l love sports, especially the
Packers!”

Big Weather

by Mark Svenvold

Here's a happy little bit of
information for you: on average,
10,000 severe thunderstorms hit
the U.S. annually, bringing 1000
tornados. The area known as

‘Tornado Alley” is actually sev-
eral alleys, including Oklahoma,
which is in the center of a zone
of concentric rings. That means
that Oklahoma - and Oklahoma
City in particular - endures the
most violent tornadoes of F4
magnitude annually than any-
where else on earth.

So why would otherwise
normal human beings rush to
Oklahoma for tornado season?
Find out why in “Big Weather”
by Mark Svenvold.

They come from all over
the U.S. Some come from oth-
er countries and pay for tours,
much like one would pay for a

bus ride around the Homes of

the Stars in Hollywood. They
are chasers, men (and some
women) who own thousands
and thousands of dollars worth
of gadgets that will help them
get as close to a tornado as
is possible without going too
close.

Author Svenvold was on a
trip through Oklahoma in the
spring of 2000, and happened
to get caught up in some nasty
weather. The sky turned black
and the wind howled. The
locals, however, were unper-
turbed, even going so far as to
look at Svenvold with amuse-
ment when he asked where the
hotel’s basement was located.
The next morning, the sky was
clear and it was as if the storm
never happened. Svenvold re-
alized that he just had to see a
storm up-close.

In May of last year, Svenvold
decided to tag along with a few
people who were chasers. Matt

Biddle, founder of the storm
consulting company Moderate
Risk, was Svenvold's guide for
much of the month. Biddle had
been chasing storms for years
and had seen some of the big
gest. With trepidation, Sven
vold wanted to see a tornado
He wasn't disappointed.

During his time with Bid-
dle, Svenvold talked to other
chasers, including two men
who own a steel-fortified tank-
like custom truck made to get
up-close-and-personal with a
twister. He examines the issue
of Global Warming and explores
whether or not it could be caus-
ing mega-storms across the
country. He also talked to sur-
vivors of the 1999 Moore / Okla-
homa City tornado, the single-
most destructive tornado ever
recorded in U.S. history. The
last chapter of this book, which
includes those interviews, is a
heart-stopper.

Although I liked this book
enough, 1 had mixed feelings
about it. Author Mark Svenvold
offers lots and lots of science
and meteorology in this book
- almost too much - and it’s
very often hard to understand
unless you're a weatherper
son. Although Svenvold tries
to make it easy to grasp, I think
that even Weather Channel fans
will have a bit of difficulty with
this book. On the other hand,
there are some stories and facts
in this book that will make your
jaw drop
If you've ever endured that “lo
comotive” sound of a twister,
or if you don't think you'll be
intimidated by the hard science
in this book, pick up a copy of
“Big Weather” You'll be blown
away by it,

Will Mowchan is a fellow biker
Mowchan is about 6’5, he has
saltand pepper hair, a long face,
mustache and noticeable ears to
hold up his glasses. He was hit
with lymes disease several vears
ago and that's slowed his biking
a bit

In August 2004
and nine other parishioners
from the church traveled to Tan
zania in East Africa. Their mis-
S10Nn was o h!'lp construct and
renovate a remote clinic. "We
support a missionary in Gilai
Dr. Steve Friberg and his wife,
the grmlp’.uul I went to a village
nine hours past the end of the
road and helped work on the
clinic

Mowchan and his team put
In a water tower, a rool on the
staff building and they built a
propane relrigeration system
to store medicines. “The tribe,
called the Masai, had no two
year old children in the village,
said Mowchan as all of them
had died of measles because
they were not able to safely store
vaccines

Mowchan

As the projects were com
pleted in the village, the Masai
showed the missionaries how
thankful they were by including
them in native customs. Mow
chan remembered one instance
where he and the other mission
aries carried 15 foot2x 6 pieces
of wood nine miles up the side
of a mountain to a village where
the people had been Christian
less then a vear We were still
about 20 minutes from the vil
lage and we could hear women
singing,” said Mowchan. “Dr
Freiberg said it was a song of

thanksgiving and to welcome
us.” When they entered the vil-
lage, Mowchan said, they were
so overwhelmed and they knew
they were getting far more with
the welcome then the tribe was
getting from their delivery of the
timbers

‘The Masai greeted us, let
ting us drink all the tea and
water we could drink. We later
learned, every drop of water had
been carried for three hours on
top of a woman’s head,” he said
“For us to drink a quart or two
quarts was really a huge gift
from them”

There are 250,000 to 300,000
in the Masai tribe. Mowchan
described them as 'stone age
but said they're really proud of
their way of life and they're de-
termined to keep it

The hallways at Trinity Lu
theran Church are full of color
ful pictures of the Masai. “I was
very lucky to be allowed to take
pictures of the tribe,” said Mow
chan. “Normally they break
cameras when they see one
pointed in their direction.

In Mowchan's office is a
picture of two, black tribesmen
wearing colorful red robes. The
pair, a father and son, are sitting
on a piece of wood holding black
“They're
elders in the community,”
Mowchan of the son who is in
his mid-seventies and his father
who is over 100 vears old

“The Masai have extreme re
spect for their elders and when
the 100 vear old came into the
village, everything stopped and
everyone went over and bowed
to him” Mowchan said when
younger people bow in respect,
the elder puts his hand on their
head and say a blessing. “That
was reallv something for the five
high schoolers from Spooner to
‘\l'l'.l

In all the pictures the Ma
sai wear serious expressions
They also have no hair. They
all shave their heads because
there’s so little water, they can’t
waste it on washing hair” he
said

Another framed picture is a
close-up of two Masai men, car
ryingspearsandwearingcolorful
beaded headdresses. “A neigh
boring village was so grateful we
were improving their clinic, they
invited us to a circumcision cer
emony, said Mowchan about
the event which lasts three days
and involves boys between 12
and 16 years old. “They define
the custom as dying to bovhood
and rising to the responsibilities
of being a warrior” Mowchan
said very few white people have
ever witnessed the ceremony

Mowchan's group got to

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Mowchan's group got to
the village the night before the
ceremony. Around 4 o'clock in
the afternoon the other boys
who had been circumcised that
summer, brought one boy into
the middle of the village. “They
slapped him around and kicked
him and they chanted all night
long; don’t be a stupid boy any-
more become a man and join
us. Be a warrior, be proud and
be free and protect your people”
Mowchan said they listened to
the chanting the entire night,
while lying under the stars in the
southern hemisphere.

At four in the morning, all
the men from the Trinity Lu-
theran mission were awakened
and given tea. They were then
led just outside the main gate
of the village. “The kid who was
being roughed up the entire
night laid down on the ground,
they threw a bucket of cold wa-
ter on him and the circumciser
did it,” Mowchan said matter of
fact. “The boys who are circum-
cised are then supposed to lay
there like they're dead. If they
so much as wince or let go of a
single tear it means life long dis-
grace.”

Mowchan said the kid lay
motionless and then the cele-
bration started. “The Masai shot
arrows into cow’s jugulars. They
collected a liter of blood into
a gourd and since we were the
honored guests we got to drink
first, said Mowchan who also
got first dibbs on eating raw goat
kidneys. As the feast got under-
way, warriors entered the vil-
lage to dance. “They danced for
two days,’ said Mowchan who
was astonished at the extent of
chanting and dancing.

The boys who are circum-
cised wear ostrich feathers on
their head and they are dressed
in two black pieces of cotton,
each is tied around their shoul-
der and covers their entire body.
“The black color of the garment
absorbs the suns heat and helps
the wounds from the circumci-
sion stay dry and not get infect-
ed and heal faster”

The Tanzanian environ-
ment is harsh and demanding.
Located just south of the equa-
tor the temperatures are in the
low 50's at night and the high
80’s during the day. Everything
that grows has a thorn on it. Co-
bras, that can spit venom 15 feet
and blind a person, live along
the cliff just outside the village
where Mowchan and his mis-
sionaries stayed. There were
also rogue elephants and wild
lions. “Dr. Friberg took us to a
clinic and showed us a warrior
who had just been mauled by
a lion right outside the village
where we had been sleeping”
said Mowchan. “The lion had
killed ene of the man's cows and

he went after it and killed it with
his spear, but he didn't know
there was a second lion in the
bushes and when he was pulling
his spear out of the dead lion the
second one mauled him.”

Mowchan said the Masai are
simple. “Their belongings could
fitinto a small day pack, but they
don't feel sorry for themselves.
They're incredibly strong, happy
and proud. They have immense
respect for their elders and their
parents and they're very gener-
ous with guests” When asked
whether he thought they made
a difference Mowchan started
ticking off a short list of mean-
ingful things they accomplished.
“The missionaries in Tanzania
can vaccinate people now, they
can be cleaner in their medical
practice and spend less time on
sterilization because they now
have running water,” he said. “1
think what we did is important
because it made a difference in
a culture that is just trying hard
to survive”

Superior to Duluth

Crossed from Superior, Wis-
consin into Duluth, Minnesota
on Friday. Superior, according
to the locals, is the ugly stepsis-
ter to Duluth.

Old buildings converted to
taverns and more taverns define
Superior’s downtown. “The End
Zone, ‘Capri Lounge, ‘Odys-
sey’s, and ‘Mr. Lucky’s’ An old
Chinese restaurant is now ‘Bob’s
Tanning. Although the sign still
carries a Chinese script.

The streets in Superior are
covered in cracks. Traps for a
bicycle tire as a two to four inch
gap can grab a wheel, lock the
fork, wrench the frame and have
yvou pinned to the pavement
faster than a wrestling move by
The Rock.

Superior provided my first
challenge to finding a church
for the night. I had to ask three
times before Pilgrim Lutheran
opened their doors. Dale John-
son, who was working in the
yard at the church, helped me
secure a spot in the youth room
that evening and then showed
up at 6:30 Friday morning. “I
thought you were going to sleep
in this morning,” [ said. “Came
to take you out to breakfast,” he
barked.

Johnson is 70 years old,
white hair, very thin and fit. He
owned a construction business
and raised a family in Superior.
He and his wife are both active
in the community. Pastot Bill
Wilson, a very mild manme\'ed
man in his fifties who reminds
me of Ned Flanders from The
Simpson's TV show, joins us at
breakfast.

Our conversation revolves
around the community and then
I get an education in the good-

will of the church. “We musi get
ten people a week come in and
ask for money for gas, money for
food, money for a granddaugh-
ter that lives 100 miles away and
needs open heart surgery,” said
Wilson who sported glasses and
a mustache that totally covers
his upper lip.

“The church has a contract
with A&W restaurant, so | can
get them a meal,” said Wilson
who relied on his religious ra-
dar to detect the fakes from the
flock. “If I'm in a mood I'll make
people prove their case” Wil-
son said one man came to the
church asking for cash for gas so
he could get his family home. “I
followed the guy to the parking
lot and there were three drunk
men in a car,” said Wilson. “The
man told me his wife went up
the street in their other vehicle
to Wal-Mart”

Crossed over a bridge on
Highway 2 into Duluth. The
downtown streets are lined with
brick pavers. A more ‘pedestri-
an friendly look’ said one busi-
nessman.

The main drag in Duluth
can be found on Superior Street
and Michigan Street. They look
very similar to downtown Mil-
waukee, but with less traffic.
The Art Museum, the Duluth
News Tribune, banks and retail
outlets are housed in new and
old buildings alike. A music
store has posters from the 70's
completely covering the front
window. A sun-faded poster
of The Fonz sits below a tech-
no-colored orange and yellow
drawing of a Viking, and above
is a busty, bedroom door size
poster of Rachel Welch.

There's angle parking in
downtown Duluth. Parking at-
tendants in little three wheeled
vehicles weave in an out
amongst city buses and trolleys.
The cross streets in Duluth are
steep; Streets of San Francisco
steep. My calves’ burn as I'm
forced to walk my bike, just to
make it up the block.

Fitger's Brewery complex
is on the north end of Superior
Street.  ‘The three-story brick
building is an old brewery that
has since turned into a mix of
restaurants and shops. The old
brewery was established in 1857
as a way to put some 'unem-
ployed Duluthians back to work,
after the prolonged depression.

A great museum of the Fit-
ger's Brewery is outside the main
corridor of the brewpub. 1972
was the day the Brewery closed
its doors and in 1984 the facility
reopened with a 48-room hotel,
two full service restaurants and
a retail center. The brewpub
features a fantastic apricot beer,
outdoor seating and a medium
priced menu.

Just up the street from
Fitger's is the Portland Malt
Shoppe. The red brick build-
ing is a small joint; you have to
walk up to the window to give
your order. New York Cherry,
Moose Tracks, Praline Pecan
and Coffee Mocha Chip. $2 will
get you a healthy single scoop
and $4.95 will deliver a Power
Malt, complete with vanilla wa-
fer cookie. A gas tank magnet in
the window of the shop said, ‘In
1921 this building was built as a
gas station for Northwestern Oil
Company.

Banners for this weekend's
Grandma'’s Marathon hang from
the streetlights in downtown
Duluth. The blue and brown
two-piece flags indicate the run
has been in existence since 1977.
ESPN trucks are already in town
and out-of-town participants
are getting in some last minute
miles, chasing up and down the
Lakewalk.

The Lakewalk is one of the
gems of Duluth. 1It's a six-mile
stretch of paved trail that runs
along Lake Superior. Rows of
violetlilacs border the street side
of the path, separating the trail
from the traffic and the trains.
Further south on the Lakewalk
tiers of stairs lead up to shops
on Superior Street. Closer to the
city, the trail blends with board-
walks and the beach.

Off to the side of the Lake-
walk is a covered boat called
the Leif Erickson. As the story
goes, the boat was built in 997
A.D. and crossed the North At-
lantic 10,000 miles to lceland.
The ship came to Duluth in
1927. _As years passed, the ship
fell into disrepair. A lawmaker
in the community wanted to
set the ship ablaze like the Vi-
kings, however the commu-
nity stepped forward to try and
save it. Valiant efforts of repair
seemed to have lost steam and
now the boat sits partially cov-
ered, an unfinished and forgot-
ten project.

Towards the end of the
boardwalk there's a fabulous sil-
ver, steel beamed-bridge leading
to the peninsula off Duluth. The
peninsulais a seven-mile stretch
of straight. Minnesota Avenue
flies like an arrow through town.
Driveways are difficult to differ-
entiate from the blocks, which
run up to 41st Street. The pen-
insula ends at Park Point Park,
and then there is a small airport
on the last tip of land.

Houses hug the shoreline.
The bay is on one side, the lake
on the other. Everyone's back-
vard is the beach. Boats are as
common as cars. One home has
a mock Loch Ness monster in
the bay. Several humps and the
long neck of the creature can be
seen as it serpentines in an out

of the water.

There's one store on the
peninsula, one gas station, one
church and one cop. Bay Side
Market has gas priced at $2.09
for a gallon of regular unleaded.
The store still uses paper stickers
to price each item. A box of Rai-
sin Bran is $4.99. Milk is $3.95 a
gallon and bread is $1.89 a loaf.

Noel Knudson is working
on his pine green English Aus-
tin in his driveway. “It's from
1951, said Knudson who wears
a classy straw hat and looks like
he just stepped out of a granola
commercial. “I owned a similar
vehicle about ten years ago. Left
that one at a Standard station in
Minneapolis for a tune up,” he
said. “Went back a week later
and the whole shop had van-
ished, my car included.”

State collecting birds, mammals
for West Nile Virus monitoring

MADISON Wildlife
health specialists at the state
Department of Natural Re-
sources will again be working
with the state Division of Public
Health and U.S. Department of
Agriculture-Wildlife Services to
test wild animals for West Nile
Virus (WNV) in 2005. Results
of the testing program help sci-
entists and public health offi-
cials monitor the presence and
impact of the disease, which
kills wildlife and can infect hu-
mans.

Public Health and USDA
will once again be testing
crows, ravens, and blue jays,
which -- because they are high-
ly sensitive to WNV -- will help
those agencies identify where
the virus is present in the state
and therefore possible risk to
human health. The DNR will
focus on testing wild mammals
and birds other than crows,
jays, and ravens in an ongo-
ing study of whether WNV is
having an impact on wildlife
populations in the state. DNR
Wildlife Health is particularly
interested in testing any wild
animals showing signs of ner-
vous system disease, especially
bats and squirrels, and birds
from the following groups:
gulls, cranes, hawks and owls,
game bi#rds, cormorants, and
selected song birds.

People who find wild ani-
mal carcasses that are not de-
composed or scavenged should
call the West Nile Virus hotline
(1-800-433-1610) for guidance
on whether the animal meets
the criteria for WNV testing
and where to deliver the car-
cass. When handling dead wild
animals be sure to wear gloves
(preferably rubber) or insert
your hand into a clean plastic
bag, pick up the animal with
the bagged hand, invert the
bag over the animal and seal it.
Cool or cold storage is best. The
WNV hotline is also available
for information on the disease.

[he DNR's WNV program,

started in 2002, has tested more
than 900 non-corvid birds and
mammals representing over
100 species for the mosquito
borne virus. WNV has not been
detected in commonly hunted
birds such as waterfowl, ruffed
grouse, pheasant, turkey or
woodcock.

WNV is primarily transmit-
ted to birds and mammals by
the bite of an infected mosqui-
to. An estimated 80 percent of
people infected by West Nile vi-
rusnever experience symptoms
according to the Department
of Health and Family Services
(DHFS). Approximately 20 per-
cent of people bitten by a WNV
infected mosquito experience
relatively mild illness although
fatalities have occurred, mainly
in elderly humans.

Reducing personal risk of
WNV involves preventing
mosquito bites,

The best way for people to
avoid contracting WNV is to
take the following precautions
to avoid being bitten by mos
quitoes:

« Wear protective clothing
such as long pants, loose-fitting
long-sleeved shirts, and socks;

« Consider using an insect
repellent according to manu-
facturer’s directions on the la-
bel;

« Apply enough repellent to
cover exposed skin and cloth-
ing but do not apply insect re-
pellents in enclosed areas and
avoid prolonged or excessive
use of DEET products. DEET
products remain effective for
approximately 4 hours;

« Make sure that doors
and windows have tightly fit-
ting screens - repair or replace
all screens that have tears or
holes.

One of the most success-
ful coaching runs at Kewas-
kum High School has come to
an end.

After 25 years, Dave Riz-
zardi has decided its time for
him to step down as head girls
volleyball coach, but the de-
cision was not one that was
reached easily.

“I've had a pretty empty
feeling ever since,” Rizzardi
said this past weekend, refer-
ring to the day he tendered his
resignation the final week of
school

“With the 25-year celebra-
tion (last October)... 1 think
that, combined with how my
body feels, these were the
keys,” Rizzardi, who may have
to undergo hip replacement
surgery within the next year,
said. “ I like milestones ... If I
continued, I would probably
want to go to 30.1 don’t know
if I could physically make it to
30"

Rizzardi, a graduate of the
University of Wisconsin, came
to Kewaskum to teach agricul
ture. He first served as an as-
sistant coach, then took over

the head job in 1980 when
Jane Vesper decided 1o give up
the post.

Over the years, his teams
went to the WIAA State Volley-
ball Tournament twice, first in
1986 and then in 1991. Indian
teams also captured six con-
ference titles under Rizzardi's
direction. They came in 1985,
1995, 2000, 2003 and 2004. All
came in the Eastern Wiscon-
sin Conference, which Kewas
kum was assigned to during
the 1979-80 season.

IThe last two titles were
especially gratifying for Riz
zardi, who said, “That’s kind
of the empty part. I'd like to go
for three in a row.”

Kewaskum finished a per-
fect 14-0 in the EW last [all, led
by seniors Danielle DeGroot
Amanda Magnus and Briana
Bastian. DeGroot was the
team'’s MVP. She and Bastian
were on the first team in the
all-EWC balloting

The veteran coach said
there are plenty of talented
players returning this season,
but the constant pain he expe
riences while standing during
the practices prompted the
decision.

When Rizzardi looks back
over his volleyball career —

Rizzardi was also a very suc-
cessful weight coach in the
track program and he tried
his hand as KHS girls basket-
ball coach for a couple years
— there are many satisfying
moments.

“The two trips to state
these were fun, and the con-
ference titles,” Rizzardi said.

And he leaves knowing
the program is in good hands

“I do feel we're at a good
point where I think we can
make a change,” Rizzardi said,
praising his assistant coach
Kelly Marquardt and not-
ing, “We have a great middle
school program (led by Mary
Holfeltz). It's an automatic
feeder program.”

“I'm still kind of a neutral
person on club volleyball”
Rizzardi said, referring to the
fact many club players miss
out on participating in other
sports to concentrate on vol
leyball. He does see, however,
it has helped to develop the
skills of a lot of his players.

“When 1 started, it (the
program) wasn't strong,” Riz-
zardi said, but with hard work
by the girls and the coaches,
that all changed to a point
where “There has always been
some success,” either winning
a regional or finishing high in
the conference standings.

Kewaskum also has two
women currently playing at
the collegiate level. Jill Witt-
mann will be a sophomore on
the UW-Stevens Point team,
and DeGroot, a standout on
the 2004 squad, is going to St
Norberts College where she is
planning to play

Rizzardi promises to be
on hand to help out with the
program. “It’s not like I'm go-
ing away,” he said, adding,
