An email, sent to the Kewaskum 
School District's attorney and fellow 
board members in May could have 
school hoard clerk Jean Goeden in a 
bit of hot water, fhe Milwaukee based, 
Citizens for Responsible Government 
(CRG) has requested charges be filed 
against Goeden with Attorney General 
Peg Lautenschlager.

After being tipped off by an unnamed 
source, CRG contacted The Statesman 
for copies of a June 9 article and copies 
of the email where Goeden advised the 
Kewaskum School District’s attorney, 
Paul Hemmer how officer elections 
would go.

That election went exacdy as men­
tioned in the email but not before 
freshman school board member John 
Kenworthy publicly criticized Goeden 
for sending the email. Kenworthy then 
nominated himself for president of the

board but lost after only getting two 
votes.

On July 1, CRG officially requested 
charges. In a letter to the Attorney Gen­
eral, Orville Seymer, Field Operations 
Director for CRG writes, “It is clear 
that the school board President Jean E. 
Goeden is telling school board mem­
bers how to vote for the school board 
President, V. Pres. etc. in the e-mail. It 
appears that the lawyer for the school 
district was copied on this e-mail which 
raises additional questions of impropri­
ety that we think your office should look 
into."

Seymer continues, “In addition, in­
cluded are the details of an agreement 
to terminate the contract of the district 
superintendent Mr. Wayne Graczyk. 
The taxpayers of the Kewaskum school 
district will be forced to pay out more 
than $100,000 dollars for what appears 
to be a forced resignation of Mr. Graczyk 
and the hiring of a new superintendent. 
While this may not be illegal on its face,

it does raise questions about what is go­
ing on inside of the Kewaskum school 
district given that they are deciding by 
e-mail who should be the officers of the 
school district, instead of in open ses­
sion as required by law."

In an exclusive interview with Ihe 
Statesman, Seymer stated, "Citizens for 
Responsible Government Network has 
a proud history of protecting taxpay­
ers against fraud, public deception and 
waste. We have shown that elected of­
ficials can be held accountable for their 
actions, and we think that the taxpayers 
of this district deserve better treatment 
than this."

Kewaskum is not the only school 
board with this problem. Seymer, cited 
school districts in Greendale, Sheboy­
gan Falls and Racine having similar is­
sues.

School district starts 
spending referendum money

The Kewaskum School 
Board has begun reviewing 
how they will start spending 
S2.15 million given to them in 
April’s almost failed referen­
dum.

In a memo to the board 
of education, Jenny Rae and 
Jane Lazarevic gave a list of 
purchases that will be made 
for the 2005-2006 school year. 
The highest ticket item will be 
the installation of laptop com­
puters for Kewaskum Middle 
School. Laptops will cost tax­
payers $66,000. Rae stated 
she chose laptops because of 
space constraints at KMS.

Along with those new 
laptops, students at KMS will 
be treated to 24 new desks at 
a cost of $5,500. A color la­
ser printer is also being lined 
up for students there costing 
S5.000.

Color printers will also 
be purchased for each school 
in the district costing $2,500. 
Graphing calculators for

Kewaskum High School is also 
in the purchase plan for Sep­
tember. Thirty Texas Instru­
ments 84 calculators will be 
purchased, costing $4,000.

Stafl training for the new

technology is expected to cost 
$25,000. As purchases are 
made, school board members 
will be updated. Continue to 
watch The Statesman for con­
tinuous updates.

Citizen Advocacy of Wash­
ington County is an organiza­
tion on the move. Recently 
their board of directors met at 
Peace Church in Kewaskum 
only days after Program Co­
ordinator, Lisa Pulte, met with 
a group at St. Lucas just down 
the block. Last month the Citi­
zen Advocacy board met at 
St. Adians Church in Hartford 
and in August they will be on 
the move again, meeting at 
the Germantown library. Each 
board meeting is preceded by 
a community listening session 
at which members of the com - 
munity are invited to meet 
with Citizen Advocacy rep­
resentatives to find out more 
about the Citizen Advocacy 
program,

Actually, according to 
executive director Mark C. 
Brunner, the Citizen Advocacy 
board has just recently begun 
rotating its meetings among 
churches and other public 
sites throughout Washington 
County. “Since Citizen Advo­

cacy of Washington County 
exists to bring its program to 
all county communities, our 
board recently made a deci­
sion to move the monthly 
board meetings and listening 
sessions to various locations 
around the county in order to 
bring the message of "advo­
cacy” to a broader audience. 
We are dedicated to helping 
citizens around the county 
to a better understanding of 
what it means to advocate for 
persons with developmental 
disabilities. Ihat is the mission 
of Citizen Advocacy. To do 
that effectively, we need to be 
able reach more people, more 
often with the message that 
including persons with devel­
opmental disabilities in their 
lives isn’t hard to do and can, 
actually, be very rewarding. 
We've found that churches 
and some public sites provide 
us with a unique opportunity 
to tap into the community 
with this message.”

Citizen Advocacy is cur­

rently working with advocates 
in a number of different com­
munities and is actively look­
ing for Kewaskum residents 
that would be interested in be­
coming advocates. "Partners,” 
Brunner continued, "can be 
any age but all of them share 
one thing, a developmental 
disability that may be keeping 
them from being included in 
communities activities.”

Brunner believes that 
getting this message out to 
the public is worth the effort 
it takes to coordinate meet­
ings in different facilities and 
locations around the county 
each month. “If we are truly a 
county organization we need 
to have a county presence.” 
Stated Brunner.

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CRG announces effort to start recall election
School District issues another 
statement on separation agreement

The Kewaskum School District 
has come forward with another 
public comment regarding the 
separation agreement between 
former superintendent Wayne 
Graczyk and the District. That 
statement comes after the urg­
ing of the board clerk and a 
column written in another area 
newspaper.

School Board President, 
Gordie Dickman released the 
statement to be read at the July 
school board meeting a week 
early. In the statement, drafted 
by school district legal counsel, 
the district states:

"The Board of Education of 
the School District of Kewaskum 
has reviewed various news ac­
counts and editorial comments 
regarding the retirement of for­
mer Superintendent of Schools, 
Wayne P. Graczyk. This is not a 
decision which was made eas­
ily or lightly, but only after ex­
tended consideration. The rea­
sons for the Board of Education 
decision have been discounted 
in various public comments. 
Nonetheless the fact remains 
that as a result of continuing 
disagreement between the 
Board of Education and the 
former Superintendent with re­
spect to educational and lead­
ership policy issues, the Board 
of Education unanimously de­

termined that it was in the best 
interests of the School District 
to approve the request of Mr. 
Graczyk to retire and to acceler­
ate the terms of his binding em­
ployment contract. Disagree­
ments of this character are not 
uncommon and will adversely 
impact the operations of a 
school district. The Board of Ed­
ucation of the School District of 
Kewaskum is not the first school 
district and will certainly not be 
the last school district, required 
to make a decision of this type.

In considering an appropri­
ate course of action, the Board 
of Education was fully aware 
of the potential adverse reac­
tion of certain members of the 
community. Knowing this, the 
Board of Education nonetheless 
proceeded to accept the resig­
nation, again recognizing that 
this outcome served the best 
interests of the School District.

Before approving the retire­
ment and resignation of the for­
mer Superintendent, the Board 
of Education made a specific 
inquiry as to potential finan­
cial impact upon the School 
District. The cost of executing 
the binding employment con­
tract will not cause the School 
District budget to be exceeded. 
No student programs will be re­
duced in any manner as a result 
of the resignation.

The Board of Education 
was presented with a very diffi­
cult decision. The Board mem­

bers could easily have avoided 
the decision and done nothing. 
However, the Board of Edu­
cation recognized that doing 
nothing would represent a fail­
ure to serve the School District 
and community. Ihe Board of 
Education acted accordingly."

After an open and closed 
session meeting held on Mon­
day, June 27 to further dis­
cuss the direction of where the 
board wants to go in finding an 
interim superintendent, School 
board Clerk lean Goeden sent 
an email to Dickman and other 
board members urging them 
to release another public state­
ment regarding Graczyk's leave 
from the district.

In that email, Goeden 
writes to Dickman: "For myself, 
I really believe, as I stated to 
you last night, John Kenworthy 
should make a statement, play­
ing on Mr. Graczyk's words, as 
to why the decision to go for­
ward, having difference in phi­
losophies, being a more "hands 
on” board, and making the best 
decision for the Kewaskum 
School District. If we use, Mr. 
G’s words, I believe we are ok 
Prepare a statement, email (it) 
to Mr. Hemmer and have John 
make that statement to the pa­
pers. To the public, it looks like 
we did something wrong and 
we didn’t. Please consider a 
statement using Mr. G's words. 
That should not get us into any 
trouble correct?”

School board member 
John Kenworthy was outraged 
when he received the email 
on Tuesday, June 28. His main 
gripe? That he was chosen to do 
the job of doling out the costly 
statement. In a reply email to 
Goeden and her fellow board 
members, he stated, "I am not 
a puppet to recite token lines 
at anyone's request. I’ll speak 
when and where I choose and 
words of my own making thank 
you very much. I don’t need to 
spend $270 an hour of legal fees 
to concoct a suitable story. The 
truth works fine.”

The first public statement 
cost the taxpayers around $300.

"I think the secrecy clause 
does a huge disservice to Mr. 
Graczyk, the Board and the 
public at large in that it gives 
the impression that there is 
something nefarious to hide. 
For all the folks who assume 
that there is a smoking gun 
smoldering somewhere behind 
those closed doors, in my opin­
ion, that is simply not the case. 
There is no grevious wrong that 
Wayne committed, no indiscre­
tion, no horrible act, nothing 
of the kind. What I believed it 
boiled down to was quite simply 
a matter of personalities,” stated 
Kenworthy later in the week.

According to a column 
published Sunday, July 3 in The 
Milwaukee Journal Sentinel by 
Mike Nichols, Kenworthy al­
leges that it was Dickman who

jumped the gun with Graczyk’s 
offer. In his column Nichols 
quotes Kenworthy as saying " 
Gordie (Dickman) jumped the 
gun and blurted out an offer of 
the full year’s salary.” Apparent­
ly, after learning the $100,000 + 
was on the table, there was no 
turning back for the board.

The exuberant cost of Grac­
zyk's early retirement keeps on 
mounting. In an open records 
request, The Statesman ob­
tained copies of invoices from 
the law firm of Davis & Kuelthau 
who represent the school dis­
trict. Those invoices show close 
to $7,000 being spent on attor­
ney's fees on everything from 
drafting the separation agree­
ment, to looking into how to 
legally ask Graczyk to leave, to 
preparing the initial statement 
announcing Graczyk’s "retire­
ment”

While some members of 
Kewaskum’s Board of Educa­
tion realize that they may have 
spent a little too much money 
over "differences," taxpayers 
are considering a recall elec­
tion. Citizens for Responsible 
Government (CRG) who is bet­
ter known for their ousting of 
the Milwaukee County Board 
after the county board pension 
scandal, has come forward to 
organize a recall effort on be­
half of the taxpayers.

The group states there is 
much work to a recall, mostly 
because of the process of gath­
ering signatures, but they are 
determined to give it a shot. 
Orv Seymer, a field agent for the 
group stated that a meeting will 
be held in the very near future as 
soon as paperwork is done and 
organized. More information

County NF.WS BRTF.FS
Fillmore, other fire 
depts. respond to 
garage fire

On Tuesday, July 5, 2005 
at 10:15 p.m. the Washington 
County Sheriff's Department 
received a 911 call report­
ing a garage on fire at 7350 
Lake Haven Dr. in the Town 
of Farmington The garage 
was a 20’ x 20’ detached ga­
rage located on a single fam­
ily residential property, and 
was fully involved in fire upon 
the arrival of emergency units.

The Fillmore 
Fire Dept, extinguished the 
fire, assisted by the Newburg 
and Boltonville Fire Depts.

A Mother's Choice in the Dim Crow South

Experts say that parents 

are not supposed to have a "fa­
vorite kid” Despite that, Erma 
Bombeck once wrote that all 
mothers have a favorite: the 
kid who needs her most at that 
very minute.

Favorite or not, what if 
you were forced to choose be­
tween your children? What if 
the choice meant tearing your 
family apart, or breaking the 
law and going to jail?

In his new memoir, "The 
Color of Love" author Gene 
Cheek tells of his mother's 
heartbreaking choice and how 
it affected her family.

Gene Cheek was born in 
Winston-Salem, North Caro­
lina in 1951, a time when fam­
ilies were closer, elders lived 
almost next door to their chil­
dren and grandchildren, and 
everybody in a neighborhood 
knew everybody else.

Unfortunately, it was a 
time when a man could beat 
his wife with impunity and 
"drinking the paycheck away” 
was commonplace. It was also 
a time when blacks and whites 
never, ever mixed.

Considering this, Gene 
Cheek grew up in a normal 
family. His father was a hard 
drinker with a bad temper, 
and was out of work as often 
as not. Because of that, there 
was often little or no money. 
Gene's solace was his mater­
nal grandmother, a wise and 
caring woman who taught 
Gene tolerance. The Cheek 
side of the family, however, 
was racist, and spoke of Afri­
can-Americans with hatred.

Soon after Gene's mother 
kicked her husband out of her 
life, Sallie Cheek finally found

love with a tender, caring man 
who was kind and who adored 
her. Sallie and Tuck had secret 
trysts, as lovers tend to do. In 
their case, meeting in secret 
was literally a matter of life or 
death. Tuck was black, which 
could have meant trouble. 
Not only could he be beaten or 
even killed for sleeping with a 
white woman, but Sallie could 
be jailed because of it.

And then Sallie became 
pregnant by Tuck. When Gene 
Cheek's father heard that his 
ex-wife was going to have a 
black man’s baby, he went 
to court to have Gene taken 
from his mother. In a King 
Solomon-like decision, the 
judge forced Sallie to choose 
between her infant son and 
Gene. The outcome of the trial 
will break your heart.

"The Color of Love” was 
one of those books that I knew 
I was going to like by the time 
I got to the second page. Au­
thor Gene Cheek's love for his 
family is very obvious, and if 
I have any complaints about 
this book, it was that there 
was almost too much of it. 
Cheek tells his story without 
any poor-poor-me-ing; in fact, 
what struck me most about 
this book is that even though 
he went through something 
terrible by today’s standards, 
Cheek managed to forgive ev­
eryone who did him wrong. 
That kind of attitude makes 
this one very powerful book.

This is Gene Cheek’s first 
book, and I can’t wait for the 
next one. If you enjoy heart­
felt memoirs that may bring 
tears to your eyes, this one will 
quickly become your favorite.

Being a little nosey, Judy meets Tom & Larry Falkowski. 
The brothers continue to run their family meat and grocery 
store in Virginia, MN

Virqina, MN 
Falkowski’s Meat Market

Spent a little time in Vir­
ginia, Minnesota. I was initially 
put off because their public li­
brary was closed due to a fire. 
Explored around town a bit and 
found Falkowski’s Meat Market. 
I had to stop to see if there was a 
West Bend connection.

Working in the back, in the 
meat cutting area were broth­
ers Tom and Larry Falkowski. 
The store had been in the family 
since 1923. ‘Actually my grand­
father built the old shop off 8th 
Avenue in 1918," said Tom about 
the business that was a block 
over and a block up. “When he 
finished building it he didn't 
have the money to start the 
store. So he rented it to the Fleck 
family." Tom said in 1923 his 
grandfather had enough mon­
ey for the store and he told the 
Flecks they must go. “W'ell they 
got very angry and put a store 
right next to ours,” laughed Tom 
about what's become known as 
the Fleck - Falkowski feud. “It 
wasn't a friendly competition at 
all," recalled Tom who said there 
was a high fence between the 
two businesses.

Actually, both stores would 
try to out do the other. Larry said 
their dad would deliver grocer­
ies in a van. "To look good my 
dad would put empty boxes in

the van and leave it open in the 
back and drive by the Fleck’s 
store, like he was really doing 
the business," he laughed.

In 1951, the Falkowski's 
moved their shop to 9th Av­
enue and they've been there 
ever since. "In 1923 when my 
grandfather started the busi­
ness, he couldn't speak english 
very well," said Tom about his 
Polish ancestor. "My grandfa­
ther's oldest daughter Stella, 
clerked the store. But she fell 
for the Red Star yeast salesman 
and they eloped in 1924 and so 
my grandpa had to pull my dad, 
Frank out of school when he was 
16 years old."

Torrfs dad ran the store for 
60 years and his five sons each 
spent their fair share of time 
helping out. "Larry, who is 65 
years old started full time in 
1962 and I started full time in 
1971,” said the 55-year-old Tom 
who had a white-gray bowl hair­
cut and Amish looking beard. 
Both brothers wore plaid shirts. 
Larry, who still has all his fingers 
worked as a meat cutter for 40 
years. He said he retired three 
years ago, but still comes in to 
help his brother.

"At one time there were 
about 48 little grocery stores in 
Virginia," said Tom about the 
ma and pa corner shops. " Ihey 
were mostly ethnic stores and 
each was trying to get their own 
trade.” "Matter of fact, when

my grandfather started the shop 
the first name of the store was 
'Falkoski' because he wanted to 
get some Finnish trade," he said 
admitting the strategy didn’t 
work very well as they still man­
aged to secure mostly Polish 
trade.

fhe Falkowski store has a 
very square design. Old con­
tainers line the top shelves in­
cluding Zion hard candies and 
Gold Dust scouring cleanser. 
There's also a line of soda bottles 
above the refrigerated section. 
The varieties range from Dad's 
Root Beer, to Donald Duck Cola, 
Nesbitt’s soda, and old Bubble 
Up. "The slogan for the sugar 
free Bubble Up was 'Sugar free 
Bubble Up has pizzaz, that's 
what sugar free Bubble Up has," 
said Tom quoting from memo 
ry.

Hardwood floors run to the 
back of the store where packaged 
meats are displayed around the 
corner from the fresh produce. 
The store was originally built 
on grocery sales, a cooler came 
along in 1933 and that is when 
they started offering meat. "We 
still have some of the posters 
from the store ads back in 1946 
and 1939," said Tom about the 
store which was a Red and White 
franchise at the time.

The posters touted the 
stores delivery service. "Back 
when we started in business, a 
lot of people didn't even have 
telephones," said Tom. "The first 
thing we'd have to do is go out to 
the house to take the order, then 
you went back to the store and 
put up the order and then you'd 
deliver the order," he said about 
the way they secured customers 
and supported their family.

Larry sneaks from be­
hind the butcher block to point 
out some prices on the old 
poster. "Look at the meat, our 
beef rolled roast in 1946 
was 27 cents a pound,” said 
Larry quoting today's rate at 
S3.19. "Look at the fresh churned 
butter, 25 cents a pound." An old 
letter they found of their Aunt 
Helen’s, who also worked at the 
store said the average family of 
four, back in the 1930 s would 
spend $30 a month on grocer 
ies.’

There are black and white

pictures of the old store lin­
ing the walls above the canned 
goods. Tom points out a shot of 
the Falkowski shop next door to 
the old Falk store. There's also 
a photo of Tom’s grandfather 
taken in 1929. "You can see he's 
climbing out of an old model - T, 
which is what he used to deliver 
groceries, and on the side of the 
car it says Falkowski Grocery 
phone 176."

Tom said, aside from the 
feud with the Fleck's their father 
also ran into a problem once 
with a meat cutter who had a 
drinking problem. “He would 
come out of the cooler and my 
dad would smell alcohol on him 
but he could not find his bottle." 
Tom said his dad searched, but 
had no luck until one day when 
one of the pickle barrels was 
getting real low. "My dad went 
down there to dig out some 
pickles and he felt a string, he 
pulled up the string and there 
on the end was a quart of whis­
key," he said with a laugh. "So 
needless to say he had to let 
that meat cutter go, knives and 
booze didn't mix.”

Although meat has been the 
backbone of the Falkowski busi­
ness, customer service is also a 
trademark. Ihe store still uses 
paper price tags on each item. 
"The customers don't want 
scanning because they want to 
see the price on the product,” 
said Tom. "That's what they're 
used to, so we keep it that way." 
Tom excuses himself from the 
conversation, because he has to 
help carry a woman's groceries 
to her car.

I also know if he were 
attacked by a moose or bear 
he’d be wonderful eating, with 
all that fiber.

On this trip I've been pleas- 
andy surprised by the continual 
kindness of strangers. Many 
times it’s the small things that 
make my day.

I was pulling out of the li­
brary in Rice Lake, Wisconsin 
and the Librarian asked about 
my trip. I took her e-mail ad­
dress so that I could keep her 
up to date on the progress of 
my trip. She asked me to wait a 
moment. She returned with a 
lunch and a collection of grano­
la bars and a banana from one 
of her co-workers. “You’ll need 
this for strength on your trip," 
she said and handed the food to 
me.

When I was in Duluth, Min­
nesota I stopped on the Street 
in the downtown to write some 
notes. A woman walked out of 
a nearby restaurant and asked 
about my trip. Mary-Jo How­
land and her husband Bob had 
taken a similar trip years ago 
from Minnesota to Wisconsin. 
She talked about how they got 
sick of their trip and mailed their 
stuff home and then returned by 
bus.

As the storms 
cleared and I got up to leave, I 
got big hugs from everyone, and 
one person slapped $10 in my 
hand and said my next meal was 
from the folks in Athens.

A woman working in the 
deli section at the Safeway gro­
cery in International Falls, Min­
nesota was kind enough to 
fix a steak for me. I bought the 
meat and she said it would be 
ready in about 8 minutes. When 
1 returned, she had thrown some

spices on it and gave me a knife 
and fork. "I pick up the silver­
ware at the Salvation Army," she 
said and packed me off with a 
smile. It was the best steak I’ve 
ever had. However, I had to turn 
the knife over at the Canadian 
border.

I broke a spoke in Bau- 
dette, Minnesota. I flipped my 
bike over on Main Street in the 
downtown and was changing 
the spoke when a voice behind 
me said, “So I see you made it 
to Baudette?” I thought, who 
knows me here?’ It was the pas 
tor from the church I stayed at 
the night before in Emo, Manito­
ba. She said, "My husband and 
I are having lunch right around 
the corner, why don't you join 
us when you're through.” It was 
a nice treat from Jim and Merna 
Major.

I completed 105 miles on 
Sunday from Baudette, Min­
nesota to Vita, Manitoba. It 
was a long day with severe 
storms approaching. Vita has a 
population of about 150. I saw 
three churches but no one was 
around. The clerk at the store 
told me how to find the pastor. 
I found the house and Ida in­
vited me in for lunch. She made 
phone calls to secure the church 
and gave me a plate of chicken, 
potato salad and shredded car­
rot salad with golden raisins.

I pulled into a gas station in 
Winnipeg, Manitoba to ask for 
directions. A man named Tom 
Frohlinger drew me a map.
Tom said he completed a simi­
lar trip years ago. He said he 
was in Chicago when a man 
with a truck went 50 miles out of 
his way to help him. Then Tom 
handed me his business card 
and said, “call if you need some 
help.”

All of these small acts of 
kindness have helped me meet 
new friends and sometimes 
‘make my day.’

I also hope it teaches me to be 
more open, when someone I 
don’t know asks for help.

Perhaps the Milwaukee 
Brewers should hire Dave Do- 
nath as its hitting coach or at 
least send a representative to 
Kewaskum to see how Donath's 
Indians get a lot of hits, espe­
cially of the extra base variety.

Unlike the Brewers, 
Kewaskum has little trouble 
scoring runs and scoring them 
in bunches.

The Indians came up with 
29 hits, including four triples 
and three home runs in last 
week's 13-7 and 14-5 sweep of 
visiting Two Rivers.

On Monday, against Kiel, 
Kewaskum had a dozen hits but 
still needed to rally in the bottom 
of the seventh to escape with a 
6-5 victory over the Raiders.

“If you put those games 
(Two Rivers and Kiel) with the 
ones last Thursday and Friday, 
you'd have 66 hits," Donath said, 
pleased with the way the Indi­
ans continue to come up with 
solid offensive fireworks.

Poor Two Rivers got steam- 
rolled in the two games of the 
doubleheader. In Game 1, 
Kewaskum scored four runs in 
the first and four more in the 
second en route to the rout, and 
in the nightcap, the Indians sent 
12 players to the plate in the 
bottom of the first toward an 8-1 
advantage the Raiders were un­
able to cut into.

Josh Meyer led off the first 
game with a triple to left-center 
field, and that opened the flood­
gates for three more three-bag- 
gers, by Dan Shea, Ion Olla and 
Ross Stockhausen.

After scoring four times in 
the first, the Indians added the 
same amount of runs in the sec­
ond. This time the big blast was 
a three-run homer by Matt Par- 
rent.

"I think those were his third 
and fourth," Donath said, indi­
cating Parrent added a second 
four-bagger in the fourth in­
ning.

For the game, Parrent went 
4x4 with an impressive six RBI,

Olla was 2x4 with four RBI, and 
the leadoff man Meyer was 3x5 
and scored three times. Also, 
Casey Scheel had two hits, scor­
ing three times, and Shea went 
2x3, with two runs scored and a 
pair of RBI.

For Meyer (5-4), the win­
ning pitcher, it was a case of 
feast or famine.

Stockhausen.

The inning ended when Par- 
rent flied out to center, and Do­
nath said, “Matt actually made 
two outs in the inning after be­
ing perfect in the first game.

Kewaskum scored in all but 
the fourth inning, and the game 
ended after five via the 10-run 
"mercy rule.”

Olla hit a solo home, his first 
of the year, in the second inning 

Freshman Jonathan Holt 
picked up the pitching win, go­
ing the final two innings, giving 
up three hits and three earned 
runs, with three strikeouts and 
the same amount of walks.

Abe Foerster went the first 
inning, and his effort was very 
instnimental in the win, ac­
cording to Donath, who said, 
“You’ve got to give him a lot of 
credit," coming back after pitch­
ing three innings Monday night 
against Kiel.

"I knew we were going to 
start running out of pitchers, 
possibly,” Donath said, report­
ing Foerster gave up just one hit 
and one earned run. He struck 
out one and walked a pair.

With the wins, the Indians 
moved to 11-7 in the EW and 
15-8 overall.

Saving their best inning 
until last, the Kewaskum High 
Indians stormed back from a 
5-3 deficit to edge Kiel 6-5 in an 
Eastern Wisconsin Conference 
game played last Monday at Ki- 
wanis Park.
