Chairman Kahn asks for input on clean
up of Wilmer Schmidt property

The Town of Kewaskum's board chairman, Ellis Kahn has a
problem; it's not a small one either. That problem is trying to
get a town resident to clean up his property located at 4350
State Highway 28 west.

The town board took action on getting the property
cleaned up and in compliance with town ordinances in April
2005.

Supervisor Bill Butzlaff motioned to give Schmidt 90-
days fo clean up his property. Halfway through that 90 days
supervisors thought they saw improvement. Lately though,
they feel they are back at square one.

“It's a mess out there, something has to be done,” stated
Kahn at a meeting held Wednesday morning, July 13 before
the town tried to inspect the property to determine if the
town would step in the take control of the clean up.

After a meeting Wednesday, town supervisors, building in

spector and Sheriff's deputies confronted Schmidt at his
home for the final inspection. Schmidt refused to let them on
his property. Town officials were then advised to leave by the
Sheriff's deputies.

Those officials, deeming Schmidt was in non-compli-
ance, declared that they will take action on cleaning up the
property at their next meeting, Monday, July 18 at 7:30 pm
Kahn says he hopes to pack the town hall with residents voic-
ing their opinions in favor, or not in favor of spending more
town money to take care of the problem. “This decision is up
to the town residents, it's their money, if they want us to clean
up the property we will,” stated Kahn. The town has already
spent thousands in attorney fees and court orders.

Washington County Sheriff's deputies will help keep or-
der at the meeting. The town’s attorney and building inspec-
tor will also be in attendance to help guide the town through
the process.

The word recall was tossed
out more than once at Mon-
day evening's school board
meeting. Just what does it take
to start one?

Wisconsin state statutes
says, Any local elected office-
holder who has served one
year of the term for which he
or she was most recently elect
ed, as of the date the recall pe-
tition is offered for filing, can
be recalled. If the regular term
of an elected officeholder’s
position is scheduled for re
election at the spring election
to be held within six weeks of
the date the recall petition is
filed, a recall election cannot
be held.

In Kewaskum's situation
that means that the board
members who were elected
in the spring 2005 election are
not eligible for a recall until
April of 2006. Those mem-
bers were Sally Cochran, John
Kenworthy and Jean Goeden
This means that only Board
President Gordie Dickman,
Vice Presidgnt Tammy Weyer,
Treasurer Beth Steiner and
member Neal Weare would
be eligible to be recalled.

If only one ol
these positions requires a re
call primary, because three or
more candidates are seeking
this position, the recall pri
mary will be held on the sam«
day as the recall elections [or
the other position.
Circulation of the recall
petition must be completed
and returned to the school
district within 30 days of reg
istration. Each person circu
lating the petition must con

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The myths of Vietnam

It has been 30 years since
the end of the Vietnam War
As the war falls farther into the
past, facts begin to melt away,
and myths, glorified by Holly-
wood and popular culture, have
risen to take their place

As we reflect on that war
and honor the 200,000 Wiscon-
sin veterans who served in it, |
believe itis first important to set
the record straight.

Today, many view the Viet-
nam War as one in which sol
diers were drafted to fight in a
distant land for a cause they
didn’t understand. They were
disproportionately poor and
minority. They fought for peo-
ple who didn't want help - and,
in the end, America suffered its
first defeat in war

These are largely myths,
Even so, myths left unchal-
lenged become truths. So let’s
look at the realities of the Viet-
nam War:

* The Vietnam War was not
fought largely by draftees. Two
thirds of the soldiers in Viet-
nam were volunteers. While
minorities played a full role in
the fighting, 86 percent of the
Americans who died fighting
in Vietnam were white, middle
class volunteers.

* The North Vietnamese
Army was not a rag-tag army
of black-clad peasant guerillas
who fought from the shadows.
We know from released Soviet
Union records that the North
Vietnamese Army comprised
27 divisions that were kept at
full strength by a Communist
nation supplying 200,000 new
18-year-olds per year. (Famous
North Vietnam saying: “Born in
the North to die in the South.”)

* Many Viet Cong, the gue-
rilla forces in the South were, in
fact, North Vietnamese soldiers
who infiltrated in huge num
bers to the South.

* The Soviet Union played
a larger role than was known at
the time. The archives show the
Soviet Union may have poured
huge amounts of money and
weaponry into North Vietnam.
By the end of the war, the North
Vietnamese Army had full ar-
mored divisions, high-tech
weaponry and an extremely so-
phisticated supply network.

* US. forces were effective.
Despite Hollywood portrayals,
American soldiers won almost
every major battle they fought

Bl b

in Vietnam.

* Ho Chi Minh, who is now
idolized in Vietnam as a wise,
western-educated
leader of North Vietnam, was, in
fact, aruthless, lifetime Stalinist
I'rained in the Soviet Union, he
took control of North Vietnam
by fear. He assassinated polit
cal rivals, and removed com
petition until he was the onh
representative of Vietnamese
nationalism. Under his lead
ership, the North Vietnamese
Army sustained stunning ca
sualties. The North losses were
at least 2 million, and seemed
willing to continue taking those
losses as long as the war contin-
ued.

* Finally, while the United
States failed to stop North Viet-
nam from capturing the South,
it wasn't exactly a defeat in
battle either. The United States
agreed in the Paris Peace talks
to withdraw from the South
in exchange for a return of all
U.S. prisoners of war. When the
North Vietnamese Army rolled
into Saigon in 1975, U.S. forces
had been gone for two years.
After Vietnam, Soviet expan-
sionism slowed to a crawl - and,
well, the rest is history. There is
no longer a Soviet Union,

The realities of the Vietnam
War are harsh, however. [t was a
war with no front lines, fought
in difficult terrain. It was a war
in which America’s political
will deeply restricted military

democratic

strategy - as neither Presidents
lohnson or Nixon wanted to risk
another World War by attacking
the North and its Soviet sup
porters

Through it all,
fought bravely and with dis
tinction only to have our na
tion turn their backs on them as
they returned. Some were even
blamed for the war

[hat is the one lesson from
Vietnam [ don't want Wisconsin
to forget. Whatever the cause,
whoever the enemy, American
soldiers fight for us and they
should be treated with honor.
That's why I've created in Wis
consin a program called "Mis
sion: Welcome Home

As we reflect back on the
30th anniversary of the Vietnam
War, | want to renew my pledge
that when it comes to helping
our soldiers return to society
we do what we can to help them
adjust back into society and re
ceive the honor they deserve

our troops

Spent two days at the hostel
because of consistent rain and
Thursday, I couldn't sit still any
longer and ventured out at 5:30
in the morning.

The roads through Win
nipeg are pretty narrow which
meant there wasn’'t much room
for a car, bike and puddle, which

finish line.

“Everything is starting to
