Village of Kewaskum School board hires
district superintendent

The Kewaskum Village Board re-
ceived some pleasing news at one of
their recent meetings. Attendance at the
village's community pool is the highest
it'’s ever been and the library has seen
a 40% increase in the number of library
cards they have issued so far this year.

According to Butch Buddenhagen,
June was an all time record breaker for
the Kewaskum Community Pool that
he has overseen for the last 20 years. He
says 5,589 swimmers walked through
the doors and used the facility. This
breaks a 1988 record of 4,894,

[he Kewaskum Community Pool will
remain open through the end of Au-
guslt

The Kewaskum Public Library also
has had some breakthrough numbers in
their circulation. Library director, Steev
Baker has announced 4,600 items were
circulated in June. He further stated
that 47 new cards were issued. So far in

2005 the issuance of new cards is up by
about 40%. The library’s summer read-
ing program also ended on a high note
with 130 participants.

Also upis the amount of money saved
on some village road projects. So lar
this year the village has come in about
$40,000 under budget for the small road
projects they completed this year

With that savings Village Adminis
trator Dan Schmidt asked the board for
permission to complete a long-delayed
road project and he got the ok

Wash. County says
yes, no to Cabela’s

After enticing the Wash-
ington County Board with
plans to build a $70 million re
tail store in the Polk and Rich-
field Townships the county
board fell a few votes short of
approving the borrowing of
$4 million for an incentive for

Though the actual vote was
20-10 in favor of the proposal,
it required a three-fourths ma
jority to make it a reality.

C-Sport man has
OWI charge dropped

In an interesting court
case out of Fond du Lac Coun-
ty 37-year-old Alan Ernst has
had a previous OWI charge
dropped due to a technicality.

The case, which saw Ernst
being charged with his forth
OWI has now changed the
precedent for drunken driving
case in the state.

In August of 2002 Ernst
was being charged with his
fifth OWI charge.

In a July ruling the state
Supreme Court stated that
Ernst would have to prove that
he was not fully made aware of
his rights when he decided to
defend himself.

After a year-and-a-half of
transition planning, hours of
technology training and sev-
eral dress rehearsals, the new
$55 million St. Joseph's Hospi-
tal is open for business.

Vietnam: The War of
the Big Battalions

Our objective in South Viet-
nam has never been the annihi-
lation of the enemy. It has been
to bring about a recognition in
Hanoi that its objective - taking
over the South by force - could
not be achieved. -- President
Lyndon B. Johnson, Address to
the Nation, March 31, 1968.

President Johnson's mild-
sounding policy of “contain-
ment” in Vietnam belied the
harsh reality that American
troops were fighting some of
the most brutal battles in the
history of American warfare.

Between 1964 and 1968,
American troops poured into
Vietnam, reaching half a mil-
lion soldiers. North Vietnam
responded pouring numerous
divisions of its regular army
into the South. As a result, com-
bat intensified into a number of
major battles and violent jungle
encounters backed on both
sides by an array of modern and
increasingly deadly weapons.
American strategy during this
period sought to encourage the
North Vietnamese to engage in
large battles, and, by using su-
perior firepower, destroy them.

This year, as we honor our
Vietnam veterans 30 years after
the end of the Vietnam War, it is
important to acknowledge the
sacrifices and challenges U.S.
soldiers faced. In the South Pa-
cific in World War II, the aver-
age infantryman saw about 40
total days of fighting. In Viet-
nam, the average infantryman
saw 240 days - thanks largely to
helicopter tactics that took sol-
diers rapidly from one confron-
tation to the next.

One in 10 Americans who
served became a casualty. Bat-
tle death rates were similar to
other wars, but the number of
crippling wounds was 300 per-
cent higher than in World War
II, a statistic partly due to the
excellent field medical units

=P

who saved soldiers who would
have died during World War II,
and partly due to a vast array of
new weapons and sophisticat-
ed mines laced throughout the
jungles of Vietnam.

Unfortunately, while John-
son was trying to “contain” the
Viet Cong battalions of guerillas
in the South, waves of NVA sol-
ders were thrown at the Ameri-
cans, resulting in significant
losses, and incredible battles.

The Siege of Khe Sanh, for
example, demonstrated that
“containment” was, in fact, an
all-out war,

In 1967, Gen. William West-
moreland fortified the Marine
base at Khe Sanh near the bor-
der of North Vietnam and Laos
in order to give U.S. troops a
platform to raid the Ho Chi
Minh Trail, the logistical life
blood of the Viet Cong war ef-
fort.

North Vietnamese regu-
lars launched a surprise attack
against Khe Sanh, hammering
it with mortar and rocket shells
that destroyed most of the base's
ammunition and fuel supplies.
It was just the first of many at-
tacks in a week of savage fight-
ing.

NVA forces again assaulted
the Khe Sanh base as well as
surrounding Special Forces bas-
es, even employing WWI-style
trench infiltration ractics. U.S.
soldiers repeatedly repelled the
attacks with intense artillery fire
and close-air support.

As the battle on the ground
for Khe Sanh intensified, Op-
eration Niagara Il was launched
to blanket hundreds of targets a
day with withering air attacks.
The air campaign eventually
struck the major enemy ammu-
nition dump, resulting in over
1,000 secondary explosions,
one of the largest raids of the
war.

As fighting died down
around Khe Sanh, American
military advisers predicted that
the North Vietnamese were pre-
paring for one all-out strike, and

they turned out te be correct.

During the morning of
February 29th, massive enemy
troop movements were detect-
ed along the major highways
leading to Khe Sanh, and the
American Forces were ready
Artillery, B-52s, mortars, and
radar-guided fighter-bombers
pounded the advancing NVA.
When they finally did reach Khe
Sanh, the heavily entrenched
Marines and Army Rangers met
them head on. The North Viet-
namese forces were wiped out.

Throughout the entire siege
of Khe Sanh, 205 Americans lost
their lives, along with hundreds
of missing and wounded. The
North Vietnamese, on the other
hand, lost somewhere between
10,000 and 15,000 soldiers-
nearly two entire divisions.

The Siege of Khe Sanh was
brutal and bloody, but there was
more to come, and U.S, troops
responded again with the skill
and courage.

While US. troops would
walk away from the destroyed
jungles of Khe Sanh having won
one of the Vietnam conflict’s
largest and most torturous bat-
tles, they later faced an unex-
pectedly difficult batle when
they returned home to the Unit-
ed States. They found, in some
cases, that they were not wel-
comed.

This must never happen
again. That's why my depart-
ment created a new program in
Wisconsin, “Mission: Welcome
Home.” Regardless of U.S. for-
eign policy or the battle being
waged to enforce it, our veterans
deserve our respect and thanks
for risking their very lives.
