Work has begun on replacing the Kohlsville bridge and its approaches on County Road W in the Town of Wayne. 
The project of which 80% is being paid through federal funds, is scheduled to be completed in mid-October ac­
cording to Washington County Highway Commissioner Ken Pesch. The existing bridge was built in 1924 and has a 
single span over the river. It was constructed with steel girders and a concrete deck supported on vertfCal concrete 
abutments. The bridge was in poor condition when last inspected and there was a failure of the deck in the summer 
of 2002. The replacement will be a single span pre-cast, pre-stressed concrete girder bridge supported on concrete 
abutments. The proposed structure will be 66 feet long and have a clear width of 30 feet Tubular steel railing will 
be used on each side of the bridge The Kohlsville River will be relocated about 25 feet north of its existing location 
to facilitate construction of the fill slopes for the new abutments. The approach roadway will provide for one 12-foot 
lane of traffic in each direction and six-foot shoulders. Beyond the shoulder, curb and gutter will be provided south 
of the bridge and will approximately match the existing curb The price tag Tor the new bridge is $463,083.
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Kewaskum, state students ahead in ACT scores

ak uch l "  kew askum statesm an

K ew askum High School  j uniors and 
seniors conti nue to shine am ong other 
W isconsin students w ho took the ACT 
col lege adm issions test. K ew askum stu ­
dents actual l y  w ere ahead of  the state­
w ide average.

For the sixth straight year, w i th 69 
percent of  2005 graduates tak ing the 
test, W isconsin's com posi te score on 
the ACT col lege adm issions test held at
22.2. K ew askum’s student scores actu­
al ly w ent up .2 and squeaked through 
to beat the state average by a score of
22.3.

I he state
m issed f i rst place 
am ong the 25 
states w here the 
ACT is the pre­

dom i nant col lege adm issions test by 
one-tenth of  a point.

Nearly 60 percent of  al l  W isconsin 
students took  a core curr i cul um  com ­
pared to about 56 percent national ly . 
W isconsin students w ho pursued rigor­
ous pre-col lege coursew ork  averaged 
two points higher than those w ho took 
less than a core curri culum .

W isconsin students far out-di stanced 
thei r  national  peers in the ACT analysis 
of  col lege readiness. ACT, in col labora­
ti on w i th postsecondary  insti tuti ons, 
has establ i shed benchm ark  scores on 
ACT subject area tests that i ndicate 
readiness for col lege-level  coursew ork . 
Students w ho score at or above the 
benchm ark  have a 50 percent chance of  
earni ng a B -grade or about a 75 percent 
chance of  earning a C-grade on col lege- 
level  coursew ork .

Seventy-six percent of  W isconsin

students earned a benchm ark  score of  
18 on the Engl ish test com pared to 68 
percent national ly . In m athem atics, 
52 percent of  state students scored a 
22 or better com pared w i th 41 percent 
national ly , m eani ng these students are 
ready to take col lege algebra. Sixty per­
cent of  W isconsin students earned a 
benchm ark  score of  21 in reading, a new  
benchm ark  thi s year, com pared w i th 51 
percent national ly . For science,36 per­
cent of  state students earned a bench­
mark  score of  24 com pared to 26 per­
cent national ly , show ing l ikely success 
in col lege biology.

On subject area tests, W isconsin 
scores f l uctuated w i th Engl ish at 21.5, 
the sam e as the prev ious year, and sci ­
ence up one-tenth of  a point f rom 2004 
to 22.3. The reading score w as 22.4, 
dow n one-tenth of  point f rom the prev i ­
ous year to the sam e level  i t w as in 2003.

I he score on the m athem ati cs test also 
dropped one-tenth of  a point to 22.0.

"This past year 90 K IIS students took 
the test. I am pleased because we are 
ahead of  the state and national  aver­
ages,” stated KHS Principal  Chri sti ne 
H orbas.

The ACT is scored on a scale of  1 to 
36. N ationw ide 1.2 mi l l ion publ i c and 
pri vate school  students took  the test 
at som e time duri ng thei r  high school  
career. In W isconsin, about 55 percent 
of  students w ho took  the ACT also took 
the optional  w ri ting test, f i rst of fered in 
February . N ational ly , about 36 percent 
of  students took  the w ri ting test. W ri ting 
scores w ere reported to students and to 
col leges and universi ti es speci f ied by 
students for adm issions purposes. W ri t­
ing scores wil l  be part of  A CT’s national  
report next year.

Responsible 
VJ budget passed

41

After months of delib­
eration, on July 5th your state 
legislature passed a respon­
sible budget bill. When vot­
ing on the budget I did my 
best to represent the desires of 
my constituents, which I ob­
tained from numerous discus­
sions with residents as well as 
through the results of a district 
wide survey.

I'd like to share key sur­
vey results, explain the "Leg­
islative Budget" and highlight 
how Governor Doyle’s use of 
veto power stripped out many 
of the provisions you wanted - 
and I fought for.

Key findings from my sur­
vey showed that citizens sup­
port a Taxpayers Bill of Rights, 
maintaining segregated funds 
for their acquired purpose, 
and maintain spending at the 
level of projected revenue. Re­
spondents acknowledged the 
value of education, but were 
concerned about the strength 
of Wisconsin’s economy and 
our ability to increase fund­
ing.

The Legislative Budget 
dramatically reduced the 
amount of borrowing by $600 
million and transfers from 
segregated funds by $400 mil­
lion to balance our budget 
and it cut the structural deficit 
in half.

Ihe Legislative Budget 
also froze property taxes for 
three years. The "Governor's 
Budget" claims it will freeze 
property taxes for two years, 
but it exempts Tech Colleges 
and allows local governments 
to exempt their debt service, 
effectively opening the doors 
to spending increases through 
borrowing and mortgaging 
our future.

The Legislative Budget 
realistically funded the Med­
icaid program. However, the 
Governor vetoed $93.6 mil­
lion from Medicaid and when 
the federal matching funds are 
subsequently lost, the cut sky­
rockets to $222 million, leav­
ing the program deeply in the 
red for 2007.

The Legislative Budget in­
cluded a three-year phase out 
of the tax on Social Security 
benefits starting in 2007 - the 
Governor vetoed the start un­
til 2008 diverting all costs to a 
future budget.

Despite cries of under 
funding by some, the Legisla­
tive Budget increased spend­
ing on education by $372 mil­
lion. The Governor’s Budget 
increased that to $701 million, 
which was more than his orig­
inal budget and far more than 
the Department of Public In­
struction request of $327 mil­
lion.

The Governor is able to 
increase this funding through 
his use of the veto power. He 
has bypassed the legislature 
and the legislative process and 
directed the Secretary of Ad­
ministration, a gubernatorial 
appointee, to decide where 
$330 million of state money 
will be spent. Even more as­
tonishing, the Governor creat­
ed a new sentence that reads, 
"The Secretary of Administra­
tion may transfer moneys to 
any appropriation account or 
fund from the general fund.” 
This in essence gives the Gov­
ernor a blank check to spend 
your tax money as he wishes. 
These are unprecedented 
moves that should not go un­
noticed or unchallenged.

In all, the budget as signed 
into law by Governor Doyle 
has 139 vetoes and signifi­
cantly changes the intent of 
the Legislature. Just how can 
one person change so much? 
The Governor’s line item veto 
is the most powerful in the na­
tion and it places too much 
power in the hands of one per­
son, Republican or Democrat. 
Ihe time has come to put a lid 
on this before we have a gov­
ernor who bypasses the legis­
lative process completely.

Unfortunately, the only 
way to curtail tbis power is 
through court challenges or 
a change to the constitution. 
Courts historically have ruled 
in favor of past governors, so 
it is vitally important that they 
hear of the citizens' view of 
this veto power.

Efforts are underway to 
address the constitutionality 
of this veto power. However, 
unless there is an outcry from 
the public this effort will never 
even get off the ground. I urge 
my constituents to contact me 
and let me know their thoughts 
on this. Simply drop me a 
note or send me an email stat­
ing "Reduce the Governor’s 
veto power” or "Maintain the 
Governor’s veto power" Be 
sure to include your name and 
address.

The recent budget is one 
we will all learn to live with, 
and it has some good provi­
sions. However, it clearly is not 
the one I, or you, endorsed. 
By shifting huge amounts of 
money around it mortgages 
our future through excessive 
transfers and borrowing and 
that is exactly what the citi­
zens of this state do not want 
or need.

It is 
the worst epidemic of polio in 
the history of the village and 
has necessitated the restrict­
ing of all children to their own 
yards and the cancellation of 
all recreational activities. Dr.

R.G. Edwards, village health 
officer, himself is one of the 
victims of the disease. Dr. Ed­
wards has been ill this week 
and his sickness has been di­
agnosed as a probable case 
of polio. Those stricken with 
polio are Frank Schoenbeck, 
8, son of Mrs. Gladys Schoen­
beck, village; Steven Frazier,
11, son of the Paul Fraziers, vil­
lage; Sue Sengpiel, 8, daughter 
of the Ned Sengpiels, village; 
Mary ReindJ, 11, daughter 
of the Gilbert Reindls, Town 
of Kewaskum; Joel Peterson, 
son of the L.N. Petersons, vil­
lage; Artie Buss, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Art Buss, Sr., village, and 
Dr. Edwards.

They're 
eventually found in the most 
gruesome spot imaginable, but 
that's just the beginning. In 
"Bloody Mary” by J.A. Konrath, 
lack has also lost her sense of 
security for her family.

lacqueline Daniels has 
been on the Chicago police 
force for longer than she cares 
to remember. Being a cop is 
all lack ever wanted to do, but 
lately, she’s re-thinking that 
sentiment. Ihe Job destroyed 
her first marriage. She doesn’t 
want it to destroy her chances 
at happiness with the man she's 
dating now.

It’s been a scorcher in Chi­
cago this summer, which only 
adds to lack's frustration. The 
police station’s air conditioner 
is on the blink, her partner is on 
a silly diet, and everyone is eas­
ily annoyed.

And then the arms are dis­
covered.

Ihey weren’t attached to 
anyone when they were found, 
and they had no ID on them. 
No corpses in the morgue were 
missing appendages, and no­
body was seen dropping the 
arms off at the county building.

Ah, now this is the way 
a detective thriller should be 
written. lacqueline Daniels 
is an over-the-top cop who’s 
cheeky and smart, a little bit 
of Columbo and a little bit of 
Quincy mixed in with a dash of 
bravery and a touch of roll-her- 
eyes impatience. If you read 
author Konrath’s first novel, 
“Whiskey Sour" you'll be glad 
to see that Konrath rounds Jack 
out with a little more personal­
ity in this novel, and you'll get 
to meet characters that were 
merely mentioned in the first 
book. My only complaint about 
this book is that the story ends 
too abruptly, setting you up for 
what most certainly will be an­
other round of lack Daniels.

Belly up to the bookstore 
and order yourself a "Bloody 
Mary" then take a big gulp. It's 
perfect for happy hour or any 
hour you want to read a good 
book.

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TET: Military victory; political defeat

"It seems now more certain 

than ever that the bloody expe­

rience of Vietnam is to end in a 

stalemate."

-Walter Cronkite, CBS News, 

February 27, 1968.

These fateful words, fol­

lowing Cronkite’s mission to 

Vietnam after the Tet Offensive, 

brought the public eye directly 

on the conundrum that was 

Vietnam.

No other event in the Viet­

nam War is more infamous 

than the Tet Offensive.

As we reflect on the 30th 

anniversary of the War in Viet­

nam this year by honoring our 

troops who fought there, some, 

even most, observers note that 

it was the bloody Tet Offensive 

that could have turned the tide 

militarily in favor of a South 
Vietnamese victory.

Instead, it was the attack 

by North Vietnam and the Viet 

Cong guerrillas, launched dur­

ing the Tet holiday season in 

January of 1968, that created a 

headwind of U.S. public opin­

ion against the war from which 

U.S. military efforts never re­

covered.

As the Tet holiday began in 

Vietnam, every single combat- 

ready North Vietnamese and 

Viet Cong unit deployed for 

an all out offensive. The attack 

struck five of South Vietnam's 

six major cities, 36 of its 44 

provincial capitals, and 50 key 

hamlets. Hue was overrun, the 

U.S. embassy in Saigon was as­

saulted, and the United States 

was caught completely by sur­

prise.

Thfrty years ago, the United 

States departed from Vietnam. 

But it was 37 years ago, amidst

the chaos of the Tet Offensive, 

that the U.S. withdrawal became 

inevitable.

Realizing the tense political 

situation in the United States, 

the North Vietnamese leader­

ship carefully planned, inserted, 

and built up supplies for their 

forces in the South throughout 

the winter of 1967 in order to 

attack on a grandiose scale the 

next year.

Three North Vietnamese 

divisions (numbering 25,000 

men) assaulted Khe Sanh, a 

small, isolated U.S. Marine 

bastion near the Laotian bor­

der. Since it was so remote, yet 

relatively crucial to the United 

States, it served as the perfect 

decoy attack. The United States 

brought in waves of reinforce­

ments, while intelligence re­

ports warning of simultaneous 

enemy incursions into deep 

South Vietnam were obscured 

by the raging maelstrom at Khe 

Sanh.

Counting on a massive anti- 

American uprising by the South 

Vietnamese civilian population, 

the North Vietnamese troops 

struck everywhere at once, 

shocking the United States war 

effort.

Militarily, the significance 

of Tet was bitterly ironic. Ameri­

can and South Vietnamese mili 

tary forces defeated the North 

Vietnamese everywhere. Unit­

ed States troops reacted rapidly 

and effectively to beat the en­

emy back. Aided by South Viet­

namese troops and civilians, the 

communist forces were driven 

into the countryside with very 

heavy losses.

Tet became a catastrophic 

military failure for the North 

Vietnamese, costing them ap­

proximately 35,000 dead and 

65,000 wounded. Combined 

United States and South Viet­

namese losses were 4,000 (1,100 

Americans dead). The defeat 

was so crippling that the North 

Vietnamese lost their abil­

ity to fight for several months

- opening a window for a mili­

tary counter attack by the South 

that could have been decisive, 

but never came. The Viet Cong, 

moreover, had been virtually 

eliminated by American and 

South Vietnamese action. From 

Tet to the end of the war, the 

North Vietnamese Army be­

came the remaining opponent 

confronting American troops in 

Vietnam.

However, the goal of the 

North Vietnamese was not sim­

ply to win battles, but rather, to 

undermine the U.S. commit­

ment to South Vietnam. It was 

a sophisticated plan to commu­

nicate to the U.S. public the false 

notion that support for North 

Vietnam was everywhere, and 

that its military reach was na­

tionwide.

Tet was a vibrant politi­

cal success for North Vietnam. 

Back at home in the United 

States, popular support for the 

war bottomed out. The bloody 

chaos of the Tet Offensive made 

the brutality of war visible to 

Americans at home. Reports 

from the front shocked Ameri­

cans as they viewed the events 

in Southeast Asia on television.

To make matters worse, 

General William Westmore­

land, commander of U.S. forces 

in Vietnam, attempted to launch 

major counterstrikes against the 

North Vietnamese. Westmo­

reland called for 200,000 more 

American soldiers following the 

Tet Offensive. The U.S. public 

became more skeptical of vic­

tory.

Public opinion turned 

against the war in Vietnam. Ihe 

American will to fight had been 

damaged, possibly beyond re­

pair.

As American veterans fil­

tered back into society' after ex­

periencing the bloodbath that 

had been the Tet Offensive, they 

were greeted not by salutes and 

handshakes, but by anti-war 

signs, protests, and marches. 

For some, the American soldier, 

who had put his life on the line 

through the chaos of Tet, be­

came the reason we were in Tet 

in the first place.

This should never happen 

again. Our, soldiers are will­

ing to endure any hardship to 

defeat any foe, and at a mini­

mum, we have anobligation to 

honor them upon their return. 

That is why my department has 

created a new program in Wis­

consin - "Mission: Welcome 

Home.” When they come home, 

they need us to fight for them 

to ensure that their physical 

and mental wounds are treated, 

they are aided in reintegrating 

into our communities, and their 

sacrifice is honored.

MADISON - Campers at 
Wisconsin State Parks and 

Forests will pay slightly higher 

camping fees beginning Au­

gust 16, under fee increases 

that were approved as part of 

the recently approved state 

budget.

The budget increased the 

cost of state park campsites by 

$2 per night per site. As a result 
State Park and Class A State 

Forest campsites will cost $12 

per night for residents and $14 

per night for non-residents. 
Class B State Forest sites will 

cost $9 per night for residents 

and $11 per night for non-res­

idents. Class B sites are those 

in forest campgrounds that do 

not provide additional ameni­

ties such as flush toilets and 

showers. Discounted rates 

are available when camping 

during the week at some loca­

tions.

This is the first across-the 

board increase in camping 

fees for Wisconsin parks and 
forests since 1995, though fees 

to camp during the peak sea­

son at eight of the state's most 

popular parks were increased 

by $3 per night in 2004.

"Camping in state parks 
and forests continues to be a 

very good value and even with 

the increase, our rates are 

comparable to or lower than 

many other states,” notes Bill 

Morrissey, director of the Wis­
consin State Parks program.

The budget also included 
an increase in the state park 

admission fee of $5 that will 

go into effect in January 2006. 

The new admission sticker will 

cost $25 for residents and $35 

for nonresident. There is also 

a resident senior admission 
sticker for $10.

Every coach who has ever 

blown a whistle to run a drill 

in practice, every coach who 

has ever stood on the sideline 

on Friday night for a big game 

against an arch rival or watched 

one of his relay teams pull off a 

perfect handoff should experi­

ence a magical season like the 

one Joe Harlow had the pleasure 

of living though in the spring of 

1973.

Ihe major players on this 

outstanding Kewaskum High 

golf team included Jeff Koth, 

lim Gaffke, Chuck McClain, 

Tom Hensler, Scott Koth, with 

Steve Spoerl providing excellent 

backup.

It was a rare combination of 

good athletes with strong aca­

demic credentials, solid work 

ethics and great team chemis­

try .. all these things added up 

to a perfect 11-0 season, an in­

dividual and team record that 

became frozen in time when 

the Scenic Moraine Conference 

was disbanded in the late 1970s 

... and a couple that will be dif­

ficult to better whatever league 

the Indians are competing in.

Four of the six starters were 

present recently and were hon­

ored during the sixth annual 

Kewaskum High Scramble, an 

event held at Hon-E-Kor Coun­

try Club to raise funds for ath­

letic programs at the school.

Chuck McClain passed 

away several years ago and Spo­

erl was unable to attend the fes­

tivities. Ihe others came from 

near Indianapolis, suburban 

Chicago and Kewaskum, to re­

live their perfect year which was 

climaxed when Jeff Koth fired a 

3-under-par 69 in the Scenic 

Moraine Conference meet won 

by the Indians with a sizzling, 

record 305 strokes, 29 strokes 

ahead of runner-up Pewaukee.

The Indians had a monop­

oly on all-conference honors 

that season, with Jeff Koth first,

Gafflte second and McClain un­

officially in the fourth spot.

Gaffke also provided an in­

dividual record that year, post­

ing a course record 4-under 

par-32 during a practice round 

on a night when the Indians 

were scheduled to play at Sling- 
er’s Scenic View.

The meet was postponed 

because of a light rain and fog 

in the area, but the Indians de­

cided to practice at HEK, with 

Gaffke using an eagle 3 on the 

fifth hole toward the 32.

Each of the starters was the 

team or meet medalist at least 

once during the '73 season. All 

of them played nearly every day 
during the summer of 1972 to 

prepare for their historical run. 

In addition to playing from 18 to 

36 holes with Hensler, McClain 

would hit 150-200 drives a day 

no matter how hot it was that 

summer.

Kewaskum also placed 

second in the WIAA regional 

at Sheboygan Riverdale — in 

those days all the teams were in 

one division — to earn a berth 

in the sectional. Unfortunate­

ly, rain pelted the South Hills 

course before the tournament, 
which probably should have 

been postponed because of the 

conditions on the course.

Instead, the rules were al­

tered, and players from several 

other teams took advantage of 

those rules... really breaking the 

rules of golf, during the tourna­
ment.

Several of the Indians told 

Harlow they just couldn't play 

that way, and it resulted in a 

fifth place finish in the event, 

with the top two teams, Fond 

du Lac and Sheboygan North, 

advancing to the state tourna­

ment.

There was lots of chaner 

about the '73 season at the KHS 

Scramble, all the fun the golfers 

had together that season and 

how they still enjoy the game of 

golf.

Jeff Koth is currently the

pastor of St. Mark’s Lutheran 

Church near Waukegan, Illi­

nois, and his brother Scott is an 

accountant in a suburb of Chi­

cago.

Hensler is a metallurgist, 

working for Rolls Royce in Indi­

anapolis, while Gaffke is a tool 

and die operator in West Bend.

This year’s scramble drew 
108 players, which is a new re­

cord for the event. The exact 

amount raised has still not been 

finalized by current KHS boys 

golf coach Glenn Eichstedt and 

Dennis Butz, who do much 

of the work on organizing the 

event.

One interesting tidbit from 

this year's outing was one 

foursome was made up com­

pletely by former Kewaskum 

High quarterbacks. Augie Bilgo 

played with his two sons, Doug 

and Jim, and his son-in-law 

Mike Doherty. All four were ex­

cellent quarterbacks for the In­

dians.
