The group
will attempt to remove Neal Weare from
Kewaskum's Board of Education.

The group’s chairman Bruce Brai-
digan says they will meet at 9:00 AM to
hand out copies of the recall petition for
people to sign.

The previous Saturday the group did
a lit drop to school district residents
urging their support. “Feedback was
positive on the lit drop,” stated Braidi-
gan

He did state that the group is in need
of funding and hopes that people will
sign the petition and make donations to
the cause.

The flyer used in the lit drop says

they are recalling Weare because of fis-
cal mismanagement of school district
funds during the $113,000 buyout of
former superintendent Wayne Grac-
zyk. They also allege Weare has been
involved in “secret” meetings via email
with other board members.

The Statesman could not reach Weare
in time for comment.

Speculative numbers show the citi-
zens will need to gather between 1,500-
2,000 signatures in order to make Weare
face the voters again.

NUKM CRG has repeatedly been
asked why they are just recalling Weare.
Braidigan has gone on record stating,

board member for recall. Recalling
maore than one member makes it very
difficult to get the results that we want.

AAA reminds motorists to
‘Stop on Red’ for school buses

“Stop” means “stop,” es-
pecially when it comes to
school buses, AAA Wisconsin
reminds motorists now that
back-to-school time has ar-
rived.

“It’s very simple - the law
requires motorists to stop
when the overhead red lights
of a school bus are flashing,"
said AAA Wisconsin spokes-
man Michael Bie. “This law
applies to drivers on both
sides of the road, unless the
highway is divided by a bar-
rier”

On an average school day
in Wisconsin, 10,000 school
buses transport 590,000 stu-
dents to and from school.

As part of its annual
“Schools Open” campaign,
AAA also emphasizes that
driving carefully begins with
focusing on basic traffic safety
practices, such as the proper
use of safety belts, child safety
seats and booster seats.

“It’s vitally important that
all children age 12 and under
be properly restrained in the
back seat when being trans-
ported by parents and care-
givers,” Bie said. “Caregivers
often don't realize they need
to alter the types of child safety
seats as children grow, which
means that booster seats are
underutilized or used incor-
rectly. Typically, children be-
tween the ages of four and
eight or up to 4’9" are candi-
dates for booster seats.

AAA urges motorists (o
follow these safety tips:

- Always stop for school

buses that are loading or un-
loading students when red
lights are flashing, unless you
are driving in the opposite di-
rection on a divided highway.

- Slow (IU“’H in or near
school and residential areas.

- Drive with your head-
lights on - even during the day
- s0 children and others can
See you.

- Look for clues - such as
AAA school safety patrols,
adult crossing guards, bicy-
cles and playgrounds - that in-
dicate children may be in the
area.

Scan ahead between
parked cars and other objects
for children who could dart
into the road.

- Practice extra caution in
bad weather.

- When using a booster
seat, always use both the lap
and shoulder belt. Make sure
the lap belt fits low and tight
across the lap/upper- thigh
area and the shoulder belt fits
snugly crossing the chest and
shoulder to avoid abdominal
injuries.
