Accompanied by five Washing-
ton County Sheriff's deputies Badger
Wrecking of West Bend descended
upon the Wilmer Schmidt property on
STH 28 west to begin clean up of the
land.

According to Captain Dale Schmidt,
Wilmer Schmidt became hostile with
deputies and was arrested for disorder-
ly conduct.

Shortly after taking office, Town of
Kewaskum Chairman Ellis Kahn took
steps to abate the longstanding issue of
clean up on the property.

It's a shame
the town had to step in” Kahn stated
Wednesday moming as five dump
trucks from A&W Iron and Metal worked
to remove debris on the property.

Kahn stated he thought the clean up
would cost around $17,000 and is being

assessed to Schmidt's property.

At their meeting Monday evening,
the town'’s planning commission heard
an annexation request from Bill Butzlaff
Jr. for a 54.38 acre parcel owned by his
parents, Bill and Carol.

The Butzlaff's would like to sell the
property to a residential developer and
would like the zoning changed from Ex-
clusive Agriculture to Residential zon-
ing.

“Our goal in requesting this change
is to be able to keep this property from
being annexed to the village. The rezon-
ing will make it beneficial for the pur-
chaser to keep the land in the town,”
stated Butzlaff Jr.

Property owners surrounding the
property were very vocal against the re-
zoning with many saying they did not
want to lose the rural character of the
town. The plan commission tabled any
action pending a concept plan being
brought to the next meeting in October.

Village Board hears good and
bad news on TID

Payne and Dolan did pavement work for Nature

Subdivision being developed by Gary Gavin is part of the Village of Kewaskum's Tax
Incremental District. The Kewaskum Village Board heard good news and bad news re-
garding the entire TID project at their meeting Monday.

The Kewaskum Village
Board learned Monday eve-
ning, September 19 that in-
frastructure is nearly 100%
complete within the Tax In-
cremental District (TID). Vil-
lage Engineer, Ken Ward how-
ever presented some good
news and some bad news to
the board.

Industrial Drive, a frontage
road off of Badger Road that
will service DACCO and Vil-
lage Lakes Center has been
approved by the DNR. The
plan for the road ran a snag
when officials realized that it
ran through a patch of wet-
lands in the project.

Ward also indicated a
$350,000 savings because of
the wetlands discovery. He
stated the savings was realized
when the sizing of the storm

sewer infrastructure was de-
creased, decreasing the total
cost of installation of the in-
frastructure for the TID

However, while working
on the project two property
owners on Prospect Drive had
their wells run dry. Because
testing on the wells was not
done prior to the project Ward
recommended the village pick
up the tab for installing new
wells for Harold Schladweiler
and Kurt Schmidt.

Both property owners have
been without water since July
and the village has been mak-
ing water arrangements with
them since that time. The total
cost of replacing the property
owners' hand dug wells with
machine drilled wells will cost
$15,580.25. Work was to begin
shortly on the project.

It was also realized the clay
would need to be imported to
line two storm water retention

ponds within Village Lakes
Center. The cost of importing
the clay will cost $119,700.

Ihe board also awarded a
contract to Woleske Construc-
tion of Green Bay to install a
forced main in TID number
two on Fond du Lac Avenue
Woleske was the lowest bidder
of $208,847. Two other bids
were received.

In other village business,
administrator Dan Schmidt
announced he received word
from the Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Administration re-
garding the 2005 official pop-
ulation for the village. Official
numbers show that 3,689 peo-
ple reside in the village. This
is an increase of 412 people
since the 2000 census.

Numbers for statewide
population indicate 5,580,000,
an increase of 216,285 people

Theresa man killed in
Wayne crash Tuesday

A 29-year-old Theresa man
was killed following a crash in
the Town of Wayne on Tues-
day, Sept. 20, 2005 at approxi-
mately 12:40 pm.

The Washington County
Sheriff's Department re-
sponded to the crash scene
on State Highway 28 west
and Mullen Drive along with
Kohlsville First Responders
and Kewaskum EMS.

Aninvestigation reveals that
the eastbound motorcycle,
driven: by Jason Wenstrand,
attempted to pass the tractor
just as the tractor began to
make a left turn. The tractor

operator, Justin Krueger, 22, of

the Town of Wayne, observed
the motorcycle operator begin

his pass, so he steered the trac

tor back into the eastbound
lane. At that point, the mo-
torcycle operator also moved
to the eastbound lane, and
struck the back of the manure
spreader.

The motorcycle operator
sustained severe head injuries
and was transported to Syn-
ergy Health/St. Joseph's Hos-
pital in the Town of Polk by
Kewaskum EMS. According to
hospital officials there he was
later transferred to Froedtert
Hospital in Milwaukee. Pub-
lic relations staff at Froedtert
were unable to confirm that
Wenstrand was ever a patient
there

Wenstrand was not wearing
a helmet. Excessive speed and
alcohol do not appear to fac-
tor in the accident. The tractor

Matthew Strub, the
832nd’s commander, received
an initial “warning order” to
fly south on Aug. 31, then a
final order to depart two days
later. By the evening of Sept. 3,
about 20 air crewmen had ar-
rived at Naval Air Station Belle
Chasse just south of New Or-
leans and were ready for mis-
sions with their hoist-capable
helicopters the next morning.

“The first few days it
looked like there were hun-
dreds of helicopters in the
air and we flew nonstop from
dawn to dusk for three or four
days,” Strub said.

“When we saw the hur-
ricane hit there was a lot of
adrenaline,” said Capt. Timo-
thy Eaton, a helicopter pilot
who deployed with the 832nd.
“We have trained for this mis-
sion for years and we knew we
were needed.”

“Once we arrived, the
devastation brought tears to
our eyes, it was of Biblical
proportions,” Eaton added.
Initially, the rescue effort cen-

tered on the search and res-
cue of stranded residents, but
there was not much searching
needed. Victims were every-
where, signaling for help from
their rooftops or the elevated
highways. “We trained our
eyes to look for movement,
white flags waving or people
signaling,” Eaton said.

“I was surprised at the
number of people who didn't
want to leave, they were wav-
ing us off,” said Staff Sgt. Eric
Leukert, a helicopter crew
chief. “They would be on their
roofs and we'd lower a medic
down to them with some food
and water then move the heli-
copter off so the medic to talk
to them,” Leukert said.

The helicopters of the
832nd have been used in live
hoist rescues year-round in
all weather conditions. For
more_ than two years, the unit
provided medevac support to
Fort Lewis, Wash., where the
832nd's Hueys flew rescue
missions over the wilderness
terrain of the Pacific North-
west. “We picked skiers and
hikers off the mountains and
gained a lot of experience in
rescues,” Strub said.

That experience proved
to be a lifesaver for more than
130 New Orleans residents.

Among the many heart-
breaking stories throughout
the devastated city, Leukert
will always remember one res-
cue in particular. “We hoisted
up a woman in her bathrobe,
she was crying, and that was
all she had left at that time was
that bathrobe,” Leukert said.
“Her house was almost totally

under water.

IThanks to the efforts of the
832nd, that woman and more
than 100 others like her have
more than bathrobes: they
have their lives, too

Although most of the
Wisconsin Guard's hurricane
relief task force returned to

Too many Democrats
blame the president as indif-
ferent to the plight of the poor
and the suffering in the region.
Conversely, Republicans are
accusing the president of reck-
less spending and allowing the
federal government to grow in
this crisis. Imagine what a dis-
possessed low-income family
living in Houston's Astrodome
might think of Republican con-
servatives who talk about not
spending the money on neces-
sary emergency relief, restora-
tion and rebuilding the region.
Abraham Lincoln faced the
same criticism in 1862 when
he passed the Homestead Act
and the Republicans who voted
against it said the act would cost
money. Talk about penny-wise
and pound-foolish polirics.

Most of those who criticize
the president’s spending in this
crisis are the same who recently
voted for the pork-laden high-
way bill and the no-energy en-
ergy bill. This is the hypocrisy
W.E Buckley defined as “the
tribute that vice pays to virtue.”

When the president alluded
to the history of racial discrimi-
nation that for so long denied
equality of opportunity and eco-
nomic justice to people of color,
he showed an understanding of

the issue and compassion for
people all too often neglected
by the party of Lincoln in the
past. There are appalling cases
of historical racial discrimina
tion in education, housing and
employment that have contrib
uted to the conditions we all
saw on television in that tragic
and historic catastrophe

That's why the president
said he wants to combat poy
erty through expanding en-
trepreneurship generally and
minority enterprise in particu-
lar. He knows that an opportu
nity (or enterprise) zone for the
whale region will attract capital
and encourage investment in
job-creating businesses in the
“green-lined” area of Gullport.

Further attacks on the pres
ident are coming for not raising
taxes, and it is time for thought-
ful Republicans in Congress to
come to his defense. They need
to point out that even at lower
tax rates revenues have grown
for two straight years more than
16 1/2 percent. And the capital
gains tax is not a tax on the rich,
it'’s a tax on the poor who want
to get rich.

The deficit, while numeri-
cally large, is but 3 1/2 percent
of our $11.9 trillion gross do-
mestic product, which people
conveniently ignore when talk-
ing about deficits. Growth at 3.5
percent to 4 percent is essential
to keeping our revenues suf-
ficient to meet this challenge,
and this is no time for the Fed
eral Reserve to be raising inter-
est rates.

Instead of raising taxes,
Congress should provide more
juice to the opportunity zone by
adding an exemption to capital
gains taxes for people and busi-
nesses who invest in job-creat-
ing enterprises for people in the
green-lined zone. As the presi-
dent said, the people who suf-
fered the most dislocation and
distress must participate fully in
the rebuilding and the job op-
portunities that will result from
these policy prescriptions.

African-American  lead-
ers like Morial, Bruce Gordon
of NAACP, Earl Graves of Black
Enterprise Magazine and Andy
Young, the former mayor of
Atlanta, have all said access to
capital is one of the most im-
portant social and economic
goals for minority business de-
velopment and job creation.
Let's democratize capitalism as
a tool to wage war on poverty,
despair and racial discrimina-
tion.

Partnership of Washington
County (LCPWC) sends ku-
dos to the Washington County
Board for approving a pilot
program dedicating $100,000
per year to create buffer zones
around Washington County
parks.

Open  space  buffers
around our wonderful county
parks assure visitors will have
a more enjoyable experience.
It's good public policy. The
LCPWC wurges the County
Board to take the next step by
dedicating 1/3 of future sales
tax revenues to the preserva-
tion of open space and farm-
land in accordance with ad-
opted plans.

There are sound econom-
ic advantages to preserving
prime, working farmland and
open space, including:

1. The ag/food business
contributes  approximately
$145 million dollars per year
to our local economy.

2. The property remains
on the tax rolls, but demands
little of public services.

3. Farmers can invest in
their business without fear

that land will be lost to devel
opment.

4, Capital received for the
purchase of the development
rights puts cash in the hands
of the farmer who can then re-
invest in the business.

5. A new farmer can afford
to buy the farm at ag prices
without fear of losing land

Preserving open space
and farmland also provides
wildlife habitat, replenishes
our local groundwater, pro-
vides locally grown food for
markets and preserves our ru-
ral heritage and scenic vistas.

Purchasing develap-
ment rights is one successful
method for accomplishing
this goal. Selecting land based
on strict criteria can guide the
purchases strategically, so that
the best farmland is protected
while allowing for planned
growth in our communities.

Washington County is
poised to be a leader in this
effort in Wisconsin. Many
other counties throughout
the nation have successfully
launched similar farmland
preservation programs, as
well as 27 states and the Unit-
ed States Department of Agri-
culture.

We still have time to pre-
serve what we value in our
county. Let's take advantage
of this opportunity.

Fall wild turkey
season opens Oct. 1

MADISON - Wisconsin's
2005 fall wild turkey hunting
season will open on Oct. 1,
with 85,400 permits issued for
the 40-day season that runs
through Nov. 9. The last of the
permit notifications were sent
out to successful applicants in
the mail last week.

A total of 93,128 appli-
cants applied for fall turkey
permits this year, an increase
from 90,839 applicants in
2004, according to Andrea
Mezera, upland wildlife ecol-
ogist for the Department of
Natural Resources.

“There were more than
81,800 hunters who received
a single permit, and approxi-
mately 3,500 who received
two permits,” Mezera says.
“This is an increase of about
6,500 permits over the 2004
fall permit levels, which re-
sulted in 10,362 birds being
harvested for a 13.1 percent
success rate.”

State wildlife officials say
hunters should be able to
look forward to an excellent
fall season, with good turkey
production reported this year
and the state’s wild turkey
population now extending
well into the northern part of
the state. Expansion is occur-
ring in part due to statewide
mild winters, available habi-
tat, and expanded habitat de-
velopment and improvement.
Revenue from the sale of the
turkey stamps directly funds
much of this habitat work.

Since most turkey hunt-
ing occurs on private land,
Mezera says, it is important
for hunters to keep landowner
relationships a high priority.

“Landowners in Wiscon-
sin are usually willing to al-
low hunters to use their land
as long as they ask politely
for permission to do so,” she
says.

Fall turkey hunters need
to be aware of special blaze
orange clothing requirements
in effect for ALL hunters when
firearm deer seasons are oc-
curring. All hunters hunting
within a Zone T Management
Area are required to wear at
least 50 percent blaze orange
during the antlerless only
deer season Oct. 27-30. Hunt-
ers statewide are required
to wear blaze orange during

the youth firearm deer hunt
on Saturday, Oct. 29. Hunt-
ers within the CWD - Herd
Reduction Zone must also
meet the 50 percent blaze or-
ange requirements during the
Oct. 27 - 30 firearm season.
Additionally, hunters within
the special CWD - Disease
Eradication Zone Deer Man-
agement Units (DMUs) are
required to wear 50 percent
blaze orange starting Oct. 27
through the end of the tur-
key season. Please refer to the
2005 Deer Hunting Regula-
tions for a complete list of all
DMUs and the season type
that applies to that unit.

There are special safety
concerns that hunters need to
pay special attention to when
turkey hunting. Primarily,
they need to be aware of other
hunters in the field during
this time, both turkey hunt-
ers and those pursuing other
game. Turkey hunters should
not stalk a turkey. A turkey
hunter who tries stalking a
calling turkey is often actually
stalking another hunter. Tur-
key hunters who are wearing
camouflage should let others
know of their whereabouts by
shouting out to them.

During the fall turkeys
spend more than 90 percent
of the daylight hours in hard-
wood habitats. Both brood
flocks and adult male flocks
make extensive use of areas
dominated by oak and hick-
ory. Turkey hunters should
monitor the acorn crop in the
area they hunt, as the suc-,
cess or failure of acorns will
determine where turkeys will
be feeding. In years of poor
acorn production, turkeys
spend proportionately more
time in cornfields.
