Kewaskum will hire full time fire chief,
dissolves volunteer fire company

Almost a year after realizing that
something needed to be done about
the Village of Kewaskum volunteer fire
department’s lack of volunteers, the
Kewaskum Village Board voted unani-
mously to hire a full time fire chief to
oversee department operations. The
individual, who is yet to be chosen will
start January 3, 2006.

At that same meeting the board also
reviewed a preliminary budget for the
fire department that reflects an increase
of over 31 percent from 2005, That in-
cline can be attributed to the cost of the
full time chief and water and fuel costs
to the department.

Village officials have set the chief’s
salary at $68,546. Kewaskum Rescue
Squad revenues will pay 20 percent of
the hired chief's salary. Village admin-
istrator, Dan Schmidt told the board the
position would be advertised immedi-
ately upon their approval.

In late October of 2004 the officers of
the Kewaskum Fire Company met in a
special meeting with the village board
making a plea for assistance. “It's scary

when my pager goes off, I wonder if I'll
have enough guys responding,” stated
Fire Chief Mark Groeschel at that meet-
ing. At one-time, years ago, there was
actually a waiting list to be a member of
the department.

In order to begin the process of hir-
ing a paid fire chief the board took fa-
vorable action on an ordinance dis-
solving the Kewaskum Fire Company, a
non-profit corporation as of December
31, 2005 and creating the Kewaskum
Fire Department to take over on Janu-
ary 1, 2006. The ordinance states that all
individuals holding positions with the
fire company will take over those same
positions with the fire department.

The individual to be hired as chief of
the department would be responsible
for day-to-day administration, supervi-
sion and management of the Kewaskum
Fire Department. The chief would plan,
organize, direct and review all major
activities of the Department, including
fire suppression and prevention, emer-
gency medical services, fire education,
fire safety and inspections, support
services, community development and
emergency government coordination.

In order to help with the cost of hir-

ing such an individual the Village has
applied for a SAFER grant offered by the
U.S. Department of Homeland Security.
The purpose of the SAFER grant is to
award grants directly to volunteer, com-
bination, and career fire departments
to help the departments increase their
cadre of firefighters. Ultimately, the
goal is for SAFER grantees to enhance
their ability to attain 24-hour staffing
and thus assuring their communities
have adequate protection from fire and
fire-related hazards. The SAFER grants
have two activities that will help grant-
ees attain this goal: 1) hiring of firefight-
ers and 2) recruitment and retention of
volunteer firefighters.

Kewaskum is going after the hiring
of firefighters grant that involves a five-
year grant to assist fire departments in
paying a portion of the salaries of newly
hired firefighters. These newly hired
positions must be in addition to autho-
rized and funded active firefighter po-
sitions. The grant requires the awardee
(village of Kewaskum) to match an in-
creasing proportion of the salary over a

Highway H 80 unit development moves
forward despite angry neighbors

After many hours of many
meetings residents of the Old
Glory Heights subdivision lost
their battle against the Vil-
lage Plan Commission and
village board Tuesday night.
Residents there were trying to
lobby both bodies against let-
ting Kettle View Drive proceed
through their backyards.

Developer Gary Gavin
presented a total of five con-
cept plans to the Plan Com-
mission for approval of his
proposed Planned Unit De-
velopment (PUD) of the Regal
Ware property, located at 4144
Hwy H, west of Kiwanis Park.
Gavin is in the process of an-
nexing the land from the Town

of Kewaskum to the Village.

The crux of the situa-
tion was the continuation of
Kettle View Drive going north
through the newdevelopment.
Kettle View Drive has been on
Washington County’s 40-year
road plan and the county stat-
ed they were against allowing
any other access point,

Village Engineer Ken Ward
stated that the road needed to
go through, because accord-
ing to village ordinances, they
could not allow any other ac-
cess but one at the current in-
tersection of Kettle View and
County Road H.

Village Attorney Gerald
Kiefer and Building Inspector
Gordon Hoffmann also stated
they agreed with Ward.

Halfway through the meet-
ing the commissioners stated
they needed to think ahead 20

years down the road and what
impact moving the road would
have on traffic flow.

“Part of my fear is thatif we
make a mistake and don't do
this right, in 30 years someone
will look at Kettle View Drive
and wonder how it could have
been messed up,” the Village
President told the residents.

Neighbors also praised
Gavin for working with them
to find solutions that preserve
their property and privacy.

After the long discussion
the plan commission sent it to
the village board with a favor-
able reccommendation.

During their meeting fol-
lowing the plan commission,
the village board approved
Gavin's initial plan from two
months ago.

On Monday, the Northern
Unit Kettle Moraine Citizens for
Responsible Government met
their deadline to turn in signa
tures to start a recall election
against long standing school
board member Neal Weare
Ihe group has stated they have
turned in 2021 signatures. This
is 141 more than the required
1,880 signatures.

Bruce Braidigan stated
Monday, “We had no difficulty
finding people to sign the re-
call petition, and the only ob-
stacle that we faced was finding
enough people to help circu
late petitions. What we found
while talking to the people of
the Kewaskum School District
was that they are angry with the
way that school board members
are handling the finances of the
school district”

Braidigan also stated that
an overwhelming number of
people are angry with School
Board Clerk, Jeanne Goeden
for the way that she is conduct-
ing herself and the affairs of the
District. “There will likely be a
recall of Jeanne Goeden some
time next spring,” he said

According to initial es-
timates, from Washington
County's Election Coordinator,
Melissa Burnside the special re-
call election will cost taxpayers
roughly $2,500.

Weare is now in the process
of reviewing and inspecting the
signatures for validity. He has
until Thursday, October 27 to
complete the process. After that
the district has another five days
to dispute the signatures and
the petitioners may respond to
any disputes by Weare during
that time. Weare then has three
days to respond.

If there are no disputes the
election could be held on the
sixth Tuesday after the
tures are received

Weare says he is working
on going through the signatures
but it is a tedious process and
wishes he was given more time

“So far I've found a few du-
plicate signatures, and a few
questionable things,” he stated.

Weare says he's also been
surprised by some of the signa
tures of people he counted on
as supporters. “I've talked with
them and have come to find out
they were given false informa

signa

tion,” he said

It's going
to be a good day, too, because
on your way to work, you hit all
the stop lights right.

You're thinking that's a re-
ally good sign.

It also means vou were
touched by some sort of magi-
cal thinking three times. Three
is an especially good number
according to Christine Wicker,
and in her new book “Not in
Kansas Anymore’, you'll find out
how much magic swirls around
you in your everyday life.

When Christine Wicker
told her friends that she was
embarking on a journey to learn
about magic in America, most
people told her to be careful,
that depravity and evil would
be the end result of that sort of
journey. Others said that she
would only meet weirdoes and
nuts on the road to knowledge.
Skeptical, Wicker went forward
with her quest, armed with a
pen, a notebook, and a journal-
ists’ curiosity.

So how where does a South-
ern-born former church-goergo
to start learning about magic?
She begins with a Vampires and
Victims Ball, where she meets a
few witches, some vamps and
vampires and their “victims”
and she notes that pretty much
everything she needed to know
was right there in the crowd. If
only, she says, she had heeded
that information.

Delving further, Wicker
visited Salem, Massachusetts,
where she participated in a
witches” walk which ended up
on a magical hill. She didn't
feel any spirits there, but she
did feel sore feet from stand-
ing too long in uncomfortable
shoes. Later, she sought out a
California woman who teaches
good magic and helps make
spells with hoodoo herbs and
objects. She met two elves and
a werewolf. She found a root-
worker who took her to Zora
Neale Hurston's grave, so they
could get some dirt for powerful
spells. She was shyly welcomed
by people who give her the same
sort of reception that they wish
they'd gotten. In the process of
her exploration, an ever-skepti-
cal Wicker learns that magic has
a place in everyone's life - even
hers.

It might be easy to make fun
of some of the people in “Not in
Kansas Anymore’, but author
Christine Wicker doesn't do
that. This book is written with
respectful tongue in cheek, and
Wicker gamely - although some-
times reluctantly, and with a big
wink - goes along with nearly
everything believers suggest to
her. Parts of this book got a little
dry, but Wicker's gentle humor
and willingness to poke fun at
herselfl make you forget about
those dry sections.

Ifyou've ever carried a lucky
coin, worn the same shirt every
Sunday during NFL season, or
even believed that spirits guide
your life, then you need to read
this book. Conjure up some
time, and you'll be spellbound.

Myths about Medicare Part D! Free
Presentation at the C-sport Public Library

Myth #1: | have Senior-
Care and I am very happy with
it, so Medicare Part D doesn't
affect me

The reality is that the future
of SeniorCare is shaky. Senior
Care was implemented as a
demonstration project, which
received a five-year waiver. The
5-year timespan will end in
June 2007. Wisconsin decided
to do this program to help se-
niors with their high prescrip
tion drugs before the Medicare
Prescription  Drug Improve-
ment and Modernization Act
of 2003 was signed into law.
Though government will allow
the existence of SeniorCare
through June 2007, it is still un-
clear about whether financing
for SeniorCare will exist beyond
12/31/05. Current SeniorCare
enrollees should remain with
SeniorCare until they receive
notice that SeniorCare is ending
OR they qualify for “Extra Help”
and find that Medicare Part D
will save them more money
than SeniorCare.

Myth # 2: | have pre
scriptiondrug coverage through
an employee group health plan
so Medicare Part D doesn't af
lect me

Your employee  group
health iii.m will decide whether
they will continue to offer pre
scription drug coverage through
their plan and if so, they will
tell you if that coverage will be
“creditable” (meaning, just as
good as or better than Part D
coverage). Your plan could also
bid to become a Part D provid
er. You will receive a letter from
your employee group health
plan informing you of the status
of your current coverage

Myth #3: I am on full
Wisconsin Medicaid (the For
ward card) and that covers all
my drugs, so | don't need to
worry about Part D.

As of December 31, 2005,
Wisconsin Medicaid (the For-
ward card) will no longer be
providing prescription drug
coverage to Medicare eligible
beneficiaries. You will automat-
ically be enrolled in a Medicare
Part D prescription drug plan.
It will be up to you to research
the plan that you have been
enrolled in and ensure that it
covers your particular prescrip-
tions. You will be able to change
to another plan if you don't
think the one you are auto-
matically enrolled in will work
for you. MOST IMPORTANTLY
- You will be required to have
your co-payments with you
at the time of drug purchase.
Pharmacies will no longer be
required to fill your prescrip-
tions regardless of whether you
have the co-payment money or
not!

Myth #4: [ have a Medi-
care supplement policy (Me-
digap plan) that includes pre-
scription drug coverage. | pay
enough for that policy, without
having to pay a Medicare Part D
premium too!

Any Medicare supplement
policy that includes prescrip-
tion drug coverage will need to
decide, before December 31,
2005, if it will continue to offer
this coverage or not. You will

receive a letter from your in
surer explaining what will hap
pen with your policy and what
your options are, If your policy
Lllllll"-l“\ (8] dl\('“n“”lll' cov-
erage, then you may get a re-
duction in your premium. You
would then be free to enroll in
a Part D plan, if you chose to
do so. Your policy may choose
to retain coverage, deeming it
“just as good as or better” than
Medicare Part D (also called
creditable coverage). However,
il your policy chooses to re
tain coverage but deems that
the coverage is NOT creditable
coverage, then you can remain
in the plan, but will pay a pre
mium penalty of 1% per month
il you decide to enroll in Medi
care Part D at a later time.

Myth #5: I live on a fixed
budget. I can hardly afford to
pay my other insurance premi
ums. [ could never afford to pay
an additional $37 a month for a
Medicare Part D plan!

This may be partially true.
While most Medicare Part D
plans are expected to have an
daverage premium ol 532,20 per
month and annual out-of pock
et costs of $3,600 in addition
to that premium, some people

will get a huge break. The So

cial Security Administration is
handling an “Extra Help” pro
gram, on behall of Medicare
for qualified beneficiaries. You
may receive an application for
“Extra Help” in the mail, or can
call your local Social Security
office at 920-921-1435 or your
Benefit Specialist, at 920-929
3521 to request one. This appli
cation will ask simple questions
about your income and assets.
If you qualify for the most “Ex
tra Help’ you would pay no
monthly premium, no deduct-
iblewand have extremely low
out-of-pocket costs. If you qual-

ify for the least amount of “Extra
Help” available, you would still
pay the $32.20 monthly premi

um, but have much lower out

ol-pocket costs. Qualifying for
“Extra Help” will make the Part
D plan accessible for thousands
of Medicare beneficiaries

Myth #6: Americans are
supposed to have freedom of
choice. From what I hear in the
media and what [ receive in the
mail, senior citizens are being
forced to take Medicare Part D
or go without prescription drug
coverage.

Medicare Part D is a purely
“voluntary” benefit. Depending
01 your current coverage situa
tion, you may feel that you are
being forced into a Part D plan,
but you may have other options
out there. While Part D is vol
untary, keep in mind that you
if you do not enroll now and go
without comparable prescrip
tion coverage and then later de
cide to enroll in Part D, you will

October 31 deadline to purchase
sturgeon spearing licenses

OSHKOSH People who
want to participate in the Lake
Winnebago lake  sturgeon
spearing season in 2006 must
buy their license by Oct. 31,
2005, unless they are military
personnel home on leave or will
be turning 14 years old berween
Nov. 1 and the last day of the
2006 spearing season

“Anybody who wants to
participate in the 2006 season
needs to make sure they buy
their license by Oct. 31, with a
fewexceptions,” says Ron Bruch,
a senior sturgeon biologist with
the Department of Natural Re
sources based in Oshkosh

There are three quick and
convenient ways to buy the
licenses, with revenues go
ing to sustain and manage the
Lake Winnebago lake sturgeon
population, the world's largest
remaining population of these
magnificent, ancient fish

Lake sturgeon spearing li
censes can be purchased at any
DNR Service Center or license
sales location, by calling toll
free 1-877-WI LICENSE (1-877-
945-4236), or over the Internet
through the DNR Web site. Stur-
geon spearing licenses cost $20
for residents and $65 for non-
residents. There is an additional
$3 service fee for telephone and
internel transactions.

Spearers no longer need
to also possess a valid fish-
ing license, but only those 14
and older are eligible to spear
sturgeon. By law, all revenues
from spearing license sales are
directed to fund only the Win
nebago System sturgeon man

agement program, instead of
being included in the general
fish and wildlife account

Ihe 2006 spearing season is
set to open the second Saturday
in February, or Feb. 11, 2006,
and promises to begin another
era in the 78-year-old tradition
of spearing lake sturgeon on
Lake Winnebago. Major regula-
tion changes adopted Sept. 28
by the Natural Resources Board
have been sent to the Legisla
ture for review

These changes are aimed
at providing long-term man
agement solutions to reduce
the risk of overharvesting the
world's largest remaining pop
ulation of this vulnerable, gi
gantic fish, while still allowing
broad participation in a unique
spearing season, Bruch says
The changes include

“Fast start” season 100
percent closure trigger. Begin
ning in 2006, DNR can close the
spearing season at the end of a

spearing day should any one of

the three harvest caps -- for ju
venile females, adult females or
males -- be reached or exceed
ed.

“Slow Finish" season 90
percent closures. Beginning in
2006, the trigger for closing the
spearing season is increased to
90 percent of the harvest cap.
Under current rules, the season
is closed 24 hours after the end
of the spearing day when 80
percent of any one of the three
harvest caps is reached or ex
ceeded

The recommendations
would allow DNR to move

quickly to protect the Lake Win
Hi‘ilnl.L:H sturgeon In seasons
where spearing conditions
are ideal and harvest caps are
reached quickly, while extend
ing the season and spearing op
portunities when water clarity
and other spearing conditions
are unfavorable and the risk of
excessive harvest is low, Bruch
Says.

A third major change ap

Committee (o protect vulner
able female lake sturgeon from
the kind of overharvest that oc-
curred in 2004. In that season,
spearers exceeded the safe har-
vest level for adult females by
61 percent, a particular concern
because females are the corner-
stone of the lake sturgeon pop
ulation and don’t start spawn
ing until they are 20 to 25 vears
old, and then spawn only every
three to five years.
