The first hurdle has been cleared.

While it may not have been the best
effort of the season, the unbeaten
Kewaskum High football team (10-0)
played well enough Tuesday night to
escape with a 12-7 victory over Slinger,
one of the final teams to make the Divi
sion 2 playoff field with its 4-5 record

“I knew it was going to be tough,” KHS
coach Jason Piittmann said after talk-
ing with his players at the end of the
contest. Piittmann said he felt veteran
Slinger coach Fred Spaeth had his team
well prepared and made it difficult for
the Indians to move the football.

“Fred himself is worth eight to 10
points,” Piittmann went on. “They did
everything they could to disrupt what
we had been doing the last four or five
weeks.”

While the partisan Indian fans might
have been expecting a romp, what they
saw was a thrilling, hard-hitting game
in which the visiting Owls didn't appear
fazed by Kewaskum's glossy record.

In fact, Slinger scored the first touch-
down of the game to take a 7-3 lead
with 2:20 left in the first quarter after
Jon Olla’s clutch 37-yard field goal put
Kewaskum up 3-0.

‘This was just the third time all season
the Indians were behind in a game. Piit-

tmann had to think a while about that
fact, then recalled West Bend East had a
lead on Kewaskum, and so did Sheboy
gan Falls.

The Indians’ opening drive ate up just
under five minutes, It stalled on the SHS
21-yard line, and there was no hesita
tion by Piittrnann, who called on Olla,
and the kick was perfect

“That’s a tough kick ... playoff game

.. cold night,” Piittmann said, praising
Olla’s effort and also citing Garett Don-
ath for his big kickoff return, which gave
the Indians great field position at the
Slinger 46.

The Owls also got a good return
from their big gun, Matt Bischoff, who
brought the ball all the way back to the
SHS 49-yard line.

Mixing running and passing, coupled
with an 14-yard option run by quarter-
back Kris Guerndt, Slinger was quickly
knocking at the Indians’ door. On the
11th play of the drive, Guerndt hit Ryan
Perrault, who is only a freshman, with
a 9-yard TD pass, and Jason Lennartz
tacked on the PAT.

Slinger decided they didn't want Do-
nath to field any more kickoffs, so they
tried a shorter version, which was taken
by Mike Pfotenhauer, who was tackled
at the KHS 39.

PC sends plan back for new gas
station, approves daycare

The Village of Kewaskum
Plan Commission told a de-
veloper who wants to build a
gas station, fast food restau-
rant and car wash to go back
to the drawing board Tuesday
night, October 25.

Jason Luther of Spectrum
Development was told his
plan needed much revision
before the Plan Commission
could review it

Spectrum  Development
plans to construct three build-
ings on a two-acre parcel at
the intersection of USH 45 and
Badger Road in the Village of
Kewaskum Tax Incremental
District.

The first building pro-
posed is a 2,823 square foot
car wash at the northwest
corner of the property. At the
northeast corner, along High-
way 45, a 3,058 square foot gas
station and convenience store
with an attached 2,356 square
foot full service McDonalds
Restaurant is proposed.

The commissioners ta-
bled discussion on the devel-
opment but approved starting
the conditional use permit
process for the gas station and
drive thru for the proposed
McDonalds. Luther will meet
with the village engineer and
bring new plans to the plan
commission.

Commissioners then act-
ed favorably on a request by
Wayne and Dodie Sargent of

Campbellsport, to construct a
daycare center between Dairy
Queen and the Silver Plat-
ter Restaurant. The Sargents
came before the plan com-
mission about a year and a
half ago but then held off on
construction so they could
develop better plans to serve
the growing community.

Dodie Sargent, owner and
administrator of Little Folks
Schoolhouse in the Town of
Wayne, says that when their
new facility opens in the spring
of 2006, they will be able to
increase their enrollment by
50 students. Currently Little
Folks Schoolhouse has a two-
year waiting list for enrollees.

She says the building will
be 4,800 square feet and will
have a number of innova-
tive features for the students
including heated flooring
throughout because much
time is spent in small group
and play activity on the floor.

The building will also
have five different classrooms
to accommodate the diverse
age groups attending the cen-
ter. Entrance to the building
will come from Milan Drive
with another access through
the Dairy Queen parking lot.

Dodie also says she is ex-
cited to be able to offer a large
indoor play area for days with
inclementweatherconditions.
The outdoor play areas will be
separated by age groups.

A meal program is also
being offered giving parents
the option to bring lunch or
have it prepared in-house by

the staff there.

“My staff and 1 are very
excited to be opening a facil-
ity in Kewaskum to serve the

growing community here,’
said Dodie.
The Sargents plan on

keeping the Wayne facility
open after the new Kewaskum
building is open because they
feel the need for both facilities
exists.

A groundbreaking cere-
mony is planned for mid-No-
vember.

Due to the upcoming
holidays the Plan Commis-
sion has adjusted their meet-
ing schedule. Both meetings
in November and December
were cancelled and there will
be a special meeting on Tues-
day, December 6 at 7 pm.

At that meeting the com-
missioners will again look at
the proposed development
of the gas station on Badger
Road. They also expect to see
final plans from United Con-
struction Group for Village
Lakes Center

As the annexation process
moves along for the 80 acre
Prost land, Village Adminis-
trator Dan Schmidt thought
the commissioners would see
a concept plan for the prop-
erty at that meeting, as well as
a proposal to annex the Volm
property on County Road H
that was recently purchased
by Gary Gavin.

Village Board will look at
36% water fee increase

A public hearing is be-
ing held Monday, October
31 at 10:30 a.m. in the Village
of Kewaskum Council room
between the village and the
public service commission.
The village has filed an appli-
cation with the Public Service
Commission of Wisconsin to
increase water rates.

Due to new DNR man-
dates and much needed up-
grades to the water and sewer
departments the increase is
necessary. The village also
cited increased operating ex

penses.

The last rate increase the
village had was in 2002.

The total increase in wa-
ter revenues requested is
$156,004 which will result in
an estimated overall rate in-
crease of 36% over the water
utlity’s present revenues. If
the request is granted, the
water bill for general service
and public fire protection ser-
vice for an average residential
customer with a 58-inch me-
ter who uses 13,000 gallons of
water per quarter will increase
from $55.90 to $76.08, or 36%
overall,

School Board authorizes annual cash
flow borrowing, hears technology update

KEWASKUM- The
Kewaskum Board of Educa-
tion authorized the short-
term borrowing of $1,700,000
to assist with an annual cash
flow deficit. Business Manager
Paul Reichert says the district
is facing a $3 million shortfall
in the first months of the new
fiscal year.

Addressing the Board of
Education, Reichert said,
“Each year the district borrows
money on a short-term basis
to meet its cash flow needs”
He said the same amount was
borrowed for the 2004-2005
school year.

“Borrowing on a short-
term basis for cash flow needs
is necessary because typically
during the first five months
of the fiscal year the district
spends more than it receives
in revenue,” he said. This hap-
pens mainly because property
taxes are not received until
January and only 40% of the
district's state aid is received
prior to December 31.

Reichert estimated the dis-
trict’s expenditures would out
weigh receivables by about
$3,200,000. He said the fund
balance is used during that
time but it is necessary to also
borrow to cover the expendi-
tures.

The district received the
funds from the loan on Octo-
ber 3. They will have the loan
paid back by September 1,
2006.

Also at a recent meeting,

the district’s technology ana-
lyst, Jenny Rae, gave her first
quarterly referendum update.
To ensure the public is well
informed about the technol-
ogy upgrade purchases made
with the district’s referendum
money, Rae will be making
periodic reports to the board
about technology purchases
that have been made.

lo date the technology de-
partment has spent a little less
than half of the $262,000 allo-
cated to upgrading technology
equipment.

Rae presented each item
to the board and members of
the community in attendance.
Items purchased thus far in-
clude:

A wireless laptop cart with
30 laptop computers has been
purchased and is operational
at KMS. Because the Middle
School does not have the
space to add a computer lab
the district needed to go with
the more costly option of lap-
tops.

The benefit of having the
wireless laptop cart is that
the cart can be used between
classrooms to provide stu-
dents access to the school net-
work and Internet. This will
also save valuable classroom
learning time by not having
to have students switch class-
rooms. The total cost to the
district was $65,000.

Texas Instruments, model
84 calculators have been pur-
chased for the math depart-
ment at the high school. A
total of 30 calculators cost the
district $4,000.

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New computer desks have
been received at KMS to re-
place desks there that were in
poor condition. The 24 new
desks cost $5,500.

In an attempt to make the
check-in/check-out  process
more smoothly at the libraries
at KMS and KHS, new book
scanners were purchased and
are up and running at a cost of
$1,000,

A color laser printer has
been added to the art and
technology education depart-
ments at KMS. The printer cost
$5,000.

A flatbed scanner was add-
ed to both computer labs at
KMS and KHS. Both scanners
cost $400.

In order to be able to imple-
ment these and future tech-
nology upgrades, the district's
network also needed some
upgrades. Equipment and
wiring has been replaced at
both the middle school and
the high school. Rae indi-
cated in earlier estimates that
the end cost to this would be
around $50,000. This includes
wiring, switches, security, ca-
bling and licensing.

Rae concluded her presen-
tation by telling the board that
staff at both KMS and KHS are
receiving training on the new
grade book program and the
new equipment.

but no records are available
locally to determine when the
power was used to generate
electricity or when this service
was halted. This is the first time
that any home in that village or
vicinity had been lighted with
electric current from a central
station.

Beavers “planted” in Moon
Lake two years ago have built
a dam in the east branch of
the Milwaukee River approxi-
mately a mile below the lake’s
outlet and as a result, the water
level of Moon Lake is at least a
foot higher than it would be at
this time. While it appears that
water ran over the crest of the
New Fane dam a few days ago,
it cannot be denied that the
beavers held back water that

ordinarily would have flowed
to the mill, but orders from
the conservation department
must be awaited before steps
can be taken toward destroy-
ing the dam. The beaver dam
is located on the Frank Schultz
farm about four miles northeast
of Kewaskum, at a point where
the stream is about 30 feet wide,
It is constructed of small tree
trunks, brush, mud and stones,
and its resistance to the current
is strengthened by the fact that
the center is several feet up
stream from the ends. The dam,
practically three feet high and
practically water tight, was con-
structed within nine days or less
by a small colony of beavers

Let’s End )
Bilingual
Education

Recent

reports indicate
that Wisconsin's foreign-born
population has risen 31 per-
cent in the first four years of
this decade. The vast majority
of this increase is Hispanic. It
is vitally important for the cul

ture of our country and our
state that children of these
HT!I!'IigHHIi\ become finan-
cially productive members of
our economy as well as con-
sider themselves as American
citizens (if here legally).

Unfortunately, the state of
Wisconsin still requires school
districts to offer a program
called bilingual education to
students (if at least 10 children
in that school speak a given
language.) In bilingual edu-
cation students take classes
(math, science, etc.) in their
native language. Children go
through the majority of their
school day without having to
speak or hear English. Anoth-
er method of dealing with chil-
dren who don’t speak English
is through English as a second
language or English immer-
sion programs. In these pro-
grams children spend much
or all of their class day learn-
ing in English.

For years advocates for
immigrant  children  have
stressed that English immer-
sion programs will improve
the test scores of immigrant
children. Now results are
coming in from around the
country showing that children
who are forced to learn Eng-
lish perform better on stan-
dardized tests.

In California when English
immersion replaced bilingual
education, test scores jumped
in reading, math, and lan-
guage arts. As Linda Chavez,
president of the Center for
Equal Opportunity (who will
provide assistance to my ini-
tiative described below) says,
“the best way for children to
learn English is by speaking
and hearing English, not by
speaking and hearing Span-
ish”

There is also a social ben-
efit to ending bilingual edu-
cation. Since bilingual stu-
dents have their own classes
it discourages these students
from commingling with other
American students. By isolat-
ing these students, they may
not feel “American” We al-
ready have a huge problem in
this country with “minorities”
being told to consider them-

selves as members of a disad- -

vantaged class and implying
they should spend their life
with a chip on their shoulder.
There was a time in the not-so-
distant past that immigrants
in this eountry were encour-
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aged to be part of the melting
pot and be proud to be Ameri-
cans.

As Npid Thao of Madi-
son, who was affected by Wis-
consin’s bilingual education
mandate, says, “Some people
might argue that this is okay
because being among your
own kind provides a comfort
zone for bilingual students.
It's not okay!”

Other states are standing
up to the bilingual education
lobby. In 1998 Proposition
227, called the "English for the
Children” initiative, passed
the state of California with 61
percent of the vote despite the
fact special interest groups
outspent proponents of the
proposition 20 to 1. Two
years later a stronger, similar
initiative passed in Arizona
63 to 37 percent. Even in Wis-
consin some parents rebel
against having their children
being put in bilingual classes.
One superintendent of a large
Wisconsin school district told
me that while the Hispanic
children of his district went
primarily to bilingual classes,
Hmong parents were insist-
ing on sending their children
to classes in English. Guess
whose children will be doing
better fifteen years from now?

So far Wisconsin is go-
ing in the opposite and wrong
direction. In the past budget
Governor Doyle actually pro-
posed increasing funding for
bilingual education by 9.4 per-
cent this year and 9.0 percent
next year. Sadly, left leaning
Republicans were able to keep
these huge increases in the
budget.

I am introducing a bill to
end Wisconsin's bilingual ed-
ucation mandate. This would
save Wisconsin taxpayers
over $9 million dollars a year.
Some of this money would be
directed at English immersion
programs but most would be
returned to the taxpayer. This
will be an uphill fight. Educa-
tion establishment types will
not want to lose any money
and will not want to admit they
have been wrong since the
current program was imple-
mented in 1968. Even worse,
some people want new immi-
grant groups to stay apart from
the American mainstream and
permanently consider them-
selves minorities. Fortunately,
several Hispanic leaders have
already contacted me and will
assist me in my efforts. It's
time Wisconsin caught up to
Arizona and California in as-
sisting the new wave of immi-
granlts in becoming part of the
American mainstream.

or Tokyo. Who ever thinks of
checking out an almost-aban
doned theme park in the tiny
country of Brunei or hopping
on a camel in Egypt?

At last year’s Kewaskum
