It's now official; the “Packer Build­
ing" is literally getting a new lease 
on life. Kewaskum Green & Gold, 
LLC which consists of Jim Kirsch, 
Brian Fisher & Bob Gannon have an­
nounced that they have an accepted 
offer to purchase the historic manu­
facturing facility at 8898 Fond du Lac 
Ave. in Kewaskum.

What 
some have called artful painting in the 
true Packer’s traditional colors and 
others have ridiculed, is being con­
verted into 12,000 square feet of first 
class retail and professional space.

Fisher commented that he has 
designed hundreds of beautiful build­
ings and sites plans for others, and that 
he is excited about this opportunity to 
be involved with a project in all of the 
phases, including the ownership and 
management.

The group is scheduled to close 
on the purchase of the property in 
the middle of January, and with the 
annexation process from the Town 
of Kewaskum already begun, as well 
as a submission to the Village of

Kewaskum Planning Commission 
completed, they expect no delays in 
the conversion of the property to re­
tail and office use. Occupancy of the 
new facility is expected this spring.

Washington County 
Sheriff’s Department Cap­
tain, Dale Schmidt, has 
confirmed that Roman San­
chez, 35, of Kewaskum was 
pronounced deceased at 
Froedtert Hospital on Friday, 
December 16 at 5:50pm. San­
chez became the victim of a 
beating at the William Thull 
farm on Monday, December 
12, along with his brother, 
Rosando Sanchez, 26, also of 
Kewaskum.

Roman Sanchez was 
conveyed to Froedtert Hos­
pital by Flight for Life Heli­
copter shortly after arriving 
at St. Joseph’s Hospital. He 
underwent surgery there but 
was ultimately kept alive by 
a life-support machine until 
family could be reached in a 
remote area of Mexico to give 
permission to remove the life 
sustaining devices.

An autopsy on Roman 
Sanchez was conducted on 
Saturday morning revealing 
that he died from blunt force 
trauma to the head. Schmidt

Illinois man arrested for residential 
burglaries in Washington, FDL Counties

In the next few days,

Cassini Mission to Saturn
The Evening with Nature 

Series at the Kettle Moraine 
State Forest-Northern Unit 
continues with “Cassini Mis­
sion to Saturn." The program 
will be held on Thursday, Jan­
uary 12, from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 
p.m. at the Henry S. Reuss Ice 
Age Visitor Center. The Ice 
Age Visitor Center is located 
off of Hwy 67 half mile west 
of Dundee. The program is 
free, but donations are always 
gratefully accepted.

With its stunning rings 
and dozens of moons, Saturn 
is a very intriguing planet. 
It has a stormy atmosphere 
with winds clocked at about 
1,118 mph near the equator. 
These super-fast winds, com­
bined with heat rising from 
the planet’s interior, create the 
yellow and gold bands visible 
in the atmosphere. Saturn’s 
extensive and complex rings 
are made up of billions of par­
ticles of ice and rock ranging 
in size from grains of sand to 
as big as houses. Then there 
are the planet's 34 moons. The 
largest moon is Titan which is 
larger than the planets Pluto 
and Mercury and has its own 
atmosphere. Some moons are

"shepherd moons” that herd 
the orbiting particles into the 
distinct rings while others cre­
ate twisting and wave patterns 
within the rings.

Before the Cassini space­
craft, there were three previ­
ous spacecraft sent to Saturn: 
Pioneer II, Voyager 1 and 
its twin Voyager 2, but Cas­
sini was the first to explore 
ring system of Saturn and its 
moons from orbit. It came 
into orbit on June 30, 2004 
and immediately began send­
ing back amazing images and 
data. The European Space 
Agency's Huygens Probe dove 
into the moon Titan's thick 
atmosphere in January 2005. 
The sophisticated equipment 
on both spacecraft are provid­
ing scientists with vital data 
and the best views ever of this 
mysterious planet.

Join Kevin Koski as 
he takes you on a journey 
through space to the ringed 
planet of Saturn. He will share 
a short video and then lead 
a discussion about the Cas­
sini mission. After the inside 
presentation, he will set up 
a telescope outside for some 
great winter night sky view­

ing (weather permitting). This 
program is best for adults and 
youth over ten years old.
