KEWASKUM- More  growth
was on the agenda for the Village of
Kewaskum Planning Commission
Tuesday evening, January 31. Com-
missioners sent two large retail de-
velopments to the village board with
favorable recommendations.

Jim Thull, of the Town of
Farmington owner of J. Thull LLC
appeared before the commissioners
and spoke on behalf of a gas station/
convenience store with car wash and
full service McDonalds restaurant he
wishes to build on a two-acre parcel
along Highway 45 at the cormer of
USH 45 and Badger Road. The land is
part of the Serwe property that is part
of the Tax Incremental District (TID).

The gas station will have six bays
and a 3,058 square foot convenience
store. The car wash will be 2,823
square feet and be located on the west
portion of the property.

[he proposed McDonald’s Res-
taurant will be 2,356 square feet and
will be owned by Kilian Manage-
ment Services LLC of West Bend.
Owner Steven Kilian operates a num-
ber of McDonalds stores locally and
throughout the state. The McDonalds
Express currently located inside BP
of Kewaskum will close when the full
service store opens.

Village Engineer Ken Ward stated
he was in favor how the structures
were situated on the property. Ward
encouraged the developer to turn
the property 90 degrees to the west
so that the gas pumps would be on

ings. Ward said he hoped this would
have less light impact on the Badger
Road USH 45 intersection. A concept
plan showed the pumps along Badger
Road.

Architect Dennis Barger stated
that moving the buildings the way
Ward wished would not only cause a
marketing concern for the proposed
McDonalds restaurant, but also for
the convenience store. Barger pro-
jected that moving it would decrease
business 30-40 percent because of
visibility issues. Moving it could also
cause McDonalds to remove them-
selves from the deal. The entire proj-
ect could then be in jeopardy.

T. Scott continues to be plauged by sanitary district
DNR threatens with fines of $10,000 per day

TOWN OF SCOTT- A year
has passed since the Town of
Scott town board has taken
over the administration of
the Batavia Sanitary District
that has been plagued with
environmental problems and
a cash shortfall. Residents of
the sanitary district were invit-
ed to attend the January town
board meeting to hear what is
going on as far as an anticipat-
ed update of the system.

Equipment that is getting
old and not up to its best per-
formance along with the need
to reduce or eliminate the
amount of nitrates in the sys-
tem is what has the DNR hot
under the collar according to
town officials. Last November
the Department of Natural Re

sources ordered the system to
be improved to meet current
standards or be faced with a
large fine, quoted at $10,000
per day.

A grant has been applied
for and if successful it would
be used to assist the update.
Last year the district applied
for grant, but they were not
chosen to receive funding,
this year, a grant is expected
in the amount of $96,000. If
this year's grant application
is successful the combined
amounts would give a major
boost to solving the problem.
Estimates for completion of
the repairs had been estimat-
ed to cost between $350,000 to
$500,000.

Wisconsin newspaper publishers create user
friendly public notice web site for readers

[o promote better citizen
awareness of local govern
ment actions, public notices
published in The States-
man are now available on a
statewide Web site hosted by
member newspapers of the
Wisconsin Newspaper Asso-
ciation (WNA).

The free site is available
at The Statesman's website
www._kewaskumstatesman.
com. Visitors can click on the
public-notice icon there and
be directed to the site and se-
lect published notices from
a drop-down menu of WNA
member newspapers.

Public notices will be ac-
cessible on the Web site for 90
days after publication date.
Visitors are able to select a
newspaper to view printable
municipal, school district
and court notices at no cost.
An additional level of service
beginning March 1 will allow
subscribers to conduct auto-

ings, sample ballots, court ac-
tions, construction projects
from roads to sidewalks, pub-
lic hearings and other topics.

As is the case now, citi
zens needing public notices
older than 90 days can con-
sult the issuing municipality,
school district, government
agency or court, or back is-
sues of their local newspaper.

The new service is made
possible through new tech-
nology adopted by WNA Clip-
ping Bureau, said WNA Ex-
ecutive Director Peter D. Fox.
The new method involves
digital imaging of member
newspapers and sophisti-
cated keyword search ability,
Fox said.

“This allows WNA to iden
tify member newspaper pages
containing public notices and
post those pages to the pub
lic-access site,” he explained.

WNA is the oldest news-
paper press association in the
world, dating to 1853, repre
senting 260 daily and weekly
newspapers in Wisconsin.
The WNA Clipping Bureau
has operated since 1933.
Public notice laws designate
newspapers as the most ef-
fective and verifiable method
of delivering this information
to citizens. Newspapers must
meet certain criteria in order
to be certified to publish pub-
lic notices.

County receives first electronic
real estate transfer return

WEST BEND- Washing-
ton County Register of Deeds
Sharon Martin is excited to
announce receiving the coun
ty's first Electronic Real Estate
[ransfer Return (RETR). Says

Martin, “The Wisconsin De-
partment of Revenue (DOR),
along with the Wisconsin

Register of Deeds Association
(WRDA) has moved into the
next step of technology.” This
initiative, spearheaded by the
DOR and the WRDA, replaced
a very paper intensive prac
tice, promising significant
savings for the State and local
units of government.

A property owner or agent
for an owner is required to
complete a RETR whenever
a sale of real estate occurs for
a property that is not exempt
from real estate transaction
fees. The new approach for
completing this form is com-
pletely automated resulting in
less data entry, reduced errors,
and paperwork. Jean Klahn
from Lakeland Title Services
in West Bend prepared and
submitted the form.

To date, eighteen counties
in Wisconsin are currently ac-
cepting RETRs, with the rest of
the state to follow. This is how
it works: First, the filer goes
on-line to the DOR web-site
at http://www.dor.state.wi.us/
ust/retn.html and clicks on
“Use eRETR"; the filer is then
guided through completion of
the form in an easy to follow
manner; next the filer prints
a receipt; and finally the filer
submits the receipt along with
the transfer fee and deed to
the County Register of Deeds
for recording.

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Boettcher chooses Gastric Bypass Surgery
to lose weight and prevent health problems

Pam Boettcher after loos-
ing 100 pounds

Many overweight people
have a host of medical condi-
tions such as diabetes, high
blood pressure and high cho-
lesterol. For these patients, the
decision to have surgery car-
ries with it a sense of urgency.
However, not all patients who
choose to have gastric bypass
surgery have these chronic,
life-threatening conditions.

Pam Boettcher of
Kewaskum was one of those
women. The 44-year old com-
pliance auditor at Cedarburg
Pharmaceuticals weighed 320
pounds at her heaviest, yet her
blood pressure, cholesterol
and blood sugars were in the
normal range.

“I've never been diag-
nosed with the typical chron
ic illness many overweight
people suffer from, but heart
disease and high blood pres
sure run in my family and I've
always been insecure about
my weight and am concerned
about how it may affect my
health down the road,” said
the mother of five children.
“Because of all these con-
cerns, Boettcher had under
taken several diets in the past
and had lost 70 or 80 pounds
on a ('“'llpll.' of occasions, hl]l
because she always gained it
back, she believed she needed
to consider surgery as an op
tion.

When she initially raised
the prospect of gastric bypass
surgery, her family was cau
tious about supporting her.
Because her overall health was
good and she had a good track
record of losing weight, her
loved ones believed she could
eventually lose the weight she
wanted to without risking sur-
gery

“My daughters have very
high self esteem, yet they are
not model thin so they didn't
completely understand why
| was so insecure about my
weight. Friends questioned
why, since | was happily mar-
ried, would 1 go to all this
trouble just to “look better”

o

My sons were worried about
the surgery risks and my old-
est son thought T was taking
the “easy” way out and should
just diet and exercise more
to accomplish my goals” she
said.

Ultimarely, her family his-
tory of high blood pressure
and heart disease convinced
her that having gastric bypass
surgery was a smart preven
tive measure.

“I'have also seen my mom,

who is not obese, struggle
with hip and joint problems.
Diabetes is another disease
inherent in our family so by
changing my lifestyle and per-
manently removing the extra
weight, | am hoping to avoid
those types of issues that my
obesity would have contrib
uted to,” she said.
Boettcher eventually found
Dr. Craig Siverhus of The Bar-
iatric Center at Columbia St.
Mary’s Hospital in Milwaukee
and had surgery in March of
2005.

The surgery Dr. Siverhus
performed is called Roux-en-Y
gastric bypass surgery where-
by a small stomach pouch is
created and the pouch is con
nected to a shorter length of
the small intestine. This helps
people lose weight in two
ways:

1) The smaller pouch en-
courages people to eat smaller
amounts of food.

2) Because part of the
stomach and part of the small
intestine are “bypassed” in
the digestive process, fewer
nutrients and calories are ab-
sorbed.

“Post-operatively, patients
must eat a nutritious, high pro
tein diet with limited
intake of sugar and fats. They
must also increase their daily
exercise.” said Siverhus.

Gastric bypass surgery is
not a quick cure, it is an effec
tive tool to be used along with
lifestyle changes. For the rest
of the patient’s life, they must
eat a nutritious, high protein
diet with limited intake of
sugar and fats.

In the 10 months since
then, she has dropped 100
pounds and is close to reach

ing her goal of 150 pounds.
She has also dropped cloth
ing sizes, going from a 22/24
dress to a 10/12.  Yet , even
with all this success, she still
viewed herself as the same
woman who was more than
300 pounds and never wore a
dress to work. That changed
one night when she was leav-
ing a CSM support group
meeting.

“1 was walking by a large
window that reflected my
image and it finally dawned
on me that 1 am not that fat
woman anymore---I'm thin
now!” She realized she had
not only turned a corner in
her progress to lose weight
and be more healthy but she
also looks more like the wom
an she had always wanted to
be.

Now, the new, more self
confident Pam more fully en-
joys her weekends, taking off
on her Harley Davidson mo-
torcycle with her husband
and fellow Harley enthusiast.

“I don't have to worry
about my shirt flying up any-
more because 1 can finally
tuck it in,” she proclaimed.

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The Bookworm Sez

Driving down the road, and

not paying real close attention
In the men's or ladies’ room,
one stall over. At the check-out
line in the grocery store. Stand-
ing in the middle of the side
walk, oblivious to everything
but a little voice, held in one
hand.

Remember when talking on
the telephone meant actually
sitting down at a table or desk
and staying there? Does it seem
like nearly everyone is a slave to
the cell phone?

In the new novel, “Cell” by
Stephen King, that last question
may be more valid than you
think.

For once, Clayton Riddell
is on top of his game. He's fi
nally landed a dream job: draw-
ing comics for a major client in
Boston. It's the kind of work
Clay has always wanted, the job
he told his ex-wife, Sharon, that
he would one day have. Sharon
told him she believed in him.
Clay can't wait to get back to the
hotel, to call her and share his
good news.

And then the strangest
thing happened. Right in front
of his eyes, a well-dressed wom-
an who was chatting on her cell
phone suddenly went crazy. A
teenaged girl, also on her cell,
attacked the well-dressed wom-
an and ripped the woman's
throat out. Cars were crashing
and mowing down pedestrians,
blood was everywhere. People
with vacant eyes were slaugh-
tering others on the street.

As Clay and another unaf-
fected man, Tom, hurry to the
safety of a small hotel, they see
carnagé and mayhem every-
where. A young girl they shelter
and befriend at the hotel con-

firms what the men have only
barely considered. The cell
phones have driven everyone
insane

Beside himself with worry,
Clay remembers a certain birth-
day present that his young son,
Johnny, simply had to have
a small red cell phone, which
mostly sits gathering dust on
the bedside table, the “shine”
worn off the gift. Now Clay has
to get back home to Kent Pond,
Maine. He hasn't checked late-
ly, and he needs to know. Is it
possible that the phone still sits,
unused, in Johnny's bedroom?

Is it possible that Stephen
King has a cell phone? He says
not.

And I'm glad mine didn't
ring while I was reading this
book, because I'm not sure |
would have answered it.

The great news is, the Ste-
phen King that early fans came
to love is back with an all-too-
plausible story line that puts the
“EEEEE" in “creepy” Like many
of his other novels, King lov-
ingly writes of gore and blood
and humanity beset with insan-
ity, in a way that will make you
squirm. The characters in this
book are guy-next-door types,
the kind you'd trust with your
house key.

And the evil undead?

Well, what can I say?

After all, this is a Stephen
King book, you know.

Ifyou're ready for some old-
fashioned skin-crawling frights,
then flip this book open. “Cell”
isn't a turn-on-the-lights-and-
lock-the-door kind of scary, but
you'll never again hear a ring-
tone in a public place without
looking for somewhere to run if
you need it.

Ice safety important on
County lakes and rivers

lemperatures have been
unseasonably warm in Janu-
ary 2006. Think in terms of
the thermometer rather that
the calendar. The DNR issued
press releases warning that the
ice is unsafe for fishing, snow
mobiling and skating on many
lakes in Southeastern Wiscon
sin. Go to the DNR website,
www.dnr.state.wi.us, for the
latest information. Check with
your local resort or bait shop
on ice conditions and any un-
known danger spots.

General ice thickness
guidelines are for new, clear
ice only: two inches or less
- stay off; four inches for ice
fishing or other activities on
foot; five inches for a snowmo
bile or ATV; eight to 12 inches
for a car or small pickup; 12 to
15 inches for a medium truck.

Have a plan of what to do
if you do break through the
ice. Carry ropes, ice picks and
a flotation device.

Survival tips:

Don’t remove your win-
ter clothing, they can provide
warmth and flotation.

Turn toward the direction
you came. That's probably
the strongest ice. Place your
hands and arms on the un-
broken surface, use ice picks a
screwdriver or a pair of nails if
you have them to provide the

extra traction you need to pull
yourself up on the ice.

Kick your feel horizontally
as you pull yourself onto solid
ice.

Lie flat on the ice once
your are out and roll away
from the hold to keep your
weight spread out to prevent
you from breaking through
again.

Get to a warm, dry shel-
tered area and seek medical
attention.

The Minnesota
ment of Natural
provided this information in
their pamphlet “Danger, Thin
lce”

Canadian Scientist, Dr
Gordon Giessbreck, tehermo
phisiologis, from the Univer
sity .ol Manitoba studies hy-
pothermia and is an expert
on the effects of cold on the
human body. He did a five
minute demonstration on
survival. “We have a lot more
time to survive then we think.
Focus on not drowning the
first minute you're in the wa-
ter. Don’t panic. If your face
is submerged, don't gasp. If
you gasp you drown. Our first
reaction is to gasp and hyper-
ventilate. This is called the
cold shock phenomena and
lasts one to three minutes. You
will get over it. If you are not

able to pull yourself out of the
water with the above tips in
two to five minutes, rest your
arms on the ice, keep as much
of your body out of the water
as you can, if you can not get
out in five to 10 minutes, don't
waste heat and energy, keep
your arms on the ice and wait
to be rescued. Hypothermia is
variable, You can live an hour
or two. This will widen your
window of opportunity to be
rescued.”

l'o assist in a rescue, try
to talk the perSon out of the
water first, then call for help.
Extend a rope with a loop the
person can put around their
body under their arms or an
extension cord or ladder. A
non-professional should not
go out on the ice to perform a
rescue.

Staehler honored for

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Natural Resources Board
approves 2006 deer season rules

MADISON - In a confer-
ence call arranged to address
modifications to deer sea-
son hunting rules requested
by the legislature, the state
Natural Resources Board vot-
ed Tuesday, Jan. 31 to limit a
proposed statewide Decem-
ber antlerless deer gun hunt
to designated “Herd Control
Units” north of Hwy. 8. All
deer management units south
of Hwy. 8 would remain part
of the proposed December
antlerless deer only gun hunt.

The board also voted to
place the start of the 2006
youth two-day gun deer hunt
on the Saturday closest to Oct.
8.

“We went back to the af-
fected user groups last week
and discussed all the possibil-
ities. It was a frank, honest and
candid discussion with all the
groups making their desires
known,” said Department of
Natural Resources Secretary
Scott Hassett. “This com-
promise is the best middle
ground possible. [t provides at
least minimal deer herd con-
trol and only impacts those
deer management units most
in need of herd control hunts
north of the Highway 8 line,
Hassett said.

“The ball is in the legisla-
ture’s court now,” Hassert said.
“If we're going to have new

deer season rules for 2006, we
must resolve this entire rule
matter by Feb. 15 or we go
back to the 2005 season rules.
We cannot implement any
changes for this year after that
date and still get licenses on
sale in March”

“We value all forms of
outdoor recreation,” said NRB
member, Herb Behnke, “but
our number one priority is
wise management of our re-
sources.”

Deer management units
(DMU) can be designated as
Herd Control Units when they
are at least 20 percent over
population goals set in admin-
istrative rules, and the normal
nine-day November gun deer
hunt would not bring the units
to within 20 percent of popu-
lation goals.

With these modifications,
the youth deer hunt will fall
on the fourth weekend of the
archery deer season and the
last weekend of the black bear
hunting season in 2006. The
rule modifications still require
legislative concurrence. If the
legislature concurs with these
modifications by Feb 15, these
season dates and changes
could be in effect in time for
the 2006 hunting season ac-
cording 1o DNR wildlife offi-
cials.

Kewaskum scores just 5 points in the final quarter, loses 46-40

Late scoring drought foils
upset bid by Indian boys

Going into the fourth
quarter, coach Glenn Eich-
stedt was feeling pretty good
about the way his Kewaskum
boys basketball team was
playing against Plymouth last
Thursday night.

Eight minutes to go, and
the Indians, who had dug
out of an early deficit to take
a one-point lead, would have
had a victory over one of the
upper division teams in the
Eastern Wisconsin Confer-
ence team.

Eichstedt certainly didn't
think the Indians would go
ice cold on their home court,
but they did, scoring just five
points in the final quarter and
watching their lead disappear
and turn into a 46-40 defeat.

Kewaskum only scored a
pair of baskets, by Zach Woll-
ner and Matt Parent and a
single free throw by Wollner,
the final eight minutes.

“We outhustled the Pan-
thers. We outrebounded the
Panthers. We outworked the
Panthers. We outplayed the
Panthers,” the coach said,
but, “We didn’t outscore the
Panthers.”

Eichstedt didn't have to
look far to find the cause of
the most recent loss, which
puts the Indians’ EWC record
at 1-7 and overall mark at -2-
11.

“We were one for 15 from
3-point land, and any one of
them would have given us
the lead in the fourth quar-
ter,” Eichstedt said, reporting
the team also missed way to
many “bunnies” not to men-
tion nine free throws, and,
“Had we converted on 50 per-
cent of those, we could have
easily won by double digits.”

Both of the Indians’ big
men, Parrent and 6-foot-6
Paul Gaynor, scored well,
with 15 and 11 points, respec-
tively, and Wollner was close
to his average, with seven. Be-
yond that, there wasn't much
production. The only other
Indians to score were Casey
Scheel, with four points, and
Eric Cain, with Kewaskum's
lone 3-pointer of the contest,

On the boards, it was
Parrent leading the way with
eight, while Gaynor was one
back at seven.

The best quarter for the
Indians was the third when
four players combined for 16
points.

Eichstedt had high praise
for the efforts of junior guard
Dan Shea, who drew a rare
start because of illness and
injuries which has as a couple
of the Indians not at 100 per-

cent. “He played well, espe-
cially defensively,” Eichstedt
said.

Thevisiting Panthers were
again led by talented forward
Jon Iserloth. Iserloth poured
in a game-high 21 points,
with nine of them coming in
the first quarter when Plym-
outh jumped out front, 18 to
11:

Cody Commerford and
Adam Doebert both chipped
in with eight points, and Doe-
bert was especially effective
in the second half, scoring all
four of his hoops after inter-
mission.

Tyler Niedfeldt went
scoreless for the Panthers but
helped out with a team-high
seven rebounds.

With the win, Plymouth
boosted its EWC record to 7-
2. Overall, the Panthers are
11-3.

“That’s the second con-
secutive game against Di-
vision 2 ranked teams that
we could have just as easily
won,” Eichstedt said, refer-
ring also to the Jan. 17 loss to
Campbellsport.
