T. FARMINGTON- The Washing
ton County Highway Committee met
Tuesday morning, February 7,
cuss k;iit'!\ npliulls at the intersection
of Highway 144 and H in the town
of Farmington. The intersection has
come under fire after a January tral
fic fatality. Commissioners also ap-
proved repaving on County Road H
east.

Boltonville Firefighters along with
Washington County supervisor Brian
Bausch has asked the committee to
review the intersection. Officials from
the Southeast Regional Office of the
Wisconsin Department of Transpor-
tation were in attendance at the meet
ing and also addressed the situation.

After a two vehicle accident on
January 10 that killed Jody Waldhart
of West Bend, Bausch and members
of the Boltonville Fire Department
asked the committee to address the
issue in-depth. As an interim mea
sure, Washington County Highway
Commissioner Ken Pesch said he had
yellow reflective strips installed on
the “Stop Ahead” signs for both the
east and westbound traffic on CTH H
approaching STH 144.

Pesch said he also ordered red re-
flective strips installed on the “Stop”
signs for both east and westbound
traffic on CTH H approaching STH
144. D.OT. officials ordered the high
way department to remove those re
flective strips because D.OT. policy
does not allow the use of these reflec-
tive strips on D.O.T. signs.

Bausch was the first to address
the commissioners and indicated
that safety at the intersection is the
number one issue, and anything the
D.O.T. could do to bump up the prior-
ity of the 2009 reconstruction project
would be greatly appreciated. In 2009
the D.O.T. is scheduled to reduce the
skew or angle of the intersection to 80
degrees. He was told it was unlikely
the project could be advanced to 2008
from 2009,

He continued his discussion with
D.OT. officials asking why the reflec-
tive strips Pesch installed were taken
down. Tom Heydel of DOT was in at-
tendance and explained the DOT feels
itis more important to address the ac-
tual sign itself and not the post. “We

1o dis-

should use other measures instead of

reflective strips,” he said.

Bausch also asked about paint-
ing an island on CTH H. He stated the
county has one located near No No's
in Newburg. He also brought up the
idea of installing rumble strips and
if it was possible to install modified
rumble strips.

Maodified rumble strips are two

inches wide as opposed to four inches
wide that the D.O.T. uses as a standard
Both have three sets of grooves and 25
grooves in each of the three sets. The
first set of grooves are located 200 feet
before the Stop Ahead sign, the sec-
ond set of grooves are 600 feet before
the Stop sign and the third set is 400
feet before the Stop sign

Some of the residents around the
intersection who were in attendance
stated that they would not mind the
noise from the modified rumble strips
if it aids in making the intersection
safer.

A discussion ensued over the in-
stallation of modified rumble strips or
those of D.OT. standards.

After members of the Boltonville
Fire Department expressed their dis-
pleasure at installing the D.OT. rum
ble strips, a vote was taken to install

the rumble strips to D.OT. standards
and a painted island.

After a short intermission, the
meeting resumed and Bausch asked
the commission to reconsider install
ing the rumble strips to D.OT. stan
dards. On a 3-2 vote Bausch got the
commission to hold off for two weeks
The details of the rumble strips will be
decided at the next highway commit
tee meeting which is on February 21
at 7:30 am in the highway commis
sioner’s office on Lang Street, West
Bend.

In the interim, the painted is
land will be installed. Pesch stated he
thought it might have been 20 years
since the county installed - rumble
strips to the D.O.T. standards.

Northern Kettle Moraine Horse Trail
Assoc. ends another successful year

CAMPBELLSPORT- Fin-
ishing another successful
year, members of the North-
ern Kertle Moraine Horse Trail
Association (NKMHTA) have
volunteered over 700 labor
hours from our beginnings
in 2003, assisting the Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
(DNR) on equestrian-related
projects in the state forest. In
2005, we assisted in cleaning
the campground, trimming
encroaching brush from the
trails, pulling garlic mustard,
adding gravel to the horse
stalls in the campground, and
completing the installation of
mileage markers along the 33
mile linear section of the main
snowmobile/horse trail.

With financial assistance
from DRAW (Distance Riders
Association of Wisconsin) and
the Wisconsin State Horse
Council, in 2005 we built a
third manure pit at the camp-
ground, added board height
to the horse shelter to prevent
horses from reaching into the
center aisle, and purchased
campground clean up tools
for use by visitors in keeping
our park clean.

A planned trail mainte-
nance project north of the
Greenbush Group Camp by
Highway A was placed on
hold until mid summer 2006.
This segment of horse trail is
seasonally wet making it dif-
ficult for horseback riders to
traverse this area. This proj-
ect, funded in part by the Wis-
consin State Horse Council,
is pending obtaining the ap-
propriate wetland fill permits
from the Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Natural Resources,
Army Corp of Engineers and
Sheboygan County Zoning.

The Association held its

third annual fundraiser, a din-
ner, dance, silent auction and
raffle, on November 12, 2005,
The NKMHTA has a 501-C3
status, qualifying it as a non-
profit organization for tax
purposes. Proceeds are used
to fund projects throughout
the state forest.

The most exciting ma-
jor project to be funded by
the DNR is the recently an-
nounced renovation of the
New Prospect Horse Rider's
Campground, tentatively
scheduled for completion in
the summer of 2007. A public
meeting with the project en-
gineer from the firm hired by
the DNR to design the new fa-
cilities and craft the bid docu-
ment is being planned for this
spring. During this meeting,
officials will review current
site plans, record comments
from campground users, and
provide an overview of how
the project is planned to prog-
ress. Persons interested in
attending this forum should
contact the NKMHTA to se-
cure a seat at this upcoming
event as space will be limited.
Area groups frequenting the
campground are encouraged
to send representatives to par-
ticipate in this planned fact
finding process. There will
likely be suggested projects
that will require additional
funding beyond the finances
of the DNR and the NKMHTA.
We encourage you to plan on
participating in creating the
premiere equestrian camping
facility in the state for all levels
of users.

The NKMHTA actively
participates in the DNR’s
Adopt-A-Trail program, log-
ging 145 labor hours in 2005
on trail maintenance alone.
Our trail advocate partners,
the Plymouth Trail Riders,

have adopted 9.4 miles of the
41 miles of trails in the north-
ern most section of the forest.
However, each year, volun-
teers within these two groups
are only able to complete
a portion of the entire trail
system and need more help.
Even if you only have one day
this year to volunteer some
time in improving our horse
trails, please contact us to see
how you can help.

This spring utility compa
nies that have items located in
the County Road A corridor
will begin relocating their fa-
cilities. The work will begin in
March and continue into the
summer. Pole mounted facili-
ties, such as electric and cable
televisign lines will be moved
to new pole lines farther away
from the driving lanes. Un-
derground fiber optic lines
for long distance telephone
service will also be relocated
to make way for the new road-
bed. Existing natural gas ser-
vice lines and two major cross
country gas pipelines will
be lowered as needed Pesch
said.

The actual work on re-
grading and repaving the road
should begin in July with the
major work being done by
about Thanksgiving. The road
will be re-graded to improve
safety by removing sharp dips
and hills. The road will also
be widened to create eight
foot wide shoulders on both
sides of the 12 foot wide driv-
ing lanes. Final clean up work

may be carried over until the
spring of 2007, depending on
weather and other conditions

While road crews give
their facelift to the highway it
will be closed to traffic. How-
ever, citizens living along the
road will have access to their
property and emergency vehi
cles will be able to get to each
property. A detour for through
traffic will be posted using STH
144 and CTH H in Washington
and Ozaukee Counties.

Construction costs are es-
timated at $5,000,000.00. Fed-
eral Highway Trust funds will
be used to pay for eighty per-
cent of those costs, or about
$4,000,000.00. The Washing-
ton County Highway Depart-
ment will use previously allo-
cated local sales tax funds to
pay the other twenty percent.

The Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Transportation will
administer the construction
project. Bids on the project
will be opened in Madison in
May, said Pesch.
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grant. Joe Enright suggested
also painting the white lines
along the end of the road.

The snow plow contract
was approved with Wayne's
Grading. The new contract
gives a five percent increase
per year for the length of the
contract.

A public hearing will be
held on February 14 at 7 pm
to possibly lift the town's zon-
ing moratorium.

Reported sexual
assaults rose 3.9%

There were 5,618 sexual
assaults reported to Wiscon-
sin law enforcement agen-
cies during 2004, according
to a report issued today by the
Wisconsin Office of Justice As-
sistance (OJA). The estimated
total for 2004 reflects a 3.9
percent increase from 5,407
reported sexual assaults in
2003.

The report examines five
categories of offenses defined
by the FBI's national crime
reporting program (the Na-
tional Incident-Based Report-
ing System). In Wisconsin in
2004, 20 percent of all sexual
assaults were forcible rapes,
10 percent were forcible sod-
omy, 3 percent were sexual
assaults with an object, 48
percent were forcible fondling
offenses and 18 percent were
statutory rapes.

Seventy-seven percent of
all sexual assault victims were
juveniles (age 17 and under).
Seventy percent of all victims

were age 15 or under. The vic-
tims were juveniles in 53 per-
cent of the reported forcible
rape incidents, 84 percent of
forcible sodomy, and 66 per-
cent of assaults with an ob-
ject.

Ninety percent of all sex-
ual assaults were perpetrated
by an offender known to the
victim. Even with forcible
rapes, 79 percent of offenders
were known to the victim. Sev-
enty-one percent of assaults
took place in either the vic-
tim's or the offender’s home.
An offender was arrested in 69
percent of the sexual assault
cases.

“We wrote to Archbishop
Dolan to invite him to attend
but he could not fit it in his
calendar. We wrote to Bishop
Sklba who also could not at-
tend. We couldn’t let this
farewell go by without hav-
ing some sort of dignitary so
we invited “Bishop” Schmidt
played by Leon Schmidt, stat-
ed Master of Ceremonies, Jim
Thull.

Following a dinner ca-
tered by St. Michael parishio-
ners, numerous attendees re-
called their favorite memories
of Fr. Bob and thanked him for
his dedicated service. One of

the many gifts received by pa
rishioners was a unique stole
given by his parish family.

A journey of faith

A dedicated Catholic, Fr.
Bob stated he attended St
Michael's Grade School in
Milwaukee for eight years. He
then attended the Archdioc-
esan Seminary High School
for four vears of high school
and St. Francis Seminary Col-
lege for his college education
In 1964 he was ordained by
Archbishop William Cousins.
He started his pastoral career
at St. Philip Neri Parish on the
northwest side of Milwaukee
for seven years. He was then
transferred to St. Dominic’s
Parish in Brookfield where he
stayed for two years.

In 1973 he was appoint
ed to the faculty of DeSales
Seminary High School where
he taught History, American
Government, Economics and
a class in the History of Reli-
gion. While a member of the
seminary faculty he attended
Marquette University where
he received enough credits for
a major in History to go with
his other major in Philosophy.
Fr. Bob also holds a minor in
Latin and English.

When the high school
seminary closed in 1979, he
was assigned to St. Robert
Parish in Shorewood. On that
journey he took classes in
Clinical Pastoral Education to
qualify to be a hospital chap-
lain. After completing those
classes he became Chaplain of
Elmbrook Memorial Hospital
for 18 years. His journey then
brought him to St. Michael
Parish in 1999.

Looking back upon his
journey in the priesthood, Fr,
Bob says, “I1 have enjoyed a
variety of priestly assignments
since Ordination. Of all those
various assignments, being a
hospital chaplain has perhaps
been the most rewarding. Ev-
ery day of those 18 years | felt

that I was doing priestly work.
Working with the sick and dy-
ing taught me daily to appre-
ciate the blessings that I have
been given.”

He also recalled his most
memorable experience was
while a chaplain. “In one day
I was able to administer six of
the seven Sacraments of the
Catholic Church. 1 baptized
a new born, received into the
faith an adult whose confes-
sion 1 heard, gave him Com-
munion for the first time, con
firmed him, officiated at his
marriage, and in the time of
death, gave him and his wife
the Sacrament of the Sick.

Fr. Bob stated, “It has been
a privilege to serve the people
of St. Michaels for the past six
and a half years. | hope and

pray that all of the people of

the community will unite be-
hind the process of collabora-
tion between St. Michael and
Holy Trinity Parishes.”

He went to say, “We have
to prepare and take seriously
the impending shortage of
priests in the Church. Parents
and grandparents, aunts and
uncles, and all Catholic laity
have to promote vocations to
the priesthood. Our religious
needs are not going to be tak-
en care of in any other way.
We have benefited in our spir-
itual needs through the sacri-
fices of other parents. Now it
is up to us. If we don't, we will
be traveling more than just
three miles to attend Mass. We
must be willing to hand on a
vibrant church to our children
that cares for people and not
buildings.”

Fr. Bob said he has no ex-
act plans in his retirement yet,
but is enjoying the free time.
