Town of Kewaskum hires Boden to replace Stern

KEWASKUM- The town
of Kewaskum has a new clerk.
Monday town supervisors
voted to hire Nancy Boden for
the job. Supervisors also dis-
cussed the rental fee for usage
of the town hall and not allow-
ing users to bring alcohol onto
the premises as their town
code instructs.

Boden will be sworn into
office immediately and be
ready for her first meeting
Monday, February 20 at 7 pm
when the town will hold a
public hearing to discuss the
new land use plan and land
use map.

According to state stat-
ute the position of clerk, only
comes with a handful of duties
and throughout the state are
paid anywhere from $8-10,000
annually. Because in the past,
the clerk has also been an
administrative assistant and
zoning secretary, the Town
of Kewaskum pays an annual
salary of $18,000.

Recently there has been
some confusion namely with

the clerk duties. The town will
ask taxpayers to create an ad-
ditional position of zoning
secretary and administra-
tive assistant for the town at
the end of Boden's term. The
elected clerk would then have
an annual salary of $12,000
and the administrative assis-
tant/zoning secretary would
be paid $12 per hour. Boden
will have an opportunity, if
elected, to accept that posi-
tion and continue the receiv
ing $18,000 salary. This will be
brought up at the 2006 annual
meeting in April.

Two town residents ap-
plied for the position, as did
a number of out of town resi-
dents that could not be cho-
sen for the position because of
their residency.

Town Chairman Ellis
Kahn motioned to hire Nancy
Boden as town clerk. All the
supervisors favored her.

Boden is currently em-
ployed by Holy Trinity School
in Kewaskum in the food ser-
vice department. She says she

Jail inmate tries
to hire hitman

WEST BEND- An inmate
in the Washington County jail
was charged with trying to hire
a hitman to kill his 16-year-old
step-daughter, her mother and
a family friend to keep them
from testifying against him in
a sexual assault case.

On Monday, February 13
a criminal complaint was filed
against Harry G. Gabelbauer,

2, of the Town of Polk. That
complaint alleges he tried to
pay $20,000 to two inmates
at the County Jail to help him
find someone to kill the three.

After revealing his plot to
the inmates they told Wash-
ington County Sheriff's detec-
tives. An investigator posing as
a hitman then visited the man
and Gabelbauer agreed to pay
$5,000 for each victim.

In January he was also
given six felony counts of pos-
sessing child pornography
following a federal sting op-
eration. He also received six
felony bail jumping charges in
November.

Gabelbauer remains in
custody in the Washington
County Jail now with three
counts of conspiracy to com-
mit first-degree intentional
homicide. On the new charg-
es, Gabelbauer could be im-
prisoned up to 60 years on
each count. Bail has been set
at $500,000.

Crashes for January
total 51 in state

Atotal of 51 people died in
50 Wisconsin traffic crashes in
January, according to prelimi
nary statistics from the Wis
consin Department of Trans-
portation. Traffic deaths in
January were two fewer than
in January 2005 when 53 peo-
ple were killed in 44 crashes

I'raffic deaths in January
2006 also were seven fewer
than the five-year average of
58 fatalities in 51 crashes for
the month of January. Of the

traffic deaths so far this year,
31 were drivers, 16 were pas-
sengers, one was a pedestrian
and the roles of the other three
fatalities is unknown at this
time.

In terms of traffic deaths,
the safest month of January
since World War [l occurred
in 1982 with 31 fatalities. The
deadliest month of January
was in 1964 with 82 deaths.

The number of total fatali-
ties during 2005 is now at 801.
WisDOT revised the prelimi-
nary 2005 figure upward after
receiving reports of individu-
als who died in January from
injuries sustained in crashes
during December. In the last
five years, annual traffic fatal-
ity totals in Wisconsin have
exceeded 800 three times. In
the decade between 1990 and
1999, annual fatality totals
never exceeded 800.

“He is with me every day.
He has given me the strength
on days when I could not do it
myself” At the age of 47, Julie
Graham of Kewaskum is a tes-
timony to the word “miracle.”
In August of 1993, Graham’s life
was forever altered with a rare
and seldom-diagnosed illness.
Living in Sun Prairie at the time,
Graham and her husband, Ar-
chie, now the Director of Stu-
dent Life at MATC in Milwau-
kee, realized something was
very, very wrong when she be-
gan to pass out when bringing
groceries and other items up
to their third-floor apartment.
Following these episodes, Gra-
ham says, she would feel “just
fine” After her mother, sister
and husband witnessed three
of these episodes, her husband
insisted she contact a physi-
clan

Graham's first contact was
with a general practitioner who
ran a 24-hour Holter monitor,
which showed no problems or
However, this doc
tor was not convinced things
were all right with Graham and
referred her to. a cardiologist
at the University of Madison
in October. Three months had

episodes.

elapsed since the onset of the
symptoms, and the cardiologist
performed a workup, including
a bicycle stress test. During this
stress test, Graham experienced
one of the episodes, sending the
technicians into a crisis situa-
tion, which nearly cost Graham
her life.

Following the stress test, a
lung scan was performed. Ini-
tially, the lung scan was viewed
as possibly “defective” and the
doctor repeated the test per-
sonally. The doctor persisted
and performed another lung
scan. Unable to identify what
was showing up as abnormal on
the lung scan, the test was sent
to lung specialists in England,
Canada, Germany, and other
areas. A cardiac catheteriza
ton was pl'(f(l“]ll‘ll dﬂtl It was
determined that Graham had
a relatively rare disease called
Primary Pulmonary Hyperten
sion or PPH.

PPH is a clinical syndrome
where the blood flow that leaves
the right side of the heart faces
an increased resistance (pres
sure). In primary pulmonary
hypertension, the blood vessels
of the lungs have an increased
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amount of muscle in the walls.
lhis causes a higher resistance
in the lungs. The right ventri
cle then has to work harder to
pump blood out to the lungs.
The right ventricle will enlarge
and thicken in response to this
extra work. With time, the extra
work placed on the right side of
the heart can cause it to fail.

With the diagnosis came
the news that Graham would
probably have, at best, nine
years to live, and that the only
current treatment for PPH was
a lung transplant. Following
this diagnosis, one month later
in November, she was referred
to a cardiologist in Chicago, Dr.
Rich Stuart, who was known
to do experimental treatment
for patients with PPH. Graham
met with Dr. Stuart just before
Christmas, 1993, and under-
went more testing as well as
another cardiac catheterization
in which a method of pump-
ing medication into her system
would help to reduce the hy
pertension in her lungs. This
procedure failed and more dif-
ficult news followed. Graham
was found not only to have
Pulmonary Hypertension, but
there was an underlying cause
known as Pulmonary Cavity
Hemangiomatosis (PCH). Julie
is the only person alive diag-
nosed with PCH before an au
topsy.

Her only options now, ac-
cording to Dr. Suart, were to
do nothing and have a life ex
pectancy of approximately 1 12
years, or to go through a lung
transplant. However, the statis
tics were against her as surviv
ing the lung transplant would
make her the only surviving
patient with PPH secondary to
PCH, according to the Center
for Disease Control. Graham
stated, “When [ felt the lowest
and sickest and overwhelmed
with waiting, the Lord has been
there. He is my refuge and my
strength”

Graham chose to try the
lung transplant and met with
Dr. Edward Garrity at Loyola
University Medical Center in
Chicago in February of 1994

Graham says she will nev
er forget how he looked her
straight in the eye and said, “Ju
lie, we are going to be able to

I read with interest Pam
Boettcher's article about Gas
tric Bypass Surgery

I am a nine year esopha-
geal cancer survivor. In 1998
surgeons removed my esoph-
agus and did a stomach pull
up (my stomach is in my chest
and tied up just below my
throat). When I swallow food,
it goes directly into my stom-
ach. This is the same as Pam’s
surgery

I am disappointed that
Pam’s article didn’t say any-
thing about the problems
with this type of surgery. In
my case I have had problems
with controlling my weight.
Nine years ago | weighed 186
pounds. I weigh between 107
and 133 pounds now. I have
to eat numerous times during
the day and night or I go into
dumping syndrome (dump-
ing syndrome is when the
stomach empties and tells the
brain it needs food). At this
time my hands begin to shake;
my knees grow weak; 1 feel like
passing out; I can hardly walk
and | feel very light headed. 1
have to keep food with me at
all times. I can’t eat any dairy
products. Milk, cheese, etc.
will put me on the floor in such
pain that puts me in the fetal

position. Only pain relievers
will help. In a lesser note, 1
can't eat bread, drink coffee or
carbonated drinks, or frosted
flakes or butter.

After nine years as a cancer
survivor I still have pain when
I eat. If I eat the wrong food;
eat too fast; eat too much; or
don’t have the right frame of
mind, my pain varies from a
number three (on a scale of
1-10) to a number five. It may
last for 15 minutes or up to an
hour, I take my pain relievers
and 30 minutes later it stops

help you." After yet more test-
ing and insurance red tape,
she was accepted as a trans
plant recipient and began her
wait. The wait was 39 days
long and, at 11 p.m. on May 7,
1994, (Mother's Day, Graham
is quick to point out), she re-
ceived her transplant.

The 12-hour surgery was
rocky from the start, requir-
ing three subsequent surger-
ies within a few hours of the
initial transplant to control
bleeding. Graham required
a ventilator for two weeks, fi-
nally weaning off in June and
allowed to go home. She was
unable to walk (due to muscle
wasting) or talk (the ventila-
tor had split her vocal cords)
and required her to undergo
six months of intense physical
therapy.

From the time of Graham's
surgery, she was warned that
her kidneys had taken a “big
hit" from both the surgery
and, following the surgery,
her anti-rejection medica-
tions. However, she was also
encouraged by the fact that
most people can live with
one-fourth of their kidney
function. Graham proceeded
to move on with recovery.

Three years ago, Graham's
kidneys began to show signs of
trouble. Nephrologist Dr. Greg
Warren, of West Bend, sug-
gested that she get a kidney
transplant and was accepted.
Graham's brother, Steve Za-
mzow of Eyota, Minnesota,
was worked up as a donor
and initially rejected because
of his health history of hyper-
tension. However, doctors at
Mayo Clinic worked to sta-
bilize Zamzow’s high blood
pressure problems and ac-
cepted him as a donor, giving
bright hope to Graham for a
new kidney.

Graham then had to un-
dergo another series of test-
ing by the Mayo Clinic and
was accepted as a recipient

Winnebago Sturgeon spearers
havest 39 on opening day

OSHKOSH - Opening day
excitement was clear around
Lake Winnebago for the first
day of the 2006 sturgeon
spearing season, but cloudy
water and reduced effort re-
sulted in a low harvest of only
39 fish.

“Thisis the lowest opening
day harvest since 1994 when
33 fish were registered on the
first day of what turned out to
be an 18-day season that year,”
said Ron Bruch, Winnebago
Sturgeon Biologist. “If the cur-
rent harvest rate (_'l}lllll”lll.‘\
this year, spearers may be able
to enjoy a full 16-day season.”
Saturday’s numbersinclude 22
female stugeon (five juvenile
females and 17 adult females)
and 17 males. The largest fish
registered Saturday was a 102
pound, 70 inch fish speared
by Tim Eldred of Menasha.

Bruch reported that water
clarity is running four to seven
feet in most areas of the lake,
although a small number of
spearers were able to find rel-
atively clear water in depths
of 10 - 12 feet. Spearers found
ice thickness running up to 14
inches with open water still in
some areas of the lake, Spear-

ers are urged to use extreme
caution when traveling on the
ice and make sure they know
for sure how much ice they
are venturing on before they
move about on the lake.

Bruch and his crew found
that spearing effort was sub
stanitally low for an opening
day. Many spearers opted to
stay on shore patronizing local
establishments and waiting to
hear about ice conditions, wa-
ter clarity and local spearing
success. Many spearers told
Bruch they would be heading
out in coming days

“New rules are in place
that close the season if one of
three conditions is met,” said
Bruch. “If we reach 90% of
one of the three harvest caps
(male, female, juvenile fe-
male) the season will close at
the end of the following spear-
ing day (12:30 p.m.). If we
reach 100% of any one of the
harvest caps, the season will
close at the end of that fishing
day, or the end of the 16-day
season arrives. “Harvest caps
for the 2006 season are set at
500 juvenile females, 500 adult
females, or 2,000 males.

A sweep over Two Rivers
would have been a confidence
booster for the Kewaskum High
boys basketball team, but missed
free throws took that chance off
the table Friday night.

Playing on their home court,
the Indians failed to connect on
11 of 21 free throw opportuni-
ties, and all those misses were
important because they lost to
the visiting Raiders by just three
points, 49-46.

The loss gives the Indians a
record of 2-8 in the EWC and 3-
13 overall, while Two Rivers has
one more conference win with
its 3-9 mark.

“We did not shoot well, espe
cially from the free throw line,” a
disappointed coach Glenn Eich
stedt said.

Kewaskum had won the first
meeting between the two East-
ermn Wisconsin Conference op-
ponents, 69-67. This game was
a lot more defensive. Only five
players scored for Two Rivers,
while seven Indians got in the
scoring act, led by the two big
men, 6-foot-6 Paul Gaynor and
6-4 Marnt Parrent, who combined
for 27 of the 46 points.

Parrent poured in 15 points,

What is a Community Based

Residential Facility (CBRF)?

A CBREF is a place where five or more unrelated people live
rogether in a community sitting. Services provided include
room and board, supervision, support services, activities and
may include up to three hours of skilled nursing care per
week.

Assisted Living Facilities are required to provide or
arrange the five basic services to all residents, if needed:
Health monitoring, Assistance with medicartion,
Information and referral services,

Leisure time services
Personal care services such as help with dressing, eating,
bathing, grooming, toileting and mobiliry.

Who should consider an assisted living facility?
The need for some type of lifestyle change is usually first
indicated when a person has difficulty in one or more
of the following areas:

Self-care, Diminishing health, physical or mental abilities.

. Lack of community support services, or
Family not available to provide care or supervision.
