KEWASKUM- The Village of Kewas- 
kum’s Plan Commission heard plans 
for yet another residential development 
Tuesday evening. Mike Rosen presented 
the commissioners with a concept plan of 
103 upscale single-family homes and 36 
duplex condominium units.

Tom Timblin, of Cherokee Lakes 
was first on the agenda and presented 
a concept plan reflecting changes from 
his original plan of a 76 unit multi fam 
ily building. Timblin stated that he would 
now rather continue building the two 
unit ranch condominiums currently be­
ing built. This will add 25 ranch style 
units. The development will take place 
on the west side of the newly constructed 
bridge on Caleb Drive.

Timblin stated the new plans call for 
considerably less density then what was 
originally planned. No zoning changes 
are needed because the property has al­
ready been zoned multi family.

Timblin stated five of (be eight units 
built have already been sold. "We've had 
a pretty successful floor plan, and we 
would like to stick to that,” he remarked 
about the proposed change.

Mike Rosen is a partner in the devel­
opment of Kettle Creek Preserve on 120 
acres of the former Reindl Farm on Kettle 
View Drive. Rosen stated the concept 
plan is laid out to take advantage of an ex­
isting wooded area.

The development is touted as a con 
servancy development. Rosen stated the 
lot sizes are planned to be between 13 
and 16,000 square feet.
Rosen added he would like to begin im 
provements late this summer, however 
the land needs to be annexed to the vil­
lage from the Town of Kewaskum.

Engineers say TID on target, developments continue

Village Board joins West Bend in asking for sales tax revenue

KEWASKUM Just after 
receiving a glowing update 
on their Tax Incremental Dis­
trict (TID) The Kewaskum Vil­
lage Board decided to follow 
neighbor West Bend in ask­
ing Washington County for a 
piece of sales tax revenue pie.

The Village of Kewaskum’s 
board of trustees heard good 
news about the TID from 
Christie Cramer of Ruekert & 
Mielke, the village's engineer­
ing firm. Ruekert and Mielke 
were technical consultants re­
garding the TID. Cramer stat­
ed she thought that because 
projected interest costs were 
lower than anticipated, the 
entire cost of the project has 
decreased.

Bottom line she says, the 
village is in good shape for

paying the TID off. "The vil­
lage is still looking at a 14 year 
TID,” she stated. Under state 
law a TID has 27 years before 
it needs to be paid for.

Kewaskum residents have 
been skeptical about the proj­
ect since the Village Lakes 
Center development has been 
in limbo. Developer Gary 
Gavin has stated that he has 
a number of other large firms 
very interested in develop­
ing the parcel along Highway 
45. Gavin's residential devel­
opment at Badger Road and 
Prospect Drive that is also part 
of the TID, continues to make 
progress.
Work continues on the storm 
sewer installation at the parcel 
along Badger Road. Depart­
ment of public works Director, 
Jerry Gilles, stated the con­
tractor continues to finish up 
water and sewer installation.

Me noted that water and sew­
er has been installed for Ketde 
Moraine Town and Country 
Purina Feed Store, so they can 
open as planned. Once that is 
finished, the actual street con­
struction for the frontage road 
can start.

Kettle Moraine Town and 
Country feed store hopes to 
open April 1. The TID frontage 
road will start March 15.

“Weather is certainly a 
wild card at this time of year. 
My best guess at this time, is 
probably street construction 
in April," stated Gilles.

The convenience store 
that will sell Citgo gasoline 
and be joined by a McDonald’s 
and car wash is slated to break 
ground in the next month.

A Piece of Cake
By Cupcake Brown

So you took a million little 
pieces of your time to read a 
memoir that turned out to be 
a good bit of truth-stretching. 
You're feeling rather betrayed.

Maybe it’s time for a mem­
oir by someone who isn’t Prey­
ing to you. Author Cupcake 
Brown (yep, that’s her birth 
name) indicates that she care­
fully verified facts in her story. 
And her story, "A Piece of Cake" 
is one incredible book.

When Cupcake Brown was 
eleven years old, she awoke one 
morning to the sound of her 
mother's clock radio. Wander­
ing into her mother’s room, she 
wondered why Mama was still 
sleeping.

But Mama wasn’t asleep. 
She had choked to death during 
a seizure.

Within days, Cupcake 
learned that the man she called 
Daddy wasn’t her birth father. 
California law then stated that 
custody of minor children be 
given to blood relatives, so

Cupcake and her brother were 
handed over to a man they 
had never seen before. Just as 
quickly, the man dropped the 
children off at a foster home.

Within the first few minutes 
of arriving at the home, Brown 
says that she was punched. 
Beatings, verbal abuse, poor 
nutrition, and nasty pranks 
became daily occurrences, but 
Brown didn’t buckle. But when 
she was raped by her foster 
mother's nephew, she decided 
to run away.

Over the course of many 
months, Brown repeatedly ran 
and was always returned to the 
same foster home, even though 
physical abuse was obvious. 
Each time away, she discov­
ered more ways to get high and 
survive on the streets. Finally, 
when she was fourteen, she 
was taken in by a relative who 
was also rearing four oqihaned 
boys, the eldest of whom intro­
duced Brown to Gangsta life.

Shot at age fourteen, eman 
cipated at sixteen, and con­
stantly drunk or high (or both) 
by the time she was twenty years 
old, Brown told herself that she 
wasn ’ t really a j unkie. She didn ’ t 
need drugs, she liked them. She 
didn’t have to drink every day, 
she just did. Besides, she held 
a job, and junkies didn’t have 
jobs.

And then she hit bottom; 
or, as a policeman predicted, 
she went below bottom. The 
rest of her story - the kindness 
of friends and strangers, the 
support of people who believed 
in her and made her believe in 
herself - is a story you positively 
can’t miss.

Every now and then, I get 
a book that 1 carry around with 
me everywhere because I can’t 
stop reading it for any reason. 
This is one of those books.

I loved that each part of 
Brown's life is told almost in a 
different voice, which brings 
home the innocence of child­
hood, tire despair of abuse, the 
violence of gang life, and the 
haze of constant highs. Brown’s 
story will make you gasp. It will 
make you laugh, believe it or 
not. And it will make you want 
to tote this book everywhere 
you go.

If you're looking for some­
thing that gives you hope and 
makes you smile, slice into “A 
Piece of Cake” This book is not 
some half-baked memoir.

Gehl Company reports record 
annual sales and income

WEST BEND- Gehl Com­
pany (NASDQ NM: GEHL), re­
cently reported net income of 
$.62million or $.50 per share 
for the fourth quarter of 2005. 
This compares with net income 
of $.29 million or $.29 per share 
for the final quarter of 2004. 
The 2005 fourth quarter was 
positively impacted by $.12 per 
share a result of reversing, in 
full, a $1.5 million after-tax war­
ranty charge the company had 
recorded in its second quarter 
of 2005. Fourth quarter 2005 
revenues were a record $108.7 
million compared with $93.9 
million in the same period a 
year earlier.

Annual revenues were 
$478.2 million in 2005, also a 
record level, compared with 
$361.6 million in 2004. Con­
struction segment net sales in 
creased 42% to $344.0 million 
for 2005, reflecting continued 
strength in the north American 
construction markets and share 
gains in European markets. Ag­
ricultural segment net sales in­
creased 13% to $134.2 million in 
2005. Compact equipment sales 
within the Agricultural segment 
increased 28% in 2005, while ag­
ricultural implement shipments 
declined 16% from the prior 
year. Compact equipment sales 
within the Agricultural segment 
grew to 70% of segment sales in
2005 versus 62% in 2004.

For the full year 2005, the 
Company's net income totaled 
a record $21.8 million or $1.97 
per share.

CREATING STORM WATER 

UTILITY DISTRICT No 1 
VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM, 
WASHINGTON COUNTY, 

WISCONSIN

The Village Board of the Village of 
Kewaskum, Wisconsin, do ordain as 
follows:

SECTION 01 CREATION AND 
PURPOSE

The Village of Kewaskum Utility 
District No I (Utility) was created 
pursuant to Section 66.0827 of the 
Wisconsin Statutes and is hereinafter 
referred to as the “Utility District". 
The Utility District was created for 
the purpose of providing facilities 
for the drainage and control of storm 
and surface waters so as to insure that 
the health, property, safety and wel­
fare of the District and its inhabitants 
are safeguarded and protected. The 
District includes all of the territory 
shown on Exhibit I and described 
in Exhibit 2, which are incorporated 
herein by reference. 'ITie Village, 
through the Utility District may ac­
quire. construct, lease, own. oper­
ate. maintain, extend, replace, clean, 
dredge, repair, conduct, manage and 
finance such facilities as are deemed 
by the Village to be reasonably neces­
sary for a system of storm and surface 
water management within the Utility 
Distnct.

SECTION 02 DEFINITIONS
The meaning of terms used in this 

subchapter shall be as follows:
\)Administrative Costs. The cost 

of general management and oversight 
of the Utility District, development 
plan and erosion control plan review, 
and compliance with the require­
ments of Wisconsin Administrative 
Code Chapter NR 216. including, but 
not limited to, the following

(a) Wages, salaries and em­
ployee’s related expenses together 
with fnnge benefits and premiums 
paid on such wages and salaries for 
the State Worker's Compensation 
Coverage.

(b) Utility billing and account­
ing expenses.

(c) Office supplies.
(d) Permit fees.
(e) Consultant and legal fees.
2) Board. The Village Board of the 

Village of Kewaskum
3) Capital Cost. The cost of acquir­

ing. purchasing, leasing, planning, 
designing, constructing, extending 
and improving all or any part of the 
Storm Water Sewerage System that 
benefits properties within the Utility 
Distnct and any principal, interest or 
premiums on any indebtedness in­
curred for these purposes.

4) Debt Retirement. All annual 
principal and interest requirements 
and obligations of the Village that re­
late to storm water sewerage system 
improvements that benefit properties 
within the District

5) Equivalent Impervious Area. 
The amount of impervious area on 
a lot or property plus the amount of 
pervious area times a factor of 0.10.

6) Equivalent Runoff Unit (ERU). 
The amount of equivalent impervious 
area on a typical single-family resi­
dential lot within the District.

7) Operation and Maintenance 
Costs (OAM). All direct and indi­
rect costs, excluding debt service 
and other capital costs, necessary to 
ensure adequate drainage and control 
of storm and surface waters on a con­
tinuing basis and assure optimal long 
term function of storm water sewer­
age system facilities. O&M costs 
for the Utility District shall include 
expenses incurred by the Village of 
Kewaskum for activities that benefit 
properties within the District. O&M 
cost may include expenses for, but not 
limited to, the following purposes:

(a) Wages and salaries and 
employees' related expenses for 
operating and maintenance of the 
Storm Water Sewerage System, and

supervisory personnel, together with 
fringe benefits and premiums paid on 
such wages and salaries for the State 
Worker’s Compensation coverage.

(g) Rents and leasing costs.

(i) Consultant and legal fees.
(j) Replacement costs.
8) Pervious Area or Pervious Sur­

face. Any permeable surface that al­
lows water to pass through

9) Replacement Fund. Expendi­
tures for obtaining and installing 
equipment, accessories and appur­
tenances which are necessary dur­
ing the useful life of the storm water 
sewerage system to maintain the ca- 
paVillage and performance for which 
such system was designed and con­
structed.

10) Service Charge. A charge lev­
ied on users to recover the component 
of total operation, maintenance and 
capital costs of the sewerage system 
that relates to storm and surface water 
runoff generated by users of the sys­
tem The Storm Water Service charge 
shall consist of a charge in terms of 
dollars per Equivalent Runoff Unit.

11) Storm Sewer A sewer that car­
ries storm and surface drainage but 
excludes domestic wastewater and 
industrial wastes.

12) Storm Water Management 
Program. Any activities undertaken 
by the Village of Kewaskum for the 
collection, transportation, storage, 
treatment, and disposal of storm and 
surface water and for the reduction 
or elimination of pollutants in storm 
and surface water, including, but not 
limited to administration, operation 
and maintenance of the Storm Wa­
ter Sewerage System, constructing 
storm water sewerage facilities, and 
complying with the requirements of 
Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 
216.

13) Storm Water Sewerage System. 
Any plant, facilities or equipment 
owned or leased by the Village for the 
collection, transportation, storage, 
treatment, and disposal of stomi wa­
ter and surface water, including but 
not limited to storm sewers, storm- 
ceptors, retention/detention basins 
and storm water drainageways.

14) Storm Water Charges. 
Charges to properties in the Utility 
District to recover the administrative, 
operating, maintenance and capital 
costs relating to storm water manage­
ment facilities benefiting properties 
in the District Storm Water Utility 
Charges may include service charges 
or any other special fees and charges 
that may be required to provide for an 
equitable sharing of Utility Distnct 
costs by properties in the Distnct.

15) Utility District (District). The 
Utility District No. I of the Village of

16) Village. The Village of

SECTION 03 APPLICATION 
The application of this subchapter, 
its rules, regulations and rates shall 
apply to all individuals, firms, corpo­
rations and institutions owning prop­
erty within the Utility Distnct. 

SECTION 04 MANAGEMENT
(1) The operation, management and 

control of the Storm Water Manage­
ment Program of the Utility District 
is vested in the Village Board. The 
Village Clerk/Treasurer shall keep all 
records of the Utility District m the 
Town Hall or other officially desig­
nated place.

(2) The Village Board shall estab­
lish a Utility District Fund, which 
shall be used for collection of rev­

enues and payment of expenses relat­
ing to the Utility District. A separate 
accounting shall be maintained for 
the Utility District Fund by the Vil­
lage Treasurer.

(2) The Village Board shall cause 
an annual audit of the books of the 
Utility District to be made and shall 
make the books and records relating 
to the Utility District available for 
inspection during regular business 
hours.

(3) The Village may utilize the full 
authority provided in §66.0821, Wis. 
Stats, with respect to financing meth­
ods, service charges, and other mat­
ters therein dealt with and shall have 
all legal authonty permitted for mu 
nicipal utilities to impose reasonable 
charges for services.

(4) Storm Water Utility charges 
imposed on properties in the Utility 
District shall provide for a propor­
tionate distribution of administration, 
operation, maintenance, capital and 
replacement costs among user class­
es.

SECTION 05 STORM WATER 
CHARGES

(1) Purpose
There is hereby established a uni 

form system of Storm Water charges 
that shall apply to each and every lot 
or property within the Utility District. 
It shall be the policy to establish 
storm water charges in such amount 
in order to pay the following costs 
relating to the Utility District: 1) 
operation and maintenance (O & M); 
2) administrative; 3) contributions 
to a replacement and capital improve­
ment fund; and 4) debt service, in­
cluding debt retirement, debt service 
reserves and coverage requirements. 
The Board may establish and modify 
storm water utility charges as neces­
sary so as to assure that the charges 
generate adequate revenues to pay 
the costs of the storm water manage­
ment program and that costs are al­
located fairly and proportionately to 
all properties in the Utility District.

(2) Rates Set by Resolution
All storm water service charge 

rates shall be established from time 
to time by resolution of the Village 
Board and set forth in a Storm Water 
Service Charge Rate Table.

(3) Determination of Charges
(a) The Storm Water Charges shall 

consist of a service charge. The Vil­
lage may establish special fees, charg­
es or credits as deemed necessary to 
assure unifonn and proportionate al­
location of costs to all users.

(b) Service Charge. Each lot or 
property that is within the Utility Dis­
trict shall be subject to a storm wa­
ter service charge This charge shall 
recover operation, maintenance and 
capital costs of the Utility District. 
The charge to each property shall be 
based upon an assignment to the prop­
erty of a number of Equivalent Run­
off Units (LRU) The service charge 
for each property shall be equal to the 
product of the service charge rate in 
terms of dollars per ERU, and the as­
signed number of ERUs for the prop­
erty.

(c) Determination of ERUs. For 
purposes of imposing service charges, 
all properties within the Distnct shall 
be classified into the following three 
customer classifications: I) Single- 
Family Residential; 2) Multi-Family 
Residential; 3) Nonresidential; and
4) Vacant. The number of ERUs for 
each customer class shall be assigned 
as follows;

1 Single-Family Residential: All 
single-family residential proper­
ties shall be assigned LOO ERU per 
dwelling unit.

2 Multi-Family Residential: All 
multi-family residential proper­
ties shall be assigned 0.50 F.RU per 
dwelling unit.

shall determine the Impervious Area 
and Pervious Area of each nonresi- 
dential property based on the best 
available information, including, but 
not limited to data supplied by the

Village Assessor or Building Inspec­
tor, aerial photography, the property 
owner, tenant or developer, or actual 
on-site measurements. The total Per­
vious Area of the property shall be 
multiplied by 0.10 and added to the 
Impervious Area of the property to 
determine the Equivalent Impervious 
Area. The Equivalent Impervious 
Area shall be divided by the number 
of square feet per ERU as established 
by the Village Board and set forth in a 
Storm Water Service Charge Rate Ta­
ble detennine the number of ERUs to 
assign to the property. The number of 
ERUs per property shall be rounded 
to the nearest 0.50 ERlls

4 Vacant I .and: All vacant proper­
ties shall be assigned I 00 ERU per 
acre.

(d) New Construction. The con­
struction of new buildings will result 
in an increase in the number of ERUs 
for a property. For all properties sub­
ject to the service charge, the Village 
shall recalculate the ERUs upon com­
pletion of new construction

(4) Method of Payment of Charges
(a) Stormwater Service Charges. 

Storm water service charges shall be 
billed on quarterly basis and shall 
be payable to the Village Clerk/Trea­
surer. Statements for such charges 
shall become due and payable within 
20 days after the end of each penod. 
A penalty of 1.5% per month shall be 
added to all bills not paid by the date 
fixed for final payment.

(b) Billing. The property owner 
is held responsible for all storm wa­
ter charges on premises that he or 
she owns. All storm water bills and 
notices of any nature relative to the 
storm water management service will 
be addressed to the owner and/or oc­
cupant and delivered to the addressee 
by bulk mail.

(c) Failure to Receive Bill, No Pen 
alty Exemption Every reasonable 
care will be exercised in the proper 
delivery of storm water bills. Failure 
to receive a storm water bill, howev­
er, shall not relieve any person of the 
responsibility for payment of storm 
water charges within the presenbed 
period nor exempt any person from 
any penalty imposed for delinquency 
in the payment thereof.

(d) Delinquent Accounts.
1. Authority. The Village Board 

of the Village of Kewaskum adopts 
§66.0821(4)(d). Wis. Stats., by refer­
ence.

2. Procedure.
a. The UtiliU Director shall inform 

the Village Treasurer before October 
15 of each year of all lots or proper­
ties for which storm water charges 
are still owed for service supplied in 
the year preceding October 1.

b. On October 15 in each year, 
notice shall be given by the Village 
Treasurer to the owner or occupant of 
all lots or properties of real estate to 
which stomi water service has been 
furnished prior to October I and pay­

ment for which is owing and in ar­
rears at the time of giving such notice. 
Such notice shall be in writing and 
shall state the amount of such arrears, 
including any penalty assessed pursu­
ant to the rules of the Utility District; 
that unless the delinquent account 
is paid by November I thereafter, a 
penalty of 10% of the amount of such 
arrears will be added thereto; and that 
unless arrears, with any such added 
penalty, shall be paid by November 
15 thereafter, the same will be levied 
as a tax against the lot or property 
of real estate to which storm water 
service was furnished and for which 
payment is delinquent. Such notice 
may be served by delivery to either 
such owner or occupant personally or 
by letter addressed to such owner or 
occupant at the post office addresses 
of such lot or property of real estate. 
On November 16 the Village Treasur­
er shall certify and file with the Clerk 
a list of all lots or properties of real 
estate, giving the legal descriptions 
thereof, to the owners or occupants 
of which notice of arrears in payment 
were given as above specified and 
which arrears still remain unpaid, and 
stating the amount of such arrears to­
gether with the added penalty thereon 
as herein provided

3. Lien for delinquent. _£hai£e^ 
Each delinquent amount for storm 
water service, including penalty, shall 
thereupon become a lien upon the lot 
or property of real estate to which the 
storm water service was furnished 
and payment for which is delinquent, 
and the Village Clerk shall insert the 
same as a tax against such lot or prop­
erty of real estate. All proceedings in 
relation to the collection of general 
property taxes and to the return and 
sale of property for delinquent taxes 
shall apply to said delinquent tax if 
the same is not paid within the time 
required by law for payment of taxes 
upon real estate.

Rhoads stands tall on state

MADISON — By today’s 

standards, Scott Rhoads is kind 

of small, but after winning his 

second straight WIAA Division 

2 state wrestling title Saturday 

night, he is standing nearly 10 

feet tall, at least in the eyes of 
the state wrestling circles, his 

coaches, teammates and his 

classmates at Kewaskum High 

School.

By defeating Kendall Vogel 

of Pioneer Westfield 8-4, Rhoads 

made history, becoming the 

first Kewaskum High athlete to 

win back-to-back champion­

ships.

Eric Ogi also made the vic­

tory stand, finishing in fourth 

place for the second year in a 

row after losing a battle royal 

with a defending champion, 

Zac Cibula of Luxemburg-Cas- 
co, in the semis.

“He wrestled well ... did a 

nice job,” KHS coach Dennis 

Aupperle said about Rhoads, 

reporting the tide match at 145 

pounds was his right from the 

start. "Yeah, he got a takedown 

... actually lateraled him (Vogel) 

right to his back” but part of Vo­

gel’s body was off the mat, thus 

he only got the takedown.

"He was in control all the 

time," Aupperle went on. "He 

stayed in good position, and 

put pressure on him the whole 

match. He just kept being ag­

gressive ... there was no holding 

back. I think winning the sec­

ond one (title) was harder than 

the first” because the pressure 

was on him.

Aupperle said after his man 

got the takedown, Vogel got a 
reversal to tie the match, but 

Rhoads came right back with an 

escape for a 3-2 lead after the

first period.

Vogel had the choice for 

the second period and deferred 

to Rhoads, who took the down 

position and quickly escaped 

again, using a sit out to start the 

escape move.

Aupperle wasn't certain 

what happened in the next few 

minutes but said Rhoads “sealed 

the deal” with a takedown near 

the end of the third period.

“He’s very deserving. He’s 

worked very hard for this," 

Aupperle said, adding, "He’s 

put in a lot of extra time on his 

own.”

Rhoads finished the season 

at 40-1 and takes over the No. 1

spot in history with a 134 career 

wins. He finished with a glossy 

134-20 record.

In the quarterfinals, Rhoads 
wresded smart in posting an 11 - 

7 win over Jon Friar of Lancast­

er.

Ihanks to a couple beauti­

ful takedowns, Rhoads took a 6- 

1 lead after the first period, and 

rode Friar right down to the end 

of the second when there was a 

questionable reversal call, mak­

ing the score 6-3.

Plenty of fireworks were on 
the horizon. In the third period, 

Rhoads reversed Friar and put 

him on his back for an 11-3 ad­

vantage but gave up four points

near the end.

In the semis, it was Rhoads 

scoring five points to three for 

Trevin Hines of Ellsworth. With 

19 seconds left in the first pe­

riod, Rhoads used a double leg 

takedown for a 2-0 lead and 

stayed out front for a 5-3 deci­

sion.

After his two matches on 

Friday, Rhoads said being in 

good shape helped him a great 

deal. "That’s a big thing ... work­

ing harder during the season 

so that when you’re in a close 

match, you can pull ahead," he 

said.

Rhoads was strong on his 

feet and riding, but he did have 

a litde difficulty getting away 

from Hines. "He was a hard 

rider,” especially using his legs, 

Rhoads said. "He was really 

pressing on my back. That hurt 

a little bit.”

When asked if he felt he was 

ever in trouble, Rhoads said, 

"I panicked for a second once, 

then I got out of it."

As far as making history at 

KHS, Rhoads said, "I’d love to 

be the first one to make history 

at Kewaskum ... just the honor 

of it has been pushing me this 

season."

Ogi got past his first oppo­

nent, Jon Ames of Viroqua by a 

score of 3-0 in what was a very 

defensive battle. He took Ames 

down in the first period and got 
the other point, an escape, in 

the third.

The style wasn't one he fa­

vored, still Ogi advanced and 

was definitely fired up for his 

match against Cibula. A lot of 

people said this looked like the 

championship match at 140.

"He got caught in that 'ce­

ment mixer' ... take that away 

and he wins,” Aupperle said 

about Ogi, who lost 7-5 after 

Cibula scored four points on

the move with about 15 seconds 

to go in the first period.

Ogi drew within two points 

with a reversal in the second 

but he got too high riding in the 

third period, allowing Cibula to 

gain a reversal.

"I knew I had to be aggres­

sive to beat him," Ogi said. "It 

was that one move that killed 

me. He was waiting for me to 

shoot in on him so he could get 

the underhook.”

The near-fall Ogi gave up to 

Cibula might have been only the 

second he gave up all year, ac­

cording to Aupperle, who said, 

"He might have given up one at 

Oshkosh, if he did give up any.” 

"There are a lot of tough 

guys here," the KHS junior went 

on, indicating he would be striv­

ing for third place on Saturday 

because it would still be an im­

provement over his sophomore 

finish.

It wasn't to be, however, as 

Ogi was defeated 14-11 by Blaze 
Stephens of Barron to finish the 

year at 32-6.

“Eric got some nice take­

downs,” Aupperle said, indicat­

ing on one, he took Stephens to 

his back but off the mat, and on 

the second, in the middle of the 

mat, "He just couldn’t pin him.” 

Aupperle also said the of­

ficiating in the match was cer­

tainly not state caliber, noting 

Ogi got called twice for illegal 
scissors moves when, in fact, 

"He (Ogi) didn’t make it a pen­

alty. The other kid did."

"His goal was to get to the 

finals,” Aupperle said about Ogi, 
who will be aiming for a third 

trip next February, and since 

Cibula is only a sophomore, 

they could meet again.

"You’ll see them again next 

year," Aupperle predicted.

All in all, it was a great 

weekend for KHS wrestling!
