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Schmidt announces retirement R
as village administrator

Village president calls retirement
“significant event” in village history

KEWASKUM- After serving in
village government for 34 years,
the Village of Kewaskum'’s first vil-
lage administrator, Daniel Schmidt,
announced he would retire in
April of this year. Village President
Matt Heiser publicly announced
Schmidt’s retirement at the village
board meeting, Monday, March 6.

Schmidt started his service to
the Village in 1972 when he won a
seat on the Village Board. In 1979
he ran for Village President but lost
to Robert Danielson. He was later
re-appointed to Danielson’s seat on
the board that same year and served
until July of 1979. While a member
of the board he served on nearly ev-
ery comimittee.

Schmidt stated he felt two of his
most memorable achievements oc-
curred while he was a trustee on the
village board. He was a key player
in financing the remodeling of what
is now the municipal building, and
while chairing the park and recre-
ation committee, he oversaw the de-
velopment of what is now known as
the Kiwanis Park swimming pool.

The Village of Kewaskum cre-
ated the position of Village Admin-

istrator in July of 1979. The primary
function of that position was to as-
sist then village commissioner Wil-
liam Martin with grant-writing, en-
gineering work and to instruct the
board on various village issues. All
three, continue to be primary func-
tions of Schmidt's job today.

Schmidt was chosen from a pool
of 10 applicants and started on July
16, 1979. His starting salary was
$15,000.

When asked why he decided to
apply for the job, Schmidt stated, "1

enjoyed government service while
on the village board. I thought the
job would be very fulfilling”

He says through his almost 27
years, the job has been very en-
riching. Even with the roadblocks
and pitfalls that were not listed on
the job description he applied for,

Schmidt said it was his family who
got him through difficult periods on
the job

“Anyone who takes a job like this
has to have the support of their fam-
ily. I did, especially from my wife
(Phyllis). She is fantastic,” he stated.

Through the years, Schmidt has
represented the village on various
county and state committees. He
was also instrumental in organizing
the village's Centennial celebration
in 1995.

In a statement to the board read
at Monday's village board meeting
by Village President Matt Heiser,
Schmidt announced, “After much
deliberation, and family discussion,
I have decided to submit my letter
declaring my retirement effective
April 14. 1 am confident this deci-
sion is correct for the Village, myself
and my family.”

He went on to thank past village
boards, employees, village busi-
nesses and professional associates,
now friends, he has worked with. “I
believe we have accomplished wor-
thy goals, achieved the unexpected
at times, and have improved the
Village of Kewaskum's services and
quality of life,” he stated.

It was obvious both Schmidt,
and his wife, who was also in the
audience, were physically saddened
during the reading.

As the meeting closed, Village
President Matt Heiser stated, “His
(Schmidt’s) expertise will be hard to
replace. His passion for the village
will be impossible to replace.”

Details on finding Schmidt’s re-
placement will be released at the
March 20 village board meeting. The
village will receive assistance from
UW-0Oshkosh, according to Heiser.

“Words can not repay the debt
that the Village of Kewaskum owes
to Dan Schmidt. For decades he
has been the constant worker, the
stalwart citizen in the midst of the
often-chaotic storm that is local
politics. I never once saw Dan less
than 100% ready for any meeting or
any discussion. A humble man, Dan
would probably shun public senti
ment on his behalf, so 1 will simply
state this, Dan Schmidt has done his
job,” asserted past village president
John Kenworthy.

Schmidt is the village's second
longest serving citizen-employee.
Bill Martin, his predecessor, served
for 33 years before handing the
reigns over to Schmidt.

Schmidt stated, he, along with
his wife, will continue to operate
their art gallery, Art Central in the
village and may entertain other
business opportunities.

KEWASKUM- The Village
of Kewaskum is one step clos-
er to adding a new Citgo con
venience store and car wash,
as well as the renovation of the
former Hydraulic Gear manu-
facturing facility at Hwy H and
Fond du Lac Avenue now in
the Village. Board members
granted a conditional use
permit for Jim Thull of J-Stop
and approved an annexation
request for Kewaskum Green
and Gold LLC.

‘The Village Board opened
their March 6 meeting with

two public hearings one for
the conditional use permit
for Jim Thull and the other, an
ordinance to annex an over
two acre island of the Town
of Kewaskum for Green and
Gold LLC

After the public hearing
closed, board members ap
proved a conditional use per-
mit that allows Thull to con
struct and operate a fuel and
automobile service station, a
drive through facility attached
to a restaurant and car wash.
A full service McDonalds res-
taurant has also been pro-
posed for the site. Construc-
tion is anticipated to begin the
second week of April. J-Stop

will be located along USH 45.
Customers will enter the facil
ity off Badger Road in the Vil
lage’s tax incremental district
(TID).

Ihe board approved Ordi
nance 2006-03, which will an-
nex a little more than two and
a half acres of the former Hy-
draulic Gear factory, located
at 1010 Fond du Lac Avenue.
The developers say the entire
parcel will be divided into
two developments. The first of
those developments is remod
eling the current structure on
the property into a profession-
al commercial building. Zon-
ing was approved as B-2

Although she will never call
a play or run a practice, Cindy
Shaske is every bit as important
to the success of the Kewaskum
Gridiron football program as
the coaches are.

Shaske's title as a board
member doesn’t begin to de-
scribe what she does for the
club and will continue to do
at least until her younger son,
Eric, graduates from Kewaskum
High School.

“You can't say enough
about Cindy ... She's getting to
be the backbone of the club,
Jim “Jonesy” Korth said about
Shaske’s dedication.

Shaske is “a good spearhead
for anything new that comes up.
Cheerleading is a good exam-
ple,” Korth went on, explaining
she didn’t have any background
in cheerleading, but, “She dove
right in, and now we've got a
pretty successful little program
going.”

Shaske got started in Grid-
iron when she heard in 2000 the
club was in need of new board
members, and without them,
the program might not have
been able to continue.

“I knew what it (Gridiron)
did for my son,” Shaske said, re-
ferring to the fact he learned the
concept of teamwork, in addi-
tion to learning skills associated
with football.

There were several open-
ings that year. Three came for-
ward, and Shaske was elected.

et

This was the beginning of a
good association.

“I felt 1 could bring a few
things to the table,” Shaske said,
specifically the skills she uses
daily in her career at Cedar
Community in financial servic
es. She's worked at Cedar Com-
munity for 30 years and jokes
that she is “working toward a
private room there when I need
one.”

“I sort of assumed the cleri-
cal tasks (in Gridiron),” Shaske
said, indicating she is present
at all board meetings and sub
committee meetings to help
plan events like the Parents Day
and the banquet.

“I'm there just to guide the
group,” she said, indicating the
task is so large it needs the help
of many parents, parents to de-
sign programs and banners,
help in the concession stand,
handle crowd control and work
on the chains.

Last fall, there were nearly
500 people present for the year-
end banquet, nearly double the
amount that came to the event
in 1999 when the club spon-
sored just three teams, for sixth,
seventh and eighth graders.

Her older son Greg was on
the sixth grade team in 1999,
and later the club added a fifth
grade team and cheerleaders.
“The people who started this.
I can’t thank them enough’
Shaske said. “They bring some-
thing important to the youth of
Kewaskum ... nearly 200 kids.”

As if working, running a
home and Gridiron projects
don't fill up every waking hour,
Shaske occasionally helps with
the Booster Club and is active
in Kewaskum Cares About Kids,
a group that offers alcohol-free
alternative socials for teens.

“We've had a couple of teen
dances. At the last one, we had
about 60 kids," she said, prais
ing Linda Dymond for heading
this initiative.

“I just think everyone
should be involved in some-
thing in their community,
Shaske said.

Of course, none of this
would be possible without the
backing of Shaske's husband,
John. “My husband is support-
ive of my efforts,” she said, and
she said the coaches have to
have the same backing from
their spouses.

“No one seems to mention
all the time the coaches put
in (to Gridiron),” Shaske said,
and Korth turned right around
and complimented her by say-
ing, “Whether it's the banquet,
setting up Parents Day, getting
plaques.

Youth football club reaches ten year milestone

Gridiron Club announces
plans for 2006 season

While many of us may be
struggling with cabin fever
this time of year, and we anx-
iously await for the arrival of
spring, the Kewaskum Grid-
iron Club’s Board of Directors
eagerly awaits the start of their
tenth season of youth football
as members of the Wisconsin
All-American Youth Football
League in the fall of 2006. A good
part of the planning process has
already taken place including
an important event which will
occur this spring in preparation
several months prior to the ac-
tual season.

The Gridiron Club has set
aside Saturday, April lst for
their annual spring registration
which will take place from 10
a.m. to 2 p.m. at Hon-E-Kor Golf
& Country Club, located at 1141
Riverview Drive in Kewaskum.

This registration will in-
clude both football players and
cheerleaders.

Participation in the Grid-
iron Club is open to Kewaskum
School District youth who will
be entering the fifth through
eighth grades in the fall of 2006.
There are very strict residency
rules which apply as anyone
registering must live in the
Kewaskum School District. A
parent or guardian must ac-
company any child when regis-
tering and pay the participation
cost at that time.

The participation cost is
$135 for each player. For any
family having two or more play-
ers, the cost of the second play-
er is $100, and the cost for any
third or additional player is $75.
Ihe cheerleading cost is $50 for
each child.

In consideration for par-
ticipation, parents of all partici-
pants are required to perform
volunteer duties at home games
or other activities.

Practices begin in early Au-
gust on the high school/middle
[_

school grounds, Games take
place on Saturdays in Septem-
ber and October, with home
games held on the high school
athletic field and away games
taking the teams to several oth-
er communities.

The Kewaskum Gridiron
Club is a local, non profit, all-
volunteer organization dedi-
cated to teaching the funda-
mentals of full contact tackle
football to our area youth to
help prepare them for playing
at the high school level.

Letter to the Editor:

Believe it or not, we live in
a representative democracy.
We regularly elect officials to
represent our interests at all
levels of government from
the grassroots government at
town, village, city and county
levels, to our representatives
in Madison, and Washington,
D.C. As voters our responsi-
bility does not end on Elec-
tion Day. Each of us has the
responsibility to keep abreast
of what transpires at the vari-
ous levels of government, and
identify areas of concern or
misrepresentation to the re-
spective government official.

In the case of the Town of
Wayne, the elected officials
have for the most part, and
almost without fail, neglected
the desires of their constitu-
ents regarding land divisions
and rural residential growth.
On more than one occasion
residents from the Town of
Wayne were surveyed re-
garding their perceptions on
growth and development.
Not surprisingly, the consen-
sus indicated that residents
desired the slowing of resi-
dential growth, and directing
such growth in and around
the existing hamlets of Wayne
and Kohlsville. The same sur-
veys, found Town residents
expressing concern and dis-
satisfaction over the already,
numerous and scattered rural
residential developments.

In its latest feat and fol-
lowing a public hearing in
which a great deal of concern
was voiced by the citizens, the
Town Planning Commission
voted unanimously to rec-
ommend to the Town Board,
NOT to rezone a 155 acre tract
in the SW corner of the Town
of Wayne from agricultural to
residential. (Why the Plan-
ning Cominission gave con-
sideration to rezoning and the
proposed subdivision remains
a mystery as it is in direct con-
tradiction to expressed desires
of the residents and adopted
growth plan).

In a surprising turn-
around, less than 24 hours lat-
er, the Town Board disavowed
the recommendation of the
Planning Commission and
voted to rezone the tract to
residential again, a direct con-
tradiction of expressed desires
of its residents. Interesting to
note at this point, is that two
of the Planning Commission
members are also Town Board
members, the same members
who had the evening before
been part of a unanimous vote
to NOT recommend rezoning.
This certainly raises ques-
tions of ethics among others,
and certainly doesn’t pass the
“smell test”.

Moreover it is but one
of many examples regarding
land division and develop-
ment where the Town Board
has neglected the desires of
the residents.

As residents of the Town
of Wayne, we need to hold our
elected officials accountable.
Call them, write them, or show
up at their door and state your
concerns face-to-face. Let
them know that you will not
stand by idly as they decimate
the town.

Better yet, plan to attend
the Plan Commission meet-
ing, March 14, 2006, 7:30pm at
the Wayne Elementary School
and voice your concern. If our
elected local officials continue
to fail their constituents, then
it is time to make an immedi-
ate change and recall these in-
dividuals.

Residents of the Town of
Wayne - do you know what is
happening in your township?
At the last Planning Com-
mission meeting they turned
down a developers request to
change the zoning for agricul-
tural to residential.

homes.

At this meeting, neighbors
of this proposed subdivision
were in attendance. However,
the next night when the Town
Board met, they overrode the
Planning Commission’s rec-
ommendation and voted to
change the zoning from ag-

ricultural to residential. The
Land Use agreement was
breeched.

Because the neighbors

of this proposed subdivision
had heard there would not be
a subdivision as planned, they
did not attend the following
night’s Town Board meeting.

There are many negatives
to this plan including fire de-
partment protection, emer-
gency protection, and sheriff's
protection, all due to the fact
that these vehicles would have
to cross railroad tracks which
sometimes handle 30 trains
a day.

Redwing Photography is dream
come true for Backhaus

Janet Backhaus operates Redwing Photography and is

a freelance photographer for The Statesman as well as

other area newspapers

CAMPBELLSPORT Ja-
net Backhaus combines her
camera, computer, and magic
to produce one-of-a-kind pho-
tos. Backhaus doesn’t have a
magic wand. Her work is more
like an unwritten recipe with a
pinch of this, dash of that, and
a smidgen of the other untl
it's perfect.

Bringing a photo onto her
computer screen, Backhaus
said she couldn’t explain the
exact details she used to cre-
ate the chrome effect that
highlighted the muscles of an

area basketball player, nor is
she certain she could recreate
it in another photo; she just
keeps adding, subtracting and
changing techniques until
she's satisfied with the result.

Backhaus said the artistic
touches are, “my niche, my
forte.

Like taking a brush to a
canvas, using her computer
and a professional software
program, Backhaus creates
artistic one-of-a-kind original
photos that bring out details
others might not see. She's
at area sporting events, often
shooting alongside the ath-
letes’ parents; yet the parents

buy her unique photos, often
after seeing them on her Web
site at www.redwingphotogra-
phy.photoreflect.com

Backhaus is a self-taught
photographer who left her day
job in computer technology
for the hobby she loved.

“My husband (Perry)
bought me a Canon SLR (sin-
gle lens reflex 35 mm) camera
as a birthday present,” she ex-
plained. She had always been
taking snapshots and this
took her hobby up a notch.
Another year, on
Day, he presented her with a
similar camera, but in digital
format. Backed by her com-
puter knowledge and lots of
research, she opened Redwing
Photography.

She laughs that her studio
is in a bag and a box, and her
studio lights are due to arrive
any day now. She commutes
to her office a few steps from
her kitchen. For now, moslt
of her work is done “on loca-
tion,” like the 300 to 500 shots
she takes each week at high
school sporting events. She
said, “Now I go to games even
when my kids aren’t there.”

Other times she is on lo
cation in the Kettle Moraine,
shooting the ever-changing
nature along the trails. Or she
may be doing corporate shots,
adding lighting to windows,
tweaking the sky color, or tak
ing out distracting details.
Backhaus may use her com-
puter to create a photo mon-
tage or add text, add a border,
or create an abstract look,
e-mailing the final result to a
West Bend studio for printing.

Now she's booking wed-
dings and senior pictures,
family and day care photos,
confirmations and First Com-
munions.

St. John’s rolls over KHS boys in tourney opener

How good is the St. John's
Northwestern Military Acad-
emy basketball team and its
ace, Trevor Hughes, the 6-foot-1
guard who will attend Wiscon-
sin on a basketball scholarship
next year?

years.

KHS coach Glenn Eichstedt
said the dunk was set up when
Hughes took the ball away from
Austin Flanders and went to
the basket uncontested, giving
the Lancers a 9-0 lead. He later
added a second dunk, accord-
ing to Eichstedt.

In his scouting report, Eich-
stedt told his players Hughes is
“strong, quick,” loves to pen-
etrate also “will shoot from 30-
35 feet,” and is a "great passer
down the floor.”

Hughes wound up with
14 points, and he got plenty
of scoring help from Marcus
Melvin and Keith Murray, who
contributed 14 and 12 points,

respectively.

“For the most part, we had
executed our half-court defense
very effectively,” Eichstedt said.
