Youth wrestling club has been 
formed in community

KEWASKUM- Ihe wheels began 
turning several months ago, and now 
the Kewaskum Indians Wrestling Club 
is moving ahead at full speed and will 
be ready in fall to promote the sport 
and train young boys and girls to be­
come proficient in it.

"We just kind of met and moved 
on from there," Dennis Aupperle, the 
head wrestling coach at Kewaskum 
High School and one of the originators 
of the club, said recently. He recalled 
how Jim Otten and Stan Maertz, two 
parents in the community who have 
been active in the West Bend Wres­
tling Club, approached him about the 
possibility of having club wrestling in 
Kewaskum.

The night the Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference Tournament concluded 
at KHS, Aupperle was understand­
ably exhausted but Otten and Maertz 
didn't want to put off making plans 
for the new club. “Jim Otten said, 
‘Hey, let’s get this going,"’ Aupperle 
recalled about their first meeting to­
gether. "They (Otten and Maertz) are 
very interested and very willing to go 
the extra miles to make this work.”

After several planning sessions, 
the men and others showing interest 
went ahead and selected officers for 
the first year. Joel Dziedzic, a four­
time state place winner at KHS who 
served as a volunteer assistant on 
the high school team this past year, 
was voted president of the club, while 
Dennis was selected as vice president. 
Jolene Aupperle, Dennis' wife, is sec­
retary, and Wendi Dreher will be the 
club's treasurer.

Otten has taken the role as events 
manager, according to Aupperle, who 
said, "It took off real well," to the point 
businesses and individuals are mak­
ing donations to help the club get off 
to a good start. Among those support­
ing KIWC are PI Magoo’s, LK Heating, 
Kettle Moraine Appliance, Mid City 
Motor Sports, Hair on Main, and Dr. 
Stephen Van Ess.

Bobby Castro, a former standout 
on the KHS wresding team and now a 
computer programmer, has designed

a web page for the club. “He lives in 
Whitefish Bay... he was a lot of help,” 
Aupperle said, indicating practices 
will begin in fall and be held probably 
on Mondays and Wednesdays in the 
KHS auxiliary gym. Coaches will in­
clude Aupperle, Dziedzic, who wres­
tled for UW-Oshkosh and also helped 
coach at the college, Otten and others 
who wish to volunteer.

"We will be having a free kickoff 
clinic the Sunday before deer hunt­
ing season,” Aupperle said, reporting 
the current UW-Oshkosh coach, Mike 
DeRoehn, will direct the clinic.

Officials, board members and in 
terested parents continue to meet pe­
riodically, and more specifics will be 
disclosed as they become available. 
"As far as the timing goes, I think it is 
a good time. We have had a few years 
here where kids have done very well

for themselves, and people see that 
so I think it can only help," Aupperle 
said. "Everything seems to be heading 
in the right direction.”

WAUPUN- A Kewaskum family is 
mourning the loss of their son, broth­
er and friend after a tragic crash with 
a train took die life of the 24-year-old 
man shortly before midnight Tues­
day, May 9, 2006. The community 
fondly remembers Mike Farchione for 
his wrestling career while attending 
Kewaskum I Iigh School.

The Dodge County Sheriff’s De­
partment received a call from a pass­
ing motorist about vehicle parts scat­
tered around US Highway 151 near 
the Highway 26 rail crossing. Authori­
ties say that Farchione struck one of 
the 34 cars of a Wisconsin and South­
ern train when he failed to stop for a 
signal.

The two northbound lanes of 
US Highway 151 were closed while 
a Crash Investigation Team recon­
structed the crash. Authorities felt 
dense fog played a role in the acci­
dent. Ihey continue to investigate the 
crash.

Farchione was Dodge County’s 
fifth traffic death of the year. A com­

Town of Scott supervisors extinquish town ‘fires’

TOWN OF SCOTT- A number of 
challenges faced the Scott Town board 
at its May meeting. From a rezoning 
request to denying a request to clean 
up a gravel pit owned by a town resi­
dent.

Kenneth and Margie Strack made 
a re-zoning request for 18.74 acres 
of their 40 acre parcel on Lone Pine 
Road. The Stracks would like to sell 
a portion of the property. The land is 
currendy zoned A-l, and they would 
like to change that to A-5.

The A-5 zoning would allow a 
house to be built on the property. The 
A-1 zoning requires 35 acres for build­
ing any structure. It was noted the pro­
spective buyer has plans for a house 
and small barn for horses.

Strack pleaded his case, noting the 
number of Town of Scott farmers that 
are going out of business. He contin­
ued saying, the zoning change would 
allow him to sell that property and the 
proceeds would help him to update 
his farm equipment and continue his

operadon.
Newly elected Supervisor Cheryl 

Scholz moved to deny Strack's request. 
She contended that the land may be 
marginal but the types of soil are farm 
able. Her motion did not receive a sec­
ond. A second motion to approve the 
zoning change won the support of the 
supervisors. Voting against the rezon 
ing was Scholz and Chairman Steve 
Jung.

Claims for damages to a John 
Deere Gator caused by contact with 
the town’s snowplow on December 
17,2005 have not been settled. Acting 
upon advice of the town's attorney, the 
town has offered to pay $700 to Russ 
Kempf who was operating the machin­
ery at the time of the accident.

Damages were assessed at 
$1,087.19. A Sheboygan County Sher­
iff’s department report indicated that 
Kempf was 30% at fault, so he asked for 
a $ 761.03 settlement and refused to 
accept the town's offer. Ihe board took 
no further action.

The board reviewed a 1986 agree­
ment for town use and closure of a 
gravel pit owned by John Schulte. The 
agreement gave the town permission

to extract 5,000 yards of gravel for road 
work and once completed, to replace 
the pit with top soil.

Ihe town is claiming tiiat other 
individuals have continued to remove 
gravel and at times stored gravel and 
other material on the site. Ihe board 
agreed to follow advice of legal counsel 
and to do nothing at this time except to 
deny Schulte's request for the town to 
restore the pit.

The board voted 4-1 with Supervi­
sor Kenneth Willkomm voting no.

The members of the Batavia Fire 
Department and 1st Responders were 
questioned about the progress be­
ing made on obtaining an ISO rating. 
The yearly ratings are compiled by 
Insurance Services Office Inc., which 
assesses risk factors that could poten 
tially lower or raise insurance costs for 
homes and businesses.

The town board suggested that if 
a rating is not obtained, they may not 
renew the Batavia Fire Department's 
contract for fire protection. Fire Chief 
Dennis Schulz said that the depart­
ment is in the process and should be 
applying for the rating by late sum­
mer.

Another firefighter explained that 
170 hours are spent on training and 
many hours of maintenance on the ag­
ing fire equipment. The ISO rating is 
not being neglected, but there are only 
so many hours per week to work at the 
fire department. No further action was 
taken.

Town Clerk, BJ Richter noted diat 
the town of Scott is seeking an individ­
ual to represent the town on the Lakev 
iew Community Library Board. Meet­
ings are held once a month. Anyone 
interested in this position is to contact 
Richter at 262-692-9834.

Bids for road maintenance were 
received from Northeast Asphalt and 
Scott Construction along with a pro 
posal from Sheboygan County High­
way Department. A meeting is sched­
uled for 7:00 p.m. on May 22 to award 
the contracts.

A Sanitary Commission meet­
ing scheduled followed the contract 
awards meeting on May 22nd. Favor­
able action was taken on a contract 
for seal coating of the parking lot at 
the Scott Community Center and 
area around three town buildings on 
Boltonville Road.

Recently, the Washington 
County Board voted to keep 
the 1/2-penny county sales tax 
to help offset the cost of coun­
ty projects such as additions 
to the courthouse, jail, retire­
ment home, expansion of the 
county parks, and purchase of 
development rights (PDRs) to 
preserve land that will not be 
taken off the tax rolls.

The tax had a sunset clause 
to end in 2007. 1 was adamant 
about having this tax extension 
brought forward on a county- 
wide referendum for voters to 
have their say, not just the 30 
county supervisors. 1 specifi­
cally stated in a past letter to 
the editor, "If the county has 
“projects" they want to do, 
then tell us up front what the 
projects are and how much it 
is going to cost. Then ask us 
to vote on it. Don’t just tax us 
and then figure out what to do 
with the extra money, because 
if you want to believe it or not, 
it is our money."

After talking with several 
very knowledgeable supervi­
sors, they convinced me the 
tax was for the good of the 
community as a whole. Some 
supervisors and the county 
administrator did present me 
with a list of specific projects 
and approximate costs the 
county was going to work on 
with this money for the next 
few years. I was also informed 
the county had the right to tax 
the Washington County resi­
dents the 1/2-penny because 
the state says they can.

After seeing the entire 
scheduled projects, the cost of 
said projects, and the impact 
they will have on our county 
citizens, I felt the tax is some­
thing I could live with until the 
identified projects were com-

pleted around 2010 and the 
tax would once again come to 
a sunset.

Now, after a switch in 
leadership at the county level, 
I read that the portion of the 
tax that is earmarked for the 
PDRs is in jeopardy. This is 
not right

The county supervi­
sors passed a resolution that 
Chairman Sackett had an op­
portunity to vote on when he 
was a supervisor. Now that he 
is in the top leadership role, 
he does not get another crack 
at the bat because he does not 
like a specific project.

The county residents were 
told what projects the tax 
money was going to be used 
for. The supervisors told the 
voters this at county and local 
meetings along with several 
newspaper stories so the issue 
of a possible referendum to 
continue the tax was dropped.

Community members 
are now asked to give ten rea­
sons to keep the PDRs and ten 
reasons to drop it. I am truly 
disheartened by the sidestep­
ping on this issue by Chair­
man Sackett. He accepted this 
position knowing what the 
money was earmarked for and 
how it was sold to the voters. If 
he wants the resolution over­
turned then he should use the 
correct process and introduce 
a new resolution. I would sug­
gest it be to put the I/2-penny 
tax increase in front of the vot­
ers via a referendum.

I may not give you ten rea­
sons to keep the current plan 
in place, but I have a few you 
should think about:

1. The initial resolution 
passes with specific projects 
identified.

2. PDRs were a specific 
project identified as a reason 
to keep the tax.

3. If the list of projects 
change, then the issue about 
the tax should be brought to 
the voters in a referendum 
(This would be a courageous 
move for the new leadership.)

4. Current taxes ear­
marked for PDRs are truly 
only seed money to get this 
program off the ground. With 
every possible tax dollar spent 
towards this project, up to $3 
can be obtained from other 
grants. (I wish I could find a 
return of 3 to 1 on my personal 
money.)

5. The land put into the 
PDRs remains on the tax role. 
It is bought and sold like all 
other property. It will however 
stay green, no building! (Given 
I believe strongly in personal 
property rights, PDRs are a 
good way for some of our resi­
dents to avoid the temptations 
of $15,000 an acre by develop­
ers and give land owner an 
alternative to selling off their 
land.)

If the county supervi­
sors want to go back on their 
word about PDRs and the list 
of projects, then go all the 
way and put the 1/2 -penny 
sales tax on a referendum so 
the voters have their say. This 
way, county leadership can be 
truly accountable for the list 
of "projects” because all proj­
ects will need prior approval 
of the voters and one person 
would not be able to change 
the “projects” at whim.

Do what you told us you 
were going to do, pay for ad­
ditions to the courthouse, jail, 
retirement home, expansion 
of the county parks, and initi­
ate purchase of development 
rights fund, with the 1/2-penny 
county sales tax or let the tax­
payers decide what to do with 
the money with a county ref­
erendum.

Washington County tax information now 
available on county website

Washington County Trea­
surer, lanice Gettelman, as 
part of her commitment to 
provide the citizens of Wash­
ington County efficient and 
convenient services, is pleased 
to announce the update of in­
formation available on her 
web page. "Please take a look 
at your leisure!” Gettelman re­
quested.

Already available on the 
County's Web Site under Land 
& Property Information you 
can go online and look for 
property values, tax amounts, 
check to see that your taxes 
have been paid and the date 
paid and also see how a prop­
erty is assessed, such as, resi­
dential, agricultural or com­
mercial.

This information is very 
useful if you are shopping for a 
new home. For the taxpayer’s 
protection, it would be a good 
way to track tax payments to 
make sure that tbe payments 
were not lost in the mail and 
have been applied to the cor­
rect parcel.

In addition,users can print 
a 2006 Lottery Credit Claim 
Form from the County Trea­
surer's Department Web Page 
link, and fill it in and send it to 
the Washington County Trea­
surer's office to sign up for the 
Lottery Credit.

If you built a new house in 
2005 and you moved in and it 
was your primary residence as 
of January 1, 2006, you need 
to sign up for the 2006 Lottery 
Credit. The qualifications are 
noted on the County Treasur­
er’s Department Web Page. It 
must be your Primary Resi­
dence on January 1 to qualify.

Users can also check to 
see if you actually received the 
Lottery Credit on your 2005 tax 
bill. If you missed it, you can 
still apply to the Department 
of Revenue by simply sending 
the Late Claim Form for 2005 
along with a copy of your 2005 
Tax Bill. You will receive a

check in the mail directly from 
the Department of Revenue.

Information regarding 
the Agricultural Use-Value 
Change Penalty is also found 
on the County Treasurer’s De­
partment Web Page. This in­
formation affects the farming 
community and any land that 
is assessed agricultural where 
the owner plans to change the 
"use” of the land from agricul­
tural to residential, commer­
cial or manufacturing.

There is extensive infor­
mation on the County Trea­
surer's Department Web page 
which explains what this is 
all about, the change penalty 
rates per acre, how to estimate 
what the penalty amount will 
be, and tbe frequently asked 
questions. If you are planning 
to change the USE of your 
land, please take a look at this 
information.

Finally, Washington 
County has added a link to the 
Wisconsin County Treasurers 
Association web site for pay­
ing property taxes on line with 
a credit card or an electronic 
check payment.The web ad­
dress is: www.witreasurers.

org.
If you own property in 

Washington County or almost 
any other County in the State 
of Wisconsin, you can now 
pay property taxes from the 
comfort of your home online 
or through the phone IVR sys­
tem.

In almost all the coun­
ties you will need to know 
your parcel number and the 
amount due. "Hopefully, it 
will be a little less painful and 
a lot more convenient to pay 
property taxes.” Gettelman 
said. There will be a nominal 
fee for this automated service 
to be paid by the user of the 
service.

Because.

Remember how much you 

hated that word? You’d ask 

your parents why you couldn’t 

eat dessert first / go outside in 

your stocking feet / wear your 

swimsuit to school and they'd 

give you that word as an an­

swer.

Usually followed up by the 

other three words you hated: 

“I said so."

Every kid pushes limits 

and questions rules, hut they 

still know they're loved.

Most of them do, anyhow. 

Author Rita Williams would’ve 

settled for knowing she was 

at least liked, and in her new 

memoir “If the Creek Don’t 

Rise" you’ll meet the reason 

why she wondered.

Like many four-year- 

olds, Rita Williams enjoyed 

sleepovers. Still, no one can 

remember why Rita was stay­

ing with her aunt on the night 

that carbon monoxide crept 

into the room of a Denver 

boarding house and claimed 

the life of her mother. At age 

four, Rita was motherless, 

and Rita’s aunt Daisy now 

had “someone else’s child to 

raise”

Years before, Daisy had 

married Mr. Anderson, a pros­

perous Civil War soldier who 

had once been a slave. When 

the two were wed, Mr. Ander­

son owned a ranch in Nebras­

ka and enjoyed a rather gen­

teel life. Over the years and 

possibly without his knowl­

edge, his young wife sold their 

assets - an acre here, three 

acres there - until there was 

nothing left.

And now Mr. Anderson

was gone. Daisy was the last 

surviving African American 

widow of a Union soldier.

To say that she was no- 

nonsense was to put it mild­

ly. Life wasn't easy for Daisy; 

having food on the table was 

a struggle, money was tight, 

and clothing often came sec­

ond-hand or from a dumpster. 

Even so, Daisy took her sister’s 

daughter in and set out to 

"make something of her"

For many years, Rita Wil­

liams wondered if she was 

loved. Daisy was brutal more

than affectionate. Smiles were 

infrequent; switchings were 

common; and laughter, nearly 

non-existent. And then Wil­

liams began to notice the sac­

rifices Daisy made, the lessons 

paid-for with house-cleaning 

services, the small awkward 

gifts. But did Daisy love her 

niece, or was Rita’s presence 

merely tolerated?

Wherever she is, Daisy has 

reason to be proud. "If Ihe 

Creek Don’t Rise" is a lushly 

harsh and brutally beautiful 

book and author Rita Williams 

has a voice that makes you feel 

comfortable, like you’re sitting 

on the sofa next to her.

My only complaint - and 

this is a big one - is that the 

ending of the book simply 

isn’t there. It’s as if Williams' 

printer ran out of ink or her 

fingers ran out of steam. The 

wrap-up is so abrupt that I 

kept looking behind the dust 

jacket to see if somebody hid 

some pages. While I never ex­

pected a "happily ever after” 

sappy ending, I sure wanted a 

whole lot more than an unful- 

filling two-paragraph finale.

For many of us, especially 

young people, summer means 

hopping on your bike and go­

ing for a ride. Unfortunately for 

approximately 500,000 people 

each year, it is a ride that ends 

in an emergency department.

In fact, more children ages 

5 to 14 visit U.S. hospital emer­
gency departments for injuries 

associated with bicycles than 

any other sport. The American 
College of Emergency Physi­

cians (ACEP) is urging every­

one who rides a bicycle to wear 

a protective helmet and ride in 

a safe manner.

"Ihe use of helmets is the 

single most effective way to re­

duce head injuries and fatalities 
resulting from bicycle crashes,” 

said Dr. Rick Blum, President of 

ACEP. "If everyone who rides a 

bike this summer would first put 

on a helmet, there would be far 

fewer bike riders in emergency 
departments with serious inju­

ries."

Universal bicycle helmet 

use by children ages 4 to 15 

would prevent between 135 

and 155 deaths each year, plus 

39,000 and 45,000 head injuries 

and 18,000 to 55,000 scalp and 

facial injuries, according to the 

National SAFE KIDS Campaign. 
However, there is no federal law 

requiring children to wear bi­

cycle helmets, and as of Febru­

ary this year, only 20 states and 

the District of Columbia had 
helmet laws applying to young 

bicyclists.

Dr. Blum and ACEP suggest 
you keep the following safety 

advice in mind as you head out 

on your biking adventures this 

year:

Make sure your helmet fits 

properly.

Obey traffic signs and sig­

nals.

Never ride against the flow 

of traffic.
Use proper hand signals.

Never carry another person 

on your bike.

Never ride with head­

phones.

Make sure your bicycle is 

well-maintained and is the cor­

rect size for the rider.

Dr. Blum says the best ad­

vice regarding bicycle safety is 

to use common sense. "Many 

of the people, of all ages, that 
I’ve treated in the emergency 

department over the years for 

injuries sustained from a bike 

crash told me they were doing 

something they knew wasn’t 

the right thing to do." "And once 

they are treated in the emergen­

cy department, they vow never 

to do it again."

Scooter and 

Skateboard Safety

As scooters and skateboards 

gain popularity, so do the num­

ber of injuries related to dieir 

use. In 2000, as non-motor- 

ized scooters literally took off, 

the Consumer Product Safety 

Commission estimated more 

than 40,000 emergency room 

visits were due to scooter inju­

ries. Ihe CPSC estimates more 

dian 10,000 emergency room 

visits were the result of injures 

due to motorized scooters in 

2003-2004. Two-thirds of those 

injured using motorized scoot­

ers were under 15 years of age. 

ACEP urges parents to carefully 

monitor children using scooters 

and skateboards and to always 

have your children wear pads 

protecting their elbows, wrists 

and knees.
“Kids don't typically ride 

as fast on scooters and skate­

boards as they do on bicycles," 

says Dr. Blum "but falling on 

unprotected elbows and knees 

causes a lot of injures.” "One 

key way to reduce these inju­

ries is to wear pads and ride on 

smooth surfaces.”
