DISPOSING OF LATEX AND 

OIL-BASED PAINT

GENERAL INFORMATION

Paint stays in good condition for a long time; Oil-based paint for up to 15 years and latex paint for 10 years. As a general 
rule, paint that mixes smoothly when stirred can still be used. If latex paint has been frozen, brush it on a newspaper. 
If there are no lumps, it hasn’t been damaged and can be used.

Disposal of leftover paint through a household hazardous waste program is expensive.

The best thing to do with usable paint is to use it up! If you can’t use your leftover paint, give it to someone who can. 
Give your paint to:

* friends and neighbors
* recreation departments
* park departments
* theater groups
* housing assistance organizations 

Latex Paint and Mercury

Some latex paint contains mercury, a toxic metal. New federal regulations prohibit the use of mercury in interior latex 
paint manufactured after August 20, 1990. Be sure to use proper ventilation when applying paint indoors. Use outdoor 
paints for outdoor use only!

Disposal: When you can't use it up

Proper disposal depends on Whether the paint is latex or oil-based. Oil-based paint contains solvents, container labels 
state “combustible,” and the instructions on the can recommend cleanup with mineral spirits or other solvents. Latex 
paint contains water and the instructions recommend cleanup w ith water.

Disposal: Oil-Based Paint

The fumes from oil-based paint are a health and fire hazard. Large amounts of oil-based paint should not be disposed 
of at home.

Disposal: Latex and Small Amounts of Oil-Based Paint

Dry out latex paint and small quantities of oil-based paint according to the following directions:

Step 1 Find an outside work area away from children, pets and rain. Locked screen porches and storage sheds work 
well. Because oil-based paint contains solvents and some latex paint contains mercury, it’s important to dry out paint 
outdoors in a safe place.

Step 2 Dry it out! Choose one of the drying methods described later on in this notice. Paint will take between several 
days and several months to dry - it depends on the type and quantity of paint that you have.

Step 3 Throw the dried paint, cans and other materials in the trash. Leave the lids off paint cans so trash collectors will 
see the paint is dry and accept them.

PAINT DRYING TECHNIQUES

For Small amounts (Oil-based and Latex):
Remove the lid and let the paint dry in the can. Stir the paint occasionally to speed drying. Or, brush paint in layers on 
newspaper or cardboard.

For larger amounts of latex:
Pour one-inch layers of paint into a cardboard box lined with plastic. Allow paint to dry one layer at a time -thin layers 
will speed up the drying process. Or, mix paint with cat litter, sawdust or sand in a cardboard box lined with plastic 
and let it dry.

For latex paint that has separated:
Pour the clear liquid on top into a cardboard box lined with plastic. Mix the liquid with an equal amount of 
cat litter or other absorbent and let it dry. Let the leftover paint in the bottom of the can dry out, using one 
of the above techniques.

4. A Legislative Council 
Study Committee to review af­
firmative action as practiced 
by the University and other 
state and local governmental 
entities focusing on admis­
sions, hiring practices, and 
requirements for contracted 
work.

Grothman is calling for 
the Wisconsin State Senate to 
fight the future nomination of 
any candidate to the Board of 
Regents who would support 
such an outrageous and divi­
sive plan.

Kriewaldt says, “The 
State of Wisconsin is promot­
ing healthy activities for all 
the students in the state.

Sick 
of Hate

"I'm so sick of all the hatred. It's time for us to draw a line in 
the sand.”

That’s Ed Thompson talking about the gay marriage con­
stitutional amendment that will appear on Wisconsin’s No­
vember ballot. He drew 185,000 votes in 2002 as the Libertar­
ian candidate for governor, and his appeal is strong in rural, 
small-town Wisconsin.

Marriage in Wisconsin is defined in state law as being 
between a “husband’’ and "wife." The amendment, passed by 
two consecutive sessions of the Republican-controlled Legis­
lature, would define marriage as being between a man and a 
woman.

“It's just a ploy to get out the far-right vote,” Thompson 
said in an interview. “I’m going to speak out about it every 
chance I get. Enough of this nonsense!”

Thompson electrified the Libertarian convention this 
spring with sharp criticism of the proposed constitutional 
amendment. The Legislature is trying to "pass laws of preju­
dice against people. If you can accept that, you’re not a Liber­
tarian. You’re not even an American. You're a bigot.”

He describes the amendment as an “evil thing" that “so 
incredibly wrong" that it amounts to “lunacy.”

How does the public react to that sort of tough talk from a 
small-town restaurant and bar owner? "Ninety percent of the 
reaction has been favorable," he said.

Republican gubernatorial candidate Mark Green stopped 
by Thompson's Tomah restaurant to solicit Thompson’s en­
dorsement. Thompson has said he can't support Green be­
cause he supports passage of the proposed amendment.

Thompson said the reaction could mean that Wisconsin 
will be the first state to reject a divisive anti-gay ballot mea­
sure. “I'm so sick of being manipulated. I think other people 
feel the same way. No one wants to get involved, but we're 
more intelligent than that.”

Thompson, whose brother Tommy was governor for 14 
years, said the Legislature should focus on serious problems, 
such as soaring medical costs, rather than trying to stir up ha­
tred.

Attention Citizens of
the Town of Wayne!

Like many of us, I have 
not attended monthly Town 
of Wayne board meetings on 
a regular basis. I have numer­
ous other commitments and 
interests, and sometimes I am 
just plain lazy. But since at­
tending several meetings re­
cently, I have become aware 
of conditions that cause me 
great concern.

It had always been my 
assumption that town offi­
cials, elected by the people, 
worked tirelessly to represent 
the wishes of the citizens of 
the town. Perhaps they do 
work hard and attend count­
less meetings, but the moti­
vation does not appear to be 
to represent the wishes of the 
majority of the citizens in the 
town. Despite a large turnout 
of about 100 people in a re­
cent meeting, most of whom 
wish to limit subdivisions in 
the Town of Wayne, the town 
board continues to ignore 
these wishes and approve 
every subdivision that is pro­
posed by developers. There 
are minimal, token objections 
and restrictions, but it is all 
just a facade to appease those 
citizens who vehemently op­
pose the subdivisions.

Citizens in attendance at 
these meetings have a period,

usually in the beginning of 
the meeting, to express their 
concerns. If those concerns 
are not what the board wants 
to hear, citizens are cut off, 
midway in their presentation. 
Granted, the chairman has the 
right to limit lengthy presenta­
tions, but isn't the board there 
to receive input and opinions 
to make better decisions for 
the good of the people? These 
decisions affect all of us.

During one particular 
meeting, a citizen was cut off 
after two minutes, and no oth­
er comments were allowed. 
However, later, other people 
were allowed to talk even 
though they weren't sched­
uled to comment. If the board 
is not representing the people 
who elected them, what is 
their agenda? Do they have 
their own personal motives? 
Do some of them have much 
to gain by approving random 
subdivisions? I believe they 
do.

It was very obvious to me, 
at the last meeting I attended, 
that the developer had men­
tioned the word "lawyer." I 
could see, in the body lan­
guage of the board, that they 
were tiptoeing around the is­
sues so as not to offend the 
developer who appears to 
have threatened a lawsuit. The 
board always "runs scared" 
and backs down when a law­
yer is mentioned. They don’t 
have the courage to stand up 
for what they know is right. 
The developer was sitting in 
the back of the room giggling. 
While I may be misinterpret­
ing his motives, there did not 
appear to be any levity in the 
situation as I saw it.

Town of Wayne citizens, I 
am not going to guarantee that 
your concerns will be heard at

any town meeting, but per­
haps you should attend. You 
will witness firsthand what 
our officials are doing in our 
once beautiful town.

The weekend of lune 3rd 

and 4th is Wisconsin Free 
Fishing weekend when folks 
can fish without a fishing li­
cense. It's the perfect oppor­
tunity to visit the Northern 
Unit of the Kettle Moraine 
State Forest with its twelve 
beautiful lakes just enticing 
anglers to come drop their 
lines.

If all those lakes are not 
enough enticement, there are 
also two trout streams and 
the headwaters of the East 
Branch of the Milwaukee Riv­
er flowing through the forest. 
From the cool depths, a crafty 
angler may lure in any num­
ber of fish species includ­
ing bluegills, crappie, perch, 
northern pike, walleye, large- 
mouth bass, smallmouth bass 
or an occasional bullhead.

Public boat access is avail­
able on most of the forest’s 
lakes, but not all the lakes al­
low motorized boats or have 
shallow launches. Before you 
head out, please make sure of 
the each lake’s special boat­
ing and fishing regulations. 
If you don’t own a boat, don't 
fret. You can rent canoes 
and row boats from Parkview 
General Store located on Hwy

GGG near Mauthe Lake. They 
keep boats at several lake 
launches so you don’t even 
need to trailer them. To make 
your reservations, call 262- 
626-8287.

If keeping your feet on sol­
id ground is more your style, 
there are plenty of locations to 
fish from shore. Mauthe Lake 
and Long Lake Recreation 
Areas both provide handi­
cap accessible fishing piers. 
At Mauthe I.ake you can also 
fish from die spill-way dam 
on the south end of the lake. 
All offer excellent angling op­
portunities.

You are at Mauthe Lake 
and it’s a perfect fishing day, 
but you forgot your fishing 
gear. (Shucks!) Or have your 
grandchildren been begging 
you to go fishing, but you 
don't have enough gear for 
everyone. We got you cov­
ered. Come borrow the rod 
and reels and basic tackle you 
need from the Tackle Loaner 
sites located at the Mauthe 
Lake and Long Lake Entrance

All electric vehicle is turning

KEWASKUM Roger Neu­
mann of Kewaskum is proba­
bly the only guy in Kewaskum 
who lets out a little smile every 
time he sees rising gas prices.

Myers Motors' No more Gas

Neumann says he was 
searching for an electric mo­
torcycle to use for his daily 
commute to Richfield where 
he is a bus driver for Riteway 
Bus. "I started searching the 
Internet looking and came 
across Myer’s website. The 
more I found out, the more I 
wanted one,” he said. He par­
ticularly enjoyed the idea of 
the NmG vehicle because it 
was fully enclosed making 
early morning drives in the 
spring and fall more pleasant 
then your average gas pow­
ered motorcycle.

TheNmGvehicleisconsid-

had to do a little checking but 
eventually came through and 
issued Neumann a policy on 
the vehicle.

His drive to Richfield usu­
ally used a gallon of gas every 
day. Neumann's drive now 
costs him about 60<t a day in 
electricity compared to a $3 
gallon of gas. Myers Motors 
calculates that a driver paying 
11 cents per kilowatt will pay 
about 55 cents for the "fill up” 
that powers the NmG about 
30 miles. The oil-free, pollu­
tion-free NmG can be fully 
recharged in six to eight hours 
using a 110-volt outlet and less 
than half that time using a 220- 
volt outlet.

standing acceleration. It can 
reach speeds of 70 mph. A 
unique driving experience is 
gained through the NmG’s low 
center of gravity and its power 
being delivered via the single 
rear wheel. "I’ve had no prob­
lems keeping up with traffic 
on Highway 45,” stated Neu­
mann.

“The NmG fits the way 
Americans use their cars," said 
Dana Myers, president of My­
ers Motors. “Research shows 
that 87 percent of all com­
mutes are less than 20 miles 
and 93 percent of those com­
mutes are with one person 
only in the vehicle.” Also, buy­
ing an electric vehicle encour­
ages forward-thinking tech­
nologies and using electric 
powered vehicles can reduce 
our country’s dependence on 
offshore oil and alleviate the 
problems associated with that

dependence, according to My­
ers.

The NmG is priced at 
$24,900, and comes in an as­
sortment of eye-grabbing ex­
terior colors. The vehicle is 
manufactured in a small plant 
in Tallmadge, Ohio near Ak­
ron. Myers Motors devoted 
more than a year enhancing 
key components of a ground­
breaking electric vehicle to 
create the NmG.

Neumann says he’s met 
a number of new people by 
driving around. Anywhere he 
parks the vehicle, people stop 
and ask questions. "I have no 
regrets. I’m quite impressed 
by how quiet the vehicle is," he 
says.

FARMINGTON- From 
January until March every 
other year at Farmington El­
ementary School (FES), an 
amazing tropical transforma­
tion occurs. This year was no 
exception. The students in 
the 4th and 5th grade classes 
created their own version of 
a tropical rainforest right in 
Farmington.

The study of tropical rain­
forests fits perfectly into the 
FES reading, science and so­
cial studies curriculum with 
emphasis on “preserve and 
protect” for the 4th grade and 
"endangered animals" for the 
5th grade.

Each student, with the 
help of his or her parent(s), 
created a lifesize plant, insect, 
fish or animal living in a tropi­
cal rainforest that has been 
studied. As part of the proj­
ect, each student also did a 
language arts research report 
talking about the plant or ani­
mal they created and the rain­
forest where it lives.

“And as technology ad­
vances, so do the reports," said 
FES 4th grade teacher Mrs. 
Schreiber. "Where reports 
used to be paper and pencil, 
now they are [computer gen­
erated] Power Point presenta­
tions to elaborate posters and 
more."

This year 75 students par­
ticipated with three teachers, 
Mrs. Schreiber 4th grade, Mrs. 
Nelson and Mrs. Wenzlaff 5th 
grade, who organized all rain­
forest pieces making it quite a 
sight to behold.

"The rainforest exhibit has 
been a mainstay in Farmington 
for years thanks to several for­
mer FES teachers, including 
Peggy Henke, who really took 
this endeavor to new levels,"

said Schreiber. “The students 
really look forward to the year 
they get their chance to create 
their piece of the rainforest.”

For those of you who may 
have missed seeing the rain­
forest exhibit at FES, Kevin Ja­
cobi, former FES student and 
current junior at Kewaskum 
High School, has videotaped 
the Farmington Rainforest as 
part of his community service 
project hours for the National 
Honor Society. It will be shown 
on West Bend's cable channel 
seven soon.

As a culmination to their 
rainforest experiance, stu­
dents heard a presentation 
about the Tirimbina Rainfor­
est from Mariamalia Araya, 
teacher and Director of Edu­
cation for the Tirimbina Rain 
Forest Center in Costa Rica. 
Araya shared slides and in­
formation about Tirimbina 
with the fourth and fifth grade 
classes and presented the 
classes with certificates for the 
animals they will be adopt­
ing the care of during the next 
year.

During the rainforest les­
son, families and staff of FES 
raised funds for the Tirimbina 
Rainforest Center in Costa 
Rica.

Be careful what you wish
fot

Ask any pregnant woman 
who’s been ordered to "take it 
easy" and stay in bed. Spend­
ing weeks lounging around, 
watching daytime TV seems 
like luxury, but it’s tedious, 
mind-numbing, and not as 
easy as it sounds. In the new 
audio book "Bed Rest” by 
Sarah Bilston, performed by 
Elizabeth Sastre, you'll learn 
there's a reason they call it a 
head-bored.

On The Modern Woman's 
List of Things to Do Before Hit­
ting Thirty, there are several 
boxes to be checked. Travel. 
Get an education. Find a man 
who loves you madly. Land 
a great job. Get pregnant and 
have a baby.

For Quinn "Q" Boothroyd, 
the list is almost completely 
filled. Q works at a New York 
City law firm and her career 
is fulfilling. She's married to 
Tom, who is also a lawyer, and 
they're expecting their first 
baby very soon. It's a boy, and 
Q is looking forward to being a 
mother.

Then the doctor tells Q 
that the baby is in danger. 
There isn’t enough amniotic 
fluid to cushion her baby in 
the womb, so Q must spend 
the last 13 weeks of her preg­
nancy lying on her left side.

In bed or on the sofa.

Athletes come through in 
regional track competition

The season continues for 
approximately 20 athletes on 
the Kewaskum High track team 
who performed well enough 
Monday evening to qualify for 
the W1AA Division 2 sectional 
competition at Whitewater.

There are five boys ad­
vancing in eight events, and 
three relays making the leap 
from regional to sectional 
action, and the young Lady 
Indians will be represented 
by eight individuals in eight 
events, plus all those who run 
on the two sprint relays.

Both team titles went to 
Kettle Moraine Lutheran High, 
which has developed quite a 
program despite having under 
400 students to draw from.

The Lady Chargers, paced 
by ace Jennifer Dunnington, 
amassed 161 points, with 
Kewaskum a solid second out 
of the nine teams with 124. 
In the battle for the boys title, 
it was the Chargers nipping 
Kewaskum 134-128.

The top four finishers in 
each event qualified for the 
section. Feeding into White­
water are those athletes who 
made the grade from region- 
als at Grafton, Kewaskum, 
Waukesha Catholic Memorial 
and Cambridge. The top four 
finishers at the sectional earn 
automatic berths in the WLAA 
State Track and Field Meet that 
will take place in La Crosse on 
June 2-3.

Once again, there were in­
dividual who really stood out 
for the Indians, including Ga- 
rett Donath, Ross Stockhau­
sen, Luke Herriges, Kelly Uel- 
men, Jessie Liniewski, Erika

Brock... they all did well.
Perhaps one of the top 

two efforts of the day was 
Stockhausen’s win in the shot 
put. He came up with a new 
personal best of 49 feet and 8 
inches (49-8), so there’s one 
more chance for him to go 
over 50 feet.

Donath was once again 
the standout performer for the 
Indians, advancing in three 
individual events and help­
ing the 4x400-meter relay to a 
win.

Brown Deer, which will 
feed into Whitewater on 
Thursday, has some excellent 
sprinters, so undoubtedly KHS 
coach Jerry Gosa figured Do­
nath had better chances in the 
200 and 400 than the 100-me­
ter dash, and did not compete 
in the latter event Monday.

He won the 400 with a 
clocking of 51 and .35 (51.35) 
seconds and finished second 
in the 200 behind Rundel of 
KML. Their times were 23.05 
and 23.15, respectively.

Donath also cleared 13-
0 to capture the pole vault by 
two feet.

Donath, Jake Sabel, Dan 
Dymond and Zach VanWorm- 
er combined for a 3:34.13 
in the 4x400 relay, and both 
Kewaskum’s sprint relays ad­
vance, the 4x100 (Chad Hack- 
barth, Jake Turowski, Justis 
Clayton, Sabel) behind its time 
of 46.10 (third) and the 4x200 
(Hackbarth, Clayton, Dan Dy­
mond, Sabel) with a second in 
1:35.21.

Herriges did just well 
enough in the high jump to

317 set the pace in the Divi­
sion 2 regional tournament 
held there.

Without much competi­
tion, the Indians were able 
to relax and play some pretty 
solid golf.

Leading the way for the 
second meet in a row was ju­
nior Andy McDonald, who 
carded a 38-36—74, which was 
2-over par. McDonald won the 
medal in the EWC Tourna­
ment and now added medalist 
honors in the regional, leading 
the Indians to a 24-stroke vic­
tory.

McDonald, playing in the 
No. 5 slot for the Indians, had 
a cards filled with threes, fours 
and fives and not a single six 
on either side.
