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New mandatory drug testing of new district employees also approved

School Board increases teaching staff for
4K, approves budget for annual meeting

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum
Board of Education approved mov-
ing the district’s 2006-2007 budget for
taxpayer approval at the district’s an
nual meeting that will be held Mon
day, July 24, at 7 pm. Board members
also approved a request to increase
staff for the district’s four-year-old
kindergarten (4K) program.

Director of Elementary Educa
tion Kieth Kriewaldt reported a sub
stantial enrollment increase in the 4K
program for the district. He asked the
board to consider adding a part-time
1K teacher.

Kriewaldt told the board that he
thought they would have seen a drop
in enrollment since the two private
schools in the village are offering
their own 4-K programs. The district
currently employs three full-time 4-K
teachers

He indicated his numbers reveal
a total enrollment in the district of

116 students. Projected enrollment
numbers have Kewaskum Elemen
tary School (KES) with 26 students,
Farmington Elementary School (FES)
with 38 and Wayne Elementary School
(WES) with 22

The new position will cost the dis
trict $24,000. Kriewaldt informed the
board that he has a part-time teacher
that he will bump up to full time to
cover the position. Board member
Stephen Jensen was the sole opposi
tion to the proposal that received ap-
proval

Drug testing policy approved

The board approved a new drug
testing policy for all new teachers
hired after July 1, 2006. Previously the
district did not perform any testing on
employees. Board of Education Presi-
dent John Kenworthy says the arrest
of a district teacher in March prompt
ed the district to initiate a policy

“The arrest of a teacher on a drug
related charge brought to our atten
tion the distinct need to clarify hiring

policies in order to preserve the safety
of our students. This policy will serve
not only as a means of proactively
identifying and eliminating problems
before they can affect the classroom,
but also will communicate in very un
ambiguous terms our expectations
for a drug-free environment,” he stat-
ed

Former Kewaskum High School
(KHS) technical education teacher,
Scott Schilz resigned his position in
May alter he was charged with mari
juana and
of drug paraphernalia. Washington
County Sheriff's Deputies arrested
Schilz March 11

Kenworthy says that the policy
only requires newly hired teachers to
undergo the testing. He said the board
has not ruled out incorporating other
forms of testing into future contracts

motorcycle chase

On Tuesday, June 20,
at approximately 9:43 am, a
Washington County Sheriff's
Deputy on routine patrol, ob-
served a motorcycle traveling
west on CTH A, about 12 mile
east of STH 144, at 101 mph.
The speed was indicated on
radar.

As the Deputy attempted
to catch up to the motorcycle,
the Deputy observed the mo-
torcycle fail to stop for the stop
sign at STH 144 and continue
westhound on Club Lane in
the Town of Farmington. The
Deputy then actively pursued
the motorcycle west on Club
Lane and north on Forestview
Road.

At that point, the Deputy
advised that he had lost sight
of the motorcycle and was dis
continuing the pursuit. Sev
eral seconds later, the Deputy
came upon the motorcycle
lying in the roadway and dis
covered the operator lying in
the ditch. He immediately re
quested a rescue squad.

The subsequent investiga
tion revealed that as the mo
torcycle crested a hill, it drift
ed onto the grass shoulder of
Forestview Road, where the
operator lost control. The op
erator was separated from the
motorcycle and traveled 200
feet along the ditch line. The
motorcycle struck a culvert
and traveled 190 feet coming

to rest in the road

The operator, 20-year-
Ryan Walber of Adell,
appeared seriously injured,
but was conscious and alert
at the scene. The operator

tween  Kenworthy, and
Kewaskum Village president
Matt Heiser will investigate
the possibility of broadcast-
ing district meetings on
community cable. Jensen
asked the board to consider
either taping the audio of the
board’s proceedings or vid-
eotaping them as a public
courtesy for residents in the
district.

Kriewaldt informed
Heiser, who was in atten-
dance, and school board
members, of a program of-
fered through Charter Com-
munications that he looked
into three years ago. Because
of the village contracts with
Charter for cable television
service, he believes they
would establish two live
links that could be used. One
link would be located in the
village boardroom and one
in the school board meeting

room.

It was believed that Char-
ter would provide all the nec-
essary equipment. An opera
tor would be needed and a
person will need to review
and edit it.

Jensen asked about tap-
ing the audio of the pro-
ceedings in the meantime,
while this is investigated.
Board member Jean Goeden
did not feel this was neces-
sary. She pointed out that
the board did this a number
of years ago and the tapes
were not used except in one
instance and then the audio
was so poor that it could not
be used.

No action was taken and
the Village of Kewaskum
Clerk is investigating the
idea.

Cost saving measures
discussed
Jensen also asked about
the possibility of distribut-
ing the informational pack-
ets given to the board mem-

bers prior to meetings, in an
electronic format to alleviate
costs of paper and time in-
volved in putting the packets
together.

He further asked if the
packets could be posted on
the district’s intranet site or
emailed?

Board member Jean Go-
eden stated she was unclear
about how board members
would manipulate the pack-
et. “Who would print the
pieces out?” she asked.

Vice President Tammy
Weyer stated she favored the
idea and would bring her
personal laptop to the meet-
ing and manipulate the items
during the meeting.

Treasurer Bruce Braidi-
gan liked the idea of not hav-
ing to worry about getting
the packets through the mail
and the timeliness of the
electronic packets.

Board members agreed
the idea should be tabled un-
til incoming Superintendent
of Schools Michael Krumm
could review it.

Moral
Argument

Did religious leaders derail con-
stitutional amendments to curb gov-
ernment spending?

Wisconsin's strong tradition of
local control of government was cit-
ed when the Legislature went home
without approving any of the efforts
to constitutionally limit taxes and/or
state spending. Proponents had un-
successfully argued that it is the only
way to protect taxpayers from the
government.

But Wisconsin's religious lead-
ers perhaps turned the debate by
raising moral issues. The statement,
signed by Scott Anderson, executive
director of the Wisconsin Council of
Churches; John Huebscher, execu-
tive director of the Wisconsin Catho-
lic Conference; and Joel Pittelman,
chair of the Wisconsin Jewish Con-
ference, said in part:

“The title of the amendment as-
serts we need to be protected from
a large impersonal government. But
no amendment can protect us from
the moral claims of our neighbors.

“No Taxpayer Protection Amend-
ment can protect us from the moral
claims of our children to a quality
education.

“No amendment can protect us
from the moral claims of our parents
and other elderly neighbors to in-
come security care and services they
need to live in dignity. No amend-
ment can protect us from the moral
claims for the health care of the de-
velopmentally and physically dis-
abled to human services that permit
them to participate fully in commu
nity life.

“No amendment can protect us
from the moral claims of our descen-
dants that we be responsible stew-
ards of the natural resources left in
trust to us by our ancestors. And in
the final analysis, no amendment or
slogan can protect us from the judg
ment of history.”

They wrote that if the amend-
ment were passed future citizens
will compare the “rhetoric of protec
behind the

tion, insulation, and fear”

Hartford Pollce offcers and Washlngion County Sheriff's deputles stand by at the Sil-
ver Bell Motel on Grand Avenue in Hartford after a tornado touched down in the com-
munity around 2:29 p.m. on Sunday, June 18. The motel was one of 157 homes and
businesses that sustained damage in the storm. City officials estimate over $4 million
in damage. Residents received little warning of the tornado. At 2:27 officials issued
a tornado warning and two minutes later a Hartford Police officer confirmed a touch-
down. Through a mutual aid agreement named the SMART Plan, Kewaskum Police
Department sent one officer to assist in Hartford. Chief of Police Dick Knoebel stated
the officer was in Hartford for several hours assisting with traffic. Knoebel stated the
mutual aid agreement between Washington and Ozaukee Counties was started in
1997. The call for aid was received at a level four, the highest priority in the plan. Offi-
cials categorized the tornado as an F-1 which carried winds between 92 and 112 miles

Sexual assualt charges filed
against former hospital
nurse at SynergyHealth

Washington County Dis-
trict Attorney has filed formal
charges against John E. Weyk-
er, a 44 year-old West Bend
resident, for second degree
sexual assault. Weyker was
employed at St. Joseph's Hos-
pital in West Bend as a nurse
in training when the incident
occurred.

Washington County Sher-
iff's Department requested
the charges after an investiga-
tion found that Weyker, who
was employed as a nurse in
training, had sexual contact
with an adult female patient
while she was being treated
in the emergency room at the
hospital for injuries received
in a traffic crash.

The female victim con-
tacted the Washington County
Sheriff's Department on June
7, 2006 and advised depu-
ties of the sexual contact that
had occurred during her ear-
lier medical treatment in the
emergency room.

The victim provided de-
tails of the assault to deputies
and detectives. The details in-
cluded Weyker having inap-
propriate sexual contact, and
kissing along with Weyker ex-
posing himself to the victim.
He also provided his personal

phone number to the victim
by placing it into one of her
shoes.

Sheriff's Department de-
tectives interviewed Weyker
where he did admit to the
sexual contact with the vic-
tim while he was treating her.
He stated that he knew it was
wrong and inappropriate and
confirmed the details provid-
ed to investigators by the vic-
tim.

Sheriff Rahn credits St
Joseph's Hospital officials who
worked closely with Washing-
ton County Sheriff's Depu-
ties during the investigation.
“Hospital officials provided
detectives all the necessary
reports and documentation to
ensure a thorough and com-
plete investigation. Hospital
officials took these allegations
very seriously and took imme-
diate action against Mr. Weyk-
er.

Just what's the secret for
an Eastern Wisconsin confer-
ence baseball team get a win
over Kewaskum?

*Custom fit golf clubs are only
for really good golfers— Actually the
truth is the opposite; the pros are
skilled enough to play well with
almost any golf club. You, on the
other hand, need properly firred
golf clubs more than they do to
minimize swing errors and to
maximize swing strtngths.

“The sad fact is the average
golfer knows lirtle more about
golf clubs than whar he or she
reads in Jdvcrnsmg or sees in
Golf Channel infomercials. This
lack of knowledge results in
millions of golfers attempting to
play an already difficult game with
equipment that not only won't, but
can't possibly, meet their needs,’
notes Wishon.
