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Ke-West to open Sunday 
for games and fun

Dick Bertram recalls his own 
childhood years when, he said, activi­
ties were pretty well limited to bowl­
ing and movies.

Kids still ask their parents what 
there is for them to do, and within the 
next week, Bertram has a new alter­
native for them with the opening of 
his Ke-West Sports located off Hwy. 
45, midway between Kewaskum and 
West Bend.

At Ke-West, the problem will be 
more of a case of which games to 
pick first because Bertram, who owns 
80 percent of the venture, will offer 
paintball, mini-golf, an arcade, plen­
ty of tasty food and areas that can be 
rented for meetings, birthday parties, 
bachelor parties and the like.

The name is certainly catchy, but 
Bertram said Ke-West has nothing to 
do with the near tropical city located 
on the southern tip of Florida.
"People are expecting to come in and 

see palm trees,” Bertram said, unlock­
ing the secret of the name as simply, 
"It came from (the cities) Kewaskum 
and West Bend."

On Tuesday, Bertram and others 
were working feverishly to put the fin­
ishing touches on the 62,000 square 
foot building so it is finished in time 
for Friday’s Open House, which will 
extend from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m.

The actual opening for play is Sun­
day at 8 a.m.

"We’ve got 33,000 square feet for in­
side paintball,' Bertram said, explain­
ing, "The whole area is clear span" 
meaning there are no inside pillars in 
the building.”

A total of 27,000 square feet of the 
structure is covered with sports turf 
"where the games are actually played,” 
there is an arcade room, and, "We 
have 1,200 square feet of playground 
for the little kids.”

Concerning the arcade area, Ber­
tram is not sure of the exact number 
of games but said it is definitely "be­
tween 62 and 72."

Expected to be a favorite in the site 
is the 18-hole miniature golf course, 
and Bertram said it is unique in that, 
"It has one hole with a rock founda­
tion and two waterfalls" that pump 
800 gallons of water per minute.

Above a portion of the putting area 
is a mezzanine where pizza, hots dogs, 
brats, cold sandwiches, drinks and 
other refreshments will be available.

"From the mezzanine, you will be 
able to walk out on the wall and 
watch the waterfalls," Bertram said.

Bertram and his daughter-in-law, 
Michelle Bertram, who owns the 
other 20 percent of Ke-West, also are 
offering four party rooms, 450 square 
feet in size, which will be perfect for 
small groups of children and adults.

And for more space, two of the rooms 
can be combined.

In the works, according to Bertram, 
is an outdoor paintball facility that 
will have a ghost town motiff.

Bertram indicated those coming to 
Ke-West will be able to purchase tick­
ets for the various activities at the front 
counter. For mini-golf, the charge will 
be $6 for adults and $5.25 for children 
under 12 and for senior citizens over 
62.

Ke-West is expected to be a great 
draw during the winter months, but 
Bertram also expects there will be 
good crowds on days "when the tem­
perature is 95 or 100 ... This way you 
have a temperature-controlled build­
ing."

The summer hours for Ke-West will 
be as follows: Sundays — 8 a.m. to 8 
p.m.; Mondays — closed; Tuesday 
through Thursdays — 10 a.m. to 10 
p.m.; Fridays — 10 a.m. until mid­
night; and Saturdays — 9 a.m. to mid­
night.

Winter hours will be announced at 
a later date.

What Bertram likes about the loca­
tion of Ke-West is that children from 
Kewaskum and West Bend will be 
able to get there on their bicycles via 
the Eisenbahn Trail. "Mom and dad 
won’t have to drive them there and 
they (the children) don’t have to go 
on the highway," he said.

Under a Flaming Sky: THe 
Great Hinckley Firestorm

By Daniel James Brown

Hot enough for you lately?
Sorry. I knowyou're tired of 

hearing that question, but I had 
to ask.

That’s because there was a 
time and a place in Minnesota 
when it was hotter. Much hot­
ter. Sixteen-hundred degrees 
Fahrenheit, hot enough to melt 
steel.

Hot enough to cremate a 
human within seconds.

Read about the horror, the 
heat, and the heroism in the 
new book "Under a Flaming Sky: 
The Great Hinckley Firestorm of 
1894” by Daniel James Brown.

While he was growing 
up, Daniel Brown heard sto­
ries from his mother about the 
nightmares his grandfather, 
Ed, endured. Ed Hansen was a 
young boy when Hinckley, Min­
nesota burned to the ground. 
Forty years after the fire, Han­
sen still woke, screaming, from 
his sleep.

Like most small Minnesota 
towns in the late 1800's, Hinck­
ley’s main reason for being was 
the lumber industry. Lumber 
barons - men who owned vast 
tracts of land in northern Min­
nesota and Wisconsin - hired 
immigrants from Norway and 
other countries to clear forests 
of the pine trees that grew nat­
urally in that area. The main 
employer in many towns was 
the lumber mill, and each mill 
boasted millions of boardfeet of 
wood, stored and awaiting ship­
ment on the trains that went 
through town. Hinckley was 
served by the Eastern Minneso­
ta Railroad and the St. Paul and 
Duluth Railroad. On September 
1, 1894, those railroads played a 
large part in Hinckley history.

There is a scientific reason 
for what happened that day. 
Small fires, common then in the 
summer, were largely ignored

by residents used to the smol­
dering. But, Brown explains, 
untended small fires grow, and 
when weather conditions are 
right and massive conflagrations 
come together, they can gener­
ate hurricane-velocity winds. 
The approaching wall of flame 
roars like a flickering monster. 
Gases float like gigantic jellyfish 
in the air, and when they burst, 
entire areas burn instantly. It’s 
impossible to outrun this kind 
of fire.

That’s what happened in 
Hinckley on that day almost 
112 years ago. So, in a town of 
1200 people, how did it happen 
that nearly three-quarters of the 
population survived the horrific 
destruction?

I’m not saying. Nope. You 
have to read this incredible 
book.

In a time when much of the 
country is sweating in news- 
making heat, you might think 
that a book about fire isn’t really 
what you want to tackle. Don’t 
let that be an excuse to pass this 
story by.

Part history, part science, 
and part cautionary tale, author 
Daniel James Brown explains 
how overlogging and careless 
forest management led to the 
Hinckley firestorm, and how 
major fires happen today in the 
West. Brown's recreation of the 
bravery that saved hundreds of 
lives is breathtakingly exciting 
but be aware that his descrip­
tions of the fire as it happens 
and the aftermath are not for 
the weak of stomach.

If you're tired of swelter­
ing in the heat of the day, grab 
this book and retreat to a cool 
place to read. “Under a Flaming 
Sky” is emotionally searing and 
you'll bum up the pages getting 
to the end.

District of Kewaskum was held in 
the Community Room of the Admin­
istration Building on Monday, July 
24, 2006.

using visual aids to report antici­
pated Fund 10 revenues totaling 
$18,039,439 and expenditures in the 
amount of $18,039,439. As of July 
1, 2005 the District’s Fund Balance 
was $3,101,148 which is approxi­
mately 17% of the operating budget. 
This amount is unaudited and could 
change pending a review of funds by 
the auditors in August. The 2006- 
2007 tax levy is $7,565,342 (General 
Fund), $430,000 (Referendum Fund) 
and $1,150,540 (Debt Service) for a 
combined levy of $9,145,882. Based 
on an equalized value estimate of 
$1,070,398,050. the 2006-2007 mill 
rate will be $8.55, ($7.07 General 
Fund, $.4f) Referendum Fund and 
$1.08 Debt Service). This mill rate is 
derived by dividing the total levy by 
the District’s equalized value. At this 
point in time the equalized value fig­
ure of $1,070,398,050 is an estimate. 
The actual equalized value will not 
be known until October and therefore 
once actual figures arc received the 
mill rate calculation may be more or 
less.

Dream season comes to a sad ending

The unthinkable happened 
to the Kewaskum High baseball 
team in its first game of the WIAA 
Summer Baseball Tournament 
last Wednesday evening.

The Indians' bats, which 
had been the strong point of the 
team the entire season, went 
silent against Hard and Arrow­
head. Limited to an infield hit 
by Garett Donath in the bottom 
of the fourth inning and a solid 
single to right field by Jake Junk 
in the sixth, the Indians season 
ended with an 8-1 loss to the 
Warhawks, who ended up as the 
runner-up team in the tourna­
ment.

Thus Kewaskum’s season 
record ended up a sparkling 26-
5.

Kewaskum coaches and 
fans were confident hitters like 
Dan Shea, Ross Stockhausen 
and Jon Olla would be able to hit 
off the Warhawks pitchers, but it 
didn't happen on this evening 
in Stevens Point, with the three 
leaders going for a combined 
0x8.

"Basically Hartland did 
to us what we wanted to do to 
them,” KHS coach Dave Don­
ath said, referring to the fact the 
Warhawks were able to get their 
leadoff men on, and use bunts 
and base stealing to put pres­
sure on his team.

The Indians got behind in 
many counts against Bryan Kief- 
fer and Eric Van Beck, not good 
situations for batters at any level 
of the game.

Kieffer struck out seven be­
fore being lifted in the bottom 
of the sixth when it appeared he 
was tiring.

Van Beck struck out two in 
the sixth and another two in the 
seventh when he had to face just 
three Indians to seal the victory.

Strikeouts accounted for 
11 of the 21 Kewaskum outs in 
the game, and right fielder Joey 
Paun was kept plenty busy as he 
caught sue fly balls and came up 
with a diving catch in the bot­
tom of the first when it looked 
like the Indians might have 
something going.

Kewaskum had runners at 
first and second (Dan Shea, walk 
and Stockhausen on an error by 
the shortstop) when hot-hitting 
catcher Logan Staege stepped 
up to the plate and lined a shot 
to right-center, which looked 
like a sure hit and perhaps two 
KHS runs.

Paun made a dive at the last 
second and caught the ball to 
end the inning.

“Logan hit the ball hard," 
Donath said. "The kid from 
Hardand made a great, diving 
catch.”

Kewaskum might have had 
the bases loaded for Staege or a 
run might have already scored 
because leadoff batter, Casey 
Scheel, appeared to have been 
struck by Kieffer's pitch to him 
on a 2-and-2 count. After he 
trotted to first base, the call was 
reversed and he was called out 
on strikes.

Either the Hardand coach 
or the catcher called for an ap­
peal on the play, according to 
Donath who said the home plate

umpire called for help on the 
play, and the first base umpire 
determined Scheel went around 
enough to call a strike.

Kieffer faced just three In­
dians in the second and third 
innings, but a walk put Shea on 
in the bottom of the fourth, then 
Garett Donath got the Indians” 
first hit.

"Dan was stealing on the 
play,” Donath said. "He tried 
to go from first to third and got 
thrown out at third."

Hartland already had a 6-0 
lead, and the Indians needed 
runs in a big hurry. They missed 
on the opportunity in the fourth 
but threatened again in the fifth 
and the sixth innings.

In the fifth, Kewaskum load­
ed the bases when Junk and Nic 
Olla drew back-to-back walks, 
and after a Casey Scheel fly out, 
Jon Olla was also walked.

Shea was up next, and 
Kewaskum fans were wonder­
ing if he could come up with an­
other grand slam like the one he 
smashed in the sectional semi­
final win over Campbellsport. 
Shea got the bat on the ball, and 
when the Warhawks' second 
baseman couldn’t come up with 
it cleanly, Kewaskum scored its 
lone run.

The inning ended when 
Stockhausen struck out.

In the sixth, Staege led off 
and walked before Van Beck 
came in to pitch and got Donath 
to strike out for the first out. Tor- 
rison hit into a fielder's choice, 
then Junk singled and the run­
ners advanced to second and 
third when Paun bobbled the 
ball.

Van Beck was up to the 
challenge, however, striking out 
Nic Olla to end the inning.

"We could have used a cou­
ple of 2-out hits," Donath said.

The hitting was simply not 
up to par on this day, and start­
ing pitcher Matt Parrent strug­
gled as well. Playing with a bro­
ken thumb and chipped bone 
on his throwing hand, Parrent 
had been brilliant in the sec­
tional final game against West 
Bend West, but when he gave 
up a double to Drew Volkman 
on the first pitch and a single to 
Andy Globig two batters later, 
Hartland surged into a lead it 
would not relinquish.

Parrent worked out of the 
second and third frames with­
out any problems, but the War­
hawks added two more runs in 
the fourth. The first came on an 
error, and single by Jordan Opal- 
eski, who went 4x4, a wild pitch 
which sent the runners to sec­
ond and third, and a run scoring 
bunt.

Then the sage Warhawks 
coach, Tun O'Driscoll, who has 
been around for over 30 years, 
called for a squeeze play, and 
Opaleski dashed home safely 
from third.

The 3-run fifth was high­
lighted by Jim Landwehr’s RBI 
double and an RBI single by 
Opaleski.

Donath brought in sopho­
more John Holt to finish up the 
inning. He faced just four bat­
ters in the sixth but gave up two 
runs in the seventh. Junk was 
called on at that point, and after 
giving up a single, he got Paun to

hit into a 4 to 6 to 3 double play.
"We were hoping to use all 

three pitchers (Jon Roskopf, 
Parrent and Holt) three in three 
different games,” Donath said, 
but it didn’t work out that way, 
and the outcome of this game 
doesn’t tarnish what the Indians 
did this season.

“It was a great season, 
something the kids will never 
forget,” Donath said. "If some­
one would have told me in the 
beginning of the year we were 
going to win conference and go 
to state, you’d take that every 
year!

This was Kewaskum’s fourth 
appearance in state. In their last 
appearance in 1989, the Indians 
won their opener and then were 
eliminated in the semifinals.

The Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference’s other representa­
tive, Plymouth, was knocked 
out in the first round by even­
tual champion, Milwaukee Mar­
quette. The score in that game 
was 6-1.

Donath beams about his 
all-state, all-district players

Insert another feather in 
the cap of the Kewaskum High 
baseball team.

Make that four feathers be­
cause a quartet of the state- 
qualifying Indian powerhouse 
were selected to the all-state or 
all-district teams named recent­
ly by the Wisconsin Baseball 
Coaches Association (WBCA).

The first team honoree 
was Indian batting leader, Dan 
Shea, a fixture at third base the 
past two seasons and still has 
another to go.

Senior first baseman Ross 
Stockhausen was selected for 
the all-state second unit, and 
joining them on the all-district 
team were senior pitcher Jon 
Roskopf, who ended with a 10- 
1 mark and Jon Olla, who could 
hit for power, was a demon on 
the base paths and had an out­
standing year as the team's cen­
ter fielder.

"He had a great season, 
played a great third base and hit 
the ball well,” KHS coach Dave 
Donath said about Shea. "He’s 
deserving of all-state."

Shea pounded seven home 
runs this season, and none was 
more exciting than the grand 
slam off Campbellsport's Nick 
Whitty (a second team all-state 
pick) in the sectional semifi­
nals.

Shea batted an impressive 
.473 with 39 RBI, a dozen dou­
bles and two triples.

Stockhausen came out of 
the sectionals with 51 RBIs, 
five home runs to go with nine 
doubles and two triples. His 
defensive skills were just as im­
pressive as his offensive num­
bers. In the team’s 31 games, he 
committed very few errors.

Another impressive stat for 
Stockhausen in his 96 tripes to

the plate, he only struck out six 
times.

“Both of those guys played 
very good defense also,” Don­
ath said, reporting Stockhausen 
had just four errors and, “I think 
Dan had six on the year.”

And Olla's all-around talents 
were obvious to anyone who got 
to see the Indians play this sum­
mer. Olla hit at a .455 clip, with 
nine doubles, three triples and 
three homers. He also stole an 
impressive 22 out of 23 bases.

Olla was the team leader and 
spark plug. “With just his atti­
tude, he can jump-start a team " 
Donath said. “It’s not what he 
says but what he does.”

Olla’s speed helped him turn 
what looked to be sure hits sure 
outs in center field. “His speed 
can help him make up a lot of 
ground,” Donath said.

Roskopf was the ace of the 
pitching squad, giving up 37 
runs, including 28 earned for a 
2.94 ERA (earned run average), 
he struck out 43 and walked 
25 and amazingly had just two 
wild pitches.

“I can’t say enough about his 
record," Donath said. "He threw 
strikes” and while his strikeout 
total wasn’t overly impressive, 
what was is the fact "His ball 
moved just enough to get them 
(batters) popping up, ground­
ing out or stuff like that.”

Unofficially this is the most 
players Kewaskum has had 
honored for all-district and 
all-state. Shea might even be 
Kewaskum’s first representative 
on the first team. “I don't know 
of any other," Donath said.

Campbellsport's Cameron 
Salter and Whitty also received 
attention in the balloting. Whit­
ty was second team all-state, 
while Salter, who smacked 42 
home runs in his career, made 
second team all-district.
