Fire Department receives 
new 2006 ambulance

they ordered a newer model of that exact ambulance. The color scheme also matches the 1999 rig. The 
new model has a 168” box with 72” of headroom and is 96” wide.The new ambulance cost $104,306. The 
only difference between the 1999 and 2006 is that the new model has LED lights, more storage and some 
other modern upgrades. As in the past, the department will alternate ambulances between runs so both 
rigs get equal use. MedTec is based in Goshen, Indiana and is a division of Oshkosh Truck and Pierce 
who manufacture many of the the department’s fire trucks.

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Stolen vehicle discovered 
in Barton crash Tuesday

The Washington County Sher­
iff’s Department may have killed 
two birds with one stone Tues­
day evening, August 8. After being 
called to the scene of a one-vehicle 
crash at approximately 10 p.m. 
they discovered the vehicle in the 
crash was that of a vehicle report­
ed stolen three days ago.

Authorities are not releasing 
the name of the 22 year-old West 
Bend man who was critically in­
jured in the one-vehicle roll-over 
accident. The mishap occurred 
on Lighthouse Lane near County 
Highway D in the Town of Barton.

The Sheriff's Department was 
notified by a passing motorist of

the crash and a victim lying in the 
westbound lane of travel on High­
way D. The victim appeared to be 
the only occupant of an SUV that 
was traveling westbound on Light­
house Lane.

Deputies believe the driver 
of the vehicle failed to negotiate 
a curve in the roadway, traveled 
off the road into the ditch, down 
and embankment and overturned 
numerous times. The driver was 
ejected and ended up in the west­
bound lane of traffic on Highway 
D. He was not wearing a safety 
belt.

West Bend Rescue responded 
and treated the injured party, prior 
to transporting him to St. Joseph's 
Hospital. He was immediately 
transferred by Flight For Life he­

licopter to Froedtert Hospital in 
Milwaukee.

Westbound traffic on Highway 
D was rerouted around the acci­
dent scene for about one hour as 
rescue and clean-up efforts took 
place.

Alcohol use is not believed to 
have been a contributing factor, 
however, speed is. The crash and 
the possibility of the vehicle theft 
remain under investigation by the 
Sheriff’s Department.

The vehicle is believed to be 
owned by a Jackson resident.

The driver's condition was un­
known at press time according to 
Captain Dale Schmidt of the Sher­
iff's Department. (See related 
photo on page 3).

On June 27, 2006, a 
Kewaskum Police Officer was 
advised of juveniles spray- 
painting the north side of St.

One of the three also 
later admitted to spray painting 
on the backside of the U.S. Post 
Office building on Main Street, 
and the backside of Holy Trinity 
Church, on the door going to a 
lower level.

Citations were issused to 
all three for disorderly conduct. 
They were also referred to juve­
nile intake on charges of crimi­
nal damage to religious prop­
erty.

A Kewaskum Police Officer 
responded to a fight in prog­
ress in an alley behind St. Lucas

Church on June 27, at 2:02 p.m. 
Upon arrival the officer came 
across a vehicle occupied by an 
adult male and female, and two 
younger females along with a 
juvenile male. It appeared that 
the adults were fighting with 
the juvenile male.

The juvenile male had 
been arrested earlier in the 
day for spray painting three vil­
lage properties. While driving 
in Kewaskum the adult male, 
father of the juvenile, wanted 
to see the spray painting.

Ihe juvenile’s father want­
ed to have his son assist in the 
clean up but the son refused. 
The father then pulled his son 
out of the vehicle as he contin­
ued to refuse clean up. Finally 
the father pulled the son into 
the vehicle with the help of the 
adult female. In the scuffle the 
two males allegedly hit each 
other and their clothes became 
torn and the juvenile male end­
ed up being struck in the eye as 
he was pushed back into the ve­

hicle.
The juvenile male told of­

ficers that his father hit him in 
the face and kicked him in the 
back.

A witness at the scene stat­
ed that she did observe the fa­
ther push the son into the van 
and at the same time saw the 
son hit the female in the face. 
The witness further stated that 
she did not see the adult male 
hit his son, but saw him kick hin 
twice.

The father was arrested for 
physical abuse of a child while 
his son was referred to juvenile 
authorities for battery and dis­
orderly conduct. Washington 
County District Attorney dis­
missed the adult father's child 
abuse charge. He now faces a 
disorderly conduct charge.

On July 2,2006, a Kewaskum 
Police Officer received informa­
tion about someone damaging 
the complainant's vehicle.

The complainant stated 
someone dumped sugar into 
her car's gas tank. She left an 
apartment building and got to 
West Bend when her vehicle 
stopped running. Upon further 
inspection, she found sugar 
spilled in the gas tank area and 
down the gas spout. When she 
came back to the apartment, 
she also found sugar on the 
ground.

Ihe complaint remains ac­
tive.

The toys in question- 
-small, bendable cats and 
dogs--should be thrown away 
immediately or returned to 
the library for proper dispos­
al. The amount of lead in the 
toys ranged from 0.24 to 0.4 
percent; the maximum safety 
limit is 0.04 percent. Accord­
ing to the National Institutes 
of Health, lead is an extremely 
toxic substance which, if in­
gested in large enough quanti­
ties, can lead to serious health 
issues. Children in particular

are susceptible to the dangers 
of lead poisoning because lead 
can affect developing nerves 
and brains.

These toys were pur­
chased by a national consor­
tium of public libraries as in­
centives for the Paws, Claws, 
Scales and Tales program and 
were offered for sale by High- 
smith, Inc. of Fort Atkinson. 
The Kewaskum Public Library 
purchased 24 of these items 
and offered them for sale in 
their summer reading prize 
store.

program August 25Ever since the 1920s 
when tourism really began to 
take off in Wisconsin's North 
Woods, the area of the state 
above Highway 64, has at­
tracted generations of tourists, 
visitors and artists seeking a 
respite from their everyday 
lives, a source of rest and re­
laxation and an inspirational 
environment unlike anything 
they may be used to in their 
home town.

Even though develop­
ment continues to change the 
area, the North Woods envi­
ronment still offers a sense of 
serenity, peace, and a recon­
nection with nature that each 
artist and regular visitors alike 
appreciate.

Why are the North Woods 
such an inspiration for artists? 
For many artists, it is the dif­
ferent pace of life, the huge, 
primeval landscape, the al­
most spiritual feeling of creat­
ing a connection with a differ­
ent time and place that draws 
them northwards.

John Miller, participating

artist from Madison, articu­
lates this from his point of view 
of being an avid canoeist, as 
well as an artist. "I must read 
the sky, water, winds and ev­
ery movement as if they were 
tea leaves in the bottom of a 
cup forecasting my future. The 
culture of the North Woods is 
steeped in a tradition of read­
ing the world for signs and 
meaning. This tradition calls 
forth a heightened awareness 
that can easily awaken the 
mystical in a person since so 
much of comfort and fortune 
depends upon chance and in­
tuition inseparable from skill.”

If you could take a giant 
Mother-May-I step back to your 
teenage years and watch your­
self, what do you suppose you’d 
see?

A bit of a mischief-maker, 
maybe? Or someone who took 
on too much responsibility too 
early? Or would you see a con­
fused teen, filled with angst and 
confusion, trying to make a way 
in the world?

Or maybe all three.
Author Margaret Sartor 

found her old diaries in a box 
in an attic, and in the new book 
"Miss American Pie" she lets 
you have a peek into the life of a 
teen in the mid-to-late-1970s.

On a hot October Louisi­
ana afternoon, as she was go­
ing through some old pictures 
for an article she was writing, 
Margaret Sartor realized that 
the photos weren’t enough. She 
searched in the attic of the home 
she was raised in, and she found 
just what she needed: sue diaries 
from her teenaged years.

Sartor says the first two 
- from her ages twelve and 
thirteen - were typical stuff, 
but the diaries from her four­
teenth through eighteenth years 
brought back particularly vivid 
memories.

In the earlier diaries, Sar­
tor wrote about boys, and how 
they were a mystery to her. She 
wanted to date but "all the boys 
ask all the same girls'! Later, 
young Sartor wrote about many 
boys and the many times she fell 
in and out of love with them.

She wrote about her cousin 
and her friends; her best pal and 
neighbor, Tommy; her brother 
who was one year younger; and 
a surprising baby sister who was

born when Sartor was 16. In 
many entries, Sartor laid bare 
anguished relationships with 
her parents and how they nev­
er gave her credit for her good 
deeds, later learning in a let­
ter that her parents were, enor­
mously proud of her.

Is this all sounding famil­
iar?

Most late-Boomer-Era girls 
grew up believing that our dia­
ries were near-sacrosanct, so it's 
a little unsettling to peek into 
someone else's. Still, there are 
funny parts in this book ("Oc­
tober 24: Tried to smoke one 
of Daddy's El Trelles cigars but 
after two puffs I was ready to 
El Puke”), some parts that will 
sound all too familiar (“June 3: 
How do I explain to my parents 
that there is so much I want to 
do in my life and this is a really 
awkward time for me to put my 
life on hold?’’) and some parts 
that will break your heart with 
remembering ("August 27: Try­
ing not to think about the dance 
but it's the idea of no one want­
ing me that hurts”).

Now it definitely sounds 
familiar, doesn't it? Ihat’s be­
cause you probably lived these 
sentiments if you were a teen girl 
during the "Me Decade" Author 
Margaret Sartor's experiences 
growing up in Montgomery, 
Louisiana are, I would guess, 
much the same as those of a girl 
growing up in Kewaskum, Wis­
consin or Turlock, California or 
Levittown, Pennsylvania.

If you were a late-Boomer 
and want to revisit some memo­
ries, don't miss “Miss American 
Pie” Drive your Chevy to the le­
vee and read it..

The Plan Commission of the 
Village of Kewaskum, Washington 
County', Wisconsin held a special 
meeting in the Council Room of the 
Municipal Building, 204 First Street.

Chairperson Mathew Heiser 
called the meeting to order at 7:30 
p.m. The following Commissioners 
were present: Frank Beesten, Chad 
Cook, Andy Pesch and Jim Wright. 
Commission Theodore Meilahn 
asked to be excused and was absent. 
A quorum was present. Also in atten­
dance was Andy Petersen of Ruekert 
& Mielke and the Timblin/Greene 
group with their engineers.

The meeting was opened with a 
Moment of Silence and Pledge of Al­
legiance.

On a motion by Andy Pesch, 
seconded by Frank Beesten and 
unanimously carried by voice vote, 
the Plan Commission approved the 
minutes as printed for May 23. 2006.

Chairperson Mathew Heiser in­
formed the Commission that Wash­
ington County Comprehensive Plan­
ning was in the process of reviewing 
and compiling a summary of the ex­
isting land use plans adopted by the 
local governments of the county and 
that they would be reviewing Chapter 
6 at their next meeting.

The Plan Commission reviewed 
the revised concept plan submitted 
by Tom Timblin for Cherokee Lakes 
Condominiums. He requested that 
the remaining 71 buildings he had 
proposed with 4 units be changed 
to 64 buildings consisting of 2 units 
each. Besides reducing the density 
of the complex, he felt this change 
would make the units very saleable, 
as some would have basements and 
all would have three car garages and 
be approximately 1,600 s.f.

Andy Petersen pointed out that 
the change would revise the building 
count from 58 on the existing plan to 
52 on the revised plan. The change 
would also raise the Village’s ratio of 
duplex units to 22% from the existing 
20%. There are also water and sewer 
lateral issues to address and an exist­
ing storm sewer may be in conflict 
with the revised plan. Mr. Timblin 
proposed a branching of the sewer 
laterals and was told a clean out need­
ed to be placed at both services. Also 
the size of the water lateral will be 
based on the plumbing fixture count 
per building.

On a motion by Andy Pesch, 
seconded by Jim Wright and carried 
by voice vote, the Commission ap­
proved the revised concept plan for 
Cherokee Lakes provided all utility 
concerns are satisfactorily addressed.
It was the consensus of the Commis­
sion that this did not need to go be­
fore the Village Board for approval.

Representatives of M Squared 
Engineering presented the concept 
plan for Mediterra Subdivision on 
130 acres located at 9376 Old Fond 
du Lac Road known as the Diana 
Stephan Property. The site is cur­
rently in the Town of Kewaskum 
and zoned Agricultural containing 
wetlands, environmental corridor 
and floodplain adjacent to the Mil­
waukee River as well as a 100’ bluff 
and many large trees. Their proposed 
132-lot subdivision would contain 
all RS-1 single-family lots of 14,500 
- 15,000 s.f. and is designed to pre­
serve the large trees and pristine na­
ture of the site. They stated that the 
annexation of the land to the Village * 
of Kewaskum was in progress.

The Commission questioned the 
situation with Lots 116 through 132 
which are proposed for the bluff and 
were informed the street to the area 
would have a slope of 15% while the 
Village Standard was 10%. They 
were also informed that water booster 
stations would need to be utilized to 
service that area and maintain proper

water pressure.
Tom Timblin stated that he 

would prefer to install a sewage lift 
station to service the subdivision ver­
sus individual grinder pumps and the 
Village Engineer conceded he was 
not aware that 88 lots would need to 
be serviced and in that case, a lift sta­
tion would be called for.

The Commission discussed the 
location of the dedicated right of way 
for a future Milwaukee River bridge 
crossing and if it was intended to have 
the developers bear the cost of its in­
stallation. Tom Timblin stated that if 
that were the case, this development 
would not be financially feasible.

Commissioner Frank Beesten 
questioned the proximity of the east­
erly lots to the Milwaukee River meet­
ing the proper setback conditions. 
The developer’s engineer stated that 
the West Branch of the Milwaukee 
River is a Class 1 water body, the rest 
being classified as Class 3.

Referencing the Land Use Plan, 
it was noted that the approximately 
17 lots to the north of the subdivision 
are classified as park in the study. 
Tom Timblin stated that in the early 
development of this project, he was 
told the Village didn’t want that land 
for a park.

Commissioner Andy Pesch 
voiced his concerns regarding the 
length of the cul-de-sac road ex­
ceeding the recommended 500 foot 
Village Standard and the long dead 
end road posing problems in a fire 
and rescue situation. The developer 
felt that until land to the north or east 
of the proposed Mediterra were im­
proved there was no immediate solu­
tion to this problem but to propose a 
cul-de-sac at the dead end.

Jerry Gilles asked who would 
have ownership of the land designat­
ed C-2 and Tom Timblin stated that 
would be public land. The consensus 
of the Commission was not favorable 
to this and suggested that when the 
subdivision is platted, each lot share 
a portion of the ownership, eliminat­
ing the need for any Village mainte­
nance.

On a motion by Jim Wright, 
seconded by Andy Pesch and unani­
mously carried by voice vote, the 
Commission tabled action on a rec­
ommendation for Mediterra Subdivi­

sion until the developer could bring 
back a revised plan for the street slope 
of the bluff area closer to the Village 
Standard of 10% and cost estimates 
and sizing of the water booster pumps 
and size of the lift station in question, 
as well as the definite location of the 
dedicated right of way for the bridge 
crossing.

Chairperson Mathew Heiser en­
tertained the motion for adjournment. 
On a motion made by Andy Pesch. 
seconded by Jim Wright for adjourn­
ment. By a roll call vote of 5 “Aye" 
0 “Nay” 1 “Absent the motion passed 
and the meeting was adjourned.

I didn’t start out too 
well,” Geidel said, explaining 
his season will slow down a bit 
at this point with tournaments 
remaining at Portage Country 
Club and Rock River Hills in 
Horicon.

Right now he has 106 
points when, "Last year, I only 
got 20," he said.

Geidel figures he plays 
about 90 practice holes per 
week but rarely hits balls ex­
cept to warm up before a tour­
nament.

As far as goals for next 
year, he said, “I hope to make 
it to state. Hopefully our team 
will make it to state," he said, 
adding he also has his sights 
on a top-10 finish in the Player 
of the Year standings

To get to the tournaments, 
Geidel has three pretty fine 
chaperones, including his 
grandma and grandpa, Judy 
and Bill Geidel.
