Regal Ware has announced that they are in negotiations to sell their Kewaskum manufacturing facility at
201 Second Street. Regal currently occupies a portion of the 580,000 square foot building for their cast
aluminum cookware division and their outlet store. James Moran, Regal's Senior Vice President of Cor-
porate Administration, stated that employees were made aware of the pending sale a number of weeks
ago and that they have accepted an offer to purchase the facility. He declined to comment on whom
they are negotiating with. Moran went on to say that Regal Ware would lease a quarter of the building
to continue their cast aluminum cookware division that employs 30-50 people. He also stated that it was
likely the outlet store would be moved to West Bend. Moran expected that closing on the property would
take place in mid-September of this year. The property is still listed for $4,950,000 with Colliers-Barry of

Milwaukee.
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Schools ready for district
students on Tuesday

KEWASKUM- Over 2,000 stu-
dents in the Kewaskum School Dis-
trict will head back to school on Tues-
day, September 5. The district will
start the year with a small increase
in enrollment but numbers will not
be official until September 15 when
official counts are taken. Students at
Kewaskum High and Middle School
will notice some appearance differ-
ences. Students at Wayne Elemen-
tary will have all new computers pur-
chased with referendum monies.

Open Enrollment continues to
plague district

As it has the last eight years, the
district will lose a number of students
through the state’s Open Enrollment
plan. This year, a total of 151 students
in the district will leave to attend
school in other districts. This will cost
district taxpayers just under $1 mil-
lion.

This year the district will bring in a

total of 40 students through open en

rollment. That does not make up for
the number leaving the district. For
these students, the district will receive
an estimated $236,600.

Over the last eight years the dis-
trict has paid out a total of $3,535,144.
They have received $819,885 making
the net cost to the district, $2,715,259.

District buildings ready
for students

According to the district’s build-
ing and grounds supervisor, Jim
Palmer, all district buildings have
been cleaned from floor to ceiling
and are anxiously awaiting students.
Palmer stated that work on replacing
the main entry doors at the middle
school is now complete. The project
was completed for $43,880.

At the May Board of Education
meeting, the project was approved.
Business Manager Paul Reichert ex-
plained then that replacement hard-
ware (closers and panic devices)
on the existing doors was no longer
available. He also stated that the inner

doors were made of wood and were in
poor condition. The outer doors were
glass and due to their age did not pro

vide much of a thermal barrier.

The doors were replaced with
those made of glass and aluminum.
The glass in the new doors have an R-
value that makes them more energy
efficient. The new doors also contain
high quality closers and panic de-
vices. One inner door and one outer
door will have an automatic door
opening system to add handicap ac-
cessibility in order to comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act.

Three bids were obtained to fur-
nish and install the doors and door
hardware. The bidders included La-
force, $43,880; Rinderle Door Co.,
$44,111 and Consolidated Doors Inc.,
$55,907.

Funding for the project came from
a projected 2005-06 year-end surplus.

West Nile found in dead crows here

The Washington County
Health Department reports five
dead crows found in West Bend
(1), Germantown (2), the Town
of Wayne (1) and the Town of
Farmington (1) have tested
positive for West Nile Virus.
Surveillance for the mosquito-
transmitted virus began May 1.

The Wisconsin Division of
Public Health’s policy states
that once two WNV positive
birds are identified in the coun-
ty, testing will be discontinued
on a regular basis. Washington
County had five birds test posi
tive only because they were all
submitted for testing the same
week. Reports of sick or dead
crows, blue jays, or ravens
should still be reported to the
Dead Bird Reporting Hotline at
1-80-433-1610,

“The identification of the
positive birds means that resi
dents of Washington County
need to be more vigilant in ther
personal protective measures to
prevent mosquito bites,” Linda
Walter, Health Officer/Public
Health Director, said.

West Nile Virus is spread to
humans through the bite of an
infected mosquito. Mosquitoes
get the virus by feeding on in-
fected birds.

“Washington County resi-
dents should be aware of West
Nile Virus and take some sim-
ple steps to protect themselves
against mosquito bites,” Mar
garet Anderson, Environmen-

tal Health Specialist said. “The
West Nile Virus seems to be here
to stay, so the best way to avoid
the disease is to reduce expo
sure to and eliminate breeding
grounds for mosquitoes.”

The Washington County
Health Department recom
mends the following:

-- Maintain window screens
in good repair to decrease in-
door contact with mosquitoes.

Avoid being outside dur-
ing times of high mosquito ac-
tivity, specifically around dawn
and dusk.

Wear light colored pro
tective clothing such as long
pants, loose-fitting, long
sleeved shirts and tuck pants in
socks when outdoors,

using an effective mosquito re
pellant containing an active in-
gredient registered by the EPA,

[he Campbellsport Fire De

Jeff Lindsley explained that
the tanker trailer had a small
fire inside the tanker that is
used for heating tar. A truck

driver had removed a load of
tar without turning the burner
off and vapors inside the tank
ignited causing a small fire
Firefighters extinguished the
flames shortly after their ar
rival.

IThe tanker trailer is sta
tioned at the Ashford Town
Hall located on the corner of
STH 67 and Rolling Drive in
the township. The trailer is
owned by Scott Construction
of Lake Delton

No injuries were reported
Fond du Lac County Sheriff's
Deputies and the Wisconsin
State Patrol assisted with traf
fic.

Cabela’s public hearing goes

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Tips for protecting
your chid’s back

Children often complain
about the increasing amount
of homework they receive
from their teachers -- and the
weight of that homework.

Recentstudies conducted
by the American Academy of
Pediatrics indicate that about
30 precent of elementary and
high school students around
the country experience low-
back pain resulting from car-
rying too much weight in
their backpacks, and carrying
them incorrectly.

AnnePackard-Spicer, DC,
associate professor at North-
western Health Sciences Uni-
versity and a faculty clinician
in the University’s Bloom-
ington Natural Care Center,
recommends that parents
carefully monitor how much
weight is being carried in their
children’s backpacks can af-
fect a growing child’s posture
and spinal health. She also
says other joints besides the
child’s spine can be affected
because a heavy weight can
throw the neck, shoulders,
and pelvis off balance.

“Be aware of your child’s
spinal health,” says Dr. Spicer.
“If your children complain of
back pain, get them checked
out immediately” According
to Dr. Spicer, children hit their
growth spurts between the
ages of 12 and 14. During this
time, a heavy backpack can
cause changes in the shape of
bones, which can cause per-
manent damage. “The whole
skeleton is connected; you
can’t get away from that,” ad-
vises Dr. Spicer.

Here are some tips from
Dr. Spicer to help keep your
child’s back healthy and pain-
free:

--Make sure backpacks
weigh no more then 10-15

percent of a child’s body
weight. Any more will en
courage bad posture and may
induce back pain.

-~ Purchase backpacks
with wide, padded straps and
a pelvic strap. This will help
distribute the weight to the
hips and take weight off the
back;

--Encourage children to
wear their backpacks over
both shoulders. Even though
it's considered “cool” to car-
ry a backpack over just one
shoulder, it creates uneven
muscle development in chil-
dren'’s backs and shoulders;

-- If there are many books
that need to be transported,
urge your children to carry
some in their arms to take
some of the weight from their
backpacks;

--Consider purchasing a
backpack that is on wheels.
This new trend has become
increasingly affordable and
takes the weight off children’s
shoulders;

Be a stickler about
good posture! Backpacks may
encourage students to hunch
forward, but if they are car-
ried and fitted correctly with
the appropriate amount of
weight, children should be
able to stand straight com-
fortably; and

Exercise. Free body
movement while playing
helps children's bodies return
to normal posture.

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Back to school
health and safety tips

MADISON- It's back to
school time and State Health
officials remind parents to
add health and safety lessons
to the list of things to do be-
fore the 2006-2007 school year
starts.

A healthy school year be-
gins with making sure your
child’s immunizations are up-
to-date. “Childhood immuni-
zation is one of the easiest and
most important things we can
do to make sure our children
grow up healthy and free from
the effects of serious, vaccine-
preventable diseases,” said
Jeffrey Davis, M.D,, in the Di-
vision of Public Health.

Parents and caregivers are
encouraged to keep track of
each immunization visit, and
to ask their health care provid-
er about how to access their
child’s immunization records
through the Wisconsin Immu-
nization Registry. State Health
officials stress that immuni-
zations are very safe thanks
to medical research and on-
going review by doctors and
researchers. Vaccinations are
not only for children entering
grades k-12, but also recom
mended for college students,
particularly those freshmen
living in dorms. These stu-
dents should consider vacci-
nation to protect against men
ingitis and hepatitis B.

Before school begins, it is
also a good idea to consider
having your child see your
health care provider for a phys-
ical health check-up. “Even if
your child is up-to-date on
immunizations, the American
Academy of Pediatrics recom-
mends that your school-age
child have a complete history
and physical exam, including
weight, blood pressure, hear-
ing and vision screening, and
prevention counseling at least
every two years,” said Mur-
ray Katcher, M.D., Ph.D,, in
the Division of Public Health
The Wisconsin Interscholastic
Athletics Association (WIAA)
has a requirement for a sports
physical for children who
want to participate in school
sports.

Healthy eating, being ac-
tive and getting enough sleep
go hand in hand with good
learning. Children who eat
healthy foods, have regular
meals, including breakfast,
and are active at least 60 min-
utes each day are more likely
to be successful in school.
Pack meals that are easy to
prepare, healthy and fun to
eat.

Whether young people are
walking or biking to school, it
is important to get there safe-
ly. Make sure your child’s walk
to school is a safe route with
well-trained adult crossing
guards at every intersection.
Because children are impul-
sive and tend to be less cau-
tious around traffic, carefully

consider whether your child is
ready to walk to school with-
out adult supervision. If your
child will be biking to school,
they should:

* always wear a bicycle
helmet, no matter how short
or long the ride

* ride on the right side of
the road, in the same direction
as traffic

* use appropriate hand
signals

* pay attention to traffic
lights and stop signs

* wear bright color cloth-
ing so drivers see them

If taking a bus to school,
teach and help your child
learn safety measures. They
should never walk behind the
bus, and if they must cross the
street, they should walk on
the sidewalk or along the side
of the road to a point at least
five giant steps (10 feet) ahead
of the bus before crossing. Be
sure that the bus driver can
see them, and they can see the
bus driver.

While thinking about how
your children will be carry-
ing their school supplies and
books to and from school, re-
member to consider the limits
of backpacks, which are often
heavy to use. To prevent back
pain, choose a backpack with
wide, padded shoulder straps
and a padded back. The back-
pack should never weigh more
than 10 to 20 percent of the
child’s total body weight. Have
your child always use both
straps as slinging a backpack
over one shoulder can strain
muscles and may increase
curvature of the spine.

Going back to school can
be an exciting and fun time.
Preparing for the school year
can help your student make
the most of their educational
experience.

Mathew Heiser advised the Com-
mission of an upcoming Washington
County Multi-Jurisdictional Advisory
Committee meeting scheduled for
July 26, 2006 at which existing land
use plans and ordinances will be in-
ventoried

Tom Timblin, along with engineers
of M Squared, asked the Plan Com-
mission if they wanted to address each
point raised by Ruekert & Mielke in
connection with their revised concept
plan for Mediterra Subdivision lo-
cated at 9376 Old Fond du Lac Road
Mathew Heiser wanted to start with
the major items, the most important
being the slope of the road to the bluff
area of the development

Chad Cook asked why the Village
standard was established at 10% or
less slope and Andy Petersen replied
that any road slope greater than that
was hard to maintain and less com-
fortable to drive on. Jim Wright asked
Jerry Gilles what the steepest road
slope in the Village was currently and
he stated it was probably Edgewood
Road, which is at a 10% slope but has
a road length closer to 300 feet long
and is a little flatter.

Ted Meilahn wondered if the DOT
would withhold the Village's transpor-
tation aids if the street were not built
to standard. Andy Petersen thought
they wouldn't, but short of requesting
a hardship, there was no guarantee.

M Squared presented various op-
tions they looked at in attempting to
reduce the road slope, with none of
them quite achieving the 10% or less
Frank Beesten wondered if they could
utilize the existing tractor path route
but was told that so much fill was
needed they didn’t explore that route
They are also limited with areas of
wetland that the DNR will not allow
10 be filled, the challenge of saving the
200 year oak trees on the site and road
restrictions by the DOT in relation to
Hwy 45

Man Heiser asked the developers
if they had given any consideration
to preserving and protecting the bluff
area of the land, considering it may be
the 5th highest point in Washington
County, but they said they had not.

Matt Heiser conceded that he could
not speak on behalf of the other Com-
missioners, but he would not be in
favor of a road slope to the bluff ex-
ceeding 10%. Tom Timblin admitted
that yes, they could shave some of the
bluff off, but that they did not want to.
There was another option, that being
making Conrad Street a t-intersection
and designing a series of s-curves with
guardrails to reach the top. This would

result in a 1,800-foot cul-du-sac, the
Village standard being 500 feet, but
the developers agreed to place a large
turnaround at the end of it.

Jim Wright then asked that his eight-
point list of conditions for approval of
Mediterra Subdivision be addressed
and are hereby attached and made part
of the official minutes. Discussion en-
sued on the developer bearing 173 of
the cost for future construction of a
bridge over the Milwaukee River. Ted

AN ORDINANCE CREATING
CHAPTER 8.01(4) OF THE
TOWN OF KEWASKUM
MUNICIPAL CODE RELATING
TO INJURY TO HIGHWAYS

Any person who shall injure any
Town highway by obstructing or di-
verting any creek or watercourse or
sluiceway, or by dragging logs or
timber thereon, or by any other act,
shall be liable in treble damages to
be recovered by the Town, and the

Just think how good you
would feel walking up to the
first tee of a golf outing after
dropping in a dozen 50-foot
putts on the practice green
and driving the ball 285 yards
on the range — pretty darned
confident!

“We got to look at a lot of

(ARA) - What a difference
a few decades make. Today's
seniors are living longer,

healthier lives than their parents
did.

According to the Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC), the average
life expectancy in America is
now 77.9 years - the highest it
has ever been. Backin the 1940s
when today’s retirees were born
it was 62.9. When their parents

were born around the turn of

the century it was more like 50.
So what has changed? The
introduction of new drugs and
vaccines, improvements in
living standards and advancesin
health care.

with lower Medicare payments,”
notes Dr. Hill
If Medicare payments don't
keep up with increasing practice
costs, doctors will be forced to
make difficult decisions. Nearly
half of the physicians polled in
a recent survey say that next
years cut will force them to
either decrease or stop seeing
new Medicare patients. This is
frightening news for the seniors
who rely on Medicare now for
health care, and for the baby
boomers who will begin to age
into Medicare in just five years.
“Seniors want to enjoy their
retirement, and they're turning
to physicians for advice on
how to stay healthy says Dr.
Hill. “T love my senior patients,
but it will be difficult for
doctors to care for the nation’s
growing elderly population if
the government keeps cutting
Medicare payments.”
For optimal health, Dr. Hill
of the AMA advises seniors to:

(ARA) Though most
women admit they are
concerned about their financial
future, many continue to
lag behind when it comes to
preparing for retirement.

Christian perspective in care

It has been said that when
God shuts a door, he opens a
window. That couldn’t be truer
for a Town of Kewaskum couple.
That window of opportunity
turned out to be caring for one
of God’s gifts, our elderly loved
ones.

Afterhealth problemsbegan
four years ago, Mark Thull was
told he could no longer continue
working in his family’s farming
operation. His wife, Tina was
working as director of nursing
for Heartland Hospice of West
Bend. Tina says she knew the
idea of Mark’s hands being idle
wasn't going to last long.

After a period of time, the
two began to take seriously the
idea of operating a Community
Based Residential Care Facility
commonly referred to as CBRE
Tina says they began to realize
that the entire operation could
be something to bring their
entire family together. “We
found out about a building in
Belgium that was up for rent,
we checked it out and boom, we
did it,” says Tina. The owner of
the building later approached
the Thulls about opening up a
facility in Cedar Grove and they

The couple’s two oldest
daughters Jennifer Monnahan
and Angie Thull were both
working as CNAs at Heartland
Hospice of West Bend in
hospice care. They jumped at
the chance of being able to help
in the family’s endeavor. Finally,
Mark’s knack for being a handy
man ties him and the rest of the
family into the operation where
they all pitch in maintaining
the facilities

Tina states that Jennifer
manages Cedar Grove Gardens
while Angie manages Belgium
Gardens. Angie isalso attending
nursing school to become a
registered nurse.

Belgium and Cedar Grove
Gardens are located within
their respective namesake
communities. Both are newly
built. Belgium Gardens
celebrated its two-year
anniversary in May and Cedar
Grove opened March 1 of this
year.

Tina, who serves as owner/
administrator says both facilities
operate under Christian values.
“We look at this as more of a
ministry. We pray that God
sends us the residents that
really need our style of care and
facilities,” she says.

require. “We enjoy bringing a
home setting to these residents,”
Tina concludes.

“Seeing  our  residents
overcome some of their physical
disabilities is very inspiring
to us. It helps us realize how
blessed we really are” stated
Jennifer. Both say they have
witnessed miracles with a few
of the residents in their care

Inside each facility all rooms
are private, with their own
bathroom. Some rooms also
have small refrigerators. Each
facility has a spa that residents
enjoy. Both contract with a
massage therapist for residents
who request that service. A
beautician also comes in on a
weekly basis for hair and nails
to keep residents looking their
best.

Tina highlighted that she
is proud of the fact that when a
resident comes to either facility,
her staff is ready to be there for
them through all their phases
of life. “If a resident’s health

declines, we do not send them
to a different facility. We have
everything they need to remain
comfortable at both facilities.
We involve a resident’s family
in their care plans. We find that
is key to keeping our residents
happy and assisting them in
enjoying a quality of life”

With the realization that at
certain times residents might
need higher levels of care, we
have one Registered Nurse
(RN). She floats between the
facilities.

Angie expressed that a
number of things sets their
facilities apart. “We put a large
emphasis on our food service.
Residents enjoy helping plan
the menu cach week. They
especially enjoy grilling out”

Tina added that a few weeks
ago Belgium residents had
their annual family picnic pig
roast. “It's wonderful to see our
family interact with a resident’s
family. It puts our motto of our
family helping your family into
action,”

Jennifer, who has been
a CNA for 10 years says she
thoroughly enjoys working
with the elderly. “Spending one
on one time with a resident and
learning about them and what
they enjoy is very rewarding,
she concluded.

The Thulls say they plan
active lifestyles for residents
at both facilities. Members of
each of the communities they
serve are invited to come in and
join in the planned activities
such as Bingo, sheepshead and
other various card games. Local
clergy visits twice a week for
Communion and monthly an
actual service is held for the
residents. Each facility also hasa

Bible study that meets weekly.
A lot is also done with music.
Residents particularly enjoy
watching tap dancing that is
performed by the senior center.
As you might suspect, each
facility also has a garden where
residents take part in growing
plants and vegetables.
Angie also voiced her
delight in working with the
residents she says are like her
second family. “I enjoy being
able to fill in for a resident
when their family can not,
helping them with lifes little
situations. It’s like having a few
extra grandparents. It's fun,” she
stated.

Angie says she recalls a

fond memory where residents
participated in a balloon launch
this past spring. “Our activity
director placed bible verses
in balloons and each resident
launched a balloon. A resident
recently received a letter with
photos of the balloon and verse
froma girl in Holland, Michigan
who found it”

Tina says her favorite part of
her job is sharing her faith with
her residents. She says when a
resident is having a rough day
or going through a personal
crisis she sits and prays with
them. “I could never have done
this working for someone else.”

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The changing reality of retirement

(ARA) - People entering
retirement today are facing a
brave new world. While prior
generations relied on pensions
and Social Security, new
retrrees will need to count much
more on personal savings and
investments, a reality shift that
means where money is invested
during retirement will need to
change.

“For a long time the
conventional wisdom was that
as one neared and entered
retirement, investments should
become more conservative
and one should increase the
amount of a portfolio invested
in bonds,” said Russell Swansen,
senior vice president and chief
investment officer for Thrivent
Financial.
