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If approved, new plant would be largest project completed in village history

Village residents given
lesson in Wastewater 101

KEWASKUM- Less than two
percent of the village of Kewaskum's
population turned out to hear plans
of updating the aging wastewater
treatment plant. A public hearing to
address issues with the plant was held
here Monday evening, September 18
at the Municipal Annex Building

As reported in last week's edition,
the plant has been placed under the
microscope by the Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Natural Resources (DNR) be-
cause of it's age. That department has
also stated that it may not renew an
operational permit if the village does
not have a facilities plan for the plant
in place by the end of this year.

Doug Nelson, a project engineer
with Ruekert-Mielke, the village’s en-
gineering firm, gave those in atten-
dance a quick lesson on how the plant

currently operates an®l some of its de-
ficiencies. He also explained that the
village's discharge permit with the
DNR was changed and the plant is no
longer able to handle the flows it was
built for in 1971.

According to DNR code, the vil-
lage must develop a 20-year plan for
the management and improvement
of the facility. Ruekert-Mielke has
completed that plan but it's now up
to village trustees to either accept the
plan or modify it.

Ruekert-Mielke's plan advises the
village to build a new $10.9 million
facilty adjacent to the current plant.
Last week we reported the cost to be
$10.3 million but Nelson corrected
those figures, saying that his firm re-
leased incorrect figures.

If the village decides against ac
cepting the plan they can request a
permit modification from the DNR.
Judith Gottlieb, an enviromental en
gineer with the DNR who spoke at the

hearing, stated that in her past expe
rience permit modifications are re-
viewed but not always accepted.

The other alternative that could
prove to be a bit more costly for the
village, is to compile an interim plan.
A more detailed analysis of the plant
would need to be done as well as de-
veloping the plan itself. An interim
plan can not usually be modified into
a final plan, thus leaving the village to
also pay for the cost of developing a
final plan.

Christie Cramer, a financial ana-
lyst with Ruekert-Mielke gave resi-
dents the dollars and cents of build
ing a new plant. She expected that on
the basis of 55,000 gallons used by an
average household, the cost without
using impact fees to pay for the proj-
ect, would leave those paying water
bills with an increase of about $133.50
per quarter.

Work begins on Hwy W

Work began on repairing County Road W in the town of Wayne on Monday, September 18 Shown
here, a county road crew works on lowering the grade of a hill near Wayne Center Drive. High-
way Commissionier Ken Pesch stated that the road will be closed south of Wayne for three weeks.
“So far, we have installed silt fence to protect the adjoining wet lands in the marsh and replaced three

existing cross road culverts. We have also installed one additional cross road culvert to compen-
sate for flow of water that could be impeded because we will be raising the roadbed through the marsh
We have also milled the existing asphalt pavement in the area where the road will be lowered south
of Wayne Center Drive and stockpiled those millings for recycling as base for the new pavement.”
Next highway crews will remove some of the marsh vegetation and top soil. Dirt from the area where the
road is being lowered south of Wayne Center Drive, will be used to widen the road through the marsh
so the roadbed can be raised about a foot. After that is complete, engineering fabric will be layed across
the entire roadbed in order to help bridge over the organic compressible soils that are under the exist-
ing roadbed. Last, a layer of granular fill will be placed through the marsh area and the road will be repaved.
“When we complete our work about mid-October, we will have lowered the road about six feet at the crest of
the hill just south of Wayne Center Drive to improve sight distances at that intersection and we will have raised

the road through the marsh about a foot before placing the first lift of asphalt in that area,” stated Pesch.

When people ask you how
many there are in your family,
your answer will depend on the
kinds of “kids” you have in your
household.

Alittle over a year ago, when

ent, many animal rescue groups
rushed from all over the country
to the New Orleans area to help
find and save four-footed family
members.

As the hours stretched into
days, volunteers and organiza-
tions slogged through toxic wa-
ter, contaminated sludge and
broken buildings to find pets
that, because of the danger and
confusion, were left behind.
They pulled half-starved dogs
and terrified near-feral cats
from front porches, attics, and
roofs where the animals were
waiting for their owners.

Yet, despite
attempts to track down owners
via rabies tags, addresses and
other physical descriptions, a
mere estimated 15% of all pets
rescued from the Katrina after-
math were reunited with their
original owners.

In their final chapters,
the Andersons offer suggestions
and tips from people who've
“been there’, working at the core
of animal rescue missions.

Do you dig a dog? Cater to
a cat? Do you hug your horse?

They knew the challenges
would be great at the annual
Waupun Tournament, but the
Kewaskum High volleyball
players probably never expect-
ed they would leave Saturday’s
event with just one win and a
seventh place finish.

Playing against some of the
giants in Division 1 and 2 volley-
ball in the state, Kewaskum ran
into a lot of difficulties, losing to
Westosha Central 13-25 and 12-
25 in the first round and next to
Fond du Lac, 9-25 and 17-25

Their confidence shaken by
the results against Fondy, the
Indians went into the losers’
bracket and couldn’t get past
Greendale, falling 19-25, 25-22
and 10-15.

Finally, in their last match
of the day, Kewaskum came to-
gether to beat Laconia, 25-15,
20-25 and 15-5.

“We started off good and
we stayed with Westosha until
the last 15 points, then we had
a hard time passing on service
receive and on digging,” coach
Renee Altendorf said. “We had
a hard time digging up No. 12,
Allison Wak. At the end of the
match, we also could not get a
lot of hits in”"

KHS had just one ace, by
Bekki Heberer, in the match,
and the kills were limited to just
seven. Christina DeGroot, and
reserves Alyssa Jung and Megan
Rinzel each chipped in with two
kills.

Getting closer, but still
no EWC soccer win

While they are getting
closer to the desired goal, the
Kewaskum High soccer players
still have not been able to pick
up a win against an Eastern Wis-
consin Conference opponent.

Last week, the Indians lost
a 4-1 decision to host Sheboy-
gan Falls on Monday (in a game
which they led 1-0 at half), and
on Thursday, they suffered a
2-1 defeat at the hands of host
Campbellsport.

At this point in the season,
coach Jason Piittmann knows
his Kewaskum High football
team can pile up the points
and plenty of them.

The Indians already have 139
points, and that'’s a season’s
worth for some teams.

The third-year head coach
also knows his defense can
stop people, but even after
watching the Indians notch
their fourth consecutive win
of the year Friday night, Sep-
tember 15, a 41-7 decision
over Two Rivers (0-2, 0-4), he
wonders how good they really
are.

“Like I told the kids, any win
is a good win, but this wasn't
a particularly satisfying win,"
Piittmann said, referring to in-
opportune penalties, a fumble
on a punt on the 16-yard line,
miscommunications, “things
like that”

Piittmann isn't about
to give the win back, but he
wants to eliminate the errors
he saw Friday because he re-
alizes tougher days be ahead.
Kewaskum'’s first four oppo-
nents were a combined 2-10,

There were plenty of good
things the KHS coach saw

against the Raiders, starting
with the two-play, 74-yard
drive the Indians opened

the game with. First, Eric Ogi
dashed around the right end
for an electrifying opening
play, and on the next snap, it
was quarterback Casey Scheel
keeping the ball on an option
and darting the final 11 yards
for a touchdown that took just
23 seconds to score.

After Brian Backhaus’ extra
point, Kewaskum was up 7-0,
but surprisingly the game was
tied less than three minutes
later. The Raiders went on the

passing attack and covered 74
yards in six plays to draw even
with the hosts.

QB Trevor Swetlik's favorite
target on the drive was Chris
Krajnik, who gathered in a
pass on the Raiders’ first of-
fensive play, and rambled 40
yards to the KHS 34.

Later, Krajnik gathered in a
13-yard aerial, giving TR a first
down at the 6-yard line, and
the two teamed up again for
the touchdown. Steve Schug's
PAT made the score 7-7.

After being a bit sluggish in a
couple previous first quarters,
“Our focus was coming out
and having a good start,” Piit-
tmann said, and he certainly
liked what his saw in the first
two plays. “A two-play drive,
you can't complain about
that”

The defense was another
story, however. In that first
series, “Our defense was terri-
ble,” Piittmann said, noting he
wanted to stay in the base de-
fense as much as possible but
Swetlik was just picking the
three-deep backfield apart.

“Once we went to a four
D-back set, we controlled it
more,” Piittmann said. The
Raiders were never to score
again, even though they had
a good chance at the 16 after
Ogi’s fumble early in the third
quarter.

By then, Kewaskum was
leading 28-7, using a 10-play
drive covering 62 yards on its
second series for a 14-7 ad-
vantage. Sure-handed Jon
Wicklund gathered in a 19-
yard pass in the left corner of
the end zone for the touch-
down. He wound up the night
with three big receptions for
73 yards.

A big play in the drive was
a 19-yard pass from Scheel to
Matt Parrent, who ended up
making three catches for 42

yards.

The Indians’ third touch-
down was scored by Dan Shea
on a 12-yard run. By intermis-
sion, the hard-running Shea
had picked up 105 yards and
he wound up with a personal-
best 138 in 16 carries.

Kewaskum got the ball
back with 3:34 left before the

break and moved quickly,
going 78 yards in five plays.
A pass to Parrent gained 15
yards, then Shea broke free
for a 33-yard run around his
right end. Ogi followed with a
12-yard gain to the other side,
and then it was Shea break-
ing tackles and bulling his
way into the end zone from 18
yards out.

“Danny’s an intelligent kid,”
Piittmann said, referring to the
fact his feature back is start-
ing to get the hang of the zone
blocking the coaching staff in-
stalled this season.

Sophomore Jordan Petrin,
a transfer from West Bend,
made the most of his first ex-
tensive varsity play, and the
Raiders were the worse off for
it.

In Kewaskum’s final drive,
Petrin carried the ball eight
times for 77 yards and scored
from nine yards out. Petrin’s
power was obvious to every-
one in the KHS stands, and he
showed a quick burst through
the hole as well

After this final touchdown,
Backhaus missed his first PAT
of the year after hitting 19 in a
row.

For the game, Kewaskum
outgained Two Rivers 431-208.
Had the Indians gotten the
ball more in the third quarter,
they might have hit 500 yards.
I'wo Rivers ran 16 plays to just

four for the Indians until Tony
Lewko took things into his
own hands ... literally.

The Raiders were on the
Indians 42 with a first down
when Lewko tipped a pass by
Swetlik and caught it for the
second interception of the
game. (Dan Shea had the oth-
er one in the first half.)

“He did a great job,” Piit-
tmann said of Lewko, who
stayed in his passing lane and
kept his concentration to gain
control of the ball after the tip.

Even with all the points
scored and keeping the Raid-
ers to seven, Piittmann said,
“We have no idea where we
are at” Last year, with the same
basic schedule, the coach said,
“We gained confidence as we
went along. We're hoping this
year will be the same.”

Two of the EWC supposed
challengers this season, She-
boygan Falls and Plymouth,
were upended Friday night
Falls (1-1 and 3-1) suffered its
first defeat, a 17-10 decision to
Kiel, while Plymouth (1-1, 1-3)
was nipped by Campbellsport
(1-1) 30-27 in a thriller.

Plymouth is Kewaskum's op-
ponent Friday night.

In the other EWC encounter,
New Holstein, rather asurprise
this year at 2-0 and 3-1, rolled
over Roncalli (0-2) 43-0.
