School Board member may be charged with felony election fraud

Recall signatures investigated,
eight could face election fraud

KEWASKUM- Procedures used
in obtaining signatures in Kewaskum
School District’s first ever recall elec-
tion are under the microscope. Find-
ings of a more than nine-month
investigation into how circulators
obtained over 500 signatures to oust
board member Neal Weare will soon
be made public.

Weare stated that he brought the
matter to the Washington.County Dis-
trict Artorney’s office after he found
between 60-70 questionable signa-
tures. He contends that he did this be-

fore losing that election by a 3-1 mar
gin in mid-December.

The District Attorney’s office asked
the Washington County Sheriff's De-
partment to investigate the proce-
dures used by those who obtained the
signatures. Sheriff Brian Rahn states
that a detective has concluded his in-
vestigation of the matter and has re-
quested charges for eight individuals,
one a Kewaskum School Board mem
ber

The District Attorney’s office will
now decide if there is enough evi
dence to charge the individuals. Their
review is expected to be complete in a
few days.

The political group, Northern Unit
Kettle Moraine Citizens for Respon-
sible Government (NUKM CRG) took
action against Weare in September of
2005 and stated a recall against him.
On November 7, they turned over 514
signatures to be verified by then Clerk
Jean Goeden. She verified there were
enough signatures to proceed with a
recall. At that time 213 pages of signa-
tures were turned in.

Board member, Bill Kesting won
in a 3-1 margin for the election held
Tuesday, December 13. Kesting took
over Weare's term that is set to end in
April of 2007. This newspaper will fol-
low this story for continued updates.

Alleged reckless driver

Washington County Sheriff Brian
Rahn says his department received two separate calls for a Ford escort eastbound
on Highway 28. An intercept by county squads was not possible so Kewaskum Police
were asked to look for the car. They found it and a pursuit began. Driver of the Escort,
Ryan Wendland, 19, of Germantown led Kewaskum Police through several village
streets.

Over 70 littles are wait-
ing to be matched with some-
one they can look up to and
take part in weekly or monthly
activities with.

Volunteer  opportunities
are available for everyone.
People can take part in school-
based or site-based volunteer-
ing, spending one to two hours
per week with a little for the
duration of the school year
For people with more time
restraints, ({Jlﬂl‘l]lll]i]\"'hﬂ‘\l‘(l
volunteering is also available,
spending a couple hours twice
a month with a little. You can
volunteer individually, with a
spouse or as a family.

Mentoring a child has an
impact not only on the child
but also on the mentor and the
child’s parents or family. Par
ents are grateful for the smiles
on their children’s faces from
having fun with their bigs. Chil-
dren learn new things, gain a
new friend and the experience
can improve their social skills.
According to a survey on Big
Brothers Big Sisters' web site,
91 percent of littles feel bet-
ter about themselves when
they have a mentor, 67 percent
have a better sense of right and
wrong and 76 percent show im-
proved school grades. Several
testimonials are on the web
site, from parents, mentors
and children saying they feel
special when another family
accepts them.

There’s a new face at
Shepherd of the Hills parish
in Eden. Father Joe Juknialis
replaced Father Kevin Wester,
who went to work in the Twin
Cities, last August.

Born in Sheboygan and
raised in Fond du Lac, Juknialis
attended St. Francis Seminary
in Pewaukee and obtained his
Masters in Communication
Theology at Marquette Uni-
versity in Minnesota.

Juknialis served as a priest
in the Milwaukee area for 36
years at Our Lady of Lourdes,
St. Catherine and St. Peter and
Paul. He also served at Christ
King in Wauwatosa and St.
James in Menomonee Falls.

Last year he was the Di-
rector of College Programs,
which offers young men at-
tendinglocal colleges different
options to become involved in
St. Peter and Paul ministries,
and volunteer their time at the
parish. He oversaw the resi-
dency program which houses
the students.

“About 35 young men
lived there and went to school,
and came here for meals and
prayer,” he said.

In the seven years he has
been a priest, Father Wester
served Catholicsin Armstrong,
Dotyville, Eden and Mitchell.
He has overseen three merg-
ers that eventually combined
four parishes into one, the
merger of two schools, and a
reduction in parish buildings
from 10 to three. Last sum-
mer, his cousin Father Charlie
Wester temporarily replaced
him before Juknialis started.
The Westers are now both re-
tired.

Juknialis said in January of

new pastor at Shepherd of the Hills Catholic Church

every year priests are asked if
they would like to stay at their
current church or if they wish
to apply elsewhere. They are
assigned to a church for six
years, and are asked to move
on after 12 years. Juknialis
spent nine years at his previ-
ous position and then was
added to the list. The place-
ment board interviews the
priests and the parishes that
have open positions to find
out their strengths and weak-
nesses and try to fit the right
priest with the right parish.
Priests can choose three par-
ishes they wish to go to, then
the placement assigns them to
one. Juknialis chose Shepherd
of the Hills because he has al
ways been in the urban and
suburb areas and wanted to
be closer to his family.

“I've never worked in the
rural area, and wanted to come
back to my roots,” he said.

Juknialis lives at a house
for clergy at the church, six
miles east of Eden. He enjoys
many outdoor activities such
as hiking, canoeing and camp-
ing. He also enjoys writing and

has had “a fair amount” of re
flection books published.

Shepherd of the Hills is lo-
cated at W1562 Highway B in
Eden.

DUNDEE- Extreme Make
over Home Edition made its
way to Wisconsin for a week to
give Christine Koepke and her
children a new house, several
weeks after her husband Matt
Koepke passed away from a
rare form of cancer.

Ty Pennington and the
Design Team showed up at the
Koepke's house in Dundee,
Wis. Thursday, Sept. 28 to an-
nounce that the family would
be vacationing in San Diego
while hundreds of people
around Wisconsin come to-
gether to build them a 4,000-
square foot house. Christine
and her children, Derek, Jay-
na, Mitchell and Johanna, left

Dundee Friday afternoon.

“We're getting tugged in a
million directions, it'’s a good
tug though,” said Christine be-
fore leaving for San Diego.

Demolition of the 135-
year-old farmhouse, built by
Matt Koepke's great-grandfa-
ther, took place Sunday, with
2,000 spectators cheering and
taking photos. Senior Produc-
er of Extreme Home Make-
over, Diane Korman, said this
is the largest turnout the show
has had for demolition day.

“The large turnout is of
an intimate nature because
the town is so small. There is a
closeness between the family
and friends; something that
couldn’t happen in a big city,”
said Extreme Makeover De-
signer Preston Sharp.

Within a couple hours, all
the debris from the old house
was removed and workers
were starting on the new
house. Over 500 skilled work-
ers are on site volunteering
their time, and working side
by side, 24 hours a day, in six-
hour shifts, to complete this
project by Friday

“They’'re working on top
of each other. It's controlled
chaos,” said Larry Gruber of
Monarch Homes.

Restaurants in the area are
extending their hours to ac-
commodate the crew. Metro-
politan Builders Assocation of
Milwaukee is setting up food
tents with donated food at dif-
ferent times throughout the
night to feed the hard workers.
Over 350 vendors donate their

time and resources on every
show to help make it happen

It takes months of plan-
ning to make this work. John
Ford of Kohler sent in a letter
to the show, telling them how
much the Koepke family really
deserved this. When they were
chosen, Matt Koepke was no-
tified that he would be getting
a new house. When he passed
away in August, the plans for
Extreme Makeover to come to
Dundee were postponed. The
letters that community mem-
bers sent to the show, made
the design team want to help
the Koepkes even more.

Korman said their show is
a metaphor for larger stories
around America that neigh-
bors still come together to
help each other.

“We make miracles hap-
pen every week on our show.
Neighbors work together to
make it happen,” said Kor-
man. “Everyone in this town
knows the family and knows
their struggles.”

No specific details have
been disclosed about what the
house will look like, other than
it will be two-stories tall.

Extreme Makeover helps
four families every month.
They will hit 22 this season,
and their goal is to go to every
state. They have been on the
air since December of 2003
and this is the 84th family they
have helped.

[here you are, driving down
the highway, singing along with
the radio when you hear a horn,
followed by a screech and a leg-
wobbling crunch.

You pull over, your heart
flip-flopping like a fish out of
water, a spot just above your
belly-button doing loop-de-
loops.

Take assessment

Nobody's hurt.

You pull out your cell phone
and call 911 immediately. Be-
fore long, the red-and-blues are
on their way and you're shaky,
but relieved.

Did you get the name of the
911 operator? No? Few people
do, but you were glad he or she
was there, right? In the new
book “Answering 911: Life in the
Hot Seat” by Caroline Burau,
you'll learn what it's like to be
on the receiving end of those
panicked calls.

Caroline Burau says that
when she was growing up in
northern Minnesota, she hated
everything. She was raised in
a devout and loving family, but
she was an angry, wild child
with a shy streak. School was a
challenge but partying was fun.
At age seventeen, Burau met the
man who would introduce her
to cocaine. Not long afterward,
she was arrested for suspicion
of drug possession and pled to
a misdemeanor conviction in
Florida.

When Burau got out of vol-
untary drug treatment in Min-
nesota, she went back to school
and became a journalist. On
her weekly visits to the sheriff’s
office, she says she became in-
terested in work as a 911 opera-
tor because it paid better than
journalism. She applied and
was accepted into the program.
Over the course of months,

Burau worked with people who
taught her how to be calm, re-
member codes, and keep police
officers and rescue personnel
safe. She worked with trainers
who showed nerves of steel in
the face of sure disaster. She
learned the difference between
emergency and empathy. Al-
though Burau never thought
she'd be able 1o handle the job
by herself, she eventually did.
What she couldn’t handle were
the “cases” that haunt her even
now.

How can someone deal
with the horror in the voice ol
a 12-year-old as she describes
her mother’s suicide to the 911
operator? Can anyone ever for-
get hearing gunshots through a
phone line, knowing that noth-
ing can be done to stop them?
Who can sleep after hearing
the screams of a woman who's
abused by her significant other?

Who could ever put this
book down?

Not me.

“Answering 911" pulls the
tarp off a job that usually goes
unnoticed, and exposes it with
black humor, chaos, and a
healthy dose of compassion. 1
found it particularly interest-
ing to watch author Caroline
Burau's writing as she goes from
wide-eyed, nervous newbie to
someone with a “been-there-
done-that-so-what” artitude. I
loved her blunt truthfulness. 1
loved her patience and sympa-
thy. I loved her stories of the
good, the bad, and the goofy.

I just plain loved this book.

If you've ever needed to call
911 or if you've wondered what
it’s like on the other end of the
phone, read this book. “Answer-
ing 911" is incredible, and that's
no accident.

A couple of decisions
made by coach Jason Piitt-
mann paid big dividends for
the Kewaskum High football
team Friday night, helping the
Indians to a 21-7 victory over
Sheboygan Falls in front of a
large and enthusiastic home-
coming crowd.

The first decision, to move
Matt Parrent from tight end to
split end, came before the sea-
son got underway, and looking
at what the athletic 6-foot-4
senior did Friday night, one
might elevate Piittmann to ge-
nius status.

“Weé got some good match-
ups with him,” Piittmann said,
almost understating the obvi-
ous. In the first half alone, Par-
rent hauled in five of Casey
Scheel’s passes for 116 yards
and two touchdowns.

Decision No. 2 came late
in the first quarter of Friday's
game. After sending out his
field goal team for an apparent
try from the 5-yard line — it
would have been a 22-yard
kick — the Indians were called
for a procedure penalty, and
then Piittmann decided to go
for the touchdown.

Scheel dropped back behind
some good protection and
tossed a bullet to Parrent, who
had sprinted to the left corner
of the end zone and had an
easy score (with 2:49 left on the
clock).

Brian Backhaus drilled home
the PAT, and the Indians had a
7-0 lead and the all-important
momentum.

“The biggest thing we did
tonight was we took the game
to them,” the exhausted coach
said afterward, explaining the
Indians did not do that last
week when they let Plymouth
dictate early in the game in
what turned out to be Kewas-

kum'’s first and only loss of the
2006 season

Neither team mustered
much real estate on its open-
ing possession, but when the
Indians got the ball with 8:33
leftin the opening period, they
methodically moved 89 yards
in 12 plays.

Scheel drew the Falcons
offside on the first play, mov-
ing the ball out to the KHS 11
where the Indians had a little
breathing room.

After a couple short runs
picked up a first down, Scheel
threw a screen pass to Dan
Shea for nine vyards, then
Scheel and Parrent hooked up
for a 37-yard bomb, putting the
ball on the SF 36.

There wasn’t much doing
on the next two runs, so a pass
was in order on third down,
and this time Scheel found Jon
Wicklund for 21 yards, and just
like that the Indians were down
on the Falcons’ 11.

Several plays later, it was
touchdown time.

The Falcons, who remem-
bered the loss they suffered to
the Indians a year ago on thei
home field, stormed back with
a good drive early in the sec-
ond quarter.

A couple of Jacob Juedes
passes, one to Nick Matzdorf
for 15 yards which also in-
cluded a roughness penalty on
the Indians, quickly moved the
Falcons to the Kewaskum 9-
yard line, but here is where the
KHS defense came up with the
biggest play of the game.

On first down, Ryan Douglas
looked like he had gained three
or four yards, when suddenly
defensive back Eric Ogi came
out of the pile with the football
and ran five yards before being
tackled at the KHS 11.

Again the drive started with
Scheel drawing the Falcons
off side, and once again he
teamed up with Parrent to

move the ball quickly down
the field. First, it was an alley
oop pass for 32 yards to the SF
49, and then Parrent went over
the middle to catch a ball that
chewed up 33 yards, giving the
Indians a first down at the SF
8.

Dan Shea carried the ball into
the end zone on the next play,
but a yellow flag, for holding,
wiped out the touchdown.

The situation did not look
good when Scheel was sacked
for a big loss on the ensuing
play, but the senior QB came
right back with a 12-yard pass
to Shea and a 5-yard TD to Par
rent, who had beaten his man
in the right corner of the end
zone.

So instead of the Falcons
coming up with the possible ty-
ing points, Kewaskum jumped
out front 14-0, and Ogi would
be the one to come up with a
big play in the second hall, al-
lowing the Indians to keep its
final scoring drive alive.

Late in the third quarter, KHS
was facing a third and nine at
its own 32-yard line when Ogi
came out of the backfield and
got free for a 47 yard pass play
to the Falcon 22. Six plays later,

Scheel threw his third TD of
the night, with Jon Wicklund
his target on a slant pass from
the 5-yard line. Scheel audi-
bled on the play, and it was a
perfect call.

Sheboygan Falls scored its
I'D in the fourth quarter, with
Juedes going the final two
yards on a run.

For the game, Scheel was 11
of 13 for 210 yards, and he was
the leading rusher, gaining 48
yards in 18 carries. Shea added
44 yards in 12 carries and had
asecond TD called back late in
the game on a holding call.

Parrent wound up with the
116 yards of receptions, and
he said afterward this was
definitely his best varsity game
ever. “Oh yeah, by far,” Parrent
said, indicating he had told
Scheel early in the game that
the inside was open. “Casey
threw perfect passes to me. |
just had to go up and get ‘'em.”

More important to Parrent
than the individual stats was
getting the team win. “To go up
against a team like Sheboygan
Falls and to play this this ... it
was a great win,” the big end
said.

It was no surprise to the
