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Second in command, Schmidt, looking to unseat Rahn

Sheriff’s Department leaders face-off Tuesday

Washington County Sher-
iff's Department Captain Dale
Schmidt, 42, apparently en-
joyed his short lived time as
acting Sheriff after the sud-
den death of then Sheriff Jack
Theusch. He's looking to get
that office back after an ap-
pointment by Governor Doyle
brought a new face to lead the
department.

Hartford resident, and for-
mer common council member

Captain Dale Schmidt
there, Brian Rahn, 41, a Dem
ocrat, was appointed by Doyle
in June of 2003. Since that
time he says he’s most proud
of the relationships he’s estab-
lished with the county board
and how between the board
and department he's opened
up lines of communication to
make the department’s opera-
tions more known. He also is
responsible for initiating the
Christmas Shop with a Cop
program and working with fel-
low deputies to make it a suc-
cess.

Rahn, who is married with
two children says if given the

opportunity to serve another
term, he would like to con-
tinue the increase in training
he has afforded deputies. “Be-
fore I started, we were just an
other sheriff’s department in
the State of Wisconsin. We sit
at a new level today, we have

people wanting to be a part of

our organization which gives
us quality people working in
law enforcement for Washing-
ton County citizens,” reported
Rahn.

He also stated he would
like to work towards imple-
menting a chaplain program
for the department. "As our
need for service increases, so
does the need for special pro-
grams, this is just one situa-
tion where I think we could
continue to improve,” Rahn
declared. He also stated that
when deputies must make
death calls to family members
he thought the presence of a
chaplain would not only be
helpful for the family, but for
deputies as well.

“We have programs we
have just started to implement
and I would love to see them
grow, given the opportunity to

In his first run for public
office, he says nothing spe
cific motivated him to run for
the position, but he deemed
his qualifications would make
him a very good candidate. He
said he hoped that he could
work on making the depart
ment more efficient and to
improve the investigative
abilities of members of the de-
partment.

As a Republican, Schmidt
has also said he would work
for fiscal responsibility in
Sheriff's Department Budgets.

TOWN OF WAYNE- Resi
dents in the town of Wayne
have the opportunity to tell
their town board if they want
their town’s clerk and trea
surer accountable to them
or those they elect as chair
man and supervisor. Many
1ll\.\'|l‘\hip\ dCross Ihl' state are
following a trend to hire in
dividuals to handle the ever
growing duties of a township's
clerk and treasurer.

The town of Farmington
made their town clerk an ap
pointed position about six
years ago according to Joanne
Oneska, who currently serves
in that capacity. She stated
that around that same time
they also made the treasurer’s
post an appointed position

Since its inception as a
township, Wayne has elected
their clerk and their treasurer.
At their September meeting it
was decided to ask the elec
torate via a referendum. Any
changes would take effect at
the April 2007 election

Supervisor Kieth
Kriewaldt stated that the town

investigated the appointments
after a town association meet
ing where the board saw both
advantages and disadvan
tages. “We decided it should
be left up to the electors of the
town,” he stated.

“Many of the towns are
moving this way, there is more
and more work being required
by these people and elected
clerks held as accountable to
getting that work done. We
aren’'t having that problem
but some community mem
bers expressed interest in ap
pointed officials,” Kriewaldt
continued.

The referendum reads:
Shall the persons holding
the office of Town Clerk and
lown Treasurer in the Town
of Wayne be appointed by the
l'own Board?

A yes vote will give town
officials the authority to hire
whom they feel is best quali
fied. It will eliminate an elec-
tion of those two office hold-
ers

A no vote will require that
those office holders be elected
by the people residing in the
township.

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Doyle, Green and Eisman face off in Gubernatorial race

Healthcare, ethics in po-
litical campaigns and terror
ism are issues facing Mark
Green, Jim Doyle and Nelson
Eisman, candidates hoping to
be the next Wisconsin Gover-
nor on Tuesday

Republican Mark Green,
has served in Congress since
being elected in 1998 to repre-
sent northeastern Wisconsin.
During his 2002 campaign,
Green pledged to use his role
in Congress to help defeat ter
rorism. He has been a strong
supporter of the war in Iraq
and President Bush's faith-
based initiative. He has said
he believes Congress and
other elected officials should
promote family values more
aggressively.

Before his time in Con-
gress, Green was a member
of the Wisconsin state Assem-
bly, where he served as chair-
man of the Assembly Judiciary
Committee and was part of the
Republican leadership team.

While in the Legislature,
he authored the state’s lawsuit
reform law, which has become
a model for the rest of the na-
tion. Green also takes credit
for pushing through the larg-
est property tax reduction in
Wisconsin history; writing the
law requiring life sentences
for repeat child sex offenders,
and working with Governor
Tommy Thompson on wellare
and education reforms.

Green earned degrees in
Political Science and English
at the University of Wiscon-
sin-Eau Claire before attend
ing Law School. He now lives
in the Green Bay area with
his wife Susan and their three
children.

If elected, Green pledges
to restore fiscal discipline, cre-
ate educational opportunities
and promote Wisconsin val
ues.

Incumbent Jim Doyle (D),
defeated Republican Gover
nor Scott McCallum in the
2002 election to become the
only Democrat in the coun
try to defeat an incumbent

Republican governor. He also
became the first Democratic
governor of Wisconsin in 16
vears

When he ok office, Gov-
ernor Doyle faced substantial
challenges - a $3.2 hillion bud-
get deficit, a lagging economy
and a decline in good paying
manufacturing jobs. Governor
Doyle takes credit for balanc-
ing the budget without raising
taxes, cutting wasteful govern-
ment spending and creating
more than 140,000 new jobs.

Before being elected gov
ernor, Doyle was attorney gen
eral of Wisconsin from 1990
to 2003. As attorney general,
Doyle won settlements from
Publisher's Clearinghouse for
deceptive marketing as well as
a multi-billion award from to-
bacco companies.

A University of Wiscon-
sin graduate (with some time
spent at Stanford), Doyle has
deep state political ties. His
parents, Ruth and James Sr.,
are credited as
Wisconsin's modern
cratic party

After celebrating their re-
spective wins in the Septem-
ber primary, Democrat Kath-
leen Falk and Republican ].B.
Van Hollen set out for the race
to be your Attorney General.

Falk has been a Dane
County Executive since 1997.
Before that she was Assistant
Attorney General (including
Public Intervener for 12 Years)
and a Co-Director, Legal
Counsel for Environmental
Decade.

Falk supports increased
penalties for sexual exploita-
tion of a child, gang violence
and elder abuse. Falk has also
been a leader in developing
smart on crime solutions to
the non-violent drug offend-
ers who are clogging our jails
and costing our taxpayers mil-
lions of dollars a year.

As Attorney General, Falk
wants implement statewide
best practices for the inves-
tigation and prosecution of
child abuse and neglect.

Be-
fore his current occupation,
he served as an attorney for
the Ashland County District,
Bayfield County District and
Western District of Wisconsin,
and was Assistant U.S. Attor
ney in 2002,

Van Hollen is in favor of
the death penalty. He says
he feels heinous murders de-
serve to face the ultimate pun-
ishment. His opinion is that
the sentence should only be
applied when there is DNA
evidence to corroborate the
verdict.

His plan involves bringing
people together to take a uni-
fied, aggressive approach to
cracking down on gang, gun
and drug violence. As 1.S. At-
torney he nearly tripled federal
firearm prosecutions and was
recognized as having one of
the toughest sentencing track
records in the country, by put-
ting people away for life.

He initiated Project Safe
Neighborhoods in Beloit and
Janesville and took violent
criminals off the streets and
made sure they received harsh
sentences He under spent the
budget every single year, while
the productivity of the office
increased. During his final
year his office prosecuted 75
percent more criminal cases
than the previous US Artor-
ney.

Van Hollen said he does
not believe terrorism is merely
a federal issue and that it is na-
ive and dangerous to assume
terrorists are not in Wisconsin.
As Attorney General, he will
work every day with federal
and local law enforcement
on terrorism surveillance and
prevention. He said he under-
stands that the risk is real and
that, much as we would hope
otherwise, Wisconsin is not
immune from the reality of
terrorism.

Eisman pledges to make a
"huge difference” in the state
of Wisconsin by promoting
honest government, universal
health care, green energy and
economic justice.

$50,000 per year would pay
income taxes. Eisman said

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Lorge will try once again in U.S. Senate race

After a large defeat in a
primary that would choose
the opponent for US. Sena
tor Russ Feingold, Republi-
can Robert Lorge is throwing
his hat in the ring once again.
Lorge has a huge undertaking
to defeat well known and well
financed United States Sena
tor Herb Kohl (D).

In addition to Lorge, Wis
consin Green candidate Rae
Vogeler, and Independent,
Ben Glatzel, are also running,

Herb Kohl was elected
to the Senate in 1988 and re-
elected to a third six-year term
in 2000. During his time in of-
fice, Senator Kohl has been
recognized as a strong advo-
cate for children’s issues. Kohl
was the author of legislation to
expand the school breakfast
program and a strong sup-
porter of child nutrition pro
grams

Senator Kohl is the lead
Democrat on the Special Com-
mittee on Aging, the Senate’s
principal committee charged
with examining the many is

sues affecting older Ameri
cans, like Medicare, retire-
ment security and protection
from fraud and abuse. Kohl
has led efforts to improve the
Medicare Prescription Drug
Benefit, urging the Adminis
tration to negotiate lower drug
prices for seniors and close the
“donut hole” in coverage that
is leaving many beneficiaries
with unexpectedly high drug
costs. He has also successfully
pushed for increased funding
for nursing home inspections,
and has introduced legislation
to require background checks
for long term care employees
to ensure that people with
abusive and criminal histories
do not prey on vulnerable pa-
tients.

In 1990 he estab-
lished the Herb Kohl Educa
tional Foundation Achieve-
ment Award Program, which
provides annual grants total-
ing $100,000 to 100 graduating
seniors, 100 teachers and 100
schools throughout Wiscon
sin.

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Quiet races for quiet positions at state capitol

You probably didn't even
know the state’s top money-
man is up for re-election.
While not as hot as the race
for governor and attorney
general, Jack Voight, 60, has
his share of competition as he
embarks on his fourth re-elec-
tion campaign.

The office of the Wisconsin
State Treasurer holds a four-
year term of office. The per-
son entrusted with that office
will paid $64,000 at the begin-
ning of the new term in Janu-
ary of 2007. While stripped of
much of its power during the
Thompson  administration,
the state treasurer is respon

sible for overseeing the EdVest
college savings plan, all state
check writing and distribution
of unclaimed property to its
rightful owners.

Voight, an Appleton Re-
publican, has maintained held
the position since 1994. On his
website, he touts that he has a
record of “Doing More With
Less.”

[o date he states that he
has returned over $100 million
worth of unclaimed assets to
Wisconsin citizens. Reduced
or maintained spending by
making his office programs
self-supporting and has not
hired any additional perma-
nent staff during his tenure.

Eleven years is too long for the
same State Treasurer,” he con-
tends.

I will also make sure
that the Wisconsinites know
where their tax dollars are go-
ing on a regular basis,” he con-
cluded.

Local author Karen Hart-
man, of Campbellsport, is
having a book signing at the
Kewaskum Library Nov. 8
starting at 6 p.m. and at West
Bend Library Nov. 9.

Her writings, which she
says “are from the heart,” were
accidental. Hartman pro-
fessed she never planned on
writing the four books, it just
happened. She has been do-
ing school presentations on
Native American culture for
25 years and received requests
for her to write what she told
through stories. Her books are
about finding beauty within
onesell.

“They’re very much me,
she expressed.

Her first book, Dream
Catcher: The Legend and the
Lady was published in 1992.
She worked on the book many
years, thinking she couldn’t
do it. Upon hiring an illus-
trator, it was completed in
five months. Her subsequent
books, Dream Catcher: The
Legend, the Lady and Woman
(1994) and Gift from the Eagle
(1997) were much easier to
complete because she says it
had all been laid out for her.
‘The Dream Catcher books are
an adaptation of an Ojibwa
Indian legend where a dream
catcher entangles bad dreams
in webbing and allows good
dreams to come through. The

Dream Catcher is a wise, old
er woman, who is based on
Hartman's mother. She also
published a short story titled,
Max the Maple Moose. Her
books are for all age groups,
from pre-kindergarten to se-
nior citizens.

Hartman declared that
while speaking in front of
1,350 people at a Boy Scouts
event, when she had a vision,
a feeling of, “it's not what's
in your hands, but what's in
your heart.” At this same time
she was diagnoised with can-
cer. She professes that writ-
ing these books helped her
through the bout cancer.

In 1999 she spent a week
in Florida presenting her sto-
ries to six different schools
during the day and to the Y
Indian Guides at night. When
she returned she started

working on her most recent
book, The Robin's Squash:
Legend and Cookbook (2007)
This new book, which features
Hartman's granddaughter as
Morning Star, is about how
the pumpkin came to be and
it includes facts about pump
kins and over 75 recipes. Hart
man described her inspiration
for the book came after hear
ing news of a young boy who
died in a car accident. The
news reported that his mother
was driving and their car slid
across black ice and a semi
smashed into their vehicle.
Hartman said it made her so
angry, so she wanted to write a
book explaining death to chil
dren in a comforting way.

Because most publish-
ng ('mn|‘r.'mi('~. Q!”l'lnl“ 0
change a writer’s book or style
of writing so much, it no lon-
ger becomes their own work,
Hartman decided to start her
own company, Weeping Heart
Trading Company.

This enables her 1o keep
her own style. What inspired
the name of her company was,
of course, her last name and
also dealing with her cancer.

“My heart has wept many
times, in joy and sorrow,” she
reckoned.

She stipulated that it is
not easy self-publishing, she
has been lucky because word-
of-mouth has helped her sell
about 10,000 copies of the two
Dream Catcher books and an
estimated 3,000 copies of Gift
from the Eagle. She also con-
fessed that it is not easy to find
affordable illustrators. She
had a share of problems with
her first pick, and sought a re-
placement.

Hartman, who belongs to
the Society for Writers and Il-
lustrators, made 500 dream
catchers for the opening of the
Native American exhibit at the
Milwaukee Public Museum.
She presents at Breast Cancer
events and one of her poems

“It's a way to show that
children with special needs
can achieve their dreams,” she
said.

Kewaskum High School
(KHS) was recently part of an
exciting partnership - a special
exchange program coordinated
Kosentnal a.k.a. Frau Rosen-
thal.

Earlier in the year, KHS
students learning German
were given names and emails
of students from Kewaskum's
partner school, Kaethe Kollwitz
Gesamtschule, in Langensel-
bold, Germany, which is near
Frankfurt and has a population
of approximately 13,000. Emails
were sent, friendships were
formed and plans were made
for the German students to visit
Wisconsin.

September 27, 2006, nine
German students arrived in
Kewaskum to a warm welcome
of hellos and hugs from excited
KHS students and host families
for a three-week adventure.

During their time here, the
visiting German students lived
with their KHS email pal and his
or her family, attended school
and did some sightseeing. Trips
organized by Frau Rosenthal
were taken to Wisconsin Dells,
Madison and Milwaukee. The
students also spent a day in
Chicago before returning back
to Germany.

When asked if they enjoyed
their visit, the German students’
eyes lit up. It was easy to see this
had been a wonderful trip for
them. They were making mem-
ories to last a lifetime.

The comment all visiting
students shared excitedly was
how happy they were to meet
each of their email friends from
Kewaskum and they can't wait
to come back to visit some day.
Each took the time to say how
nice everyone was and how
great their host families had
been. It was obvious how genu-
inely happy and appreciative
each German student was to
have had such a memorable ex
perience.

One of the biggest differ-
ences mentioned included how
far apart everyone lives in Wis-
consin. “In Germany, it is very
crowded. Even in small towns

everyone lives close together”
weiluan wEacuer, ip Clliipl_‘f-

one and close friend of Frau
Rosenthal since they met sever
al years ago via the sister school
partnership.

Food was another big differ-
ence. Janis Kaltschnee, one of
the visiting students, said, “The
food is okay, but three weeks
was long enough” The others
laughed and agreed.

The visiting students were also
quite jealous of their American
counterparts’ privilege to drive
at age 16. In Germany, every-
one must be 18 before they can
drive. They were also quite en
vious of the American shopping
experience and amusement
parks.

The biggest difference, however,
was in the schooling.

Kaethe  Kollwitz Gesa-
mtschule is a unique school in
Germany. There, most students
are tracked and after 4th grade
attend one of three types of
schools based on their abilities
whereas KHS and other Ameri-
can schools separate by grade
levels. Also, every German stu
dent is required to take English
as a second language. After 10th
grade, German students must
pass a test to either go on to col
lege prep level courses for two
years or be trained in a profes-
sion for 2-3 years. If a student
wants to go to a university after
13th grade, he or she must pass
a series of written and oral tests.
The government also helps fund
schooling so those attending
universities do not need to pay
pricey school fees or tuitions
like in the United States.

Before leaving, the visiting
German students were able to
participate in the KHS Home-
coming experience. That in
itsell seems to have etched a
happy place in all their hearts.

The summer of 2007 is
when the Kewaskum area stu
dents are hoping to travel to
Germany to visit their German
friends and share in their lives
and culture.

This special kind of ex
change program has been of-
fered for about 15 years through
Wisconsin’s Department of
Public Instruction (DPI). And
Frau Rosenthal has been in
volved the whole time.

In 1972, Wisconsin had an
economic partnership with the
German state of Hessen. In the
early 90's, German teachers
were offered sister school’s to
partner with through Hessen
and the DPI. Frau Rosenthal
started to correspond with KHS
partner school Kaethe Kollwitz
Gesamtschule in 1991 and went
to visit thar fall.

The first German students
visited KHS in 1992 and KHS
students visited Germany in
the summer of 1993. There was
an exchange like that for about
12 years, however, the summer
trips were becoming very ex
pensive for the small group of
KHS students, Changes were
made.

KHS now does the exchange
every other year and has also
joined forces with Slinger High
School to share costs.

College-bound high
school students can take the
ACT college admission exam
on December 9, 2006, the next
national test date. The dead-
line for postmark or online
registration is November 3.
The late registration deadline
is November 16 (an additional
$19 fee is required for late reg-
istration). Students can get
registration materials from
their high school counselor
or they can register online on
ACT's student website -
actstudent.org.

The
basic ACT exam includes four
parts: English, reading, math-
ematics and science. An op-
tional writing test is also avail-
able. Some colleges require or
recommend a writing score,
but many do not.

C. Darin came home to the bliss
of heaven's open arms on Octo-
ber 25, 2006 at the age of 77.

Dr. Joe Darin was born on
May 8, 1929 to Eugene and Mar-
garet Darin in Hurley, Wiscon-
sin. He graduated from Hurley
High School in 1947 and re-
ceived his undergraduate and
graduate medical education at
Marquette University in Mil-
waukee. He completed his sur-
gical training in 1960. His first
clinical appointment was Chief
of General Surgery at the Wood
V.A. Hospital in Milwaukee,

In 1961, he joined the Army
and was assigned Chiefl of the
Trauma Study Branch at the
Brooke Army Medical Center in
San Antonio, Texas. In 1962 he
assumed command of the 47th
Field Hospital in the Philip-
pines.

After completing his Army
service, he returned to Milwau-
kee and joined the surgical fac-
ulty at the Medical College of
Wisconsin. His initial clinical
and research efforts were in the
area of liver disease. He devel-
oped an extracorporeal hepatic
support system utilizing human
cadaver and goat/pit livers.
This work led to his develop-
ment of whole blood exchange
transfusion as a mode of ther-
apy for unique conditions with
high mortality rates.

In 1972, Dr. Darin's inter-
ests turned to emergency medi-
cal services (EMS). He estah-
lished the Milwaukee County
Paramedic Program  which
brought sophisticated medical
treatment directly to patients.
He started Flight For Life, the
first acromedical service in our
State, and developed the Level
I Trauma Center at Froedtert
Hospital. Under his direction,
the only Emergency Medicine
Residency Program in the State
was established

From 1972-1993, he was
Chairman of the Medical Col
lege of Wisconsin's Department
of Trauma and Emergency
Medicine. In July 1992, a sepa-
rate academic Department of
Emergency Medicine was ap-
proved and Dr. Darin served as
its first chair. In 1977, Dr. Darin
was also elected President of
the Medical Society of Milwau-
kee County.

During his career, he was
awarded over $3.5 million in re-
search and development grants.
One of these grants allowed Dr.
Darin to propose, plan and im-
plement advanced E.M.S. sys-
tems in the Polish cities of War-
saw, Poznan, Krakow, Bialystok
and Lodz.

Dr. Darin retired from the
Medical College of Wisconsin
in 1994 as Professor Emeritus of
Surgery and Emergency Medi-
cine. Following his retirement,
he served the State of Wiscon-
sin for three years as its first
EMS Medical Director.

On his long final journey
home, he had many “helping
hands” from the Froedtert Hos-
pital staff including Dr. Michael
Keelan, Dr. James Roth, Dr.
Robert Krippendorf, and, his

own special angels, nurses Sue
Owen and Sue Carter. At home,
Roman, of Home Care Services
of Kenosha and Horizon Hos-
pice from Froedtert provided
his care.

Dr. Darin and his wife, Patty
(Edwards), a former Kewaskum
resident and daughter of the
late Dr. R.G. and Alma Edwards,
shared 41 years together. He
has two children, Jane (Curtis)
Manning and William (Peg),
with his first wife, Jerane, who
died of a brain tumor while he
was in the Service.

They
also have seven grandchildren
and one great-grandchild.

Dr. Darin is further survived
by one brother, Lu Darin of
Hartford, brothers-in-law and
sisters-in-law, Richard (Mari-
lyn) Edwards, Campbellsport,
Dolly (Eldon) Ramthun,
Campbellsport, and Gwendo-
lyn (Jules) Dreher, Kewaskum,
and many nieces and nephews.

He enjoyed his hobbies
of building model sail ships,
stamp collecting and cooking.

In next Tuesday's election
we will be voting on the mar-
riage referendum to amend
our State Constitution. Pass-
ing this referendum (by voting
“yes”) would give Constitu-
tional protection to the defini-
tion of legal marriage in this
state as the traditional mar-
riage between one man and
one woman.

How did this
happen in America?

I am currently the chair
of a special committee on Af-
firmative Action. Affirmative
Action includes efforts by the
government to give preferenc-
es to people based on sex or
ethnic group in government
hiring, admissions to our uni-
versity or technical schools,
and owners and employces
of businesses who contract
with government. Today, let's
review perhaps the most out-
rageous law I've come acrass
since dealing with govern-
ment-Executive Order 11246.

Order 11246 was not even
passed by Congress. It was an
order given by President Lyn-
don Johnson in September
1965 - 41 years aga. Itrequires
an Affirmative Action plan for
any business that has a con-
tract with the government for
$50,000 together with at least
50 employees. A less burden-
some program is required for
smaller companies.

Businesses are required
to give preferences to Blacks,
Hispanics, Asians, and Native
Americans. People whose an-
cestors are from India or Paki-
stan are considered Asian.
People from Iran or Iraq are
considered White. Employees
are allowed to personally label
themselves. If you have one
great grandparent from Mexi-
co and seven great grandpar-
ents from Germany, you can
count yoursell as Hispanic if
you want - really. If your an-
cestors are from Spain or Por-
tugal, you don't count, but if
they first immigrated to Brazil
for a few generations and then
immigrated (o America, you
do count.

Employer plans require
employees to be separated by
job classification. You could
have a business owned by all
female executives bur they
could get into trouble if they
didn't have enough female
engineers. An Affirmatve Ac-
tion consultant may recom-
mend, for example, that your
next salesman be Black, your
next engineer be a woman
and your next technician be
Hispanic. A bureaucrat from
the Department of Labor rec-
ommended hiring minority
women because they “count
twice.”

Your nationality does not
count. If you are a legal im-
migrant but still not a citi-
zen from China, you will still
get preference over a person
born in America - really. It
looks better on the govern-
ment forms. Since many il-
legal immigrants are able to
obtain phony identification, I
suppose, as a practical mater,
it is the current policy of the
United States government to
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encourage businesses to hire
illegal immigrants,

‘The government forms are
incredibly complicated and
take a great deal of time to fill
out as every employee is bro-
ken down by race, sex, and job
classification.  The govern-
ment monitors not only who
you hire but who is promoted,
who is transferred, and wha
is fired, The law is so difficult
to understand that most busi-
nesses wind up hiring outside
consultants to manage their
Affirmative Action plan. At
teast this is good for the legal
industry.

Almost every sizeable
business does some work with
the government, so almost
everyone is covered. 'lhis in-
cludes businesses who con-
tract with local governments
that receive federal funds - for
example, if a county improves
a local highway with the fed-
eral government paying for
80% of the project - a com-
mon occurrence. [n this case,
the road builder would have
1o meet these requirements.
(There are exceptions if you
can prove you tried to hire
more women and minorities
but were unable to find any
qualified applicants.)

This has been around for
41 years!!! With new waves of
immigrants arriving daily, we
will be at a point in a few years
where a majority of people in
a few states will be minorities.
It's hard enough to find good
employees and make a good
product  without worrying
about all of this government
regulation. No wonder busi-
nesses want to move to China.

This law is an insult to ev-
erything on which this coun-
try was built. It encourages
people to view themselves as
hyphenated-Americans (e.g.
Alrican-American, Hispanic-
Armnerican, Asian-American)
instead of just plain American.
It raises the cost of govern-
ment. [t raises the cost of all
American goods as manufac-
turers must spend money on
lawyers and consultants. Itre-
sults in discrimination against
men. It's ime for it to end.

Any president, including
President Bush, could have
repealed this order at any time
during the last 41 years. I am
told that the business com-
munity has been afraid to
make repeal an issuc for fear
of being labeled racist. 'This
is ridiculous. To continue this
program in which we are en-
couraged to label everybody
by where their ancestors were
born is racist. Twill be spend-
ing several more columns ad-
dressing this issue over the
next year. President Bush, re-
peal Executive Order 11246,

When many fathers look
at their newborn sons, they are
hoping one day the boy will fol-
low in their footsteps in careers,
or interest in cars or hunting, or
in the sports they enjoyed and
had success in.

Notice is hereby given of a general election to be held in Washington County on the 7th day of November,
2006, at which the officers named below shall be chosen. The names of the candidates for each office to be
voted for, whose nominations have been certified to or filed in the appropriate office, are given under the title
of the office and under the appropriate party or other designation, each in its proper column, together with the
questions submitted to a vote, in the sample ballot below.

INFORMATION TO ELECTORS
Upon entering the polling place, an elector shall give his or her name and address before being permitted to
vote. Where ballots are distributed to electors, the initials of two inspectors must appear on the ballot. Upon
being permitted to vote, the elector shall retire alone to a voting booth and cast his or her ballot except that an
elector who is a parent or guardian may be accompanied by the elector’s minor child or minor ward. An
election official may inform the elector of the proper manner for casting a vote, but the official may not in any
manner advise or indicate a particular voting choice.

A straight party vote is a vote for all the party’s candidates listed on the ballot, unless the elector casts a vote
for a candidate of another party or writes in the name of a candidate. A straight party vote cannot be cast for
Independent candidates. At the general election, if an elector wishes to cast a straight party vote for all
candidates nominated by any party, the elector shall select the party of his or her choice and: where a
marksense system is used. fill in the oval next to the party designation; where a touch screen voting system
is used, select the button next to the party designation.

To vote for individual candidates, the elector shall: where a marksense system is used, fill in the oval next to
the candidate’s name. where a touch screen voting system is used, select the button next to the candidate’s
name,

To vote for a person whose name does not appear on the ballot, the elector shall: where a marksense system
is used, write in the name of the candidate of his or her choice in the space provided for a write-in vote; where
a touch screen voting system is used, type in the name of the person of his or her choice in the space
provided for a write-in vote.

On referenda questions, the elector shall: where a marksense system is used, fill in the oval next to “yes” if
in favor of the question, or fill in the oval next to “no” if opposed to the question; where a touch screen
voting system is used, select the button next to “yes” if in favor of the question, or select the button next to
“no” if opposed to the question.

The vote should not be cast in any other manner. If an elector spoils a marksense ballot. he or she shall return
it to an election official who shall issue another ballot in its place, but not more than three ballots shall be
issued to any one elector. If the ballot has not been initialed by two inspectors or is defective in any other
way, the elector shall return it to an election official, who shall issue a proper ballot in its place. The elector
may spoil a touch screen ballot at the voting station, but not more than three ballots shall be issued to any one
elector. Not more than five minutes’ time shall be allowed inside a voting booth. Sample ballots or other
materials to assist the elector in marking his or her ballot may be taken into the booth and copied. The sample
ballot shall not be shown to anyone so as to reveal how the ballot is marked. After an official marksense
ballot is marked. it shall be inserted in the security sleeve (if one is provided) so the marks do not show. After
casting his or her vote on a marksense ballot, the elector shall leave the voting booth, insert the ballot in the
voting device and discard the sleeve, or deliver the ballot to an inspector for deposit. After casting his or her
vote, the elector shall leave the polling place promptly. After an official touch screen ballot is cast, the
elector shall leave the polling place promptly.

An elector may select an individual to assist in casting his or her vote if the elector declares to the presiding
official that he or she is unable to read, has difficulty reading, writing, or understanding English. or that due to
disability is unable to cast his or her ballot. The selected individual rendering assistance may not be the
elector’s employer or an agent of that employer or an officer or agent of a labor organization which represents
the elector.

Whereas, the 2003 legislature in
regular session considered a proposed
amendment to the constitution in 2003
Assembly Joint Resolution 66, which
became 2003  Enrolled  Joint
Resolution 29, and agreed to it by a
majority of the members elected to
each of the 2 houses, which proposed
amendment reads as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 13 of article XIII
of the constitution is created to read:
[Article XIII] Section 13. Only a
marriage between one man and one
woman shall be valid or recognized as
a marriage in this state. A legal status
identical or substantially similar to
that of marriage for unmarried
individuals shall not be wvalid or
recognized in this state.

SECTION 2 Numbering of new
provision. The new section 13 of

November 7. 2006 General Election

article XIII of the constitution created
in this joint resolution shall be
designated by the next higher open
whole section number in that article if,
before the ratification by the people of
the amendment proposed n this joint
resolution, any other ratified
amendment has created a section 13 of
article XIIT of the constitution of this
state. If one or more joint resolutions
create a section 13 of article XIII
simultaneously with the ratification by
the people of the amendment proposed
in this joint resolution, the sections
created shall be numbered and placed
in a sequence so that the sections
created by the joint resolution having
the lowest enrolled join resolution
number have the numbers designated
in that joint resolution and the sections
created by the other joint resolutions
have numbers that are in the same
ascending order as are the numbers of
the enrolled joint resolutions creating
the sections.

Now, therefore, be it resolved by the
senate, the assembly concurring,
That the foregoing  proposed
amendment to the constitution 1s
agreed to by the 2005 legislature; and,
be 1t further

Resolved, That the foregoing
proposed  amendment  to  the
constitution be submitted to a vote of
the people at the election to be held on
the Tuesday after the first Monday in
November 2006; and, be it further
Resolved, That  the  question
concerning  ratification  of  the
foregoing proposed amendment to the
constitution be stated on the ballot as
follows:

QUESTION 1: "Marriage. Shall
section 13 of article XII of the
constitution be created to provide that
only a marriage between one man and
one woman shall be wvalid or
recognized as a marriage in this state
and that a legal status identical or
substantially similar to that of
marriage for unmarried individuals
shall not be valid or recognized in this
state?"

EXPLANATION

Under present Wisconsin law, only a
marriage between a husband and a
wife is recognized as valid in this
state. A husband is commonly defined
as a man who is married to a woman,
and a wife is commonly defined as a
woman who is married to a man.

A “yes” vote would make the existing
restriction on marriage as a union
between a man and a woman part of
the state constitution, and would
prohibit any recognition of the validity
of a marriage between persons other
than one man and one woman.

A “yes” vote would also prohibit
recognition of any legal status which
is identical or substantially similar to
marriage for unmarried persons of
either the same sex or different sexes.
The constitution would not further
specify what is, or what is not, a legal
status 1dentical or substantially similar

to marriage. Whether any particular
type of domestic relationship,
partnership or agreement between
unmarried  persons  would  be

prohibited by this amendment would
be left to further legislative or judicial
determination.

A “no” vote would not change the
present law restricting marriage to a
union between a man and a woman
nor impose restrictions on any
particular kind of  domestic
relationship, partnership or agreement
between unmarried persons.

2005 ENROLLED JOINT
RESOLUTION 58

Relating to: providing for an advisory
referendum on the question of
enacting the death penalty in this state.
Resolved by the senate, the assembly
concurring, That the following
question be submitted, for advisory
purposes only, to the voters of this
state at the November 2006 general
election:

QUESTION 2: Death penalty in
Wisconsin. “Should the death penalty
be enacted in the State of Wisconsin
for cases involving a person who is
convicted of first-degree intentional
homicide, 1if the conviction is
supported by DNA evidence?”

EXPLANATION

This 1s an advisory referendum only.
Neither a “yes” vote nor a “no” vote
will directly make any change in the
law. The Legislature and the
Governor are not legally bound by the
results of this advisory referendum.

The present penalty for first-degree
intentional homicide is life in prison.
The court imposing a hfe sentence
may also prohibit the defendant from
ever being released from prison. This
1s commonly referred to as life without
the possibility of parole.

A “yes” vote would advise members
of the Legislature that you want them
to change the penalty for first-degree
intentional homicide so that the
penalty would be death when a person
is convicted of first-degree intentional
homicide, and the conviction s
supported by DNA evidence. The
referendum question does not suggest
what level of DNA evidence would be
sufficient.

A “no” vote would advise members of
the Legislature that you do not want
them to change the present penalty for
first-degree intentional homicide at
this time.
