Village approves extraterritorial
zoning ordinance, resolution

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum Vil-
lage Board got the ball rolling in their
quest to enact extraterritorial zon-
ing review rights on land bordering
the village, located in the township
of Kewaskum. A joint committee of
three town officials and three village
officials will now have two years to
hammer out a zoning ordinance for
that area.

Under section 62.23 of the Wis-
consin State Statutes, the village is
afforded rights as to the zoning of
lands around the village limits. Vil-
lage Trustees took favorable action
at a special meeting held Wednesday
evening, November 8, on a resolu-
tion naming the area and an ordi-
nance freezing the zoning in the said
area. The notices are published in this
week’s newspaper on pages 20 and

21

The township is still responsible
for issuing all conditional use per-
mits, variances and appeals. However,
building permits in the extraterritorial
zoning area must be approved by the
village's building inspector prior to
the issuance by the township.

Once the joint commitiee
formed, they will immediately take to
task creating a zoning ordinance for
the one and a half mile radius around
the village border. Once complete, the
ordinance goes to the Kewaskum Vil-
lage Board for approval.

Town of Kewaskum chairman El-
lis Kahn says that while frustrated
with the actions taken by the village,
he realizes that the town’s hands are
tied. “We (the township) are willing
to meet to ensure that this does not
get bogged down in bureaucracy,” as-
sured Kahn.

Kahn did state that he tried to

is

extend a hand to the village this past
Spring to talk about a boundary agree-
ment, however, he said he did not re-
ceive a response.

On Monday, November 20, the
town will hold a public hearing during
their monthly meeting at 7 p.m. where
the town's attorney will explain the
township's role in the extraterritorial
zoning. Town residents are encour-
aged to attend and ask questions.

For the village, President Matt
Heiser says the next step is holding
a public information meeting at the
Municipal Annex Building which is
being arranged. “The intent is to have
a representative from the Towns Asso-
ciation be available for people to ask
questions. While the details have not
been arranged yet, the goal is to have
this meeting happen soon; in late No-
vember or early December,”

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$1.9 million
plan ok’d for
KHS auditorium,
media center

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum
Board of Education moved forward
with plans for a $1.9 million remod-
eling project that will give Kewaskum
High School (KHS) an auditorium
and a modern media center (library).
Construction is expected to begin in
late March 2007.

Once thought a referendum pipe
dream, district officials presented a
preliminary plan to the board of edu-
cation for the remodeling of the Rose
Hall gymnasium using money in the
fund balance and a state trust fund
loan in October. Pleased with the
plan, the board gave their approval.

Quasius Construction of She-
boygan will handle management of
the project. They will receive a fee of
1.95 percent of the entire project cost.
Quasius will also receive a 10 percent
mark-up on self-performed work and
3.5 percent on sub-contractor work.
This is estimated to be $371,927 ac-
cording to figures presented to the
board of education.

The district’s business manager,
Paul Reichert, outlined the almost $2
million plan. He stated that the roof
over the auditorium and media center
would be replaced at a cost of $80,000.
After gutting the classrooms located
where the former stage is and open-
ing it back up, half of Rose Hall, fac-
ing the once-stage would be stadium
style seating for 315 in an auditorium
using the historic stage. Behind the
stage would be space for a theatrical

Village addresses flat sewer
lines in Potawatomi Prairie

KEWASKUM- A small
defect of sewer lines in the
Potawatomi Prairie Subdivi-
sion brought to light in June
or July by village engineers
has reached a resolution. That
resolution leaves the devel-
oper and his hired construc
tion company on the hook for
replacing the line if problems
persist in the next five years.

A 12-inch sewer line be-
neath Prairie Gardens Drive
in the subdivision was found
to be flat by the village's engi-
neering firm, Ruekert Mielke.
Heartland Construction in-
stalled the sewer line. Heart-
land has done numerous proj-
ects for residential developer
Gary Gavin and the village.

In a letter written to the
village board, Gavin and
Heartland Construction,
Ruekert Mielke engineer Andy
Peterson, stated that 11 of the
17 segments of the sewer line
have a slope less than the
minimum standard set by the
village. The village's minimum
is .22 percent. The flattest seg-
ment of the line under Prairie
Gardens Drive has a slope of
.13 percent.

peterson recommended
that Gavin and or Heartland
Construction be held respon-
sible for five years. It is be-
lieved that in that time, more
construction in the develop-
ment will help correct the

F
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situation. During that period
Heartland Construction and
Ruekert Mielke will periodi-
cally inspect the line to see
how it is functioning. Heart-
land has been making correc-
tions since the finding and the
line has improved.

If after five years the prob
lem persists, replacement of
the entire line may need to be
explored.

Gavin  voiced concern
over the fact that right next to
Prairie Gardens Drive, along
Highway H west, a planned
flat sewer line remains with-
out problems. He didn't feel it
was fair that the village make
such a big deal out of his flat
line when the village has their
OWTL

“This sewer (on Prairie
Gardens Drive) has been in
use for three years already.
What irritates me most is that
the village's sewer is worse

than what we have. We are
talking 5/8's of an inch in a
five-foot run. It isn't as bad
as everyone paints this to be,”
stated Gavin.

Peterson, speaking on be
half of the village, stated the
purpose of that flat line was to
allow for reduced flows to the
Bel-Ric Drive lift station, then
eliminating it. He concluded
that the Highway H sewer is
flowing well.

Village trustees then took
action on approving a five-
year agreement between the
village and Heartland Con-
struction that would require
the company to put up a letter
of credit to cover the cost of re-
pairing the flat sewer if it was
needed. Trustees also voted
to extend Gavin's developer’s
agreement over the same pe-
riod of time.

Itwon't be long.

Soon, opponents will face
one another across a very small
field. Shoulders braced, each
side will be ready to attack the
most important elliptical object
of the season

Breaths are held in antici-
pation. Fists clench. Someone
growls, someone else licks his
lips and glares. The oval pack-
age hovers over the field until...

Touchdown! The turkey has
hit the table.

Must  be
again.

In the new book “The Tur-
key” by Andrew E Smith, you'l
see how the bird became the
word for almost everybody’s
holiday.

While scientists argue about
the exact meaning of “"domesti
cation] Andrew F. Smith says
that it's pretty safe to say that
- based on leftover bones - tur-
keys were a part of human lives
almost 6,000 years ago. Ameri-
can Southwest natives prized
turkeys for their feathers, and
turkey eggs were considered
delicacies.

After turkeys were intro-
duced to Europe some time in
the late 15th century, Furope-
ans quickly embraced the bird’s
goodness. German, Italian, and
French recipes instruct cooks on
ways a turkey can be prepared
and served. Carving the bird
became an honor and an art
form, the most impressive being
“carving in the air} whereupon
a carver held the turkey aloft
with one hand while slicing with
the other hand and dropping
thin pieces of meat on waiting
plates.

Bet you'd love to see Uncle
Bob do that little trick.

Wild turkeys were every-
where in the infant U.S, and
hunting them was big sport.
New Englanders bragged about

Thanksgiving
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60-pound catches. Texans said
that herds of turkeys resembled
buffalo. Smith says that such
reports were exaggerations,
but wild turkeys were definitely
larger than the bird you bought
at the supermarket.

As turkey became a com-
mon American dish, “clas-
sic” recipes began to show up
in cookbooks. Pickled turkey
was popular before refrigera-
tion, Smith says, and garlic was
sometimes included in the mix.
Turducken was created in Loui-
siana. Chestnut dressing and
oyster dressing stuffed the bird
in various parts of the country.
Turkey breast was dried and
made into a kind of bread.

They saved tobacco in the
South. They're the centerpiece
of the Pilgrim myth (and Smith
shows how the myth came to
be). Turkeys were a part of a
regional New England holiday
that became a national celebra-
tion due to the tireless effort of a
widowed teacher with persever-
ance, and they've graged post
cards.

Not bad for a dumb bird,
huh?

More fun than a dollop of
whipped cream and more satis-
fying than five days of leftovers,
“The Turkey” is a fun book, filled
with history and trivia that will
delight the person who likes to
sit at the dinner table and re-
gale family with little-known
facts. Author Andrew F. Smith
plucked information from doz-
ens of sources, and he liberally
feathers his book with historic
recipes so you, too, can try tur-
key jelly, turkey a la doode, or
make turkey balloons.

Turn off the football game,
pull up a kitchen stool, and en-
joy this book while your bird is
roasting. “The Turkey” is a book
you'll, um... gobble up.

Has anyone noticed lately
that when we run into some

Not, “Fine, how are you?" Nol
“Good, thank you" Not even
“Been better”

No, we respond, “Busy/
and hurriedly continue on our
way. And our greeter is left
nodding, saying, “I hear you.”

It's almost as though the
degree of busy-ness we have
achieved in our days is some
barometer measuring our suc-
cess in life. Every day and ev
ery night seems to be taken up
with yet one more event, meet
ing, or obligation. Staying at
home for a relaxing evening is
becoming unheard of. And it's
taking its toll.

Just about everyone | talk
to complains about the never
ending “to do” list of places to
go and things to accomplish
Every evening the kids need
to be carted to sporting prac-
tices, music lessons, gymnas-
tics, dance or scouts. There are
church committee meetings,
community nrg;mimlinn;ll
meetings, choir practices and
bowling leagues Children
need help with their homewaork
(after they finally get home
from their evening function)
and bills still need to be sort-
ed through and paid. Phone
calls need to be returned and
I haven't even mentioned time
to prepare dinner, let alone
wash the dishes. Couple that
with squeezing in time for gro-
cery shopping, housework,
home repairs and running rou-
tine errands, and there simply
are not enough hours in a day
Still, we pack in as much as we
can, finally collapse into bed,
(if we're lucky sometime be-
fore midnight) and wake up at
6:00 in the morning all to just
hurry off to work and begin the
entire race all over again. Does
this sound familiar?

Please don’t misunder-
stand me. Everyone of the
above-mentioned  activities
has great merit, all on its own.
I certainly don't advocate not
being active and involved. The
problem occurs when we be-
come over-committed. And
it happens so easily,. How
can you say no to little Johnny
wanting to play soccer? And
little Suzy wanting to take bal-
let lessons. And what about
music lessons? Shouldn’t the
kids have that opportunity,
too, if they express the desire?
Couple that with the church
committee you serve on, and
the one night a week you and
your spouse bowl, and you're
never home, stressed out and
over committed.

So what's the answer? That

isindeed, the big dilemma. Ba-
sically, it comes down to a mat-
ter of priorities. What's most
important? Perhaps, for start
ers kids need to make a choice.
If you're a family with multiple
children, it may be necessary
to limit each child to only one
after school activity. And make
sure that when YOU commit
your time to something, it's in
harmony with a value high on
your priority list. If that bowl-
ing league is the only time you
and your spouse ever get a
chance to “get away” and re-
lax, it may be more important
than the committee you serve
on. Afterall, in this crazy fast
paced life, more and more cou-
ples complain that they never
spend time with each other
Even though bowling may not
sound all that important, in-
suring quality time set aside for
your marriage is. Again, it’s a
matter of priorities.

And always remember that
kids need time to be kids. Filling
up every moment with struc
tured activities leaves children
with no time to unwind and
simply use their own imagina
tion and creativity. More and
more studies and surveys are
showing that teenagers wish
they had more “down” time at
home with their parents, even
though they may not ever ad-
mit it directly to them

I'S. Eliot wrote over a cen-
tury ago “home is where we
start from.” It is no less true to
day. As stress levels reach an
all time high for both children
and adults, as road rage is ram
pant everywhere, and as peo-
ple race around like hamsters
on a spinning wheel, we need
to turn ourselves homeward
bound. We need to make time
for family, for peace and quiet,
inner reflection and finding
the sacred in everyday simplic-
ities.

Mother Teresa said, "We
need to find God, and he can-
not be found in noise and rest-
lessness. God is the friend of
silence. See how nature - trees,
flowers, grass - grows in si-
lence; see the stars, the moon
and the sun, how they move in
silence. We need silence to be
able to touch souls.”

This week I hope all of us
remember to stop, at least for a
few moments each day, to find
peace in our homes. Whether
it be coming together as a fam
ily at dinner, reading a picture
book to our children, or sim
ply sharing some time in con-
versation about the events of
the day, get out of the race for
awhile and make a pit stop at
home.

Gun deer season opens Saturday

MADISON - With the Nov.
18-26, 2006 gun deer season just
around the corner, Wisconsin
wildlife managers would like
to wish hunters “good luck and
safe hunting” They also remind
hunters that there are a number
of hunting rule changes in place
for 2006, rules hunters request-
ed.

“Have fun and be safe first,
and foremost, but remember
lhi‘\ IS a vVery l!l}lli)[ti]ll[ season
for deer hunters,” said Keith
Warnke, Department of Natural
Resources deer and bear ecolo
gist. “We worked with hunters
to build a season structure they
feel will be effective, easier to
understand, maintain tradition,
and rekindle the excitement of
opening day.”

In 2005, Wisconsin hunters
harvested more than 467,000
deer, the sixth best season in
Wisconsin hunting history. Wis-
consin holds the record among
states for a single year harvest at
618,000 in 2000, and is also the
top deer harvest producing state
over the past decade. Despite
these record harvests, in 2006,
Wisconsin’s deer herd remains
above population goals. Wildlife
managers estimate it to be at 1.5
to 1.7 million animals going into
the hunting season.

“One of the most important
challenges hunters have set be-
fore themselves is to harvest a
high number of antlerless deer
without the opportunity of an
October antlerless gun deer
hunt,” Warnke said. “Hunting
groups we worked with felt that
hunters could shoot enough
antlerless deer during the regu-
lar nine-day gun deer season,
muzzleloader season and an

additional four-day antlerless
only hunt in December to get
deer populations under control.
o do that, they'll have to regis-
ter two antlerless deer for every
buck. Hanging in the balance is
a return of the October gun hunt
and possibly more Earn-a-Buck
units in future seasons.”

Ilhe Dec. 7-10 antlerless
hunt will be open in all deer
management units statewide,
but hunters need an antlerless
deer carcass tag that is valid
for the unit in which they plan
to hunt. The free Herd Control
and EAB antlerless deer carcass
tag hunters receive with their
licenses is only valid on units
with those designations. Hunt-
ers who plan to hunt in regular
deer management units would
need an antlerless deer carcass
tag valid for the specific regular
unit in which they would hunt.
Unit-specific antlerless carcass
tags are already sold out in most
regular units.
