Trustees choose Milwaukee firm for 
second opinion on treatment plant

KEWASKUM- After stepping back 
from a $13 million plan to build a 
new wastewater treatment plant pro­
posed by the village's engineering 
firm, Ruekert Mielke, village trustees 
listened to proposals from four firms 
Wednesday evening. After hearing 
from the four, trustees voted on a pro­
posal from Graef, Anhalt, Schloemer 
and Associates, Inc., of Milwaukee.

Jerome S. Chudzik, vice president 
of the firm and professional engineer 
Daniel Goetsch, represented Graef, 
Anhalt, Schloemer and Associates. 
Goetsch, who will serve as the project 
manager, thought that the population 
projections from Ruekert Mielke were 
much higher than they should be.

Goetsch also said he thought the

plant as a whole was in good shape. 
"Many things we would recommend 
have already been done,” he stated. 
Next to the population projections, 
which were thought to be high by ev­
ery firm making a presentation, the 
installation of a vertical loop reactor 
gave Goetsch cause for concern.

Kewaskum would be the first mu­
nicipality in the state to use a vertical 
loop reactor in a plant. Currently only 
around 50 are in operation through­
out the country. Goetsch did not think 
this was necessary for a community of 
Kewaskum’s size. He also indicated 
that from his experience they have 
caused problems for operators.

Again voicing a theme for the eve­
ning with all four firms, Graef, Anhalt, 
Schloemer and Associates, wanted to 
stage the improvements over time. 
Their first priority would be to build

a new clarifier to shave off the peak 
flows. Peak flows are the only prob­
lem in the plant according to two of 
the presenters.

The cost for reviewing the existing 
facilities plan by Graef, Anhalt, Schlo­
emer and Associates will cost taxpay­
ers $24,934.00. Originally, tmstees 
thought they might pay as much as 
$60,000 for a second opinion.

Village administrator Jay Sham­
beau stated that they would not write 
a new plan for the village. Instead, 
they will take a much closer review of 
what Ruekert Mielke did and propose 
alternatives if they see fit.

Shambeau stated that they did 
not have a timeframe put together yet 
as they were still working out details 
Thursday after the vote.

KEWASKUM TOWNSHIP Resi- 
dents were not at all pleased about the 
recent zoning freeze put in place by 
the township’s big brother, the Village 
of Kewaskum. However, the freeze did 
not halt the town from taking favor­
able action on a year-long project to 
amend their zoning map for land left 
outside of the freeze.

About 60 residents of the town­
ship turned out to hear their role in 
the extraterritorial zoning review put 
in place earlier in the month. Ihe 
town's attorney, Karen Christianson, 
gave a synopsis of what will happen. 
She informed those in attendance 
of the town’s legal position and an­
swered a number of questions.

"It just amazes me to see a show 
last night like Extreme Makeover 
bring a community like Dundee to­
gether and now the Village is tearing 
us apart,” stated David Dorn, a town 
resident whose property was split in 
half by the village's freeze.

A total of nine properties were re­
zoned through amendments made to 
the township’s zoning map. Ihe town­
ship’s planning commission reviewed 
each request and gave each a favor­
able recommendation for rezoning. 
Many of the requests were to remove 
the exclusive agriculture zoning.

Six properties requesting rezon­
ing were recessed due to supervisor 
Allen Hron’s absence. Chairman of 
the township Ellis Kahn, stated those

Even without snow, hunters 
seem to be finding deer

It’s not just kids who 
would like to see snow this 
time of the year. Boy, would 
the deer hunters love to have 
a couple inches of the white 
stuff forming a tracking car­
pet in the woods and fields.

Without snow, the deer 
hunters are having a tough 
time spotting the elusive 
while tails, according to A1 
Broecker of Al's Taxidermy, 
who with his wife Kathy, 
operates one of the registra­
tion stations in Washington 
County.

"Some guys are saying 
they aren’t seeing too much. 
With no snow and the ground 
so brown, they are very, very 
hard to see. They’re (deer) 
moving, but it you’re sitting 
in a tree stand, and the deer 
is 100 yards away, you may 
not see it,” Broecker said 
Sunday evening. "They just 
blend in so well.”

Despite less-than-ideal

conditions, Broecker regis­
tered 154 deer by 5 p.m. on 
Sunday evening. (Note: One 
hour later, Kathy Broecker 
said the number had reached 
178., and she said there have 
been a lot of nice 10- and 8- 
pointers.)

Concerning the break­
down of the kill over the first 
weeks, Al Broecker said, " 
Saturday there were 40 bucks 
and 47 does. 1 haven't figured 
it out (the breakdown) today 
yet.”

Broecker figures die to­
tals were about the same 
over the opening weekend 
in 2005. "It must be pretty 
close to the same," Broecker 
said, indicating the numbers 
from the bow hunt season 
have been close to the same 
as last year.

As far as some of the 
bigger deer registered, 
Broecker said a 13-pointer 
was registered on Saturday,

and, "there was a nice nine- 
pointer a little while ago. It 
was taken from Sheboygan 
County.”

Ihe 13-pointer was 
shot by Mitch Wendtland, 
who lives in the Town of 
Scon. Wendtland said the 
deer weighed 181 pounds. 
“We had it weighed out at 
Kewaskum Frozen Foods," 
Wendtland said, indicating 
he shot the deer on Saturday 
afternoon.

Kathy Broecker reported 
several first-time hunters 
brought in nice deer, includ­
ing a 10-pointer by Katherine 
Moratz, an 8-pointer by Tim 
Boettcher, and a very nice 
10-pointer by Tim Schultz, 
who is from the West Bend 
area.

Also, about 4 p.m. 
Sunday, Danny Cain of 
Kewaskum shot a nice 11- 
point buck, weighing an es­
timated 155-170 pounds.

When asked if this was 
the best deer he ever bagged, 
Cain, who was hunting east 
of Kewaskum with his son 
Ross, said, "yes, it is.”

Angie Rusch, an offi­
cial with the Department of 
Natural Resources, estimat­
ed the deer was a year and 
a half old. "A very healthy 
deer," Rusch said.

Ihe 2006 season will 
close "Sunday at 4:41 (p.m.) 
around here," Broecker said.

Rinas will stand trial 
for bar robbery

The Campbellsport man 
accused of robbing his par­
ents' Campbellsport tavern 
at gunpoint has been bound 
over for trial. He remains in 
the Fond du Lac County Jail 
on a $40,000 cash bail.

On October 5, at 1:46 a.m., 
Chad Rinas, 20, is accused of 
taking the bar's cash drawer 
and a bartender's purse. He 
pleaded not guilty to charges 
of armed robbery with use of 
force, resisting or obstructing 
an officer and seven counts of 
misdemeanor bail jumping.

If he is convicted, he faces 
up to 45 years in prison and

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VILLAGE OF KEWASKUM 
NEWS NOTES

“Snow and Ice Removal”
The snow and ice season has arrived bringing along some problems. To 
alleviate these problems or to clarify a few items, let us refer to the Mu­
nicipal Code, Chapter 82.6, which covers “Snow and Ice Removal.”

(a) SIDEWALKS TO BE KEPI CLEAR. The owner or occupant of 
any lot or lands within the village abutting upon a public street along the 
line of which a sidewalk shall have been constructed shall, whenever such 
sidewalk shall be encumbered with snow or ice, clear the same therefrom 
within 24 hours after cessation of each storm. If it is impossible or im­
practical to remove the ice therefrom, he shall treat the same with sand, 
cinders, ashes, salt or some other substance continuously until removed so 
that such sidewalk will not be slippery' or dangerous to pedestrians. If any 
such owner of occupant fails to remove such snow or ice from such side­
walk or to treat such ice, the director of public works may do so; and the 
expense of such removal or treatment shall become a special tax or charge 
against the property to be collected in the manner specified in subsection 
(c). If the director of public works orders such removal of snow and ice. a 
minimum charge of $25.00 per occurrence shall be affixed as the expense 
of the removal or treatment. If the cost of removal or treatment exceeds 
the $25.00 minimum, the actual cost for such work shall be charged plus 
a ten percent handling charge.
(b) SNOW NOT TO BE DEPOSITED IN STREETS. No person 
shall cause to be deposited snow from his premises on the sidewalk abut­
ting thereon onto any street in the village without a permit from the di­
rector of public works, who may require to be paid a fee sufficient to 
reimburse the village for the cost of removal of the snow. The expense of 
such removal or treatment shall become a special tax or charge against the 
property' to be collected in the manner specified in subsection (c).
(c) ASSESSMENT OF COST. After clearing or treating any such 
sidewalk as provided in this section, the director of public works shall file 
with the village clerk/treasurer a written report containing a description of 
such lot or tract charged and the amount of the expense chargeable to the 
same. The clerk/treasurer shall thereupon make out and mail to the owiier 
of such lot or tract at his last known address an itemized statement of the 
cost; and, when paid, the amount so paid shall be credited to the village 
general fund. If the same is not paid within 30 days, it shall bear ii, .rest 
at the rate of six percent per annum from the date on w hich the w ork was 
completed. If any such bill shall remain unpaid on October I nev fol­
lowing the clearing or treating of the sidewalk, the villru.”: lerk '' ’ ’vurer

Suturing, voice analysis, 
yoga and making soles of ten­
nis shoes were all part of an 
exciting day that 20 Kewaskum 
High School freshmen and 
sophomore girls spent at the 
Women and Science Confer­
ence at UW-Stevens Point on 
November 3.

Maria Orio, a professor 
of astronomy at UW-Madi- 
son gave the keynote address. 
Professor Orio, originally 
from Italy, has worked as an 
astronomer in Israel, Italy, 
Germany, South Africa and 
the United States. Following 
her address, the girls attended 
workshops put on by women 
in a wide variety of science 
fields. Presenters included a 
polymer chemist, physician's 
assistant, pharmacist, labor 
and delivery nurse, zoologist,

geneticist, ecologist and med­
ical technologist.

The workshop focused 
on the type of work done in 
each area of science. Most 
workshops were a hands-on 
format that allowed the girls 
to experience the actual type 
of work done in a specific sci­
ence center.

One of the workshops 
was called “Down the Pipes.” 
A speech-language patholo­
gist showed the girls an x-ray 
video of the swallowing pro­
cess. They also got to try out 
different communication de­
vices used by people who are 
unable to speak. At the end of 
the workshop, the girls used 
a computer program that 
analyzed their voices. Sopho­
more Heather Schaller said 
this was her favorite work­

shop because “I had fun see­
ing how my voice varied when 
I talked and it was cool to see 
what happens when someone 
swallows."

Besides the workshops, 
the girls enjoyed being on a 
college campus and the all- 
you-can-eat lunch at the cam­
pus dining center.

If you’ve ever spent any 
time with a biology textbook, 
you know that you are a product 
of your parents and everyone in 
your lineage.

Kewaskum players help Chargers to very successful fall season

Gust, Zimmel team up in two sports at KML

It’s almost a given that the 
Kettle Moraine Lutheran High 
School fields a strong volley­
ball team each fall.

In the last decade, the 
Chargers have developed 
quite a tradition in the sport, 
and for the last two seasons, a 
couple of Kewaskum natives, 
Andrea Gust and Kelly Zim­
mel, have played key roles in 
the team's success.

The Chargers advanced all 
the way to the Division 2 sec­
tional finals where they lost to 
Waukesha Catholic Memorial, 
the eventual state champion.

Gust had an especially 
successful season and for her 
efforts was named the Char­
gers’ MVP, was selected as a 
first-team all-conference pick 
and was named as the top 
scholar athlete in the confer­
ence.

Zimmel usually plays in 
the front line, and while she 
enjoys volleyball, basketball is 
her No. 1 game.

"It was a good season. We 
had a new conference this 
year. It’s the Wisconsin Flyway 
Conference ... We took first

place," Gust, the team’s 5-foot- 
6 setter said Sunday night, re­
porting her team wound up a 
perfect 6-0 in league play. In 
the Flyway, the teams played 
each other only once, allow­
ing all its members to enter a 
lot more tournaments, which 
Gust said was just fine in her 
book.

"Yes, I liked it a lot,” Gust 
said about playing in a lot of 
tournaments, reporting she 
and the Chargers finished 
second in the Washington 
County Tournament, fifth in 
the Homestead Tournament, 
sixth in the KML Classic.

In the Lutheran Invita­
tional, hosted by KML, "We 
got first place,” Gust said, add­
ing her team managed to split 
in two games against peren­
nial power Waupun.

Another season highlight 
was defeating Kewaskum 
High twice. "That was a lot of 
fun,” Gust said, indicating she 
knows several players on the 
KHS varsity. "I used to play 
club ball with Bekki Heberer 
and Marissa Dehler ... Now I 
play club in Appleton for Kae- 
pa Fox Cities Elite.”

Gust felt first-year coach

Rachel Kuehl did a good job 
this year. “She pushed us. We 
had great practices," Gust said, 
adding the coach also directed 
fun activities for the players to 
build team chemistry.

About her role as team 
setter, Gust said, “I have to call 
all the plays to everyone and 
to tell them what they are hit­
ting.” For the season, Gust did 
that very well, contributing 
704 assists, and that number 
did not even include all the 
tournaments KML played in.

Ihe season may be over 
but Gust is hoping to play vol­
leyball in college.

“I’m not sure where I'm 
going. I want to study biology 
and possibly marine biology," 
she said.

And before she starts to 
think about next year, there 
is always the basketball sea­
son where she and Zimmel 
also are teammates. “It's go­
ing very well," Gust said about 
the Chargers' preseason. “We 
have our first game against 
Hartford on Tuesday (Nov. 
21)."

"I usually played on the 
outside and the right side,” 
Zimmel said, adding, occa­

sionally she is stationed in the 
back row.

When it came to picking 
KML’s best match of the year, 
Zimmel said, "Probably the 
one against Wisconsin Lu­
theran in the regional finals at 
Kewaskum. We really played 
well as a team that night."

The 5-10 junior admits she 
plays volleyball to get in shape 
for basketball where she will 
be the starting point guard or 
in the post.

Concerning her goal for 
the team this winter, she em­
phatically said, "Win State,” 
and as an individual she hopes 
to make the first team in the 
all-conference voting.

Zimmel and the Chargers 
were just one game from play­
ing in Madison last year. "We 
lost to Ozaukee in the section­
al finals," she said, indicating 
this year the big game could 
be KML vs. Grafton.

What impresses Zimmel 
most about this year’s KML 
team is it's such a close knit 
group.

"There are all juniors, ex­
cept for four people," she said. 
“We all interact with each oth­
er daily."

On the football field, they 
shared the Eastern Wisconsin 
Conference tides, and when it 
came time for the balloting for 
all-EWC honors, Kewaskum 
and Plymouth garnered plenty 
of attention.

The Indians, who advanced 
to the Division 3 semifinals 
for the second year in a row, 
claimed three first-team berths 
on offense, another two on de­
fense, and seven more spots on 
the second unit.

Quarterback Casey Scheel, 
split end Matt Parrent and ju­
nior tackle Tim Thull were all 
unanimous picks on the first 
team offense, and for his pass­
ing statistics and the way he 
handled the Indians’ potent of­
fense, Scheel was picked as the 
Offensive Player of the Year.

Including all 13 games the 
Indians played in, Scheel threw 
for 2,000 yards, completing 120 
out of 258 attempts, with 23 
touchdowns and 14 intercep­
tions.

Throwing to Parrent, tight 
end Jon Wicklund, a second- 
team selection, and Eric Ogi, 
the senior signal-caller aver­
aged 16.67 yards per comple­
tion and passed for an average 
of 153 yards per game.

It wasn't just Scheel's pass­
ing that drew attention, howev­
er. He surprised many fans with 
his ability to run the option and 
when he decided to keep the 
ball, he showed he can run with 
it. Scheel rushed for 540 yards in 
135 carries (4.0 yards per carry) 
and seven TDs.

"He just had a very good 
year ... just four interceptions 
through the regular season," 
Piittmann beamed. "He did a 
great job reading. He was just a 
solid passer ... period. That was 
a good thing for us."

Parrent, at 6-foot-4, was 
a big target for Scheel, and he

proved once again, he is a big- 
play pass receiver. Parrent had 
40 catches for 733 yards (an av­
erage of 18.33 yards every time 
he touched the ball) and nine 
touchdowns.

Many of Parrent’s catches 
came when the Indians needed 
yards to keep a drive alive, and 
his longest catch and run cov­
ered 65 yards.

"We moved him to split 
end to use his athletic ability 
and his height. It paid off. He 
had a great season,” Piittmann 
said. “We had multiple threats 
to throw to. He did a super job 
moving to the outside. I think 
he did have the most receptions 
and most receiving touchdowns 
in the conference."

With an offense that rushed 
for 1,927 yards and passed for 
2,000, Kewaskum had to have 
someone in the line who was 
doing a good job blocking. Ihe 
Indians’ top lineman was die 6- 
foot-2, 255-pound Thull, whose 
twin brother Tom is also a start­
er.

"He did a great job at left 
tackle, a great job protecting 
Casey’s back side,” Piittmann 
said about Thull, who was "a 
solid run blocker and also did 
an excellent job in pass protec­
tion."

When it came to defense, 
the Indians had ends who could 
turn in plays, linebackers who 
were always around the ball and 
a backfield, which produced 19 
interceptions.

Leading the way and defi­
nitely the heart and soul of the 
team were senior linebacker 
Mike Pfotenhauer and halfback 
Eric Ogi. Ogi was a unanimous 
choice of the coaches at that po­
sition.

“He did a great job in the 
secondary,” Piittmann said 
about the 5-9 dynamo, who now 
turns his attentions to making 
a third trip to the WIAA State 
Wrestling Tournament where 
he is hoping to climb to the top 
spot at his weight class. The 
coach said Ogi was "a very good 
open field tackier. You never 
had to worry about him."

Ogi came up with six inter­
ceptions for the year and was 
credited with 31 solo tackles 
and 32 assists.

What can an avid football 
fan say about Pfotenhauer. 
Well, every game he came to 
play football, and every game, 
fans watching knew where No. 
40 was on the field.

"He was outstanding. He 
led our team in tackling. He was 
all over the field,” Piittmann 
said. Pfotenhauer came up with 
six sacks, made 32 solo tackles 
and helped out on 98 others for 
a team-high 130.

The sack tackle was impres­
sive, considering Kewaskum did 
not blitz that much, and he was 
always under control when he 
did go after the opposing quar­
terback

said, disappointed that one 
coach in the conference didn't 
vote for him at all.

Making the second team of­
fensively were Wicklund at tight 
end, Shea at running back and 
Logan Staege as punter.

Piittmann said Wicklund 
"did a good job run blocking, 
and he had a good number of 
receptions." No question, Wick­
lund stood out in the game 
against Campbellsport when 
he had two touchdowns, one 
covering 70 yards. On the night, 
he had five receptions for 129 
yards.

For the season, Wicklund 
caught 27 passes for 518 yards 
and nine TDs.

Shea rushed for 755 yards 
in 156 carries for a 4.84 ypc, and 
he added seven TDs.

"I think he was the second 
leading pass catcher for run­
ning backs," Piittmann said of 
Shea, adding, “His rushing was 
just enough to offset our pass­
ing."

Staege punted 37 times for 
1,238 yards, figuring to a 33.46 
average. Staege also was a sec­
ond-team selection on defense 
as an outside linebacker.

"I thought Logan should 
have made the first team. He 
had an outstanding season," 
Piittmann said. "He really held 
the edge well and was good on 
pass coverage."

Staege contributed 36 solo 
tackles and 77 assists for 107 to­
tal.

Jake Turowski was a sec­
ond-team defensive end. “He 
missed a few games early. Our 
defense was playing good then. 
He came back for the Sheboy­
gan Falls game and took our de­
fense to a new level," Piittmann

said about his end, who had two. 
sacks, 28 solo tackles and 48 as­
sists.

Thull also was selected 
for the second team as an in­
terior lineman, and junior Jon 
Holt was picked on the second 
team as a defensive back. "He 
improved steadily," Piittmann 
said, reporting a lot of teams 
didn’t want to throw on Ogi’s 
side, so they tried passes in 
Holt's area. "Jon answered the 
call,” the coach said.

Holt wound up with four 
interceptions, 17 solo tackles 
and 17 assists.

Receiving honorable men­
tion were: offense — center 
Zach Groeschel, guard — Tony 
Lewko, receiver — Ogi, kicker 
— Brian Backaus.

Plymouth had five, first- 
team picks, led by Nick Kamp- 
fer, the Defensive Player of the 
Year.

The KHS football players 
and their parents will gather 
Sunday night for the annual 
football banquet.

“I'm very proud of these 
kids,” Piittmann said, adding 
graciously, “I give Rob Stoltz 
(Greendale’s head coach) and 
his staff a lot of credit," wishing 
them good luck in Friday’s fina­
le at Camp Randall in Madison 
against Wautoma, which elimi­
nated Lakeland on Friday night, 
that game will be played Friday 
morning at 10 a.m.

Senior starters playing their 
final games for KHS included: 
Scheel, Shea, Ogi, Parrent, Wick­
lund, Breese, Turowski, Staege, 
Photenhauer, Groeschel, Lewko 
and J.J. Logan. They helped 
compile a 23-3 record the past 
two years.

Food safety tips for a festive holiday season
As the holiday season 

approaches, the Department 
of Health and Family Services 
is reminding everyone 
that careful planning and 
preparation can greatly 
reduce the chances of a 
foodborne illness becoming 
part of your holiday 
memories.

“Throughout the
holidays, many people enjoy 
celebrating by entertaining 
friends and family, and 
preparing our favorite meals 
to share,” said Dr. Sheri 
Johnson, State Health Officer. 
“To help keep the holiday 
season safe and enjoyable, 
it's best to follow basic food 
safety guidelines."

The four basic rules of 
food safety are:

* Clean-Wash hands and 
food-contact(cutting boards) 
surfaces often. Bacteria 
can spread throughout the 
kitchen and get onto cutting 
boards, knives, sponges, 
and counter tops.

* Separate- Keep raw 
meat, poultry and seafood 
and their juices away from 
ready-to-eat foods. This 
prevents bacteria from 
spreading from one food 
product to another.

* Cook-Cook to proper 
temperatures. Foods are 
properly cooked when they 
are heated for a long enough 
time and at a high enough 
temperature to kill the

harmful bacteria that cause 
foodborne illness.

*Chill-Refrigerate foods 
promptly. This keeps most 
harmful bacteria from 
growing and multiplying. 
Refrigerators should be set 
at 40° Fahrenheit and the 
freezer at 0° Fahrenheit. 
Check the accuracy of the 
settings occasionally with a 
thermometer.

Turkey

If you choose to buy a 
frozen turkey, make sure 
you have enough storage 
space in your freezer, as well 
as enough space and time 
to properly thaw the turkey 
before cooking. If you buy a 
fresh turkey, purchase it only 
1-2 days before cooking.

Thawing the Turkey

While in its original 
wrapper, place the frozen 
turkey in the refrigerator 
(40 °F). Be sure to place the 
turkey in a pan to prevent 
any of the juices from 
dripping onto other surfaces 
or foods in the refrigerator. 
Allow a thawing time of 
approximately 24 hours 
per five pounds of turkey. 
After thawing, keep turkey 
refrigerated for only one to 
two days before cooking.

If you forget to thaw the 
turkey or don't have room in 
the refrigerator for thawing, 
you can also defrost the

turkey by submerging it in 
cold water and changing 
the water every 30 minutes. 
Allow about 30 minutes 
defrosting time per pound 
of turkey.

Preparing the Turkey

If you choose to stuff 
your turkey, stuff loosely. 
The stuffing should be moist, 
not dry, since heat destroys 
bacteria more rapidly 
in a moist environment. 
Immediately place stuffed 
turkey in an oven that has 
been preheated to 325 °F. A 
stuffed turkey will take longer 
to cook than an unstuffed 
turkey, approximately 20 
and 25 minutes per pound.

Use a meat thermometer 
to determine when the 
turkey is thoroughly cooked. 
It should read 180 °F when 
measured in the thigh. 
When the turkey is removed 
from the oven, let it stand 20 
minutes before you remove 
the stuffing and carve the 
turkey.

Storing Leftovers

Cut the turkey into 
small pieces and refrigerate 
stuffing and turkey separately 
in shallow containers. Store 
leftovers within two hours

of cooking, and use leftover 
turkey and stuffing within 
three to four days; gravy 
within one to two days; or 
freeze these foods for later

Considerations for Other 
Holiday Treats

Some holiday treats may 
have special guidelines for 
safe seasonal enjoyment. 
The U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration advises 
people not to eat uncooked 
cookiedoughorbattersmade 
with raw fresh eggs. These 
may contain the bacteria 
salmonellosis which can 
cause an intestinal infection. 
Properand complete cooking 
kills the bacteria that cause 
the infection.

Traditional eggnog 
made with raw eggs is also a 
potential risk, again because 
the raw egg may contain 
the bacteria salmonellosis. 
Cooking can destroy the 
bacteria, but people can still 
become ill if the eggnog is 
left at room temperature for 
several hours before being 
consumed. A safe alternative 
is pasteurized eggnog sold 
in grocery dairy cases, which 
should be kept refrigerated.

If fresh seafood is going 
to be a part of your holiday

celebration, be sure that 
what you purchase has been 
refrigerated or properly iced. 
Follow proper preparation 
and cooking procedures 
for seafood. People with 
liver disorders or weakened 
immune systems have an 
increased risk of becoming 
ill if they consume raw 
oysters or shellfish.

time.
“It was just too stressful. 

By the end of the season 
we were all on each other’s 
nerves,” stated “Toots.” “Yes, 
this is manageable and our 
profit margin is pretty much 
the same," added Julie.

Last year, 1,500 wreaths 
were made. This year 
they got a late start in late 
October, but they make the 
wreaths up until Christmas 
day. Julie said once she was 
making a wreath on Dec. 23 
because someone needed it 
at the last minute.

“It doesn’t take long, 
depending on if we’re 
swamped and when they 
need it,” said Julie. “It could 
take 20 minutes or one 
week, depending if I have 
to go shopping for special 
materials.”

There are different types 
of wreaths such as balsam, 
mixed greens (balsam, 
cedar, & white pine), swags, 
candy cane-shaped wreaths, 
Advent wreaths, flocked 
wreaths (which are white and

Cane-Sugar

dozen sugar cookies

Ingredients
Cookies
1 1/2 cups (3 sticks) 

unsalted butter, 
softened

1 cup natural (raw) cane
sugar*

2 large egg yolks
4 cups all-purpose flour
3 to 4 Tbsp. pre­

ground cardamom 
or 2 to 3 Tbsp. 
freshly ground 
cardamom seed**

1/2 tsp. salt
1 Tbsp. lemon or

orange zest (about 
1 large lemon or 
small orange), freshly

Method

1. In a medium bowl, 
combine butter and sugar; 
cream together until light 
and fluffy. Beat in egg yolks. 
Add flour, cardamom, salt 
and zest; blend until dough 
is evenly mixed. Adjust 
cardamom to taste.

2. Divide dough in four 
balls on sheets of plastic 
wrap, and flatten each into 
a disk. Wrap tightly, and 
chill for at least 1 hr. or 
overnight.

3. Preheatovento350°F 
and line baking sheets with 
parchment paper or butter 
them.

4. Take 1 ball of dough 
from refrigerator. (Keep 
remaining dough chilled.) 
On a lightly floured surface 
with a lightly floured rolling 
pin, roll dough out to 1/8- 
to 14-in. thickness. Cut 
into shapes and place on 
prepared baking sheets.

5. Bake until bottoms 
just begin to brown, 8 to 10 
min. Transfer to wire rack to 
cool completely. Continue to 
roll, cut and bake remaining 
dough.

6. For the icing, 
combine butter, sugar, salt 
and vanilla in a mixing bowl. 
Beat at low speed, gradually 
adding juice to reach desired 
consistency. Decorate 
completely cooled cookies 
as desired.

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Tips to Handle Holiday Stress
(ARA) - Cousin Bob, 

his wife, five kids and their 
Great Dane will be visiting 
the week between Christmas 
and New Year’s. You drew 
your boss’ name for the 
office gift exchange. And 
you still have no idea what to 
give your very picky mother- 
in-law. Can you say “holiday 
stress?”

Americans have nearly 
as many sources of stress 
as we have places to holiday 
shop — from cell phone use 
to job worries and family 
issues. And the holidays can 
be a particularly stressful 
time of year for many, as we 
try to juggle the complicated 
reality of life with our 
idealized image of what the 
holidays should be.

“Stresscanleadtofeelings 
of fatigue, helplessness, 
or even hopelessness and 
depression," says Dr. Robert 
Berkow, editor in chief of 
Your Health Now, a consumer 
health magazine published 
by Merck & Co., Inc. “Studies 
have shown that people 
under a heavy burden of 
stress are also more likely to 
get sick.”

It is important that people 
experiencing symptoms of 
stress know that it can be 
managed. Here are some 
of the most reliable, proven 
and effective ways to handle 
situations that may cause

you stress:
Push past

procrastination. Avoiding 
tasks that are unpleasant 
or for which you feel 
incompetent simply creates 
more stress - a vicious 
circle. Still having failure to 
launch? Make a list of what 
you need to do and start 
with the easiest item, so you 
don't feel you’re heading 
into a massive undertaking.

* Be assertive. Sometimes 
we get in over our heads 
because we don’t feel able 
to say no when the boss 
asks us to take on more 
responsibility or the local 
charity asks for leadership. 
But there’s often more room 
for negotiation than you 
might think.

* Put your rage in writing. 
Getting your feelings down 
on paper reduces their 
intensity and can help you 
gain a calmer perspective. 
When you’re finished writing, 
tear up the paper and throw 
it away. The key is that no 
one will ever see it, which 
allows you to put down 
things that you wouldn’t 
write otherwise.

* Revel in relaxation. 
There are many techniques: 
Guided imagery is a 
technique in which a CD 
provides a recorded voice 
to take you on an imaginary 
journey to tranquil settings.

You'll be asked to engage 
different pleasant sensations 
as you imagine sights, 
sounds and people. At the 
Cleveland Clinic Heart and 
Vascular Institute in Ohio, 
surgical patients are given 
guided imagery CDs to 
listen to before -- and even 
during — their operations. 
Such recordings ease 
stress and are linked with 
fewer complications, faster 
recovery and less pain.

Progressive muscle 
relaxation involves slowly 
tensing and then releasing 
muscle groups one at a time, 
starting with the muscles in 
the toes and finishing with 
those in the head.

Popular forms of 
meditation in the United 
States include transcendental 
meditation (repeating a 
mantra, a single word or 
phrase) and mindfulness 
mediation (focusing your 
attention on moment- 
by-moment thoughts and 
sensations).

Other techniques worth 
trying: yoga, massage, 
spending time at a spa or 
taking a vacation.

* Laugh a little. Humor 
usually involves interacting 
with friends and family or 
recalling times when you were 
with others - and research 
suggests that having a good 
social network helps to take

the edge off tension.
‘Seek a skilled counselor. 

To really clarify what’s 
stressing you and get help 
to modify your responses, 
talk with a social worker, 
psychologist, psychiatrist or 
minister.

Example 
If iPod or cell phone is 4" 
high and 5" wide the fabric 
measurements would be 
41/2” (height) x 61/2" 
(width). All seam allowances 
1/4".

1. For body of cover: 
Cut one each batting, lining 
(red), and outer fabric (green) 
using the above height and 
width measurements.

2. Place outer layer fabric 
on top of batting. Using 
silver as the top thread, sew 
straight stitches in wavy 
rows close to side edge of 
layered fabric.

3. Fold fabric in half, side 
to side and finger press.

4. For trim: Cut rat tail in 
half and place cord through 
holes on word plate. Place 
ribbon where desired on 
front of cover, ending at 
fold mark. Place word plate 
on top with cords to the 
side. Baste edge of ribbon 
and cord on fold mark and 
at edge.

5. Sew 2" Velcro strip 
on the fold (over ribbon and 
cord), starting one inch from 
top edge for the Ear Bud 
Holder.

6. For flap: Cut red and 
contrasting green fabrics 
into 3" square. Cut in half 
diagonally, discarding one 
half. With right sides of red 
and green triangles together, 
sew a narrow seam along one 
side and the diagonal cut. 
Turn inside out and press.

7. Constructing: Place 
flap right sides together on 
what will be the top back of 
the cover. Place the lining 
on top, right sides together 
and sew along the top side. 
Open and press.

8. Fold in half lengthwise 
right sides together and sew 
along bottom and the long 
side leaving the lining end 
open.

9. Turn inside out, tuck 
the raw edges in 1/4” sew 
and tuck the lining into the 
cover.

10. Add beads to the 
buttons when sewing on end

of flap. Sew or glue Velcro 
under button and on cover 
to match for closure.

11. For Ear Bud Holder: 
Cut fabric 3”x 4". Sew other 
half of 2" Velcro strip near 3" 
edge of fabric. Turn under 
top 1/4" twice, slip elastic 
in fold and sew edge of fold 
down making a casing. Sew 
sides and bottom of fabric 
pulling elastic lightly to 
gather for closure. Turn and 
adhere to side of cover.

12. String beads on head 
pins and attach to hole in 
word plate.
