ster LLC, owner and president Chris
Coakley, says that he sees a lot of po
tential in the community for growth.
Coakley owns 14 buildings with 2.7
million in combined square feet.

He already has leases with three
tenants in the former Regal Ware fac-
tory. He says he became interested in
the property because of its close prox-
imity to highways leading to major

cities in Wisconsin. He also believes
that the way the building was added
on to over the years makes it very easy
to divide the building for additional
industrial tenant start-ups in the in-
cubation stage. The 584,810 square
foot building has 21 loading docks
and five drive-ins.

Regal Ware will 112,000
square feet of the building where its
cast aluminum foundry is located.
Regal Ware currently has about 40-50
people working in that department.

However, Regal Ware has closed
its outlet store located in the former
factory. The store opened just over
a year ago on October 1, 2006 after a

seven-year hiatus. Deb Ramthun of

Regal Ware, stated that they are seek-
ing relocation possibilities but it is
unknown at this time when the store
will re-open.

moved into the building on November
15. The company is a pre-fabricated
equipment-building  manufacturer.
They specialize in power and commu-
nication systems packaging, modular
and transportable building systems
They are moving to Kewaskum from
Franksville in Racine County. The
company retains six employees and is
five years old.

APM LLC took residency on De
cember 1. Information on their com
pany could not be obtained.

Coakley’s other company C. Coak
ley Relocation Systems will also use
space inside the building and operate
a satellite office there. The company
specializes in full service moving and
storage services for residential and
commercial customners.

School Board
approves new
name for field

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum
Board of Education approved nam-
ing the high school's football field and
track a complex. That complex will be
named after a former principal and
coach.

Only a handful of people, mostly
supporting the measure, turned out
to voice their feelings on the name
change. Supporters asked the board to
name the complex the “Doc” Mitchell
Athletic Complex.

He was a district employee for 39
years and is credited with being the
district’s first athletic director.

This was the second attempt to
name the field in Mitchell’s honor. In
1994 a number of community mem
bers asked to have the board consider
Mitchell for the honor.

WEST BEND- A cost sav
ing measure for taxpayers in
Washington County is nearly
complete. That plan will see
the county begin operating
a morgue starting January 1.
Washington County’s Medical
Examiner couldn't be more
pleased.

Medical Examiner Kelly
McAndrews stated the need
for in-house morgue servic-
es has become eminent, and
her office began investigating
the idea in the early parts of
2006. “At the rate Washington
County has grown, placing
the morgue in a pre-existing
county facility was the best
option. Through the devel-
opment of the new morgue,
Washington County is ensur-
ing proper procedures associ-
ated with death investigations,
and protecting the dignity of
the deceased,” she stated.

Previously, the county
held a contract with Phil-
lip Funeral Homes in West
Bend and Slinger to store and
transport bodies from death
scenes. That contract is set to
expire on December 31, 2006.
Ihe current contract cost tax
payers $33,000 annually for
morgue fees, not including
transportation fees

“Weresearched whatother
counties did for their services.

Who is the County Medical Examiner?

Kelly McAndrews is Washington County’s second medi-
cal examiner. She succeeded Pam Monroe on July 1, 2005.
The Medical Examiner is a hired position that replaced
the elected county coroner. Prior to beginning her career
as medical examiner, McAndrews was a police officer in
Menomonee Falls. She was also a special deputy with The
Washington County Sheriff's Department. She began her
career in law enforcement as a police officer with the Onei-
da Tribal Police Department.

While employed in law enforcement, McAndrews says she
took an interest in death investigations. “I took a course in
homicide in death investigation in Milwaukee and aced all
the tests,” she said cheerily.

[hat cooler was once used
for storage of the bulk assis
tance program from a Federal
program. The program ended
about 10 years ago, leaving the
cooler empty and unused. The
County’s Public Agency Cen
ter Committee, who oversees
the Samaritan Health Center,
gave it's blessing to remodel
the area in October.

Serving Notes: Use it with pork,
ham, duck and turkey or try it
baked inside an acorn squash or
tossed with carrots, beets and sweet
potatoes.

1/4 cup bourbon

1/2 cup dried cherries®

1 cup (2 sticks) salted butter,

2 Thsp. orange zest, freshly

Optional: 1 Tbhsp. orange or
angostura bitters or additional
bourbon

1. In a small bowl, soak
the cherries in bourbon, stirring
occasionally, until bourbon is
almost absorbed. This will take
2 to 12 hrs. (To speed the pro-
cess, lightly heat the cherries in
bourbon, but cool completely
before adding to butter.)

2. Place the butter in a
medium mixing bowl and with
an electric mixer (fitted with the
paddle) or wooden spoon, beat
until light and fluffy. Scrape
down the sides.

3. Add the soaked cher-
ries, zest, sugar and bitters or
additional bourbon (if using)
and beal to incorporate, scrap-
ping sides of the bowl with a
rubber spatula as needed.
