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Farmington reviewing request to allow
for sludge storage on farm in Fillmore

TOWN of FARMINGTON- Resi-
dents will have a chance to speak
their minds regarding a change in the
town's commercial zoning land uses.
A proposal by Arnold’s Environmen-
tal to store septic waste on the James
Degnitz farm is the reason for the
change.

At an informational meeting held
for town residents on January 16, Pat
Oreskovic of Arnold’s announced the
company wished to use a sludge stor-
age facility situated on the James De-
gnitz farm located on Fillmore Road.

Degnitz previously used the stor-
age tank for animal waste associated
with his dairy farm, but he no longer
needs the tank. He announced the
435,000-gallon storage facility that
was builtin 1976.

Oreskovic explained that his com-
pany would be spreading the stored

waste on Degnitz's fields and also in
other communities when weather
permits. In the past, Diamond F Cor-
poration spread municipal sludge on
the fields. He further explained the
waste matter will be injected into the
field, so it's not laying on the topsoil.
Arnold’s will also be required to aer-
ate the tank to address any odor prob-
lem that may arise.

Ken Nienow from the DNR ex-
plained the approval process. He
advised that in order for the DNR to
approve the tank, Arnold’s would
be required to meet three different
codes.

Arnold’s must first hire an engi-
neer who will provide evidence to the
DNR that the tank would not leak. A
site investigation then must be con-
ducted to reveal distance from homes,
wells and groundwater. Another in-
vestigation looks at how the waste
material is placed in the tank, what it
is mixed with and how it's removed.

County Board Supervisor Brian
Bausch, asked who would monitor
the septic hauler from mixing hold-
ing tank and septic waste. He also
inquired about industry septic waste
containing metals. Nienow stated the
hauler must keep a log of the hauled
waste. “We do everything we can to
make sure it's done right,” he added.
Oreskovic asserted that Washington
County is one of four counties that
requires holding tank waste to be dis-
posed of at a treatment plant.

The Degnitz Farm is zoned com-
mercial, however, town officials would
like to regulate the use of the storage
tank through a conditional use per-
mit. Currently, the township's zoning
code does not state that.

Town officials reviewed an opin-
ion from their attorney Phil Eckert at
their meeting on Tuesday, February 6
regarding the matter. Eckert advised

Clifford’s website (www lindaclif-
fordforjustice.org) says she grew up in
North Chicago, Illinois. She moved to
Wisconsin in 1966, and attended Be-
loit College. She graduated from Be-
loit in 1970 Phi Beta Kappa cum laude
with a major in International Rela-
tions. She went on to the University
of Wisconsin Law School, where she
was a member of the Board of Editors
of the Wisconsin Law Review. She
graduated in 1974.

After graduation Clifford worked
as Assistant Attorney General at the
Department of Justice.

Former Farmington resident found
guilty of failure to support children

WEST BEND- A Wash-
ington County jury convicted
one of the state’s worst of-
fenders of failing to pay child
support. The former town of
Farmington resident owes his
ex-wife over $260,000 in child
support for his two children
from the last 10 years.

The jury announced their
decision on Wednesday eve-
ning, February 7. John Bray-
shaw, 58, was found guilty of
18 counts of failure to support
a child. He will be sentenced
on April 19. He faces more

than 60 years in prison.
Instead of paying child
support Brayshaw is believed
to have borrowed money, pur
chased a sailboat and headed

south, eventually floating
down the Mississippi River
and ending up in Key West
Florida. In Florida he took
up residency on the boat for
about six years.

While living on the boat
his former wife, Diane Bray-
shaw, was forced to sell their
home to pay off the boat loan
Because of Wisconsin’s mari
tal property law, Diane Bray-
shaw was responsible for the
loan on the boat.

Diane Brayshaw divorced
John Brayshaw in April of
1997. He was ordered to pay
$1,293.75 per month to sup-
port their two children start
ing March 1, 1997

For maximum child pas-
senger safety, parents and care-
givers simply need to remem-
ber and follow the four Steps for
Kids:

1) For the best possible
protection keep infants in the
back seat, in rear-facing child
safety seats, as long as possible
up to the height or weight limit
of the particular seat. At a mini-
mum, keep infants rear-facing
until a minimum of age 1 and at
least 20 pounds;

Taxpayers have until
April 17 to file and pay

WASHINGTON — Taxpay-
ers across the nation will have
until Tuesday, April 17, 2007, to
file their 2006 returns and pay
any taxes due, the Internal Rev-
enue Service announced today.

Taxpayers will have extra
time to file and pay because
April 15 falls on a Sunday in
2007, and the following day,
Monday, April 16, is Emancipa-
tion Day, a legal holiday in the
District of Columbia.

“This year, taxpayers have
additional time to file and pay
beyond the traditional April 15
deadline,” said IRS Commis-
sioner Mark W. Everson. "As we
always do, we encourage tax
payers to get an early start on
their taxes to make sure they
have plenty of time to accurate-
ly prepare their return’

This means the entire coun-
try has an April 17 deadline.
Previously, the April 17 dead
line applied just to individuals
in the District of Columbia and
six eastern states who are served
by an IRS processing facility in
Massachusetts

How do | qualify for an IRA? Do you need help starting
or expanding a business?

An IRA is a vehicle for ac
cumulating money for retire-
ment.

If you are not covered by
an employer-sponsored pen-
sion plan at work, the amount
of your IRA contribution can
be deducted from your tax-
able income. The IRA contri-
bution limit is $4,000 for 2006
and 2007. A special catch-up
contribution is available if you
will be age 50 or greater dur-
ing 2006 tax year. The catch-
up contribution is $1,000 for
the 2006 tax year.

If you are a nonworking
spouse, you may be eligible
to contribute to an IRA and
deduct the contribution from
your taxable income. The
spousal contribution limit is
$4,000 for 2006 and 2007. A
catch-up contribution is avail-
able if you will be age 50 or
greater during 2006 tax year.
A catch-up contribution is
$1,000 for the 2006 tax year.

Even if you participate in
an employer-sponsored pen-
sion plan, you may still make
contributions to an IRA. The
amount you can deduct from
your taxable income depends
on your adjusted gross in-
come.

The IRA deduction phase-
out for married couples fil-
ing a joint return ranges from
$75,000 to $85,000 AGI for the
2006 tax year. For the 2007
tax year, the AGI ranges from
$80,000 to $100,000.

For singles the IRA phase-
out ranges from $50,000 to
$60,000 AGI for the 2006 and
2007 tax years

Remember, the interest
earned on money placed in an
IRA grows tax-deferred under
current tax laws. You do not
pay taxes on the funds until

them, usually
at retirement when you are in
a lower tax bracket. However,
because an IRA is intended for
retirement, you may incur tax
penalties if you withdraw the
money before age 59 12, ex
cept in special circumstances.
You can withdraw funds
from your IRA and not incur
a federal penalty if you are a
first-time home buyer ($10,000
limit) or you are using the
money to pay for a college ed-
ucation. Any withdrawals will
be subject to income taxes. It's
important to check with your
tax advisor first before with-
drawing funds from your IRA.

Itwas a determined bunch
of Kewaskum High basketball

g First youth spring turkey

hunt to be held in state

MADISON -- 2007 marks
the first year Wisconsin youth
will be able to participate in
an annual youth spring turkey
hunt. The hunt is designated
to give youth hunters, ages 12
through 15 that have success-
fully completed a hunter edu
cation program, an opportu-
nity to hunt turkeys and gain
valuable hunting experiences.

lhe new special youth
hunt is for both residents
and nonresidents who have a
spring turkey hunting license
and carcass tag. Youth hunt
ers will be allowed to hunt on
Saturday and Sunday April 7
and 8, regardless of what time
period their permit is issued
for. They may only hunt in the
Turkey Management Zone for
which their permit was issued,
and may only harvest one tur
kev total, during this two-day
youth hunt. If they have more
than one tag, it does not mat
ter which tag they use, as long
as it is for the zone in which
they will be hunting. If the par-
ticipants do not fill their tags,
or have extra tags purchased
over-the-counter, they may
still use any remaining tags not
filled during the special youth
hunt during the time period
and in the zone for which the
tags were issued.

Turkey regulations correc
tion:

Hunters should note that
the spring turkey regulations
incorrectly state the bag limit
during the youth hunt is one
turkey per permit. The law that
creates this season states only
one male or bearded turkey
total may be harvested during
the two-day youth hunt. Hunt-
ers should note this important
change when accompanying
a youth hunter during April 7
and 8.

A full set of regulations for
the youth hunt will be avail
able in the 2007 Spring Turkey
Hunting Regulations. More

Dwyer, young snowboarder with big future

Cayden Dwyer can hardly
wait to get home from school ev-
ery day but not to watch Sponge
Bob or any other cartoons.

As soon as the second
grader’s classes are finished at
Kewaskum Elementary School,
young Dwyer wants to head for
Sunburst either to work on his
snow boarding techniques or
compete for the Midwest Best
Snow boarding team.

Cayden started snow
boarding at age five, and he was
hooked. At first, he would just
practice behind schools and
then a year later, he moved on
to Sunburst where he has been
helped by thre different teach-
ers, Brandon Bennett, Jordan
Wheeler, and Matt Doman.

Within two years, he has
perfected tricks like the 360 and
worked hard on other moves to
a point where he has qualified
for the USASA Nationals, which
will be held in Lake Tahoe in
f\pril.

“I'm the youngest one (on
the Midwest team),’ Dwyer

said last week, explaining 14
different snow boarders of all
ages make up a snow boarding
team.

In snow boarding, there
are slope style events (trick and
jumps), boarder cross when
three or four snow boarders
race on a rugged course and
slalom races, regular slalom
and giant slalom, where the first
one down the course wins.

Normally style points and
difficulty of the tricks are com-
bined to determine the final
scores of the snow boarders.
“There are three or four judges
... they write down your scores.
If you do real good, you get first
place. I have about 12 (firsts) of
them this year),” Cayden said.

As far as his best score of
the year, Cayden said 39.9 is
“the most points I have gotten.”

Concerning how many
events he has competed in this
year, Cayden said “I think like
about 20" and they are mainly
at Sunburst, Nordic Mountain
near Wautoma and at the hill
near Lake Geneva. Some of the
competitions are on the week-
ends and others are scheduled

for the evenings.

“I'm sponsored by Moun
tain Outfirters of West Bend,” he
said.

What makes Cayden's story
so interesting is that he started
while sledding down the hill be
hind the McLane School in West
Bend. His mom, Krista, said one
day Cayden just stood up on the
plastic sled, held onto the rope
and went down the hill. The next
day the family purchased an in-
expensive snow board for him,
and last year, his grandparents
bought him a good one.

Cayden is so small, the first
time he did the slalom, he didn't
even trigger off the timing ma
chine, so he had to go again. He
didn't mind because he loves
the sport so much.

There is an element of dan-
ger in snow boarding, but he
doesn't worry. “I get hurt on a
lot of things, but I get up and
keep going,” Cayden said. “If |
fall on one (move), I just get up
and do it again.”

With that kind of a posi-
tive attitude, Cayden can go the
front flip, an 180, “nose grabs,”
where the boarder grabs the
nose of the board and pulls it
up in the air until they hit the
STIOW.

Cayden also enjoys skate
boarding, biking, basketball,
baseball and football, but for
now snow boarding tops his list
and for that reason, he is a regu-
lar at Sunburst.

“I go there about every day,
but my mom wouldn't let me
go today because of the cold/’
Cayden said, indicating when
he does get a bit cold practic-
ing, he calls home and some-
one comes the three blocks to
get him. “That’s why I have a cell
phone,” he said.

Boys and girls from Phelps,
Green Bay, West Bend, Ce-
darburg, Hartland, Adell, Lo-
mira, Menomonee Falls, Kiel
and Whitefish Bay come to
Kewaskum to compete with the
Midwest Best team. Dana Wil-
son is the series director for the
team, and Brian Wilson is the
technical director.
