Wastewater 
plan given 

d thumbs up
KEWASKUM- The public, village 

trustees, DNR and two engineering 
firms gave a thumbs up to an updated 
plan to renovate the village’s outdated 
wastewater treatment facility. The vil­
lage is set to make an official vote on 
the project at their Monday, March 19 
meeting.

Ihe revised plan will cost taxpay­
ers $3.44 million. The first plan pre­
sented by the village’s engineering 
firm, Ruekert-Mielke was estimated 
to cost $10.9 million.

Revised population estimates 
were a factor in bringing the price 
down for the facility upgrades.

Judith Gottlieb of the Wisconsin 
Department of Natural Resources 
(DNR) gave vocal approval of the 
plan. Orginally the DNR wanted a 
plan in place by 2006. Because the vil­
lage was making an honest attempt 
at rectifing the situation, she became 
more lenient on dates.

At their meeting on March 19, 
trustees will discuss a possible time­
line and may take action on imple­
menting the plan.

Village residents left the meeting 
feeling easier about paying for the 
facility, however the exact method of 
payment is still to be determined.

In May of 2004 flooding in the vil­
lage saw wastewater bypassing the 
plant and being disposed of in the 
Milwaukee River prompting action 
by the DNR. Ihe village has already 
made significant improvements to 
infrastructure to the sewer and water 
utility because of mandates from the 
DNR.

KES dad facing drunk driving 
charges after crash kills son

OSCEOLA TOWNSHIP-
A nine-year-old town of 
Farmington boy was fatally 
injured on Friday, March 2, 
after a two-vehicle crash on 
U.S. Highway 45, just north of 
County Road F. The hoy's fa­
ther, the driver of one vehicle 
was later arrested on drunken 
driving charges. A Kewaskum 
couple was also involved in 
the crash and received non­
life threatening injuries.

Fond du Lac County Sher­
iff's Deputies responded to 
the crash at 4:31p.m. and were 
joined by Campbellsport Fire 
and EMS. Kewaskum EMS 
and City of Fond du Lac para­
medics also responded and 
provided mutual aid.

According to Sergeant 
Mike Nolan of the Fond du 
Lac County Sheriff's Depart­
ment, John Ibeme Sr., 55, of 
the town of West Bend, was 
traveling southbound with his 
three children on U.S. High­
way 45, when he lost control of 
his Lincoln Town Car. Ibeme’s 
car struck a Ford Explorer that 
was traveling northbound on 
U.S. Highway 45.

John Ibeme was sitting in 
the right rear passenger seat 
of the car and was not wear­
ing a seat belt. Unconfirmed 
reports say paramedics were 
unable to save his life at the 
scene.

His seven-year-old broth­
er, Kent, and six-year-old sis­
ter, Olivia, were also passen­
gers in the car. Nolan stated 
that both were taken to St.

John “Ike” ibeme

Agnes Hospital in Fond du 
Lac with serious injuries and 
later transferred to Children’s 
Hospital in Milwaukee. Infor­
mation on both was not being 
released.

The driver of the Ford 
Explorer, Larry Morenzien, 
48, of Kewaskum, was travel­
ing with his wife, Kristine, 46. 
Both were transported to St. 
Agnes Hospital in Fond du 
Lac by ambulance with non­
life threatening injuries. Ihey 
were treated and released.

Law enforcement officers 
say they believe speed and al­
cohol are believed to be a fac­
tor in the accident. After be­
ing treated and released from 
St. Agnes Hospital, the driver 
was arrested on suspicion of 
operating a vehicle while in­
toxicated. He is expected to be 
formally charged in Fond du 
Lac County Circuit Court on 
Wednesday, March 7.

Education, Kieth Kriewaldt 
stated that after assembling 
the district’s crisis team on 
Saturday. On Monday, stu­
dents were made aware of the 
tragic death of their classmate. 
Counselors were brought in 
and spoke to Ibeme's class­
mates. A letter from Kriewaldt 
went home with students on 
Monday.

"The staff and students 
at KES are very saddened by 
the loss of our friend John 
“Ike” Ibeme. Ihe smdents will 
miss Ike's smile and willing­
ness to share his toys,” stated 
Kriewaldt.

"At this time the students 
are handling the situation as 
best to be expected. Some 
children are talking with par­
ents, teachers, counselors, 
and even the principal. We 
are doing what ever the chil­
dren need to help them deal 
with this loss," he concluded.

The defendants said Judge 
Ziegler did not withdraw from 
the cases or disclose her con­
flict as required by law.

In other campaign news, 
Judge Ziegler also states that 
she is returning $500 in a cam­
paign contribution from her 
uncle, Doug Ziegler.

In reviewing donadon re­
cords, the Wisconsin Democ­
racy Campaign found Ziegler 
donated $ 10,500 to the judge’s 
campaign.

State law requires dona­
tions not to exceed $10,000. 
Ziegler’s campaign spokes­
person, Mark Gfaul, stated 
accepting the money was an 
oversight and a $500 check 
would be sent to Doug Ziegler 
to correct the error.

Judge Ziegler will face 
Madison attorney Linda Clif­
ford in the April election. 
Ziegler received over 50 per­
cent of the vote in the Febru­
ary primary.

The Washington County Sheriff’s Department states the 
woman was pronounced dead at Froedtert Hospital in Milwau­
kee at 2 p.m. on Wednesday, February 28.

The woman was transported to Froedtert Hospital following 
the jump. The sheriff's department ruled the mishap a suicide 
attempt shortly after. With the investigation complete, the cause 
of death is ruled suicide.

IRS has $20.6 million for Wisconsin 
residents who failed to file in 2003

MILWAUKEE-Unclaimed 
refunds totaling more than 
$20.6 million are awaiting 
about 20,000 people in Wis­
consin who failed to file a 
federal income tax return for 
2003, the Internal Revenue 
Service announced recently. 
However, in order to collect 
the money, a return for 2003 
must be filed no later than 
Tuesday, April 17, 2007.

The IRS estimates that 
half of those who could claim 
refunds in Wisconsin would 
receive more than $563.

Across the country, un­
claimed refunds totaling more 
than $2.2 billion are awaiting 
about 1.8 million people who 
failed to file a federal income 
tax return for 2003, with an 
estimated median refund of 
$611.

In some cases, individuals 
had taxes withheld from their 
wages, or made payments 
against their taxes out of self- 
employed earnings, but had 
too little income to require fil­
ing a tax return. Some taxpay­

ers may also be eligible for the 
refundable Earned Income 
Tax Credit.

In cases where a return 
was not filed, the law provides 
most taxpayers with a three- 
year window of opportunity 
for claiming a refund. If no re­
turn is filed to claim the refund 
within three years, the money 
becomes property of the U.S. 
Treasury. For 2003 returns, 
the window closes on April 17, 
2007. The law requires that the 
return be properly addressed, 
postmarked and mailed by 
that date. There is no penalty 
assessed by the IRS for filing a 
late return qualifying for a re­
fund.

The IRS reminds taxpay­
ers seeking a 2003 refund that 
their checks will be held if they 
have not filed tax returns for 
2004 or 2005. In addition, the 
refund will be applied to any 
amounts still owed to the IRS 
and may be used to sadsfy un­
paid child support or past due 
federal debts such as student 
loans.

By failing to file a return, 
individuals stand to lose more 
than refunds of taxes wi diheld 
or paid during 2003. Many 
low-income workers may not 
have claimed the Earned In­
come Tax Credit (EITC). Gen­
erally, unmarried individuals 
qualified for the EITC if in 2003 
they earned less than $33,692 
and had more than one quali­
fying child living with them, 
earned less than $29,666 with 
one qualifying child, or earned 
less than $11,230 and had no 
qualifying child. Limits are 
slighdy higher for married in­
dividuals filing joindy.

Current and prior year 
tax forms and instructions are 
available on the Forms and 
Publications page of the IRS 
Web site at IRS.gov or by call­
ing 1-800-TAX-FORM (1-800- 
829-3676). Information about 
the Earned Income Tax Credit 
and how to claim it is also 
available on IRS.gov. Taxpay­
ers who need help also can 
call the toll-free IRS help line 
at 1-800-829-1040.

February 29. 1952

Cpl. Norman H. Johnson, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Harold C. 
Johnson, Campbellpsort, who 
had been listed as missing in 
action in Korea since August 1, 
1950, now has been officially 
reported as killed in action, 
according to a defense depart­
ment announcement. A general 
order awarded the Silver Star 
to Cpl. Johnson for gallantry in 
action by direction of President 
Truman, and was presented 
to his parents during ceremo­
nies November 5 at Fond du 
Lac. Cpl. Johnson volunteered 
to accompany a patrol which 
crossed the Naktong river on 
a dangerous mission to secure 
information vital to a planned 
assault. When the patrol was 
engaged in a fire-fight almost as 
soon as it had crossed the river, 
Cpl Johnson boldly provided 
cover for the main body, and al­
though ordered to swim the riv­
er to safety, remained on shore 
to give what cover he could

from enemy patrols closing in 
on the landing site. When last 
seen he was valiantly attempt­
ing to cross the river under a 
hail of enemy fire. Mr. and Mrs. 
lohnson have been informed 
that their son’s body is being 
shipped to Campbellsport for 
reburial.

Indians’ bid for seven comes up short

Kewaskum High's win 
streak stood at six going into 
the second round of the WIAA 
Division 2 regional Thursday 
night at Port Washington, and 
unfortunately for the Indians 
it ended there, thanks to the 
efforts of the Pirates' two big 
guns, Chris Prom and Mike 
Burmesch.

Burmesch and Prom 
combined for 29 points to turn 
back the Indians 49-38 in a 
game that was closer than the 
final score indicates.

“With 1:55 left, Port, the 
No. 3 seed in the regional, had 
a four-point lead, and we had 
to come out of our zone" KHS 
coach Bobby Bannasch said. 
With only three fouls and still 
four to five, the Indians had to 
gamble, and, “They got a cou­
ple nice back door cuts. They 
got some easy lay-ups."

Still, the first-year coach 
was really proud of the run his 
players compiled at the end of 
the season, giving the team a 
9-13 mark.

“I’m definitely happy for 
the kids... It was a good end to 
these guys' careers,” Bannasch 
said. He was referring to Matt 
Parrent, who started all four 
years at KHS, Casey Scheel, 
who started since midway 
through his freshman season, 
Dan Shea, who finished the 
season with several good scor­
ing games, and lack Breese, a 
defensive specialist and Mr. 
Husde as far as the coach was 
concerned.

The game didn't start out 
very well for the Indians, who 
had lost to the Pirates by ten 
points back on January 30 (at 
home). Kewaskum managed 
just five points the first eight 
minutes while the Pirates were

running their offense very effi- 
ciendy to the tune of 16 points 
and an 11-point lead.

'We just came out flat,” 
Bannasch said. “They (Pirates) 
did a nice job of being aggres­
sive.”

“Again we were under­
sized," Bannasch went on in 
explaining why he went with 
a 2-3 zone in the first quarter 
when Prom and Burmesch 
combined for 14 of their team's 
16 points.

Near the end of the quar­
ter, Bannasch was ready to 
come out of the zone, but then, 
he said, Shea hit a 3-point goal, 
and he decided to stay with it. 
Bannasch was happy he did, 
because in the second quar­
ter, the Indians came alive and 
pulled to within two points at 
intermission.

"We felt we dug ourselves 
out of the hole we were in. The 
kids had a litde more confi­
dence,” the coach said.

"(John) Holt went crazy," 
Bannasch said, reporting he 
had eight points in the second 
quarter, with Parker and Shea 
adding six apiece.

Kewaskum took the lead 
in the third quarter on a bas­
ket by the junior Holt, who led 
the Indians in scoring with 17 
points. Port came right back to 
take the lead, then Kewaskum 
went ahead, but the Pirates re­
gained the lead with a basket.

When they went back on 
top, it was a two-point lead 
most of the remainder of the 
game until those closing min­
utes, Bannasch said.

Concerning Holt’s efforts, 
Bannasch said, “He just used 
his body so well. Our guys did 
a good job getting the ball to 
him... and he had some excel­
lent moves.

Parker, who scored four points 
in the contest.

For Parrent and Scheel, 
their finals games were not 
quite up to par. The 6-foot- 
4 Parrent, who became the 
school's all-time leading 
scorer midway in the season 
and the first KHS boy to score
1,000 points on Feb. 6, was 
held to six points. Scheel only 
managed five.

"They did a nice job shut­
ting them down," Bannasch 
said, indicating the 6-5 John 
DeBoer was on Parrent most of 
the game. With his six points, 
Parrent wound up with 1,075 
points for his career, while 
Scheel scored approximately 
500 for his career.

Scheel missed 10 games 
his sophomore year with a 
partial tear of his MCL (knee),

and he broke his wrist in the 
second to the last game his 
junior year. Had he been able 
to play in all those games, he 
probably would have hit the 
600-point mark.

Bannasch thanked the 
parents and fans for great sup­
port at the end of the season. 
"It (the six-game nm) did put 
some excitement back in boys' 
basketball," he said.

WTien asked how he 
would grade himself in his 
first year as a head coach, 
Bannasch grinned, then said, 
“To be honest, it was a learn­
ing experience for me, but all 
the coaches worked extreme­
ly hard and we gained some 
knowledge.”

“It takes kids a while to 
buy into a system," he went 
on.

Five of the Eastern Wis­
consin Conference teams lost 
in the first round of the tour­
nament.
