KHS drug

Big changes planned for village pust ends

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum Vil-
lage Board met for a strategic planning
meeting on Saturday morning, March
3, to voice potencial staffing and pro-
cedural changes for the future needs of
the village and its residents. The meet-
ing ended with the board agreeing to
place an action item on the agenda for
Monday, March 19 to hire a new village
building inspector/zoning administra-
tor and village clerk.

Village Administrator Jay Sham
beau made a presentation regarding
how each arm of the village operates
and what their strengths and weakness-
es are. In his presentation it could be
seen that the arm of the village operat-
ing the most inefficiently was the village
office.

Shambeau pointed out deficiencies
in licensing procedures, the election
process, permit application process,
ordinance enforcement, policy devel
opment, technology updates, fee col-
lections, ordinance updates, working
with the village's engineers, planning,
grant application, utility management,
impact fee management, and budget
reporting.

Shambeau particularly saw the pro
cesses used by the building inspector/
zoning administrator as a critical item
that needs to be addressed. The village

currently employs the independent
services of Gordon Hoffmann located
in Jackson. Hoffmann is the building
inspector/zoning administrator for a
number of municipalities in Washing-
ton County.

Shambeau stated he did not think
the process of outsourcing a crucial
person like the building inspector/zon-
ing administrator was an efficient way
to continue to operate into the future.
“What we have is a building inspector
in Jackson who is available to the public
by phone two hours a day. It's a process
where we handle some of the paper
work. We receive all the permit applica-
tions. As they come in, we fax them to
Jackson. We don’t know what is going
on with the application until it comes
back approved. So if there is a ques-
tion, we have to call down to Jackson.
Zoning answers vary by whom you get
when you call the village hall. Each per-
son has a different interpretation of the
zoning code. If there is any questions,
Gordie redirects the call back to us and
then frustration begins to escalate.”

Another area Shambeau addressed
was the process in which the village col-
lects fees. Most notably, is in cases of a
failed development where a developer
comes in, proposes a development re-
quiring engineering studies, and then
the village does not allow the develop-
ment to go through or the developer
decides not to proceed. To avoid the

whole process of collecting fees, Sham-
beau would like to require a deposit on
items needing engineering studies in
the future.

It was a wake-up call for many vil-
lage board members as to the daily op-
erations of the village hall. “I wanted to
show you folks, just how broke things
are,” stated Village Administrator Jay
Shambeau.

In a bit of refreshing news, Sham-
beau stated that he thought he was do-
ing a better job of tracking what and
how much the village's engineering
firm is used. He stated that engineering
services grew as their services became
more needed, especially during the
transition period when former admin-
istrator Dan Schmidt retired and Sham-
beau took the reigns.

Shambeau stated that he would
continue to work on establishing a cen
tral contact point for the engineers to
find out exactly what is being done and
if it is entdrely necessary.

In his review of village departments,
Shambeau told the board they should
start planning on how to transition a re
placement for current Police Chief Dick
Knoebel, as he nears retirement age. "1
don’t want to alarm you and tell you he
is thinking about retiring this year or
even next year, but he is nearing that

in expulsion

KEWASKUM- School officials have
held expulsion hearings after the arrests
of two students in connection with pos-
sessing and selling drugs at Kewaskum
High School (KHS). Authorities have
accused an 18-year-old Kewaskum man
of distribution of a controlled substance
on school grounds. Another 16-year-
old student is also facing charges for
obstructing an officer and possession
distribution of a controlled substance
on school grounds. A third 17-year-old
student has been cited for possession of
marijuana

School officials confirmed the
closed session expulsion hearings, but
are not able to confirm the names of the
students who were expelled because of
state and federal law.

A Kewaskum Police Department
report revealed that a 17-year-old fe
male student was discovered to have
marijuana in her locker. The drugs were
discovered on February 21 after the vice
principal conducted a locker search.

The student was questioned and
revealed that she bought the marijuana
for $10 from another student on Febru-
ary 19. She told the school’s police liai-
son officer that she intended on selling
it to another student for $5-$10

The police officer questioned an 18-
vear-old Kewaskum man who allegedly
sold the marijuana to the student. He
stated he received the drugs from an
other student who found it and wanted
to get rid of it. He would not reveal who
that student was.

On February 26, a 16-year-old stu
dent came to the vice-principal and
confessed that she was involved in the
incident. She told the vice-principal
and police officer that she came across
the drugs in the school parking lot in an
envelope. She said she picked up the
envelope and placed it in her pocket
Once finding out the envelope con-
tained marijuana she says she gave it to
her boyfriend. She explained she and
her boyfriend later sold the drugs to the
student who had the drugs in her lock
er.

Ihe police officer then went to the
original student asking her to further
explain the situation. She told officers
that her original story was correct and
that she paid the 18-year-old male
Upon further questioning, the 18-year
old male told police that the original
story was correct.

The teen’s girlfriend later told po
lice that she was trying to protect her
boyfriend and that she received the
drugs unbeknownst to her at a party in
Madison. She gave the drugs to her boy-
friend and thought he would give it to
someone.

age where he could retire,” he
stated. Shambeau suggested
the board possibly look at pro-
moting a current officer in the
department to a sergeant posi-
tion in the future.

In his review of the Fire De-
partment, Shambeaualerted the
board to the consistent issue of
Emergency Medical Technician
(EMT) and firefighter staffing
that is critically low. The state
of the department is completely
dependent on EMTs moving in
and out of the community. The
possibility always exists that the
village may need to hire EMT’s
as the volunteer labor pool de-
creases.

“I find this issue very frus-
trating, 1 feel like we are the
victim of circumstance. The vil-
lage is growing but yet our pool
of volunteer labor is dwindling
It's a sign of our imes. If you talk
to people in the church, scout-
ing, or any type of community
group, they will tell you volun-
teerism is down, With dual in-
come households, leisure time
is at an absolute premium. It's
affecting everyone,” stated Vil-
lage President Matt Heiser

The Department of Public
Works has possibly the fewest
deficiencies in their depart-
ment. Those include snowplow
times, street and utility mainte-
nance and the lack of secretari-
al support. Shambeau stated he
did not think it was necessary
to consider adding to the staff
at this time.

A physical space problem
plagues the Kewaskum Pub-
lic Library. In addition to the
space issue, the current prac-
tice of closing the library early
on Thursday evening is another
item Shambeau would like to
see changed. With usage sky-
rocketing in 2006, future staff-
ing and space are all areas that
Shambeau considered deficien-
cies.

Shambeau stated that the
village holds a right of first re-
fusal on a house east of the vil-
lage hall. He stated in the event
that the board wished to expand
the library, by adding on to the
village hall, the board has that
option, however, this is not an
item for consideration in 2007.
He concluded by announcing
that the library board will be
addressing space needs in the
very near future,

After his presentation to the
Trustees, Shambeau asked for
direction from the group in at-
tendance for the future. Trustee
Kevin Scheunemann wanted to
see the village consolidate the
public works, public services
and protection and public ser-
vices into to one committee. He
also wished to have all village
outsourced staff, including the
village engineer, be re-evalu-
ated every four years.

A constant critic of the li-
brary, Scheunemann wanted

to proceed with the expansion
of the library very cautiously. “I
think libraries in the future may
possibly be obsolete long term.
[ think we need to look if tech-
nology is going to delete space
needs, as an issue in the future,”
he concluded.

Trustee Derek Peterson
thought Scheunemann’s idea
about making all outsourced
services go through a review
process was good, but thought
it would be better to have it ev-
ery two years to coincide with
the terms of the trustees. He
believed the same should oc-
cur with members of various
committees and commissions.
“These people need to repre-
sent the current board,” he re-
marked. He liked what has been
started with a relevant capital
improvement plan for various
village departments.

Peterson also wanted to
see an expansion of the park
and recreation programs. He
thought that donation boxes for
library and parks might raise
some money to offset these
programs.

Heiser ended the open dis-
cussion by stating he wanted to
hold an annual meeting much
like the visioning session to dis-
cuss village needs and future
needs.

Shambeau told the board
that he wanted permission
to advertise and hire a village
building inspector/zoning ad-
ministrator. This new position
would give residents improved
office hours, making the indi-
vidual more accessible to the
residents. He believed having
someone on staff, in the village
hall would provide better con-
sistency in the village.

This person would pro-
vide services that Shambeau
thought the village is currently
lacking. The position would be
funded entirely by permit and
building inspection fees. Sham-
beau announced that a study he
conducted revealed the village
collected $112,320 annually on
average. These numbers were
based on an average of four-
year's time.

If granted permission to
advertise the position, it would
be advertised with an annual
salary of $43,630 to $50,152. The
individual would be a grade 10
on the village's pay scale.

Shambeau also told the

trustees that he would like to
hire a full-time village clerk. He
believed this would alleviate
time-consuming duties and al-
low him to focus more on engi-
neering and planning of which
he has a back ground in.

He noted that in the 2007
budget, the village board pro-
vided for the hiring of an engi-
neering liaison. He would like
to take over those duties and
pass on some of the clerking
duties he was hired for to a new
individual.

The clerk would then take
over statutory duties that in-
clude licensing, overseeing
elections and public records
management among many
other items. Shambeau stated
the annual salary would be be-
tween $36,003-$41,383. On the
village's pay scale the position
would start at grade eight.

Both positions would move
forward without a budget in-
crease, taking the money for the
clerk from the money budgeted
for engineering liaison. Each
position would be a non-union
position with all village fringe
benefits.

If approved at the Monday,
March 19 village board meet-
ing, the positions would be
advertised by the end of April
with screening and interviews
completed in June. Shambeau
stated that he would conduct
the interviews and work with
other communities who have
these positions, to get job de-
scriptions and possibly include
them on the interview team.

Shambeau ended the meet-
ing by asking those in atten-
dance to think about address-
ing the possibility of promoting
a member of the police depart-
ment to sergeant, looking into a
park and recreation director, in-
creasing the library’s hours and
always be realizing the need for
part-time EMS employees. He
would like to bring these items
up at next year’s visioning meet-
ing.

“I was impressed by the en-
tire process. Jay did a great job
in preparation to analyze and
explain information. The board
members had a lot of thought-
ful feedback in response. I am
excited by all the opportunities
to improve and I feel like we
were really serving the people.
The challenge will be to follow
up on them,” concluded Heiser.

PDR rally held at West Bend
Mutual Insurance office

WEST BEND- Hundreds
of volunteers were joined by
a handful of picketers at a
kick-off event held Thursday,
March 8, to garner up “yes”
votes on a spring referendum
to decide if Washington Coun-
ty should begin a government
funded program to save prime
farm land.

Sue Millin who has led the
charge for a PDR (property
development rights) program
in the county said that more
than 600 people have signed
up to persuade people to vote
in favor of the measure.

A “yes” vote would require
the county board to spend a
minimum of $800,000 annual-
ly buying development rights

from land owners who have
deeds to some of the county’s
prime agricultural land.

Washington County Board
Supervisor, Dan Stoffel, also
a town of Kewaskum farmer,
stated that there are a num-
ber of ways to finance such a
program. It is hoped that sales
tax revenue will help finance
the program. Secondly, the
county could issue municipal
bonds and of course the most
un-wanted option is through
property taxes, but that could
be the case if other funding
measures are not able to be
utilized

Darmody spends winterim in Mississippi

The University of Wiscon-
sin - Platteville School of Edu-
cation regularly offers a class
called Ethnic Gender Equity
in Education. While providing
a traditional classroom setting
and instruction in the fall and
spring semesters for this class,
the winterim version of the
course takes students to Mis-
sissippi Valley State Univer-
sity (MVSU) in Itta Bena, Miss.
This year's trip took place in
early January.

Kyle Darmody of Kewas-
kumwas one of the 15 students
who went to Mississippi.

“The class is part of an
exchange program allowing
two rural universities, one
historically black and the
other white, to provide new
and firsthand opportunities
for students to experience
other cultures,” said Tom Lo
Guidice, an education profes-
sor and one instructor for the
course. UWP and MVSU have
been engaged in this partner-
ship since early 2003.

Specifically, the course
aims to help students devel-
op an appreciation and un-
derstanding of sociological
and historical perspectives
of ethnic and gender issues
in education and society; de-
tail the effect of gender and
ethnic bias in education and
society; recognize and evalu-

ate gender and ethnic bias in
language and communica-
tion; and demonstrate an abil-
ity to reflect upon, relate and
integrate concepts from the
course in working with indi-
viduals from various cultures,
ethnicities, economic strata,
both genders and various
sexual orientations at various
developmental levels in a so-
cially responsible manner. The
course meets the Wisconsin
Department of Instruction’s
mandates for teacher training
in diversity.

Rich Bockhop, an agri-
culture education professor
and other instructor for the
course said, “Students taking
this class not only experience
ethnic diversity; they interact
with diverse political and so-
cial-economic cultures. The
trip itinerary is organized
and coordinated by students,
which adds field-trip plan-

ning experience to the list of

learning outcomes. Many of
the students have asked to
participate again and have of-
fered suggestions to improve
an already great learning op-
portunity.”

Education students on
the trip visited local schools
to observe in the classrooms.
Agriculture students on the
trip took tours of local indus-
tries and farms. All students

and instructors explored such
sites as the Delta Research
Center, the Kermit the Frog
Museum, the Civil Rights Mu-
seumn, downtown Memphis
(the home of the blues and
the birthplace of rock ‘n roll) ,
the Chucalissa Archaeological
Museum, the Elvis Mansion
and the courthouse in which
the Dread Scott decision was
made. On January 15, the stu-
dents and instructors volun-
teered to work on a Habitat for
Humanity home in Tutwiler,
Miss.

“The most important les-
son I brought back with me
from the trip is that no matter
what size, shape or color, we
will all have similarities and
differences with one another.
Instead of hating each other
for our difference, we should
learn as much as we can while
celebrating our similarities,”
Darmody stated.

The certificate of rabies vaccination must be presented to the
collecting official before a dog license may be issued.

All dogs five (5) months of age or older require a license. The minimum
license fee for neutered males or spayed females is $3.00, upon presenta-
tion of evidence attesting to the same, and $8.00 for the unneutered male
or unspayed female dog or one-half of these amounts if the dog became
five (5) months of age after July 1, of the license year. The governing
body of any town, village, or city may raise the minimum dog license tax.
Any person who keeps multiple dogs or operates a kennel may apply for
a multiple dog license. The fee is $35.00 for twelve (12) dogs or less and
additional $3.00 for each dog in excess of twelve (12).

Dog licenses may be obtained from your local town, village or city trea-
surer or designee during the course of any given year. Dog owners should
notify their treasurer if their dog is given away or has died, so that you
will not be considered delinquent. An affidavit of death is available.

PENALTY
Every owner of a dog 5 months of age or older who fails to obtain a hi-
cense by April 1, will be assessed a late fee of $5.00.

Retail therapy is a won
derful thing

One trip to the store, one
peek at saws and suits, dia-
monds and dresses, and you
go home with lots of new pos
sessions, some of which you
didn’t even know you needed.
And what do you do when
there's only dust in the wallet
and pockets full of lint? You
rely on that age-old rallying
cry: “CHARGE!"

Hold on, though. Be
fore you whip out the plastic,
read "Maxed Out” by James D.
Scurlock. This book will save
you a whole lot more than 10%
on your purchases. It might
save your house, your family,
and your life.

When an offer for a six-
months-no-interest credit
card comes in the mail, it's aw-
fully tempting, almost like free
money. You fill out the form,
drop it in the mail and the
credit card comes right to your
door. You start to use it and
maybe you miss a payment or
two. Or three. Soon, you're up
to your forehead in fees.

Then another credit card
offer comes in the mail.....

Because of a reluctantly-
admitted youthful bout with
scary debt, James Scurlock de-
cided to make a documentary
about Americans and debt.
This book is the companion to
that film, and it's sobering.

According to Scurlock, in-
comes have risen about 1 per-
cent “real terms” in the past
generation, while household

2

debt increased over 1,000 per-
cent. Scurlock cites the Fed
eral Reserve in saying that 12
percent of young families were
more than two months behind
on their debts in 2004. With
new bankruptcy laws, that fig-
ure has undoubtedly gone up.

Scurlock interviewed peo
ple in the industry and found,
to his shock, that credit card
companies and big banks en-
courage debt-to-the-extreme.
Fees and “extras” such as un
needed insurance are the ways
that banks make their money.
For instance, although Scur-
lock says they take little-to-no
time to process, there's a rea-
son that “bounced checks”
come with a $25 or higher
bank fee.

On the other side of the
teller's window, Scurlock in-
terviewed people who were
deeply in debt, a man impris
oned for murdering his family
over a $5,000 credit card bill, a
handicapped woman whose
house is in imminent danger
of foreclosure because of bad
advice, and the family of a
woman who drove off a pier
because her gambling debts
got out of hand.

I've read an abundance
of horror novels and thrillers
this year, but “Maxed Out”
chilled me like no other book.
Author James D. Scurlock bur
rows deep into the financial
industry and credit card busi-
nesses, and what he finds will
make you want to take scissors
to everything in your wallet.

Through on- and off-camera
interviews, Scurlock exposes
agents, financial
experts, government agencies
and others who make money
off of your money, and he's
compassionate when he writes
about “victims” who are swim-
ming in credit but drowning in
debt.

If you own a credit card,
leave it at home, get to a book-
store and pay cash for “Maxed
Out” You'll long be indebted
to Scurlock for the things you'll
learn by reading it.

Some retrievers, espe-
cially young dogs, can be re-
luctant to turn over the game
they have retrieved. Trying to
tug the game out of the dog's
mouth can resultin significant
damage to the game, poten-
tial damage to the hunter and
provide encouragement to the
dog to continue this undesir-
able behavior.

On the other hand, pun-
ishment during a retrieve
could make the dog reluctant
to retrieve game at all. In such
situations, one easy solution is
to grab firm hold of the dog's
collar and then blow a gentle
puff of air in the dog's nose.
This will result in the dog
opening its mouth, allowing
the game to be safely and eas-
ily recovered without conflict.
Be careful not to blow too hard
to avoid potential damage
to the sensitive linings of the
dog’s nose.

One of the most valuable
things an outdoorsman can
carry in his pocket is a red cot-
ton bandana. Not only does
a bandana have an infinite
number of everyday uses-from
cleaning glasses to blowing
your nose-it is also a valuable
survival tool. It can be used in
an emergency as a bandage, a
signal flag, and pieces can be
shredded and used as tinder
to start a fire.

Most fishermen know
spots where streams enter
and exit a lake attract fish and
can provide for some excellent
fishing. Fewer fishermen pay
attention to the underground
springs that can also provide
excellent fishing at times par-
ticularly when outside tem-
peratures are extreme,

The water from such
springs generally remains
within a fairly small and sta-
ble temperature range-which
means that such areas pro-
vide cool spots in hot summer

weather and warm spots in icy
winter weather, and those sta-
ble temperatures attract fish.
The location of such springs
can often be found on hydro-
graphic maps, older topo-
graphical maps of areas flood-
ed by reservoirs and through
local knowledge. In arid re-
gions, shoreline concentra-
tions of water-loving vegeta-
tion such as cottonwoods and
willows where no surface wa-
ter is visible can also indicate
where shallow springs may
enter a lake,

Indians absent on 1st team;
Parrent is 2nd team All-EWC pick

Experience and potent
scoring were definite charac-
teristics of the boys selected
to the first team of the all-East-
ern  Wisconsin  Conference
basketball team, and while the
coaches were certain about
several of their selectees, extra
balloting was needed to de-
termine the final spots on the
conference’s dream squad.

That extra vote prevented
Kewaskum from having a rep-
resentative on the first team
Matt Parrent wound up at the
top of the second unit, while
fellow senior, Casey Scheel,
and junior John Holt, received
a vote or two, meaning they

earned honorable mention
status.
As expected, Greg

Schrimpf of Roncalli was a
unanimous pick. Schrimpf
has been a fixture on or near
the top of the EWC's scoring
“charts the past three seasons.

This year, the 5-foot-11
senior guard, averaged 19.5
points per game in leading the
Jets to an undefeated season
and a third straight confer-
ence title in their final season
in the EWC. Next year, Ron-
calli moves on to the smaller
Olympian Conference, while
Waupun takes its place.

“There were three tied
(for the final spot). It went to
the other two,” Bannasch said
about the procedure, which
meant his 6-4 standout had to
settle for making the second
team.

“I feel bad for Matt,” Ban-
nasch said, certain Parrent’s
talent was as good as the top
six. This year, the “Big Daddy,”
as he is referred to by KHS an-
nouncer Dave Rockhill, aver-
aged 13 points per game and
six rebounds per game in the
conference. “That was about
fifth or sixth in the confer-
ence,” Bannasch said about
the rebounding average.

Parrent could have proba-
bly scored more but when the
Indians got on their winning
roll near the end of the season,
it was teamwork that got them
there, not individual play.

Scheel averaged 9.5 points
in conference games, accord-
ing to Bannasch, who said,
“Obviously, he's one of those
kids who had a tremendous
attitude toward the game.”

Talking about Scheel and
Parrent, Bannasch said, “Right

“A funny story about John,
I have coached him every
year,” Bannasch said, indicat-
ing Holt was elevated to the JV
team as a freshman, and was
with Bannasch again a second
season on the JV squad as a
sophomore.

“I knew he had the capa-
bility of becoming this kind of
a player,” Bannasch said, pre-
dicting Holt can be one of the
top players in the EWC next
season.
