Weiss is new town chair,
Grundahl keeps judge’s post

Voters were looking for a
change in the town of Wayne when
it came to their new town chair-
man. They choose Scott Weiss.
However, in the race for Mid-Mo-
raine Municipal Judge, voters de-
cided they were pleased with the
job incumbent judge John Grun-
dahl is doing.

County voters also said no to a
property development rights pro-
gram that would have used up to
$800,000 annually to fund. Over
63% of voters said no to the refer-
endum. Total no votes came in at
16,672 while 9,662 voted yes.

Washington County will be
looking for a new Circuit Court
judge, as Annette Ziegler was the
favorite after the votes were count-
ed. Official results are not returned
at the time but Ziegler has an over-

whelming lead.

Not all voters in the town of
Wayne decided they needed new
faces. Julie Kriewaldt who chal-
lenged Christian Kuehn as the
town clerk lost. Kuehn squeaked
through a challenge by Kriewaldt.
He received 301 votes compared to
Kriewaldt's 269 votes.

However voters did decide
that a change was needed for
town leadership. Voters returned
Weiss to town government, not as
a supervisor as in years past but as
their new chairman.

Weiss will take over the post
held by Leander Herriges. Weiss
received 338 to Herriges's 242
votes.

Despite a somewhat orga-
nized write-in campaign by Dean
Gebhardt, town supervisors Carl
Klemme and Kieth Kriewaldt re-
tained their seats. Klemme with

406 votes, Kriewaldt with 320 votes.
Gebhardt received 57 votes.

In the village of Kewaskum, a
somewhat confusing situation for
the voters brought zero change.
Long-time trustee Andy Pesch
who in December filed non-candi-
dacy papers re-emerged garnering
103 votes. His challenger Brandon
Belger received nine votes.

Village Board Trustee Thomas
J. Piwoni received 413 votes
while Derek Peterson received
443.

Even with a number of factors
against him, Mid-Moraine Munic-
ipal judge Grundahl emerged the
winner for another term. He re-
ceived a total of 9,742 votes while
Janet Heins came up short on her
second crack at the seat. Heins re-
ceived a total of 9,359 votes.

Next week’s edition will carry
the official results.

KEWASKUM- Depart-
ment heads in the village have
received their annual pay
hike for 2007. The non-union
represented employees will
receive a split, four percent
raise this vear. All received a
two percent increase effective
January 1, 2007 and in July will
receive another two percent

[he increase affects those
not represented by the LAW

or AFSCME union. Crossing
guards, library employees and
seasonal employees received
a straight two percent raise
The non-union repre-
sented employees receive
Social Security, Wisconsin
Retirement and Health and
Life Insurance coverage. In
addition, Village Administra
tor Jay Shambeau receives a
monthly mileage allowance
and employees not supplied
with a uniform receive an an-
nual $150 clothing allowance
Ihe Village also has a longev-

ity program at the rate of $0.50
per month retroactive to the
initial day of employment.

Each non-union repre-
sented employee is eligible
to earn and accrue paid vaca-
tions. After one year one week
is earned, likewise after two
years of continuous service
After seven years of service
three weeks is earned;
weeks alter 14 years, and a
maximum of five weeks after
21 years ol service.

Township still waits for repayment
of 2005 special assesment

KEWASKUM- Township
officials continue to wait to
collect the money they ex-
pended to clean up a town
resident’s property in 2005,
Washington County is waiting
for taxes owed on the property
in 2003 and will soon begin
the foreclosure process.

After years of prodding
WilmerSchmidttocleanup his
property at 4350 Highway 28
to town ordinance standards,
and numerous complaints
from neighbors, the town took
action. In spring of 2005 the
township spent $22,353.89 to
abate what ordinances dictat-
ed a nuisance. The township
later passed an ordinance as-
sessing the clean-up charges
to the Schmidt’s property.

The money taxpayers paid
to have the property cleaned
has since went unpaid, and
the property, along with two
others in the Kewaskum town-
ship and two in the village
of Kewaskum, are now fac-
ing foreclosure by the county
for unpaid taxes. According
to records from Washington
County, Schmidt owes a total
of $30,037.70 including the
special assessment from 2005.

According to Washing-
ton County Treasurer Janice
Gettelman, delinquent prop-
erty owners have less than six
months before they receive
a certified letter containing a
tax deed application notice.

From that point, those in de-
linquency have 90 days to pay
the 2003 taxes to avoid fore-
closure from the County.

Gettleman says the town
of Kewaskum has received the
tax money from the county,
even though the property
owner has not yet paid the
county. However, they do not
pay special assessments that
municipalities assess to prop-
erty owners.

[f the property goes into
foreclosure, the county will ac-
cept sealed bids for the prop-
erty. The township will only be
reimbursed for the special as-
sessment if money is left over
after a sealed bid is accepted
for the property.

Town of Kewaskum chair-
man Ellis Kahn stated the
township had no comment on
the unpaid assessment.

Response to ‘anonomous’ Summer host
families needed

Last week I received com-
ments through our website
from a concerned reader
about the article regarding a
sexual assault that was report-
ed near the Kewaskum Middle
School. The sender, “anono-
mous” questioned my report-
ing ethics and had questions
regarding how I handled the
situation.

He or she raised some
good questions and I felt oth-
er readers might benefit from
learning how our staff ap-
proaches such a story.

This is the text of the un-
edited comment: “This week s
edition is really disheartening.
The unethical reporting tactics
are unacceptable! The front-
page article about the KHS
student’s alleged sexual as-
sault. This jumped out at me as
very unprofessional reporting
on this newspaper’s part. First
of all, how can you just report
on this girl’s viewpoint? This
article should not have been
written without the reporter
talking to this boy. Or did the
reporter talk with him, and
you decided what he had to
say wasn't anything anybody
would want to read about? In
this article, it indicated that
the boy “refused questioning’
Does this make him guilty?
Like the article seemed to im-
ply. I know that as an adult,
I would never talk to an of-
ficer who was accusing me of
any crime without my lawyer
present. Most adults wouldn't.
This YOUNG boy must be very
smart to realize the severity
of his situation to not give his
statement to the officer when
[irstarrested. You know as well
as I, that officers act! like your
best friend and tell many lies
just to obtain information they
are searching for at that time.
At the end of this article, it was
written that the “Statesman”
will update this story as more
information becomes avail-
able. When that information
isn't the news you are looking
for, like maybe, “14 year old
girl gets caught in a web of lies”
Is that going to be on your front
page? Probably not because it
would humiliate this young
girl, right? (even though no
names are mentioned, many
many Kewaskum residents
know these kids). Think about
the humiliation this boy must
be feeling. Especially if this girl
turns out to be lying. Heis 15
years old. A lot of life in front
of him. I bet that this girl and
NOW YOU are making his life
very hard for him not only to-
day but tomorrow and many
many many tomaorrows in his
once promising future. I am
very disappointed that you al-

lowed this unethical reporting
be printed in your paper much
less the front page of your pa-
per. !Is this the reputation you
want to portray to your read-
ers?”

Before answering, | have
to tell you, this wasn't a par-
ticularly exciting article fo
write. Contrary to public be-
lief, as a reporter 1 do not wait
like a starved dog for a bone of
news.

Going into the story I
knew that this would give
Kewaskum and our school dis-
trict somewhat of a black eve. |
take my job as a journalist and
[}(I\\”ﬂl' outcomes o stores
after printed, very seriously.

I received the report
while combing through the
Kewaskum Police Depart-
ment’s reports. I was told the
charges were pending against
the young man involved in the
report. Itis my belief that if po-
lice think there is enough evi-
dence to request charges, the
item is newsworthy.

The front page of last
week's edition was very dis-
heartening to all in our com-
munity. Inaneditorialmeeting
it was extensively discussed,
but there wasn't anything that
could be done regarding the
abundance of hard news. We
try to make an effort however,
to provide a balance but some
weeks it is not possible.

“Anonomous” asked me
whylonlyreported onthegirl's
side of the story. The story was
written from the point of view
that a high school student (the
young female) reported the
allegations to police. The story
was taken directly from the
content in the police report

[he article’s purpose was
not to report how or why it
happened. It was to report
that our police department
investigated the matter. Had
the male subject given details
to the police, they would have
been included, but he refused
questioning. I could only re-
port that is what he did.

I did not contact the male
subject. If he wouldn't talk to
police, why would he talk to
a reporter? Anything I would
have printed might have fur-
ther muddied, the investiga-
tion.

By writing that The States-
man will update the story as
more information becomes
available, I was simply stating
that once charges are filed or
not filed, that will be reported
on. If this young man ever
goes to court that will also be
reported on.

As far as placement on the
front page, | don't know at this
time where a follow-up will go.
Items for the front page of the
newspaper are considered on
Monday morning at our edi-

torial staff meeting where we
decide what goes in the paper
and what does not. But ult-
mately, the front page is the
last page to be finished and
often times is not set in stone
(or ink) until around 5 a.m.
Wednesday morning before
our 9 a.m. press time.

I don’t argue the fact that
this story has made it difficult
for the young man. Guilty or
not guilty, it should give us a
reason to pause and reflect
on how we as a society handle
ourselves.

As the newspaper for our
community, I, along with a
dedicated staff, am charged
with reporting the news, good
or bad. 1 am sure that the
school district would prefer
this had not come to light, but
itis our obligation to our read-
ers.

Lastly,
very important to our orga-
nization, which is why I have
taken the time to address the
The sex
ual assault article ran because
it is our duty to report the
news, good or bad. We value
our readers a great deal and |
always appreciate comments
good or bad, anonymous or
signed.

Project Self-Help and
Awareness (PSA) is in need
of loving families or individu-
als to host a black child from
the Mississippi Delta. Most
of these children come from
small rural towns with limited
contact with white adults and
children. The purpose of this
program is to show the chil-
dren from Mississippi and our
own children that the color
of one’s skin does not mat
ter; that we all cry, laugh and
sh;m‘ the same emotions as
they do.

Despite  desegregation,
many black children in the
Delta are still exposed only to
what their grandparents were
exposed to in the 60s. On
one recent trip a chaperone
had a six-year-old boy tell her
that his moma told he would
be able to “touch white skin
when he got to Wisconsin” as
he grabbed the chaperone’s
arm, He was amazed that it
felt just like his.

This program is non-rpoft
and runs completely by vol-
unteers since the early 1960's.
The children are picked by
Mississippi coordinators and
then matched with a Wis-
consin family by a Wisconsin
coordinator. The stay can be
10 days or longer. Wisconsin
families are able to pick the
date of the visit, the age, and
sex of the child.

Reviewing the
Tech Schools

The legislature is currently
reviewing the state budget. To-
day, let’s look at the Wisconsin
Technical College System. Cur-
rently, the technical schools are
supported by about $141 mil-
lion of state income and sales
tax dollars together with about
$622 million in property tax rev-
enue divided into 16 separate
districts (our area is represent-
ed by Moraine Park and Mil-
waukee Technical College.) The
past nine years, their property
tax levy for technical schools
has gone up an average of 6.6
percent per year - well above
the rest of your property tax bill.
While state aid has remained
stagnant, tuition has also eas-
ily outstripped inflation. Total
costs are going up quicker than
public schools or the university.
Why is this? More than two-
thirds of the costs are salary re-
lated. In response to concerns,
the Legislative Audit Bureau
recently completed an audit of
the technical schools policies
related to personnel. What did
they find?

In the last year exam-
ined, the tech school system
employed slightly fewer than
13,000 employees, although
since some worked part time,
it was the equivalent of 10,000
full-time employees.  There
was the equivalent of 68,000
full-time students. So, there
was about 1 employee for ev-
ery 7 students. There was more
than 1 administrator for every 6
faculty members even though
many of the faculty were part
time. Both seem high to me.

In 2004-05, the last year ex-
amined, the average full time
faculty member earned $74,600.
The contracts call for faculty to
work 35.7 hours per week for
nine months and the average
salary for someone who worked
this amount is $62,000 (most
work extra which is the reason
for the higher annual salary).
Only two states - California and
Michigan reported higher base
salaries (Wisconsin's base sal-
ary was $66,000 compared to
$50,160 nationally).

In past columns; I've point-
ed out that Wisconsin State em-
ployees, which include techni-
cal school employees, have the
second most generous pension
plan in the country and con-
tribute the least in the country.
Wisconsin health care costs are
above average. Fringe benefits
add an additional 32 percent
of cost to each employee. And
remember, the average income
in Wisconsin is less than the na-
tional average.

In addition, some health
insurance is given to them at
retirement.  Their plans are
apparently not funded which

— 6

means that unlike the state pen-
sion plans, there could be an
unpleasant surprise for the tax-
payer in the future. Milwaukee
Area Technical College District
also has an unfunded liability
of $228 million. If fringe ben-
efits were included, Wisconsin
would rank higher than third.

This audit also compared
the tech school salaries to the
university systems. The average
earnings exceeded those of the
full-time faculty at the two year
campuses by about $22,000.
Part of this is due to the fact that
many tech school instructors
have skills which can be applied
in the private sector - many
university professors do not. In
most areas in which there was
a four year campus and a tech
school in the same region, the
tech schools also paid more.

Administrators earn on
average $77,500 a year with
364 employees over $100,000
per year. The president of Mil-
waukee Area Technical College
makes $226,400 annually!!
(Compare to the Governor who
makes $132,000 per year). The
average tech school president
also gets an almost $10,000 a
year vehicle allowance.

Other tidbits uncovered in-
clude a generous sick leave ben-
efit averaging about 13 days a
year with the local Moraine Park
averaging about 20 days a year.
Faculty and administrators in
11 of the 16 districts (including
Milwaukee and Moraine Park)
can retire and receive health
insurance at age 55. Many tech
schools (not Moraine Park)
also pay employees to engage
in union activities- Milwaukee
Area Tech provides a 60 per-
cent workload reduction for the
union president. Judging from
the figures above, I guess he's
doing a fairly good job.

How does this happen? The
16 tech school districts are gov-
erned by boards appointed by
the counties. It seems as though
these unelected officials may be
coming far too close to the em-
ployees and administrators and
a little too far removed from the
taxpayers. It's time for the state
to move in and take control of
future contracts, I will be intro-
ducing legislatipn to place tech
school employees under state
control similar to university
employees. It's no wonder your
tech school property tax bill is
going through the roof.

Touching lives
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The Bookworm Sez
by Terri Schlichenmeyer

7: The Micky Mantle Novel
By Peter Golenbock
The Lyons Press $24.95 286 pages ¥

It's a parlor game that's
been around forever: if you
could have dinner with five
people, living or dead, who
would you choose?

For many baseball fans,
the name at the top of the list
would be Mickey Mantle. A
guy who played baseball when
baseball was everything... he'd
have some pretty good tales to
tell, wouldn’t he?

Here's your chance. In the
new novel “7: The Mickey Man-
tle Novel” by Peter Golenbock,
The Mick is holding court from
a barstool in Paradise, and he's
ready to set the stories straight.

After he died in 1995, Mick-
ey Mantle, who made his peace
with friends and family on
Earth, went to Heaven. There,
God asked Mick what made
him most happy, so standing in
front of his locker at Yankee Sta-
dium was where Mickey found
himself. It’s where he spends
most of eternity now, talking
with the angel clubbie and sign-
ing baseballs as a favor to God.

But now Mantle wants to
tell all. He's been trying to find
an honest sportswriter in heav-
en, but it seems there aren't
any. Finally, he agrees to let
author Leonard Shecter get the
full story. Shecter, who died in
1974, is a good reporter. He asks
hard questions and demands
that Mickey answer.

The naturally gregarious
Mantle bubbles forth with the
story of his life: his abusive fa-
ther who was stingy with ap-
proval; early days with the New
York Yankees; his deep broth-
erly friendship with Billy Mar-
tin; teammates, rivals, and re-
peated, almost-uncontrollable
womanizing.

When the questions get
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hard and Mantle doesn't want
to answer, Shecter helps Mick-
ey out. Backs to the bar, Mantle,
Shecter, and a small assembled
crowd watch as decades-old
scenes unfold in the comer of
Toots Shor’s bar. Shecter, you
see, isn't about to let Mantle
slide.

For myriad ways - most of
which are too lengthy to go into
here - this book almost didn't
see publication. That would've
been too bad.

First of all, you definitely do
NOT want to give this book to
your Little Leaguer. The graphic
scenes and raw language make
it absolutely, positively a book
for grown-ups. The wuth is,
though, that despite a plethora
of four-letter words and euphe-
misms for women's anatomy,
I've read worse. I've heard
worse on a few street corners.

On the other side of the
outfield fence, the story Golen-
bock tells is rich with (suppos-
edly researched) detail and the
premise is delightfully surpris-
ing - kind of a “people you meet
in Heaven” story, mixed with
Dickens’ A Christmas Carol.
There were times I laughed out
loud at small details, and I was
touched by the ending of this
book. There’s plenty of baseball
here, as well as a pretty fine sto-
ry that's rough and scandalous
and funny for any grown-up
reader.

Again, be very aware that
there are lots of prurient scenes
in “7: The Mickey Mantle Nov-
el] and an entire dictionary’s-
worth of un-PC words. If you're
not bothered by that, then pick
up this controversial but very
well-written book. For sports
fans, this novel is a whole new
ballgame.

To the Editor:

I am writing on behalf
of the medical staff of St.
Joseph's Hospital. We were
very disappointed to learn
that nearly two-thirds of
Washington County supervi-
sors do not support the Gov-
ernor's proposed statewide
smoking ban in all work-
places, including bars and
restaurants. We understand
that cigarettes are a legal
product and that there may
be some cost to local busi-
nesses if cigarette smoking is
banned from all workplaces.
This cost, however, does not
compare to the high cost
(both financially and physi-
cally) that is borne by all of
us when cigarette smoking is
allowed in public places.

According to the Ameri-
can Lung Association, non-
smokers exposed to second-
hand smoke at work are at
increased risk for heart and
lung disease and premature
death. In bars and restau-
rants, levels of environmen-
tal tobacco smoke are two to
five times higher than in res-
idences with smokers, and
two to six times higher than
in office workplaces that al-
low smoking. Think about

the number of innocent

workers and patrons who are

exposed to this health haz-
ard every day.

As physicians, we can
treat the disease caused by
secondhand smoke. As lead-
ers, it is the responsibility of
those in public office to do
everything they can to pre-
vent the disease from occur-
ring in the first place.

We ac-
celerate construction when
possible and adjust sched-
ules to do work during off-
peak travel times. We use
prefabricated components
to quickly make road repairs
and minimize the length of
time work zones are in place.

There are many species of
wildlife that serve as good in
dicators of a pending change
in weather.

So if you see
ants that seem more concerned
with getting home than getting
a part of your lunch - you'd be
well advised to get your gear
under cover.

“lce out” the week or so af
ter the ice first melts on ponds
or lakes that have been covered
for the winter, is one of the best
fishing times of the year. As
the water warms, species such
as walleye, lake trout and bass
become more active and begin
feeding voraciously in prepa-
ration for the spring spawning
season. During this time pe-
riod they move into shallower,

warmer water - Ill&lLlI'IL{ them

accessible even to fishermen
without a boat. Pay particular
attention to shallows that drop
off abruptly into deeper water.

Fast start helps Indians get win No. 1

A win over a Wisconsin
Little Ten team is big, but
Kewaskum High girls fast-
pitch coach Jeff Gosse would
not go so far as to say Friday's
12-10 victory over host West
Bend West was the biggest
win of his career.

“I don't know,” Gosse said
Saturday when he was posed
the question about this be-
ing the Indians’ biggest win
in recent years. He did say,
however, “I thought we easily
handled them ... At the end ,
we got a little sloppy, but we
were able to hold them off.”

Instrumental in the Indi-
ans’ victory, their first of the
2007 season, was the pitch-
ing of Brooke Wodsedalek,
and the offense’s ability to
score runs off the little hits.

“She pitched all seven (in-
nings),” Gosse said, report-
ing Wodsedalek struck out
seven, gave up eight walks,
and eight hits.

Kewaskum opened up the
game very early, exploding
for nine runs in the first two
innings, including six in the
second. The Indians led 12-
4 after five innings, but the
Spartans made the game
close, scoring four in the
sixth and two in the bottom
of the seventh

Senior infielder Bekki Heb-
berer led the way offensively,
coming up with three hits,
and Gosse reported Tiffany
Hedlund added a pair of hits,
Kerri Winters added two
hits, and, “Erika Heberer, 1
believe had two hits” Gosse
was reporting on the game
by memory since he left his
scorebook at the school for
the weekend.

“We were just very consis-
tent. We played a lot of small
ball,” Gosse said, explaining
his team used a lot of bunts
and good base running to
move hitters into scoring po-
sition. “Then Bekki Heberer
cleaned it up with her hits ...
she had three or four RBIs”

Gosse said a couple of key
hits certainly would have
helped his team last Tuesday
in its opener on the diamond
at Kiwanis Community Park.

“Tuesday we played a very
tough Port team, and we lost
2-0. We had a lot of chances,”
Gosse said, noting one of
those chances came when
Megan Rinzel was thrown
out at the plate after getting
the Indians’ lone base hit, a
bunt single, in the third in-
ning.

“There were two outs ...
they tried getting her (Rinzel
at first base), and the ball was

thrown into the outfield, ac-
cording to Gosse, who said,
“We tried scoring her”

“We had nine girls go down
looking (striking out), and
we just can't have that,” Gos-
se continued, reporting his
girls missed a few signs and
had a few problems defen-
sively, “but we ironed them
out during the game.”

The KHS coach said Wodse-
dalek pitched “a heck of a
game,” and he is expecting
more of the same when the
Indians get started in East-
ern Wisconsin Conference
play on April 12th at home
against Plymouth, one of the
teams (Gosse picks to be a
contender for the title along
with Campbellsport.

"I really believe we can com-
pete with them,” Gosse said,
referring to the Panthers and
Cougars. What makes him so
confident is the fact he has
nine returning letter winners
on his squad of 15. "All the
starters except for two are
letter winners,” he said, in-
dicating he believes his girls
can turn around last year's 4-
10 record in the EWC, which
put them in seventh place.

The infield will be pretty
solid with the senior Heberer
at second base, first-team all-
EWC pick, Marissa Dehler, at
short, and the veteran Court-
ney Uttech back at first.

Brandi Wagner, a sopho-
more, has won the spot at
third base, and Gosse said
sophomore Shaylah Haire
will be his starting catcher.

Senior distance ace breaks 2 school records-

Gibson has an amazing day
at Oshkosh Invitational

Having a hand ... or more
correctly his two feet in 13 of
Kewaskum High's 14 points
Friday night, Bob Gibson was
definitely a standout for the
Indians in the annual Oshkosh
Invitational at Kolf Field House
on the UW-0Oshkosh campus.

“Bob Gibson He prob-
ably ran the best he can run,’
KHS coach Jerry Gosa said Sat-
urday evening. “He broke the
school record in the 1,600 and
the 800"

Gibson hit the finish line
in 4 minutes, 42.85 seconds
(4:42.85) in the 1,600 meter
race, and his time was good
enough for fourth place

Later in the meet, Gibson did
even better in the 800, which,
up until now, had not been
considered his specialty. Gosa
submitted a 2:07 for Gibson's
seed time, and the lanky senior
ace finished the even in 2:05.61
Only Chilton’s Dan Glewen ran
faster, completing the event in a
time of 2:03.56.

The second place (out of 53
runners) in the 800 was worth
eight points and the fifth in the
1,600 gave the Indians four.

The old KHS 1,600 mark of
4:45.39 had been held by Da-
vid Gosa, the coach’s son, since
1994. The previous best 800
time (2:08.27) was turned in by
Nick Bartley in 2004, according
to Gosa.

Gibson closed out his day by
helping the 4x400 relay to a sev-
enth place.

Dan Dymond, Gibson,
Chad Hackbarth and Stephan
Kattar combined for a time of

3:44.72, 4 of a second out of the
sixth spot. There were 26 teams
in the event

The other KHS point was
scored by Dymond for his
eighth place in the high jump.
Dymond cleared 5 feet, six
inches (5-6) in the event.

Kewaskum did not have the
strength and depth to finish
among the top 10 teams in
the event, which was won by
Thomas More High School in
Milwaukee. The Cavaliers piled
up 63 points, 15 more than run-
ner-up Omro (48). New Hol
stein and Kiel, like Kewaskum
members of the Eastern Wis-
consin Conference, finished in
the top five

New Holstein placed third
with 44 points, while Kiel and
Luxemburg-Casco tied for
fourth with 38.

The Indians were 14th in the
standings. A total of 24 teams
scored points in the annual in-
door test.

Although he did not score, ju
nior Tyler Swanson turned in a
good effort in the shot put. His
best toss was a 43-7, good for
12th overall. Other good efforts
included a ninth (4:51.55) by
Kattar in the 1,600, a 15th place
92:13.6) by freshman Zack Her-
riges in the 800, and the 4x200
relay (Logan Staege, Dymond,
Jack Breese and Hackbarth)
placed 17th out of 31 teams
with a time of 1;42.52,

The Indian boys are off until
April 3 when they travel to Kiel
to compete in an Eastern Wis-
consin triangular meet with the
host Raiders and Sheboygan
Falls.
