KEWASKUM- Members of the
Kewaskum Board of Education were
given back their salaries thanks to the
help of ene of their political brethren.
As of April 30, board members will
now receive their $2,050 annual sal-
ary prorated.

The meeting was attended by 43
electors of the school district. Town of
Farmington Chairman GarySchreiber,
organized the gathering of signatures
for the meeting and proposed a reso-
lution before the audience asking that
the salary given to board members
be returned to them at the rate it was
prior to having it taken away in 2005
Christine Horbas seconded the mo-
tion.

Neal Weare questioned the legal-
ity of holding such a special meeting.
Paul Reichert, the district’s business
manager, quickly pointed out that

state statute permits a special meet-
ing of the electors to be held if a peti

tion of 100 signatures or three percent
of the electorate was presented to the
clerk. For this meeting, 120 signatures
were obtained he reported.

Reichert also explained that a
special meeting has the same powers
as the annual meeting meaning that
the district can set salaries, contract
with legal counsel and sell property
primarily through resolutions. He
confirmed this information with an
attorney from the Wisconsin Associa-
tion of School Boards (WASB)

That attorney reported two op-
tions could be taken: give the board
their salaries from the time the annual
meeting of 2006 took place, (including
giving a salary to Tammy Eickermann
who is no longer on the board) or give
the board a prorated salary from April
20 until the time of the next annual
meeting, (set for August). Reichert
asked if that was the option that Sch
reiber wanted. He asked the motion

read that the salaries would end on
July 1, when the district’s fiscal year
ends.

Schreiber and Horbas concurred
and amended the motion.

“When | became aware of what
happened at the annual meeting (last
year), I called the district office to find
out what could be done. I was told if
we got 100 signatures on a petition we
could hold a special meeting. 1 did
that because we got four new mem-
bers, one just elected, another just
a year and another just over a year. |
think it's ime we show some support
for these people by giving them their
salaries back.

School boundary lines will be discussed at May meeting

KEWASKUM- Students at
tending Kewaskum’s elemen-
tary schools may have some
changes in where they will
attend classes for the 2007-08
school year. Kewaskum's di-
rector of elementary educa-
tion helped prepare the board
for questions they receive at
the May meeting, at a special
meeting held Monday, April
23.

Kieth Kriewaldt began the
meeting by announcing that
according to the latest num-
bers, approximately 840 stu
dents will walk through the
district’s elementary schools
on the first day of school this
upcomingyear. This is an in-
crease of eight students. At
KES, 433 are expected, at FES,
242 are expected, and at WES,
165 are expected.

“We are starting to see
a pattern at Wayne. We are
seeing larger and larger class

sizes. Classes are returning to
the sizes seen prior to 1991,
when the district revised their
boundaries the last time,
Kriewaldt reported.

The township of Wayne
has recently seen an influx
of new residential develop-
ment, while the township of
Farmington has just lightly
taken their foot off the brake
in regards to the same.

Currently the bound
aries are set up so that stu-
dents/families living east of
Forest View Road (near the
St. Michael’s hamlet), attend
FES. Students/families liv
ing west of Highland Drive in
the Kewaskum township, at-
tend WES, and everyone in
the middle attends KES. No
ticing dwindling attendance
numbers at FES in the last few
years, Kriewaldt would like to
move the boundary lines to
ensure balanced class sizes
and best use of the district fa
cilities.

Under Kriewaldt's rec-
ommendation, families living
west of Townline Road, ex-
cluding the Essence of Time
subdivision would have stu-
dents attend WES. Families
living east of Hickory Drive,
Salisbury Road and all roads
east would have their students
attend FES. Those in the mid-
dle will attend at KES.

Kriewaldt stated he want-
ed to bring this to the board’s
attention two years ago but
with things happening at that
time, he held off. He brought

Wondra not complammg about his rollercoaster ride with cancer

You could call Tom Won-
dra of Campbellsport an ex-
pert on Murphy's Law of can-
cer. However, since his fight
began, he's been fighting hard,
with a smile and his chin held
high. Friends and family are
holding a fundraiser in Lo
mira this coming weekend to
help assist with his medical
expenses

Tom's cancer rollercoaster
began when doctors discov-
ered renal cell cancer in 1999.
He subsequently underwent
surgery to remove a kidney
From that time until Septem-
ber of 2005 Tom went can-
cer free. While doing work at
home, Tom broke his arm.

During care it was discov-

ered that a tumor was form-
ing on the bone. The cancer
weakened and ate through the
bone causing the fracture. The
following month the infected
bone was removed and re
placed with donated bone al-
lowing a reconstruction of his
humorous (arm). Two metal
plates were also installed on
each side of the bone to aid in
healing and to strengthen the
bone.

As a precautionary mea-
sure, in January of 2006, a cat
scan was performed to watch
for other potential places the
cancer may have spread. It
was discovered that another
tumor had started in Tom's
femur. Another surgery, more
metal parts, and a pin was
placed in that bone.

Subsequently, the screws
broke in his rgpaired humor-
ous and a second similar sur-

gery was performed in April
2006. This time a pin was
placed inside the bone and
connected to the stable bone
to make the arm stronger.

In August of 2006 a staph
infection was discovered from
the first surgery. A third sur
gery needed to be performed
to clean out the infection
and Tom subsequently went
through eight weeks of daily
intravenous injections.

Tom continues to fight
bone cancer but is well on his
way to recovering. He has not
been able to go back to work at
Regal Ware in West Bend since
his rollercoaster ride began
Regal has held his job for him
so that when he fully recovers,
he can return

“I wouldn't change any
of this. I have so many people
caring, giving calls, cards and
letters,” Tom stated.

Tom works on his therapy
seven days a week, two hours
a day, on his own at home. He
supplements that with care
at Back in Action Rehabili-
tation Center in Kewaskum
and at The Health Hut in
Campbellsport.

Tombegan his care at Back
in Action in Fond du Lac with
Dave Schmitz and when Dave

“There is so much indi-
vidualized care. It’s fantastic.
He (Dave) does everything
with you. He's a great friend,”
stated Tom

Back in Action main-
tains three satellite offices in
Kewaskum, Mayville and New
Holstein with a larger facil-
ity in Fond du Lac. Dave says
the goal of the satellite clinics
is to provide convenient one-
on-one care for these smaller
communities.

Dave has been with Back
in Action for over 12 years,
with the last one-and-a-half
at the Kewaskum office. He
brings over 20 years of ortho
pedic therapy experience to
his patients. He specializes in
shoulder, spine and lower ex-
tremity rehab and movement
retraining,

“You have to want to get
better,” Tom concluded.

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Make a Hummingbird Habitat
for Mom This Mother’s Day

(ARA) - From the first
breadcrumbs she helped you
toss on the lawn for the birds,
your mother has nurtured
your love of the natural world
around you. This Mother's
Day, why not help her foster a
closer relationship with Moth
er Nature by creating a back-
yard habitat for one of her fa-
vorite creatures?

“Just as every mother is
unique and wonderful, hum
mingbirds are unlike any oth-
er species of bird,” says John
Schaust, chief naturalist of
Wild Birds Unlimited. “Beau
tiful and delicate, they are also
capable of amazing feats of
strength and endurance, just
like Mom. With a few simple
touches, you can create an en
vironment that will draw hum
mingbirds to Mom's backyard
throughout the season.”

The 320 species of hum-
mingbirds live only in the
Americas, and only about 16
species can be found in North
America. In most areas, the
tiny wonders arrive in the
south as early as January or
February, and make their way
north by April or May. Be-
cause hummingbirds use so
much energy flying, they need
to eat up to twice their weight
in nectar or other foods each

day. The hummingbird’s vora

cious appetite creates a great
opportunity for humans to
enjoy their company.

“All birds, including hum-
mingbirds, have basic needs
for their habitat,” says Schaust.
“They require food, water,
shelter and a place to raise
their babies.”

To create Mom's hum-
mingbird habitat, first decide
if her backyard meets the re
quirements of shelter and a
place to nest. Does the yard
have mature trees or are there
trees nearby where the birds
could nest? Hummingbirds

will only nest in trees, and
each nest is a golf-ball-sized
concoction of lichen, thistle
down and spider webbing.
Next, tackle their nutri
tional requirements. Nectar
makes up a good portion of
the hummingbird’s diet. In
the wild, they draw nectar
from flowers using their long,
slender tongues. You can cre
ate nectar for them by mixing
one part regular table sugar
to four parts boiled water. Be
sure not to boil the water with
the sugar already added. Mix
in the sugar after the water

has come to a boil. Allow the

bies. And why not? It's inex-
pensive - you only need your
" eyes and maybe a set of binocu-
lars - it's something you can do
anywhere, and it's easy for any-
one of any age or skill level
But when it comes to all
things avian, do you feel a little
like a bird brain? Then learn
more about your fine feathered
friends in the new book “Why
Don’t Woodpeckers Get Head-
aches? And Other Bird Ques-
tions You Know You Want to
Ask” by Mike O'Connor
As the owner of Bird Watch
er's General Store on Cape Cod,
Mike O'Connor gets his un
fair share of questions about
winged critters. He says in his
introduction that he started
writing a birding column for a
local newspaper in the spring
of 2000. The columns were very
popular, and O'Connor found
himself photocopying the most
popular of them. Pretty soon,

bird lovers were asking for all
the columns. That's when he
decided that he had spent too
much time at the copier and
his customers were right: a ba-
sic bird watcher’s book, filled
with answers to the most-asked
questions, was exactly what ev-
ery bird lover needed.
So, in order to be a backyard
bird watcher, you have to have
birds in your back yard, right?
O’Connor starts out by offer-
ing ideas on what to feed the
birds that are in your yvard now,
as well as the kinds of birds you
want to attract; what kinds of
birdhouses to putup and where;
and why you should clean your
birdhouses out each year, even
though it might be illegal to do
SO

O'Connor answers ques-
tions about weathers and feath-
ers, field guide confusion and
squirrel baffling, birdbaths and
electricity, how to clean (and
how not to clean) your “stuff’,
and why some birds poop-
bomb major water sources for a

few weeks each spring.

And just in case you were
wondering about other birds
of a feather, O'Connor includes
answers to questions about
penguins, auks, roadrunners,
flamingoes, storks, and, yes, the
woodpecker in bad need of a
bottle of aspirin

As both a casual bird watch-
er and a lover of little-known
tidbits, I was eager to read this
book when I got it. I expected
to learn a few things. I didn't ex
pect to laugh so hard doing it.

Author Mike O'Connor's
answers are entertaining and
educational at the same time,
kind of like getting answers
from that smart guy in high
school who was always goof-
ing around. O’'Connor doesn’t
take himself seriously, but his
answers are. They're common
sense and easy to understand no
matter what your bird watching
skill level. They're also easy for
most birders to carry out, even
though some of them are kind
of no-(bird)-brainers.

If you're itching to fly out
of the house to watch vour fine
feathered friends, take a couple
hours to read this book first. For
neophyte bird lovers and vet-
eran birders alike, “Why Don't
Woodpeckers Get Headaches?”
is a hook worth crowing over

Outdoor Tips & Tricks

If you reload your own shot
gun shells, it can sometimes be
difficult to keep track of which
shells contain what loads. Often
the original loads identified on
the empty shells we use don't
correspond at all to the loads
we put in. One easy way to keep
track is to color code the brass
base of the shells with Sharpie
indelible markers
in a variety of colors that you
can assign to different loads
When you reload the shell, mark
an easily visible dot on the brass
next to the primer, and you will
be able to easily identify differ
ent load in the field. If you are
carrying a variety of loads, you
can write a color coded table on
small card and place it as a re
minder in your vest or shell car-
rier.

Many game fish have an i
ritating habit of only biting the
bait where the hook isn't. If
you've hooked bait through the
head, they will bite the tail and
vice versa. One way to try and
outsmart such fish is to use a
“stinger” hook. Take a slightly
smaller hook than the original
and tie it to the bend of origi
nal hook with a short piece of
monofilament. Adjust the

length of the monofilament so
that the two hook rig is slightly
shorter than the bait. Put the
first hook through the head of
the bait, and the “stinger” hook
through the tail. This will often
catch those extra smart fish that
tend to strike short.

A hay hook can be a sur
prisingly useful tool at camp
Ihey are inexpensive and are
easily found at any store that
sells hay or farm
They can be used to lift hot pots
from the fire, collect and handle
firewood, and to pull up recalci-
trant tent stakes. One particu-
larly effective way to pull out
stubborn tent stakes is to slip
a small knotted loop of strong
parachute cord over the end of
the hook. Then place the loop
aver the head of the tent stake,
twist the hay hook until the cord
is tightly secured around the
head of the tent stake, and pull
the stake straight out.

Ihe opening day of the 2007
regular fishing season is May 5,
and more than 400,000 people
have already gotten their li-
cense to fish,

As of 11 am. on May 1,
417,266 people had purchased
fishing licenses or patron li-
censes that bring fishing privi
leges

People who still need to
purchase a Wisconsin fishing or
patron license before the sea-
son opens can do so online over
the Internet with a credit card
or in person at any of more than
1,400 license outlets statewide
and in neighboring states. Li
censes may also be purchased
toll-free over the phone, but
anglers would not receive the
license in time for opening day
using this method

Purchasing a license via
the Internet is particularly con
venient, according to Diane
Brookbank, director of cus
tomer service and licensing for
the state Department of Natural
Resources

“You can print the license
at home. Order it online, print
it, and you're ready to head out
" Brookbank says

Fishing licenses can be
purchased: over the Internet
through the Online
ing Center; at any DNR Service

on the water

Center; at automated license is-
suance system sales locations;
or by calling toll-free 1-877-WI
LICENSE (1-877-945-4236).
“Wisconsin has one of the
nation's highest participation
rates in fishing, and the first day
of the season is something an-
glers look forward to all winter,”
says Mike Staggs, Wisconsin's
fisheries director. “Now what
we need is some good weather”
Wisconsin typically sells
about 1.4 million fishing licens
es during the regular fishing
season. That ranks Wisconsin
fifth nationally in total number
of licenses sold, behind more
populous states such as Texas,
California, and Florida
The regular inland fish
ing season runs May 5, 2007
through March 2, 2008, [or
many game fish, and people
can fish year-round for panfish
and certain other species on a
number of state waters.
Wisconsin residents and
nonresidents 16 years old or
older need a fishing license to
fish in any waters of the state
Residents born before Jan. 1,
1927 do not need a license, nor
do people who exhibit proof
they are in active service with
the U.S. armed forces and are a
resident on furlough or leave
