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Additional PFC hearings set for end of June

KEWASKUM- The Kewaskum 
Police and Fire Commission met with 
attorneys representing Police Officer 
Troy Ellis and police Chief Richard 
Knoebel Tuesday evening. May 29. 
About 25 people attended the prelim­
inary hearing.

The first order of business was to 
adopt the rules of procedures for the 
disciplinary hearing. The commis­
sion’s attorney, Paul Alexy, presented 
these procedures at the commission’s 
May 21 meeting. All commissioners 
voted in favor of the procedures.

Attorney Nancy Pirkey who is rep­
resenting Chief Knoebel anticipated 
bringing in about six witnesses. Attor­
ney William Rettko, who is represent­
ing Ellis, anticipated anywhere from 
five to ten witnesses. Some who could 
be witnesses of both Ellis and Chief 
Knoebel.

The commissioners decided that

the hearings would be heard over a 
period of two days, Tuesday, June 26 
and Thursday, June 28. Both hearings 
would,begin at 5 p.m. hearings would 
go no later than 10 p.m.

Troy Ellis, a member of the 
Kewaskum Police Department for 18 
years is on administrative leave from 
the department while a decision re­
garding his employment is made. This 
is the first time Ellis has had any disci­
plinary actions taken against him.

Chief Knoebel requested charges 
for Ellis for violating the following 
procedures and policies unbecoming 
conduct, immoral conduct, off-duty 
hours and use of alcohol. He is asking 
that Ellis' employment be terminated 
from the police department.

The village's Police and Fire Com­
mission accepted those charges on 
May 7. The charges stem from a March 
18, 2007 incident where Ellis is be­
lieved to have entered his neighbor's 
house thinking it was his own. That 
neighbor called police not knowing 
Ellis was a member of the department.

One of Ellis’ fellow officers responded 
and removed him from the residence 
and took him to his own home.

Ellis also admitted to drinking 
10 beers and then driving his vehicle 
to a local bar and drinking more. He 
asserts that he did not drive himself 
home but could not remember who 
drove him from the bar.

Last week Vie Statesman reported 
that Ellis has been entitled to collect 
.his $999.60 weekly salary since being 
put on administrative leave on April 
28. During the course of the week The 
Statesman obtained invoices for at­
torney's fees for Chief Knoebel’s attor­
ney. Those fees through April amount 
to $1,969.50.

Amounts for the Police and Fire 
Commission attorney have not been 
processed at this time. By the start of 
the hearing on June 28, Ellis will have 
received approximately $10,196.54.

KEWASKUM- The Public 
Works Committee met Thurs­
day, May 24, to review propos­
als for the mandated upgrades 
to the Village’s wastewater 
treatment facility. The com­
mittee chose four firms they 
will interview in June.

Chairman Derek Peter­
son announced the village 
received six proposals. Ihose 
submitting them were Ap­
plied Technology, Brookfield; 
Ayres Associates, Madison; 
Graef, Anhalt, Schloemer and 
Associates (GAS), Milwaukee; 
McMahon, Neenah; Robert E. 
Lee and Associates, Oneida, 
and Ruekert-Mielke, Wauke­
sha.

Bob Manthei, lead op­
erator for the plant stated, 
"I know most of these firms. 
McMahon did work for us

before. It was a small project 
and they had a major goof-up. 
Slinger and Saukville were not 
pleased with their work. With 
GAS I have worked with them 
before. They don’t listen to the 
operator as much.” He went on 
to say that each engineering 
firm has their faults and that 
just because other commu­
nities had problems, doesn’t 
mean the same problems 
would arise in Kewaskum.

Peterson agreed with 
Manthei. The committee con­
tinued their review of each of 
the proposals.

Peterson pointed out that 
in their request they asked 
that prices for each proposal 
were submitted separately so 
diat cost was not the only de­
ciding factor. After the discus­
sion ended, he revealed the 
bids from each firm.

Each firm’s bid only in­
cluded labor, materials and 
miscellaneous charges.

Kohlsville woman injured 
after Sunday crash

TOWN of BARTON- A 56-
year-old Kohlsville woman was 
seriously injured in a single ve­
hicle accident on Highway D at 
Kettle View Drive early Sunday 
morning, May 27.

The Washington County 
Sheriff’s Department received 
a call at 7:07 a.m. stating a;ve- 
hide rolled over in the ditch 
and there was one injured, oc­
cupant. Kohlsville; Fire Depart­
ment and First Responders, 
along with West Bend Fire and 
Rescue, were dispatched to the 
scene.

Beverly A. McDonald was 
transported to St. Joseph's Hos­
pital and later flown to Froedtert 
Hospital in Milwaukee due 
to the extent of her injuries. 
Though they were serious, her 
injuries were not believed to be 
life threatening.

Lt. Robert Martin of the

Washington County Sheriff’s 
Department stated that an in­
vestigation into the crash re­
vealed that McDonald’s vehicle 
was westbound on Highway D. 
For unknown reasons, her ve­
hicle failed to negotiate a curve 
in the road, skimmed over 
the edge of a guardrail, trav­
eled down an embankment, 
and struck an asphalt drainage 
ditch. This impact caused se­
vere damage to the vehicle, but 
did not cause it to overturn. She 
was not believed to have been 
wearing a safety belt.

McDonald remains in 
critical condition according to 
Froedtert Hospital spokesper­
son Kathy Siesjs.

Alcohol and speed do not 
appear to have been factors. 
The accident remains under in­
vestigation.

for quality outdoor experienc­
es. The program was reautho­
rized in 2000 and is authorized 
through 2010.

The fund was named for two 
of Wisconsin’s most revered bi­
partisan conservation leaders,

former Wisconsin Governors 
Gaylord Nelson and Warren 
Knowles. To date, the Depart­
ment of Natural Resources 
(DNR), local governments, and 
nonprofit conservation orga­
nizations in 71 of 72 Wisconsin 
counties have protected nearly 
one half of a million acres. Ihese 
improvements to the forest are 
hoped to help continue the suc­
cess of the Northern Kettle Mo­
raine State Forest.

Leiterrnan explains that the 
bike trail initiative to connect 
the Long Lake Recreation Area 
and Mauthe Lake Recreation 
Area is anticipated to be com­
plete in two phases by the fall 
of 2007. The limestone surfaced 
trail will be 10 feet wide much 
like the Eisenbahn Trail. The 
trail will also have two board­
walks, one three feet in length, 
the other 600 feet through wet­
lands as well as two bridges.

He was pleased to an­
nounce that bikers on the trail 
will be able to enjoy a number 
of different ecological com­
munities, those being a conifer 
(pine tree) plantation, upland 
and lowland areas, as well as 
prairie settings.

Leiterrnan explained that 
the idea for the trail came from 
concerns of bikers in the late 
1980's. At that time, bikers were 
concerned about the narrow 
roads in the forest. It was put 
into the master forest plan, and 
has now been given funding for 
the project to proceed.

Knowles-Nelson Steward­
ship Fund and the Federal Land 
and Water Conservation Fund 
are paying for the trail. The first 
phase is expected to cost more 
than $400,000, while phase two 
will be over $200,000.

Phase one construction is 
scheduled to begin in late July. 
That phase will take bikers on a 
five-mile trek to Dundee. The 
Fond du Lac County Highway 
Commission is completing 
all construction. Without any 
bumps in the trail phase one 
should switch gears to phase 
two in approximately 40 days.

Phase two will take bikers 
the final mile and a half through 
Dundee to Long Lake.

“The trail is geared toward 
families so we minimized the 
grade, and kept it close to the 
Highway G corridor. We are very 
excited," stated Leiterrnan.

WALKING FOR YOUR HEALTH

If you walk, make the most of your 30-60 minutes. Pump your 
arms with elbows at a 90-degree angle to increase intensity Al­
though tempting, don’t take long strides. Short, quick ones give 
you more powerful “pushing-off” movement. Keep good posture 
so you breathe easier and put less pressure on your neck and 
back. In order to be sure you are walking “briskly,” see how long it 
takes to walk a full mile. If it takes 15 minutes or less, you’re doing 
well.

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Every year, you wait, eager­

ly-
Trips to the mailbox at 

Christmastime hold cards and 
presents, but that's not what 

you’re looking for.

You can barely wait for the 

promise of spring in the form of 

gardening catalogs that get you 

through winter until you can 

order plants and plan your gar­

den. Even though it's garden­

ing time now, don’t you almost 

wish you could have that kind of 

anticipation every day?

Ever dream of making your 

hobby into a way of life? In 

"Women of the Harvest by Holly 

L. Bollinger and Cathy Phillips 

(foreword by Maryjane But­

ters), you’ll meet a few women 

who took the next step down 

the garden path to live life by 

the seasons of their land.

If you've ever grown any­

thing, no matter if it’s in a hun­

dred-acre plot or a Styrofoam 

cup on a grade-school window­

sill, you know the kind of satis­

faction you get when you see a 

seed become a green, healthy 

plant. According to Bollinger 

and Phillips, twenty-seven per­

cent of American farmers are 

women and they get the same 
sort of excitement about their 

crops..

Right about now, you've 

probably got a fixed image of 

a female farmer stuck in your 

brain, don't you? She’s ruddy 

and bibs-clad, wearing a dirty 

ball cap and looking over her 

cows and her corn field, in love 

with her tractor, right?

Not quite.

In this book, Bollinger and 

Phillips visited a village herbal­

ist who grows medicinal plants 

in the hills of Vermont while she 
teaches people to eat healthi­

er. They interviewed an Ohio 

grandmother who runs a retreat 
where future farmers come to 

learn how to run a sustainable 

farm. In Florida, they met a 

tree farmer who avoids clear-

cutting, preferring to allow for 

nature's cycles to play out on 

their own. Also in Florida, the 

authors talked with a woman 

who farms clams. In the Pacif­

ic Northwest, an apple farmer 

gave the authors some of her 

time, as did an alpaca farmer 
and a woman whose goal is to 

live entirely off the land in her 

Oregon valley.

And yes, the authors met a 

woman who stands in the mid­

dle of her cows and one who 

loves her tractor.

Like a paper-based coast-to- 

coast farm exchange program, 

authors Holly L. Bollinger and 

Cathy Phillips give you a peek 

inside the lives of women who 

have chosen lives in agricul­

ture in so many different ways. 

While the narrative is a little dry 

and lacks pizzazz, there's a bet­

ter reason you should pick this 

book up: the photos of "Women 

of the Harvest” will take your 

breath away. Images of lush 

New England gardens compete 

with those of dusty Arizona cac­

tus beds, and pictures of peace­

ful Colorado mountains follow 

those of an Oregon spread that 

seems to go on for miles.

If you’re a* farmer of ei­
ther gender, or if your little 

garden isn't enough to fulfill 

your dreams, you’ll love pag­

ing through this book. When 
it comes to off-the-beaten path 

agriculture books, “Women of 

the Harvest” is the cream of the 

crop.

One of the disturbing 
trends we have seen the last few 

months is the degree to which 

we have politicians falling over 

themselves to have the govern­

ment take care of young chil­

dren. In Governor Doyle's bud­

get, he proposed a 1.7 billion 

dollar increase in taxes and fees 

over the next two years. Due 

to past fiscal mismanagement, 

this will be a difficult budget to 

balance. But Governor Doyle 

has taken this opportunity to 

expand the number of 4 year- 
olds attending kindergarten in 

the state of Wisconsin by start­

ing a new three million dollar- 

a-year program. Currently in 

Wisconsin, about twenty-four 

thousand of seventy thousand 

4-year-olds attend regular kin­
dergarten. (An additional ten to 

fifteen thousand attend a feder­

al program called Head Start.) 

This amount has shot up signifi­

cantly from only fourteen thou­

sand kids 5 years ago. Districts 

adopt 4 year-old kindergarten 

in part because it is cheap to 

run and the state allows the 

same spending allowance for a 

half day of kindergarten as they 

do for a half day of high school 

which is much more expensive 

to run.

The first reason to oppose 4 

year-old kindergarten is that it 

doesn’t improve achievement. 

Studies show that a 4 or 5 year- 

old outperforms a child in read­

ing who doesn’t learn how to 

read until the age of 6 (in first or 

second grade). This is common 

sense. But what these studies 

also show is that by third grade 

every child is caught up. Of 

greater concern are studies that 

show less aggressive behaviors 

among children who stay at 

home with parents in their early 

years.

In the United States high 
school students do very poorly 

on standardized tests compared 

to other modernized coun­

tries such as Asia and Europe. 

However it is also true that 

American students are some of 
the best in the world on fourth 

grade standardized tests. It is 

in middle and high school that 

students fall behind. In fact, in 

international tests U.S. students 

surpasses 92% of their inter­

national peers in the 4th grade 

but only 29% in 12th grade. In 

math, U.S. students are better 

than average out scoring 14 of 
26 participating countries. By 

12th grade U.S. students only 

out perform students from Lith­

uania, Cyprus and South Africa. 

If Governor Doyle really cares

about student achievement he 

would not focus on elementary 

schools where we are doing fine 

but on the abysmally low per­

formance of middle and high 

school students.

The second reason to op­

pose this program is that it is 

unnecessarily expensive.

A 4 year-old kindergarten teach­

er makes the same salary as a 

physics teacher in high school. 
The federal program, Head 

Start, costs less and has lower 

class sizes than 4 year-old kin­

dergarten as well. Of course the 

Head Start program does not 

increase the amount of highly 

paid members of the teachers 

union which may be Governor 

Doyle’s hidden objective.

The third and most impor­

tant reason to oppose this pro­

gram is that families are respon­

sible for young children. This 

is the age in which values and 

loyalties are instilled and that is 

why communist countries like 

China or Cuba want to care for 

children as soon as possible. 

The government wants control. 

Why we would follow the paths 

of socialistic states and have the 

government raise little children 

is beyond me.

The effort to drive children 

away from mothers is not lim­

ited to Governor Doyle. On a 

national level Senator Hillary 
Clinton has proposed that the 

Federal government pay for 4 
year-old kindergarten for the 

whole country. (Which is bet­

ter than A1 Gore's plan in 2000 

in which he wanted 3-year old 

kindergarten). Congress lost 

its head last week and voted 

to increase funding for Head

Start by 7.2% next year. They 

also increased the income ceil­

ings so that more parents are 
eligible for the program. You’d 

never guess that our current na­

tional debt is 900 trillion dollars

brenner voted "no" Even Re­

publicans Tom Petri and Paul 

Ryan got it wrong. It has been 

a while since President Reagan 

pointed out that it is unconsti­

tutional for the Feds to even be 

involved in education.

Some people will say the 

world has changed and that 

all mothers work. But studies 

show that out of the majority of 

mothers who work only a small 

minority work fulltime. Further 

more many of those who work 
fulltime leave children with ex­

tended family. The most recent 

numbers I could find show that 

while over half of mothers with 

children under 5 work at least 

part time only 19% work full­

time and leave the child with 

someone other than a relative. 

If the state of Wisconsin wants 

to help parents with young chil­

dren they can give those parents 

a tax credit. Some parents will 

use the money to stay at home 

while others can choose a day­

care provider of their choice. 
Now at the time when the state 

is so deeply in debt is not the 
time for a massive expansion of 

Government.

Amanda Donath, Lady Titans 
both claim national titles

If there's one thing the oth­

er teams learned over the past 
weekend at the NCAA 3 Track 

and Field Championships, it 
would be to never count out 

the UW-Oshkosh Titans in the 
ride race.

Although they were fig­
ured to finish third or fourth 

in the three-day competition 
held May 24-26 in Oshkosh, 

the Lady Titans bettered most 

of their seed times and dis­
tances to score 57 points and 
win going away. This was Os­

hkosh's eighth national title in 
the sport.

The second obvious les­

son in the meet is probably 
that the 400-meter dash tide 
is pretty securely wrapped up 

for the next two seasons after 

sophomore Amanda Don­
ath, a Kewaskum High School 

graduate, won the event and 

did so impressively, turning in 
a time of 54 and .68 seconds 

(54.68).
"Oh boy! It was pretty cra­

zy,” Donath said Monday night 

about the entire weekend, her

winning a tide and taking a 

third place with a relay team 
for All-American honors in 
both events ... the team win­
ning the overall title... and the 

weather everyone had to com­

pete in.

"In the 400, I guess it 
comes with maturity, I was 
able to win my race,” she said, 
indicating she was running 

second behind Rachel An­

derson of Illinois Wesleyan 
with about 100 meters to go. 

Donath said she could see evi­

dence Anderson was "starting 
to tense up,” and so was an­
other runner in the lane on

One of the most frustrat­
ing characteristics of modem 

fly leaders is their tendency to 
float in the surface film rather 
than sink. A leader floating 

on the surface casts a shadow, 
and disturbs the surface film, 

in a way that makes it particu­

larly obvious to fish. This can 

be the kiss of death when fish­
ing dry flies, particularly on 

hard fished streams. The best 
solution is to thoroughly wet 
your leader with any of the 

commercial leader sink prod­
ucts available before you start 

to cast. Alternatively, you can 
soak your leader in stream- 

side mud, which should help 

the leader sink.
One of the primary fac­

tors in determining how well 

you can hit moving targets 
with a shotgun is how well the 
shotgun fits you. The whole 
concept of shotgun fit is quite 

complex, and some wealthy 
hunters pay tens of thousands 

of dollars to have shotguns 
custom made to fit their body. 

At its simplest, shotgun fit ba­

sically refers to a shotgun that, 
when mounted, points where 

you are looking without re­

quiring excessive aiming or 
adjustment on your part. 
When shopping for a new

shotgun, one trick for testing 

fit that I have found useful is 

to locate and focus on an aim­

ing point in the store, take a 

comfortable hunting stance, 

close my eyes, and then throw 
the shotgun up to my shoul­
der quickly as though I were 

going to shoot the spot. When 
I open my eyes I can see if the 
shotgun is pointing true, if it is 

pointing up or down, right or 
left. The one that points true 
in a majority of tries is likely 

to be a fair fit. This technique 
works best if you wear cloth­

ing similar to that in which 
you will be hunting.

One of the simplest and 

safest ways of cleaning can­
teens and water containers is 

to rinse them with a mixture of 

water and household bleach. 
The bleach will kill harm­
ful bacteria and molds, and 
take away any musty smells. 

Be sure to thoroughly rinse 
the containers out with clear 

water before you store or use 
them.
