Chapman receives scholarship

UWWC receives Program Innovation Grant
UW-Washington County 

and the Milwaukee County 
Cooperative Extension have 
received a $25,000 Program In­
novation Grant for an innova­
tive pilot program that will help 
“open doors to higher educa­
tion for students of color" from 
the Milwaukee Public Schools 
into the University of Wisconsin 
system. The grant exemplifies 
"the richness of our cross-di­
visional and inter-institutional 
synergies" according to Marv 
VanKekerix, Vice Chancel­
lor and Provost of the recently 
merged UW Colleges and UW 
Extension.

Building upon the suc­
cess of the Extension’s Leader­
ship development program in 
the Milwaukee Public Schools, 
the organizations plan to work 
with Milwaukee high school 
students to increase their un­
derstanding of career opportu­
nities and educational require­
ments, increase knowledge of 
college options and the enroll­
ment process, and develop an 
on-campus support system for 
future students of color enroll­
ing at UW-Washington County.

The program includes 
two 3-day modules for 70 high 
school juniors enrolled at the 
School of Information Technol­
ogy at Washington High School. 
The first workshop will focus on 
Career Exploration, and the sec­
ond will focus on Preparing and 
Paying for College. A third mod­
ule is also being developed (as 
additional funding sources are 
received) to provide two college 
level courses to these students

at their high school during their 
Senior year, including a non­
credit study skills class.

According to UW-Washing- 
ton County’s Dean David Nixon, 
“Accessibility to a college edu­
cation is the mission of the UW 
Colleges. The Program Innova­
tion grant will increase accessi­
bility for these Milwaukee high 
school students by increasing 
their understanding of career

opportunities and the educa­
tional requirements necessary 
for college.”

UW-Washington County is 
the fourth largest of the 12 cam­
puses that make up the UW Col­
leges, with enrollment close to 
1,000 students.

Florida couple killed in Allenton 
bike crash after rally ends

TOWN of ADDISON- A couple from West 
Palm Beach, Florida died as a result of inju­
ries sustained in a motorcycle/car crash on 
Monday, July 16. The crash was reported to the 
Washington County Sheriff’s Department at 
8:24 A.M.

William A. Rourk, 67, and Arlene N. Rourk, 
65, were traveling west on Highway 33 ap­
proaching the intersection of Highway WW on 
a 1993 BMW motorcycle equipped with a side­
car. Witnesses reported that vehicles traveling 
in front of the motorcycle slowed and the driv­
er of the motorcycle drove into the eastbound 
traffic lane, apparendy to avoid colliding with 
the vehicle ahead.

The motorcycle struck an eastbound pas­
senger car driven by Susan J. Off, 43, of Hart­
ford in the eastbound lane.

The Rourks were wearing helmets and were 
thrown from the motorcycle. The motorcycle 
was forced off the road into the ditch where it 
caught fire and burned completely.

The two occupants of the motorcycle were 
pronounced dead at the scene by the Washing­
ton County medical examiner.

The couple had attended the BMW Motor­
cycle Owners of America rally at the Washing­
ton County Fair Park over this past weekend. 
The event drew approximately 8000 BMW en­
thusiasts.

Allenton Fire Department responded and 
extinguished the fire. Allenton Rescue Squad 
also responded. The lone occupant of the east- 
bound car was not injured.

Neither speed nor alcohol appears to be 
factors. The crash remains under investigation.

Salaries of new tech graduates climb
Earnings for recent tech­

nical college graduates in Wis­
consin have jumped six per­
cent over the past year.

That’s according to a sur­
vey of the technical colleges' 
2006 graduates, whose me­
dian salary is $29,991 approxi­
mately six months after gradu­
ation.

The data is from the annu­
al Graduate Follow-Up Report 
by Wisconsin's technical col­
leges, which examines gradu­
ates' progress in all types of 
degrees six months out of col­
lege. Associate degree earners 
showed the highest salaries 
with a median of $32,760, fol­
lowed by two-year technical 
diploma graduates at $30,184. 
Graduates with one-year tech­
nical diplomas combined for a 
median salary of $27,662, fol­
lowed by short-term technical 
diploma graduates at $23,508.

“These respectable wages 
accompany strong job place­
ment, as demand increases for 
Wisconsin’s technical college 
graduates, especially in areas 
such as health care and ad­
vanced manufacturing," said 
Dan Clancy, president of the 
Wisconsin Technical College 
System.

According to the report, 
the number of occupations 
where new graduates’ median 
salaries are above the $30,000 
threshold has risen 37 percent 
to 108. There are now 29 occu­
pations where new graduates’ 
median salaries are above 
$40,000, a 164 percent in­
crease from the previous year.

Moraine Park graduates 
who reported median annual 
salaries above $40,000 in 2005- 
06 include those who work 
in the CNC programmer/op­
erator, engineering technolo­
gist, mechanical design tech­
nology, nursing (associate 
degree), radiation therapist 
and water quality technician 
fields. Several reported sala­
ries above $30,000, in fields 
such as air conditioning, heat­

ing and refrigeration technol­
ogy ($38,883), electrical power 
distribution ($36, 928), super­
visory' management ($36,000), 
IT - technical support spe­
cialist ($35,680) and welding 
($35,308).

The study also found 92 
percent of the graduates were 
employed within six months 
and 97 percent of respondents 
were satisfied or very satisfied 
with the education they re­
ceived from their local techni­
cal college. The study showed 
that the state only loses seven 
percent of its technical college 
graduates to other states.

They say that whatever goes 
around, comes around.

Call it kismet. Call it mojo, 
Karma, or "vibes'! Whatever 
you call it, doesn’t it seem like 
the Universe pays you back for 
the things you do?

Did you ever notice that 
what goes around can come 
around generations later?

In the new novel "Drop 
Dead Beautiful" by Jackie Col­
lins, Lucky Santangelo's father 
made a big mistake half a life­
time ago. Now Lucky will pay.

Everyone has their strug­
gles, but the Santangelos had 
more than their share. Patri­
arch Gino emigrated from Italy 
and learned to make his way on 
the streets with his fists. His first 
wife died and his beloved son 
was killed. Family businesses 
were targeted by corruption 
and crime. Death and loss were 
near-constant companions.

But the tide has turned and, 
for the Santangelo clan, there's 
reason for celebration: Gino 
will soon mark his 95th birthday 
with a party, and the whole fam­
ily will be in attendance. Gino’s 
beautiful, headstrong daugh­
ter, Lucky, is embarking on the 
business venture of a lifetime 
with her luxury Vegas hotel, The 
Keys. Her marriage to Lennie 
is strong and their children are 
happy and successful.

All, that is, except Max.
Sixteen-year-old Max is the 

epitome of her mother: beauti­
ful, wild, and very smart She's 
also (unfortunately) very sin­
gle, but that's about to change. 
Max has met a guy online, and 
they’ve arranged to meet in- 
person. Also unfortunately, the 
rendezvous is scheduled on the 
weekend of Gino’s party.

As Lucky fumes about her

daughter's disappearance on 
Gino’s special night, she also 
moves ahead with Grand Open­
ing plans for The Keys. But fate, 
once again, has different plans 
for the Santangelos.

Years ago, Gino had a "dis­
agreement” with his former best 
friend, and Enzio Bonnatti paid 
for it with his life. Now, Enzio's 
grandson, Anthony, plans to 
pay the Santangelo clan back. 
The Grand Opening celebration 
for The Keys will be explosive.
In more ways than one.

Twenty years ago, I was 
absolutely mesmerized by the 
first Jackie Collins novel I’d ever 
read; so much so, in fact, that 
I've read every one since then. 
The good news is that this book 
isn’t going to disappoint fans. 
The bad news is, this book isn't 
going to gain any, either.

"Drop Dead Beautiful” is 
populated with a cast of incred­
ibly wealthy and unbelievably 
attractive people that have ev­
erything they could ever want, 
as well as a bunch of well-to- 
do bad guys that are eminently 
hate-able. The problem is that 
it's hard to identify with any 
of them, because Collins has 
made them all so over-the-top 
rich, beautiful, and nasty. In 
other words, in a world where 
the chasm between making big 
money and barely making it 
widens, the 1980s, " Dynasty" - 
style, blithely-wealthy plot line 
isn't all that much fun any­
more.

Still, if you're a Lucky San­
tangelo fan or if you loved all the 
other Jackie Collins novels, you 
should drop everything to read 
"Drop Dead Beautiful” If you're 
a first-time reader, though, and 
you pick up this book.... drop it 
and try another one.

Heat-related illnesses
According to the Centers 

for Disease Control and Pre­
vention (CDC) "Each year 
more people in the United 
States die from extreme heat 
than from hurricanes, light­
ning, tornadoes, floods and 
earthquakes combined." On 
average, approximately 300 
people die each year from ex­
posure to heat.

The best defense against 
heat-related illness is preven­
tion. Staying cool and making 
simple changes in your fluid 
intake, activities, and clothing 
during hot weather can help 
you remain safe and healthy.

The Washington County 
Health Department and CDC 
recommend following these 
tips to protect you from heat- 
related illnesses:

• Drink more fluids (non­
alcoholic) regardless of your 
activity level. Don't wait until 
you're thirsty to drink Warn­
ing: if your doctor generally 
limits the amount of fluid you 
drink or has you on water pills, 
ask the doctor how much you 
should drink while the weath­
er is hot.

• Don't drink liquids that 
contain caffeine, alcohol, or 
large amounts of sugar-these 
actually cause you to lose 
more body fluid. Also, avoid 
very cold drinks because they 
can cause stomach cramps.

• Stay indoors and, if 
possible, stay in an air-con­
ditioned place. If your home 
does not have air condition­
ing, go to the shopping mall 
or public library - even a few 
hours spent in air condition­
ing can help your body stay 
cooler when you go back into 
the heat. Call the Washington 
County Health Department to 
find out if there are any heat- 
relief shelters in your area.

• Electric fans may pro­
vide comfort, but when the 
temperature is in the high 
90s, fans will not prevent 
heat-related illness. Taking a 
cool shower or bath or moving 
to an air-conditioned place is 
a much better way to cool off.

If you must be out in the 
heat:

• Limit your outdoor ac­
tivity to morning and evening 
hours

• Cut down on exercise. If 
you must exercise, drink two 
to four glasses of cool, non­
alcoholic fluids each hour. A 
sports beverage can replace 
the salt and minerals you lose 
in sweat. Warning: If you are 
on a low-salt diet, talk with 
your doctor before drinking a 
sports beverage. Remember 
the warning in the first "tip’’ 
(above), too.

• Try to rest often in shady 
areas

• Protect yourself from 
the sun by wearing a wide- 
brimmed hat (also keeps you 
cooler), sunglasses and sun­
screen of SPF 15 or higherfthe

most effective products say 
"broad spectrum" or "UVA/ 
UVB protection" on their la­
bels).

• Wear lightweight, light- 
colored, loose-fitting clothing

• NEVER leave people or 
pets in a closed, parked vehi­
cle.

• Although anyone at any 
time can suffer from heat-re- 
lated illness, some people are 
at greater risk them others. 
Check regularly on:

• Infants and young chil­
dren

• People aged 65 or older
• People who have a men­

tal illness
• Those who are physically 

ill, especially with heart dis­
ease or high blood pressure

• Visit adults at risk at least 
twice a day and closely watch 
them for signs of heat exhaus­
tion or heat stroke.

These self-help measures 
are not a substitute for medi­
cal care but may help you rec­
ognize and respond promptiy 
to warning signs of trouble.

Midnight Ride...Night row trailers find fast action

John Kubiak rowed toward another 
midnight with a new understanding of 
why the big muskies were falling. His 
eyes strained into the black of a north­
ern Wisconsin night for baitfish that here 
or there would pocket and patter the still 
surface like a rippling breeze. When 
he saw it, he turned toward it When 
he found it, he watched the rods with a 
heightened anticipation that one would 
soon bow to the water; again.

Already, my brother-in-law had 
caught and released seven muskies from 
38 to 48 inches in just a few days of row 
trolling the night. Success on the water 
hadn’t always come so easy. Although 84 
muskies had fallen to his tactics over the 
years, like most musky hunters, Kubiak 
had paid his dues. In 2006 alone, he had 
spent 60 hours on the water for just one 
strike.

This trip to Vilas County in July of 2007 
had been extraordinarily successful. Any 
correlation between his method and 
that success though, had eluded him un­
til just prior to the week's final trip. It was 
an enlightenment that took him back lit­
erally decades.

Kubiak, my wife Lori’s little brother, 
had first stood on the Island Lake prop­
erty of my uncle, Bob Ellis as a 12 year 
old boy in the 1980s, amazed at what 
he was being introduced to. Known by 
Wisconsin musky authorities such as Joe 
Bucher and Tom Gelb as a musky "mas­
ter" and a pioneer of fishing open water 
and using baitfish as "structure” to tar­
get big fish according to “Secrets of the 
Suspended Musky” published in Musky 
Hunter magazine in 2001, Bob Ellis was 
making an impression.

“I was 12 years old,” Kubiak said.

"Every one of Bob’s cabins had a musky 
on the wall that was bigger than any I 
had ever seen before. One of the fish 
had a homemade lure hanging from its 
mouth. He had a small station wagon 
that he had pulled the passenger seat out 
of so that he could slide his little skiff in 
and troll other lakes. Everything he did 
was really foreign.”

Bob Ellis was killed in his 12 foot 
skiff in a boat collision while rowing in 
November of 1989. But his legacy in­
cludes scores of trophy fish taken to 41 
pounds row trolling using tactics even-20 
years ago, according to Musky Hunter, 
"thought to be cutting edge today.” The 
legacy includes passing the baton to 
upcoming musky hunters like John Ku­
biak.

Today, Kubiak predominantly row 
trolls from a 15 foot Grumman but until 
this July had worked the night water only 
by casting from a Tuffy. His baptism to 
night trolling included good company; 
rowing over deep water pulling a black 
Jake bait and black Depth Raider pro­
duced by Wisconsin musky experts Pete 
Maina and Joe Bucher respectively, in­
tent on fishing a shallow shoreline. Still 
in 30 feet of water, he missed a first strike 
and decided to alter his plan to work the 
shoreline from the deep. Fifteen minutes 
later, he caught and released a 38 inch 
fish.

"It was the first time I fished with 
two black baits," he said. "I like black 
baits at night casting because of the sil­
houette. I caught the first fish on a Jake 
and just never switched. The strikes kept 
going back and forth from the Jake to the 
Depth Raider.”

By launching after 9:00 p.m., fishing 
deep, open water until the early morn­
ing, catching two or three hours of sleep 
and fishing the early morning black, Ku­
biak was catching big fish in big num­
bers. “I was locked into two times,” he 
said. "Trying to do both the late night 
and early morning meant no sleep. I 
could do that. My wife wasn’t coming 
up until later."

Over several days of fishing the 
night in deep water, seven muskies were

caught and released between 38 and 48 
inches, bringing on a foreign feeling to 
one avid musky hunter. It was almost 
easy, although still he could think of no 
correlation between the success and a 
"why" he was experiencing it.

"I wasn’t tuned into ciscoes as the 
reason until I talked to a bait shop owner 
after catching three muskies at 40, 43 
and 48 inches within 200 yards of each 
other," he said. "I just kept rowing in 
loops, marking the spots and getting 
more strikes with big fish. The guy said 
he knew musky fisherman having good 
success casting into schools of ciscoes 
on the surface."

"The light bulb went on; Ciscoes. I 
had seen schools of fish feeding on the 
surface out in the middle of nowhere 
before. Those baitfish come to the sur­
face to feed and go right back down. The 
water temperature was 75 degrees. The 
thermocline was about 20 feet deep. My 
theory is that those big muskies were 
hanging at about 15 feet waiting for those 
ciscoes to come up when my baits would 
come though."

Kubiak had one last night to put the 
theory to practice and calm water to do 
it. Where ever the surface rippled with 
ciscoes, he rowed the Grumman into it. 
Among the commotion, he caught a 40 
inch musky, and lost another. His one 
week total was eight fish taken and re­
leased, with five fish over 40 inches and 
a large musky of 48 inches.

"After I got back I dug up a bunch 
of old Musky Hunter mags out of the ar­
chives because I remembered some arti­
cles about ciscoes," Kubiak e-mailed this 
reporter. “I ran across an article written 
by Uncle Bob. In one part (fishing the 
midnight hour) he sees a school of bait­
fish and whispers, ' ciscoes! He catches 
a 31 inch walleye over deep, open water. 
A few times out on the lake, I felt like I 
thought he would have felt during a hot 
streak of musky fishing."

Seeds planted sometimes take de­
cades to come to fruition. But the har­
vest, for this newest Ciscoe Kid, was well 
worth the wait.

Proficient Prunty is top man on the Slinger oval

A great number of Wis­
consin men enjoy their week­
ends playing golf, cutting their 
grass or going fishing.

Not David Prunty, howev­
er. Saturdays and Sundays are 
pretty much set aside as race 
car time... time to fix or set up 
his No. 1 Silver Pontiac GTO in 
anticipation of the weekly rac­
ing shows at the Slinger Super 
Speedway, billed as the fastest 
quarter-mile asphalt track in 
the Country.

Last Saturday was no ex­
ception. Work was going on 
as usual in his dad’s garage at 
the family home near the in­
tersection of Hwys. 41 and 28. 
Only in addition to preparing 
for Sunday, Prunty and a cou­
ple of his brothers were also 
building a car for Erik Dar­
nell, a regular on the NASCAR 
Craftsman Truck series and 
a teammate of Matt Kenseth, 
who is currently third in the 
Nextel Cup Series after fin­
ishing second, behind Tony 
Stewart, at the USG Sheetrock 
400 at the Chicagoland Speed­
way on Sunday.

"We are swamped right 
now," Prunty said, his voice 
nearly drowned out by the 
shop noise in the background.

The Slinger Nationals were

scheduled for Tuesday night, 
and Prunty was excited about 
the prospects of racing against 
Nextel stars Kurt Busch and 
Kenseth, who raced at Slinger 
for several years before mak­
ing the jump to the big time.

In the weekly Late Model 
competitions at the track, 
Prunty is continuing where he 
left off in 2006 when he won 
the track title.

“We have close to a 100- 
point lead (over Lowell Ben­
nett of Neenah), which is big 
for us,” Prunty said. "We've 
only lost a couple of races” 
with just over half of the sea­
son completed.

This sure was a different 
story than the first few seasons 
Prunty spent in the sport as a 
driver. Prunty had a good rac­
ing background, but still it was 
a challenge trying to figure out 
the high-banking on the Sling­
er rack.

His start came as a mem­
ber of a pit crew when he was 
15 years old, then after he se­
cured a degree as a mechani­
cal engineer, Prunty became 
an engine technician for Bob­
by Labonte. "I did that for one 
year, in 1994,” he said. "Then I 
got married,” ending the rug­
ged life on the road that is de­
manded of NASCAR drivers 
and their teams.

While he enjoyed the NAS­

CAR experience, Prunty knew, 
"I wanted to drive,” and thus 
got started in the I^te Model 
division at Slinger in 1995.

And how did the early 
years go? “Lots of crashes," 
he said, indicating he learned 
every night out, however. "I 
treated every race like a test 
session.”

The approach was suc­
cessful for Prunty, who said, 
"Now, we have a setup, which 
is pretty fast.”

"Last year was my first 
championship ... it was actu­
ally my first championship 
in any division,” he said, not­
ing brothers Dennis and Dale 
each have several to their 
credit.

The 2006 season point 
race was close for a while, 
then, "at the end, we broke 
away,” Prunty said.

And 2007 has also been 
extremely successful. "I be­
lieve I have five wins already," 
Prunty said.

When asked if any of the 
wins were more enjoyable 
than the race, Prunty said, 
"No. I just remember one of 
the losses when I finished sec­
ond" to J.J. Mueller in the sea­
son-opener. “We could have 
won that one too if we would 
have had the setup right.” 

Injuries are always a pos­
sibility in racing, and Prunty

has not escaped them. “I’ve 
torn a rotator cuff flying into 
the wall,” and while it took a 
year for the injury to heal, “It 
didn't keep me out of the race 
car.”

Now that Prunty has found 
success, does he have designs 
on moving to a higher degree 
of competition then Slinger? 
Prunty, 36, said he would love 
to be a NASCAR driver but 
says, "What's working against 
me now is my age ... I feel I 
have the talent to move up, 
just don't have the opportu­
nity.”

The Kewaskum pilot isn’t 
worrying about what could or 
might happen, however. For 
right now, he is focusing on 
doing well in the Nationals 
and winning another track ti­
tle. Concerning the possibility 
of winning 10 features, he said, 
"I think that would probably 
be a record. I'd be real happy 
if we’d finish the season with 
six. That would be real good."

Winning features and do­
ing well in qualifying — Prunty 
said he is usually among the 
top three in timing — means 
he has to start from the back 
of the pack and patiently wait 
for openings so he can work 
his way to the lead.

Just recently, in the July 
8th show, it was a little more 
frustrating because he ended

up fourth in the feature.
"All I needed was a cau­

tion," he said. "I just had a slow 
car ahead of me.”

Prunty is sponsored by 
Luedtke Lumber in Lomi- 
ra, Auto Body Dynamics in 
Kewaskum, Stone Mountain 
Access System and Makita In­
dustrial Tool. His crew chief is 
his older brother, Doug.

Work in the garage gives 
all the Prunty brothers an op­
portunity to spend time to­
gether on their cars. Dennis 
has driven No. 42 in several 
shows this year, and, "Dale 
is currently 10th (in points), 
which is really doing well. My 
rookie year, I think I was 26th 
in points.’’

Dale drives the No. 17 
number.

While he is not racing, 
working on cars or working at 
R.E. Phelon Corporation out 
of Lomira, Prunty enjoys be­
ing with his wife and children, 
Taylor, 6, and Collin, 1. "They 
both like racing already," he 
said.

Note: David and Dale 
Prunty finished fourth and 
fifth, respectively, in Sunday's 
weekly show at the Slinger 
Speedway. The veteran Al 
Schill won the race.

his historic shot but did not get 
to see the ball go in the hole.

Stautz recalled when he hit 
the ball, his nephew said the ball 
was going close to the hole, but 
when they got up to the green 
they didn't see it anywhere.

“My nephew said 'That ball 
has got to be in the hole,' and by 
gosh, there it was,” Stautz said. 
"This was my first one, and I’m 
81 years old.”
