KEWASKUM-  Superintendent
of Schools Mike Krumm has been on
the job for a little over a year. So far
one of his biggest accomplishments
has been finding a way to get a the-
ater for Kewaskum High School, but if
things go to plan, a recently approved
change in the direction for the district
may prove to be his greatest achieve-

ment.

“This year promises to be an excit-
ing year. Many changes are occurring
in terms of facilities, materials, and
opportunities 1or students and staff.
At the elementary schools, students
will be using new reading, language
arts, and general music materials.
Classroom meetings will be held on a
regular basis providing students with
opportunities to improve their rela
tionships with their peers,” remarked
Mike Krumm.

In addition to the changes of

teachers, textbooks and building im-
provements, a sigritfcant change will
see the implemnentatior of a mentor-
ing program the districi s calling “ad-
visements.” Each school will have a
period in their week where students
will meet in small groups of about 15

led by a teacher leading discussions.

However, to take the program a
step forward, the district will build off
a mentoring program that was started
last year where senior teachers began
mentoring freshman teachers with
less experience. That program will
now be directly connected as the staff
as a whole has been broken down into
various “advisories”

At the elementary level, advise-
ments will be done as weekly class-
room meetings. Students will meet
informally and talk about various top-
ics including character development,
bullying and values with their teach
ers.

National trust lends support to
Friends of Saxonia House

The National Trust for
Historic  Preservation has
awarded a $7,000 grant from
its Jeffris Preservation Services
Fund to Friends of the Saxonia

House, Inc. The seed money is’

a matching grant to help sup-
port the production of a fea-
sibility study of the Saxonia
House, one more step toward
the goal of restoring the Saxo-
nia House to serve the public
as a unique heritage site in
Wisconsin.

The Preservation Fund
administers the National
Irust’s program for dispens-
ing small grants for local proj-
ects, dwarded to nonprofit
groups, educational institu-
tions, and public agencies and
must be matched at least dol-
lar-for-dollar with public or
private funds. The grants are
often the deciding factor on
whether historic buildings or
sites can be saved for future
generations. The $7,000 grant
was made possible in part
by a gift from the Jeffris Fam-
ily Foundation of Janesville,
Wisconsin which encourages
grassroots  preservation  of
Wisconsin’s architectural and
historic resources.

Located in Fillmore, WI,
the Saxonia House was con
structed in 1854-55 and served
as the cultural center for the
local German ethnic commu-
nity. Both religious and cul-
tural organizations which still
exist in Fillmore got their start
by meeting at Saxonia House
before building their own
meeting places.

Saxonia House was builtin the

0Old World style of timber and
bricks and covered in stucco.
Interesting and arresting ar-
chitectural features such as
the nine-over-six cottage-style
windows, original to the house
and decorative details inside
enhance the building. The
1860 vaulted double-chamber
beer lagering cave has been
preserved on site, as well as
the huge barn.

With the help of Isthmus
Architecture, Inc., of Madison,
W1 and friends, Saxonia House
is on its way to claim a place as
a jewel in Wisconsin heritage
sites. Currently under discus-
sion are hopes and dreams to
put Saxonia House to use as
more than a museum, but as
a working facility which meets
the needs and interests of the
community. «

the Wisconsin and National
Registers of Historic Places
and is a Washington County
landmark

Unbeknownst to Bruss, the fire had not been completely extin
guished and had possibly continued smoldering in the wall next to
the trash can in the bathroom. Thinking the fire was extinguished,
the Bruss family returned to sleep in less effected parts of the resi
dence and several slept outside the residence. By 4:30 a.m. the fire
re-ignited in the bathroom, probably inside the wall and spread
quickly.

Three firefighters from the Newburg Fire Department sus
tained minor injuries while fighting the fire.

During the ceremony,
there were special presenta-
tions including the unveiling
by the US Postal Service of
the 41¢ Purple Heart Stamp,

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After directing Titans to national title, Ball State comes calling on Nadalie Walsh

Former KHS gymnast is taking
on a new coaching challenge

Many times good athletes
do not became good coaches,
but that is definitely. not the
case with former Kewaskum
High gymnastics standout,
Nadalie (Reindl) Walsh, who
was just recently named as the
head coach of Division 1 Ball
State University in Indiana.

Walsh not only performed
well at KHS andUW-0Oshkosh,
but she is a good teacher of
the finer points of the sport, so
good in fact that her UW-0sh
kosh team captured the NCAA
3 title last spring, which prob-
ably helped her land the job at
Ball State

“We won the team title by
one tenth of a point,” Walsh
said last weekend from her
new home in Munci, Indiana,
explaining her Lady Titans
scored 185.6 points, while
Ursinus (Penn.) came in with
185.5.

“I had two national cham-
pions and a whole bunch of
girls who were All-Americans.
We had twelve of them,” Walsh
went on, noting she had been
an assistant at Oshkosh for
two seasons, then took over
the head job for four

When Nadalie started
KHS as a freshman, she was
an instant success, after ad
equately preparing in youth
gymnastics programs.

Walsh, who graduated
from KHS in 1997, went to
state all four years in the bal-
ance beam and floor exercise,
and one year she qualified in
the all around.

“Sophomore year I was
second on the beam, and
senior year | won floor ex-
ercise,/’ Walsh said, reliving
her record-setting days in the
gymnastics program, which
was eliminated at Kewaskum
High one or two years after
she graduated.

Walsh attended UW-Osh-
kosh where she competed in
gymnastics for three seasons,
specializing in beam and floor
and placing sixth in the WIAC
(Wisconsin Intercollegiate
Athletic Conference) Confer-
ence Meet her junior year.

“My junior year, | tore my
Achilles tendon,” she said,
adding she assisted in the pro-
gram her senior year, which
ended up being the start of her
coaching career but wasn'ther
first interest in being a coach.

“I do know when | was in
middle school we had to write
what we wanted to be, and 1
wrote | wanted to coach gym-
nastics in a college,” Walsh
said. And she is doing just
that.

Walsh had built up a solid
program at Oshkosh and said,
“I was real happy (there). I
hated to leave.”

-

Still, the challenge of
moving up to Division 1 where
schools are allowed to offer a
dozen scholarships each year
wis too tempting,.

“It was suggested by other
coaches (that [ apply). I didn't
know the job was open,” Walsh
said, explaining she sent in
her resume, interviewed and
was selected

Ball State, located in Mun
cie, is a member of the Mid
American Conference (MAC)
which competes with Eastern
Michigan, Western Michigan,
Central Michigan, Bowling
Green and Kent State in Ohio,
and Northern Ilinois.

“This year we will also
compete against Kentucky,
Nebraska and Denver” she
said, indicating she will prob-
ably have about 20 young
women in the program, which
is one of 68-70 Division 1 pro
grams in the sport.

“I have met some of them.
They are real excited about
this change,” Walsh said, in-
dicating the team finished

fourth last season, then the
coach resigned fram the job.

Walsh is a full-time coach
While the competitive season
runs from January to May, “It's
pretty much (a) year round
job” since preseason work
outs begin in September

When asked if it is difficult
to motivate college athletes,
Walsh said, “No, it's my favor-
ite part” of the job

Walsh has two paid as
sistant coaches, and while she
didn't get to select them, she
thinks the three will be a good
fit. “lI like them both," she
said.

Walsh's husband, Victor,
is currently looking for a new
job in Indiana. “He was a po-
lice officer (in Wisconsin) so
he will just try to find a new
department,” she said. The
couple has three children,
\iden, Ireland and Valient,
ages 5, 4 and 2, and already
Ireland, is interested in her
mother’s sport. “My little girl
likes to do handstands and
cartwheels,” she said

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Isaiah Van Beek shows courage and strength

CAMPBELLSPORT- Isa-
iah Van Beek has shown more
courage in the past eight
months than many of us do
in a lifetime. The two-year-old
has been battling leukemia
since the day after Christmas.

Van
Campbellsport, was diag-
nosed on December 26, 2006,
with Acute Myloid Leukemia
(AML). It changed his family’s
life drastically in one day.

His parents, John and
Becky, had noticed that Isaiah
was bruising fairly easily in
December. They were curious,
but not worried about it since
he was a very active one and a
half year old at the time

At Christmnas, he had,
what they thought, was a
cold or some type of bug. So,
John took him to the doctor
on December 26 for a check-
up while Becky was at work.
They decided to ask about the
bruising also since Isaiah was
at the doctor anyway.

Becky received a phone
call from John that they were
taking Isaiah to Children’s
Hospital in Milwaukee for fur-
ther testing. She left work im-
mediately to meet them there.

First, they were told that
Isaiah’s white blood cell count
was low. Then, they received
the shocking news that their
youngest child had AML

He started his first chemo-
therapy treatment a few days
later on December 30. It was a
whirlwind that the family did
not expect

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“It takes a while to ac-
cept the fact that one of your
own children has to deal with
cancer at the young age of 18
months,” Becky said. “This is
the time they should be play-
ing with their siblings and en-
joying life, not stuck in a hos-
pital room an hour away from
the rest of the family.”

The vyoung couple also
have two other children at
home, Zach, who was five and
McKenzie, who was four. They
relied on family and friends
to help them take care of the

older two children while they
were with Isaiah during the
first weeks of his diagnoses
and treatment

Becky stayed with
iah at the hospitaland John
went back to work, took care
of the older two children and
still found time to spend with
Becky and Isaiah.

It was a balancing act, but
the two struggled through it
because that was what they
needed to do. Their family was
very supportive and in addi-
tion to helping with the older
two children, a move
made into a house they had
purchased just prior to Isaiah'’s
diagnosis,

Isaiah went through five
rounds of chemotherapy.
Each round was approximate
ly 10 days long. He then had
three to five weeks off before
the next round.

Of course, some of the
days were rougher than the
others. He had days where he
was very tired from the che-
motherapy, and he also had
days where he seemed like a
normal kid.

His mother was getting
the education of a lifetime.
Becky started a binder when
Isaiah was diagnosed and in
it she wrote down everything
the doctors and nurses told
her and kept everything they
gave her.

Another comfort for the
family was all the family,
friends and well-wishers who
have come to their side. Many
people have continued help-
ing the young family since
that fateful day in Decem-
ber. There were people who
helped in huge ways by taking
care of the children and others
helped in small ways by send-
ing cards and prayers or buy-
ing some groceries for them.

“It was amazing how
many people prayed for Isaiah
and helped our family,” Becky
said. I do believe that all those
prayers and his never-end-
ing spunk is what pulled him
through... Well, Children’s
Hospital didn't hurt either. All
his doctors and nurses were so
wonderful and always made
sure we knew what was going
on and were comfortable with
his treatments.

“I could never thank the
great people who reached out
to our family. Every little thing
that they did will always be in
our hearts,” she continued.

As Isaiah responded fa-
vorably to the chemotherapy,
it was clear that the next step
would be the bone marrow
transplant. This usually works
best with a family member
donating the marrow, so they
were all tested to see who
could be the best match.

Isaiah’s older brother,
Zachary, turned out to be a
perfect match. On May 4, the
transplant took place. They
took enough bone marrow
from Zach so they would have
some extra in case they need-
ed it in the future. Then, Isa-
iah began his transfusion that

night.
Since the bone marrow
transplant, everything has

been going well. They have
weaned Isaiah off of most of
his intravenous drugs and
hope to have him down to two
oral drugs through the end of
the year.

He continues to show the
spunk he has throughout the
illness. His hair is starting to
grow back and everything is
starting to return to normal for
the Van Beek family.

“It is hard to settle back
into your ‘normal life’ without
still thinking something bad is

going to happen,” Becky said.
“One minute you are enjoying
a meal together and the next
you are studying him to see if
you can see any bruises or il
he has a fever. It is sometimes
hard to believe we will just be
able to live our lives without
that fear coming back.

“1 feel stronger as a family
now. We were apart for almost
six months, so now we really
cherish our time together. |
always find mysell peeking at
the kids playing together or
with John and my heart just
skips a beat. It feels so great to
just be together.”

Becky also stresses that
people should make sure to
donate blood. This is some-
thing that saved Isaiah’s life.

In that first night in the
hospital, Isaiah needed a
blood transfusion or he would
have died. This has given
Becky a strong cause to sup
port in blood donation and all
other types of donations,

help the Van Beek family. Erin
Enterprises of Campbellsport
is organizing the event.

The cost of the event is $10
for adults and $6 for kids ages
five to The cost includes
beef and pork sandwiches,
corn, sides and drinks.

The next time you drive past
a group of kids playing an im-
promptu game of baseball, slow
down for a minute and sneak a
peek.

Isthere alittle up-and-com-
ing Barry Bonds in that group?
How about a budding Nolan
Ryan or Hank Aaron? Do you
see extraordinary talent in the
outfield or behind home plate?
Now look again, and consider
this: there was once a time in the
not-so-long-ago that the color
of that player’s skin might have
kept him from playing baseball,
no matter what his talent.

That was before Jackie Rob-
inson. In the new book “After
Jackie, author Cal Fussman in-
terviewed former players, fam-
ily members, and people who
knew Robinson, and he reflects
on life for baseball pros and
others since Robinson's historic
first gameday over sixty years
ago

Baseball, Mom, and apple
pie have always been synony
mous with America, and there
was once a time, long ago, when
the game was played here with-
out any race consideration.
Fussman says that the game
was integrated back in the early
1880s, but one man's 1887 re-
fusal to play with a black team
member resulted in segregated
baseball.

It took some sixty vears to
change history back.

Branch Rickey III, the
grandson of the man who hired
Jackie Robinson for the Brook-
lyn Dodgers, remembers hear-
ing stories of his grandfather's
anger at the injustices of racism.
In 1904, Rickey remembers, a
black player from the Ohio Wes-
leyan baseball team was denied
access to a hotel room. The
player’s distress was burned
into the elder Rickey’s brain.

When Branch Rickey signed
Jackie Robinson, his grandson
says it was a thread that started
41 years previously.

Eleven weeks after Robin-
son broke the color barrier in
Major League baseball, Cleve-
land Indians owner Bill Veeck
signed Larry Doby. After Doby
came Monte Irvin. Then Dan
Bankhead. Roy Campanella.
And baseball was integrated.

But look at your favorite pro
team now. Fussman points out
that African Americans are turn-
ing away from baseball. Why?
And what does the future hold
for all those little Barry Bondses
and Nolan Ryans you see on the
neighborhood baseball lot?
With the World Series - and the
end of baseball season - just
weeks away, “After Jackie” is a
nice way to end the summer.
Using memoirs, interviews, and
remembrances of people who
knew Jackie Robinson, played
with him, loved him, or ben-
efited from his dignified time
in mainstream pro baseball,
author Carl Fussman presents

While those interviews are
priceless, don't skip Fussman’s
introductions to each chapter.
There, you'll learn a little more
background on the importance
of what happened two genera-
tions ago, as well as some in-
teresting baseball factoids that
even the most rabid fan might
not know.

If the Barry Bonds contro-
versy is getting you down, or
you're looking at the end of the
season with great trepidation,
then pick up a copy of "After
Jackie” For a baseball fan, this

By applying for
a license, a bear hunter ac-
cumulates preference points
toward a kill permit. With, for
example, 73,000 hunters ap-
plying in 2006 and with only
4,405 Class A harvest permits
available statewide, a hunter
waits on average six years to
earn the coveted kill permit.

Six year ago, in 2001, Hen-
ske's baiting resulted in a har-
vest tag fastened to a very large
350 bear. A bear 150 to 200
pounds is considered average.
Twelve years ago, in 1995, his
tag went on an enormous bear
that pushed the scale over 600
pounds and flirted with the
state record. Often, having a
big black bear come to a bait
pile is sheer luck, especially
for novices. But experienced
hunters also try to baitin areas
where they know a big bear is
frequenting.

“You can often see the
prints of a big bear.in the sand,
Henske said as he re-baited
four sites August 11. “This
drought has made it more dif-
ficult to find prints. The scat of
a big bear is also bigger than
that of a smaller bear. And I
talk to the locals. Sometimes
they will see a big bear working
in one certain area. If  know a
big bear is around then I'll bait
in that area and see what hap-
pens.”

Henske, Manitowish Wa-
ters, starts to bait about four
or five weeks before the sea-
son, targeting about four or
five different locations every
four or five days with old pas-
try, bread, rolls, potatoes and
candy. Strict rules including

in September 12, he begins to
bait daily. The idea is to entice
the bears to return to the site
habitually. When the season
does start, the hunter is wait-
ing in a nearby stand with rifle
or bow and arrow.

He also tries to gain per-
mission to bait on private
land. On an alternating, every-
other-year basis bear hunt-
ers who use hounds and bait
hunter trade off for the advan-
tage of starting any given sea-
son. Hound hunters are on the
calendar first in 2007. Henske
feels that many dog owners
target the vast tracks of public
land and hunting private land
increases the odds of a bear
that is hitting his bait not be-
ing tagged before he has the
chance to hunt.

According to DNR As-
sistant Game Specialist Brad
Koele, Wisconsin's bear popu-
lation in 2006 was estimated
at 12,850, above the statewide
goal of 11,300. A healthy bear
population and a poor mast
crop over much of the north-
ern part of the state were fac-
tors that contributed to a 68
percent hunter success rate
last year. Hunters throughout
the state reported that bears
hit their baits over much of
the season and just over 3,000
bears were tagged.

Four Wisconsin  bear
zones also include Zone B, C
and Al. Zone Al was created
in an attempt to shift hunting
pressure from Zone A to areas
further north and west which
traditionally  received
hunting pressure and greater
numbers of bear damage and
nuisance complaints.

could only observe and take
photos. Henske was excited
with what he knew we were
about to see

“There are a couple large
bears hitting the sites,” he said.
“I cover the bait with rocks so
that scavengers like raccoons
can't get into it. These bears
toss the rocks off like their
small stones and have dug
deep holes in the ground to
get every bit of bait.”

After traveling through
the thick foliage in 90 degree
temperature and battling the
insects that all hunters of Sep-
tember deal with, we found
the bait sites as Henske said
we would. It's always an awe-
inspiring experience to stand
among the work of a hungry
bear or three or four satisfying
a simple drive to eat as much
as they can in preparation of
winter. With a little luck, and
a lot of work, another big bear
will wander Dick Henske'’s
way.

“l don't use a trail cam-
era which is very popular” he
said. “Baiting and taking pic-
tures in the field are as much a
part of the hunt as the actual
kill. I have to try and figure out
if I have a big bear is working,.
[ think I have several big ones
coming to these sites. If [ see
a real big bear come in when
I'm hunting, I'll let him go, ex-
change the bow and arrow for
the rifle, and hope he comes
back another day. A big bear
will have five to seven inches
of fat which can stop the arrow
from getting full penetration.
And if you don't hit it real
good, that fat seals up the hole
and it stops bleeding. [ just
don't want to wound a bear
that | end up losing. | want
him to drop very close to the
hit."

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Meeting will present latest
findings in CWD research

The most current scien-
tific knowledge about chronic
wasting disease (CWD) -- from
human health risk and risks
to other species, to the role of
environmental contamination

- will be presented at a meet
ing this month by an advisony
group charged with minimiz-
ing the impact of the disease in
Wisconsin.

The newly formed Chronic
Wasting Stakeholder
Advisory Group will hold the
second ol seven monthly meet
ings on Saturday, August 18 in
Madison. Researchers and sci-
entists from state and federal
agencies and the University of
Wisconsin will summarize the
latest CWD research as well as
discuss social constraints of
managing the disease in Wis-
consin.

The meeting is open to the
public and will be held in Madi-
son from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the
Lowell Center Inn and Con-
ference Center, 610 Langdon
Street. The CWD advisory group
will meet monthly through Jan-
uary 2008.The purpose of the
group, whose members reflect
a broad spectrum of interests in
CWD and a healthy deer popu-
lation, is to define a common
disease management goal for
Wisconsin.

The charge of the CWD ad-
visory group is to look at how

to minimize the impact of the
disease on Wisconsin's free-
ranging deer population, the
economy, hunters, landowners
and others who benefit from a
healthy deer herd. The group
will define a common disease
management goal for Wiscon
sin, propose strategies for CWD
management, study the
consequences and trade-offs of
the various management strate
gies,

DNR Secretary Scott Has
sett said the department cannot
manage CWD on its own.

“Cooperation with land-
OWNErSs, hllllll'f‘\. i’!.ll’nll'l\ and
legislators is critical. We believe
that by working with the pub-
lic on Wisconsin's future CWD
management approach, we
can find strategies that hunters,
landowners and the public can
embrace,” Hassett said.

The department will take
the recommendations of the
group and advance these to
the Natural Resources Board.
Changes in management as a
result of this public planning
process are expected to be in
place for the 2008 deer seasons.

“These will be challenging
and frank discussions. Choices
we make today will determine
the health of the deer herd we
hand down to our children and
grandchildren,” Hassett noted.

Big game hunting summary available

MADISON - Wisconsin's
2006 deer hunt ranks as the
third best in Wisconsin harvest
history with hunters registering
a total of 509,536 deer from all
seasons, according to final reg-
istration figures in the recently
completed 2006 Wisconsin Big
Game Hunting Summary.

Just 20 vears ago, in 1986,
hunters registered 299,730 deer,
ilmost 210,000 deer fewer than
he 2006 harvest. And 10 years
;arlier in 1976, the statewide
1arvest was barely over 136,000
otal deer.

Hunters today are harvest
ng more than three and one
1alf times the number of deer
hey did in the mid-70s, accord-
ng to the report.

“Clearly, deer hunting is
zreat in Wisconsin,” said Keith
Warnke, DNR deer ecologist.

“The pre-hunt herd is es-
imated to be 1.6 to 1.8 million
inimals for 2007 so there will
igain be great opportunity...
:specially for those hunters that
pattern the deer in their hunting
irea. Deer aren't evenly distrib-
ated across the landscape and
oreseason scouting is the best
nsurance that you'll be where
he deer are on opening day.
Hunters made good progress
ast year in bringing herd num-
bers closer to goals and we are
ooking for another good year
n the long-term effort to bring
deer numbers in line with goals
and habitat.”

The 87-page 2006 summary
details hunting season statistics
for the 2006 deer, black bear
ind turkey hunting seasons in-

g

cluding reports on agricultural
damage shooting, tribal har-
vest, deer hunting accidents
and chronic wasting disease.

Where was the place to
be during the 2006 9-day gun
hunt? Hunters in deer manage-
ment unit (DMI1J) 61 which cov-
ers nearly all of Buffalo County
and parts of Pierce, Pepin and
Irempealeau counties regis-
tered 13,800 deer during that
9,767 antlerless, 3,994
antlered and 39 unknowns.

The summary gives detailed
harvest information on county
by-county and management-
by-management unit levels for
deer, bear and turkey as well as
turkey hunter success rates by
season and unit. There is also
information on estimated gun
deer opening day hunter pres-
sure on public hunting grounds
around the state

season

Archers set a new all time
harvest record in 2006 harvest-
ing 113,918 deer. This bests the
old mark 0f 103,572 - set in 2004
- by more than 10,000.

“Each year nearly three-
quarters of a million hunters
enjoy nine days of hunting in
Wisconsin hunting 55 different
species,” said Tom Hauge, di-
rector of DNR's Bureau of Wild-
life Management. "Wisconsin's
varied habitats support an in-
credible bounty of game. Hunt-
ers regularly harvest in excess of
150,000 deer, 2,500 black bear
and more than 55,000 turkeys
every year.”
