KEWASKUM- Kewaskum School 
District voters approved an $18,898,144 
balanced budget for the 2007-2008 
school year at the district’s annual 
meeting held Monday, August 27. While 
some opposed the budget, taxpayers 
can expect to see a projected tax rate of 
$7.72; a 16C increase from the previous 
year. Voters also gave their elected offi­
cials a large raise in salaries.

Superintendent of Schools Mike 
Krumm addressed the voters and high­
lighted on numerous improvements to 
a number of buildings in the district. 
He first explained that new reading 
and language arts materials have been 
purchased along with new materials 
for the music department. Technical 
education and social studies textbooks 
will also greet students when they ar­
rive for school on Tuesday, September 
4. Lastly he announced that students at 
Kewaskum Elementary School (KES) 
will have new computers throughout 
the school.

When it came to announcing im­
provements to district facilities, Krumm 
was proud to announce the completion 
of the new Kewaskum Theater and me­
dia center (Rose Library) at Kewaskum 
High School (KHS). Ihe high school 
also boasts two new computer labs, one 
within the media center and one adja­

cent to the new remodeled section of

Town sues residents to bring 

properties into compliance

Town citations issued daily 
total $1,125 for each property owner

KEWASKUM- The township began inves­
tigating unlicensed junk dealers and bringing 
them into compliance in the spring of 2005. After 
bringing one into compliance earlier this year, 
they have now taken legal action against two 
residents whom they claim are operating salvage 
yards illegally. The township has also recently be­
gan issuing three daily citations to the each total­
ing S1,125 for each day they are operating in non- 
compliance with town codes.

To town chairman Ellis Kahn it’s simple. “The 
town board feels very strongly that all junk/sal­
vage dealers must comply with town ordinances, 
and be properly licensed with the state and town," 
he stated Tuesday morning.

The two agricultural zoned properties in 
question are located on east Moraine Drive. Da­
vid and Darlene Stern own a 14.57 parcel at 3382 
E Moraine Drive. The almost 25 acre parcel di­
rectly east of David and Darlene, at 3350 E Mo­
raine Drive is owned by former town employee 
and clerk Donald and June (Sandy) Stem.

According to the state, Donald owns and op­
erates Don’s Auto Salvage illegally on the prop­
erty. Both properties contain numerous house­
hold appliances, tires, whole automobiles and 
automobile parts, farm machinery, fuel tanks, 
propane tanks, fuel drums and other items.

According to records from the Wisconsin De­
partment of Transportation (DOT), Donald Stem 
holds a type four salvage license. A type four li­
cense only allows a salvage dealer to pick up sal­
vage vehicles and deliver them to a shredder or 
licensed salvage dealer. The license does not per­
mit storage of automobiles. Don’s Auto Salvage 
also holds wastewater permits from the Wiscon­
sin Department of Natural Resources (DNR).

According to letters from Donald’s attorney 
Bill Neary, he contends that the salvage yard was 
in existence prior to 1985. The township contends 
that at that time the town was governed by coun­
ty zoning. That zoning stipulated that junkyards 
were not permitted in agricultural zoned land; it 
was required to have industrial/commercial zon­
ing.

Town begins process of "cleaning" up
Cleanup had two meanings for the township 

in 2005. On one hand it meant, cleaning up town 
records and making sure that each salvage yard 
(at the time four were recognized) was properly 
zoned and licensed. Then came the clean-up of 
the actual properties themselves.

On April 4, 2005, Donald and David Stern 
and their spouses were notified in separate let­
ters that they needed to obtain a salvage deal­
ers license. Both Donald and Sandy Stern have 
resigned their positions with the township since 
that time.

During that time until now, the township 
had gotten one salvage yard into compliance. 
David Bath owns and operates a salvage facility 
at 8715 Oak Hoad. His property was rezoned ap­
propriately earlier this year. After he received the

proper licenses from the state, he was granted a 
conditional use permit by the township. Condi­
tions such as a site plan and plan of operation 
needed to be submitted in order to be granted 
the permit.

A site plan is necessary to help in emergen­
cies. Such a plan is crucial to firefighters, this en­
ables them to be aware of exacdy what is stored 
where on the property and to be wary of danger 
before fighting a fire. A plan of operation explains 
to the township and neighbors of the operator 
when and how the business will operate.

Township gets serious with clean-up
Early in 2007 the township began taking 

definitive action with the Stems. The township 
alleged that Donald had placed a fence in the 
township’s road right of way. The township paid 
to have the property surveyed and determine the 
correct road right of way; it was found that Don­
ald's fence remains in the right of way.

On April 17, the Wisconsin Department of 
Transportation (DOT) conducted an inspection 
on the Donald Stem property. Kim McCluskey 
reported she found motor vehicles, farm ma­
chinery and miscellaneous junk on the property 
•at the time of the inspection.

As a result of the inspection, Stern’s current 
DOT license will be held and not renewed when 
it expires unless the (currently stored) vehicles 
are removed or a new type one license is issued. 
The current license expires July 31, 2008.

On May 16, the Wisconsin Department of 
Natural Resources (DNR) conducted an inspec­
tion of the property. At the time of the investiga­
tion it was found that Don’s Auto Salvage was not 
in compliance with the hazardous waste man­
agement requirements of Wisconsin Statute Wis­
consin Administrative Code.

Stern was given 30 days from May 21 to bring 
the property into compliance with state regula­
tions. According to the township this has not 
been completed.

Seeing pending litigation, the township hired 
another attorney, James Danaher from Schlo- 
emer Law Firm in West Bend on June 5, to rep­
resent the town. Clerk Nancy Boden reports this 
was done to avoid any potential conflicts of inter­
est because Sandy Stern worked with the town’s 
primary attorney, Karen Christianson.

On June 14, a court order was issued to al­
low the township to make an inspection of both 
Stern properties. Brian Pionke, the zoning ad­
ministrator, and Beth Klahn, the building inspec­
tor for the township, conducted an inspection. 
Also performing inspections were Chairman 
Kahn, Kewaskum Fire Chief Mark Groeschel, and 
Washington County Health Department Regis­
tered Nurse, Margaret Anderson.

The inspection of David Stem’s property re­
vealed: Sinks, tires (many with water in them), 
windows, lawn mowers, metal drums/barrels,

Currently those who 

do not adhere to parking restrictions are fined $10 per occur- 
rance.

Trustee Kevin Scheunemann asked Chief Knoebel if "we 

have the most efficient system in place? 1 was almost accosted 

by people upset by citations last week,” he reported at the August 

20 board meeting looking for alternatives to the current practice 

of not allowing overnight parking November through April.

Chief Knoebel reported that the village had the same prob­
lem when odd-even parking was allowed.

Trustee Derek Peterson thought the current fine was too 

low, "there is no incentive, that won’t get people off their butts,” 

he stated. He thought the fine should be raised to $25.

Department of Public Works Director Jerry Gilles also re­

ported his happiness with the current program. "This is the best 
way, the most efficient way to remove snow, police do a good 

job keeping cars off the street. I feel the present method is the 

best," he concluded

Stern Lawsuit From page 3
home heating oil tanks, truck 
cab toppers, trailers, metal 
pipes, lawn mower engines, 
aluminum lawn chair frames, 

abandoned vehicles along with 
vehicle gas tanks, rusting farm 
implements, a school bus and 
various piles of debris.

The investigation of the 
Donald Stern property re­
vealed: Almost 200 abandoned 
vehicles, many with radiators, 
gas tanks and batteries intact, 
propane tanks, large oil tanks, 
underground gasoline station 
storage tanks, tires (some cut to 
allow water out and some hold­
ing water), large grain wagons, 
trailers, semi trailer sized cattle 
trailer, lawn mowers, over 100 
55-gallon drums, vehicle gaso­
line tanks, air conditioners and 
other debris.

Anderson stated, "On both 
properties it was noted that 
cattle were allowed to graze 
amongst the debris. Anderson 
reported concerns over injuries 
to the cattle and the possible 
contaminates being ingested 
by the cattle would make their 
meat and milk not safe for hu­
man consumption.”

Chairman Kahn ordered 
both Donald and David Stem 

to have the properties cleaned. 
They were ordered to remove 
various debris and return their 
properties to the original per­
mitted agricultural state within

30 days. That had not occurred 
as of this writing.

Town issues daily citations
The lack of action on both 

properties has brought about 
the issuance of daily citations 
for both David and Donald. 
The township can issue a cita­

tion for each day the property 
owners are not complying with 
town zoning and ordinances. 
Both David and Donald Stern 
have received three daily cita­
tions with forfeitures totaling 
$375 each since July 31. Each 
receive one for junk-junked car: 
public nuisance, operate junk­
yard w/o a license and restric­
tions on parking of equipment.

On August 3, Danaher informed 
the township that Donald Stern 
was asking for an additional 90 
days. Neary reported progress 
was being made but more time 
was needed.

Because the town had al­
ready filed papers in circuit 
court to force clean-up, Chair­
man Kahn states the township 
will not grant an extension.

"We are not out to put the 
Sterns out ot business, but sim­

ply they must comply with all 
town ordinances just like any? 
one else would have to do,” 
Chairman Kahn concluded.

the almost completed special 
education and art departments. 
He also announced that roof 
sections at Farmington Elemen­
tary School (FES) and KHS have 
been completed. Those partici­
pating in track will find a resur­
faced facility as well at KHS.

Krumm reported a num­
ber of changes for incoming 
students. A new advisement 
(mentoring) program will take 
place throughout the district's 
schools. KHS will implement 
their new block schedule. "Our 
students are in class instead of 
study hall for a large portion of 
the day. This is a very produc­
tive thing, we are using our dol­
lars better,” he boasted. Chang­
es in graduation will take place 
over the next three years. Cur­
rently students need 24 credits 
to graduate. At the end of the 
three years students will need 
28 credits to graduate. A new 
freshman transition program 
will also begin this year.

In the elementary and mid­
dle school students will see an 
emphasis on reading and math. 
A new fourth grade band will 
also begin. Study halls will also 
be used better at Kewaskum 
Middle School. They will only 
be offered to students needing 
them. Those not in study hall 
will participate in enrichment 
programs. A house concept will 
return to eighth grade students. 
Now, the entire building will

operate in the house concept.
During the newly imple­

mented early release day, 
Krumm assured that staff would 
begin working on 17 collabora­
tive projects. He reported that a 
wide range of student activities 
is already in place.

Staff development was 
touched upon. All staff are now 
included in the staff develop­
ment program. Previously, 
only administrators and edu­
cators were involved. Krumm 
gave updated information on 
the new Kewaskum University. 
Faculty can now earn continu­
ing education credits through 
Verbetero University.

Lastly Krumm reported 
that under his leadership the 
district would continue working 
on three core values: Relation­
ship-focused with teachers and 
students treating each other 
well. This started last year and 
will continue. This year's chal­
lenge will be making the district 
more service-oriented. "We 
want to service our students 
and parents well. We want our 
employees to be service savvy," 
Krumm explained. Next year’s 
focus will center on making the 
district creatively driven. "All 
three are not costly, they do not 
change our budget, but all three 
are priceless," he ended.

Business manager Paul 
Reichert gave a report on the 
state of the district’s financial 
situation. He explained the 
school district started the year

with $3,150,200 in fund bal­
ance. A balance of $2,684,547 
remains as of June 30, because 
of a $465,653 deficit incurred in 
the 06-07 school year.

Revenues are expected 
to increase by 4.2 percent of 
$761,318 in the coming year. 
The budget also reflects a 7.4 
percent decrease or $1,507,675 
in expenditures. The decrease 
is due to the project being com­
pleted at KHS.

The general fund increased 
by $615,421 largely because of 
an increase in staff. The refer­
endum fund will see $430,000 
spent. Divided up, $262,000 
will be spent on technology im­
provements and $168,000 for 
textbooks. A total of $2,541,807 
will be spent on special edu­
cation. This amount is down 
$129,509. This is due to a re­
duction in teaching staff and a 
decrease in services purchased 
from CESA 6.

Reichert estimated that 
equalization aid from die state 
is expected to be $10,000,000 
if the state passes their budget. 
He noted that $1,203,239,050 of 
equalized property value is pro­
jected to be taxed.

Ihe voters of the district 
gave the board of education 
members a raise. Salaries of 
school board members were 
$2,050 after being allowed to 
receive a salary in June. Start­
ing in the new fiscal year they 
will receive $3,500 per year. The 
increase takes affect after a nar­
row vote of 21 in favor and 20 
not in favor

• Challenge yourself. 
If you have the opportunity, 
take the hardest classes - not 
the easiest subjects.

• Ask questions. There 
is nothing wrong with not al­
ways knowing the answer.

PARENTS:
Depending on your child's 

age, your role in the above- 
mentioned tips will vary. The 
following are helpful ideas to 
ease kids of all ages back into 
learning mode:

Get Back In The Routine. 
Ease the transition from lazy 
summer days to the structure 
of the school year by re-estab­
lishing bedtime, mealtime,

Never pass a vehicle that 
has stopped at a crosswalk, as 
they may be waiting for some­
one to cross.

Do not pass a school bus

Develop A Family Event 
Calendar. One of the most 
helpful tools for getting orga­
nized is a family event calen­
dar. Family time management 
is essential if you are going to 
avoid the frenzy of disorgani­
zation.

• Try to color-code the 
calendar by family member;

School Bus Safety Begins With You!
Kor twenty three million students nationwide, Ihe school day begins and ends with a trip on a school bus. The 

greatest risk is not riding the bus. bul approaching or leaving the bus. Before children go back to school or 

start school for the first time, it is essential that adults and children know traffic safety rules.

Drivers

* When backing out of a dnveway or leaving a garage, watch out for children walking or bicycling to school.

* When driving in neighborhoods with school zones, watch out for young people who may be thinking about 

getting to school, but may not be thinking of getting there safely.

* Slow down. Watch for children walking in the street, especially if there are no sidewalks in neighborhood.

* Slow down. Watch lor children playing and congregating near bus stops.

* Be alert. Children arriving late for the bus may dart into the street without looking for traffic.

* Learn and obey the school bus laws in your state. Learn the “flashing signal light system” that school bus 
dnvers use to alert motorists of pending actions:

Yellow flushing lights indicate that the bus is preparing to stop to load or unload children. Motorists should 

slow down and prepare to stop their vehicles.

Red /lashing lights and extended stop amis indicate that the bus has stopped, and that children are getting 

on orofT. Motorists must stop their cars and wait until the red lights stop flashing, the extended stop sign is 

withdrawn, and the bus begins moving before they can start dnving again.

Children

* Get to the bus stop at least five minutes before the bus is scheduled to amve.

* When the bus approaches, stand at least three giant steps (6 feet) away from the curb, and line up away from 

the street.

* Wait until the bus stops, the door opens, and the driver says that it’s okay before stepping onto the bus.

* If you have to cross the street in front of the bus, walk on the sidewalk or along the side of the road to a point 
at least five giant steps (10 feet) ahead of the bus before you cross. Be sure that the bus driver can sec you, 

and you can see the bus driver.

* Use the handrails to avoids falls. When exiting the bus, be careful that clothing with drawstrings, and book 
bags with straps don’t get caught in the handrails or doors.

* Never walk behind the bus.

* Walk at least three giant steps away from the side of the bus.

* If you drop something near the bus, tell the bus driver. Never try to pick it up because the driver may not be 

able to sec you.

By Louise Bernikow

Remember falling in love?
Remember how your sens­

es go on full alert? Ihe smell of 
her hair, the feel of his cheek, 
the sound of her voice, the look 
in his eyes, the taste of kisses, 
all imprinted on your brain for 
good. What can compare to 
that giddy feeling you get when 
you're close to your beloved?

So who ever said that the 
one you love has to have two 
feet? In the new book "Dream­
ing in Libro" by Louise Ber­
nikow, you'll read about a love 
affair that you can really sink 
your canines into.

Louise Bernikow is a writer. 
She’s used to coming and going 
as she pleases, leaving for Paris 
on a minute's notice, flying to 
workshops and flitting to book 
signings. She was positively not 
a "dog person"

That is, until she was jog­
ging in Riverside Park in Man­
hattan and saw a crowd of peo­
ple surrounding a police car. 
Curious and despite herself, 
Bernikow looked inside the car 
and found herself eyeball-to- 
eyeball with a Boxer dog who 
nearly demanded that she help 
him.

Exhibition firearms expert 
rises from modest beginnings

Expert shooting exhibition­
ist Tom Knapp rarely missed a 
clay target Saturday morning 
before a capacity audience in 
the firearms arena of the Ducks 
Unlimited Great Outdoor Festi­
val in Oshkosh. Despite a stiff 
wind in the wake of prolonged 
storms, Knapp used his Renelli 
shotguns to hand throw and 
break with individual rounds 
six clay targets and to generally 
dazzle an appreciative Wiscon­
sin crowd. But he saved his best 
shot for last.

“We have men and women 
in our armed forces fighting in 
Iraq,” Knapp said just before 
his grand finale of red, white 
and blue smoke triggered’ with 
shotgun rounds. "You may 
agree or disagree with our be­
ing there. But the question is 
not should we be there. We are 
there. But the most important 
thing we can do is to show our 
appreciation and support for 
our armed forces. Please do not 
let this affair turn into another 
Vietnam. Let our troops know 
how much we care.”

In an interview scheduled 
for this column after his perfor­
mance to chronicle Knapp's rise 
from a young boy with a BB gun 
in the 50s to globally acclaimed 
shooting exhibitionist backed 
by the most recognized fire­
arms and ammunition compa­
nies in the world, he expanded 
on those comments. Politics, he 
said, have no place in the way 
we welcome our service people 
home.

"I’ve had the opportunity to 
chase the American dream and 
to capture that dream in 1992 
when Benelli first sponsored 
me,” he said. "Five months 
each year I'd be in Europe giv­
ing shooting performances but 
1 felt loneliness and homesick­
ness; a pain that was difficult to 
suppress. I’d meet U.S. Service 
men and women including at 
the base in Livorno, Italy be­
fore 9-11 and they felt that same 
loneliness. A letter from home 
meant everything to them. It 
dawned on me. While I was 
chasing the dream, they were 
protecting the dream.”

Chasing the dream began 
for Knapp in the tiny Minnesota 
town of Maple Plain when a fa­
ther handed his 9-year old son 
a model 25 Daisy BB gun in the 
late 1950s. Although any desire 
to hunt wouldn’t come until 
later, a certain passion to shoot 
often and to shoot well was im­
mediate.

"Every day it was me and 
my model 25 and my ugly dog,” 
he said. "I loved them both. I 
shot the heads off of more dan­
delions and the flies off of more 
cow pies than any kid in Ameri­
ca. And I got into more trouble 
for shooting things I wasn't sup­
posed to. But I was soft hearted.
I didn't shoot at birds until my 
dad gave me the green light to 
take care of the starlings in our 
horse bam.”

By age 10, Knapp graduated 
with supervision to a 20 gauge 
Stevens single shot shotgun. 
Thoroughly schooled in the 
safety aspects of firearms use by 
age 11, he was given permission 
to shoot alone. He shot so often 
that a bleeding thumb inflicted 
from the break lever required 
regular taping. The problem of 
keeping the firearm full of am­
munition, though, would need 
a financial band aide.

"I worked for .22-short 
rounds and 20 gauge shotgun 
shells at the hardware store,” 
Knapp said. "The best thing I 
could get for Christmas was a 
brick of 22 shells; 10 boxes or 
5500 rounds. The passion for 
shooting became an obsession 
and with that kind of repetition 
in anything you improve. 1 had a 
special understanding or some 
might call it a gift. I could make 
a BB or a bullet go from here to 
there and make it hit where I 
wanted and it didn’t matter if it 
was still or moving.”

By his early 20s, Knapp was 
holding a 96.8 average in Amer­
ican Trapshooters Association 
(ATA) handicap competition 
that enabled him to win the 
money that meant more am­
munition. Although he felt he 
could win the coveted Grand 
American trap competition 
that would pay off in $30,000 
to $40,000 in cash and a Ford 
Bronco, he didn't have the 
money to make the trip to Ohio 
to compete. And he realized 
that to be suitably profitable in 
ATA competition he had to win 
all the money, all the time.

"From watching the faces 
changing quickly on a Wheat- 
ies box I knew that no one can 
win all the money, all the time,” 
he said. "1 watched Curt Gowdy 
and Grits Gresham do a salute 
on the American Sportsman 
television show to exhibition 
shooter Herb Parsons, who 
had died at age 51. Competi­
tive shooting wasn't working.
1 needed to do what Herb Par­
sons did."

Researching exhibition 
shooting made Knapp believe 
that anyone in the industry who 
even understood what it meant 
was either retired or dead. To 
draw attention to their prod­
ucts, companies in the firearms 
and ammunition industry were 
moving to print advertising. 
Knapp knew that his unique tal­
ent with a firearm on the right 
stage would draw attention to 
those products. But for a man 
responsible for a family, quit­
ting a secure job he had held for 
20 years in the Forest Service 
and invest the time necessary 
to convince the industry of that 
expertise was a huge risk.

The passion of a young boy 
with a model 25 BB gun had 
become a true obsession for a 
young man with a shotgun. He 
needed to shoot the gun. Tom 
Knapp took the risk.

The Farmington Blue Little 
League team accomplished an 
outstanding performance this 
summer.

In a three-week span they 
participated in three tourna­
ments and came away with 
three first place finishes. The 
first tourney was June 22 - 23 
in Eden.
