The town of Kewaskum’s plan commission recommended at their meeting Monday evening, October 15, to table 
action on approving a conditional use permit for Donald Stern. Shown above, Donald Stem, center, and his attor­
ney William Neary, right, make a presentation regarding the issuance of a conditional use permit. Plan commission 
member, Tom Schoofs is also pictured. The Conditional Use Permit would have allowed Stern to operate a salvage 
yard, recycling center and auto wrecking yard on 4.3 acres of a 24.83 acre parcel with agricultural zoning, at 3350 
E Moraine Drive. Stern stated he would like to revamp the property, including giving a new name for the company, 
Evergreen Recycling. Over 50 residents attended the meeting, and an overwhelming majority favored allowing 
Stern to operate the recycling center. Neighbors in a nearby subdivision voiced concerns over the issuance. The 
town will hear from Stern and Neary at their meeting next month.

Rain doesn’t dampen enthusiasm, 
turn out for KEYS annual run/walk

The leaves are gently dropping to 
the ground ... pumpkins and corn­
stalks are starting to pop up on front 
porches of homes in the village.

Ihese are sure signs of fall, and 
one more sign appeared late Sunday 
morning, waves of people, young and 
old alike, running and walking in the 
Kewaskum Youth Scholarship (KEYS) 
Run, which is held to raise money to 
provide scholarships for students at 
Kewaskum High School.

"This was our 14th annual run,” 
lerry Gosa, one of the coordinators of 
the event, said monday, reporting this 
was the first time the run had rain but 
it wasn't enough to damper the just 
under 1,000 participants.

"Total registration was 957,” ac­

cording to Gosa, who said, "off the top 
of my head, that's the second largest 
number we’ve had.’’ Gosa said one 
year, the event unofficially drew 1,004 
or 1,006 people.

Matt Thull and Terri Bodden were 
officially winners of the 5-kilometer 
race.

"Matt came back and won,” Gosa 
said, referring to the fact Thull, who 
has won the race several times and 
currently holds the record for the 5 
km, did not come to Kewaskum for 
the 2006 event.

And from all indications, the 32- 
year old Campbellsport man, who 
starred for UW-Oshkosh in both track 
and cross country, is still pretty sharp. 
His time Sunday was 14 minutes and 
56 seconds, 29 seconds off his record 
mark.

"There wasn’t anyone to really

push him,” Gosa said, not sure if Thull 
is still teaching physical education and 
coaching track in a Milwaukee paro­
chial school. "1 didn’t get a chance to 
talk with him."

Last year’s fastest woman did not 
return, opening the door for Bodden 
to claim the title. Her time was 20:05.

When asked if there was anything 
unusual that happened in the event, 
Gosa said, "The nvo aluminum cans 
from A&W (Iron and Metal) showed 
up.”

Concerning the schools with the 
most representatives, the KHS sci­
ence teacher/track coach reported, 
"Wayne (Elementary) did excellent. 
Wayne was over one hundred,” pretty 
good considering the school has ap­
proximately fewer than 150 students.

Salem UCC was originally formed 
in 1857 as Evangelische St. Jacob’s Re­
formed Church. Hie congregation’s 
first home was a log cabin off what 
is now State Highway 28, about nvo 
miles from it's present location.

In 1879, the present sanctuary 
was built on Highway W, and the con­
gregation renamed Salem Church. 
Though there are no records for veri­
fication, members believe the par­
sonage was built at the same time. In 
1889, Salem organized a one-room 
schoolhouse next to the sanctuary. 
Classes continued in the schoolhouse 
for the next 110 years. Church records 
were kept in German into the 1930's.

In 1934, Salem was part of the 
merger of the Evangelical and Re­
formed churches, and in 1957, it 
joined the United Church of Christ. 
At least three members have entered 
ordained ministry, and the congrega­
tion has supported numerous mission 
activities.

Salem is best known these days 
for its fundraiser meals: a spring pan­
cake breakfast, chicken barbecue in 
the summer and a chili dinner in the 
fall. Ihe congregation has about 150 
members, and welcomed Rev. Daniel 
Schultz, its 32nd pastor, in November 
2006.

The Fillmore Fire Depart­
ment First Responders accept­
ed the donation of a pediatric 
jump kit from the Kewaskum 
Junior Women's Club on Octo­
ber 15. The kit has specialized 
equipment used to treat med­
ical emergencies and trauma 
in children from newborn to 
age 18. Ihe Junior Women's 
Club plans to equip several 
other area fire departments 
with the kit as part of a state­
wide program of the General 
Foundation of Women’s Clubs 
and Wisconsin's Emergency 
Medical Services for Children.

The women’s clubs are 
funding the kits and the EMSC 
is coordinating efforts to pro­
vide special pediatric training 
to ambulance services and 
First Responders. Funding for 
the courses is provided by the 
Emergency Preparedness Pro­
gram.

Ihe Fillmore First Re­
sponders sent two members 
to the PEPP (Pediatric Educa­
tion for Pre-hospital Profes­
sionals) course at Children's 
Hospital in July. By complet­

ing the course participants are 
designated as Pediatric Cham­
pions to their department. Re­
sponsibilities of the Pediatric 
Champions are to serve as a 
resource to their service re­
garding pediatric emergency 
care issues and to champion 
pediatric issues as plans and 
budgets are discussed at the 
service.

Fillmore identified this 
program as a priority due to 
the large number of young 
people who spend time in 
the Fillmore Fire Department 
service area. A large church 
based camp is located on the 
east end of Fillmore’s area. Ihe 
camp is filled with children 
every day in summer and on 
weekends year round. Ihere 
is also a large private camp­
ground in the Fillmore service 
area with hundreds of family 
campsites.

The donation of the pedi­
atric jump kits and state fund­
ing for the training enabled 
the Fillmore First Responders 
to upgrade their service with­
out straining the budget of the

all volunteer department. Fill- 
more currently has 14 state-li­
censed First Responders on its 
roster.

As the Crandon com­
munity buries six of their 
own, the sole survivor of the 
Crandon shooting is making 
his recovery. After appear­
ing on nadonal television, 
Linda Enright of the town of 
Farmington spoke about her 
nephew’s progress.

Charlie Neitzel, 21, is re­
covering at St. Joseph's Hos­
pital in Marshfield. Last week 
The Statesman reported that 
Neitzel suffered three gunshot 
wounds, the first to his shoul­
der, a second to his leg and a 
third to his arm.

"Given all that has hap­
pened, my nephew Charlie 
is doing remarkably well. He 
has had three surgeries to date 
and may require additional 
surgeries in the future. While 
his injuries are serious, Charlie 
is in good spirits. He is young, 
healthy and is determined to 
make a full recovery,” Enright 
explained.

Enright also stated that 
Charlie’s parents Carole and 
Chuck are so overwhelmed 
with all that has happened in 
the last 10 days.

"They are still dealing with 
the raw emotion of getting 
that early morning call where 
you hear something has hap­

pened to your son. Then you 
hear the words "they are not 
sure if he is going to make it”. 
All you can think about is that 
he could die before you can 
get to the hospital," Enright re­
ported.

After meeting with the sur­
geon last Monday, it was ex­
plained to Enright that Char­
lie’s injuries were even worse 
than the family had imagined.

"You have to silently find 
a way to deal with your emo­
tional pain after the doctors 
tell you he should live; but, he 
may not walk or regain the use 
of his arm," Enright reveals.

Following each surgery 
that is performed, the Neitzel’s 
wait and hope they will hear 
favorable news. Ihe indica­
tions now are that the surger­
ies performed to date have 
been successful and his overall 
condition is improving. Char­
lie has regained movement in 
all of his limbs. He has been 
upgraded to fair condition.

A fund has been set-up for 
Neitzel's medical bills at Laona 
State Bank. Those wishing to

Hearing scheduled in Fond du 
Lac for 920 area code relief

MADISON- The Public 
Service Commission of Wis­
consin (PSC) will hold public 
hearings next week in various 
Wisconsin communities to 
answer questions and to gath­
er public comments on relief 
plans for the 920 area code.

In recent years, the prev­
alence of technology in ev­
eryday life has increased 
tremendously, causing an ele­
vated demand for telecommu­
nications services. This rapid 
growth of the telecommunica­
tions industry has resulted in 
nearly all telephone number 
prefixes in the 920 area code 
to be assigned, causing area 
code exhaustion for 920 to oc­
cur in 2010.

Ihe PSC is not exploring 
whether to undertake area 
code relief, as a relief plan is 
necessary to continue service 
for all providers and custom­
ers. However, the PSC will 
determine how a new area 
code will be implemented. 
There are two methods used 
to provide area code relief - a 
geographic split or an over­
lay. With both methods, there 
is no change to the prices to 
make phone calls.

With a geographic split, 
the area served by the exist­
ing area code would be split 
into two smaller areas. One of

the sections would retain the 
existing area code while the 
other section would receive 
a new area code. Local calls 
within each area code would 
be dialed using 7 digits.

With an overlay, a new 
area code would be introduced 
within the same geographic 
region now served by the 920 
area code. All current cus­
tomers would keep their cur­
rent area code and telephone 
number, while new customers 
could receive a new area code. 
With an overlay, the Federal 
Communications Commis­
sion requires that all calls be 
dialed using the area code.

Citizens are encouraged 
to attend one of the public 
hearings listed below and 
provide comments on the 
area code relief efforts. Pub­
lic comments on the 920 area 
code relief plan will be includ­
ed in the record the Commis­
sion will review in preparing 
to make a decision.

A hearing is scheduled in 
Fond du Lac for Thursday, Oc­
tober 18 at 1 p.m. inside Roll­
ing Meadows Golf Course’s 
meeting room. Rolling Mead­
ows Golf Course is located at 
560 W. Rolling Meadows Drive 
in Fond du Lac.

Doyle approves $850,000 project at 
West Bend Municipal Airport

MADISON- Governor Jim Doyle has announced a $850,000 
project to create an environmental impact statement for pro­
posed improvements at the West Bend Municipal Airport. Ihe 
Governor's action releases $21,697 in state funds to help com­
plete the project. The City of West Bend is contributing another 
$21,698, with the Federal Aviation Administration providing 
$806,605.

According to Craig Butler, airport project manager with the 
Wisconsin Department of Transportation, the environmental 
impact statement will determine the boundaries of planned im­
provements and will further clarify potential environmental im­
pacts. The proposed project would lengthen a runway, provide 
additional roadway capacity, and improve efficiency and safety 
for airport and highway traffic.

The study should be completed by August 2008.
The airport consists of two runways, parallel taxiways, apron 

area, connector taxiways, terminal building and auto parking 
lot. Together, the runways accommodate about 51,000 aircraft 
take-offs and landings each year.

Auburn investigates adding compactor
TOWN of AUBURN- A new compactor for the recycling 

center was the topic of discussion at the township’s meeting on 
Monday, October 8. Dennis Fechter from Veolia Environmen­
tal reported the cost for a new unit is $19,450, installed. If the 
town wanted to lease a unit, the cost would be $265 per month. 
A deck to walk to the compactor would also need to be installed 
at a cost of $4,300.

Now the town must decide if they want to make the purchase 
and use the new compactor for trash and the current one for re­
cycling. The idea for the new compactor came about as a way to 
reduce the amount of cartridge exchanges. Each exchange costs 
the township $175.

Once a compactor is used for recycling, all metals, plastics 
and glass would go in the compactor according to Fechter.

Halloween came to the 
U.S. with British setders. Here, 
the pumpkin replaced the 
turnip carried by Ireland’s 
legendary Jack o’ the lantern. 
Poor Jack, having lost his soul 
to the devil, carried a light in 
a hollowed-out turnip as he 
walked through eternity.

Ihus, black dominates 
our Halloween table, though 
there’s a colorful owl (made 
of pizza crust). His wings are 
feathered with pepperoni; his 
eyes are pineapple rings. And

there’s a witch’s caul­
dron of zippy chili- 
cheese dip (recipe 
follows).

Cougars can’t compete with 
Indians’ power serving

Kewaskum and Campbellsport 
have had some spirited volleyball 
matches in their perennial Eastern 
Wisconsin Conference rivalry.

This wasn't one of those years, 
however. From start to finish last Tues­
day, the Indians were in the drivers 
seat, beating the host Cougars in three 
straight games, 25-16, 25-11 and 25- 
15.

While the scores were very de­
cisive, KHS coach Renee Altendorf 
found some chinks in her Indians’ ar­
mor, especially in the first game.

"Ihe first game we struggled with 
putting the ball in the court," Alten­
dorf said. “We would either hit the ball 
in the net or out of bounds. We also 
struggled with our passing on service 
reception."

Ihe course of the game changed

very quickly when Jenni Wicklund 
stepped up to the service line and pro­
ceeded to serve 15 in a row, with five 
aces, according to Altendorf, who said 
that run appeared to ignite the Indians 
in their second and third games.

‘"Ihe second game we started off 
with a run by Lauren (Gonring), with 
six serves and two aces,” Altendorf said. 
“This game, we were doing a lot better 
with the passing and the hitting.”

Wicklund had another good run in 
Game 3, running off six serves with one 
ace, and, "Then Christina (DeGroot) 
came up with 10 straight serves and 
five aces. Christina was having a great 
night with being able to hit on two and 
get a lot of kills. She had 12 kills, with 
25 assists."

For the night, the Indians came 
up with 16 aces, led by DeGroot and 
Wicklund, who had seven and six, re­
spectively. For the season, DeGroot 
has upped her total to 92 and should

be able to eclipse the 100-mark at the 
Eastern Wisconsin Conference Tour­
nament, which was held Oct. 13 in 
Waupun.

The kills totals were also up. Out 
of the 37 in the three games, DeGroot 
was the leader, while Elissa Miller and 
Erika Heberer chipped in with five and 
four.

Adding the dozen to her current 
number, DeGroot now had 140 for the 
season, while the sophomore Miller is 
close behind with 133.

Hie Cougars, on the other hand, 
had trouble getting the ball to hit the 
ground on their kill attempts. A total of 
63 times, the Indians were able to dig 
the ball up, led by Heberer's impres­
sive total of 14. Then came Gonring, 
DeGroot and Megan Rinzel, with nine, 
eight and five, respectively.

As Altendorf mentioned, DeGroot 
had 25 assists, and with these her sea­

son mark improves to a whopping 
383.

With the victory, the Indians fin­
ished the EWC dual meet season at 6- 
1, the only loss coming from Waupun, 
the newest member of the conference 
which has an impressive resume in 
girls volleyball.

The Division 2 Tournament gets 
started this week, and Kewaskum was 
selected as the No. 2 seed in the Lomi- 
ra regional. The Indians will entertain 
No. 7 Mayville in a match on Thursday, 
Oct. 18 at 7 p.m.

The winner moves along to play 
against either the survivor of the Port 
Washington (No. 3 seed) and Lomira 
(No. 6 seed) match.

In a race, Kewaskum High senior Ben Boettcher 
would probably have difficulty keeping up with Jor­
dan Schneider and Matt Preissner, the two speed­
sters from New Holstein, but running behind the In­
dians’ jumbo line Friday night, Boettcher shredded 
the Huskies’ defense for 190 yards and two touch­
downs, helping the Indians notch a 21-14 victory.

With the win, the Indians, 6-0 in Eastern Wiscon­
sin Conference play and 8-0 overall, have assured 
themselves of at least a tie for the title and will be 
able to claim it alone if they beat Kiel in a game that 
will be played tonight (Thursday).

Moving back to the tailback spot to fill in for the 
injured Jordan Petrin, Boettcher carried the ball 35 
times against the Huskies and only once did he not 
come up with positive yardage... mainly because the 
pitchout intended for him was off the mark, and he 
simply covered it up rather than risk fumbling.

" Ihe line did a great job in the second half,” 
Boettcher said. "It was a great team effort. Everyone 
stepped it up.”

In the second half, when many running backs 
tend to tire, Boettcher really showed what good 
shape he’s in, how his confidence is growing as a 
running back and how much he and the rest of the 
Indians wanted this third straight EWC title.

In the third quarter, Boettcher’s number was

called on 10 times, and 
he responded with 42 
yards, including an 8- 
yard run which capped 
a 13-play drive that cov­
ered 64 yards and kept 
the ball away from New 
Holstein for just under 
six minutes.

It got even better in 
the fourth quarter for 
Boettcher, who rushed 
11 times for 67 yards. 
Five times, he ripped 
off runs of seven yards 
or more despite the fact 
the Huskies knew No. 39 
was going to be the guy 
carrying the ball.

"He had a heck of a 
game,” KHS coach Jason 
Piittmann said, noting 
the 200-pound Boettch­
er had to work himself 
into football shape this 
season after missing the 
entire 2006 campaign.

What Piittmann 
meant was Boettcher 
had to learn to read his

blocks and hit the holes, which he has done very well 
in recent games and especially against the Huskies.

"I was out with a knee injury. I tore the Menis­
cus in my knee (in wrestling) and I had to have two 
surgeries," Boettcher said, but, "I still hung with the 
team and went to practice.”

A lot of his big plays, including an 18-yard run 
in the second quarter, came on the right side of the 
line where guard Mike Gutjahr and Cory Watzig, the 
starting tackle, opened some beautiful holes and 
wore down the New Holstein defenders.

"That’s the advantage of being able to play guys 
one way,” Piittmann said. " Ihey (the Huskies) were 
getting tired and beat up."

Early in the contest, New Holstein had the up­
per hand, using a 41-yard run by Preissner to set up 
a 4-yard touchdown pass from quarterback Taylor 
Schrage to tight end Codi Klapperich. Brian Shaw’s 
PAT made the score 7-0 after just a minute and 10 
seconds of play.”

"That was our big worry with them,” Piittmann 
said of Preissner’s speed, which was obvious on the 
big run. "Fortunately we didn't end up down by two 
scores.”

What the KHS coach was referring to was the 
fact, New Holstein moved to midfield on its second 
possession but eventually ran out of downs and had 
to punt.

It was here Kewaskum came up with a big play, 
a 40-yard pass from Nick Olla to Eric Shaske, who 
was wide open in the middle of the field, but when 
Shaske was hit, he fumbled and the Huskies recov­
ered.

Late in the first quarter, the Indians caught a 
break when Brian Backhaus' punt reversed its direc­
tion, hit Schneider, one of the New Holstein return 
men, in the back of the leg, and the Indians fell on it 
at the NH 19-yard line.

Boettcher galloped for an 18-yard run on first 
down, giving the Indians the ball on the 1 -yard line, 
and he dove over for the TD on the next play.

Unfortunately the try for extra point by Back- 
haus failed — he has missed at least four attempts 
this season — and the Indians trailed by one point.

Both teams scored in the second quarter. New 
Holstein went up 14-6 after Schrage hit Schneider 
in full stride for what turned out to be a 57-yard TD 
pass.

Kewaskum came right back with a 51-yard scor­
ing march, and it was Olla scoring from four yards 
out.

One of the big plays in the drive was an Olla 
to Mike Donath aerial that covered 16 yards, and 
Boettcher, who got some nice blocking from junior 
fullback Nate Westerman, plowed up for 21 of the 
yards.

Kewaskum went for two points after the touch­
down, and Olla crossed up the New Holstein defense 
by blowing right up the middle off a block by center 
Tyler Swanson, tying the score at 14-all.

The Indians opened the second half with its long 
scoring drive, and then the defense and Boettcher 
took over.

"That first drive was just beautiful,” Piittmann 
said, also praising his defense by remarking, "When 
we played our best defense, there were three or four 
hats on the ball all the time."

Kewaskum wound up with 320 yards of total 
offense, with Olla passing for 104 yards.
