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Sometimes - particularly

this time of vear, after the crazi-

ness of the holidays - it's good

to kick back with an old friend
over a cup of cocoa in front of
the fire. It's good to talk about
nothing and everything, and to
tell stories.

That's whart it's like when
you listen to “Mosaic” by Amy
Grant. Grant reads her own
words, and hearing them is
like spending time with a be-
loved friend you haven't seen in
awhile.

If you're a country-western
music fan or if you loved hear-
ing Amy Grant’s gospel music,
you know how her lyrics can
touch all sorts of emotions in
you. In this very personal au-
dio biography, Grant goes fur-
ther than just song lyrics as she

talks about this and that, mravel-
ing and performing, family and
motherhood, happiness and
loss.,

She talks of family: the sis-
ters who mean so much to her,
and parents who raised her iand
gave her a good foundaton,
memorable family vacations,
and unguestioned support as
her career was beginning,

She confesses to the kind
of heartbreak that goes with di-
vorce and loss, and she’s open
about forgiveness and moving
~forward. She talks about falling
in love, marriage, friends who
are like family, and the bless-

Grant talks candidly about
her husband, country singer
Vince Gill, and how important
his fans are to him. She tells the

She shares funny stories of her
children growing up; she shares
heartbreak, faith, fellowship,
and stories that are wonderfully
very un-celebrity-like.

1 was pleased to hear au-
thor Amy Grant reading her
own material on this audio CD.

My only complaint with
this audio is that Grant includes
the lyrics to many of her songs,
but she spoke the poetry and
lyrics on this CD, rather than
sang them.

With the win, the Indi-
ans improved to 9-0 overall,
and KHS coach Dennis Aup-
perle was even able to rest Ray
Wollner (152 pounds) and Ty-
ler Swanson (285), who were
resting minor injuries.

“Ray was out. His shoul-
der was hurting a little, so
we forfeited at one fifty two,
Aupperle said, explaining
‘Swanson had a sore ankle.
He expected both to be ready
in time for Thursday’s match
against Waupun.

Aupperle inserted junior
Eric Turowski into the lineup
at 189 and moved Matt Buker
from his usual position at 189
to 215 and PJ. Krueger from
215 to 285.

The plan worked to the
tune of 18 points for Kewaskum
as all three recorded pins, the
two by Turowski and Buker in
the first period.

Krueger improved to a
team-best 12-1 after his pin.

Turowski just happens to
be in an are where the Indians
are strong, So it was nice to get
him into the lineup, according
to Aupperle, who said there
were some other key wins, es-
pecially the three at the begin-
ning of the meet, by Rob Mae-
rtz (119), Bo Seibel (125) and
Caleb Olla (130).

“That was a nice way to
start, with a pin, a pin and a
decision,” Aupperle said about
his team’s 15-0 lead, which
came because of the efforts
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of two freshmen and a sopho-
more.

“They're (Dutchmen)
young. They're solid in the
middle weights but otherwise,
they're young,” Aupperle said.

The KHS coach also
praised junior Nathan Seitz,
who made quick work of Brian
Baumgart at 140, pinning him
in 1:15. “Nathan wrestled real
well ... he had a freshman, but
he wrestled well,” Aupperle
said.

Jared Koftke was also solid,
shutting out Cody Klemme.

Kewaskum also got six
points on the pin by Cody Sei-
bel at 171. Seibel was one of
seven Indians to earn places
at the Marty Loy Tournament
on Dec. 15.

And did Aupperle antici-
pate his team would be per-
fect in dual meets at this point
in the season? “I knew these
young kids were solid, but you
didn’t know how they would
adapt to this (varsity wres-
tling). They’'ve just been solid!”
he said, admitting the date,
January 22 had been popping
up in his mind lately. That’s
the date the Indians take on
defending Eastern Wisconsin
Conference champion, She-
boygan Falls.

“It has worked out good,’
Aupperlesaidaboutthesched-
ule, fbting the Indians were
able to gain experience at the
beginning of the season and
then, “We get Campbellsport
(on Jan. 17) and a few days
later, we get Falls.”

Kewaskum has several
days off for Christmas, then
gets back in action on Dec.
28-29 at the On the Waters
Classic, which is held at the
Kolf Field House on the UW-
Oshkosh campus.
