Andrew has been significant­
ly involved in the family operation 
since he was 16, taking on a manage­
ment role in 1998. His wife, Nicole has 
been employed at the operation since 
2000.

"I’m so happy to see Andy and 
Nicki taking over the paper. Bill would 
be so proud of him. Ihey work very 
well together, a lot like Bill and I did. 
I know they will continue to carry

journalism,” stated Publisher Emeri­
tus Marcie Harbeck.

Lana will continue her over 
40-year career in the newspaper, as 
editor of the newspaper, sharing that 
role with Andrew. Nicole will continue 
in her role as pagination editor where 
she has served since 2002 when The 
Statesman switched to an all-digital 
publishing format.

The most significant change dur­
ing Lana’s tenure as publisher was the 
change from Compugraphic typeset­
ting to Apple Computers which oc­
curred in the mid-1990’s. "That along 
with changing to an all digital pagina­
tion format, had to be the most chal­
lenging, and different change in my 
newspaper career, but throughout 
my career, I've always had very dedi­
cated employees who always did what 
needed to get done to print the paper," 
stated Lana.

Lana stated she was also pleased 
to have worked side-by-side with her 
parents and then later her two sisters

but later came into the business.
"Readers will not notice any 

changes in the paper at the present 
time. We're very excited about be­
ing able to carry on my family's long 
tradition in the newspaper business," 
stated Andrew Kuehl.

The current staff will stay the same 
with the exception of Sheri (Harbeck)

for Baldikowski as a sales representa­
tive.

Cheryl Kuehl, who started with 
the Harbecks in 1980, (when Andrew 
was bom) will continue to serve as an 
integral part of The Statesman's daily 
operation as advertising sales manag­
er. Carole (Harbeck) Timblin will con­
tinue as office assistant. Sports writing 
will continue with Judy Harlow and 
Nathan Kenworthy, while education 
reporting will continue from Amber 
Donath.

Hie Statesman continues to grow 
with over 3,400 subscribers. Ihe orga­
nization also has a number of niche 
publications such as Savvy Seniors 
and Ihe Kettle Moraine Visitor's 
Guide.

"One of the significant changes 
facing us is advancing into the digital 
publishing age. Nicole and I both real 
ize this change as our presence on the 
internet grows. We have plans already 
in place to begin offering a complete­
ly digital version of the paper on our 
website,” stated Andrew.

The Statesman's website receives 
an average of 150 hits per day, with 
the highest being almost 1,000 during 
a news event in 2006.

"It is my sincere hope this area will 
continue their support of our efforts 
to keep an independent newspaper 
in this community," concluded Lana 
Harbeck-Kuehl, adding, "ultimately, 
even through a fifth generation of our 
family."

Andrew and Nicole reside in 
Kewaskum with their two children, 
Hunter, 6 and Riley 1.

Charles E Krahn founded the 

Kewaskum Statesman on October 
5, 1895. George Schmidt purchased 
a one-half interest in the paper in 
April 1909 and became the sole 
owner in September 1910.

In 1917, Don Harbeck Bill’s fa­
ther, and Art Schaefer purchased 
the paper from Schmidt. Schafer 
died in 1932 and Don became the 
sole owner.

Upon Don’s death in 1954, Bill 
and Marcie purchased the opera­
tion and served as publishers un­
til selling to Lana. Marcie worked 
part-time for the paper until 2004, 
but continues to check-in the office 
weekly.

The Statesman Office was lo­
cated at 250 Main Street from 1935 
until 2004 when it moved to 355 
Main Street. It moved to its present 
location at 240 Main Street in 2006.

Tax filing season to begin late for those 
affected by AMT patch IRS says

MPTC instructors, students attend Fabtech 
International, AWS Welding Show

WASHINGTON- Ihe Internal 

Revenue Service has announced 

that the upcoming tax season 

is expected to start on time for 

everyone except certain taxpay­

ers potentially affected by late 
enactment of the Alternative 

Minimum Tax "patch.”

Following extensive work in 

recent weeks, the IRS expects 

to be able to begin process­

ing returns for the vast major­

ity of taxpayers in mid-January. 

However, as many as 13.5 mil­

lion taxpayers using five forms 

related to the Alternative Mini­

mum Tax (AMT) legislation will 

have to wait to file tax returns 

until the IRS completes the re­

programming of its systems for 

the new law.

The IRS has targeted Feb. 11, 

as the potential starting date for 

taxpayers to begin submitting 

the five AMT-related returns 

affected by the legislation. Ihe 

February date allows the IRS 

enough time to update and test 

its systems to accommodate the 

AMT changes without major 

disruptions to other operations 

related to the tax season.

Although as many as 13.5 

million taxpayers will not be 

able to file their returns until 

Feb. 11, the effect of the delay 

may be lessened by the fact that 

under previous filing patterns 

only between three to four mil­

lion taxpayers file returns with 

the five affected forms during 

these early weeks in the filing 

season.

Ihe February delay caused 
by the AMT patch will affect tax­

payers using these five forms:

• Form 8863, Education 

Credits.

• Form 5695, Residential 

Energy Credits.

• Form 1040A’s Schedule 

2, Child and Dependent Care 

Expenses for Form 1040A Fil­

ers.

• Form 8396, Mortgage 

Interest Credit.

• Form 8859, District of 

Columbia First-Time Home- 

buyer Credit.

While these five forms re­

quire significant additional re­

programming due to the AMT 

patch, the IRS has been able to 

reprogram its systems to begin 

processing seven other AMT- 

related forms, including Form 

6251, Alternative Minimum Tax 

- Individuals. Taxpayers filing 

these seven forms should not 

experience delays in filing, and 

the IRS expects to begin pro­

cessing those returns starting 

on Jan. 14.

Electronic returns involving 

those five forms will not be ac­

cepted until systems are updat­

ed in February; similarly, paper 

filers should wait to file as well. 

All other e-file and paper re­

turns will be accepted starting in 

January. The IRS urges affected 

taxpayers to file electronically 

in order to reduce wait times for 

their refunds. E-file with direct 

deposit gets refunds in as little 

as 10 days, while paper returns 

take four to six weeks.

In addition to filing electron­

ically, the IRS urges taxpayers to 

take simple steps to avoid prob­

lems:

• Taxpayers filing elec­

tronically should make sure 

to update their tax software in 

order to get the latest AMT up 

dates.

Kohl announces $1.3 million for Ice Age 
Trail included in 2008 Federal budget

WASHINGTON D.C. The

FY08 federal budget includes 

$1,378,160 for Wisconsin’s Ice 

Age National Scenic Trail to 

accelerate the pace of land ac­

quisition for the glacial foot­

path, U.S. Senator Herb Kohl 

announced. Kohl serves on the 

Senate Appropriations Com­

mittee and had identified the 

Ice Age Trail as a priority for 

funding.

The Ice Age National Scenic 

Trail is one of eight National 

Scenic Trails located through 

out the United States. Ihe trail 

winds through 31 Wisconsin 

counties, generally following the 

terminal moraine. When com­

plete, this 1,200 mile footpath 

will explore some of the world’s 

finest examples of glacial fea­

tures. Ihe protection, develop­

ment and management of the 

trail is dependent on its primary 

partners: the National Park Ser­

vice, Wisconsin Department of 

Natural Resources and Ice Age 

Park & Trail Foundation, Inc. 

Many local governments and 

private organizations have also 

contributed to the development 

of the trail.

The funding will stimulate 

more in state and local match­

ing funds and will provide land­

owners the option to preserve 

trail lands rather than selling for 

development.

The FY08 Interior Appropria­

tions bill, which includes the Ice

Age Trail funding, now goes to 

the President to be signed into 

law. The project amount re­

flects a 1.56% across-the-board 

Administration cut in funding.

• Taxpayers with $54,000 

or less in Adjusted Gross In­

come can use Free File to elec­

tronically file their returns 

for free. Free File will only be 

available by visiting the official 

IRS web site at IRS.gov. In all, 

90 million taxpayers qualify for 

this free service.

• Taxpayers who use tax 

software to print out paper cop­

ies of tax forms should make 

sure they update their software 

before printing out forms. Tax­

payers using paper forms can 

also visit IRS.gov to get updated 

copies of AMT forms.

The IRS has created a special 

section on IRS.gov to provide 

taxpayers with additional infor­

mation and copies of updated 

forms affected by the AMT. In 

recent days, the IRS has posted 

updated copies of all forms af­

fected by the late enactment of 

the AMT patch by Congress.

The IRS also reminds taxpay­

ers that printed tax packages, 

which will begin arriving in the 

mail around New Year’s, went to 

the printer in November before 

the AMT changes were enacted. 

The packages reflect the law in 

effect at the time of printing. 

Ihe tax packages include cau­

tionary language to taxpayers 

that late legislation was pend­

ing.

The IRS is also working close­

ly with tax professionals and the 

tax preparation software com­

munity to make sure they can 

help taxpayers with all of the 

latest developments on the en­

actment of the AMT patch and 

other tax changes.

Did you get bookmarks for 

Christmas?

You won t need them when you 

read "The Hearts of Horses” by 

Molly Glass. When a young girl 

decides to set out to make a life 

for herself during World War I, 

she lands in a small valley in Or­

egon where she finally learns to 

trust people and herself. This is 

a wonderful book for horse lov­

ers, western fans, and anybody 

who wants a book that will suck 

them in for good.

Mystery fans didn't get 

ignored this year. One of the 

finest whodunits 1 read was 

"Blonde Faith" by Walter Mos­

ley.

So the other day, you 

stopped for your newspaper, a 

donut, chips for lunch, and cof­

fee on your way to work. You 

were in a good mood - until you 

went to pay for your purchase.

The clerk was surly and your 

change was practically thrown 

at you. What the heck ever hap­

pened to customer service?

Author Alex Frankel knows. 

He spent a few months working 

in the front lines of several top 

businesses, and in his new book 

"Punching In" he talks about in­

terviewing, working, and what 

he learned as an employee.

From the time he started 

holding a job, Alex Frankel 

was always curious about how 

people make their livings. With 

wanderlust in his heart, Fran­

kel decided to mesh travel and 

work by applying for front-line 

positions at well-known busi­

nesses with good reputations. 

This book is about his experi­

ences as a (brief) employee for 

corporations that are instantly 

familiar to most North Ameri­

cans.

Starting with UPS, Frankel 

helped deliver packages one 

Christmas season. He couldn’t 

have chosen a better first job 

for his experiment: he loved it 

so much, he coveted UPS logo 

clothing that longer-term em­

ployees wore.

Although he considered 

staying after the holiday season 

ended, he moved on.

He applied for jobs at Whole 

Foods and the Container Store, 

but online applications weeded 

him out. He interviewed the 

maker of such tests, to find out 

why.

A two-week training pe­

riod at Enterprise Rent-a-Car 

launched Frankel's manage­

ment career there, but he wasn't 

tempted to stay. Long hours,

pushy sales practices, and un­

willingness to "buy in" to cor­

porate tenets made him happy 

to go.

But not as happy as he was 

to flee employment at Gap. His 

main job there seemed to be 

folding clothes, and he was ad­

mittedly bored to death. Fran­

kel had a stint at Starbucks and 

at an Apple Store, both of which 

he liked well enough. And then 

he went back to his first love 

- writing - to use his surrepti- 

tiously-kept notes for this fun 

book.

Did you ever wonder what 

it would be like to work for or 

own a huge company whose PR 

department gushes but whose 

employees might have a differ­

ent opinion? Author Alex Fran­

kel tells you in this part-expose, 

part-psychology, part-Gen-X 

story.

I liked Frankel's honesty 

when he examines his experi­

ences vis-k-vis what the corpo­

rations would like him to think. 

Some intriguing things, it seems, 

can be learned when one really 

gets “in the trenches" including 

things the CEOs might be horri­

fied to hear.

I didn’t like that Frankel 

seemed to have his mind made 

up about some companies be­

fore he even applied for work. 

He admits to a positive feeling 

toward UPS from the get-go, but 

I got the impression that he ap­

plied at Gap because he felt he 

needed to check out a major 

clothing store. Would his expe­

riences have been different at, 

say, Macy's or TJMaxx?

Still, if you wonder whether 

the grass is greener on the other 

side of the cubicle, this is a good 

book to read. "Punching In” is 

definitely worth (pay)checking 

out.

Locks the Key... Great fishing on 
Fox River navigation system

A nine-inch gill bends Jason Gaurkee’s light ice fishing rod 
on the Fox River lock system in Kaukauna. Underutilized 
by fishermen, the 17 locks from Lake Winnebago to the 
bay of Green Bay provide excellent fishing for both panfish 
and gamefish.

Secret spots in the mod­

ern world of Wisconsin fish­

ing, Jason Gaurkee knows, are 

arguably non-existent. Those 

places where an angler might 

regularly expect limits of big 

gamefish or pannies have dis­

appeared with more people 

and mass communication. 

Quality and quantity though, 

can still come together when 

a lack of knowledge in a prime 

location in the first place 

means too a lack of fishing 

pressure.

Gaurkee points to a man- 

made navigation system on the 

Fox River more than 150 years 

old, in the midst of a high pop­

ulace, at least as an underuti­

lized fishery. Another shack on 

this water in Kaukauna where 

we jigged for bluegills verified 

that others of course know the 

spots too. But big fish in good 

numbers with lots of room for 

the angler also is a fact on this 

historically significant system 

of locks and dams stretching 

from Lake Winnebago to the 

bay of Green Bay.

Two years before Wiscon­

sin was granted statehood in 

1848, according to internet re­

search that Gaurkee did prior 

to our trip December 18, the 

United States Congress grant­

ed the territory' land that was 

to be sold for SI.25 per acre 

with the proceeds funding an 

extensive river project that 

would move goods via river. 

After statehood was granted, 

the project was turned over 

to Wisconsin’s new Board of 

Public Works, and by 1853, 

500 men were hired to build 

the canal.

By 1857 the canal was 

completed and the Lower Fox 

River, from Lake Winnebago 

to Depere, filled with boat 

traffic. Gaurkee, who has been 

guiding, writing and filming 

outdoor television shows on 

Wisconsin waters for more 

than 10 years, said the Fox 

River drops 170 feet between 

Winnebago and Green Bay. 

In the places where the river 

dropped, however, rapids pre­

vented the boats from moving 

on without portage. Ihe canal 

with the design of the locks en-

15

abled a boat to be lowered to 

the next level and continue on 

without ever leaving the river. 

Ihe locks may again be reac­

tivated for boat travel. Right 

now though, the lock fishing 

is more than enough for the 

relatively few anglers who fish 

them.

"I love catching fish, but I 

really love catching big fish,” 

Gaurkee said, noting too that 

the river is one of the few sys­

tems in the world, like the 

Nile, that flows north to south. 

"This intrigues me. Today, 

there aren’t many secret spots. 

With the electronics and GPS, 

fishermen know where to 

catch fish. The cell phone is 

probably changing fishing 

more than anything else."

Gaurkee said that while 

the Fox is roaring and wide 

open, current-shy fish like 

bluegills, largemouth bass 

and even pike find these locks 

more to their liking. We drilled 

holes 60 yards above the lock 

itself in depths five to six feet 

with little current. The lock 

water is long and narrow with 

virtually no structure, he said. 

Like his Lake Michigan fish­

ing for steelhead or salmon, 

he uses "seawalls" extensively 

and often will set a tip-up right 

on the concrete wall here run­

ning the length of the water 

due to that lack of other struc­

ture. Ihe wooden lock wall 

running perpendicular to the 

concrete wail alsc serves as a 

corral for baitfish and a natu­

ral draw for predator fish.

"Just above the lock there’s 

adequate depth and a small 

amount of current,” he said. 

"This serves as a kind of fish 

sanctuary with warmer water 

and food sources. Shad need 

warmer water to exist. That’s 

why you see major die-offs of 

shad in October and Novem­

ber when the water tempera­

ture drops. But for those no­

madic fish like whitebass and 

shad, this is basically a death 

sentence. They get pushed up 

against the wooden locks by 

the gamefish with no place to 

go. On the top side of the dams 

there is deep lake-like water 

and the fish back up there. 

This channel runs right to that 

tail race and the fish then can 

get up here.”

Ihe abundance of bait- 

fish means big sport fish too. 

He said a rumor that he finds 

credible is that a 52 inch pike 

was taken and released on a 

Fox River lock, which would 

probably make that fish as

large a pike as ever taken in 

Wisconsin. A 40-inch north­

ern, he said, is a legitimate 

possibility “any time out.” 

Larger walleyes, he believes, 

stay down in the river current 

but excellent walleye fishing is 

available both jigging and with 

tip-ups up on the locks. He 

regularly catches the coveted 

10-inch gill, and although the 

crappie average this season is 

just nine or 10 inches, they’re 

here in numbers.

We targeted bluegills. He 

said that the bigger gills were 

turning on near the noon 

hour in the bright sunshine, 

lhat is exactly what we found 

working tiny jigs tipped with 

wax worms. Small gills at 

mid-morning turned to eight 

and nine inch fish just before 

noon.

"This water is stained,’ he 

said. "Try using a glow in the 

dark jig. But the fish are here, 

they have the forage and they 

aren’t pressured by fisher­

men. And there are somevery 

big fish in here.”

Young Indian wrestlers 
coming of age

It is becoming increasing­
ly obvious that the Kevvaskum 
High wrestling team has the 
talent and drive to do well in 
the major tournaments in the 
state, and that several of the 
Indians, especially junior P.). 
Krueger, could do something 
special when the state tourna­
ment rolls around in Febru­
ary.

Kewaskum finished 12th 
in the annual On the Waters 
Classic at UW-Oshkosh’s Kolf 
Field House, with Krueger 
advancing all the way to the 
finals at 215 pounds before 
falling to Division 1 standout, 
Mike Taylor of Ashwaubenon.

The Seibel brothers Cody 
(sixth at 171) and Bo (eighth 
at 125) also placed along 
with freshman Robbie Mae- 
rtz (eighth at 119), and sev­
eral others won two or more 
matches.

"We slid a little after the 
second or third round,” KHS 
coach Dennis Aupperle said 
after the grueling two-day 
competition which concluded 
Saturday. "Overall they wres­
tled well. It was a good experi­
ence for them.”

Ashwaubenon was the 
class of the event, scoring a 
whopping 380 points, with 
SPASH (Stevens Point Area Se­
nior High) giving the Jaguars 
plenty of competition before 
settling for second place with 
360 points.

These were the only 
two schools to eclipse the 
300-point mark. Mosinee was 
a distance third with 225.

Kewaskum's point total 
reached 165.0, which was just 
9.5 points from a top-10 fin­
ish.

Krueger, who improved to 
a glossy 18-2 record, started 
off with a bye and then re­
corded a pin in 3:15 over Matt 
Spranger of Menasha in the 
second round. Next he deci- 
sioned Aaron Walsh of New 
Berlin West by a score of 9-3, 
and he had no trouble in the 
quarterfinals, pinning Lee 
Bartlet of Oshkosh North in 
2:23.

In the semifinals, Krue­
ger had another pin, this one 
in 5:58 over SPASH’s Nick 
Winch.

That win set up a rematch 
of the Marty Loy finals be­
tween Krueger and Taylor, 
who is currently the top-rated 
215-pounder in Division 1 in 
the state. Taylor edged Krue­
ger 2-0 in their first meeting, 
and he pretty much dominat­
ed this one, winning by a 10-0 
major decision.

"P.J. wrestled well. 
He ran into the same kid

(Taylor),"Aupperle said, "lhat 
kid’s got a free ride to Wiscon­
sin to play football."

The KHS coach said Krue­
ger got taken down and to his 
back in the first period. "P.J. 
never really got into any kind 
of flow. Ihe kid was in con- 
trol.’’

Cody Seibel wrestled eight 
times in the two days, starting 
with a bye and a 3:27 pin be­
fore losing a 4-2 decision to 
Milwaukee Custer’s R’Mandel 
Cameron that sent him into 
the loser’s bracket where he 
won four matches in a row by 
a 10-2 major decision, a pin in 
2:44, a 6-0 shutout and a 15-9 
decision over Andre Hall of 
Wausau East.

A close 3-1 loss to T.J. Kin- 
jerski of Mishicot kept Cody 
Seibel from a chance at third 
or fourth place, then he lost 
another toughie, a 5-3 deci­
sion to Cameron.

"In that last match for 
fifth, he got taken down to his 
back,” giving up five points, 
but, "In the second period he 
came back and got a cradle for 
three points.”

For a freshman, Maertz, 
now 15-7, had an excellent 
tournament, winning his first 
three matches, with a 1:03 pin, 
a 7-3 decision and a 5-3 over­
time effort over Trevor Hintz 
of Wautoma, who had beaten 
him two weeks ago in the 
Marty Loy competition.

Maertz’s first loss was a 
10-3 decision to Matt Bruley.
