Village approves contract with 
municipal financial planner

KEWASKUM- Village trustees 
approved a contract with Brookfield 
based Ehlers & Associates Inc. to han­
dle the village’s financial planning at 
their January 7 meeting. Ehlers will 
now begin on putting together a Fi­
nancial Management Plan and take 
over performing an impact fee study 
that was being started by the village's 
engineering firm. The firm will also 
serve as general finance advisors.

James Mann of Ehlers presented 
a financial services plan at the Vil­
lage Board Meeting on December 
10. He explained his company is an 
independent public finance firm that 
works solely for municipalities.

Mann assured the village they 
would receive two planners, himself, 
and the company's senior vice presi­
dent, David Wagner. Ehlers also rep­
resents the villages of lackson, Slinger, 
Newburg and the city of West Bend.

When assisting the village with secur­
ing financing, Ehlers will be compen­
sated on a fee schedule that is based 
on the amount being borrowed. The 
fee will never be below $7,500 and 
starts at $17.81 per $1,000 for the first 
$500,000 and ranges on the low side 
to $1.15 per $1,000 when borrowing 
reaches an excess of $10,000,000. Ihe 
village also reserves the right to reject 
any proposal brought before them.

When Ehlers is tasked with two 
bonds, the village will receive a dis­
count of 25 percent.

Ehlers will also begin to work with 
village staff on financial planning. 
This includes a five-year capital out­
lay plan for the general fund. Once 
preliminary information is prepared 
they will then conduct four work­
shops with the village board setting 
overall operational and capital goals 
and implement policies for maintain­
ing or improving the village's financial 
position.

For their financial planning guid­

ance Ehlers will be paid $6,000. Once 
the plan is implemented, the village 
may consult with them as needed at a 
rate between $175-$225 per hour.

The village will remove itself from 
a contract with their primary engi­
neering firm Ruekert-Mielke, on two 
impact fee studies. Village Admin­
istrator Jay Shambeau reported that 
there will not be any significant cost 
savings to the village compared with 
Ruekert-Mielke's financial division. 
“The Village Board saw benefit in hav­
ing the impact fee studies be complet­
ed by the same firm that will assist us 
with our entire financial picture," he 
explained.

It is unknown when Ehlers would 
begin studies on the current park im­
pact fee and sewer impact fee. For 
their work on the impact fee studies 
Ehlers will receive $8,000 for the first 
and $1,000 for the second study.

Ihe village implemented park and 
sewer impact fees in 2004 and a water 
impact fee in July of 2006.

Accidents cause more 

deaths to individuals between 

the ages of 15 and 24 than all 

other causes combined.

The course must be 24 hours to 

comply with federal and state 

requirements.

Federal law requires that 

youth under the age of 16 must 

be certified before being hired 

to work with tractors and trac­

tor machinery. Effective May 1, 

1996, state law mandated that 

no person may direct or per­

mit a youth under 16 years of 

age to operate a farm tractor or 

self-propelled implement on 

a public road unless the youth 

has been certified as success­

fully completing a tractor and 

machinery certification course.

Prior to the law, only youth 

14 and 15 years of age who op­

erated tractors and equipment 

on a farm not owned by their 

parent or guardian were re­

quired to complete the safety 

course. Youth who drive a trac­

tor for their parents may still do 

so without the formal training 

program as long as they do not 

operate the tractor on a public 

road. The law also does not ap­

ply to situations where a youth is 

driving a tracor and implement 

directly across (perpendiculat 

to) a public road.

If you intend to hire any 

youth on your farm, make sure 

that they enroll in this course 

for your protection as well as 

theirs. There are penalties for 

not complying with the law. 

Also, some insurance compa­

nies have indicated, technically, 

they can’t cover an accident to 

an untrained youth.

Protect your child or the 

young person who works for 

you; enroll them in the Farm 

Tractor Safety course. State 

law mandates youth registered 

for the course must be the 

minimum age of 12 by the first 

session of the Tractor Safety 

Course. Ihe cost of the course 

is $40 per student and limited to 

the first 25 paid participants. To 

register, call the UW-Extension 

Office at 262-335-4477, toil free 

at 1-800-616-0446, ext.

Developing effective study 

habits are essential for a child’s 

academic success. Typically, 

children who have good study 

skills are likely to perform bet­

ter in the classroom. Students 

with weak study skills can be­

come frustrated, waste time 

and often receive low grades. 

By focusing on key areas, such 

as time management, organi­

zation, effective note-taking 

and test-taking strategies, stu­

dents can see improvements 

in all aspects of their school- 

work.

Try the following tips to 

help improve your child’s 

study habits:

Manage time. Students 

lead busy lives. It’s never 

too early to learn how to use 

their time wisely. Teach your 

child to break complex activi­

ties and projects into smaller 

tasks. Then, establish a time­

frame for completion.

Emphasize organization. 

For some students, having 

color-coded binders for each 

subject helps them stay on 

track throughout the school 

year. Keeping class materials 

organized helps test prepara­

tion, so work with your child 

to determine the best method 

for him.

Keep a schedule. Your 

child should keep a sched­

ule of all classes, assignments 

and key dates, such as proj­

ect deadlines and test dates.

Being well prepared for 

a quiz or test helps reduce 

the student’s anxiety on exam 

day. Build confidence and tell 

students to avoid cramming 

the evening before an exam by 

reviewing test material in the 

three weeks leading up to the 

test.

The next time you hold 

something old - an antique, an 

heirloom, an artifact - imag­

ine the stories it could tell if it 

could talk.

Someone bought that item 

new, or made it for a beloved. 

Maybe it was carried across 

continents or states, tucked 

in a backpack or spirited be­

neath petticoats. No matter 

where the thing was or where 

it came from, it takes some se­

rious sleuthing to find out the 

story of that which you hold in 

your hand.

Hannah Heath is a detec­

tive of sorts, specializing in an­

tique books. In "People of the 

Book" by Geraldine Brooks, an 

old manuscript tells Hannah a 

story, and it’s not just the one 

printed on the pages.

It was the first illustrated 

manuscript discovered, and 

it rocked the antiquities world 

when it was found. Because 

Jewish belief forbade lush 

drawings in prayer books, the 

so-called Sarajevo haggadah, 

created in medieval Spain 

with vivid colors and detailed 

drawings, was rare and pre­

cious beyond description. It 

was the jewel of Bosnia, re­

cently saved from the ravages 

of war. Ihe U.N. asked rare 

book expert Hannah Heath to 

examine the ancient tome and 

to ensure that it deteriorates 

no further.

Carefully aware that poli­

tics are at the heart of this 

career-making assignment, 

Hannah questions why she 

was chosen. Surely her for­

mer mentor, Werner Heinrich, 

would have wanted to hold the 

haggadah in his hands. Amitai 

Yomtov, one of the most bril­

liant men in the field, would 

have leaped at the chance to 

examine it. Even the hagga- 

dah’s kustos, Ozren Karaman, 

was a more obvious choice.

But the U.N. wants Han­

nah, so she carefully unwraps 

the haggadah and finds a 

mystery. A small fragment of 

insect wing is imbedded in the 

book’s folds. There's a trace 

of salt. A stain (wine?) mars a 

page corner. Holes were made 

for clasps, but clasps are miss­

ing. And curiously, an ebony­

skinned woman is depicted in 

the illustrations, which defies 

what's known about culture at 

the time the book was made.

Meant for seder, the 

haggadah holds more than 

prayers. If the book could talk, 

it would tell stories of war and 

persecution, sickness, brav­

ery, and love. With her own 

personal problems distracting 

her, will Hannah listen?

" People of the Book’’ starts 

out slow; so slow, that I wasn’t 

sure I could make it through 

almost 400 pages. There’s a 

lot of set-up to make the story 

work, and not much happens 

for the first couple segments. 

In the end, I was glad I stuck it 

out.

With time-framing remi­

niscent of “Pulp Fiction” some 

factual history, the existence 

of a real book, and a fictional 

character who is increasingly 

easy to like, Pulitzer Prize-win-

Inspired by unsatisfactory hooking percentages, development of the new tip-up began 
as a family affair 20 years ago on the ice of Wisconsin. Steve, Ben, and Tom Scherg are 
shown on White Lake in Waupaca County with the finished product that according to sta­
tistics kept by the family successfully sets the hook more than 80 percent of the time.

Necessity they say, is the 
mother of invention. For one 
Wisconsin family of hardwa- 

ter enthusiasts, pulling just 
two fish through the ice after 
running to 22 flags tripped by 

strikes served as the catalyst to 
search for a more efficient tip- 
up design. Although a need 

for change inspired the Scherg 
family's quest for innovation, 

the birth of the actual market- 

ready product was a journey 

of two decades.
The Hook-Set Tip-Up ul­

timately developed by Ben 
Scherg of Waupaca and cur- 
rendy carried for the first 
time this year in major out­

door monster stores including 

Gander Mountain, Cabela’s, 

Scheel's, Sportsmen's Ware­
house and Pamida drastically 
increases the percentages of 

successfully hooked fish and 
promotes safe release, accord­

ing to the maker.
"I was 10 years old fishing 

in Townsend where we have 

property with dad (Steve) and 
my brothers Tom and Chris,” 
Ben Scherg said. "We had 22 

flags but caught only two pike. 
The minnows were scarred 
but the fish were hitting them 
and dropping them. You ei­
ther had to be right next to the 
tip-up or somehow have the 
tip-up set the hook for you. We 
came into the cabin and went 

into different rooms to try and 
come up with a new idea for a 

tip-up. But we couldn't come 
up with anything that you

wouldn't need an engineering 
degree to use.”

Ten years later, in 1996, 

Ben Scherg was on the ice of 

Lake Mendota tip-up fishing 
while a student at UW-Mad- 

ison when he had an "ahah!” 

moment of inspiration. Soon 
after, he had developed a 

first prototype that utilized a 

spring-set design under the 
ice that would set the hook 

automatically with the strike. 
Over the next 11 years, the de­

sign evolved until the spring 

was set above the ice on a tip- 

up to vasdy improve hooking 
percentages.

He received a patent for 
the design six years ago. After 
ongoing revisions, today the 

Hook-Set Tip-Up is machined 

produced from polished stain­
less steel to exact specifica­
tions. Three different settings 

that control the force needed 

to trip the strike allow the an­
gler to target any large, hard- 
striking game fish including 
pike, salmon, walleye, trout 
and bass. He does not recom­

mend the tip-up for panfish 

but has caught fish as small 
as nine inches on his product. 
Price tags range from $37.99 
to $39.99.

"There are 20 different 
types of tip-ups on the market 

but they are all fundamen­
tally the same,” he said. The 
fish pulls on the line, the flag 

goes up, the rest is up to you. 
This tip-up has a spring load­

ed hook-setting mechanism.

When the fish bites, the tip-up 
reacts immediately and set the 
hook firmly into the mouth of 
the fish.”

Scherg keeps detailed re­

cords of strikes-to-successful- 

landing percentages. He said 

that success rates of his tip-up 
while used within his fam­

ily and by several Wisconsin 
guides and other fishermen 

are at 82 percent. He person­

ally is at 13 fish landed from 
16 flags this year. His personal 

experience with more estab­

lished tip-ups on the market 

and from tracking other an­
glers using other models is 

that success rates are normal­
ly between 30 and 50 percent.

"One guide using this tip- 

up has yet to get a strtke and 

not pull a fish through the 

hole," he said. "This year other 
fishermen fishing near me us­

ing different tip-up designs are 
15 for 37. This is already prov­

en to be twice as productive as 

other designs. We have a five 
minute video on our website 

filmed above and below the 

ice that shows how it works as 
we catch a northern."

A significant additional 
benefit of the tip-up, he said, 
is that fish are easily released 
after being caught, lhe fish he 
said, are never gill, gullet or 

throat hooked and he has per­
sonally never caught a fish on 
the tip-up that was not hooked 

in the corner of the mouth.
" lhe fish are released to 

bite and fight another day,” he

said. "This is also fantastic for 

kids. It takes the guesswork 

out of a strike. When the flag 

goes up, the fish is hooked."
Scherg said that having the 

product finally on the market 

has proven to be both exciting 

and perplexing. lhe latter he 

said, stems for example, from 

a potential consumer stand­

ing next to the product in a 
sporting good store with a cell 

phone in hand.

"Someone may call me 
and say, ‘I'm standing here 

by your tip-up and it’s not go­

ing to work," he said. "They 

look for reasons to go against 
something that is challenging 
products that have been on 

the market for 100 years. But 

catching twice as many fish 

makes up for a little different 
operation. This tip-up throws 
conventional wisdom out the 
window.”

In Scherg's opinion, the 
public is willing to accept 

"mediocrity” if a product is 

long established. Those same

anglers, he said, would imme­
diately reject his new tip-ups 

if the hooking percentages 

equaled those of other prod­

ucts on the market. A shop­

ping angler might try to trigger 

the flag in the store by pulling 

lightly when one swish of the 
fish’s tail, "almost flawlessly” 

sets the hook and trips the 

flag on the ice as seen in the 

website video. Or, an angler 
may complain that the tip-up 

is difficult to spool with line, 

although the inventor calls it 
different but easy.

You can’t put it next to and 
compare it with other tip-ups,” 

he said. "People are willing to 

accept mediocrity. We weren't 
willing to accept mediocrity so 

we came up with something 

better. This works, and the 

proof is in the pudding.”
