It was a great day in the 42-year 
history of Kewaskum High wrestling!

On Saturday at Milwaukee Lu­
theran High School, the Indians won 
the Division 2 Sectional Tournament 
and qualified five young men, Jared 
Koffke, Bo Seibel, Cody Seibel, Matt 
Buker and P.J. Krueger, for the WIAA 
State Individual Wrestling Tourna­
ment that got under way today (Thurs­
day) at the Kohl Center in Madison.

The disappointment of being 
beaten by Pewaukee in the first round 
of the Team Sectional was erased as 
Kewaskum scored 89 points to out- 
score Eastern Wisconsin Conference 
champion Sheboygan Falls (79.5) by 
9.5 points and that same Pewaukee 
team that settled for third place with 
69 points.

Koffke and the Seibels were sec­
tional champions, while Buker and 
Krueger placed second in the compe­
tition. Even those who did not qualify 
— wresders who finished first through 
third in Division 2 advance — turned 
in excellent performances, making 
coach Dennis Aupperle extremely 
proud of all of them.

’"Ihese nine guys did a great job 
as a group, gening five to state," Aup­
perle said. "They came out and went

after people."
The Seibels made KHS history by 

becoming the first two brothers to 
compete in the same state tourna­
ment. Bo Seibel captured the title at 
125 pounds and barely worked up a 
sweat in doing so, pinning all three of 
his opponents in a combined time of 
nine minutes and 26 seconds (9:26).

The talented freshmen put Nate 
Robbins’ (of Ripon) shoulders to the 
mat in a quick :33.

In the semifinals, Dustin Geiger 
of Chilton lasted 5:38 against Seibel, 
who finished off the day in grand style, 
with a pin in 3:15 over Brady Gaab of 
Berlin.

With these three wins, Seibel is 
31-11.

“Bo dominated everyone. He was 
in control the whole time,” Aupperle 
said.

Cody Seibel was also focused on 
the task at hand, qualifying for state at 
171 pounds. He also looked impres­
sive, starting off with a pin in 1:24 over 
Zach Groeschel of Chilton, who came 
in with a record of 8-4.

In the semis, Seibel needed just 
27 seconds to end his match with 
Spenser Hicks of Winnebago Lu­
theran Academy, and Seibel won by 
default in the finals over Sheboygan 
Falls’ Alec Schielke.

"Hicks is ranked," Aupperle said, 

reporting Cody "locked him up and 
stuck him.”

It was no surprise to Aupperle that 
Koffke finished first at 103. After the 
EWC Tournament, he said Koffke was 
keeping himself in good position and 
wrestling very aggressively, and that is 
exactly how the scenario played out.

After winning the EWC title and 
the regional crown, he added the sec­
tional win to his resume, finishing up 
with a pin over Praveen Bhat of Pe­
waukee in 2:08.

Koffke’s other two wins were also 
convincing. In the opening round, he 
pinned Nick Soda of Omro in 1:45 and 
followed that up with a 10-2 major 
decision over Catholic Memorial’s Ty 
Parrent.

lawsuit

KEWASKUM- The village has 
found itself in the middle of a fed­
eral lawsuit over a 1983 village ordi­
nance. Administrator lay Shambeau 
confirmed that the village was served 
with court documents on Monday, 
February 11.

Shambeau stated the matter has 
been handed over to the village’s in­
surance carrier, who in turn has hired 
legal counsel to represent the village. 
He also added he was obligated to de­
fer all comments to the attorney who 
is handling the case.

Attorneys with the Alliance De­
fense Fund filed the lawsuit in fed­
eral court on Friday, February 8. They 
state they wish to strike down the 
ordinance that "severely restricts the 
constitutional right to free speech and 
religious freedom."

"Our client simply wanted to qui­
etly leave religious literature on door 
handles of city residents without 
bothering anyone, yet the city denied 
him even this most basic exercise of 
his constimtional right to free speech," 
said ADF Senior Counsel Nate Kel- 
lum.

The complaint states that on April 
25, 2007, Michael Foht went to two 
neighborhoods in the village to place 
flyers sharing his Christian beliefs on 
door handles of residences. After re­
ceiving a complaint from one of the 
residents, a Kewaskum police officer 
informed Foht that a local ordinance 
prohibited him from distributing the 
information.

After an initial warning, Foht went 
to another neighborhood, the officer 
found him continuing to distribute 
flyers and informed him that he could 
be fined $ 172 every time he was found

KEWASKUM- The
Kew'askum School District is 
in the third year of their text­
book replacement cycle that 
is being funded by money 
from a 2004 referendum. The 
district has reported spending 
$259,866 in this budget cycle 
on textbooks and staff train­
ing.

District Business Man­
ager Paul Reichert, expected 
the district to spend another 
$182,663 before the end of this 
budget cycle. If it is not spent 
it will be carried over to the 
next budget.

This year the plan called 
for the replacement of all K-12 
Social Studies textbooks and 
high school Agriculture text­
books. Technology education 
textbooks for graphics, weld­
ing, computer aid and ma­
chine tech are also being re­
placed.

The accelerated replace­
ment cycle is set to end with 
the 2009-2010 school year. 
Reichert assures that once 
the district reaches that point,

there is a plan in place to keep 
up a more timely replacement 
schedule for textbooks.

Reichert stated before 
the referendum, many books 
were being replaced on an 
11-15 year cycle. The cycle 
being planned after the refer­
endum monies are exhausted 
will not be quite as intensive 
as what is being followed now 
but the district does not want 
to fall back into their former 
practice.

Typically in the past the 
district budgeted around 
$60,000 annually for text­
books. Because they are now 
using referendum funds,

Sec. 58-41. Handbills, 
distribution and posting of
(a) Distribution. No per­

son shall distribute any printed 
matter or literature on public 
or private property or place the 
same on motor vehicles.

(b) Posting. No person 
shall post any printed matter or 
literature on public or private 
property without the consent of 
the owner thereof. Any printed 
material posted to advocate the 
candidacy of any person for 
public office or to influence the 
vote on any referendum propo­
sition shall be removed within 
30 days of the election. The 
person posting or causing to be 
posted any such materials shall 
be responsible for its removal.

(c) Exceptions. This sec­
tion shall not apply to the distri­
bution of handbills to persons 
w illing to accept such handbills, 
nor to the delivery of the United 
States mail, telegrams, messen­
ger services and the delivery of 
newspapers on regular newspa­
per routes.

Sayers: My Life and Times
By Gale Sayen with Fred Mitchell 
Triumph Books, $24.95 234 pages

Finger Food in a Flash

“Bereft" and "lost” are two 

words that describe you these 

days.

You find yourself lisdessly 

flipping through TV channels, 

click-click-clicking in the hopes 

that somebody’s doing pigskin 

prognostication for a new sea­

son almost half a year away. 

You page through the newspa­

per, looking for some gossip, 

a score, a small story, even a 

picture of your favorite player - 

anything.

Please.

lust make it football relat­

ed.

Football season is over 

and life without it is tough. So 

buck up and grab "Sayers: My 

Life and Times" by Gale Sayers 

with Fred Mitchell (foreword by 

Dick Butkus). Football season 

is done, but legendary players 

and their stories go on forever.

It’s hard to believe that Gale 

Sayers played only 68 pro foot­

ball games. Sayers smashed 

record after record (even after 

he smashed his knee in a game 

against the 49ers) and was the 

youngest player ever inducted 

into the Pro Football Hall of 

Fame. He retired from the game 

nearly 40 years ago. His jersey 

number, 40, was retired in 1994. 

Sayers is proud of his NFL ca­

reer and the friends he made 

while he played but he says that, 

to him, football was just a game. 

His life and accomplishments 

off the field mean just as much 

to him as do his football feats.

In this book, he writes brief­

ly about his childhood, in the 

"Toe" and at length about his 

athletic prowess in high school 

which gained the attention of 

several colleges. Sayers says 

he's thankful for his education 

from Kansas University, and

for the opportunities he had to 

hone his skills. He was honored 

to wear a Bears jersey.

He remembers his friend­

ship with former teammates 

and college chums, including 

the late Brian Piccolo. Sayers 

recalls Piccolo's sense of humor, 

common sense, and courage, 

and he recounts how the movie 

inspired by their friendship was 

cast and filmed.

But while Sayers is nostal­

gic about the way football used 

to be, he's harsh when writing 

about today’s players. He takes 

current players to task for their 

end-zone shenanigans, com­

plaining about their lack of de­

corum following a touchdown. 

He opines that they make too 

much money (Sayers says he 

made just $275,000 in his 7-year 

NFL career), and he expresses 

concern over the way the league 

has treated former NFL players 

from the early years.

Nothing pleases a foot­

ball fan more than talking The 

Game over a cold one, and if 

you stop at the fridge just before 

you pick up this book, you'll get 

the same feeling. "Sayers: My 

Life and Times" is almost 100% 

pure football, loaded with stats 

and names and game memories 

that are paradise for a passion­

ate pigskin patron. Be aware - if 

you’re looking for warm-fuzzy 

personal, non-game memo­

ries, they're in here but they're 

sparse. Another "Brian's Song" 

this ain't.

Still, ifyou rememberSayers 

racing down the field, if you’re 

a Bears fan from way back, or if 

you’re just aimless and totally 

lost from Football Deprivation, 

then grab this book. "Sayers: My 

Life and Times" is a big score for 

you.

Continuous CRP - a soil saving 
bargain for corn-soybean growers

Farmers making their 

planting plans should not over­

look an opportunity to kill two 

birds with one stone, advises 

the U.S. Department of Agricul­

ture. High grain prices are en­

couraging Wisconsin farmers to 

plant more com and soybeans. 

However, the down side is the 

risk of more soil erosion plus 

the risk of getting out of com­

pliance for USDA programs. 

A good solution for these two 

problems is the Continuous 

Conservation Reserve Program 

(CRP), according to two USDA 

agencies, the Natural Resources 

Conservation Service and the 

Farm Service Agency.

"Continuous CRP is a great 

option for farmers who may 

be increasing their cash grain 

acres, on land coming out of 

sod, or for any field needing 

some erosion control,” says 

Adam Dowling, District Con­

servationist for the USDA Nat­

ural Resources Conservation 

Service.

The Continuous CRP is 

similar to the general CRP in 

that it offers annual rental pay­

ments and cost sharing, but is 

designed for the small sensi­

tive areas needing erosion con­

trol. Practices like grassed wa­

terways and buffers that have 

huge erosion control benefits 

but are small in acreage can be 

cost-shared through continu­

ous CRP. And, the USDA en­

courages farmers to enroll now, 

before March 15, when the cur­

rent Farm Bill expires.

"With the new Farm Bill be­

ing debated in Congress, no one

can be sure what changes we 

may see,” says Randy Kunsman, 

County Executive Director for 

the USDA Farm Service Agen­

cy. "The program is open now 

and we can enroll any eligible 

acreage," Kunsman says. "We 

hope that Continuous CRP will 

carry on in the new farm bill, 

but there is no guarantee."

Continuous CRP was de­

veloped to protect areas of 

fields that are susceptible to 

soil erosion and to provide a 

sediment filter around water 

sources near crop fields. Farm­

ers with eligible land may agree 

to protect the areas for 10 to 15 

years by installing grass water­

ways, filter strips, riparian buf­

fers, field windbreaks, contour 

grass strips and shallow water 

areas for wildlife.

As an incentive to partici­

pate in Continuous CRP, land­

owners receive annual rental 

payments for land taken out 

of production and for mainte­

nance of the conservation prac­

tices. With most practices, land­

owners receive up to 50 percent 

cost share for installation and 

an additional 40 percent of in­

stallation costs as an incentive 

payment. And with some prac­

tices, landowners receive one­

time up front signing incentive 

payments of $100 per acre.

Dowling points out how 

easy it is to enroll in CCRP. "In 

continuous CRP, if your land is 

eligible, you’re in.” says Dowl­

ing.

Stay Safe, Stay in Conserva­

tion Compliance - In order to 

remain eligible for USDA pro­

grams, farmers still need to use 

conservation systems on highly 

erodible fields. Farmers also 

need to control "ephemeral” or 

gully erosion in order to main­

tain program eligibility, includ­

ing Disaster Assistance and 

Farm Loans. Ephemeral ero­

sion refers to the channels and 

gullies, from a few inches up to 

several feet wide, that form in 

tilled fields after rains.

All acreage enrolled in CRP 

requires maintenance, for ex­

ample mowing weeds, brush 

control or invasive species man­

agement. In addition, some 

contracts will include required 

management at the mid-point 

of the contract, which may in­

volve disking or herbicides and 

re-seeding.

Sign Up at USDA Service 

Centers - Landowners inter­

ested in the program should 

contact the USDA Service Cen­

ter at 920-923-3033 ext. 2 to see 

if they have land that is eligible. 

Landowners have no obligation 

to participate until the final 

contracts are signed.

"The Continuous Conser­

vation Reserve Program pro­

vides an excellent opportunity 

for farmers to take care of the 

troublesome areas, and also 

lock in some income from those 

small areas for 10 to 15 years," 

Kunsman says. "Conservation 

practices installed on erodible 

and sensitive areas can cut soil 

erosion, keep sediment out of 

the water, and help keep farm­

ers in compliance for USDA 

program benefits.”

Grant funding for 2008 is 

available to independent pro­

ducers, farmer or ranch coop­

eratives, agricultural producer 

groups and majority-owned

producer-based business ven­

tures. Funds can be used for 

determining the viability of a 

potential value-added venture 

or for working capital funds. A 

maximum of $100,000 is avail­

able for a planning grant, while 

a maximum of $300,000 is avail­

able for working capital grants. 

The approximate total funding 

is $18.4 million and the approx­

imate number of awards is 130.

Last year, 162 recipients 

from 42 states received $22.6 

million to implement innova­

tive projects, including 15 from 

Wisconsin totaling $3.3 mil­

lion.

Wisconsin agricultural 

groups and producers use 

VAPG funds for a variety of

projects, including new venture 

start-up costs, feasibility stud­

ies to develop new products, 

expand product lines and grow 

brand marketing.

Ibere were some lines 

in two or three e-mails that 

I found extremely irritating. 

Let me share a couple with 

you. One who took strong ex­

ception to what I said about 

sound science and my com­

ments on the use of rBST in 

the dairy industry said "Well, 

dairy farmers are greedy. They 

want to produce more milk to 

make more money and don’t 

care about the health of their 

cows or us consumers.." This 

same person then went on to 

say "Crop farmers and all live­

stock farmers are greedy. They 

use this technology without 

any consideration of consum­

ers, so they can make more 

money.”

I do agree on one point; 

in a capitalist system most of 

us do have a goal of putting 

more money in the bank and 

for many, including farmers 

and ranchers, that is a daily 

struggle. But greed and a lack 

of caring for the well-being of 

people and animals are two 

criticisms I will not accept. Let 

me share some of my thoughts 

on the people who put food on 

my table, clothes on my back, 

a roof over my head and now, 

fuel in my gas tank.

First of all, less than 2% of

our population does just that 

for the rest of us in this coun­

try, so the other 98% of us are 

free to pursue other careers 

and activities because we 

don't have to worry about our 

food supply. Secondly, when 

farmers make money, they 

spend it. All you need to do 

is look at that recent quarterly 

earnings report from Deere 

& Company, a 55% increase 

in profit because they sold 

more farm equipment. When 

farmers and ranchers make 

money, they put it right back 

into the economy, providing 

jobs for the people who make 

those machines and the many 

others who provide services to 

agriculture.

Finally, farmers are the 

nation’s top conservationists 

and environmentalists. In a 

profession where there is no 

such thing as an eight-hour 

work day, they work hard to 

preserve and improve the 

land, to make it productive for 

the generations to come, and 

we need to recognize them for 

that effort.

Greedy?...NO! Conscien­

tious, hard working, taking 

pride in what they do....YES! 

So I will not accept that kind 

of criticism from people who 

disagree.

Snow Bird.... Wisconsin winter 
challenges turkey flock

In the past two weeks, suc­
cessful applicants drawing a 
permit through a state lottery 
system for the Wisconsin spring 
turkey season were notified 
by the Department of Natural 
resources (DNR). Hunters ap­
plied for their choice of six split 
seasons beginning April 16 
and concluding May 25th in 46 
zones statewide with an addi­
tional nine state park zones and 
six state park zones specifically 
for disabled hunters.

On March 28, an additional 
56,275 permits not yet issued 
via applicant lottery will go on 
sale via internet and over-the 
counter and push the number 
of participating hunters to ap­
proximately 213,000. If even 
close to last year’s record setting 
harvest, more than 50,000 gob­
blers or juvenile "jakes" will be 
registered with a hunter success 
rate probably hovering around 
25 percent.

The wild turkey is a hardy 
bird. In just over three decades, 
the turkey, with significant as­
sistance from strategic state 
capture and release efforts, has 
naturally migrated and expand­
ed from an original 352 birds in 
the southwest region of the state 
to population levels allowing 
hunting seasons in every coun­
ty of Wisconsin. The migration 
surpasses even expert wildlife 
predictions, where winters in 
snowbelt country and extreme 
cold in the northland was origi­
nally believed to be too harsh 
for the establishment of a self- 
sustaining flock.

But this winter, it’s appro­
priate to ask, "Just how hardy 
can the wild turkey be?” An 
optimistic message on the DNR 
website states, “Winter wild 
turkey survival should be good 
this year in most areas, accord­
ing to wildlife managers. De­
spite recent heavy snow cover 
in parts of the state, turkeys 
are resourceful at finding food 
sources such as waste grain in 
farm fields. Turkeys are hardy 
birds and can handle nearly any 
Wisconsin winter."

The phrase "nearly any" 
may be put to the test, as a 
non-stop winter keeps piling 
on in 2008. In fact, southern 
Wisconsin is surpassing many 
parts of the north specific to 
snowfall. Although northern 
birds still must deal with far less 
agricultural lands and less cor­
responding waste grain oppor­
tunities, southern birds that rely 
on scratching to access food 
sources must deal with extraor­
dinarily heavy cover.

According to internet 
weather sites, Superior has 
seen approximately 49 inches 
of snow this winter Eau Claire 
40.b inc.ies, 1 .lir.elander 49.8

inches and Wausau is current­
ly just under 46 inches. In the 
south, 80 inches of snow have 
fallen in Madison, more than 
70 inches in Janesville, and 76 
inches of snow in Milwaukee, 
making it currently the 13th 
snowiest season in the big city’s 
history with much of winter yet 
on the horizon.

The last winter that more 
than 80 inches of snow fell on 
Milwaukee was 1993-94, (81.9 
inches) and before that, 82.9 
inches fell in 1978/79. Over the 
past 120 years, there have been 
only nine winters with more 
than 80 inches of snow. Add 
to that the Sunday February 17 
forecast calling for another four 
to 12 inches of snow depending 
on your location in southern or 
central Wisconsin. Even more 
potentially harmful to the sur­
vivability of the wild turkey, an 
extended rain has fallen through 
much of the night over much of 
Wisconsin that will freeze with 
dropping temperatures.

"As bad or worse as all this 
snow is the freezing rain on 
top of twenty inches of snow is 
worse," said DNR Wildlife Tech­
nician Brian Buenzow in an in­
terview from Janesville. For the 
turkey, and pheasants and quail 
and all of the wildlife, it’s like 
looking for corn under a hockey 
rink. This is as bad as it gets.”

According to Buenzow, 
there has rarely been a day 
this winter without snow cov­
er which could offer a least a 
temporary reprieve. In 2000, 
for example, 36 inches of snow 
Was already on the ground in 
southern Wisconsin at the con­
clusion of the pheasant season 
in December, but the majority 
melted off before more snows 
hit. Extended and late winters, 
he said, are much more stress­

ful on upland game birds.
“Ihe toughest is yet to 

come," he said. "Those late 
March storms are really critical. 
Ihe hens should be building re­
sources to lay eggs."

When inclimate weather 
doesn't allow birds to access 
nutritious food, stressed wildlife 
draw on food reserves stored in 
their own bodies. Ihe result is 
smaller egg clutches, smaller 
eggs and less flock production. 
When they can build energy 
with a proper diet, the result 
is more and larger eggs, bigger 
broods and larger overall flock 
numbers.

Proper habitat that includes 
extended CRP (conservation 
reserve program) cover close to 
standing com significantly ben­
efit upland game even during 
harsh winters, Buenzow said. 
Private landowners often leave 
standing com in winter for the 
purpose of benefiting wild­
life, he said, and the DNR does 
the same on public acreage to 
supplement the habitat offering 
cover from predation and* the 
elements that Buenzow calls 
the most imperative element to 
establishing any self-sustaining 
wild upland bird population.

“It’s not just the deep snow 
and the bird's inability to get 
food that is so hard,” he said. 
"Ihe turkeys and pheasants 
and quail all become more vul­
nerable to disease and preda­
tion during a hard winter. This 
is really going to be a test to see 
how resilient our Wisconsin 
turkey flock is. If you want to say 
something positive, generally, a 
hard winter on upland birds is 
good for the waterfowl. With 
this snow, we should see a lot of 
water this spring."

CHLORIDE REDUCTION
A wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) is designed to remove pol­

lutants from the influent or untreated wastewater coming into the 
plant before the water is released into the environment. Wastewa­
ter treatment plants are very efficient at removing many pollutants 
found in the waste stream, but some things cannot be removed with 
conventional processes. One element that can not be removed is 
chloride, (salt, sodium chloride) Chloride passes through a treat­
ment plant and is discharged to the receiving stream without being 
removed. The DNR is setting limits on chloride discharges from 
treatment plants.

The Kewaskum WWTP is working towards reducing the chlorides 
in our effluent, with a long term goal of keeping it below water 
quality levels prescribed by the Wisconsin Department of Natural 
Resources.

The best way to reduce chlorides in the effluent is to reduce the 
amount entering the sewer. One of the main sources of chlorides is 
from home water softeners. Water softeners regenerate using a salt 
brine which is a sodium chloride solution.

You can help by using an “on demand" sensor type, these arc 
the most efficient. This type only regenerates when the sensor in­
dicates the need to regenerate. Check your softener to make sure 
it is operating correctly, minimizing salt consumption. If your wa­
ter softener seems to be using more salt than normal, the softener 
needs to be looked at. If your softener works on a timer, check 
that the intervals are set to the longest time period possible, and 
still provide soft water. Visually inspect your water lines because 
not all water used in the home requires softening, such as drinking 
water, or outside faucets. If your water passes through the softener 
before going to these faucets, consider having a plumber make the 
necessary changes. Saving salt saves the consumer money, and at 
the same time helps maintain compliance with regulations at the 
wastewater treatment plant. If you do not own a water softener, and 
can live without one, that is even better1 Please help us to pri tecl 
our environment.
