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Plans call for remodeling administration building into new school, moving offices to Regal Ware

Alternative School gets approval from 
Building and Grounds Committee
By Andrew Kuehl
andrewOkewaskumstatesman

KEWASKUM- A plan to open 

an alternative school for high school 

students not fitting into the traditional 

school model, received its first favor­

able nod at the school district's build­

ing and grounds committee meeting 

on Monday, February 25.

The new school is set to open in 

the district's administration office 

building in fall. The district will then 

move their offices into a portion of 

Regal Ware's office building across 

from the high school.

Associate Principal for Kewaskum 

High School (KHS) Anne lgnatowski 

explained the need for the alternative 
school. She established that through 

the alternative school, students with 

social, emotional and addiction issues 
are able to fulfill their requirements to 
graduate. “For whatever reason, they 

are not functioning in our school at 
their peak capacity. We are looking 

at 20-45 kids being pulled from KHS 

and taking a completely different ap­

proach from our normal setting,” she 

stated.

Students attending the alternative 

school would have a different type of 

day than those attending KHS. The 

students would experience a com­

pacted schedule that is more hands- 

on and practical. Curriculum is to be 

taught through interdisciplinary proj­

ects, rather than subject by subject. 

Time will also be spent developing 

social skills, and completing commu­

nity projects.
"We have students in the high 

school who have the skills and intel­

ligence to be successful, yet have a 
difficult time succeeding. An alterna­

tive school would allow the district 

to meet the needs of these students. 
Right now we are producing kids who 

cannot function. This is a way to get 

them to be productive citizens. The 
key is, it’s not easier. It’s different.” Ig- 

natowski explained.

lgnatowski professed that these 

students are so credit deficient that if 

they continue on their current path, 

they will not graduate on time. “Right

now, we have about 30-35 kids who 

if they stay on their current pace, will 

not graduate on time,” she purported.

Currently, for students who are 
credit deficient, the KHS offers the 

Nova Net computer lab where stu­

dents take courses online to make up 
credits. Some students come in after 

school and on Saturdays to work with 

staff on trying to make up their class­

es.
As a last resort, the district also 

pays to send kids to Moraine Park 

Technical College (MPTC) to receive 
a General Education Degree. "We’ve 

paid for programs in the past, because 
we can’t meet their needs. We are 

paying for three kids to go to MPTC 

now, with another one in April and 

June. This (alternative school) would 

eliminate that and save us money," Ig- 

natowski offered.
Committee member Jim Leis­

ter, asked how a student gets into a 

situation of credit deficiency. Super­

intendent of Schools, Mike Krumm 

answered him by saying students are

By Andrew Kuehl
andrew@kewaskumstatesman

KEWASKUM- Police responded 

to Kewaskum High School on Sunday 

evening in regards to a student mak­

ing comments about harming himself 

and others at the school. Principal 

Christine Horbas stated that quick 
thinking from fellow students helped 

avoid a serious situation.
According to Chief of Police Dick 

Knoebel an officer met with Horbas at 

the school at 10:50 p.m. Radio traffic 

indicated that the principal wanted 

to meet with an officer in regards to a 

student who made threats of suicide 

and possibly initiating a shooting at 
the school.

Horbas stated she called police 

after being alerted by a parent who 
stated another student was making 

threats on his myspace page. Myspace 
is a social networking web site popu­
lar with many teens.

Horbas stated she probably could 
have waited until morning to deal 

with the situation however, “I want­

ed to make sure my kids were safe. I 

didn’t want to wait until morning,’’ 

she explained.

Knoebel stated that the officer re­

sponded. An investigation has begun 

and he stated he could not fully com­

ment on the topic. He did say the stu­

dent lived outside of the village
"It’s nice to see that fellow stu­

dents cared enough about each other 
to bring this to the attention of ad­

ministration and get this student help 
he needed,” Horbas concluded.

Alternative School
faced with difficult situations 

like a pregnancy, illness or be­

ing kicked out of home. "They 

are not bad kids, some of them 

don’t have real good family 

situations," Krumm explained. 

He also said that some students 

come from other districts al­

ready in a situation.

Krumm, gave the perspec­

tive that many kids look at their 

situation as hopeless. “With 

this we can restore some hope 

to kids,” he added. lgnatowski 

added, “These kids are smart, 

they just don't show it on pa­

per.”

lgnatowski said that stu­

dents wanting to enroll in the 

alternative school would need 

to agree to specific terms that 

have not yet been oudined. 

Students would not be placed 

in the school against their will. 

The first year the school would 

accept juniors and seniors. 

Once established, the school 

will welcome freshmen and 

sophomores.

lgnatowski explained that 

some of the most needy kids 

demand a lot of individual­

ized help from teachers, guid­

ance counselors and princi­

pals. Upon the opening of the 

alternative school, they will be 

pulled out of KHS. The students 

who shared a classroom with 

a needy student ideally will 

receive a better education be­

cause the teacher will not need 

to devote more attention to a 

student who needs one-on-one 

teaching to succeed. Once the 

students needing the one-on- 

one teaching are removed, it 

should help raise the bar for the 

rest of the student population.

Requirements for a di­

ploma have not officially been 

determined; the committee 

spearheading the idea with 

lgnatowski will present addi­

tional information to the Board 

of Education. lgnatowski did 

indicate however that students 

would receive a diploma from 

the alternative school, since 

they would not be students at 

KHS they would not receive a 

diploma from KHS.

Krumm reminded the com­

mittee that over the course of 

the next three years standards 

are being raised at KHS. This 

year a senior needs 24 credits 

to graduate; next year's class

needs 26 and the year after 

those seniors need 28. "We are 

increasing our standards at this 

school, we need a safety net for 

some of these kids,” he added.

To start, possibly by the next 

school year, two sessions will be 

held at the alternative school. 

While school is not in session 

students would be required to 

do community service or enroll 

in a school to work partner­

ship.

"As a school board our first 

thoughts have to be to educate 

these kids, but we also have to 

ask the question, financially, 

how does this fit in,” questioned 

chairman Bill Kesting.

Business Manger Paul Re­

ichert presented a financial 

plan for the committee. He stat­

ed that the school would utilize 

existing personnel along with 

various existing educational 

items such as textbooks and 

computers. Krumm also quick­

ly pointed out that as the popu­

lation increases at the alterna­

tive school, the district would 

receive additional money from 

die state.

Reichert believed that the 

district could attract students 

from other districts that do not 

have this type of a school. Cur­

rently plagued by open enroll­

ment, he hypothesized that the 

district could see $6,100 per 

student through open enroll­

ment. By retaining students 

that would otherwise drop out, 

it is keeping the district's enroll­

ment up and increasing aide 

and revenue dollars from the 

state.

Adhering to the strategy of 

using what they have, Reichert 

explained they intend to recon­

figure the current administra­

tion building into the alterna­

tive school. The district would 

then lease 6,000 square feet 

from Regal Ware in the north 

end of their office building.

The current administration 

building is home to six people. 

Once the move to Regal Ware 

occurs administrators sprinkled 

throughout the district would 

join the sue from the current 

administration building. Re­

ichert figured that by doing this 

administration and their as­

sistants will be able to begin to 

cross train each other. He also 

believed that by centrally locat­

ing everyone it would decrease 

travel time and not require ev­

eryone to be shifted around.

The school district will look 

to enter into a two-year lease 

of $60,000 annually, which in­

cludes utilities. To sweeten the 

deal, Regal Ware will also allow 

the district to use other areas in 

the building. Reichert says that 

money has already been bud­

geted for the project.

Reichert stated that before 

making this recommenda­

tion they looked at the former 

Statesman/liquor store and 

space in the Kewaskum Mall 

however both places required 

expensive remodeling.

Krumm also reminded the 

committee that by removing 

the students and the building 

and grounds office out of the 

high school, that will free up 

space for growth. "Because this 

building has 700 kids in it, they 

are crowded, not to the point 

where we need a new building 

but it will improve the situa­

tion,” he stated.

Legend has it - and ev­

eryone claims - that you can 

never go home again.

Oh, sure. You can haul be­

longings from the dorm to the 

bedroom you've shared with 

your sister since you were 

five. You can heal wounds 

beneath your ancient 4-H rib­

bons in the aftermath of adult 

heartbreak. You can hide out 

in Mom and Dad's house for 

myriad reasons, but it’s never 

the same. The home you knew 

before leaving is never the 

home you return to.

In the new novel "The 

Monsters of Templeton” by 

Lauren Groff, Wilhelmina 

Sunshine Upton arrives at her 

family’s cottage, disheveled 

and distraught. But the com­

fort she longs for in Temple­

ton isn't what she finds - or 

needs.

On the morning that the 

dead monster broke the sur­

face of Lake Glimmerglass 

near Templeton, New York, 

Willie Upton returned to the 

town where eight generations 

of her family had lived. Just 

months before, Primus Dw­

yer, her former teacher, chose 

Willie to work alongside him 

in a graduate program. He 

had chosen her to sleep be­

side him, too. But now Dwyer 

has reconciled with his witchy 

wife and Willie is carrying his 

child. Pregnant and red-faced 

from crying, Willie retreated 

to the womb of home, fleeing 

what had become of her life.

Not long before Willie was 

born, her mother, Vivienne, 

had had her own homecom­

ing to Templeton. Because 

her parents had mysteriously 

died, commune-living Vivi­

enne was suddenly an heiress. 

And because Viv was never 

sure who had gotten her preg­

nant, Willie was always told 

that she had three fathers.

But now Viv dropped a 

bombshell. Willie's father was 

no hippie. He lives in Temple­

ton, and he, too, descends 

from the Temple family.

Secondly, there are er­

rant characters that pop up 

often in the audiobook, and 

that can be discombobulating 

unless you understand that 

they’re musings from Willie’s 

forebears and their servants. 

Printing out the family tree 

on the “enhanced” audio disc 

will help a lot. If you choose 

to skip that, just be aware why 

the shift of voice.

Lasdy, if you keep this au­

diobook in your car, make sure 

you have plenty of gas. Partly 

because of Nicole Roberts' 

performance and partly be­

cause of author Lauren Groff's 

writing, this story will have you 

sitting in a parking lot, idling, 

listening, unwilling to shut the 

car off and go about your busi­

ness.

"The Monsters of Temple­

ton” is a great choice for book 

group, vacation, or nice, quiet 

weekend tucked on the sofa, 

awaiting spring. Look for it at 

your library or bookstore. It’s a 

novel you’ll definitely want to 

take home.

It is time for the meat pro­
cessing industry in the United 

States to get it's house in order. 

As a matter of fact, it is way past 
time for the industry to get that 

job done. We have simply had 

too many incidents over the 

last decade that puts animal 
agriculture and the meat pro­

cessing industry in the worst 
light.

It couldn’t be much worse 

than what the nation has 
watched over and over again, 

for the past two or three weeks, 

on television news programs 

across the nation: the under­
cover video taken at a pack­

ing plant in California show­

ing workers shocking, kicking 
and shoving "downer” cattle 

with fork lifts. It ultimately led 
U.S.D.A. to recall 143-million 

pounds of the company’s beef; 
not so much for concern over 
the safety of the meat, but be­

cause the processing was done 

without plant personnel fol­

lowing rules that are in place.

The Department of Agri­
culture guidelines mandate 
that an inspector must review 

sick or injured animals, called 

"downer" cattle before they 

can be slaughtered and the 

1958 Humane Slaughter Act 
set strict rules for the humane 

treatment of animals in pack­
ing plants. In this case, both 

of those orders were ignored. 

That is the reason for the beef 
recall and it is the reason the 

plant has been closed. The two 

workers were fired and have 
now been charged with felo­
nies for their actions.

The President of the Hu­

mane Society of the United 

States, the group that con­
ducted the undercover video, 

said he feels this is common 
practice in the meat process­

ing industry and the denial 

by industry spokespersons 

“is the typical rhetoric and 
false assurances that we hear 

from the industry after glaring 
problems have been exposed”

I do not agree with the 

President of the Humane So­

ciety. I think this is a sepa­

rate case and not widespread 

across the industry. I also 
know that part of the stated 

goal of the Humane Society of 

the United States is to put an 

end to livestock production in 

this country and turn all of us 

into vegetarians. I also ques­

tion why, if the Society was so 

concerned about the practices 

in the plant, they waited six 

months before they revealed 

the videotape, in effect allow­
ing these plant employees to 

continue the inhumane prac­
tices for another half-year.

Yet this incident, as well 

as the shipments of beef con­
taining banned ingredients 

to South Korea and other 

countries that cost U.S. cattle 

producers millions of dollars 
in lost sales, just emphasizes 

again the need for the meat 
processing industry to clean 

house and police itself to re­

store its integrity, credibil­
ity and reputation. The entire 

livestock industry cannot af­

ford this kind of activity.

To preserve and protect... state 
natural areas worth passing on

Step by step, Sue Knaack’s 

metallic snowshoes broke a 

trail through the deep snows 

accumulated over the Rocky 

Run Fishery Area in Colum­

bia County in a winter seem­

ingly without end. The trail cut 

through a rolling landscape of 

white untouched in recent days 

by human intrusion grew deep­

er and wider as noted Wisconsin 

wildlife artist Terrill Knaack and 

a reporter followed. Somewhere 

on the horizon to the west, man 

and wife, both devout allies of 

the Wisconsin native environ­

ment, would step again into the 

316 acres of oak savanna that 

would allow them to step back 

in time, if only for a few hours.

"The oak savanna today 

is ihe most endangered plant 

community' in the world,” Ter­

rill Knaack said. "Prior to 

settlement, Wisconsin and Il­

linois were just covered with 

oak savanna, but they were cut 

down for pasture. Wisconsin's 

original landscape was like liv­

ing in a great open park setting 

with huge, fire resistant bur and 

white oak with low vegetation 

beneath. The thick woods were 

not here."

According to "Wiscon­

sin Naturally" a guide to State 

Natural Areas (SNA) written by 

experts of the Department of 

Natural Resources Bureau of 

Endangered Resources State 

Natural Areas Program, Rocky 

Run Oak Savanna is one of 

more than 150 SNAs located 

throughout Wisconsin in 70 of 

72 counties ranging in size from 

less than one acre to more than 

7,700 acres. Over its 56 year 

history, the SNA Program has 

grown to approximately 400 

sites encompassing more than 

150,000 acres of land and water.

Wisconsin Naturally de­

fines natural areas as tracts of 

land or water that represents 

the last vestiges of Wisconsin's 

native landscape as it existed 

prior to the 1830s, before inten­

sive European settlement be­

gan. In all more than 75 unique 

types of natural communities 

constituted Wisconsin’s land­

scape of the early 1800s, accord­

ing to the guidebook. In the 180 

years since intensive settlement 

began, those communities 

have been extremely reduced, 

primarily due to conversion 

of land for development , agri­

culture, transportation, grazing 

and timber production. Prior to 

European settlement, Wiscon­

sin contained a mosaic of natu­

ral plant communities ranging 

from prairies and oak savannas 

in the south to pine forests and 

boggy wetlands in the north.

SNAs protect outstanding 

r .unples of nati biological

-18

communities such as prairies, 

pine barrens, bogs and boreal 

forests. They also preserve 

significant geological and ar­

cheological features, Wisconsin 

Naturally states, and are often 

the last refuge in Wisconsin for 

rare species of animals, plants, 

fungi, lichens and a host of oth­

er organisms.

The oak savannah that was 

our destination February 23 

sprawls on the hillsides high 

above Rocky Run Creek, a trout 

stream that Terrill Knaack vis­

ited with his father as a boy. The 

very low density of mostly white, 

bur and black oak, Knaack said, 

are vital to helping maintain a 

whole ecosystem of plant and 

animal life that flourish in the 

partial shade cast by the savan­

na and open areas beneath.

"These savannas preserve 

native plants and animals and 

help prevent them from becom­

ing extinct," he said, mention­

ing the red headed woodpeck­

er, yellow lady slippers, pasque 

flowers and yellow trout lilies as 

savanna subspecies benefiting 

from the savanna environment. 

"Native species that have adapt­

ed to the savanna environment 

disappear because of the inva­

sive underbrush."

Controlled bums and cuts 

on state properties within oak 

savanna eliminate intrusive 

undergrowth, he said, like red 

cherry, box elders, locust and 

elm. Historically, he said, natu­

ral burns started by lightning 

helped maintain the savannas 

and fire-resistant oaks, noting 

that Indian communities were 

always built on east or south­

east sides of water because 

those fires followed westerly 

winds. Other rare plants that 

benefit from the Rocky Run sa­

vanna, according to Wisconsin 

Naturally, include wooly milk­

weed, prairie thisde, prairie 

false dandelion, and Flodman’s 

thistle. The endangered slender 

glass lizard, Blanding’s turtles, 

and three rare butterflies; coral 

hairstreak, dog-face butterfly, 

and reakirt's blue have also 

been seen at Rocky Run..

Knaack called these prop­

erties scattered throughout 

Wisconsin beautiful natural ar­

eas that the DNR has in the past 

made a high priority of purchas­

ing with stewardship money. 

He said with stewardship fund­

ing drastically cut, protecting 

native plants and animals can 

become more difficult. But he 

said that residents of Wisconsin 

need to find these SNAs, and 

experience them.

"What is our connection to 

these places?" he asked. "Do we 

have a responsibility to this cre­

ation or is there such a thing as

creation? Do we have a respon­

sibility not only to future gener­

ations but to the earth itself? Are 

we just materially connected to 

the earth or is there something 

else there too?”

"Visit these places and you 

see a certain sense of order that 

tells me there is transcendental 

meaning to it. 1 think we have 

a certain responsibility for be­

ing here. Life itself is a miracle. 

Regardless of where you are in 

Wisconsin, everyone needs to 

find these sanctuaries, get out 

there and enjoy it... and then do 

something to preserve it.”

The birth of the state natural area program

Wisconsin Naturally credits Wisconsin’s early conserva­

tionists of the 1930s, 40s and 50s including Aldo Leopold, 

botanist Norman Fasset and Albert Fuller and plant ecolo­

gist John Curtis for calling attention to our natural commu­

nities and the consequences of their loss. Under their guid­

ance the state Board for the Preservation of Scientific Areas 

was created in 1951 as the first state-sponsored natural area 

protection area in the nation. That first board, according to 

the guidebook, evolved into today’s State Natural Areas Pro­

gram, but the original mission remains the same: “Establish 

a system of State Natural Areas that as nearly as possible 

represent the wealth and variety of Wisconsin’s native land­

scape for education, scientific research, and for the long-term 

protection of Wisconsin's biological diversity for future gen­

erations.

Aldo Leopold for example, Terrill Knaack said, was in­

strumental in UW-Madison’s purchase in the 1930s of the 

60 acre Faville Prairie north of Lake Mills on the Crawfish 

River. That property was the only area in Wisconsin that held 

native, undisturbed remnants of native plants and orchids 

once prevalent throughout the state, for example white lady 

slippers. Significantly more acreage maintaining this plant 

life was also in that area during Leopold’s time, he said, “but 

succumbed to drainage and plowing” prior to purchase.

As a member of the Madison Audubon Society, Sue 

Knaack has helped restore native plants in 350 acres adjoin­

ing the Faville Prairie. With subspecies of plant life differ­

ent, the Society plants local genome seeds in an effort to re­

main historical true to Wisconsin’s past.
