Remember the heady days 
of the year 2000? As a nation, 

we were still reeling from our

Since then, blogs as 
a medium have been increas­
ingly mainstreamed to the 
point where, I think it is safe 
to say, everyone reads at least 
one and most people have at 
least one. In the world of "Web 
2.0” (this is the last time I will 
ever use that phrase), blogs

from the editor, immediately 
responded to and published 
(for a world-wide audience) 
with a letter to the editor. 
And then I can respond back 
or others can add comments 
about your comment or about 
my blog posting. And etc. 
Some of the topics on the blog 
have been timely program­
ming news, statistics about 
how your tax dollars are being 
used, photos of recent events, 
and of course my lovable and 
witty commentary on national 
library issues.

Snowmobile

Today’s students experi ­
ence a greater level  of  stress 
than students a decade ago, 
according to a teacher sur­
vey released today by Sylvan 
L earning Center, the nati on’s 
leading prov ider of  suppl e­
m ental  assistance for chi ldren 
in grades pre-K  through 12.

Jacob T. Van V echten, one 
of  the f i rst w hi te settlers of  the 
Town of  K ewaskum, died at his 
hom e in W auw atosa, w here he 
has l ived for 20 years, on Feb­
ruary  15.

On A u­
gust 17, he located a "Govern­
m ent Claim” on the southw est 
quarter of  section seventeen in 
the present Town of  K ewaskum. 
L ater in the sam e fall, he, w i th 
a man nam ed Samuel  Brow'n, 
leaving the beaten path a l i ttle 
w est of  the present si te of  Y oung 
A merica, blazed and cut thei r 
way to the east shore of  Cedar 
Lake, then northw ard to thei r 
claims, and cam e in w i th an ox 
team, the f i rst to hew  thei r way 
into the heart of  the unbroken 
forest and bui ld thei r cabins. 
The I ndians vil lage, two mi les 
north of  the claim, w i th its 
Chief , K ewaskum, w hose name 
at Mr. Van V echten’s suggestion, 
the tow n now  bears, w as sti l l  
in existence, and the red men 
for some years to come were 
f requent v isi tors at his door. In 
the sum m er and fall of  1850 he 
erected an 18 by 28 foot story 
and a hal f  l oghouse, a large 
dw el l ing for the w oods in those 
days and it is sti l l  standing. On 
February  2, 1851, he there took 
his bride, M iss El izabeth Ban­
crof t of  M enomonee Falls. Here 
they reared thei r family of  eight 
chi ldren. In 1888 they reti red 
to make thei r hom e in W auw a­
tosa.

Washington County sleep study patients can 
rest easier in Aurora’s newly remodeled center

HARTFORD - Washing­
ton County patients who suf­
fer from a sleep disorder can 
rest easier. The Sleep Disorders 
Treatment Center at Aurora 
Medical Center in Hartford is 
now more comfortable since its 
recent remodeling.

"Our new rooms were cre­
ated with patients in mind. They 
are very homelike and include 
a private bathroom, ceiling fans 
and adjustable lighting," said 
Tammy Apel, lead sleep techni­
cian. "It’s a very cozy environ­
ment because we want patients 
to feel comfortable even though 
they’re undergoing a test. That’s 
the best way to get an accurate 
result"

"A good night’s sleep is a 
key component to good health, 
and if a patient is not getting 
refreshing, deep sleep, it’s im­
portant to discover the reason,” 
said Abbas Ali, M.D., medical 
director for the Sleep Disorder 
Center. Dr. Ali, a board certi­
fied sleep specialist and pul­
monologist, sees patients at 
Aurora Health Center in Hart­
ford and Aurora Health Center 
in West Bend.

"Diagnosing sleep disor­
ders requires a comprehensive 
health history to help deter­
mine what might be disturbing 
or inhibiting a patient’s ability 
to sleep well. Factors can in­
clude excess weight, use of caf­
feine, various medications or 
alcohol,” DE Ali said.

Obstructive sleep apnea, 
restless leg syndrome or exces­
sive sleepiness are the most 
common reasons people visit 
the Sleep Disorders Treatment 
Center, Apel said. "Frequent 
symptoms mentioned by pa­
tients are excessive daytime 
sleepiness, not being able to 
fall asleep, maintain sleep or 
get refreshing sleep.”

According to a National 
Institutes of Health Web site, 
as many as forty million Ameri­
cans are afflicted with more 
than 70 different types of sleep- 
related problems.

To diagnose a specific 
disorder; a sleep study can be 
performed during which a pa­
tient’s brain and muscle activ­
ity, oxygen levels, heart rhythm 
and breathing are monitored 
electronically. The informa­
tion is then evaluated by Dr. 
Ali, who works closely with pa­
tients’ primary care physicians 
to treat the disorder.

The most severe and po­
tentially dangerous disorder 
is obstructive sleep apnea, in 
which the patient actually stops 
breathing for a time, cutting off 
oxygen to the brain. This can 
cause headaches and even in­
crease risk of stroke or heart at­
tack. c \ ■ -:-

Treatments for sleep ap­
nea include using a continuous 
positive airway pressure (CPAP) 
device. It acts as a "splint" for 
the patient's airway, keeping

Other treatment for sleep 
disorders may include changes 
in diet, sleep environment or 
medications.

Regardless of what the 
problem may be, the remod­
eled area helps ensure patients 
relax enough for the sleep study 
to be effective. "The Sleep Cen­
ter was moved from the second 
floor to a more secluded first- 
floor area to increase privacy," 
Apel said. "Patients bring their 
own sleepwear, and they can 
watch TV until bedtime.

"The sleep technician who 
sees the patient when he or she 
arrives is the same person who 
will monitor them until they 
wake up," Apel said. "We don't 
change shifts during the night. 
It not only makes the patient 
feel more at ease, it adds conti­
nuity. And in the morning, pa­
tients are offered coffee or juice 
before they're on their way."

V accination by a l icensed veterinarian against rabies is required of  all 
dogs (Section 95.21(2)) within 30 days af ter the dog reaches 4 months 
of  age and revaccinated within one year af ter the ini tial  vaccination. The 
owner of  a dog shal l have the dog revaccinated against rabies by a veteri ­
narian when the certi f icate expi res or within three (3) years of  previous 
vaccination. The certi f icate of  rabies vaccination must be presented to the 
col lecting off icial before a dog l icense may be issued.

A ll dogs f ive (5) months of  age or older require a l icense. The minimum 
l icense fee for neutered males or spayed females is $3.00, upon presenta­
tion of  evidence attesting to the same, and $8.00 for the unneutered male 
or unspayed female dog or one-hal f  of  these amounts i f  the dog became 
five (5) months of  age af ter July 1. of  the l icense year. The governing 
body of  any town, v i l lage, or city may raise the minimum dog l icense tax. 
Any person who keeps multiple dogs or operates a kennel  may apply for 
a multiple dog l icense. The fee is $35.00 for twelve (12) dogs or less and 
addi tional  $3.00 for each dog in excess of  twelve ( 12).

Dog l icenses may be obtained from your local town, vil lage or ci ty trea­
surer or designee during the course of  any given year. Dog owners should 
noti fy their treasurer i f  their dog is given away or has died, so that you 
w ill not be considered del inquent.

T hat 
has been the case now  for sev ­
eral  el ecti ons as cam paign ad ­
v isors tel l  the cand i dates that 
f arm ers and ranchers m ak e 
up onl y  2% of  the popul ati on;

v ides a l i v ing f or about 21% of  
the w ork- f orce i n thi s coun ­
try. Be that as it may, I thi nk  it 
is shor t-si ghted on thei r  part, 
but that is the real i ty  of  l i fe.

Now , though, the D em o­
crati c cand i dates are i nd i rect­
ly br i ngi ng agr i cul ture i nto the 
cam paign w i th thei r  cr i ti ci sm  
of  trade agreem ents, par t i cu ­
larly  NA FTA, the N orth A m eri ­
can Free T rade A greem ent that 
w as put i nto p lace January l st, 
1994 w i th the strong support 
of  Presi dent Bil l C l i nton. I h e 
cand i dates are attack i ng each 
o ther  f or suppor t i ng  NAFTA 
and suggesti ng the U.S. should 
w i thdraw  f rom the agreem ent, 
say ing it has been a bad deal  
f or A m eri ca and blam i ng it for 
the outsourci ng of  m i l l i ons of  
U. S. j obs. W el l , I di sagree. It 
has been a very  good deal  for 
A m eri ca’s agr i cul tural  com ­
m uni ty , and for the nati on as a 
w hole and I suggest the cand i ­
dates look  at the facts.

From 1993 to 2005, trade 
am ong the NA FTA nati ons, 
that ’s C anada, the U ni ted 
States and M exico, cl i m bed 
173%. Each day, the NA FTA 
countr i es conduct nearl y  
2.2-bi l l i on dol l ars w orth of  
tri  l ateral  trade. U.S. m er­

chand i se ex ports to NAFTA 
par tners grew  m ore rapidly , 
at 133%, than our  ex ports to 
the rest of  the w orld, at 77%. 
For agr i cul ture, C anada and 
M exico al one account f or 55% 
of  the i ncrease in U.S. agr i ­
cu l tural  ex ports to the w orld 
si nce NAFTA began in 1993 
and  currentl y , C anada is our  
No. 1 agr i cul tural  custom er  
and M exico ranlcs No. 2.

T hat doesn 't  l ook  l ike a 
bad trade agreem ent to me. 
In any  t rade agreem ent, som e 
segm ents of  i ndustry  and ag­
r i cul ture are hur t  by foreign 
com peti t i on, but that is part 
of  trade. A s my  f r i end, D ean 
K leckner says " I f  i t doesn ’t go 
both w ays, i t ’s not trade."

A s to the cand i date's argu­
m ent that NAFTA is the cause 
of  out-sourci ng of  A m eri can 
j obs, again I di sagree. I thi nk  
out-sourci ng began in the '70's 
w hen Japan star ted ex port­
i ng cars and el ectroni cs to the 
U ni ted States...and w e bought 
them , l h a t  m eant f ew er 
A m er i can-m ade cars and TV  
sets w ere sold and those i n ­
dustr i es l ost j obs to Japanese 
w orkers. T hen U.S. com pani es, 
respondi ng to sharehol der  
dem ands f or h i gher  returns, 
m oved f actor i es to countr i es 
w i th cheaper  l abor  to im prov e 
thei r  prof i t pi cture.

I m aintai n  that NAFTA has 
been good for the U.S. and i ts 
trad i ng par tners and any  sug­
gesti on to opt out of  the agree­
m ent is a bad idea!

Stressed - Wisconsin winter 
selectively harsh on deer

This lone deer with deep snow high on the legs was caught on camera near Stevens 
Point. 21 deer “yarded up" were counted two weeks before in an adjacent area of thick 
conifers

Even on snow shoes, mov­
ing through the deep snow  just 
w est of  Stevens Point in search of  
deer congregated in thick coni ­
fers w as di f f icul t. Steve H enske 
broke the trai l  ahead through 
accum ulated snow  that he had 
l i teral ly m easured at more than 
24 inches on the ground. His 
snow shoes sunk  through about 
hal f  of  that ground snow , mak­
ing it a real  w orkout for two 
m iddle-aged Badgers but sti l l  
m uch easier to navigate than 
had w e attem pted the trek  w i th­
out our strap-on boot sleds.

Not far into the open for­
est, a lone deer stood w atching 
us closely w i th two feet of  snow  
covering most of  i ts legs. A l­
though sti l l  100 yards distant, 
the deer appeared smal l  and 
mostly  l ikely last year's fawn. 
W ith our approach, the animal  
moved of f  through hardw oods 
on one of  many w orn trai ls un­
der the canopy  of  branches that 
has m ade snow  navigation at 
l east easier for the local  herd.

Two w eeks before thi s trip 
on the eve of  a new  M arch and 
hopeful l y  w i th the end of  a very 
harsh w inter over much of  W is­
consin in sight, H enske had 
counted 21 deer “yarded up” in 
thi s sam e area. D eer yard, or 
congregate together as a sur­
vival  m echanism  during harsh 
w inters. A nd certainly , the w in­
ter of  2008 qual i f ies as at least 
selectively  harsh, bringing the 
ham m er dow n on some regions 
harder than others.

On Sunday, M arch 2, www. 
w underground.com  and local  
W isconsin new spapers on-l i ne 
stated that 62 inches of  snow  
had fal len in the Stevens Point 
area, the hub of  W isconsin. 89.8 
inches had fal len in the M adi ­
son area ref lective of  the snow ­
fall over much of  central  and 
southern W isconsin, and just

50 inches in Superior, ref lective 
of  m uch of  northern W isconsin. 
Freezing rain that of ten makes 
accessing food even more di f f i ­
cul t on ground-f eeding w i ldl i fe 
and more snow  was again in the 
forecast M onday for much of  
W isconsin.

" Pockets” of  W isconsin, 
and the deer herds w i thin those 
areas, can be ei ther hi t hard or 
largely escape the brunt of  w in­
ter 's w rath even w hen located 
in close proximi ty. Just 15 mi les 
f rom our Stevens Point journey, 
Science T eacher Eric Simkins of  
the M erri l l  School  D istrict had 
m easured 30 inches of  snow  
on the ground at A mherst and 
had reported that a fawn appar­
ently  losing the survival  battle 
w i th w inter w as seen struggl ing 
on his fami ly 's approx im ate 40 
acre property  in eastern Portage 
County. A county  sheri f f  was

contacted, w ho w alked up and 
dispatched the animal  w i th his 
f i rearm.

"1 counted all those deer 
right in this area in the m iddle 
of  the day tw o w eeks ago,” H en­
ske said. "Since the deer began 
yarding up, some people are 
starting to feed the herd. I t’s i l ­
legal  but they sti l l  do it. I think  
that ’s w hat's happening here 
because these trai ls are now  
l eading f rom w here the deer 
w ere through the snow  tow ard 
a smal l  residential  area in that 
di rection. I he deer that was 
struggl ing on the Simpkins 
property  w as very smal l  and 
apparentl y  w as a fawn dropped 
late last year.”

N um erous w ebsi tes i nclud­
ing several  authored by wi ldl i fe 
biologists f rom the W isconsin 
D epartm ent of  N atural  Re­
sources (google " harsh w inters'

ef fects on the W isconsin deer 
herd” ) address topics including 
severe w inters, deer yarding, 
disease and starvation stati s­
tics. Read, as just one example 
of  hundreds of  arti cles, w here 
an estim ated 310,000 yarded 
w hi tetai l s died in M ichigan's 
U pper Peninsula (UP) alone 
duri ng the severe w inters of  
1995-96 and 1996-97. Smal l  
deer or fawns, according to the 
experts, are the f i rst to suf fer 
high mortal i ty  rates in the grip 
of  any  harsh w inter.

A ccording to a w ebsi te ar­
ti cle reprinted on the Qual i ty 
D eer M anagem ent A ssociation 
(QDM ) si te by reti red W ildl i fe 
Biologist and Research Edi tor 
for W isconsin-based D eer & 
D eer H unting magazine John 
J. Ozoga, Cornel l  Universi ty 
Scientist Dr. A aron M oen’s re­
search show ed that fawns en ­
tering the w inter at below  aver­
age w eights have certain laws 
operati ng against thei r  chances 
of  survival . M oen’s calculations 
show  that more (deer body) 
heat is lost by convection or ai r 
m ovem ent f rom a square m eter 
of  surf ace of  a smal l  deer than 
f rom a square m eter of  surface 
of  a large deer.

The cri tical  body  w eight of  
fawns, w ri tes Ozoga in the ar­
ticle that encourages the har­
vesting of  fawns by hunters as 
a sound m anagem ent practice, 
is betw een 77 and 88 pounds. 
A nimals below  this range, he 
states, lose considerably  more 
body  heat and are less l ikely 
to survive ex tended periods of  
cold w eather.

Friday, Steve H enske and 
I w alked across low land m arsh 
grass to a large stand of  ex­
tremely  dense coni fers. It w as 
in the coni fers that H enske has 
in the recent past been able to 
walk quietly  near num bers of  
deer yarded and bedding to

conserve energy. On this day, 
trai l s led f rom the coni f ers to­
w ard nearby  houses.

" W hi tetai l s yard during 
ex treme periods of  harsh w in­
ter weather,"  H enske stressed. 
"Y arding is a survival  m echa­
nism. Even if  these low areas 
of  pines may not have suf f i ­
cient nutri ti on, the yarded deer 
brow se and burn fewer calories 
because it m ight be three or 
four degrees w arm er in these 
areas than the more open areas 
around here."

Finding no deer in the coni ­
fers but ev idence that they had 
been here, w e fol lowed heavy 
trai l s one-quarter mi le tow ard 
the residence. Very near those 
backyards of  houses w here we 
suspected residents w ere f eed­
ing, the ears and heads of  bed­
ded deer began to take shape 
in thick  underbrush as we ap ­
proached. D eer f eeding is pro­
hibi ted in large part because 
diseases, most notably  Chronic 
W asting D isease (CW D) are 
know n to spread via sal iva in 
parti cular w hen deer are con­
gregated at f eeding si tes.

Not w anti  ng to kick the deer 
out by our hum an i ntrusion to 
expend even more energy  as 
the most cri ti cal  f inal  w eeks of  
w inter loom on the hori zon, I 
took photos w i th a telephoto 
lens w i th the ful l  attention of  
the bedded anim als on me. 
Then H enske and I backed out 
and back tracked to our truck. 
Ozoga’s w ords stayed w i th me.

“The qual i ty  of  w inter habi ­
tat and severi ty  of  w inter w eath­
er are the most im portant fac­
tors regulating deer populati ons 
across m uch of  the northern 
porti ons of  the w hi tetai l  range,” 
he w rote. "Y oung of  year-sti l l  
referred to as fawns in w inter- 
are the paw ns squandered in 
nature's w icked game of  w inter 
survival .”
