School District holds 
fine arts retreat 
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Wayne residents tell board 
no park at annual meeting

TOWN of WAYNE A cold down­
pour did not deter town residents from 
packing the town hall for the annual 
meeting Tuesday, April 8. Supervisor 
Carl Klemme called the meeting to or­
der and immediately announced the 
resignation of Town Chairman Scott 
Weiss.

When asked who would be filling 
in for Weiss, Town Clerk Chris Kuehn 
advised that the matter would not be 
discussed now as it was an agenda 
item for the next board meeting. Kue­
hn added that due to conflicts, the 
next meeting would he rescheduled; 
a date has not been set.

Kuehn proceeded to read the min­
utes from the 2007 annual meeting, 
and a motion was carried to accept 
them as read. Some of the projects 
completed since the 2007 meeting

Chairman Scott Weiss resigns
included replacing road signs, new 
dumpsters, cleaning up brush around 
the town hall, and forming a park 
committee to review the possibility of 
a new town park.

Prior to the floor being opened for 
comments, attendees were advised 
they were required to stand, state 
their name and address. Comments 
were required to be civil and if not, 
the speaker would be removed from 
the meeting by a police officer that 
was in attendance.

An advisory motion to not allow 
land to be purchased for use as a pub­
lic park was made, and quickly sec­
onded. Discussion ensued regarding 
this issue. While a survey conducted 
in 2004 indicated that the community 
would support a new park, the com­
ments made showed strong opposi­
tion.

Some felt purchasing real estate in 
the current economic climate would 
be a bad idea. Many agreed that the 
existing park was not cared for, and 
that funds could be redirected to im­
prove the park located behind Jug’s 
Hitching Post. Others felt that Wash­
ington County did not need another 
park. Some homeowners were con­
cerned about after hours park use 
and the inability of police to be able to 
keep the area safe.

Resident Steve Schmitt suggested 
a park project survey be conducted 
providing specific data that could 
be analyzed so that a better decision 
could be made. Other discussion in­
cluded questions as to what type of 
park would be built, and if it would

Multi-family 
development in 
Cherokee Lakes 
tabled by VB

KEWASKUM- Developer Tom 
Timblin was told once again he need­
ed to wait before proceeding on a plan 
to construct a 76-unit multi-family 
structure in his Cherokee Lakes De­
velopment. Village Trustees will take 
up the matter once again when plans 
are returned from FEMA.

Zoning Administrator Chad Cook 
introduced the topic at a public hear­
ing held before the village’s bi-weekly 
meeting on Monday, April 7. Timblin 
sought approval of the multi-family 
structure in the Cherokee Lakes De­
velopment near Timblin and Pleas- 
antwood Drive.

Cook stated that the topic was 
brought before die Village’s Plan 
Commission on January 22 to develop 
a consensus to include a previously 
presented 76-unit multi-family struc­
ture. He was given that consensus 
and Plan Commission members met 
again to make a recommendation on 
the proposal, where flood plain was 
topic of discussion.

Timblin stated flood plain engi­
neering was being done. A March 17 
flood study from Timblin’s engineer 
was sent to the village’s engineer for 
review. Engineer Ken Ward stated a 
final review was expected soon.

Three residents in a multi-unit 
condo at 652 Pleasantwood Drive, 
were concerned about a flood plain 
issue. Heiser informed them that Tim­
blin was seeking contingent approval 
of FEMA. The residents were also less 
than thrilled regarding the addition of 
apartments as they were sold the idea 
of a condo association. "We don’t 
want apartments there with the same

thing we have on Timblin 
Drive,” stated resident Scott 
Muench.

Timblin stated that he 
wanted this to be a condo 
project, but due to the state 
of the economy, financing 
cannot be obtained for a 
condominium project. When 
the economy improves, he 
hoped to sell the units as a 
condo project. He explained 
the development will be 
gearing toward seniors citi­
zens or those with physical 
handicaps, but it will not be 
exclusive those people.

Shambeau stated that 
village staff would recom­
mend not taking affirmative 
action on the proposal. In a 
later interview he stated that 
the mapping of the flood 
plain is preventing staff from 
recommending adoption. 
He explained that the village 
is charged, from FEMA to en­
sure residents are somewhat 
protected from flooding.

With one of the current 
structures already in the 
flood plain he and village 
staff did not like the idea 
of moving ahead without 
knowing what is in the flood 
plain. He admitted that be­
cause appropriate channels 
were not followed in Timb- 
lin’s last construction phase 
the one structure is now 
left with having to purchase 
flood insurance.

Shambeau continued 
by saying FF.MA is expected 
to change their mapping of 
the flood plain because of 
the construction that has en­

sued, namely the addition of 
a bridge over the Kewaskum 
Creek. If FEMA does not 
change the flood plain, a 
mitigation process would 
ensue. This process would 
be coordinated with DNR, 
FEMA, developer and hom­
eowners to try and limit the 
extent of the flood plain.

Trustee Kevin Scheune- 
mann motioned to table the 
item and take a vote at the 
first meeting after hearing 
from FEMA. Trustee Steve 
Scheunemann gave him a 
second and the motion car­
ried.

trails or sportinginclude 
fields.

The vote to approve the 
advisory motion that town 
residents oppose the purchase 
of land for use a public park 
was unanimous. The board 
acknowledged this vote as an 
advisory motion, but clari­
fied that it did not mean the 
park issue had been decided. 
Kuehn explained that accord­
ing to Wisconsin state statutes, 
the vote remained advisory, as 
there was no actual land being 
presented for a vote.

Fie went on to add that 
there is a park committee that 
has not yet reported their find­
ings to the town board and the 
issue was still open. When the 
Town Board has received in­
formation regarding a site and 
the price of the site a meeting 
will be called. Electors will 
then be invited to determine

a decision in accordance with 
the appropriate state statutes 
that govern this type of pur­
chase.

The current park fund 
balance is 5109,710.14. This 
money may only be used to 
purchase land for use as a 
town park.

Other motions carried 
during the annual meeting in­
cluded the approval to borrow 
up to $100,000 for emergency 
purposes if needed, and that 
the town board does not re­
ceive an increase in salary.

A brief update regarding 
the status of WI FI service was 
given. Charter has expressed 
interest, but is not yet ready 
technologically. Part of the 
continuation of the project 
is that there are enough cus­
tomers in the area to make it 
worthwhile.

What can be done to address 

gas prices? Some say "close 
loopholes" or "investigate” price 
gouging. It's time for a real solu­
tion beyond rhetoric: expand 
the only oil refinery in Wiscon­
sin.

Murphy Oil of Arkansas cur­
rently owns Wisconsin's only 
refinery in Superior. The plant 
is at the end of 1,200 miles of 
pipeline stretching from the oil 
sands of Alberta, Canada, where 
the area of extract is the size of 
North Carolina.

The Wisconsin refinery cur­
rently handles 35,000 barrels 
of petroleum products daily, 
about a tenth of what average­
sized plants manage. After a 
possible $6 billion upgrade, the 
daily output would be 235,000 
barrels.

What are the reasons for this 
expansion? There would be a 
major economic benefit. Four 
hundred jobs would be added 
to the 150 already existing. In 
addition, there is already a pig­
gyback effect from Canada’s 
oil. Murphy Oil doesn't just 
profit. Bucyrus and P&H Min­
ing Equipment Co., both from 
the Milwaukee area, make min­
ing shovels (worth $20 million 
each) for the Alberta oil fields. 
Manitowoc Crane Co. has their 
cranes in Canada and accord­
ing to a Milwaukee journal 
Sentinel (May 2006), Rockwell 
Automation has products worth 
millions being used in Alberta. 
Ihe southern half of Wisconsin 
directly benefits from Canadian 
Oil. And that's not including the 
halo effect of specific jobs for 
constructing a refinery addition 
in Superior.

National security is another 
reason for the expansion. Over 
60% of our oil is imported. 
Even more important (and less 
known), some of our refined 
oil is not refined in the US. It’s 
bad enough we depend on un­
stable countries like Venezu­
ela and Nigeria for raw oil, our 
dependence is now so bad we 
outsource refining. Insuring oil 
trade with the Canadians is a 
smart diplomatic move.

Furthermore, the Superior

plan would be a buffer for price 
variations. There hasn’t been a 
new US refinery built since the 
1970s. Whether it’s an explo­
sion in a Texas refinery or hur­
ricane in the Gulf of Mexico, 
there needs to be more elastic­
ity when refineries have trou­
ble. Expanding the Superior 
refinery would partially address 
gas prices because a significant 
portion of the price is based on 
proximity to refineries.

Expanding this refinery' is a 
serious issue. Should the envi­
ronment around Lake Superior 
be considered? Absolutely. But 
remember there are tougher 
pollution regulations than there 
was decades ago. Murphy Oil 
has spent millions on upgrades 
to their Wisconsin facility. Su­
perior's clay subsoil may also 
prevent oil spills from getting 
into groundwater better than 
some new site in the northern 
Midwest. And in September
2007, the manager of the Supe­
rior refinery guaranteed "open 
discussions” with the agencies 
like the DNR and US Fish & 
Wildlife Service. From a region­
al perspective, it’s often more 
environmentally efficient to ex­
pand the site of a current refin­
ery', rather than trying to build 
a new one in a new area. From 
a world perspective, it's more 
environmentally safe for the US 
to use Canadian oil. If Superior 
and the US avoid it, China will 
gladly use Canadian oil with vir­
tually no pollution standards.

The debate over whether to 
have a bigger refinery in Superi­
or needs to take place now. Per­
mit applications entangle local, 
state, and federal regulations 
and can take years to settle. Gov. 
Doyle and the state legislature 
should seriously tackle gas pric­
es by addressing Wisconsin s re­
fining capacity.

At the very least, the federal 
government must look at some 
of the recent military base clos­
ings where space and infra­
structure is available for refin­
ing. Whatever the case, it's time 
for real solutions to high fuel 
prices.

Millions of children (and 
adults!) use language like this 
to chat with friends, make 
weekend plans and stay in 
touch with out-of-town rela­
tives via email and Instant 
Messaging (IM). According to 
a survey conducted by Sylvan 
Learning Center, 91% of teach­
ers nationwide say they do not 
accept the use of this informal 
writing style in their students' 
assignments and tests.

Email and IM style of 
writing isn’t completely bad, 
since it does encourage stu­
dents to write more often. In 
fact, more than three quar­
ters (76%) of teachers sur­
veyed agree that children can 
benefit from email and IM as 
learning opportunities. When 
crafting emails, children are 
challenged to carefully choose 
their words, keep it simple 
and use relatively few words to 
convey tone and meaning ap­
propriately. The popularity of 
Internet writing is also help­
ing children see writing as a 
fun activity that encourages 
creative writing, and not just 
something they "have to do.”

What Parents Need to Know
Help your child develop 

an understanding of the writ­
ing process by spending time 
thinking about a writing proj­
ect, developing a brief outline 
and rewriting drafts. By show­
ing your children that writing 
is a multi-step process and not 
always instantaneous, parents 
can help their children make 
the shift to an academic style

of writing easier.
What Parents Can Do
Parents can make the most 

of their child’s interest in email 
and other computer writing by 
helping them to avoid using 
an informal style of writing too 
often. Show children that writ- 
ing can be more than a means 
of communicating with an­
other person by introducing 
them to online journaling or 
Web sites that publish chil­
dren's poems, letters, editori­
als, essays or stories.

Sylvan Learning Center 
offers parents the following 
tips to avoid IM and email- 
style language making its way 
into schoolwork:

Talk to children about 
using different writing styles 
to communicate with differ­
ent audiences. Describe the 
importance of personalizing 
messages and why it’s impor­
tant that students know their 
audience.

Review schoolwork for IM 
and email style language. En­
courage your children to write 
properly and take the time to 
carefully review assignments 
several times before submit­
ting them to thp teacher. Re­
view your child's homework 
to ensure he or she is not using 
shortcuts or slang.

Talk with children to es­
tablish ground rules for using 
IM and email. Work with your 
child to develop a plan for us­
ing IM and email to make sure

other responsibilities, such as 
completing homework and 
chores, are met before going 
online to chat with friends.

Encourage your child to 
read. Read with your child 
at least 15 minutes per day - 
or one hour per week - since 
reading will help teach chil­
dren about sentence structure, 
grammar and vocabulary. 
Reading and writing support 
each other and good readers 
become good writers. The 
more your child does of each, 
the better she will be at both.

Samuelson Sez
It’s Time for a Water Policy

For years I have been talk­
ing about concerns over wa­
ter; its availability and quality. 
You have heard me say many 
times that I feel the next major 
battle between rural and ur­
ban America will be over wa­
ter; who gets it, it's quality and 
how it gets used.

There is no question we 
need water to sustain life. In­
dustry needs water to provide 
employment and produce 
goods. Agriculture needs wa­
ter to produce food, and as 
individuals we need water to 
wash cars, to cook and to wa­
ter the lawn. All of us need 
water.

Whenever I spend time in 
Scottsdale in the Valley of the 
Sun in Arizona, the impor­
tance of water becomes even 
more apparent. That is why 
this past week, while spend­
ing several days in Arizona, I 
was very surprised at a front 
page headline of the Sunday 
Arizona Republic. Ihe head­
line read "Water Bounty; The 
Reservoirs Are Filling.” In the 
22 years I have been visiting 
Arizona, I don’t ever recall 
reading that kind of a head­
line. But then in small letters 
underneath, it said, "however, 
the drought is not over.”

Yes, it is possible to have 
a drought in the middle of the 
desert. The drought in Ari­
zona is now in its eighth year 
in a state that averages a little 
over 8 inches of rain annually. 
State meteorologists, as well 
as citizens, were anticipating 
another very dry' winter be­
cause of La Nina, but it turned 
out to be just the opposite. As 
a matter of fact, from Novem­

ber 30th until the end of Feb­
ruary, a three-month period, 
four-and-one-third inches of 
rain fell in the Valley of the 
Sun. Suddenly, water canals 
and reservoirs were filling and 
Roosevelt Lake east of Phoe­
nix registered water depth 
increases of ten to twelve feet 
in one day. With a good snow 
pack in the mountains that 
feed the Colorado River, they 
are looking forward to good 
water supplies as we go into 
the summer in Arizona.

But it is a reminder once 
again, of how critical the sup­
ply of water can be and what 
an impact it has on our lives. 
People who live in the Des­
ert Southwest are much more 
aware of that than those of us 
in other parts of the country 
where water is more plenti­
ful. I vividly recall getting my 
first water bill after building 
a house in Scottsdale in 1992; 
the bill was so big I thought it 
was an offer for my house!

This all brings me to my 
final point; the need for a na­
tional water policy that super­
cedes state borders and local 
governments, that promotes 
wise use and conservation 
and that fairly allocates water 
to satisfy the needs of all of us. 
If you think water shortages 
can't happen to you, let me 
suggest you read “The Drying 
of the West'' in a recent issue 
of National Geographic Maga­
zine; it will get your attention 
and hopefully, will stimulate a 
national dialogue to establish 
a national water policy.

Mother Nature calls the 
shots. She dictates who wins 
and loses on the water. When 
she's angry, it matters little 
what river experts might be 
standing next to you in wad­
ers on the Fox at the midnight 
hour, how' much knowledge 
they carry, what lures are in 
the arsenals or how many 
walleyes in the 10 pound class 
may be in the current just a 
pitch away. What you've done 
in the past in the same spot, 
on the same day a year or two 
ago is rendered meaning­
less. She says if you will have 
walleyes tonight or if you head 
home at 3:00 am, running on 
"almost empty” Today, I don't 
like Mother Nature.

For 20 years, Phil Schweik 
has traveled from guiding on 
his home wraters of the Wis­
consin River near Mosirtee 
north of Wausau to work the 
Fox River at DePere during the 
same two day April window. 
Like the draw' to Mississippi 
Pool 4 showcased recently, 
Wisconsin anglers will travel

long distances to find excel­
lent walleye fishing on the Fox, 
the Wisconsin, Ihe Rock, Ihe 
Wolf or the Mississippi, the 
human migrations becoming 
heavier to those waters with 
reputations for holding big 
fish. Some anglers follow the 
spring runs dictated by water 
temperature south to north on 
the same rivers, or jump rivers 
to find as much heavy action

as possible. To the Wisconsin 
walleye addict, the fact that 
water temperatures reach the 
magic 42 degree mark at dif­
ferent times in different places 
is a very good thing indeed.

"I was fishing the Wiscon­
sin River dam at Domtar Fri­
day and the walleyes were in 
25 feet of water in 34.7 degree 
water temperature,” Schweik 
said. "Downriver 12 miles the 
fish were eight to 10 feet shal­
lower in 38 degree water tem­
perature.”

For two decades, Schweik 
and company have penciled 
in “superb” fishing as a sure 
bet on the Fox April 1st and 
2nd with 50, 60, or 70 walleyes 
per angler the expectation. 
The average fish...the major­
ity of fish...stretch the tape be­
tween 22 and 27 inches. Ihe 
occasional 28 and 29 and 30 
inch fish is a daily occurrence. 
And, the obese fish even 34 
inches in length and pushing 
an unbelievable 15 pounds 
is taken here at DePere every 
March or April

Almost light-headed with 
that knowledge, I pointed 
the truck to DePere intent on 
shore fishing all night with 
a school of true angling ex­
perts; Schweik, a multi-spe­
cies guide with Hooksetters 
Fishing Services and Gander 
Mountain Pro Staff member; 
Professional Guide Justin 
Gaiche of Wausau, television 
host of Hooked Up; MWC Pro­
fessional w'alleye angler Adam 
Rasmussen of Stevens Point, 
who would work the shallow 
current and rocks from his 
Ranger; and avid angler Eric 
Tufto of Wausau. On this April 
1st nocturnal walleye hunt 
though, Mother Nature was

waiting patiendy in the wings 
with an April Fools joke...just 
for us.

Two days prior to our trip, 
Schweik's friend had visited 
the Fox and scored a 50 fish 
night. Two days after our trip, 
the catch of other angling ac­
quaintances would include 
three walleyes over 28 inches 
and a 31-1/2 inch pig. Com­
fortable air temperatures 
around 40 degrees and nor­
mal current speed and water 
clarity in the two to four foot 
depths marked each “book- 
end" trip.

"I talk to a lot of fishermen 
every day," Schweik said. "Ev­
ery one of them said Tuesday 
of our trip was the absolute 
worst day that we could have 
come here. We had run off 
from heavy snow Saturday and 
Sunday plus a major cold front 
that sent consistent 40 degree 
air temperatures to 15 degrees; 
a 25 degree difference. Ihey 
opened the dam gates and we 
walked into high, fast water as 
muddy as chocolate milk that 
had been low, clear and slow. 
It dramatically pushed the 
walleyes out of their pattern.’’

That pattern annually sees 
thousands of spawning wall­
eyes including an extremely 
high number of trophy fish 
move off of Green Bay to 
travel up the Fox to the dam. 
Hundreds of boats will be an­
chored near the dam to greet 
them. Typically, as night falls 
the fish wall move even shal­
lower w'here anglers in wad­
ers throwing crankbaits also 
find fishing fast. Typically, 
fast current will not bother the 
schools, but the conditions 
had sent our walleyes deep. 
Rasmussen would report in 
the wee hours from his Ranger 
that his electronics had re­
vealed stacks of walleyes in 
deep, protected pools with no 
appetite Mr a midnight snack.

Rasmussen had dropped 
us off from the boat on an 
island just off the dam and 
spawning current intent on

fishing all night with the aid of 
headlamps. Ihe plan called for 
wading the river and working 
the two to four foot current, 
eddies and protected pools 
with #5 and #7 shad raps, 
thundersticks, or any relative­
ly small floating crankbait.

"One real key is using no 
stretch braided super line like 
Cortland Spectrum or Power 
Pro,” said Schweik. "Ihey’re 
real thin diameter. With a 
long rod and a light drag you 
can get the lures out into the 
current and down and the line 
resists abrasion on the rocks 
where they spawn.”

Now, catching and re­
leasing three walleyes at 26, 
25 and 20 inches wouldn’t be 
considered bad on most Wis­
consin waters over five hours 
of fishing. But this was the Fox 
River, on April 1st, and I was 
fishing with four experts. My 
friends headed northwest and 
I was on my way home shortly 
after midnight for a two hour 
ride home to New Berlin.

Clapper is a bright sapot for 
Lady Indians at Oshkosh

No “sophomore jinx’’ for the 
Kewaskum Indian Wrestling 
Club.

To the contrary, the second 
year was better than the first... 
better in so far as the number 
of participants, better as in the 
number of trophies the team 
brought home, and better 
organization by splitting the 
group up into the older and 
younger wrestlers.

And oh yes, more partici­
pants won matches this win­
ter, and most everyone had 
fun, according to head coach 
Tim Hardy.

Fun was also a part of the 
annual KIWC Banquet, which 
was held Sunday night in the 
high school’s cafeteria. Team 
members and their parents 
first met for a couple games of 
bowling.

Concerning how many peo­
ple were in attendance Sun­
day, Hardy said, "I think it was 
about 120.” After feasting on 
a tasty pot luck dinner, there 
was plenty of time to celebrate 
the team's successes.

"We placed in six tourna­
ments,” Hardy said. "I believe 
we had two firsts." Those came 
at Berlin and Random Lake.

The club was represented at 
the Wisconsin Kids Folks Style 
Tournament by five wrestlers, 
and two of them, Zach Smith 
and L.J. Pinchard, placed fifth 
in their respective age and 
weight classes. (See accompa­
nying story on the state com­
petition.)
Smith, a fifth grader, had the 

most matches for the year, a 
total of 72, and his season re­
cord was an impressive 60-12.

Hardy is optimistic three of 
the current eighth graders, 
who competed in a lot of tour­
naments this winter, will do 
very well when they compete 
for the high school.

"Lance Pinchard is one of the 
eighth graders we're losing. 
He was one of the wrestlers

who made it to state,” Hardy 
said. "He lost to the eventual 
state champion.

Hardy went on, "I think he’ll 
fit right in” on the high school 
team.

"Mike Bier, I think will do 
real well in high school, too,” 
Hardy went on, also praising 
Andy Doll. "It seems like at ev­
ery' tournament, they were go­
ing up against each other," the 
coach said, adding, ‘‘I hope 
one of them gets heavier.” 

Pinchard finished the year 
with a mark of 34-8, while Bier 
was 21-11 and Doll 11-11.
Joey Wollner is another eighth 

grader with potential, accord­
ing to Hardy.
“We had several kids get third 

at regionals. They take two (to 
state),” the coach said, hopeful 
some of them will move up the 
extra place next season.
Two wrestlers Hardy expects 

to do very well next season are 
Joey Seitz (6th grade) and Aus­
tin Goeden (7th), who both 
finished third in the regionals. 
“He lost his first match of the 

year at the regional,” Hardy 
said about Seitz. “It was really 
too bad ... just a little mental 
lapse.”

“He’s (Seitz) going to be a 
good one,” the coach said. 
"Austin did a really good job. 

He ended up third at region­
als. He's one who could have 
made it,” Hardy said about 
Goeden, who posted his sec­
ond straight 30-win season.

The KIWC had 70 members 
this year. "Last year I think we 
were around fifty," Hardy said, 
adding, "The way the commu­
nity is growing, we’re just go­
ing to keep on growing.”

While the parents sang the 
praises of Hardy and Dave 
Goeden, who coached the 
younger wrestlers, Hardy said, 
"We've got a super group of 
parents. You couldn't ask for 
any better. They are always 
willing to help. Any night at 
practices, you’ll have at least 
five days helping. That’s a big 
plus."

Hardy also announced the 
younger wrestlers will have 
an excellent opportunity' to 
stay in shape this summer, 
with the addition of the Scott 
Rhoads Camp. It starts June 
10th and runs three nights a 
week, on Tuesdays, Thursdays 
and Sundays until Aug. 28th. 
The camp will be broken into 
two age groups, grades fifth 
through eighth and those in 
high school.

More information on the 
camp will be available closer 
to the starting date.

Just two places was all the 
Kewaskum High girls track 
team could garner in the an­
nual Oshkosh Indoor Invita­
tional held at the Kolf Field 
House on the UW-Oshkosh 
campus on April 1.

Catholic Memorial of 
Waukesha won the competi­
tion and did so quite convinc­
ingly, piling up 53 points. Lit­
tle Chute also turned in some 
good efforts toward a second 
place with 47 points, followed 
by Southern Door, 36.50; Sev­
astopol, 35; and Oshkosh 
Lourdes, 29 to round out the 
top five.

Kewaskum finished 18th 
with 11 points.

"We did not have a good 
meet,” KHS coach Jerry Gosa 
said, figuring the lack of prac­
tice during the Easter break 
might have been respon­
sible for the sub-par effort. 
“Our girls were not sharp last 
week.”

There was nothing sub 
par about the performance 
of Alissa Clapper in the pole 
vault. Clapper, a junior, won 
the event after clearing 9 feet 
(9-0). "She had a couple good 
efforts at 9-6, too,” Gosa said.

Clapper earned 10 points 
for the Lady Indians, and the 
other point was scored by Nic­
hole Kison in her first try at 
running the 800. Her time in 
the event was 2 minutes, 38 
and .04 seconds (2:38.04) for 
eighth place in a big field.

The two Indian high jump­
ers, Candace Beine and Jessie 
Liniewski both cleared 4-10 
and tied for 12th place, with a 
logjam of jumpers two inches

ahead of them and the winner 
going 5-2.

None of the KHS long 
jumpers had gotten in any 
outdoor practice before this 
meet, but Kison finished 16th 
out of 48 competitors with a 
jump of 14-3.50, and Heather 
Schmitt also made the top 
half of the field, placing 21st at 
13-11.25.

The biggest disappoint­
ment of the day came when 
the baton was dropped by 
the Indians in the 4x200 re­
lay. Even with the miscue, the 
KHS foursome of Clapper, Ki­
son, Liniewski and senior Kel­
ly IJelmen earned a clocking 
of 1:59.73, good for 12th out of 
40 teams.

"It was a lost opportunity 
for Uelmen,” Gosa said, refer­
ring to the fact this was her last 
chance to run at Oshkosh.
