Shambeau reported Wednesday 
morning that he was offered a posi­
tion in Calumet County as their coun­
ty administrator.

Calumet County has a population 
of over 45,000 residents and 19 local 
governments including; nine towns, 
four villages and six cities. The annual

rects, administers, and coordinates 
the activities of the County in support 
of policies, goals and objectives estab­
lished by the County Board. He will be 
responsible for appointing members 
of Boards and Commissions, subject 
to the confirmation of the County 
Board. He will also be responsible for 
submitting the annual budget to the 
County Board.

"I was very sad to learn that lay 
was moving on to another position. I 
think he as done a tremendous job in 
the village and 1 have enjoyed work­
ing with him immensely. I will miss 
him. But I realize this is a rare and 
exciting opportunity and I am genu­
inely happy for both Jay and his fam­
ily.

Rollover accident in Wayne
(Continued from front)

On April 13, 2008 at ap­
proximately 6:50 pm, a 71-year- 
old Oshkosh woman was fatally 
injured in a one-vehicle rollover 
crash on US 41 near Beaver Dam 
Road, in the Town of Wayne. 
This is Washington County’s 4th 
traffic related fatality for 2008.

The victim, Audrey Wyrem- 
beck of Oshkosh, was the opera­
tor of a vehicle traveling north­
bound on US 41. This vehicle 
entered the grass median, slid 
down the embankment, over­
turned several times, and ended 
up on it’s roof in the southbound 
lanes of travel. Wyrembeck was 
trapped inside the overturned 
car and had to be extricated us­
ing the Jaws of Life. She was pro­
nounced dead at the scene by 
the Washington County Medi­
cal Examiner's Office.

The victim’s 35 year-old 
daughter, Dana Wyrembeck, 
and two year old grandson were 
passengers in the car at the 
time. They received relatively 
minor injuries and were able to 
escape the wreckage prior to the

arrival of emergency personnel. 
They were treated on scene and 
then transported to St. Joseph’s 
Hospital in the Town of Polk by 
Allenton EMS. Allenton was as­
sisted by Kohlsville Fire Depart­
ment and West Bend Intercept.

Washington County was as­
sisted by units from the Wiscon­
sin State Patrol and the Dodge 
County Sheriff’s Department. 
Both southbound lanes of US 
41 were shut down for approxi­
mately 90 minutes while rescue 
and clean-up efforts were con­
ducted.

Investigation into the cause 
indicated that for unknown 
reasons prior to entering the 
median, the auto began sliding 
sideways on the gravel shoulder 
of the roadway. The two adults 
were wearing seatbelts and the 
child was in a child safety set. 
Alcohol use and speed did not 
appear to have been contribut­
ing factors.

The crash remains under 
investigation.

Wisconsin Tornado and Severe 

Weather Awareness Week April 21-25

KM State Forest needs volunteers

Gov. Jim Doyle has proclaimed April 21-25, 

2008 as Tornado and Severe Weather Aware­

ness Week in Wisconsin. This awareness cam­

paign is launched every year in April to remind 

people of the dangers associated with torna­
does, thunderstorms, flooding and hail and to 

encourage citizens to educate themselves re­

garding protective safety measures.
The Washington County Office of Emer­

gency Management, along with Wisconsin 

Emergency Management (WEM) and the Na­

tional Weather Service (NWS), are once again 

promoting Wisconsin’s Tornado and Severe 

Weather Awareness Week. WEM has sent out a 

press packets containing background informa­

tion. In addition, the Wisconsin Department of 

Public Instruction is sending all state schools 
tornado and severe weather information and 

safety tips. Additional information can be 

found on the WEM website: http://emergency- 
management.wi.gov

On Thursday, April 24, Washington County 

will participate in the statewide tornado drill. 
The drill tests the notification procedures that 

take place during a severe weather event. Vari­
ous types of watches/warnings are issued by 

the NWS and disseminated to local dispatch 

agencies and key personnel. These are the 

same watches/warnings available to the public 

through the media or over the NOAA weather 

radio system.

Weather warning sirens in Washington 

County are owned and operated locally by the 

various cities, villages and townships. Due to 

this fact, the sirens in your area may or may not 

sound on April 24th, depending on participa­

tion by the local jurisdiction in the drill, or the 

fact that a particular system may choose not to 

deviate from its normal testing schedule.

If actual severe weather occurs anywhere in 

the state on April 24, the drill will be postponed 

until Friday, April 25.

All residents of Washington County are en­

couraged to become familiar with the desig­
nated shelter areas and weather procedures 

needed to be safe if you are at home, school, 

work, shopping or on the road. The best way to 
stay informed about severe weather conditions 

is to purchase a weather radio.

Additional information can be obtained 

from your local or state Emergency Manage­
ment Agency, the National Weather Service or 

your local chapter of the American Red Cross.

NOTE: The village of Kewaskum does not 
have a designated spot for residents who do not 
have basements, police chief Richard Knoebel 
advised, “People need to get to a protected area 
as quickly as possible. If they do not have a base­
ment they can go to an inside bathroom and lay 
in their tub. This would give them protection in 
the event that the walls or roof would collapse."

The Kettle Moraine State 
Forest - Northern Unit covers 
almost 30,000 acres and has 
approximately 900,000 visitors 
annually. With all this land to 
cover and with all those visitors, 
the forest staff needs some extra 
help with a variety of tasks.

Are you a people person? If 
you answered yes, they are look­
ing for you to help staff the front 
desk at the Ice Age Visitor Cen­
ter, which is located half mile 
west of Dundee. Volunteers are 
needed that would be willing to 
give four to five hours on Sat­
urdays and Sundays from May 
through October, from 11:00 am 
until 3:00 or 4:00 pm. Volun­
teers greet forest visitors, help 
them get orientated to the forest 
and assist with selling Friends 
of the Kettle Moraine merchan­
dise. Training will be offered on 
Wednesday, May 7, at 6:30 p.m. 
and volunteers will work side- 
by-side with a forest employee.

Do you have a favorite trail 
that you enjoy walking? They 
could use you as one of their 
Trail Watchers who help them 
keep alert to the maintenance 
needs and unique natural hap­
penings on “their trails." Vol­
unteers would sign up for trail 
or specific trail loop/section 
on which to be a Trail Watcher. 
They would inform the forest 
staff of any maintenance needs 
like downed trees or vandalized

signs. They would inform the 
staff of what flowers are bloom­
ing, what birds/animals were 
sighted and what other unique 
finds were found. This informa­
tion would then be posted at the 
Ice Age Visitor Center.

Extra volunteers are always 
needed with special programs 
offered by the naturalist staff. 
Help is needed to help lead ac­
tivities, engage people to par­
ticipate, and set up before and 
clean up after the event. They 
are looking for people to help 
with their Summer Sun Cel­
ebration on Saturday, lune 28, 
from 1:00 to 4:00 p.m. at Long 
Lake, and on Sunday, June 
29, from 12:00 to 3:00 p.m. at 
Mauthe Lake. Volunteers will 
assist with sun experiments and 
solar crafts. On Sunday, July 27, 
from 12:00 to 4:00 p.m., help is 
needed with their Old-time Na­
ture Skills, Games and Crafts at 
Mauthe Lake leading old-time 
games, helping with the crafts 
and assisting with the nature 
skills.

Ah, dear old Dad...
He taught you all about 

Fishing and football. He intro­
duced you to your first engine, 
and he showed you how to fix 
it. He was Master of the Grill 
and he passed the legacy to 
you. He took you to his favor­
ite hang-out and introduced 
you to his friends.

He kept secrets from you.
In the new book "Son of 

Scarface” by Chris W. Knight, 
a man digs into his father’s 
background to answer a ques­
tion that haunts him: who was 
his father, really? *

When Chris Knight was 
13 years old, his beloved fa­
ther died. Knight’s mother 
appeared to hate her husband 
and, as soon as she could after 
the funeral, she flew through 
the house, gathering all Bill 
Knight’s belongings. She put 
them in trash bags, preparing 
to wipe him from her memo­
ry-

But Chris took one item 
from the trash: an address 
book, in which his father had 
scrawled contacts and phone 
numbers. Young Chris called 
someone whose name seemed 
somehow familiar.

What he heard shocked 
him.

"Your father was AlXa- 
pone’s son.”

Six words Chris Knight 
never forgot.

Following his father's 
death, Knight's mother more- 
or-less abandoned her chil­
dren, leaving them in the care 
of a mysterious woman who 
lived hours from the Knight 
home in New Jersey, but who 
"knew" when Knight and his 
sister needed help. Life for 
the siblings was easier with­
out their mother’s brutality, 
but Knight was forever haunt­
ed by the words of his father’s 
friend.

As an adult, Knight de­
cided he needed to know the 
truth. He hired a genealogist 
and a private investigator, 
and they sorted through clues 
which took them from New 
Jersey to Chicago, Florida to 
Wisconsin; Danville, Kentucky 
to Danville, Illinois. Using the 
internet, Knight found people 
with links to Bill Knight, but 
many of them vehemently re­
sisted giving him any informa­
tion. Digging further, Knight 
discovered even more mys­
teries about the man he wor­
shipped.

Was Chris Knight's father 
really the son of one of the 
world’s most notorious gang­
sters? Was Knight a descen­
dant of an infamous hardened 
killer?

The word "logic” pops up 
frequently in this memoir, but 
"logic" is in the eyes of the be­
holder here. Yes, "Son of Scar­
face” is filled with fascinating 
tales and a mystery that rivals 
any popular whodunit. Yes, 
there’s a certain romance still 
attached to A1 Capone, a man 
who died generations ago.

ButauthorChrisW. Knight 
takes a few dozen giant Moth- 
er-May-I leaps of belief in this 
memoir that’s part Sherlock 
Holmes, part "Mommy Dear­
est” and part "Sopranos” What 
he writes makes some sense, 
but what he “knows” could 
also be explained in many 
other ways. His scenarios are 
mostly conjecture, and read­
ers may agree that his think­
ing is sound but skewed in an 
effort to justify his obsession. 
This is not to say that this is a 
bad book. Quite to the con­
trary, but read it with an entire 
boxful of grains of salt. "Son 
of Scarface" is a good enough 
book, but requires a Big- Dad- 
dy-sized stretch of belief to 
enjoy.

If the sight of the blue skies fills you with joy, if a blade of 
grass springing up in the fields has power to move you, if 
the simple things of nature have a message that you un­
derstand, rejoice, for your soul is alive. -Eleonora Duse

Samuelson Sez
Good times, Bad times

Indeed, this is an interest­
ing time in the world of agricul­
ture, the most interesting I have 
seen in my 52 years of covering 
this industry. Over the past sev­
eral months, at every agricultur­
al meeting I have attended and 
covered, it took, only a matter 
of minutes before the subject 
of prices and market volatility 
worked its way into the conver­
sation.

Depending on where you 
are in the agricultural food 
chain, these are either the "best 
of times” or the "worst of times” 
For corn, soybean and wheat 
producers, record high prices 
that we couldn’t even think 
about a couple of years ago, say 
the "best of times." If you are a 
livestock or poultry producer, 
the higher cost of your feed 
says these could be the "worst 
of times" There is no question 
that volatility is part of our lives 
everyday, and if you are a trader 
in the marketplace, one day you 
are limit up, the next day you are 
limit down and if you are on the 
wrong side, you are in trouble.

There are many reasons for 
the volatility, but to me the un­
derlying basic reason is a law 
that has been part of market­
ing forever...the law of supply 
and demand. Supply of food 
and feed grains lower than we 
have seen in several decades; in 
the case of wheat 60 years, and 
demand increasing rapidly for 
com and soybeans to produce 
alternative fuels. Remember­
ing that change is with us con­
stantly, it is interesting to note, 
however, that USDA in its last 
three monthly supply-demand 
reports has lowered the use of 
corn for ethanol by a total of 
300-million bushels.

Then there is the challenge 
for country elevators. Several 
producers have told me re­
cently they wanted to forward- 
price some of their corn and 
soybeans for 2010 to take ad­
vantage of what they feel are 
good prices two years down the 
road. But when they make the 
request to the elevator manager, 
the response is brief and to the 
point.."We can't do that any­
more” I talked to several large 
and small country elevator 
managers at the National Grain 
& Feed Association convention 
in Arizona recendy and they 
told me that market volatility 
has pushed their line-of-credit 
needs to cover margin calls be­
yond the lending capacity of 
their local bank and they can 
no longer forward-price con­
tracts two years into the future. 
A North Dakota manager told 
me his line-of-credit require­
ment two years ago was $2-mil- 
lion; today it is $18-million and 
his banker said he can't go any 
higher.

Add to all of this the in­
creased cost of inputs like fertil­
izer, energy and transportation 
and the financial landscape of 
rural America has been dra­
matically changed. But there 
are some basic rules we need 
to remember..."The cure for 
high prices is higher prices and 
the cure for low prices is lower 
prices” and "Prices never go the 
same direction forever” What­
ever side of the market you find 
yourself, just know that this 
period in agriculture will be 
discussed and debated in agri­
cultural economics classes for 
decades!

PASSING THE HERITAGE....Best laid 
hunting plans take new course

Soon to be planted in new crops, beautiful Grant County in 
spring dwarfs new turkey hunter Austin Estrada during the 
statewide youth turkey hunt April 12 and 13.

In hindsight, I should have 
stayed in bed.

But that’s not how it felt at 
all April 13th when the alarm 
clock woke me in the wee hours 
of a new Sunday for yet anoth­
er outdoor journey; one last 
crack at the statewide youth 
turkey hunt with my nephew, 
Austin Estrada. All bad Karma 
was certainly behind me after 
the blinking dashboard light 
on my old Chevy truck and a 
grinding noise that sounded 
uncannily like my goose call­
ing ended our Saturday hunt 
before it ever started.

"Oh, it's going to be in the 
shop until Monday," the me­
chanic said through a wicked, 
gap-toothed smile, wafting 
cigarette smoke and the music 
of the “ching” “ching” key ma­
chine ringing up the estimate. 
“Your problem is this...that... 
and the other thing. It’ll be 
about S1300. You understand 
that's provided your thing-a- 
ma-jig isn't shot when we get 
in there.”

"I are a writer,” I said. "Of 
course 1 don't understand. 
What's that language you’re 
speaking? You sure you didn’t

mean my gas cap is loose? You 
sure you didn’t mean thirteen 
dollars?”

He didn't. Austin and I 
made new plans for Sunday 
and the two hour and 30 min­
ute drive to beautiful Grant 
County on the Mississippi Riv­
er. It was important to intro­
duce Austin, a first time turkey 
hunter, to the endless joys of 
the hunt. Improvising in the 
transportation department to 
reach Zone 11 for even one day

would surely pass on a hunt­
ing heritage for a lifetime.

The Youth Spring Turkey 
Hunt is designed to give hunt­
ers age 12 to 15 who have suc­
cessfully completed a hunter 
education program an oppor­
tunity to hunt turkeys and gain 
valuable hunting experience. 
Youth hunters must also be 
accompanied by an adult 18 
years of age or older. Austin, 
that meant, would rely on his 
old uncle to show him the 
ropes, a plan in peril with the 
200,000 mile truck needing an 
unexpected massage. Lori, my 
beautiful wife of 21 years and 
first grade teacher in Ocono- 
mowoc School District, came 
to our rescue.

"Take my car Sunday," Lori 
said. "I'm going to be home 
all day doing report cards.”

Which put Austin and 
me southwest bound early 
the next morning in the new 
car of the family, the 160,000 
mile Camry. Now, what hap­
pens when a Camry's CV axle 
contraption and necessary 
doo-higgies break loose from 
the wheel discomboomulater 
housing just east of Madison is 
that the steering wheel shakes 
uncontrollably, replicates my 
duck calling, and ultimately 
attempts to throw you in the 
ditch.

This culminates two hours 
later with a tow truck ride (how 
fun), and a sign that greets you 
in the only fix-it shop open in 
town that reads, "Our hourly 
rate for work rendered on 
weekends will be $90.00 per 
hour instead of $75.00.”

This also culminates with 
a mechanic talking that same 
language through a wicked, 
gap-toothed smile, wafting 
cigarette smoke and the music 
of the "ching” "ching” key ma­

chine ringing up the estimate. 
"Your problem is this...that... 
and the other thing,” he said. 
That'll be $350. You under­
stand that’s provided we can 
get parts on a Sunday.”

"You don’t have a twin 
brother in New Berlin do you?” 
I ask in response. “Oh never 
mind. Just do it. It doesn't cost 
anything anyway. I'm using a 
credit card.”

It’s at this time when I call 
on my ace in the hole; the rich 
sister in Madison who is also 
the most generous person on 
the face of the earth. Get one 
of these. Joanie not only picks 
us up, she offers her Lincoln 
Aviator, without 200,000 miles 
mind you and with buttons 
that do things like give you a 
head massage while you're 
driving, to continue the hunt. 
She also is not a hunter and 
shows up with two garbage 
bags. "You don’t mind if you 
don’t leave feathers and blood 
in my car do you?” Joanie 
asks.

We do not mind, and even­
tually safely arrive in Fenni- 
more. After readying our gear, 
we need to cross a small creek. 
I safely negotiate the trap, but 
turn to find that quicksand 
had gobbled up Austin to the 
thighs and won't let go. I pull 
him out after a long struggle 
but spend the next 15 minutes 
negotiating with the babbling 
brook to give me back my 
nephew’s boot. It eventually 
agrees, but not without slurp­
ing out some kind of insidious 
laughter in parting. I back off 
slowly, but the .870 is ready in 
case the creek tries anything 
else.

Because the home-made 
targets I made for Austin sim­
ulating the head and neck of 
turkeys to sharpen his shoot­
ing skills prior to hitting the 
field have been forgotten in 
the trunk of the Camry, we 
improvise again. I place a 
cow pie on a stick and place 
the stick at 30 yards. Although 
he has shot before, and well, 
Austin, all 95 pounds of him, 
expresses some reservation at

the impending kick of the gun. 
With a reminder that hold­
ing the scattergun snug to the 
shoulder will take care of any 
punch, Austin launches a full- 
choke load of number-5 shot 
that destroys the cow pie.

"See you feel fine but what 
do you think that cow pie feels 
like about now?” I ask in cel­
ebration. "It’s a cow pie,” Aus­
tin deadpans. "It probably 
feels like poop.”

We hustle to bluff country. 
We walk, sit and call, walk, 
sit and call. There are no an­
swering gobbles. There are no 
turkeys. Ihere are none of the 
special things that a mentor 
hopes will greet a young hunt­
er, despite the knowledge that 
paying dues prior to success is 
a big part of this game we play. 
The afternoon is literally fleet­
ing. Austin is muddy. He’s 
cold, hungry and thirsty and 
his hands are ripped up from 
the greetings of thorn bushes. 
His clothes now are adorned 
with burrs. We head for the 
truck.

It’s better than a one mile 
walk out. The distance be­
tween us grows greater as I 
move quickly with duffle bag, 
decoys and camera. Austin 
struggles on with a gun as 
large as he is that somehow 
gains weight with each step. 
I wonder if the youth hunt 
despite our roadblocks, has 
served its purpose of recruit­
ing a new hunter, hopefully 
for life. I don’t ask, but Austin 
answers the question during 
the flight home in the Aviator.

“How long were we out 
there?'"he asks. "Oh, maybe 
two hours of actually hunting," 
I say. “You’re kidding me, 
"Austin asks in dismay. “Two 
hours? It felt like forever."

Area athletes playing key roles in Falcons’ success

When Doug Gonring was 
hired as the assistant head 
coach for the Concordia Uni­
versity baseball team, he 
didn’t have to look far to find 
talented players to help the 
Falcon program.

Gonring immediately be­
gan recruiting some of the 
top talent he has seen play 
on the Campbellsport, West 
Bend West and Kewaskum 
High baseball teams, includ­
ing Campbellsport’s Ty Schill; 
Jon Olla and Dan Shea of 
Kewaskum and Matt Schilter, 
who played his prep ball at 
West. Another area player is 
Josh Heisdorf, a member of 
one of West Bend East's state 
championship team.

These five are now among 
the Falcon leaders both offen­
sively and defensively.

"All of them are doing quite 
well. We're 12-6,” Gonring said 
last week, a night after the Fal­
cons split in a doubleheader 
with Madison Edgewood (L 
6-16 and W 7-4) on a night 
when the weather was hardly 
conducive for baseball.

"1 think Johnny is leading 
the conference (in hitting),” 
Gonring said about Olla, a 
sophomore, and the team's 
starting center fielder. Against 
Edgewood on April 9, Olla

went 3x3 in the opener but 
could not muster a hit in two 
trips to the plate in the second 
game.

Not including the results 
from the Madison games, 
Olla is hitting at a .466 clip, 
with 27 hits in 58 trips to the 
plates. His conference statis­
tics include nine hits in 17 at 
bats (.529), with a conference- 
high 12 RBls (runs batted in), 
four doubles, a triple and one 
home run. This puts him in 
the No. 7 spot in hitting with 
several of the players ahead of 
him having played in only two 
games thus far this spring.

Olla's slugging percentage 
is an impressive 1.059.

Concordia plays in the 
Northern Athletic Conference 
along with the following Wis­

Shea has made the transi­
tion from high school to colle­
giate baseball rather quickly.

Going into the double 
header, his batting average 
was .297, with 11 hits in 37 
trips to the plate.

age, going 23x60 in the team’s 
first 16 games.

Schill, the Falcon's senior 
shortstop, “is turning in some 
nice defensive plays,” accord­
ing to Gonring, who said, “We 
turned three double plays 
last night in the two games ... 
That's critical!”

Schill is also batting fairly 
well as evidenced by his .255

(12x47)average.
Heisdorf, who has played 

some at first base and some at 
second, has been struggling 
a bit at the plate, “but his de­
fense has made him an asset,” 
Gonring said.

Gonring, who has re­
sumed the head coaching du­
ties at Kewaskum High start­
ing this spring, said he and 
head coach Val Kelper have 
been pleased with the offen­
sive. "We’ve been hitting the 
ball very well," he said, adding 
the pitching still has to come 
around, and they expect with 
better weather conditions the 
defensive efforts will improve.

Gonring's duties include 
handling batting practice and 
coaching third base during 
the games. "We're all involved 
in the recruiting, trying to get 
the local guys.

Indian track teams still waiting for warm days

The rainy and cold weath­
er forced the cancellation of 
not one, but two Kewaskum 
High track meets this past 
week.

The Indians were slated 
to host Plymouth, Sheboygan 
Falls and Two Rivers in an 
Eastern Wisconsin Confer­
ence coed meet on Tuesday, 
and the rains wiped that one 
out. A mix of rain and snow 
took care of Saturday’s Catho­
lic Memorial Crusader Invita­
tional for girls.

Coach Jerry Gosa said 
he was on his way to practice 
Friday afternoon when word 
came on the cancellation of 
the Crusader meet and be­
cause most of the teams have 
their schedules set for the rest 
of the spring, these two com­
petitions will not be made up.

"With a little bit of luck, 
we’ll get in our outdoor meet 
this week (Tuesday at Plym­
outh), and we need an out­
door meet!” Gosa said em­
phatically, looking at the fact 
the Indians have not had a 
single outdoor competition 
this spring.

The last meet Kewaskum 
athletes were involved in was 
the WTFA State Indoor Meet, 
held April 5 on the UWf-White­
water campus.

Unlike theOshkosh Indoor 
Invitational, which is split into 
large and small school divi­
sions, all teams are lumped in 
one big meet, which runs from 
early in the morning until late 
at night.

Knowing it is difficult for 
the Indians to earn any places 
at the WTFA, Gosa still likes to 
take selected individuals and 
the relay teams there because 
it is a good opportunity to run 
on a very fine track and against 
some excellent competition.

The best effort by any of 
the girls came from junior 
Alissa Clapper, who cleared 
9 feet, 6 inches (9-6) for sixth 
place. The effort also helped 
Clapper share the KHS indoor 
record for the event.

"That will help the team,” 
Gosa said about Clapper's 
continual improvement in the

event.
While the others were un­

able to place among the top 
seven, there were some good 
performances, starting with 
Lacy Taylor's distance in the 
shot.

Taylor's best effort was 
31-6.5. "She p-red (got her 
personal best) by a foot and a 
half... very nice!” Gosa said.

Liz Potter turned in a time 
of 10 and .06 seconds (10.06) 
in the 55-meter high hurdles, 
which put her "right in the 
middle of the pack,” according 
to Gosa, who said Jessi Forbes 
was clocked, with automatic 
timing, in 8.22 in the 55-m 
dash, good for 58th out of 78.

Kelly Uelmen, Kewas- 
kum’s senior sprinter, ran a 
7.88, good for 31st out of 78.

"Not bad,” Gosa said, 
pointing out Uelmen's time 
was .3 of a second faster than 
what she ran at Oshkosh.

The Lady Indians’ 4x200 
quartet of Forbes, Jessie Lin- 
iewski, Nichole Kison and Uel­
men, had a very exciting out­
ing, running a 1:53.22, good 
for 19th out of 55 teams. This 
time was faster than the win­
ning time at Oshkosh.

Kison also ran the open 
800, finishing 46th out of 88 
runners with a time of 2:37.89.

Other efforts by Lady In­
dians included: 1,600 — Hel­
en Schoenborn, 6:08.24, 65th 
out of 76 and Tonya Janssen, 
67th in 6:11.92; 800 — Kison, 
2:37.89, good for 46th out of 
88; and 4x400 relay - Heath­
er Schmitt, Rachel Yocum, 
Megan Thornton and Ash­
ley Roeske, combining for a 
4:37.1,39th out of 43 teams.

Kewaskum had no high, 
long or triple jumpers. "They 
have minimums," Gosa said, 
indicating the Indians are not 
yet in the class with some of 
the premier jumpers in the 
state.

Leading the boys was Jake 
Dickmann, who went 12-6 
in the pole vault. "Jake had a 
good day,” Gosa said, pointing 
out this was a foot higher than 
he has ever gone, and it gave 
him ninth place out of 17 very 
talented vaulters, including 
three who cleared 15 feet.

In the high jump, Dick­

mann wasn’t quite as good, 
clearing 5-10, which is two 
inches under his season best. 
Still, Gosa is very encouraged 
the versatile junior will do 
good things this spring.

Tyler Swanson tossed the 
shot 47-3.75, which is one- 
quarter inch from his best. He 
was 17th in the shot put field.

"Ben (Boettcher) had 
a bad day. He was 27th” at 
44-7.5, according to Gosa, 
who said Boettcher also fin­
ished 53rd out of 86 sprinters

in the 55-m dash.
The 4x200 relay, comprised 

of Jon Komp, Scott Steldt, 
Dan Dymond and Boettcher, 
finished 40th with a time of 
1:40.78, while the 4x400 relay, 
made up of Dymond, Zach 
Herriges, Brandon Zolp and 
Steldt, was 25th of 41 teams 
after crossing the finish line in 
3:41.62.

Tim Hall, new to KHS 
track, was clocking in 2:18.06 
in the 800.

Zach Herriges, making his

first appearance of the season, 
was disqualified in the 1,600 
for running on one of the 
lines.

Kewaskum will host the 
6th annual Indians Invitation­
al on Friday against athletes 
from four other teams. Origi­
nally seven teams had com­
mitted to compete, but Gosa 
said, “We had two schools 
back out in the last week or 
so.”

The meet will begin at 4 
p.m.
